(2) Jung Joo Kwaksan Police (7 days)
(3) Daedong Prison (100 days)
(4) Heungnam Labor Camp
(2 years and 8 months)
(5) Soedaemun Prison (3 months)
(6) USA Danbury (13 months)
(7) Helicopter Accident

Total: 4 years 8 months 17 days
