Jesus did not come just as lord, ultimately he came in the

capacity to become the true parent to mankind. If the Israelite
nation and Judaism had united with Jesus at that time, that
goal would have been fulfilled. Therefore, all the things which
had fallen down, and the order which had been reversed
would have been restored. Jesus would have been in the par-
ents' position, with the Israelites as the children and all things
below them. These positions would have been completely re-
stored.

The consequences of the crucifixion of Jesus have been quite
serious, repeating the fallen format. Once again, mankind en-
tered into the fallen position.

The crucifixion eliminated the possibility for mankind to
have True Parents at that time. With unrestored, fallen status,
all the things of creation have nothing to do with true man
and God's providence.

Before the crucifixion of Jesus, the Israelite nation and the
, Jewish faith were strong, but after the crucifixion all these

were nullified. Christendom was in the spiritual realm of sal-
vation. That was the only thing that was available to humanity.

The God-centered sovereignty was lost. Therefore, twelve
different tribes arose, laying the new worldwide foundation
for the second coming of the Messiah. Each of the twelve tribes
not only moved itself, but also divided into so many different
tribes, or denominations, so that today there are more than

twelve hundred different tribes acting independently of each
other. There is absolutely no harmony in our world today.

If Jesus was not crucified, he would have been the king of
kings. That nation of Israel would have become a powerful
God-centered sovereignty and the unification of the world
nation would have been accomplished.

After the crucifixion however, Christianity was granted only
spiritual salvation as a spiritual movement or religion, with-
out any physical nation or sovereignty. For that reason, Chris-
tian faith traversed the Roman Empire, the British Isles, and
crossed the Atlantic Ocean, coming to the United States as a
Protestant nation. Christianity then moved over the Pacific to
the Asian rim, circling the entire world in that fashion.

If Jesus had not been crucified, then all the Asian religions,
such as Confucianism, Hinduism, and Buddhism, which had
become prosperous by that time, would have become the foun-
dation for the spread of Christianity. The unity of religious
faiths would have occurred at that time, centering upon Asia.

However, through the crucifixion, Christianity lost the
physical body of Jesus. It was taken away by Satan. In order
to restore this lost body, Christianity had to go to the Roman
Empire. Who took the body away? The Roman Empire. Satan
is always seeking the destruction of the body, and Christian-
ity is going after its restoration. That is why there was a great
showdown in Christian history in the Roman Empire.

Because of the crucifixion, Christianity could not have a
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physical empire or dwelling, only the spiritual realm. This is
the reason why Christianity has been destined to have another
coming that will claim physical sovereignty as part of the dis-
pensation. With Christianity alone, that cannot be done.

CHOSEN SACRIFICE, LAUNCHING PAD
The Vatican was formed out of Roman Catholicism, and a
worldwide foundation was made. However they did not re-
alize that the Vatican exists to realize substantial world salva-
tion. The same thing was true of Judaism which, before the
coming of Christ, was longing for the salvation of their own
race and nation. "The Jewish nation shall become a proud na-
tion and a proud people." But they did not realize, that God's
providence is always for the sake of the world. God uses the
chosen nation as the launching pad, or the sacrifice, to save
the entire world. They thought the Lord was coming to give
them a great reward. But on the contrary, the Lord comes
with God's true love to sacrifice the chosen people for the
sake of the rest of humanity. Roman Catholicism did the same
thing in a way. They did not realize that they were not to en-
joy life for themselves, not to enjoy their own power, but they
were to sacrifice as a parent and as an elder brother for the
sake of unfortunate humanity.

Therefore, God did not allow the Vatican and Roman Ca-
tholicism to continue in that fashion, because there was so
much corruption and selfishness. So God's cleansing work
took place through divisions that chipped away from Roman
Catholicism and the Vatican. That produced the Anglican
Church, and the Protestants. The Protestant movement sprung
up in the will of God. It was not done at someone's whim.
The British nation played a very important role. From there,
under great persecution, Protestantism was born, that is, the
Pilgrim Fathers came to America and created a new world of
Protestantism.

The Roman Empire was a peninsula. From there Christian-
ity moved to an island nation, which was Great Britain, and
then to the American continent. That is the way history has
been moving, from the peninsula, to the island, to the con-
tinent.

At one time the power of Great Britain shone all over the
world. The saying went, "The sun never sets on the British
Empire." Why was so much power given to this small island
nation? God wanted to use that island nation to bring the
Gospel to every corner of the earth. One of the most important
accomplishments of that era was that Great Britain produced
the Pilgrim Fathers, who set sail across the Atlantic Ocean and
came to the American continent, bringing the new Protestant
independent, unified sovereign nation. This was a first in
human history. In a short period of two hundred years, the
United States of America has become the world's most for-
midable superpower.

The United States, however, is under the Christian heritage,
which has no body, because Jesus' body was lost. So it is only
a spiritual movement. The United States has been preparing
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for the day to receive the body, which is the coming of the
Messiah. The United States is prospering economically, but at
the same time dwindling religiously. After World War II there
was a great deal of spiritual revival, but not enough sovereign-
ty responded to it. Failure came after World War II because of
this division and disunity. Will the United States prosper or
decline? There is only one way we can judge. The United
States is a Christian nation, blessed for the sake of the world.
For this reason, if we are going to serve and sacrifice for the
sake of the world, according to God's will, then this nation
will prosper. Otherwise this nation will dwindle.

The United States should harbor no animosity toward any-
one, just as Jesus forgave the Roman soldier who pierced him
at the time of the crucifixion: "Please God forgive him for he
doesn't know what he is doing." The United States must as-
sume the same position today. The United States should not
dwell on selfish interests. If someone hits your body, still you
must embrace him with a generosity great enough to embrace
humanity. If this nation keeps giving love for the sake of hu-
manity, God will never let this nation decline!

FOR THE SAKE OF HUMANITY
Failures come when nations try to manipulate circumstances
for their own sake. For example, at the time of Jesus, the cho-
sen people felt that the Messiah was for their own benefit. So
they rejected and crucified him. Roman Catholicism and the
Vatican had worldwide hegemony, but they thought that the
blessing was for themselves. They started to dwindle, losing
power and suffering division, because they opposed God's
will. It was God's will to use Roman Catholicism for the sake
of the rest of humanity, also the British nation, and the Amer-
ican nation. An important nation with a mission given by God
will always decline if its people feel that they have received
the mission for their own sake and think selfishly, because
that is not God's way. It is not God's goal. On the other hand,
if they sacrifice for the sake of humanity and the world, they
will prosper.

After World War II the United Nations became the domi-
nant world organization, but it was not used for the purpose of
God's will. Instead, the United Nations was infiltrated by com-
munist propaganda. For that reason the U.N., which is a no-
ble ideal, has not been used for its original purpose.

Right after World War II, if established Christianity, the
United Nations and the United States of America had accepted
Father, his teaching and true love, then today's world would
not be like this. Today we see the most incredible moral deg-
radation throughout society, worse than Sodom and Gomorrah.
Father expounded in the early morning sermon that since es-
tablished Christianity did not embrace Father's mission, Father
was cast out, and from scratch laid his own foundation for
forty years. Upon that foundation, in 1985,a new dispensation
was begun. This year, the consummation of that dispensation
will be coming. Christianity in the United States is dying. For
twenty years, ever since Father came to this country, his most
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Fathergives the prayer for God's Day pledge service.

crucial mission was the restoration and revival of the Chris-
tian faith. Why does Reverend Moon have to do this? Father
came in the parental position, therefore he views the children's
position with unselfish agape true love. Maybe it is too late for
the first generation. They are spiritually dying, physically
dying, morally dying. But Father sees the second generation.
They are the genuine hope for purity, and through education,
Father will see that this nation's revival can come through
them.

Forty years was like a worldwide wilderness period. Like
Moses, who lost all his tribe, Reverend Moon lost all the foun-
dation, and began to work in the wilderness to establish a new
foundation. However, as Moses and the first generation could
not enter into Canaan, the first generation might falter now
too. The second generation, however, will be able to cross the
Jordan River and go into the land of Canaan. In the land of
Canaan there were seven foreign tribes who were not on God's
side. Reverend Moon, in the new wilderness period, has passed
the persecution peak.

NEW NATION, NEW PEOPLE
This forty years of wilderness work has been completed. This
is really something to celebrate. Father declares a new era for
the Unification of the New Nation. This morning, the new na-
tion is born. The new nation must be filled with new tribes,
new families, new people. We must renew ourselves. This is
the wonderful providence of the Unification Church. Each
one of you have been given tribal messiahship. You have be-
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come an extension of Reverend Moon, going out to the world
to do the messianic work. Reverend Moon's twelve tribes and
tribal messiahship are covering the four corners of the earth.
We can see hope.

Christianity has progressed through sacrificial martyrdom.
But from now on, upon Reverend Moon's victorious founda-
tion, you go out as tribal messiahs and there will be no such
thing as martyrdom. You shall be welcomed and received, be-
cause this is the universe's atmosphere.

Look at the Soviet Union. Thousands of elite university stu-
dents have been taught the Divine Principle. Many became
members and lecturers. Many republics have asked Reverend
Moon to come and teach their citizens the Divine Principle.
There are so many requests like that.

Father has paid all the necessary indemnity for you himself.
Because he did so, when you go out as tribal messiahs you
shall not be facing any martyrdom or incredible persecution.
Father paid the price-you can go out free.

Right wing and left wing are both confused, and actually
there is no longer such a thing as right and left wing. The only
thing remaining is head wing ideology, God-centered ideology.
Where is the center? Where your head is. This is where God
dwells, that is why head wing connects to Godism. So when
you say Godism, that encompasses all the religions. No reli-
gion can deny Godism. In the Western world there are many
well-studied and brilliant scholars, but they could not tear
down the communist ideology, Marxism-Leninism. Even re-
ligions were contaminated by communism when they tried
to confront it. But even those most absolutely equipped with
Marxism-Leninism, when faced with Reverend Moon's ideol-
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ogy, needed only three nights and four days of study
to see their whole ideology become a vacuum, and
themselves become like children, newborn into Fa-
ther's ideology.

There is no doctrine Godism cannot embrace.
Many religions have been floating in the air. They do
not have any contact with the living world. These
are not true religions. Religion must benefit the living
people. The Unification Church and our Father's
doctrine never denies reality. Reverend Moon devised
the most realistic, most practical critique of commu-
nism, and solutions to communism. Unificationism,
Father's ideology, starts with the very beginning of
history, the creation. Many religions and philosophies
do not have a clear root. If the origin is not clear, you
cannot end up anywhere. But Father's teaching, shows
the original creation very clearly, therefore from that
point you can project the correct future, clearly. Also,
historical patterns are absolutely clear.

ASIA IS THE CENTER

The United States of America will be heading towards
Asia, no question about it. Why? Because Jesus' body
was lost there, so at this time it will be recovered,

physically and spiritually united. Otherwise, we cannot ac-
complish God's purpose. So, Asia is going to be the center of
the future world.

Why is this unity so important? Because Asia is the spirit-
ual homeland. Western culture and technology represent phys-
ical and material advancements. The two must come together;
the Western body must be given to the Oriental mind; the
Oriental mind must be given to the Western body. This is the
ultimate unity, and will be done in the Pacific Era in the 21st
Century, from 1992on. When you say Asia, there are many
countries, but actually, there is only one country centered upon
a strong Christian foundation. That is the Republic of Korea.

The history of restoration will be repeated. Great Britain's
mission shall be repeated in the Pacific Era in Japan. Japan
therefore has been economically successful. After Japan, the
providence will be heading toward Korea. For forty years, the
United States has been working closely with the Republic of
Korea. From island to island, to the peninsula nation, which
is Korea, then going into the continent of Asia, which is the
largest continent on earth. Japan was very clever. It took the
best out of Europe. It took Britain's political system, Germany's
military system, and law from the Roman Empire, presently
Italy. Japan got them. After Japan, going in reverse cycle, his-
tory will move to the Roman Empire's position, which is Ko-
rea. In Korea is the ultimate showdown between the Cain and
Abel worlds, satanic and godly worlds, Jacob and Esau worlds,
at the universal level. Therefore, the nation is divided.

In
order to substitute man as God, they have to deny God from
top to bottom. There was once an era when the world was

governed by knowledge (the head); then, power governed
the world (the body), that was imperialism; next came the la-
borers' era (the legs), or communism. Now the head era is
gone, the body or power era is gone, and the leg era is gone.
But communist theory says that man made God instead of
God made man. Communism is based on a lie. Therefore, it
simply could not last.

Today, Father's ideology and Unification ideology is head-
wing ideology. This is the ultimate ideology for the Kingdom
of Heaven. Today, the entire world is in confusion and trans-
formation. The whole thing is turned around. When you turn
things around the right becomes left and left becomes right.
Barabbas, representing the Islamic realm, was in the rear of
Jesus, but when you turn it around it becomes the front. You
have no idea how much confusion has been created in the
world in the last year-and-a-half. I felt that after visiting father
Kim and son Kim, that the first generation that belonged to
Kim 11Sung is virtually over. The real power is now bestowed
upon his son, Kim Jong n. He assumed supreme command of
the armed forces of North Korea. Within this young man the
entire power of that country is concentrated. Father felt that
all he has to do is turn this young Kim around. Just push one
button in North Korea and all twenty-five million will be
turned around!

ONE IMPORTANT BUTTON
In the Soviet Union, another important thing happened. Dur-
ing the failed coup d'etat, the media was on the side of the
coup d'etat, because they didn't want to be executed. But one
newspaper said, "No, we are not going with the coup d'etat.
All you political leaders, get out! We are going to run the news-
paper." That was Izvestia, the largest newspaper in the Soviet
Union, with thirty million circulation around the country, in-
cluding all the republics. That newspaper recommended to
Father that they print Father and Mother's history and the
Divine Principle in one book, which they would promote in
Izvestia and sell throughout all the republics. They are telling
Father, "Reverend Moon, we have got to rush, before any oth-
er religious denomination becomes prevalent here. First, we
want your book to completely cover the Russian republics.

We want to quickly publish one hundred thousand, then
five hundred thousand, then one million." Izvestia's idea is that
the Soviet Union needs a new ideology. The vacuum cannot
be filled by anything other than Reverend Moon's ideology!

In a way, Father has so much ease working with the com-
munist nations, because he doesn't have to worry about too
many buttons. Father only needs to select one important but-
ton to push, and everything will jump!

The first becomes the last, and the last first. It is really hap-
pening. The free world is so independent-minded, and has
such incredible moral degradation. You do not know where to
begin to change this society. Communist countries are trained
to serve one system, but they are hungry, seeking not only
physically but spiritually. They want to heal their spiritual
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hunger, and nothing is better than the Divine Principle.
Right now, Great Britain is receiving a lot of benefit, work-

ing with France and Germany and other European nations. At
the same time, Japan is reaping so much benefit. Japan will
inevitably return to the Korean peninsula, as much as the Brit-
ish Empire came from the Roman Empire, which is the Italian
peninsula. But Korea has an incredible historical background.
In the South all Hebraic culture comes to fruition. In the North,
all the Hellenist culture comes to fruition. It is the confronta-
tion of these opposing ideologies. In the North there was the
master of the Cain tradition, Kim nSung, who is called Father
by twenty-five million people. He is the false parent. The par-
entage of the entire communist world is embodied in Kim 11
Sung. He is God's ultimate opponent. In the South, we have
the True Parents, True Father. It is not a contest with Roh Tae
Woo. It is a contest between the two fathers, one false and
one true.

North Korea is using militaristic influence, trying to develop
nuclear arms. But in South Korea, Father's attitude is always
to give. Give sacrificially and embrace them. The amazing thing
is this: for forty-six years North and South Korea have been
talking, at the government level. There was not one inch of
progress or agreement, except for the agreement in Panmunjom
as to the height of the flag pole. But this time, Father made an
absolute breakthrough.

Father entered North Korea not just as an individual, not
just as the head of the Unification Church, not even as the
President of the Federation for World Peace. Father entered
North Korea upon the foundation of the Roman Empire, the
British Empire, the American constitutional government and
the Christian foundation, plus what Father had accomplished
the last forty years. Father entered into North Korea, not hat-
ing but loving with true love. So the other side, through Fa-
ther's foundation and warm true love, naturally surrendered.
If the archangel had not fallen, then Adam and Eve would
have attained perfection and entered the Kingdom of Heaven,
and of course the archangel would have gone together with
them. By the same token, Father looked at Kim nSung saying
"I came here to love you. You must fulfill the archangel's role,
together with the True Parents. Then I shall lead you into the
Kingdom of Heaven."

The first time Father met Kim nSung they cordially shook
hands and embraced-two giants embraced beautifully as
friends, initially. But when the conference concluded, they left
holding hands, as brothers. From friends to brothers. The next
time Father meets Kim nSung it is going to be as father and
son. That point is the end of history.

PEACE OF ASIA THEN WORLD
For that reason, upon Father's victorious foundation, the uni-
fication of the new nation was born today. The unification of
the Fatherland is the most imminent goal, and Father is going
to be a key factor. Next will come the peace of the entire con-
tinent of Asia. Asia has roughly 3.3 billion people, more than

half of the world's population. By having those Asians under
Father's wing, the worldwide Kingdom of Heaven will be
ushered in. Then not only Christianity, but all those good re-
ligions of the world, such as Confucianism, Buddhism, Islam
and Hinduism, shall find their truth centered upon True Par-
ents. From there unity, harmony and understanding will
emerge.

Then, what about world history? The world is departing
from the individual independent nation period. In the future
there will be blocs of nations. Europe is the beginning point
of this history; in 1992they will have a common market, the
European Economic Community. More and more nations will
form into blocs. Germany is playing the major role in Europe,
but presently has many problems because of its own unifica-
tion. When this bloc of nations comes together, which nation
is going to play the major role? Whether Britain or Germany
wins this position is important because that particular coun-
try will wield a great deal of influence. Two important things
are the similarity of cultures and the similarity of languages.
There are many factors to draw people together, but most im-
portant is religious background. That is, the common Chris-
tian religious background. Because of their Christian back-
ground, the way of life is similar. We must find some solution
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in Europe, based upon which power can unite the reli-
gious influences into one. Someone and some power
must unite all the religious elements in Europe-the
major religions of Roman Catholicism and Protestant-
ism, and also Judaism and Islam-into one brotherhood.
Whichever nation unites religions will win leadership.
If that is done by France, France will be that country. If
that is done by Germany, she will be the key nation.
Britain, yes, or Italy.

But the problem is, where can they find the solution?
Only one person, Reverend Moon, has the key. And the
Unification Church has the key. Those who come from
Roman Catholicism, please raise your hands. Those
from Protestantism, please raise your hands. Those of
another religion, Hinduism, Islam, please raise your
hands. What about those who had no religion? You can
see this assemblage includes all kinds of religious back-
grounds, but we are united into one.

This is the future. Therefore I am watching the Ital-
ian, German, French and British missionaries, testing
out their abilities, their sagaciousness, their vision. Ger-
many has been recently united, but actually there is no
heartistic unity. Eastern Germans are complaining a
lot, saying that they would rather stay under a com-
munist regime, than rely on handouts from West Ger-
many. A lot of people are not happy.

The European Common Market is going to be power-
ful. South America and Central America are becoming
like one nation, North America is becoming like one na-
tion, and Asian countries also are becoming one bloc.

RELIGIOUS LEADERSHIP

Roman Catholicism prevails in the south and Protestantism
prevails in the north. Catholicism and Protestantism are not on
good terms. This is the reason Father always places importance
upon religion, the ideology. As much as Father is expecting
Europe's future to be decided by its religious leadership, Fa-
ther feels the same about South, Central, and North America.
Their future shall be decided by how their religious communi-
ties can unite and work together. This is why Father created
organizations such as the Association for the Unity of Latin
America (AULA) and also the Summit Council for World
Peace. These organizations are geared to bring about blocs of
nations working together. Where shall these bloc nations go?
Always they are heading toward Asia. That is their goal.

The Asian cultural spheres-Buddhism, Confucianism, all
kind of roots-are very difficult to unite. Many thousands of
years of different traditions exist. The Korean peninsula, how-
ever, is different, because it is basically Christian. Buddhism
and Confucianism are very weak there. Christian unity is
everything in Korea. This is why the Inter-Religious Federa-
tion for World Peace and the Federation for World Peace were
both inaugurated in Korea. From Korea, Father can influence
other Asian religious communities.
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The philosophy and ideology for the peaceable
world is Cod's ideal of creation. Cod wants love

to blossom and permeate everywhere.

One world is always on Father's mind- one nation under
God. That will be done centering on Korea. First of all, we
must concern ourselves with Korea's unification, upon the
Christian foundation, which will become an influential focal
point for the Asian region. We can influence Japan, Manchuria,
China, and Southeast Asian countries, which all belong to the
Asian sphere. Because the future direction is toward Asia,
there will be evil forces trying to bloc unity in Asia. Therefore,
Father is bringing Islam, Judaism, Roman Catholicism and all
his worldwide foundation to support this march toward Asia.
The world of peace is the goal. One true love ideology. This is
where the world of peace can be obtained.

GOD'S TRUE LOVE PASSED OVER

The philosophy and ideology for the peaceable world is God's
ideal of creation. I did not create a new ideal. God has the orig-
inal ideal of creation, which follows nature's principle of the
pair system: man and woman, male and female, plus and mi-
nus. The whole universe consists of subject and object, in a
position to have give and take. Men and women are created
for one single purpose: in order to consummate true love.
God wants love to blossom and permeate everywhere.

You have heard about Darwin's theory of evolution. Did
evolution come first, or the concept of love? (Lovel) Before any-
thing was created, there was only one thing in God's mind-
true love! He had an incredible urge to manifest true love into
visible form, the creation. In order to fulfill that love, God need-
ed to create subject and object, in a pair system. Were male
and female created as a result of evolution? From the most
simple organism, the amoeba, to the sophisticated human
being, God's true love passed over many millions of hurdles.
By doing so, new, advanced creations came into being. The
theory of evolution totally disregards this. When you are gen-
uinely in love, would you like your love to be invaded by an-
other man, or another woman? Absolutely not! Without the
concept of male and female, how could an amoeba evolve into
the very sophisticated creation of human beings? The theory
of evolution is an absolute lie. It is a comic observation of ex-
ternal events. Do you believe man and woman were created
through evolution? (Nol)

All those professors who thought that the theory of evolu-
tion was absolutely brilliant, when they encounter Father's
explanation, within a couple of hours they completely surrend-
er: "Reverend Moon, we were completely wrong. Please for-
give us." We have such a strong armament-the truth! We
must be strong soldiers of truth occupying the world. We have
so much power. Do you know that? How can you use it prop-
erly, that is the question. You have to take a serious Korean
course, then you can use this armament, Father's words.

Father's God's Day motto refers to the "new nation." God
could not have that new nation. He has not yet been able to
educate the citizens of the new nation. God's intention is to
have God's Day, God's nation and the perfection of all things.
The only remaining thing is education. A manual shall be creat-

ed on how children shall be educated from generation to gen-
eration-God's educational textbook. That is the major project.
Father has a textbook which God wants to be used for the ed-
ucation of all mankind. There shall be no more degradation.
That textbook was not created because of the fall of man. Now,
God is declaring a new nation, and Father's most immediate
and urgent task is to create the textbook for the education of
the citizens of God's nation. Do you want to have it?

God's sorrow was that He could not teach this textbook.
The title is: "Education Textbook for God's Day and the Uni-
fication of the New Nation."

These are the four major areas of education.

THE DWELLING OF GOD ...

First of all, how can we educate our children to become true
children? Father is trying to make the invisible form of God
visible. Within God there is plus and minus, which God ex-
tended into the visible world, resulting in children. They
should meet in the most glorious place. A boy is growing up
this way, and a girl is growing up another way. (Father draws
on the blackboard.) This is the children's position, and as chil-
dren grow up they branch out as brothers and sisters. This
diagonal line represents brothers-younger and elder. They
become teenagers and come to realize what they need most.
In the plus position, a teenage boy comes to the poignant re-
alization that he needs a partner. As a teenager, seventeen,
eighteen, nineteen, you are the world's greatest poet, artist
and movie star. You can be and do everything. But the most
important passion is the search for an object of love. When they
are young, boys and girls persecute each other, playing pranks
on each other. But as they become teenagers, around seven-
teen, girls become very attractive and boys become very hand-
some. They come together to the center, then the invisible God
comes down to the center, ready to meet and join with man
and woman. This is a vertical line. God's love is coming down
vertically to the center, man is reaching that line, woman is
reaching that line, then, at that particular point, love sparks.
Within the body of Adam and Eve, God's image enters. The
Bible says that the dwelling of God is with man. God's dwell-
ing place becomes physically available within the body of
Adam and Eve. This is the absolutely ripe, perfect moment-
the unity of God, man and woman. Man and woman become
the temple of God.

When a man and woman come together in the center,
they not only meet each other horizontally, they meet with
God coming down vertically, so they become God's dwelling
place-God-centered man and woman. From there, multi-
plication occurs. They become husband and wife and then
parents through giving birth to a child. They become sub-
stantial parents. God becomes the spiritual parents and man
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ceive the vertical sphere and True
Parents' horizontal lineage at nine-
ty degrees. We have twelve months
in a year and the Kingdom of Heav-
en has twelve pearly gates. When
you are a ninety-degree person,
vertical and horizontal, you can
knock at any gate and you will be
welcomed, because you fit every-
where. Therefore, the twelve apos-
tles and Jesus tried to create the
ability to get into the pearly gates
from every angle. However, the

~ three main apostles ruined this.
That is, these three could not unite
into one, so needless to say the
unity of the twelve apostles never
happened.

Father is asking you Unification
Church members, are you going to
harmonize with twelve, or even
one hundred and twenty? Then
you will be able to enter into every
pearly gate in heaven. You will har-

able to enter every pearly gate in heaven." ninety degree piece fits everywhere.

So in true love, when you maneu-
ver, you do not diminish but rather you multiply. When you
become a ninety-degree man, the whole universal atmosphere
will protect you. This is natural law.

How could Father survive until now? I stood in the center
at all times, so that the entire heavenly fortune surrounded
and protected me. Through this I prospered. No one can at-
tack you when you stand in the center. Only with true love
can you be ninety-degree men and women. That is why you
need True Parents. Through True Parents you come to know
the True God. God becomes the living God, the day-to-day
God, restored God.

Father and God's goal is for you to become more and more
like God every day, resembling Him more closely. Then you
become true children, then true brothers and sisters, then true
husband and wife, and ultimately you become true parents
yourselves.

Would anyone exchange this for something else? Those
who want to live exactly as ninety-degree men and women,
please raise your hands! All of you! You raise your hands eas-
ily, but to fulfill in your actions is very difficult! Even God has
not been able to make that ninety-degree angle until now in
His creation. Reverend Moon brought the solution. Until he
did, everyone was in absolute darkness.

There are many people assembled here. Our job is not that
complicated. All we have to do is to go back to the original
position. Five-and-a-half billion people are a lot, but when
you divide them into categories, there are only two kinds-
men and women. Men are the letter M and women are the

and woman become the physically substantial, God-centered
true parents.

The mind is your vertical self. Your mind occupies one un-
movable vertical position. The vertical line crosses the horizon-
tal line at a ninety-degree angle. Even eighty-nine degrees or
ninety-one degrees cannot be a vertical line. The true love
passage is a vertical ninety-degree line. Between men and
women, horizontally, and between them and God, vertically,
love travels the shortest distance. So they will meet at the ab-
solute horizontal line with the absolute vertical line. You be-
come God's true sons and daughters, by receiving a vertical
spiritual lineage from God. Then you receive the physical
horizontal lineage from True Parents. If you do that, you are
becoming the children of Heavenly Father.

NINETY-DEGREE PERSON

So far, everyone is trying to do it. Protestant churches are say-
ing the same thing, and Catholic churches too, but what is
wrong? The angle was not an absolute ninety degrees. The
vertical line is always there, but the horizontal line crosses at
different angles. So, religion has got to straighten out this line.
How much established Christians have been believing in the
Bible and meditating and fasting does not make a difference.
When you go to the spiritual world you will find out if you
crossed the vertical line with your horizontal line at a ninety-
degree angle or not. That will determine your heaven.

letter W. Who is on top? American
women say women are on top. You
have to understand that women are
in the bowed down position, not the
upper position. Do you understand?

There are two kinds of people---
men and women! One man trying
to take two women is a thief, and
one woman trying to take two men
is also a thief, maybe worse. This is
the natural creation formula. No
matter how much people are against
this formula, it is an absolute stan-
dard and those people will decline.

In the Garden of Eden, did God
create one man and two women?
Yes,he did! (No, Father!) Okay, Fa-
ther agrees with you. God created
one man! True love is absolutely
one way, not two ways. Making the
horizontal line is only one way. Can
two lines make a horizontal line?
No, it absolutely cannot happen.
Are there two vertical lines? No, ab-
solutely one vertical line. True love
combines horizontal and vertical at one unifying point, not
two points. These two lines unite at the universal center, then
God exists absolutely forever at this central point. Humankind
and all of creation will follow that center point. You have to
understand this clearly. True love is absolutely one position!
One requires an absolute subject position. The subject wants
to meet one object position, not two, making an absolute true
love central point. That will exist eternally. No power can dis-
place that point. With your mind and body united centering
on true love you can go anywhere in the world, and influence
people and creation. Why? Because God's ideal is the center
place. That kind of subject position automatically creates the
object position. This is the natural, principled viewpoint.

How can brothers come together then? Do not forget two
things: Do not forget the vertical and do not forget the horizon-
tal, which is True Parents. The vertical self, vertical line, is
God who gave you life. The horizontal parents are True Par-
ents-the second creator. The vertical parents are in the mind
position and horizontal parents are in the body position, and
they unite into one.

SON AND DAUGHTER LOVE
When there is a daughter and a son, how does the son look at
the daughter? She is not just an ordinary woman. He should
look at her as the most absolute image of truth. She has a ver-
tical life, or mind, and horizontal unity with True Parents. This
is where human rights come from-the dignity of and true
value of man and woman.

That little girl, that woman, is a being who is loved by her

parents. I want to love her, that means I want to add a third
position. I want to unite them. So, behold, there shall be a
beautiful unity inside of God. That is how the boy, the son,
should think. Actually, when you love your sister you are lov-
ing your mother. To inherit your mother's love you love your
sister. That is the way you look at it. So you feel, I would like
the mother's love to be with us, with my sister, my mother's
love, and I want to be a part of it.

You are not just an attachment to others, you are a part of
them. When you hate your younger brother or sister, actually
you are hating your parents and God. You are denying the
very existence of your own position, denying your original
value. When you deny your sister you deny God, deny True
Parents, and also deny your own partnership with your wife.
In true love, therefore, there are all kinds of relationships-
your love for your brother, love for your sister, your elder
brothers, all coming together because above them True Parents
are involved, and the vertical Father, God. This is the children's
love.

So do you want more brothers, or less? (Morel) You should
have more than three brothers and sisters, at least, which plus
yourself make four. This at least covers the four seasons-
spring, summer, autumn, and winter. There are always four
directions-south, north, east and west. Jesus would go around
with his three disciples, making four. You have three levels of
face, three joints, and the body has three major parts. Man
and woman plus love is three.

At the time of Adam and Eve, for example, there were only
the two of them. If Adam had hated his sister and future wife,
what would have happened? Denying his sister is denying
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"When you love your sisters and brothers, you are becoming one with your parents!"

his Parents, God. That means, when you love your sisters and
brothers, you are becoming one with your parents! This is the
basic education for children's love.

Then, we just expand it to true brotherhood. Brotherhood
is expanded into a much wider territory, with a lot of compli-
cated relationships arising. However, the basic principle is the
same. The first level is the unified sons and daughters, and
then you move to the next level, brotherhood.

When you are growing up, you become very opinionated.
"Oh, my brother is receiving more love from my parents." So,
what would you say? "I am going to get rid of him, because
all of my parents love doesn't come to me; he is taking it."
Would you do that? If you love that brother, that means your
brother has become part of you, your asset. Then when your
parents love your brother, you'll benefit. If your beloved broth-
er is living in a large mansion, then if you truly love him, when
you visit him it is like visiting your own home.

Why do you need brotherhood? Because in the spiritual
world, everyone becomes your brothers and sisters and you
must have training before you go. In the physical world, you
have to learn how to relate with brothers. Plus and minus, eld-
er brother and younger brother, nations, all are sort of coun-
terparts, subject and object. So one little family goes in here,
applying that principled formula, and bringing two sides into
one, then expanding it, then eventually this will prevail on
the worldwide level. Wherever you go with this philosophy,
you will experience no contradiction, even if you go to the
spiritual world. Your heart and mind are so pure, so loving,
giving and unselfish.

Think in this fashion: if your elder brother becomes an im-
portant, famous person, and has been given great love and
education from your parents, and received a lot of universal
blessing and good luck, then you can consider, "He is receiv-
ing all those things on my behalf." Then you have no reason
to be jealous of him, because your brother's success becomes
your own success. Your older brother comes to you, the
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younger brother, and lifts you up:
"I am doing this for you, my
younger brother. My parents are
loving you, I am doing everything
so that these fruits can go to you."
God and True Parents united into
one are helping you. This is the
dual parents' purpose. What an en-
viable position!

Christianity has been divided
into different denominations; their
relationships must be brotherly
relationships. Then a beautiful,
heavenly society can be created.
You have so many possibilities to
go into heaven. When your elder or
younger brother enter into heaven,
you can just stick to them, ride pig-
gyback. This should be expanded

to the world level. What a different place the world will be
when centered on true love. You can move anywhere. Is that
a happy position or unfortunate one? (Happy one.) If you
have no brothers and sisters, you are losing the entire heaven
and earth; you are alone. Through loving your own brothers
you are actually restoring the universe; it will come to you.

If you have the love of your parents, you can occupy your
family. With the love of brothers, you can occupy the universe
and receive the universe. Upon the foundation of loving the
family and the universe, man and woman become husband
and wife. Perfected men and women are elevated into a God-
centered temple and are virtually saints. Then they are united
as husband and wife. In a way, men and women becoming
husband and wife signifies north and south, east and west
and the entire universe becoming one. They stand in God's
place. Do you understand? Man and woman marry in order
to occupy the cosmos; it becomes your home. Women repre-
sent the west and bottom, and men represent the east and top.
Coming together they represent the universe, and in coming
together the globe is completed. They move around every-
where, they make a sphere. You marry in order to occupy the
universe. You also occupy God and True Parents, the vertical
creator and horizontal creator. You unite with God, and be-
come one with His universal love, standing on the same level
with Him. You inherit everything from God and True Parents.
Combining with them you can connect to the whole universe
centering on true love. When you regain that position the
couple inherits the earth.

CONCENTRATED ALL HIS LOVE

Absolute subject and absolute object-a couple. Husband and
wife become the living God walking on the face of the earth.
You are absolutely perfected, resembling God. Therefore, you
have the power of creation. That is why God will say to multi-
ply and have children in the same way that God created Adam

and Eve. Why did God have children? So they could stand as
second, co-creators, resembling God. God concentrated abso-
lutely so He could bequeath all His love when He created
Adam and Eve. The relationship of parents and children is
the most important thing.

What about American families? Satan occupies them. Satan
wants to destroy the whole free world. Thus the world is roll-
ing down the evil way into the bottom of hell.

Who can save the free world in such a miserable situation?
Not just anyone can do that. American political, military, ed-
ucational, media and religious leaders cannot. Only by uniting
in love with God and True Parents can you solve everything.
Connecting with true love and becoming one: following that
way you can connect everything to the way of perfection.
There is no other way.

Married couples will definitely become the parents of chil-
dren. When you become parents, you are acting in the position
of God, both creating and educating children to become true
men and women. That is your responsibility. What Father has
been teaching you is the textbook for educating true children.
If you think anything that Father is saying is wrong, raise your
hands. Even those unfortunate, orphan children in America,
who do not know who their father is, and unwanted children,
going from living with one parent to another, let them listen
to this kind of truth. Would they like to be children in this kind
of category? Would they like to be educated and live in this
kind of way? (Yes.)

Men and women, boys and girls, these relationships cen-
tered upon the children's position, brother's position, couple's
position, and parents' position are absolutely miraculous!
When you go back home, ask yourself a question, "Do I love

my children and my brothers and sisters? What about my
wife or husband, my parents? What about my neighbors?"
Have you loved everyone according to these concepts about
which Father has been talking? If you have, if your answer is
an unqualified yes, then what you are becoming is not an
earthly royal race but a heavenly royal race, a God-centered
royal race.

All these positions and relationships were broken into piec-
es and left to rot on the ground. That was the consequence of
the fall of man, which Father has been restoring one step after
another. We are all the way to where we can celebrate God's
Day and the Unification of the New Nation today!

So, God and True Parents, you, your spouse and children,
your brothers and sisters, uncles and aunts, you have all the
family relationships. But all these relationships are included
in the relationship between Adam and Eve, the whole formula.
Once this education is complete, religion will not be necessary,
because the purpose of religion will have been fulfilled. From
now on, basic human education must be recast according to
these teachings. Then the heavenly kingdom here on earth
shall be the rea lity.

My conclusion is this. All the Unification Church members
lucky enough to be educated like this today, are absolutely
blessed and fortunate people. By absorbing every element of
these teachings you will not miss one step of it. You shall be-
come the royal family of God. That is our goal. One, two three,
four teachings. At least you have to accomplish and perfect
one of these. You may not do all four, but at least do one of
them! Those who will say, "Yes, Father, I will do one of these,
raise your hands!" This is the basic textbook for the education
of the children of God, to become citizens of the Kingdom of

Heaven. You have a lot more to
do.

Today, I have been concen-
trating to give in a nutshell the
central teaching, the whole es-
sence of what I have been preach-
ing through the years, all two
hundred and fifty volumes. Fa-
ther himself is reading thirty to
fifty pages every morning. You
have to do the same. Because
the world is an evil environment,
we must prepare ourselves so
we will not be contaminated.
The only way is to be equipped
with the truth.

In 1992,we must make a res-
olution that we will not act by
whim or in an unprincipled
way. We are going to follow the
Principle of our True Parents

years of history had to be re-indemnified in Father's forty-year
course. In the sight of God, established Christianity lost every-
thing by failing to unite with the True Parents. True Parents
have been alone, left in the wilderness to build their own
foundation through their own efforts.

The third Israel, which is Korea, has been
divided. The north was taken by communism.

Through that
attack, Kim 11Sung became an enemy to the
entire free world. Through the Korean War, an
extreme polarization occurred.

God's dispensation was completed. The entire Christian realm
centered upon America, which was to make ready for the
coming of the Messiah, the True Parents.

With True Parents on the top, there are two wings. One is
the national sovereignty wing, the other is the religious wing.
Sovereignty has spread to become one hundred and eighty
nations and there are several major world religions. Religion
is in the Abel position and the nations are in the Cain position.

These two must be united like mind and body. Religion repre-
sents the mind and national sovereignty represents the body.
What ideology can religion and national sovereignty center
on? There is only one: True Parentism.

However, this foundation was lost. Therefore in 1985, after
forty years of Father's struggle to lay the foundation, it was
completed a second time.

THE IDEOLOGY OF TRUE PARENTISM

The history of God has been the history of failure. Adam failed,
Noah was a failure, Abraham failed, then Moses and Jesus.

Restoration history cannot be accomplished without
going through the course of indemnity. Throughout
history there have been numerous wars. In a way,
those wars can be interpreted as a part of the indem-

nity course. Each nation's history is also going according to
the law of indemnity. You can apply this to any organization,
family or individual; everyone has to go through their course
according to the law of indemnity.

In God's providence, particularly the providence of the
chosen nation of Israel, there must be confrontation with the
satanic world. In order to go into the realm of victory you
have to go beyond or cast off the realm of satanic control. We
have to go beyond the realm of the fallen era. To go beyond
that realm you have to go through struggle in different stages.
As you know, Israel's history began with Jacob, then through

the work of Moses the exodus took place. John the Baptist
prepared the way for the coming of Jesus. In all these stages a
certain course of indemnity had to be followed.

In order to attain the victorious realm in the different stages:
the tribal stage, national stage, worldwide stage and so on-
and that is precisely what the history of Israel is all about-
you have to respect, love, follow the tradition of, and virtual-
ly worship the ancestors, those who played a major role in
the dispensational field. In the case of Israel, this would be
those such as Jacob, Abraham, Isaac, Noah and so forth. Tra-
dition comes down from the ancestors, so in order to inherit
it from those who played major roles in the dispensational
field, you have to do your utmost, investing your heart and
soul to live up to their standard and accomplishments.

Israel's national history is a history of the Abel side. It was
the Abel line all the way through history until the coming of
Christ. The chosen people and their history is the root of the
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Historically speaking the coming of the messiah is the
most difficult period for survival.

coming of Christ. The chosen people create a nation and then
connect to the world. Therefore when you follow the tradition
of Israel, the chosen people and their leaders, you are going
to inherit all their historical accomplishments. For that reason
the satanic world comes after those central figures with a de-
termination to attack and destroy them.

The central dispensation line is the chosen people's history.
Israel can be divided into two: Judaism on the one hand, the
Israelite nation on the other. One is internal and the other is
external. One is like the mind, the other is like the body. So if
Jesus was welcomed by these two united together, Jesus' dis-
pensation would have been accomplished. Then all the indirect
or surrounding religions, centered upon this mainstream re-
ligion, would have become one. However, because of the cru-
cifixion of Jesus, this was not done; therefore everything be-
came dispersed and confused. It is almost like the mind is there
but the body has been lost.

Because of the failure of Judaism to accept Jesus and of the
Israelite nation to defend him, Jesus was crucified. For that
reason the entire attack focused upon Jesus and Jesus' family.
They were at the center of attack. If Jesus had won the dispen-
sational victory, he would have married and raised a family.
No matter how strong an attack the satanic surroundings
would have made, they would not have been able to destroy
Jesus and his family. Jesus and his family would have survived.

RELIGION OF INDEMNITY
If Jesus had gone beyond the formation period and growth
period, past the point where Adam fell, then no one under
the sun could have destroyed Jesus' clan or tribe. But Judaism,
the Israel nation and those surrounding Jesus totally disinte-
grated, and they dispersed with no unifying element. Then
Jesus and his family became exposed to a great deal of men-
ace and danger. Because of that a lot of indemnity had to be
paid. Since Jesus' body was lost, a great deal of indemnity
had to be paid throughout the two thousand year Christian
history. It is a history of martyrdom, pain and indemnity for
the sake of Jesus' lost body. Thus Christianity can be known
as the religion of indemnity.

After World War II however, Christianity had one great
opportunity to reach out to the entire world. Christians had
the potential to unify the world. Christianity however has to
realize that its world-level foundation is not the final conclu-
sion, and that the completed perfected Adam has also ascend-
ed to the world level and that these two must be united. The
worldwide foundation must be accepted and united by the
coming of the perfected Adam. That was the mission of es-
tablished Christianity and it was precisely the mission which
Christianity has failed to do. Historically speaking the com-
ing of the messiah is the most difficult period for survival. As
you can see, the seventy years between 1920, the year that Fa-
ther was born, and 1990, is a real convolution of world his-
tory. It has gone up and down with the most incredible fluc-
tuation. This seventy years is truly the most unimaginably
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difficult period of human history.
Father, before the war was through, was concentrating to

inherit all the heritage of history. Then he was ready to engage
with the world. The world foundation also has to be guided
by Father. It is just like God when He created Adam. First He
created the body with soil, then He breathed the spirit into
his nose and Adam became a man. By the same token, by the
time World War II was over, the world was like a clay Adam.
It was a sculpture that needed to have the spirit blown into
it. The world is a body and Christianity is a spirit, but there
was no connection between the two. A person who will come
with the power to bring Christianity and the secular world
into one, this is the coming of the second advent. Unity be-
tween the spiritual side and the physical side on the world-
wide basis is the mission of the messiah. From that point on,
one unified world can be born. However, the Christian realm
of the world after World War II rejected and rebelled against
this great opportunity and providential will rather than ac-
cepting it.

Father's dispensational work was always focused upon the
center line, Jesus' spiritual salvation. When you read Father's
sermons prior to the 1960 Holy Wedding of our True Parents,
you will see that no one has given more testimony about the
life of Jesus than Father. There is no one but Father who has
shed so many tears for the sake of Jesus. No one cried more
than Father on behalf of Jesus. Father shed tears by the gallons
for the sake of humanity and the entire human race. Father
was completely one with Jesus. If the Allied powers had unit-
ed with Father immediately after defeating the Axis powers,
Father's goal or God's providential will would have been es-
tablished within twelve years. Because of their rebellion this
was broken.

Father was standing just at the perfection level of the growth
stage. That is where Father received the most incredible per-
secution. The most important thing Jesus lost was the nation.
In order to restore the nation Father had to pay indemnity for
fourteen years in Korea-two seven-year periods. Prior to that
Father could not have a Holy Wedding. Under the circum-
stances of the most incredible opposition and persecution,
Father paid more and more indemnity, and only after those
things were completed in the year of 1960 did Father's Holy
Wedding take place.

MOBILIZATION FOR THE WORLD
Father's third seven year course was for the sake of the world.
In 1968,day one, Father mobilized all blessed families. In 1968
Father established God's Day because Father had paid all the
indemnity on the national level, therefore he could go on to
the world to command the worldwide level. Then the world-
wide crusade was launched. In 1968 the political situation in
Korea was intense. Kim II Sung was absolutely ready to take
over South Korea by a communist conquest. For three and a
half years it was a very critical time. But Father mobilized all
forces not for the sake of the domestic situation or national

indemnity but for the sake of worldwide expansion of our
movement.

After 1968,when the mobilization order was issued, blessed
families went out for three years. Upon that foundation Father
left Korea in 1971and flew to the United States where he made
his historical entrance through the capital city of Washington,
DC. Father arrived in 1971, and by 1972 Father had launched
the most spectacular campaign in the United States to win
American Christianity. Amazingly enough, while established
Christianity in Korea had completely rebelled against Father,
American Christian-
ity, which represents
the world, welcomed
Father. They truly
welcomed Father in
the initial stage. They
gave the most incred-
ible red carpet treat-
ment everywhere Fa-
ther went. Upon the
foundation of win-
ning over U.S. Chris-
tianity, Father mobi-
lized our entire
IOWC forces to Ko-
rea. Father brought
this historical, vic-
torious foundation
into Korea. Father
began the campaign
in Pusan and took it
all the way to Seoul.
This was the most
spectacular campaign
to win Korean Chris-
tianity. At that time
Father's dispensa-
tional strategy was
to bring to Korea this
victorious founda- True Family pledges and prays.
tion as well as the In-
ternational One World Crusade forces and win the Korean
government. By doing so Father created formidable spiritual
power which could overcome the rebelliousness of Korean
Christianity.

At the time of Jesus there was a rebellion by the Israelite
nation and also a rebellion by the Roman Empire. There was
political opposition to Jesus and Jesus' ministry. In order to
pay indemnity and restore that foundation, Father used a
particular technique or strategy in Korea. This time he won
the heart of the government. The government stood on Fa-
ther's side. That signifies the Israel nation supporting Father.
At that time, Father won the moral high ground. As a result
the major political leaders came to Father and asked for his
mercy and moral support. They asked for his guidance. Usu-
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ally the Korean political apparatus paid a lot of attention to
established Christianity but at that time they realized that Fa-
ther and the Unification Church had more so they came to
him.

Father had the most incredible rally at Yoido Plaza; you may
have even participated in that rally. World mission people
gathered at the parade ground on Yoido Island. That was the
World Rally for Freedom. More than seventy different nation-
alities participated. It was a spectacular rally. After that dem-
onstration of Father's strength, Father wrote a dynamic and

t

serious letter to President Park Chung Hee, telling him that
"Your government cannot survive without having a spiritual
heritage, so you must unite with us and move forward. Then
there will be no problem with communism and North Korea.
The political situation will be eased." After he wrote that let-
ter, he left for the United States. That very day, Mao Tse Tung
was buried.

But Park Chung Hee was not courageous enough to heed
Father's recommendation. There has always been this polit-
ical cowardice. This is always the trouble. Because of that,
what happened? Park Chung Hee's political career was ab-
solutely miserable. As you know, he was assassinated by his
most important confidant, his own CIA chief. That is the way
the Park Chung Hee regime ended.

TODAY'S WORLD
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Heung lin Nim is the mediator between the physical and
spiritual worlds. Those in the spirit world who have no
connection to True Parents now have a connection to

True Parents and True Parents' love through Heung jin Nim.

Before World War II, Father was working to receive a most
important spiritual inheritance. After World War II, and par-
ticularly after 1971 when Father came to the United States,
Father had to work with the physical reality. That meant that
Father had to deal with the political reality of Korea and the
political reality of the United States. So when Father came
back to the United States, he had to deal with President Rich-
ard Nixon. Upon the foundation laid in Korea, which was a
physical victory, Father returned to the United States and Fa-
ther confronted Christianity here with his accomplishment.
The 1980s was the era of the third seven-year course.

DIFFICULT 1980s
Why can't I jump over everything all at once? Why do I have
to accomplish stage by stage? Why can't we just jump over
everything all at once? Even though Father himself jumped
over everything at once, the blessed couples of the Unification
Church have been dragging their feet. The movement has been
slow, and in particular you could not bring Korea to follow the
providence centering on Father. Therefore Father's own family
has been put in a most difficult position. Always the second
position is the problem. As Father mentioned, Park Chung Hee
was the second major president after Syngman Rhee. Father's
great-grandfather had three sons, and the second son was the
problem. Father's father was one of three brothers; the second
brother died in a most tragic manner outside the house. The
second ones in Father's own family tree are always suffering
disaster. The second one, in Father's father's level and Father's
grandfather's level, were victims and died in very unfortunate
circumstances. Also, in Father's family, Hee Jin Nim, his second
son, was accidentally killed. This is an example of indemnity
that Father's own family had to pay because blessed couples
throughout Korea and throughout the world were not able to
fulfill.

After the 1980s Father's own family has been in a great deal
of difficulty, convolution and change. Most difficult times have
come to Father's own family. So Father's own children have
suffered a great deal, without them realizing it. Unforeseeable
things happened. For instance, they would be driving out on
the way to school, and find themselves in Barrytown. "Oh, I
was supposed to be in school but I'm in Barrytown!" When
the Korean blessed couples could not fulfill their mission, then
Father took their responsibility upon his own shoulders, and
Father's own family paid the indemnity.

So Father himself had to speak throughout the nation of
Korea because Father has to be in the forefront. This was the
people's rally for victory over communism in the major cities
of Korea. He spoke in one city after another in order to mobi-
lize national unity. When Father becomes strong, there are
always opposing forces, particularly among Christians. They
mount their opposition. By the time Father came to the last city,
Kwang [u, opposition had been mounting and there were
even were warnings that Father would face difficulty and
physical danger. This was the final rally. Father was consum-

mating the crusade in Kwang Ju. The very same day, the ac-
cident occurred in the United States. Father knew something
very unusual was happening. For that reason, when Father
left the United States he had given very clear instructions to
his own family that under no circumstances should they go
outside the house.

SECOND SON AND DANBURY
Father's second son, Heung [in Nim, was the one involved in
the most tragic of accidents during this time. Father was in
the position to completely comfort and completely nullify the
satanic attack. In other words, Father had to put this particular
event into its proper perspective in Unification Church history
and Father's dispensational history. This was a most serious
moment, a serious time.

[in Bok and [in Gil were in the same car. Because they lost
their father early on, Heung [in Nim was always loving and
caring for these two brothers. They are second generation of
the thirty-six blessed couples. They were involved in this lack
of fulfillment of responsibility. So by having this event occur
between Heung [in Nim and the second generation of the
thirty-six blessed couples, all the thirty-six blessed couples
and second generation's shortcomings were indemnified. The
same year that Heung Jin Nim became the most noble and sa-
cred sacrifice, Father also sacrificed himself and paid indemnity
by going to Danbury in July. However, Danbury was not a
defeat for Father. Reverend Moon was absolutely innocent,
and the US. government prosecuting him knew it. Established
Christianity and the Ll.S.government wanted to prevent Rev-
erend Moon from becoming too big. Before he became too in-
fluential, they wanted to cut him down. It was a conspiracy.
They conspired together to put Reverend Moon's movement
into complete jeopardy. In order to do that they put Father in
jail that year. So the US. government and US. Christianity
committed a crime against Father and against God.

The most extraordinary situation occurred when the US.
Senate had its own investigation regarding the violation of
Father's religious rights. A Senate Subcommittee found that
Reverend Moon was actually persecuted by the United States
Government. Their recommendations were that Father's con-
viction be nullified. However, there were three bad musket-
eers who moved history to the other side.

Even in Danbury, Father could not abandon American
Christianity. In fact, in order to restore Christianity Father in-
stituted a crusade. Father chose seven thousand ministers to
be educated. Elijah was given a mandate, "Do not to be dis-
appointed; there are seven thousand unstained warriors ready
to fight for you." Elijah had seven thousand to restore Israel.
Likewise Father wanted to restore American Christianity and
so he mobilized seven thousand ministers. If Jesus had seven
thousand followers, he would not have been crucified. But
the crucifixion took place so we had to pay the indemnity to
restore that. So we directly reached three hundred thousand
active ministers with the truth, with Divine Principle. These
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Fear of death itself is the most crucial enemy Satan uses.
Father eliminated that clearly revealing that we have a

better life, a greater life to live in eternity, in spirit world.

three hundred thousand represented all of American Chris-
tianity. We sent out ninety-eight large truckloads of Divine
Principle video tapes.

By also winning the heart of the Ll.S.government the elder
son's position moved to Father's side, and the conspiracy of
the government was indemnified. Otherwise, the United States
would have become the prey of Satan. Satan would have taken
the United States and U'S. Christianity. Father wanted to pre-
vent that. So Father paid indemnity to restore these two ele-
ments.

Meanwhile, Father had already made a decisive blow
against communism. Since 1989, the communist empire has
been crumbling. Finally in 1990 came the natural subjugation
of communism in Moscow through Father's rally. Father pre-
dicted this in 1976.Fourteen years later, on April 11, 1990,Fa-
ther had his Moscow rally and meeting with Gorbachev. These
represent the elder brother's position, the Cain position. This
natural subjugation of Gorbachev was the restoration of the
elder son's position. Now, Father has met with Kim IISung,
and this was a meeting which transferred the final and ultimate
elder son's position. There is nobody else after Kim II Sung.
He is the only one out there upholding the banner of Cain, the
banner of Esau, the banner of the elder son's position. Father,
through the natural subjugation of Kim II Sung, is now total-
ly-physically and spiritually-in the elder son's position.

In a way, Danbury was great victory for Father. Before Fa-
ther's Danbury condition, Christianity in the United States
was totally in the hands of Satan. But Father could not allow
that to continue. So Father's fame and reputation has gone be-
yond the national level to the worldwide and universal level.
By doing this, now each move and deed of Father impacts
world events. This is exactly what is happening. Father has
truly come to the worldwide and universal level of restora-
tion, and has successfully completed restoration. By doing so,
Father can declare, as he did yesterday, the Unification of the
New Nation. That slogan can now be proclaimed.

So, at the time of the Kwang Ju rally, Heung [in Nim in a
way saved the True Parents' lives. That was a very critical rally.
Without it, Father could not have saved Korea. Korea would
have gone into the hands of communism. Because of the vic-
tory Father had in Kwang [u, Korea has been maintained. Fa-
ther has now completed, victoriously, the restoration of the
elder son's right, restoration of the True Parents' right and
restoration of the right of kingship. All these have been re-
stored. From now on, Father is a totally victorious figure on
the worldwide level, and on the universal or cosmic scale. For
that reason, you all have to absolutely, obediently follow Fa-
ther.

Yesterday Father's God's Day sermon was a very profound
one. He mentioned the textbook for education. He mentioned
the four textbooks. He basically expounded on those four pat-
terns. Their purpose is to create the royal family of God. The
satanic world has been enjoying kingship, has had its royal
family. But this time, Father is restoring royalty, the royal fami-
ly-kingship and queenship, from satanic hands into God's
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hands. Through the law of indemnity it will be very obvious
that all that is satanic will be restored into the godly realm of
True Parents.

This is a brief history of the course Father has walked. You
will inherit Father's victorious foundation. Furthermore you
will inherit the True Family's victorious pattern. They will in-
herit Father's tradition and you will inherit their tradition.
Figuratively speaking, Father is the first generation, the True
Family is second generation and you are the third generation.
So far you have been in the elder brother's position; you have
been acting as the elder brother. But now the indemnity has
been paid and you will move into the younger brother's posi-
tion. The True Family will be in the elder brother's position.
You will go beyond the adopted son's level and be registered
anew as true sons, however as younger children, younger sons.

Hyo Jin Nim's physical age may be lower than yours but it
does not make any difference. Many of you are calling Hyo
[in Nim "elder brother," Hyo Jin Hyung Nim. Why? Because
you are now coming out of the adopted son's position. He is
the direct descendant of Father and you were in the adopted
son's position, but how to harmonize these two realms is
where Heung Jin Nim is playing a very, very important role.

CENTERING ON HEUNG JlN NIM
During this time Father has to do something with the spirit
world. Up until this time, spirit world has really had nothing
to do with the True Parents or True Parents' family. In other
words it has had no connection or no relationship with True
Parents' love. They are like virgins and unmarried boys. Jesus
himself was unmarried. But Heung Jin Nim entered spirit
world as a special emissary of True Parents, as elder son of the
entire spirit world. So spirit world now has that one alone who
understands, has received and has lived under True Parents'
true love. Heung [in Nim is now there as elder brother of all
the spirit world. That means the True Parent's true love realm
has expanded from this world to include the spirit world.
Heung [in Nim is the mediator between the physical and spir-
itual worlds. Those in the spirit world who have no connection
to True Parents now have a connection to True Parents and
True Parents' love through Heung Jin Nim. Heung Jin Nim is
representing the entire spirit world and is bringing the spirit
world back to True Parents. So now, all the spirit world is de-
scending to the earth to connect directly to Father's dispensa-
tion.

Heung Jin Nim's contribution is enormous, absolutely enor-
mous in dispensational history. He is breaking down all the
barriers here on earth, thereafter in heaven. He is breaking
down all the barriers between religions, nations, races and,
most important of all, the barriers between the True Parents'
world and the non-True Parents' world so that the two can
become one.

Furthermore, Heung [in Nim represents kingship-the
one hundred and twenty nations here on earth. The king's

After the ceremony was conducted
Father himself ordered the doctor to pull off the life support
equipment from Heung Jin Nim.

From that point on the words Seung Hwa became a reality.
Father gloriously welcomed the moment and made that event
worthy before heaven and earth. In doing so Father decided
not to shed one drop of tears. Do you follow?

This is why Heung Jin Nim's tomb, we call it a Won Jon in
Korean, is a very important shrine for our Unification Church.
So everyone of you, when you go to Korea, go to worship at
Heung [in Nim's Won Jon. It will bring a great deal of blessing,
particularly to your children. When you pray at the Won Jon,
you should really pray tearfully, because even at that young
age, Heung Jin Nim lived a pure life only for the sake of True
Parents and for their protection.

Is this a day of celebration
or mourning? [Celebrationl] Until now, even though you came
to the celebrations you did not know the true meaning of the
Day of Victory of Love. But after listening to Father, the mean-
ing of this day has become very clear. This particular message
Father has given is very important to our leadership and Uni-
fication Church members. For that reason it will be transcribed
and it must be read by all members of the Unification Church.

So, what tradition would you like to inherit? There are two
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Father gave his beloved son as a sacrifice for the
sake of the nation. This is the deepest, most beautiful

most beautiful events concerning Heung Jin Nim. One, Heung
Jin sacrificed his pure, young life for the sake of True Parents.
The second is that True Parents are ready to sacrifice their lives
for the sake of the nation and world. From Father's point of
view, Father gave his beloved son as a sacrifice for the sake of
the nation. This is the deepest, most beautiful conclusion on
this Day of Victory of Love. Otherwise, we could not go beyond
the realm of the indemnity course. We always would be like a
man who is drowning. You stay in the water unless someone
pulls you out. You must realize that all the fallen things you
know, all your previous fallen knowledge, have become your
formidable enemy. Your cultural education and your nation-
alistic understanding have become your adversary instead of
your ally. Your country, your cultural background and your
habits, those three points, until you cleanse the old habits you
have been living by, and completely erase them out of yourself,
you cannot enter into the new tradition of our True Parents.
God, True Parents, True Parents' children-this is the direct
chain of command. This is the elder son's line. This is life's
center. Your life must be centered upon this axis, this vertical
line. Is this just Father's word and manipulation of words, or
is this truth? This is truth, not just words. Truth means forever.

TRUTH MEANS FOREVER

All you missionaries, you have been away for so long and you
have not had opportunities to hear Father frequently. Now all
of a sudden you open your eyes to see what Father has done
for us, what the True Family has done for us. You think you
are suffering in some foreign countries all by yourself, but Fa-
ther has been suffering and alone. Why has Father been so suf-
fering and alone? Because of the fall of Adam and Eve. When
the parents' position is empty, there is no one to go to. So when
the time comes, Father has to offer his own children. Just as
God sacrificed His own son, True Parents did the same. This is
our tradition. Do you follow? I am speaking especially to the
missionaries today. Do you follow?

From now on the world's situation will crumble very quick-
ly because the central dispensational goal has been achieved.
Father has won a towering victory. For that reason, upon that
foundation, the entire satanic world will chip away, bit by bit.
It will crumble. God is thinking about only one thing now:
while the True Parents are here on earth, living an earthly
life-how can He give them glory. God is only thinking of
this one thing now.

If established Christianity originally had united with Father,
Father would not be in this suffering position. Furthermore,
Father's position would be glorified. Earthly kings and queens
would not be able to compete with Father's glory. That is the
way it was supposed to be. However, because of the rejection
and rebellion of Christianity, Father has suffered. All this, how-
ever, has to be overcome. So before established Christianity
comes to attend Father, you are the first fruits of Father.

Kim II Sung is the satanic messiah. From his point of view,
compared to the way his people worship him, the Unification
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Church's standard is absolutely nothing. The only major dif-
ference is that Kim II Sung created his empire and the absolute
loyalty of his people by gunpoint. But True Parents would
not do that. True Parents worked with true love and freedom,
free choice. It is from self realization that you come up to the
same level and beat their standard. Then you are the winner.

Western leaders assembled here, do you hear Father and
understand him? [Yes!]The democratic era is temporal and is
now passing. What is the United States doing now? It is crum-
bling and declining. This mecca of Christianity and democracy
is crumbling. A new realization must come to Americans and
all western people. As much as Father went down to the bot-
tom of hell at Danbury, Father has gone up and resurrected
and restored honor, becoming a worldwide, universal figure.
By the same token, all the westerners who go to Asia go to the
bottom of hell and resurrect over there. If you don't do that,
the United States will decline, not only becoming a third class
nation but a fifth class nation. Do you follow?

Asia is crucial. Asia is centered upon Father. Father's direc-
tion and influence and spiritual and physical foundation is
Asia's foundation. Therefore Asia is the messianic land. Not
just Korea, but the entire land of Asia. Do you think this sounds
like crazy talk that is completely out of touch with reality? Or
do you think that Father is really expounding the truth and a
principle which makes sense and that will work in reality?
[Truth.]

You are the same as Father. Father is where he is today be-
cause Father was awakened by the truth. One truth came to
him and he could not deviate from it. By the same token, you
receive Father's truth and your life will be the same as Father's.
I am trying to make you tribal messiahs. Furthermore, Father
would like to elevate you to being tribal True Parents. If the
truth is propagated, Father won't have much more to do. Fa-
ther can go away and have an easy life for the rest of his days,
no problem. The work will continue because your ancestors
will come down and whip you, asking "What are you doing
here?" Your ancestors will be your teachers. They will be slave
drivers over you. Father has received the most enormous per-
secution and under those circumstances Father has survived
and prospered and built a foundation leading to victory. Fa-
ther's true feeling could be one of incredible revenge, yet he
has overcome with True Love. God is a vengeful God in a way,
but God is a God of love, following the parental tradition. No
matter how difficult it may be, you should inherit our True
Parents' tradition to be patient and overcome with True Love.
You cannot harbor any hatred or grudge. There is no way you
can, because God and True Parents have not done that. You
should exactly follow True Parents' footsteps.

You are the leaders, therefore I am telling you this is the
way to go. This is my most important teaching to you today
on this Day of Victory of Love. You are the ones to propagate
and disseminate this message throughout the Unification
Church and entire world. Are you going to do that? Let's
raise our hands and pledge, "Yes, Father!" Thank you. III

Diary of North Korea Trip
Fishers of Men

Good morning, brothers and sisters.
I was very honored to accompa-
ny Father and Mother to North

Korea, but also sorry because not all of
us could go together. But some day all
of you will be able to visit and enjoy the
beauty of Father's homeland. Father said
he could visit his own hometown be-
cause of hometown tribal messiahs hip.

One of the North Korean high officials
said to us, "Rev. Moon, I know you told
your members to go to their hometowns
on September 9 this year." That means
they have studied Father's doctrine, life
story, and speech books. In some ways
they were more knowledgeable and
equipped than we are.

I will begin with a dream I had on
November 18 before going to North Ko-
rea. I dreamed that Father, Mother, Dr.
Pak, 1,and several others were at a lake.
Father and Dr. Pak were standing in it.
The water was about waist high. Father
was in front and Dr. Pak was standing
about fifteen feet behind. I did not know
what they were doing, but suddenly Dr.
Pak pulled out a fish from the lake and
said, "Look at the eel I caught!" Mother
and I looked at it, but Father did not
pay any attention. He just kept looking
into the water. A few minutes later he
put his arm in the water just like a bul-
let. I thought he grabbed something, but
it was not easy for him to bring it out, so
he was following it, going deeper and
deeper. Soon Father's entire body was
in the water and then suddenly he came
out like a scuba diver, took a deep breath,
and smiling from ear to ear, said, "I made
it!" In his hands was a big fish. He said,
"This is the blackest fish and biggest eel
in the world." It looked like a fish with
a wide mouth and body. I thought it was
an alligator. You will see that the dream
pretty much came true.

Right after that dream, before 5 a.m.,
I was awakened by a telephone call from
Mother in Korea. She was preparing for
the big rally in Korea that gathered about
fifteen to seventeen thousand women
leaders from all over the country. Mother

simply asked, "Are you healthy enough
to accompany me? It may be someplace
colder than New York, so you may need
a heavy coat." Back then we had no idea
about the possibility of Father's visiting
North Korea that soon. We had planned
that Father would go to Pyongyang with
two to three hundred people, induding
several dozen heads of state and media
people. Nothing like that had been sched-
uled, so I did not know what she was
talking about. Since Father had not visit-
ed the Panda project site yet, I thought
perhaps she was thinking of Beijing.

I met True Parents in Hawaii and I
shared my dream with Father and
Mother. They just looked at
each other and nodded their
heads, but even then I was
not totally sure what they
were thinking about. While
in Hawaii, Father teased me
about the dream a couple of
times. For example, Father
went out fishing for two days,
yet he could not catch any
fish. Strange, right? Father
said, "Well, if I catch a real
fish, your dream will be kind
of nullified. So I should not
catch any fish in order to wait
for the real dream to come
true."

The day before we left Ha-
waii, Father woke up at 2 or
3 a.m. and drafted a very se-
rious letter. When I read the
contents, I was shocked. Father had al-
ready put down the thoughts he wanted
to share with Premier Kim II Sung. Fa-
ther said, "This is not final. I am plan-
ning to do this, but nothing is definite
yet."

On Nov. 15, the Deputy Prime Minis-
ter of North Korea had received a phone
call at midnight from Kim II Sung's son,
Kim Jong II (he is the General Secretary
now) telling him to go to Beijing the next
day first thing in the morning and meet
a man called Dr. Bo Hi Pak. "When you
get there you will know why you have

to meet him." This man does not get
this kind of phone call often, so he start-
ed trembling. The next morning, Nov.
16, he went to Beijing and met Dr. Pak.
They discussed the possibility of Father's
visiting North Korea. Dr. Pak reminded
him that when Chairman Mao wanted
to open the door of China to the West,
the first thing he did was invite President
Nixon to China, because President Nix-
on was well known as an anticommunist.
In the same way, if Kim II Sung invites
Rev. Sun Myung Moon, who is a well-
known anticommunist, the entire world
will see how much North Korea is ready
to open up.

Before the Deputy Prime Minister re-
ported back to Kim II Sung, he asked
Dr. Pak for a picture of Father and took
it to the best fortune teller in North Ko-
rea. I do not know why communists be-
lieve in fortune tellers. The Deputy
Prime Minister told me later that if he
made a mistake, he would lose his job
and maybe his life. The country is that
rigid still. The fortune teller did not
know Father, but said that he would
bring great benefit to North Korea, so
please do not hesitate to invite him. The
Deputy Prime Minister felt easier about

bringing his report to Kim II Sung.
The Deputy Prime Minister reported

to Kim II Sung, and he approved Father's
visit to North Korea. Father is one ex-
treme and Kim II Sung is the other. It is
like North Pole and South Pole meeting
together, that impossible. But it took
place.

We flew to Hong Kong on November
29, and were joined by Dr. and Mrs. Pak,
Mr. Kamiyama and Mr. Terada. We spent
one night in Hong Kong and went to
Beijing on November 30 where we met
the other brothers and sisters at the air-
port who were mobilized to travel with
Father. However, at the last moment the
North Korean government cut everyone
off the list except Father and Mother, Dr.
and Mrs. Pak, myself, two East Garden
staff-Mr. Yoon and Mrs. McDevitt-
and a Korean brother who has been sta-
tioned in China for the past six years,
Mr. Hwang. There was one more gentle-
men from the World Bank who is in
charge of the Asian section, Dr. Robert
Lee. That made nine altogether.

Where angels fear to tread
The invitation letter from the Deputy
Prime Minister of North Korea was
hand-delivered to Father at the Beijing
airport on November 30, and at 1:12
p.m., Father left for Pyongyang on a
special charter plane that Kim II Sung
sent.

We were warmly welcomed by one
of the government officials on the plane.
That moment was very serious to me.
Originally we had planned thirty peo-
ple to go, including camera crew, Wash-
ington Times reporters, and so on; that
way we would be more secure and safe.
But suddenly they trimmed the number

to nine people. I have to confess I was
afraid. My pledge and prayer was to
somehow make sure Father and Mother
landed again in Beijing in seven or eight
days. I was scared and frustrated, but
Father was smiling and waving out the
window to those left behind.

At 3:30 p.m. we arrived in Pyongyang
at the Sun An airport. Mr. Yoon and I
started running around trying to do our
best to take pictures. Two important gov-
ernment officials and about twenty North
Korean TV crew and reporters were al-
ready waiting for Father and Mother.
One was Deputy Prime Minister Kim.

He is a very powerful man in North Ko-
rea, right under General Secretary Kim
Jong II, Kim II Sung's son who is virtual-
ly running the country now. He is a very
good filial son who does everything for
his father. The other official, Mr. Yoon, is
the chairman of the committee that deals
with Korean residents in foreign coun-
tries. He is one of the six most powerful
men in North Korea. This man did not
know until the night before we arrived
that Father was coming, even though he
had to officially greet Father at the air-
port.

Chairman Yoon received Father warm-
ly with Deputy Prime Minister Kim and
some other people there. Father gave
them a big hug. When Father shook
hands with Mr. Yoon, I am pretty sure
Father almost cracked his hand. Later

on, I heard that Chairman Yoon really
hated Father in the past. This man is the
number one teacher in North Korea. He
is the one who develops the strategies
regarding unification with South Korea.
Even in South Korea it is known Chair-
man Yoon is the toughest one to deal
with in North Korea. [uche" ideology
came from Kim II Sung, and Chairman
Yoon has published many books on it.

Father and Mother were also welcom-
ed by seven relatives: his elder sister,
Hyo Soon Moon, who is seventy-three
years old now, his younger sister, Hyo
Sun Moon, sixty-four years old, his elder

brother's wife, who is sixty-nine years
old, Father's elder brother's first son,
Byung Hyun Moon, forty-nine years
old, one of Father's cousins, fifty-seven
years old, Yon Hyan Moon, and a neph-
ew. This was the first time in over forty
years that Father met them. Father could
not remember their faces really well be-
cause they were now much older. They
introduced themselves and started cry-
ing. They were so happy, shocked, and
surprised.

Father almost cried, but he never
showed tears. His first statement to them
was, "I missed you so much too, and I
love you, but I am not here as an individ-
ual to visit my family. I am here to save

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the entire twenty-three million people
in North Korea. I am here for an official
mission, so I cannot cry. Please calm
yourselves." If Father had shown tears
there at the airport, it would have been
a mad house with everyone crying. But
since Father restrained himself, they cried
a little bit and calmed down.

ment officials attended. Chairman Yoon
said, "Rev. Moon, you have done a lot
of work all over the world. We warmly
welcome you. Let's forget about the past
and hold hands together with each other
now. Without having our Motherland,
there is no happiness, there is no life.
Our Motherland comes first. That is why

you are here, Rev. Moon, so let
us become friends." I thought it
was very good. Then they toast-
ed together.

Father returned his welcome
with a twelve-minute talk, which
was Father's first official speech
given to the twenty-three million
people in North Korea. Father
used one catch phrase, "Blood
is thicker than water." Thicker
means purer, with more bond-
ing power. Father spoke about
God and said, "I truly love the
twenty-three million people
here. This is why I came-for
the sake of reunification, not
just to visit my hometown."
There was entertainment for

about forty-five minutes. It was a nice
banquet.

When we returned to the guest house
we stayed up until midnight to make
plans for the next day. The country is
tightly sealed, like a big cage. Most peo-
ple in North Korea do not know what is
going on in the world. There is only one
official newspaper,
six pages long. It
does not have a sin-
gle line of advertise-
ment, just govern-
ment propaganda
and reports. Even in
Father' s guest house
it was not safe to
speak freely. Before
I landed in Pyong-
yang, a man in Beij-
ing who had been
arranging this trip
told us clearly, "No
matter how softly
you whisper, all your words will be re-
corded and they will get it." So even
though we tried to make a plan for the
next day, we could not do anything.
They would not tell us what was next,
or where we were going. Many times
we had to write on paper to communi-
cate. Father has been their arch enemy,
and they watched his every movement.
It was not really pleasant, but we expect-
ed it, so we could manage it. I asked Fa-
ther if we should have Pledge the morn-

North Korea does not have many cars,
but they have a lot of Mercedes Benz'.
A limousine pulled up for Father and
Mother. This was the only limousine I
saw in North Korea. We had a motorcade
of five Mercedes, led by patrol cars. When
the motorcade passed, all the vehicles on
the road had to stop in every direction.
Some people were waving and clapping.
About fifteen people accompanied us
from the airport to the Moran Bong guest
house, a VIP guest house in Pyongyang
where usually only kings and heads of
state stay.

When we arrived at the guest house,
the Deputy Prime Minister met Father
again, and they had about a thirty-minute
talk. The Deputy Prime Minister constant-
ly tested Father by making abrupt state-
ments, or asking questions. Suddenly he
said, "Rev. Moon, I respect you but some-
how I never thought about inviting you
to North Korea because you have been
criticizing and accusing us all these years.
But I had to obey because there was an
order from the top to invite you." Think
about it-is it polite to make such a re-
mark to your guest? That was the way
he tried to test Father, but Father just
gave him a big smile.

Father was led to the presidential suite
of the guest house, which was decorated
very well, according to their standard.
That night we went to a welcoming party
prepared by the North Korean govern-
ment. About one hundred high govern-

ing of December 1. I knew whatever we
did or said in our prayer would be re-
ported. Father said, "Why not?" Honest-
ly, when we recited pledge #5, I could
not say it really out loud. Father prayed
and talked about reunification a lot.

Proclaiming the truth
The next morning I found out that at 3
a.m. the editor-in-chief of the official
government newspaper came to Dr. Pak's
room asking for permission to print Fa-
ther's speech. This is the first time in
this newspaper's history that somebody
outside of North Korea had the entire
contents of their speech printed in the
newspaper. It was also the first time that
this newspaper printed the word "God"
in their paper, because normally they do
not know whether Premier Kim II Sung
will like it or not and they might lose
their job.

At 9 a.m. Chairman Yoon came to be
our guide for that day. The Korean peo-
ple have been brainwashed by the gov-
ernment and the newspaper that Father
is the arch enemy of North Korea, a mon-
ster who creates everything bad against
them. Chairman Yoon said we could
sightsee wherever we wanted (but they
had their own agenda). Father replied,
"Well, I am not here for sightseeing. Since
I am here for the sake of unification and
to learn more about North Korea, why
don't we go and see Mankyung Dae, the

place where Premier Kim II Sung was
born." When Father said that they were
so happy. They never expected Father
would want to visit there. That area was
cleaned and decorated, but not very fan-
cy. The desk, dishes, and blankets, etc.,
that Kim II Sung used are on display. It
is a holy place, like Jerusalem is for Chris-
tians. All twenty-three million North
Koreans have to visit there once or twice.
They gave us about an hour-long ex-
planation about what Kim II Sung and
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Sightseeingand persuasion is the order of the day.

his parents have done. We were educat-
ed, or brainwashed, for a while.

About 10:30a.m. we were taken to the
Parliament of North Korea, a gigantic
stone building decorated in marble. It is
well-built and ten times better than the
South Korea congress building. They
have large paintings on many of the
walls. Father was led to a big meeting
room with an official congress table.
They were still testing Father. Four of
their representatives met with Father.
Even though the night before Chairman
Yoonhad spoken warmly, he now started
to preach to Father, saying reunification
of Korea must be according to Premier
Kim Il Sung's Juche ideology, and so on.
Then Father stood up. They were kind
of shocked and said, "Rev. Moon you
don't have to stand up, sit down, sit
down." But Father said, "Never mind."

Their parliament building is where
all kind of discussions and decisions are
made; it is like the holy ground of the
North Korean government. Father, right
in the center of the conference room,
stood up and preached true love. "He
said, "Left-wing ideology, right-wing
ideology is gone. Now the only ideol-
ogy is headwing, which is Godism. "He
even went into men and women relation-
ships, from the plant all the way on up
to the man, women's bosom, hips, sex-
ual organs, everything. I was shivering
because I knew we were right in the
hands of the devil there. If they wanted
to do anything to us, they easily could. I
was not sure if Father was safe to speak
as he did. But Father never showed any
hint of fear, he just said what he wanted.
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They were so shocked, they could not
even open their mouths. Later on I was
told that when a world leader, minister,
or businessman comes, they are briefed
on Juche ideology. They nod their heads
and somehow compromise their stan-
dard by saying it may be a good ideol-
ogy. But Father from the beginning said,
"No. Headwing ideology is the only so-
lution." They wanted to discuss Juche
ideology, but could not, because Father
hit them with headwing ideology.

The way to reunification
In the afternoon, Deputy Prime Minister
Kim came. This was the second round.
Because of the experience Chairman
Yoon had in the morning, he told Deputy
Prime Minister Kim, "Watch out. Since
you are in charge of the economy of my
country, you had better stick with econo-
mic matters."

As soon as we sat down at the table,
Deputy Prime Minister Kim said to Fa-
ther, "Rev. Moon, I heard you gave a
good sermon this morning. I have already
heard it, so shall we discuss economic
matters?" Father smiled and said, "OK."
He somehow kept his promise and did
not get into head wing ideology and
things like that, but came around with
something else. Father centered on re-
unification. This is a very sensitive polit-
ical issue as is nuclear capability. North
Korea may have the capacity to build an
atomic bomb in a few years. The Amer-
ican government is very nervous about
it. The South Korean and North Korean
governments have been discussing and
fighting over this issue. Father suggested
to reunify those families divided because
of the Korean war. Until now, the govern-
ments of North and South had been ne-
gotiating to make arrangements for those
divided families to
meet, but nothing
had been worked
out so far.

Father said, "Our
railroad has been
unconnected for
over forty years,
since the Korean
war. Let's connect it.
If you agree, I will
come up with fund-
ing, and I will re-
build the railroad.
You knowIam
working on the In-
ternational Peace
Highway Project.
The tunnel has been

started on Japan's side now. Eventually
I want to build a highway from Pusan
all the way to Ya Lu River and go beyond
that even to Europe. So let's open the
DMZ (Demilitarized Zone) area and
build a highway."

Also he said, "The most beautiful
mountains in the world, and best place
for a resort area, is in your country, the
Diamond Mountains. When I was grow-
ing up in North Korea, I had many chan-
ces to visit those beautiful mountains. I
have not gone to visit the mountains
yet, because until I see the reunification
and independence of my country, I do
not want to go sightseeing. I will come
up with foreign investors to develop
that area and make the best resort in the
world."

He said, "Let's build an economic
industrial park around the DMZ area
where South and North can work togeth-
er. We will build factories. South Korea
can provide technology and funds, North
Korea can provide labor, and together
we can sell the goods throughout the
world." This statement flabbergasted
Deputy Prime Minister Kim.

Father said, "Tell your boss to make
an announcement in the newspaper that
all the secret agents and spies you sent
in the last forty-five years to South Korea
to topple the government, and the people
who live in South Korea who are still
communists, should surrender to Rev.
Moon and be educated in my head wing
ideology." Can you believe it?

When Deputy Kim heard this state-
ment, he just stood up and walked
around. Father could have spoken an-
other few hours easily, but because of
the schedule could not continue.

The night before was a small banquet
and entertainment, but Dec. Ist, the

Also he said, "All
of the North Korean spies
and agents in South Korea
must surrender to me and be
educated in head wing ideol-
ogy."

Think about it. We were
right in the middle of a coun-
try where they can kill any-
body anytime. Nobody in
their history openly opposed
juche ideology or openly crit-
icized or accused Kim Il Sung.
It was another record. Father
said, "I have to tell you the
truth. This is the message
from God. I cannot hide it."
Father said many times, "I
am a straightforward man. I
do not keep anything hid-
den." They knew Father was
a straightforward person, but
when they heard this, they
could not even talk. Deputy
Prime Minister Kim and the
officials could not even lift

their heads or look back because they
knew the secret police was recording
everything. It was out of control. They
told me after Father left
that they thought Fa-
ther was so powerful
and so frantic, that they
could not control him
so they just stayed
quiet and hoped he
would finish quickly.
Father knew they
could not accept his
words right away, but
he wanted Premier
Kim II Sung to some-
how get this report.

By the end of the
meeting Chairman
Yoon and Deputy
Prime Minister Kim
both surrendered. In
the beginning they
were supposed to test Father, but they
said, "Rev. Moon is beyond our grasp."
They are younger than Father, so Father
sometimes would say, "You are like my
son, are you not going to listen to me?"

On December 2 they were planning
for Father to meet with Kim II Sung, but
after Father's speech they said no way.
After Father gave the speech they said,

government prepared the biggest and
best night of entertainment. The emcee
said, "We are honored to announce we
dedicate this performance to Rev. and
Mrs. Moon who came here for the first
time in forty-five years."

When we returned to the guest house,
we got a message from Deputy Prime
Minister Kim saying, "We will continue
our talks tomorrow, but please do not
bring Rev. Moon." Father said, "No. I
have to go and teach them." At the meet-
ing the next day Father gave the speech
he had prepared in Hawaii. He had
wanted to give it to Premier Kim II Sung
directly, but Father already sensed that
Deputy Prime Minister Kim and Chair-
man Yoon had lost their confidence to
introduce him to Kim II Sung. In their
minds they would lose their jobs and
their lives. So Father thought, if he could
not tell Kim IISung directly, that he could
at least give the message to these people.
At the meetings there are always three
or four people from the secret police be-
hind the conference table taking notes.
They report every little detail directly or
indirectly to Kim II Sung. The key point
Father said was this, "For the sake of
the reunification of Korea, and for the
sake of world peace.L Rev. Moon have
to be the initiator and leader, and under
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"Rev. Moon, please go and enjoy sight-
seeing." Dr. Pak and I were the only ones
left behind to deal with their anger. Fa-
ther knew that, and as he left he said,
"You have a good conference, I am go-
ing now." After about ten minutes they
came and said, "How could you do that?
This is totally unacceptable, impossible.
We never imagined this. Therefore we
cannot have any kind of conference!"
They were furious, though they were
still polite to Father. I am sorry to tell
you we were threatened. At that point,
I was seriously thinking about Father's
safety. They said, "Nobody can guarantee
Rev. Moon's plane will land in Beijing
safely."

Preparing to meet Kim II Sung
As we believe True Father is our father,
they call Kim II Sung their father. Kim II
Sung is a living king there. His word is
their law, constitution. They always have
to decorate wherever he visits like a holy
ground-factories, rice paddies, any
place. He is the supreme authority there.
But Father said Kim II Sung should come
under him! "He has to listen to me. Give
up juche ideology and follow head wing
ideology." Can you believe it! If anybody
else had done this, like Dr. Pak or me,
we would be gone. But Father is so well
known, and also Father's strategy was
to give a press release as soon as he left

Beijing to go to Pyongyang. Even the
China morning paper printed the inform-
ation, so all over the world the news was
out. They had to be careful too, but they
were so angry, so furious, so disappoint-
ed, so frustrated, that they threatend us.
But we could not do anything. We just
sat there and talked about this and that.
Their testing period was over and the
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Theserice fields used to belong to Father's family. He worked
in them planting and harvesting rice for his family. In the
background is the mountain where Father received the
revelation of his mission from Jesus.

chance for Father to meet with Premier
Kim II Sung was very slim now.

The secret police reported to Kim II
Sung what had happened there. But in-
stead of being angry, he became more
curious to meet Father. We were told
Premier Kim II Sung called Deputy Prime
Minister Kim around midnight and said,
"I am more interested now to meet with
Rev. Moon. Rearrange the meeting."

So first thing the next morning, they
came up to my room and asked how
many suits I had. I had only one. They
said, "You had better wear the best you
have and if it is not ironed, give it to me
and we will press it." We knew the time
was coming.

They told us we would be able to meet
Premier Kim II Sung, but they did not
tell us when. Then they said, "Let's go
to see the Diamond Mountains." We
flew to the Diamond Mountains area,
which is magnificent. Nearby there is a
beach and lake, even a hot spring. This
mountain area is about forty-five miles
long and about twenty miles wide. There
are many mountain peaks and twenty-
two valleys. It takes at least one day to
enjoy each valley. It would take at least
three or four weeks to see the entire area.
There are many beautiful waterfalls and
rock formations. Until I went there I
could not imagine how beautiful it is.
Father spent two days there and saw two
valleys.

There are many legends and stories
about the Diamond Mountains. One
tells of an old man who lost his health
and hope for living. He retired to these
mountains and decided to see their beau-
ty before he died. Leaning on his cane,
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he went up the mountain-
side and came upon a
spring. He drank from the
spring and became so
young and healthy that he
forgot about his cane and
came down the mountain
without it. This is why
they call that spring "The
Spring of Forgetting Your
Cane." Father drank some
water out of one of the
springs-doesn't he look
younger now? (Laughter)

We were supposed to
meet Premier Kim II Sung,
but again something hap-
pened. Even while we
were climbing the moun-
tains, Father was constant-
ly educating Kim and an-
other man who is very

powerful in the communist party. Father
constantly pounded on them with head-
wing and true love, saying, "[uche ideol-
ogy is not going to work; the
world is not this small. You
people are in the cave; you
have to open the door. Other-
wise North Korea will be
doomed." Father knew the
time was short, so he had to
give him them as much of his
teaching as he could. At one
point Deputy Premier Kim
said to Father, "Rev. Moon,
you are high up there, I am
low. I want to go to a lower
person like Dr. Pak and talk,
so you go ahead." And he re-
treated.

Deputy Premier Kim got
scared again that day. He
called Premier Kim II Sung's
office again and said, "No, I
can't bring Rev. Moon. If I bring him
there, I know that everything will be de-
stroyed, including my family, so I can-
not risk that." So we had to fly back to
Pyongyang instead of seeing Kim II
Sung. His location was always a secret.

media.
We landed on the playground of the

elementary school. Hundreds of people
from around the entire county came out
to watch and wave. They never saw any-
body come home in helicopters or with
a government escort. Even there in the
rural countryside, a Mercedes Benz was
waiting. Father was greeted again by his
sister and relatives.

We drove to Father's nephew's house
and took pictures. It was nearby. When
Father saw the rice paddy which his fam-
ily used to own, he stopped the car, went
into the paddy, and took some pictures.
Then Father was driven to the house
where he was born and grew up. For
one week several hundred people had
been mobilized to build a new road to
his original house. They painted the en-
tire house and even built a front yard
and steps. When we went there, the front
yard was still muddy because they put
new dirt. Inside, I accidently touched
one of the poles and the paint was still
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Warm memories and old ties surround Father and Mother as
they enter the hometown. The local goverment official is also
on hand to greet them.

Father comes home-" Oppa"
On December 4 Father signed two sepa-
rate communiques and then went to vis-
it his hometown on December 5. Father's
hometown is in the countryside far from
an airport, so the North Korean govern-
ment provided two fourteen-passenger
military helicopters. The first helicopter
was for Father and our party, and a del-
egation from the North Korean govern-
ment. The second helicopter was for the

wet. They really tried to give a nice
homecoming and good feeling to Father.

Originally, Father's house was like a
rectangular-shape, but during the Ko-
rean war bombs destroyed all of the
wings. The main part with four rooms
was still intact. Think about the feeling
we had visiting there, seeing the house
and standing in the yard. Father went
into the room where he was born and
prayed. Father's comment was, "This
house used to be very big, but now it is
small." To a small child the house looks
big but to a grown up the house looks
rather small.

When we went into the living room,
Father pointed to a small Korean-style
window on the wall. Father said, "This
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Before they went
to have lunch, Fa-
ther went to see
his father and
mother's grave-
site, which is not
far away from his
original house.
The government
had even put a
headstone in front
of those graves.
The sod on the
graves was newly
put down. On the
headstone they
put both names,
the date they
passed away, and

the children's names, including Father's
name and Father's brother.
A couple of other relatives'
graves were there. In Pyong-
yang we told the North Ko-
rean officials that we want-
ed to have some rice cakes,
fish, or some food in addi-
tion to flowers when Father
goes to visit the gravesite. I
don't know why-maybe it
is not their custom anymore
in North Korea-but some-
how nothing was prepared
except two small flower
bouquets. When I saw Father and Moth-

er just putting two small
bouquets on the head-
stone, with no fruits or
rice cake whatsoever, I
felt so sad. But there
were no stores or super-
markets there, so I could
not go and get anything.

After that, we had
lunch at Father's neph-
ew's house. In that old
small room they put a
table. Father and Moth-
er, and Father's elder sis-
ter, younger sister, neph-
ew, and sister-in-law sat
together, also Dr. Pak
and 1.Of course, the
county head of the com-
munist party and the
head of the communist
women's organization
sat at the table. The
North Korean govern-
ment must supervise
everything that happens.
They were afraid that
there may be some com-

used to be pretty big because I used to
come in and out of this small window."

So many memories came to Father's
mind, but he could not enjoy them so
much. As he had said at the airport, he
was not there just to visit his hometown
and see the relatives, but for the reunifica-
tion of Korea. Even then his relatives
were crying and crying, but Father kept
telling them, "Don't cry, don't cry." Sup-
pose Father cried, what would happen?

We took many pictures. A couple of
other houses and a well in front of Fa-
ther's house were still there. Father has
told many stories about that well and
about catching a kingfisher on a cliff
with red muddy soil. The
bird has a long beak and
is a little bit bigger than a
sparrow. This bird dug
holes on the cliff and laid
eggs there. Father used to
share with us the story of
making steps to climb up
the cliff and catch the
eggs from those holes.
All those stories I heard
over and over. I stood in
front of Father's house to
see if I could see the cliff,
and there it was about a
thousand meters away
from his house. Later on I
asked Father if that was
the cliff he played on. Fa-
ther said, "Yes, but it is
much lower now because
of the Korean war."

Father's house is not
really occupied now. That
village is almost vacant.
The relatives moved out
and settled in another
village about a mile away.
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Father's parents' tombstones
are enscribed: KimKyungKye,
born October 25, 1898, died
January 7,1968 and Moon
KyungEu, born July 11, 1893,
died October 11, 1954 and
Moon Yang500, and Moon
YongMyung on the back.

These markers tell Father for
the first time when his parents
went to the spiritual world.
His name was Yong Myung as
child and is there with his old-
er brother's Yong Soo.

ments made by Father's sisters and fam-
ily about their system, about juche ideol-
ogy, or about the living situation so with-
out being invited, they came and watched
what everybody was doing. That was
sad to see.

But watching Father's family was
beautiful. Father's younger sister called
him "Oppa," which means elder brother.
I had never heard him called that. Obvi-
ously, there is not enough food in the
countryside around there. But they
brought a professional chef to prepare
delicious food, with many different
dishes. A few items were done locally,
like rice cake, which I enjoyed most, and
corn on the cob, which Father used to
eat a lot. Father's younger sister said,
"Oppa, this corn is what you used to
like very much, so please eat this. We

have a lat." On purpose
they always say, "We
have a lat." When I
asked them, "Please eat
this, this is delicious,"
they said, "We can eat
later, we have plenty."
The communist officials
were watching, so they
could not say they want
to eat it. So Father ate
about half and then gave
it back to her, saying,
"Now you eat it." Then

she ate a little bit more and said, "I have
more, I will eat later, you eat more." They
went back and forth. It was beautiful to
watch.

True Mother brought three bags full
of gifts-sweaters, Korean dresses, and
fabric. Father gave Christian Bernard

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watches to the government officials who
sat there. The government officials did
not expect it, but were so happy and just
stood up and received the gifts. I had
some doubt that Father's family would
be able to keep the gifts, so I had some
things in my own bag. 1was sitting next
to Father's sister-in-law and passed un-

staying in another house about three
hundred yards away. The Deputy Prime
Minister begged us, "Please prepare Rev.
Moon's speech. If he preaches to Premier
Kim II Sung like he does to us, we are
dead." We told Father this is the condi-
tion Deputy Prime Minister Kim has.
Father said, "Go and prepare, 1will take

a look at it." Dr. Pak and 1
worked on it all night. We
showed it to Father and he
said, "Keep it with you, I may
use it, I may not."

Deputy Premier Kim was
so worried about what Father
might say that he could not
sleep that night, so he was
walking around and happen-
ed to meet Father outside as
he was coming to see us.

The next morning, around
9:30 am, Father, Mother, and
Dr. and Mrs. Pak were taken
by Mercedes Benz, and we
were left behind. We did not
expect to see Premier Kim II
Sung. Nobody told us any-

thing. Then we were told we would
meet Father and Mother later. We were
just praying there. About thirty minutes
after Father and Mother left we were
taken by bus, Mr. Yoon, Mrs. McDevitt,
Mr. Hwang, and myself, to where Fa-
ther was meeting with Kim II Sung. The

der the table the women's stockings I
brought to her. Though 1did not know 1
was going to North Korea, I told my wife
1felt 1needed some gifts that poor coun-
try people do not have. My wife gave
me about fifteen pairs of women's stock-
ings and said, "This is all 1have." I car-
ried them all the way and gave them
there.

When we left the house, 1 took the
corn half-eaten by Father because Father
and his sister shared it together. One of
the people in the room said, "We have
more untouched corn, take this one."
But I said, "No, this one is okay."

An invitation to the palace
Around 3 p.m. we went back to Pyong-
yang. At the airport we were greeted by
Chairman Yoon, Deputy Prime Minister
Kim, Chairman Yoon's wife, and another
woman high official. They asked us to
follow, but did not tell us where we were
going. We got on another plane and flew
about forty-five minutes. We landed in
Hamheung, which is about one hundred
and fifty miles from Pyongyang, and
were driven to a guest house.

That night they told us that despite
their efforts to cancel the meeting, Kim
II Sung said, "Who said Rev. Moon can-
not see me? No matter what they say, 1
will see him. On top of that I want to
have lunch with him."

Father and Mother were staying in
one guest house, and Dr. Pak and I were
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Nam before the Korean war. It was iron-
ic, but historical too, that a few blocks
past the prison, Kim II Sung was there
waiting for Father.

Opponents become brothers
Unfortunately, 1was not there when Fa-
ther first met Kim II Sung but I watched
a video and got the report from Dr. Pak.
Father got out of the car, marched up to
Kim II Sung, and grabbed his hand in a
strong handshake. Kim II Sung is stocki-
ly built too-big, like a bear. Father, an-
other bear, walked toward him and gave
him a big bear hug and slap on the back.
Father greeted him and he greeted Father
like friends. Father said, "I came here to
become your friend." He said, "Okay,"
and the two took pictures. Their private
conference was an hour and a half. Father
and Mother, Dr. and Mrs. Pak, sat on
one side, and on the other side were
Premier Kim II Sung, Chairman Yoon,
(still nervous, like half dead), Deputy
Prime Minister Kim (even more nervous).

Chairman Yoon and Deputy Prime
Minister Kim were so anxious. Father is
absolutely unpredictable. They never
knew what kind of talk Father would
have with Premier Kim. If Father preach-
ed like he did to them, they thought they
would collapse there and die, but Father
was so diplomatic. Father even praised
Chairman Yoon's and Deputy Prime

left two days before. That place was
about a forty-five minute drive from
where we stayed that night.

sage, Premier Kim said 'Thank you" and
initiated applause. Father impressed
Kim Il Sung and really shared true love.
Father showed his determination to do
something for the sake of all Korea and
world peace. That is where they got close
to each other.

After the conference, we went to the
dining room. There were two dining ta-
bles and a lot of warm dialogue
at each. This was the time they
built a family atmosphere with a
kind of brotherly relation ship.
Kim Il Sung told Father, "I pre-
pared today's menu particularly
for you. These particular dishes
are special to me, and I thought
you would like them." At some
point, they got into fishing sto-
ries. Premier Kim Il Sung said,
"I like fishing so much that even
when I was a mountain fighter,
(when he was fighting against
the Japanese regime for Korean
independence) I stopped my en-
tire troop whenever I came
upon a lake where fish were to
catch and eat them." Father
smiled and said, "Oh yes, I will
invite you to Kodiak where we
can catch three hundred-pound
halibut." Premier Kim quietly
asked his deputy, "Is there any
fish that big?" They said, "Yes."
He said, "Wow." Mother shared
about tuna fishing, and Father
told him about marlin fishing.
He could not say anything be-
cause he never saw or caught
those fish. Then they started
talking about hunting bears.

Neither Premier Kim Il Sung
nor his son are ever accompanied
by their wives. They showed many mo-
vies to us, but their wives were in none
of those movies. At one point Mother
said, "Where are your wives? Why aren't
your wives shown anywhere?" They
were kind of shocked. Our Unification
Church members are fortunate-we can
take our wives anyplace.

Premier Kim asked Father, "Rev.
Moon, I understand that you know a lot
of famous people because you have
many organizations all over the world."
Father said, "Yes, we have PWPA, the
Summit Council, Federation for World
Peace, and many others." Premier Kim
nodded his head and said/'Then, could
you arrange a meeting with President
Bush?" Father said, "I will see what I
can do."

By the time they could talk about
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during mealtime.
After lunch, we were in the hallway,

which is wide and about one-hundred
yards long with beautiful marble col-
umns. Father and Kim Il Sung walked
down the entire hallway holding hands
together. The chief of staff and other gov-
ernment officials were surprised. They
said it was the first time Premier Kim

PETER KIM ever did this. As they walked,
-----~-~-...... Father told Premier Kim, "Well,

we started as friends, but since
you are older, why don't you
become my elder brother and 1
become your younger brother?"
Premier Kim said, "Oh that is a
good idea, let's do that." Father
walked into that house to be-
come a friend, and two and a
half hours later, they walked
out of the house calling each
other brothers.

At the entrance they took
pictures together in front of a
Diamond Mountains painting.
This photograph appeared on
the front page of the only news-
paper of North Korea, Rodong-
Shin moon (Workers' News-
paper). Nobody except heads
of state get this kind of treat-
ment. According to a South Ko-
rean expert about North Korea,
Premier Kim always puts his
hands together behind his back
when he takes pictures. But
this time he held hands with
Father. This was another record.
Even a South Korean paper
said it was extraordinary that
Premier Kim held hands togeth-
er with Rev. Moon when he
was taking an official photo-

graph. Even more amazing was a pic-
ture of Father and Premier Kim toasting
the reunification of Korea.

these things, I don't know if he was pre-
tending, but he seemed to start trusting
and depending on Father. He said, "I am
more than open to you. Anytime from
now on if you want to come, just give
me a call. I will invite you." When Father
told him how beautiful the Diamond
Mountain area is, he said, "Everything
is for you now. You do whatever you

want. Now I open this entire Diamond
Mountain for you because I know you
are capable of developing there and that
you will save the beauty of nature. I leave
everything up to you. However, only
those who are over sixty years old should
be allowed to ride the cable cars and en-
joy the beauty; and younger people
should walk," he said jokingly. Father just
smiled. During the luncheon, Kim Il
Sung was very respectful and cordial to
Father. Whenever Father explained some-
thing, he said, "Thank you, thank you,"
and nodded his head.

Seeing how excellently his staff attend
their father, Premier Kim, I repented a
lot and made new determination I should
do better than they. Whenever they re-
sponded to Premier Kim, they would
show their respect by standing up, even

Love is thicker than blood
We went back to Pyongyang. That after-
noon Father visited the Children's Palace,
where many talented children are being
educated as artists, musicians, athletes
and dancers. They are very good and
well-disciplined and performed almost
better than the Little Angels, though a
subtle beauty was missing. That night,
the 6th, Father arranged a farewell ban-
quet, though of course we had to use
North Korean resources. About one hun-
dred people came, including about ten
of Father's relatives. They sat with us and
were so happy. Father began the evening
by thanking everybod y, including Pre-

mier Kim, for their hospitality and hard
work. He spoke about true love. "When
I first landed in Pyongyang, I said blood
is thicker than water. But as I leave from
Pyongyang, I want to say that love is
even thicker than blood."

The banquet started as an official, for-
mal banquet with professional singers,
bands, and dancers, but Father turned it
into a wonderful family night. Father had
Mr. Yoon, from East Garden staff, sing a

song called "Dedicated to My Wife," and
then he sang an encore. Everybody was
shocked. They never saw this before.

Then Father asked Mrs. McDevitt to
sing. Before singing she said, "My dear-
est Premier Kim II Sung and General
Secretary Kim Jong II, I deeply appreciate
your hospitality." They never expected
this kind of thank you from a South Ko-
rean. Everyone was so happy and ap-
plauded loudly. Then she sang beautiful-
ly. That melted the entire audience and
they became like a family of brothers
and sisters.

Next Father asked Mother to sing. All
the TV cameras were there. Mother sang
the Korean song "Ka Go Pa" which deals
with the longing for one's hometown-
"Where are all my friends, what are they
doing now? I want to drop everything
and join them, laugh with them, cry with
them, jump with them." All the people
really enjoyed it.

Then Father made Deputy Prime
Minister Kim sing. He was still a little
nervous. I was told later he has a good
voice and in singing competitions he
usually wins second or third place. But
in front of Father, he forgot the words
while he was singing.

Finally, Father got up to sing. His song,
"Eight Wonders of the Country of Ko-
rea," is often sung in North Korea and
describes the beauty of the Diamond
Mountains, the grandeur of Pektu moun-
tains and the Hala mountains in [e [u Do,
the beautiful beaches, and the beauty of
Pyongyang. By the end of the banquet
everyone became like friends, chatting
warmly and even hugging each other. It
was a beautiful scene.

to the Diamond Mountains, someone on
the bus started singing "Tong II." Even
the government officials joined in. I
found out that North Korean people sing
"Tong II" more than we do.

The next morning, December 7, they
showed Father the subway system of
Pyongyang, which they say is the best
in the world. It's about three hundred
feet down underground, deeper than
the subway in St. Petersburg, and is beau-

tifully decorated with high ceilings, mar-
ble, and mosaics. Father said, "Before I
leave the country I want to visit the
churches here." There are probably only
two church buildings in Pyongyang-a
Protestant and a Catholic. Father visited
both, prayed, and donated money to
each. There was no denominational prob-
lem there-they welcomed Father.

Always about fifteen or twenty gov-
ernment officials were closely watching
us besides the ones serving
Father and Mother at the
guest house. One of the gov-
ernment officials stuck his
head up near Father's mouth
to catch what Father was say-
ing in prayer and he wrote it
down. I felt like pulling his
ear! Then as soon as Father
left each church, the govern-
ment official grabbed the
minister and asked him how
much Father donated and
wrote it down. After that Fa-
ther visited one of their art
exhibition centers and
bought several vases, some
Korean art screens, and a
marble statue. When we
came out of the exhibition center, the
government official came to me and
asked, "Can you tell me how many items
they were and how much they were and
what kind of discount you got?" He had
to report everything.

That was their mission, so I could not
blame them. That is how closely we were
watched. You could easily get intimidat-
ed, but I never saw that Father was scared
for even one second. From the beginning
to the end, Father was straightforward
with true love and headwing ideology.

He never compromised his stand. He
showed love to everybody there. That is
what I think impressed Kim II Sung
and melted his heart. Kim II Sung said,
"Please come back again." He told his
men, "Diamond Mountain is. pretty, yet
there is another mountain area that is
even more beautiful, so why don't you
arrange for Rev. Moon to spend a few
more days there?" Father cordially said,
"I wish I could do that, but I have a
heavy schedule for December. But next
time I will go and see it."

The biggest fish
There are many things I can share, but I
want to conclude with a dispensational
aspect of Father's trip. I may be wrong
in interpreting the dream I told you, but
I think the kind of fish Dr. Pak caught
represented Chairman Yoon and Deputy
Prime Minister Kim. But Father's con-
cern was Premier Kim II Sung, the head.
That is why Father kept looking at the
water until he found the biggest and
blackest fish. It was not easy, as you can
see, he had to put his entire body into
the water to catch it. If I may say so, that
dream was like the formation stage of
Father's mission to win Kim II Sung's
surrender.
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Another vision came through True
Mother.

Ifeel like I returned not from North
Korea, but from a very far away
place like the moon. We had won-

derful experiences. Father and Mother
have been absolutely brilliant in their
manifestation of true love.

Since Mr. Peter Kim gave an hour-by-
hour kind of report, I would like to em-
phasize the dispensational meaning of
True Parents' visit to North Korea.

The victory of Jacob and Esau, partic-
ularly Jacob, was the one time God was
truly satisfied, beaming from ear to ear
with joy.Jacob completely fulfilled God's
expectation and from there, the Israel
nation emerged. But few before or after
Jacob in the history of the dispensation
have achieved victory.

job gets easier, the spirit world is happy,
and all kinds of miraculous things will
happen. This one event is that important.

Father said he met Kim II Sung as a
friend, then after lunch they came out as
brothers, and next time, Kim II Sung will
be as Father's son. I told Father that he
should be in the center between Mother
and Kim II Sung in photographs,
but Father said, "No, my future son
should be in the center; we must
surround him with true love."

Kim II Sung is eighty years old
and many people wondered, "Why
has God let such a dictator survive
that long?"

I thought we were
finished and probably by the next day
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precedented was that he spent two and
a half hours with Father in the dining
room. Mother is not so much a drinker,
but Kim II Sung kept saying, "This is a
special wine we especially brewed for
you, Rev. and Mrs. Moon, You must taste
it." What could she say but, "Yes, I will
taste it." This man seldom does this kind
of thing. He was like a child.

After dinner, Father and Kim II Sung
walked down a one-hundred-yard hall-
way holding hands.

I was tortured
harshly and imprisoned for nearly three
years in a labor camp. There I witnessed
the death of many who had also been
imprisoned without cause. The fact that
I am alive today can only be described
as a miracle and as a result of God's spe-
cial blessing and protection. Now I have
visited North Korea. For someone in my
position to love those who really cannot
be loved is the essence of true love. I was
not entering the house of my enemy, but
rather I was returning to my homeland
to visit the house of my brother. I carried
with me to North Korea the principle
that I have always lived by-to forgive,
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Kyung Kye Kim, Father's mother, who truly
loved him.

love and unite."
Father signed two important docu-

ments while he was there: one is a joint
communique with the North Korean
government and the other is an econom-
ic joint venture agreement. This com-
munique is an act of the president. The
Korean government will say that Rev.
Moon as a private individual went to
North Korea to make an agreement, but
what God says is more important. God
will say, "You are my Son, my represent-
ative. Go and communicate with these
people, open their hearts, testify, heal
them, solve the differences between
North and South, and sign the joint com-
munique." This joint communique is real-
ly the first step toward the unification of
the Fatherland and is very important.
There are ten points, like ten command-
ments coming from Pyongyang. Right
now South and North Korea are having
talks. Father pushed Kim II Sung to meet
with Roh Tae Woo, the South Korean
president, in the same way that he told
Gorbachev to meet with Roh Tae Woo
to open up diplomatic dialogue with
South Korea. The South Korean govern-
ment should be grateful because Father
laid the foundation to accomplish their
goals.

As a first step, the two sides decided
to establish in 1992 a place where mem-
bers of separated families can meet and
mail can be exchanged. Father passion-
ately appealed to Kim II Sung, "How can
I go back to South Korea after meeting
my family without having permission
for all families to meet each other?" Kim

Let's do it."

Father's family
Father met with forty-seven relatives
but could only recognize his elder and
younger sisters and his sister-in-law.
Some relatives died during the war and
some died of disease, but none of them
were persecuted or sentenced to death
by Kim II Sung. Father respects that
big-mindedness of Kim II Sung.

Father's only elder brother, who is
now deceased, loved Father very much.
He knew his younger brother had a spe-
cial revelation and mission and instruct-
ed his wife to completely serve Father,
and when Father was attending school,
she truly took care of him. So at the re-
union with his sister-in-law she was
ready to collapse in tears. But Father
said, "Don't cry. I did not
come for tears. I came for
God's mission.

Father's house is one
hundred years old and big
by Korean standards. In
one conversation with Kim
II Sung, Father said, "Thank
you, I went to my home-
town. My birthhouse was
intact. I have paint all over
my body because the paint
was still wet." They were
laughing and laughing.
Kim II Sung said, "We have
to preserve your birthplace
in a important way, as a
shrine." Can you imagine?
North Korea, an atheist and totalitarian
country that opposed Father, now wants
to preserve his home as a shrine! So we
already have a Holy Ground in Jeongju,
North Korea. Kim II Sung, as a prodigal
son who came back, fulfilled a most
wonderful filial son's role.

At his parents' tomb, Father and
Mother touched the tombstone the gov-
ernment had put there and prayed. Fa-
ther's elder sister could not contain her
emotions and shouted out, "Mother, you
wanted to see your son so much at least
once before you died. Now your son,
Yong Myung (which Father was called
as a boy), has come here. Mother, wake
up and meet your son." Father said,
"My dear sister, Mother is up in heaven.
Please be comforted. Do not cry." I was
crying and crying. Mother cried. But Fa-

ther did not shed a tear.
Father's mother truly loved him, but

because of his mission, he didn't pay
much attention to her, which broke her
heart. When Father was in Hung Nam
prison, his mother prepared clothes and
barley rice powder, which was very rare
and precious at that time. She put it on
her head, and journeyed about thirty
days to Hung Nam to see her son and to
help him survive. Father welcomed her,
of course, but then immediately distrib-
uted everything to the other inmates in
front of his mother. She thought, "I gave
every ounce of my blood to make this
and bring it over here. How can you treat
me like this?" Then she left and cried
and cried. But still two or three months
later she would go to Hung Nam again,
and the same thing would happen. She

am not here for my own survival; I am
here as the Messiah. I have to save these
people. So Father now said, "I did a
harsh thing to my mother, but I am sure
she understands by now." Father never
preached one word of Divine Principle
to his mother.

Back to Panda country
When our plane landed in China after
leaving Pyongyang, the North Korean
ambassador to China was waiting in the
rain to personally welcome Father and
Mother, the friends of his king, Kim II

visit. Then Father and Mother went
through all the Panda facilities and
walked miles and miles.

the ones who should be there with Fa-
ther first. I stood behind Dr. Pak's family.
Father said I represented Kim 11Sung.
Behind me, Mr. Yoon from East Garden
stood, representing General Secretary
Kim Jung 11.Behind him was Mr. Yop
[oo Hwang from China, representing
Deputy Prime Minister Kim and Chair-
man Yoon. Mrs. McDevitt stood to the
side of us, representing the wives of all
those three levels.

Starting from the lowest level, Mr.
Hwang bowed to the next level and then
shook hands to represent Kim and Yoon
giving everything and surrendering to
Kim Jong 11,the next higher level. Then
Mr. Yoon bowed and shook hands with
me to represent Kim Jong 11surrendering
everything to his father.!, representing
Kim 11Sung, did the same to Dr. and
Mrs. Pak, who were representing Hyo
[in Nim and Nan Sook Nim. Then Hyo
Jin Nim and Nan Sook Nim, through
Dr. and Mrs. Pak, offered everything to
True Parents. That is the way the course
of restoration took place in that particular
ceremony. Then Father prayed.
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Right after the ceremony Mother was
sitting in her room. In a vision she saw
Kim 11Sung walking down a big hall-
way. Some kind of light, like that of de-
mons in a movie, was shining out of his
eyes. Mother was scolding him strongly.

Sung is Father's brother. Spiritually the
Jacob and Esau relationship was estab-
lished, though of course Kim 11Sung
did not know what it was.

Strangely enough, the morning we

left Pyongyang, and they gave us red
bean porridge for breakfast-lentil soup,
which Jacob used to get the birthright
from Esau! Father completed everything,
not just on the spiritual level, but also
on the physical level.

1learned a lot. I was scared to death
a couple of times. 1am willing to go back
again, though at one point 1really want-
ed to get out of there. I was that scared.
Again and again I realized that Father is
the only one who could do this. Father
set so many historical records in North
Korea during that time, even in their
eyes. Those hard core North Korean
communists, like Chairman Yoon, were
no match for Father. Finally Kim 11Sung
and Father became friends and brothers.
From now on let us pray more for the
sake of the unification of all of Korea. III

The challenge to save America has been picked up by three Christian ministers who formed United to
Serve America (U.S.A.). They have successfully "diamond" mined in three cities and aim higher.

A nationwide campaign to stimu-
late American volunteerism
kicked off last November with

rallies, awards programs, symposia and
revivals in Los Angeles, Washington,
D.C. and New York City.

United to Serve America (U.S.A.) is a
joint project of the American Freedom
Coalition and the American Freedom
Foundation, in cooperation with grass
roots service organizations
throughout the nation.

Heading up the U.S.A.
kickoff campaign were
keynote speakers: Dr. Rob-
ert Grant, president of the
American Freedom Coali-
tion; Dr. Ronald God win,
execu tive vice- presiden t
of the Washington Times
Corporation and Dr. Don-
ald Sills, president of the
Coalition for Religious
Freedom.

"The purpose of U.S.A.
is to create ways to identify
worthy leaders and organ-
izations, provide forums
that will broadcast the
good news of their efforts,
and try to find unselfish
ways to prosper them
through bringing them
volunteers and financial
resources," Dr. Grant stated
in an article in the Amer-
ican Freedom Journal.

Thousands of grassroots
activists joined with com-
munity leaders, ministers
and civil servants in the
three-city tour to honor in-
dividuals and groups who
have taken the lead in
finding creative solutions to
the problems which plague America's
inner cities.

Among those honored were gang
prevention programs, athletic agencies,
counselling centers, churches, police de-
partments, educational institutions and
community development projects.

'These are the 'diamonds' of our com-

munity," explained AFC president Dr.
Grant. "Our job is to lift them up to the
light and encourage others to follow their
example. In many cases, even one person
can make a huge difference."

The New York, Washington and Los
Angeles events each featured evening
awards programs at which honorees re-
ceived "Diamond Awards" for outstand-
ing service. Moneys raised at the events

According to Dr. Grant, AFC has high
hopes that the project will be brought to
all fifty states this year. "We have plans
to hold U.S.A. events in two hundred

and fifty cities," he stated.

Los Angeles
The United to Serve America campaign
launched itself from the City of Angels
on November 17, at the First A.M.E.
Church of Dr. Cecil L. Murray, whose
ministry co-sponsored the event.

More than two hundred and thirty
community leaders gathered that after-

noon for a symposium
on "Youth At Risk"
which featured an in-
spirational talk by Rev.
James Bevel, former
strategist for the civil
rights movement under
Dr. Martin Luther King,
Jr. Participants also at-
tended panel discus-
sions and forums on
such topics as drug pre-
vention, gangs, reli-
gious education, re-
cruiting volunteers,
building community co-
alitions and develop-
ing partnerships with
parents.

Coordinating the
symposium was South-
ern California AFC
Director Robert Spitz.
Speakers included

New Testament must be united, and Catholicism and Protes-
tantism must be united. There is no other ideology besides
True Parentism that can do this.

UNITING THREE REALMS

The concept of right wing and left wing began at the time of
the crucifixion. The right side was represented by the United
States and the left side was represented by the communist
world. At the second advent, the left and right must be united.
Furthermore, the third element, the realm of Barabbas, must
also be united. No one can bring unity between left and right
except the coming Messiah. That era has arrived with our True
Parents.

The religion of Islam represents the third realm. It does not
belong to right or left. There were three thieves actually: there
was one on the right and one on the left, and Barabbas was
the third. He was given the opportunity to conquer an entire
area that was left in the hands of the chosen nation, the Israel-
ites. The twelve tribes occupied a great deal of territory but
bit by bit it was taken away by Islam. The thieves on the left
and right both died on the cross. Only one criminal survived
and that was Barabbas. Therefore that particular realm has
been prospering for the last two thousand years.

The destiny of the world is the reunification of religion.
Judaism, Christianity and Islam, the three major religions, must
become one and unite the world headed toward one goal.
Some important leaders of Islam are represented in this con-
gregation. Father is saying that before the coming of the True
Parents those three religions were like brothers. When there
are no parents, brothers fight among themselves. For the last
two thousand years there have been many fights between Ju-
daism, Islam and Christianity. Unity can only come when the
parents appear. When the brothers follow the commands of
the parents then the fighting will cease.

The Islamic realm has spread throughout the world, but
primarily among the black race. The Bible tells about one black
man named Simon who carried Jesus' cross to Calvary because
Jesus was completely exhausted. In a way the black race has
been representing physical dynamism. Most boxing champions
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and a great many Olympic gold medalists are black. The black
race has an incredible dynamism and physical force. At the
same time there are a great many problems within the black
race.

There has also been unreconcilable fighting between Juda-
ism and Islam. The reconciliation of these two religions is go-
ing to be a very important part of the world providence. Com-
munism has faltered and been completely defeated by the
power of the Messiah's ideology. In April 1990,only one-and-
a-half years ago, there was a symbolic subjugation of the com-
munist world when President Gorbachev welcomed Father to
the Kremlin.

What about the right side? Father has been a dominant
force in the United States during the time of the four con-
secutive presidents starting with Nixon. Father has been
working under God's dispensational will and this particular
Principle.

Father created the two most important worldwide organi-
zations last year in Korea. They are the Inter-Religious Federa-
tion for World Peace and the Federation for World Peace. Six-
ty nations were represented at the foundation of these two
organizations. Father really only needed forty nations to meet
the dispensational requirement. The Religious Federation
represents the mind side of human affairs. The Federation for
World Peace represents the physical side; it is generally con-
cerned with political affairs. Religious persecution through-
out history was usually carried out by political leaders. The
body is always in the position to torment the mind and destroy
the mind's will. Father sees that the unification between the
religious and political world is almost exactly like the unity of
the mind and body. When there is unity, there shall be peace.

TRUE LOVE, THE ESSENCE OF UNITY

What is the core essence to bring this unity? It is true love:
cham sarang.

True love is not the love of oneself. The power of true love
enables you to love the one that you could not love. True love
always aspires to create something better than yourself. You
aspire for your children to be better; a husband aspires for his
wife to be better than himself and a wife looks forward to hav-
ing a husband better than herself. That is true love. There is
no jealousy. Where does that characteristic come from? It
comes from God. Therefore we come to this most cardinal
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Love is greater than life. Therefore for the
sake of true love, you are able to give up
your life. Particularly in the fallen world,
true love begins when you give your life as
a sacrifice. The Bible says those who give
their lives for the sake of others will gain
true life and those who try to gain their life
will lose it. The first of the two greatest com-
mandments Jesus gave was to love your
Lord God with all your heart, mind and soul.
When you do that you actually are giving
your life to love someone.

Human history has been flooded with
the blood of war. The appearance of satanic
and evil nature brought the concept of strug-
gle or the dialectic into human history. How
can we make this world of struggle into a
world of peace? Throughout history, there
are people and groups who have been claim-
ing, "I am the best, the first, the highest. .."
with a very arrogant attitude. Communism
was like that. Certain religions claim that their religion is the
best. This is satanic nature, therefore those who make such a
claim one by one, will falter. Satan has stained the human line-
age. That was the worst work of Satan. What about the free sex
that is going on right now? It is a contamination of the blood.
It is the most incredible crime because it is passed from gen-
eration to generation, making the blood lineage filthy.

mountain. President Bush is not leading this country; actually
True Parents are leading the entire world and the United
States is a part of that world. It used to be that the very concept
of True Parents seemed so strange. But from 1992and on, True
Parents are at the pinnacle. Therefore, True Parents' presence
is going to be shining all over the world.
