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Letter from the Publisher

F
ATHFR has given the motto for 1994: "Safe Set­
tlement of True Parents and the Completed 
Testament Age." We have to fulfill that motto 
by achieving the safe settlement of the individ­

ual, family, tribal and national levels, at a minimum. 
To fulfill this goal, all of our worldwide membership • 
must follow True Parents' tradition. We should fol­
low the example set by Father and Mother during 
1993 and, in particular, Father's lifestyle during the 
seventy-seven-day period on Cheju Island, as he 
educated fifty thousand Japanese Women's Federa­
tion members. 

During that training session Father ignored even 
the most basic health considerations; his determina­
tion was to go on even if he fell down. We can imag­
ine the strength of this determination when we realize 
that during each of the three-day training programs 
the hearts of up to five thousand members and non­
members would be opened, resurrected and changed. 
Without a special source, this would have been im­
possible. It was achieved by Father's special spiritual 
and physical effort of true love through which he un­
conditionally gives, serves and forgets. Mother also 
went a life-risking course as her 1993 world speaking 
tour took her through the Middle East, former com­
munist countries and Korean university campuses 
dominated by radicals. Faced with such dangerous 
circumstances, Father and Mother made a victorious 
historical condition. 

Adopt a heavenly lifestyle 
All members throughout the world must learn 

and inherit this tradition of True Parents. Our deter­
mination must be that, even if we fall down, we have 
to do our best, giving our total energy, effort and 
heart. All of our life and love must be completely in­
vested toward this year's goal. We must never feel 
hatred toward any kind of difficulty or danger we 
face. No matter what kind of obstacle obstructs our 
progress, we have to go forward with confidence. 

Fortunately, heavenly fate is completely different 
today than in the past. If we accurately follow True 
Parents' tradition and invest all our effort for the 
sake of mankind, we will gain visible results. May 1, 
1994, marks the fortieth anniversary of the founding 
of the Unification Church. With the coming of this 
historical occasion, we have to consider our lifestyle 
and how to adopt heavenly tradition as our own. 

I want to urge leaders and members worldwide 
to educate people, guiding them to join our move­
ment either directly or indirectly, centering on wit-

nessing and on the activities of the Women's Feder­
ation for World Peace. Through these activities, we 
have to guide people correctly. At this providential 
time, even external conditions in the environment will 
assist us. Throughout the world many leaders and 
thinking people are deeply concerned about the fu­
ture of mankind. Many have given up hope of find­
ing any solution. We have to emphasize the teaching 
of Godism and True Parentism. 

The world mission field has received amazing 
grace from True Parents' recent decision to send al­
most two thousand new missionaries out into the 
world. Close to two hundred Korean missionaries 
and sixteen hundred Japanese missionaries will go 
out to one hundred sixty nations, including America 
and Japan. This makes 1994 a key providential year. 
I am expecting the world missions to be elevated to 
another stage. 

Our focus for the new year 
From now on, the system of leadership in our 

church will be similar to the family system, with the 
Adam figure (represented by the Korean leader), Eve 
figure (represented by the Japanese leader), and Cain 
(represented by the original missionaries), and Abel 
(represented by the native leader figures) working 
together in harmony. All one hundred sixty mission 
countries must adopt this form exactly. Based on this 
heavenly system of leadership, Heavenly Father and 
the spirit world will be able to give increased support 
to us and our work. 

All of our efforts in the coming year should be 
linked with the mobilization of candidates for next 
year's blessing. Father has already set the tradition 
for the worldwide membership to achieve the wit­
nessing goal of one person per member per month. 
All members should witness to a minimum of twelve 
people. All blessed couples should focus especially 
on tribal messiahship and on building a strong foun­
dation for their tribes. We have to mobilize blessing 
candidates from ea -h tribe's foundation. 

In 1994, all Unification Church members' activities 
should be in accordance with True Parents' example 
set in 1993. Through living up to this tradition and 
heavenly standard, we can reach the safe settlement 
of our own mind and body-the individual level of 
True Parents and the Completed Testament Age­
and then safe settlement of the family, tribal and 
national levels.

HE motto for this year is "The Safe Settlement of True 
Parents and the Completed Testament Age." Safe settle­
ment means the position at which everything is fulfilled 
and takes its proper place. 

We know that, because of the fall, we as individuals, families, 
tribes, nations, the world and the entire cosmos have failed to 

become perfect. This means that all of the efforts God, the Cre­
ator, has made to make the ideal a reality have ended in failure. 
However, God could not stand in the position of failure. There­
fore, He has been unfolding the providence of salvation to bring 
us back to the original point through the course of re-creation 
and restoration through indemnity.

If the first human ancestors had not fallen, religion and the 
providence of salvation would not have been necessary. The 
course of religion in human life has been a meandering and 
paradoxical one, for Satan always retained first claim on all 
earthly authority. 

If the first ancestors had accomplished their five percent por­
tion of responsibility and gone through 
the stages of formation, growth and per­
fection to reach God's direct dominion, 
God's will would have been fulfilled. As 
true parents bearing God's lineage of true 
love, they would have formed a family, 
tribe, society and nation and realized the 
will of God on earth, the establishment of 
the ideal world, the Kingdom of Heaven 
on earth. 

Although this was God' s ideal of cre­
ation, false parents came into being 
through the fall of man. Centering on a 
relationship of false love, the first couple 
became false parents and entered into a 
false blood relationship in collusion with 
false love. They then multiplied descen­
dants of false love, false life and false 
blood lineage. The families, tribes, nations 
and world of today are expansions of 
that family. 

The three key nations 

prevent the fulfillment of God's will. In 
1945, the liberation [of Korea] created the 
opportunity for unification, centering on 
the Christian cultural sphere represented 
by England, America and France. The 
central figure to guide the unification of 
the world is the Messiah. The Messiah's 
responsibility while he is on earth is to 

• engraft the children of the false olive tree 
to the true olive tree, and to gather the 
pure fruits into heaven's storehouse. 

The fall of man produced a world of w.c• • enmity stemming from false love, false 
life and false blood lineage. Satan adulter­
ated the divine lineage. Because of the 
connection through the blood lineage, 
there is no way for the results to be 
cleansed on their own. 

Three nations were needed, both on 
the heavenly and satanic sides, in order 
to restore Eve, Cain and Abel, who joined 
to follow fallen Adam and Satan into hell. 
During World War II, England, America 
and France represented the Christian cul-
tural sphere. England, an island country, 

was the Eve nation. An island country is almost always in the 
position of invading a continent. The Abel nation was America, 
an offspring of England and its successor. France, as Cain, was 
the enemy of England and the United States in the past. In the 
original family, Satan united with Eve, Cain and Abel. This in­
dividual-level seed bore fruit on the national level. In the world-

wide course of restoration, three nations 
should unite as Cain, Abel and Eve, cen­
tering on Eve, and return to the perfected 
Adam, the original husband on God's 
side. This process of unifying and return­
ing to Adam requires a complete reversal 
of direction. With the victory of World 
War II, these nations should have formed 
the cultural sphere of the bride and uni­
fied the whole world. Such unification 
was not for the sake of England, America 
or France, but for the sake of attending 
the True Father. 

The countries on Satan's side during 
World War II-Japan, Germany and 
Italy-were responsible for the deaths of 
many Christians. Hitler massacred as 
many as six million Jews. Satan played 
the game of blotting out the countries of 
the heavenly side through exerting his 
full power. However, he could not achieve 
more than seventy-five percent success. 

The command to love your enemy 
means to love the very one who adulterat­
ed love. Can you love an adulterer? The devil perverted divine 
love. Human beings inherited satanic lineage instead of godly 
lineage. Because of this, even the omnipotent God could not lead 
mankind throughout history according to His will. 

Suppose someone abducts a woman the day before her wed­
ding, ravishes her and multiplies offspring through her accord­
ing to his own desire. Could such a woman and her children re­
turn to the original husband and say, "We have all missed you 
so much," and be received by him? God expelled Adam and 

Eve right away because of such behavior. How much time 
would have to pass before He could consider restoring His 
children? 

Bringing Satan to his knees 

With deep han [suffering heart], God seeks that original world 
of heart. God longs for the son who can reach closer to perfec­
tion than Adam did and who can command Satan. God is wait­

ing for the day when the Lord of the Sec­
ond Advent can make Satan surrender. 
Until the dawning of that day, God can­
not find liberation. 

No matter how much power a presi­
dent might wield, he still has to uphold 
the constitution and observe existing laws. 
Similarly, God does not do things as He 
pleases. He does not break the laws that 
He established centered on the standard 
of the great principle of creation. 

Adam should solve his sin because it 
was he who committed sin. Because im­
mature Adam fell out of ignorance, d ma­
ture Adam needs to appear. Such a ma­
ture Adam should be able to accuse Satan 
in front of God by digging up all these­
crets known to both God and Satan. No 
one can enter the heavenly world without 
a certificate showing that they were victo­
rious over Satan. Today's Christians who 
think that they can enter the Kingdom of 
Heaven merely by believing in God have 
a thievish disposition. 

Today's World

You may think that God, in place of human be­
ings, would bring the devil to his knees, but that is 
not the case. If it would have been possible, God 
would have prevented the fall by shouting out to 
Adam and Eve, "Hey, don't fall!" God is to domi­
nate Adam and Eve in the realm of perfection, not 
in a stage of immaturity. If He had interfered with 
the act of the fall, this sphere ot perfection would 
have been destroyed. 

As we move toward the last days, the Unification 
Church will rise up and the established church6 
will decline. Many churches in America are in a dire 
situation; they have become places where free sex is 
introduced, and they are the gathering places for old 
folks who talk about this and that. 

Fulfilling our historic responsibility 

Our Unification Church is different. Many young 
people are coming and having spiritual experiences 
and learning how to guide their lives. There is no 
perfection in ignorance. Christians think that it is 
enough just to believe in God, but we have to follow 
the road of indemnity and assume our historic re­
sponsibility. Why have all the righteous people throughout his­
tory made sacrifices and taken the road of suffering? According 
to the law of indemnity, a nation can be brought from the satanic 
world to heaven's side when a man sent by God pays the debt 
through suffering and persecution, representing that country. 

A gate for saving the world was opened when Jesus, repre­
senting the world, was sent to the cross. Unless we have the same

conviction about dying that Jesus had, we cannot go to the same ~ 

place Jesus went. Remember the words of Jesus: "For whoever ~ 
would save his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for my 
sake will find it." This is paradoxical logic. Those who assume ~ 
that they will receive blessings by believing in the Christian e 
church do not understand that God works His providence not ~ 
to save Christianity but to save the world. "For God so loved the § 

world ... ," the Bible says; not "God so 
loved the Protestants" or "God so loved ~ 
the Presbyterians" or "God so loved the ~ 
Catholics." The sectarians in the Christian 
churches are not concerned about the 
world. However, God is very concerned 
about the world, and that is why He will 
send those who put their own denomina­
tion above all others to hell. 

The purpose of salvation is to form a 
world of truth, liberate all nations and 
destroy denominationalism. One nation 
must be saved. By sacrificing one nation, 
all nations can be liberated. Ultimately, by 
liberating all nations, we can liberate our 
Heavenly Father. 

God's ideal of creation is to bring to 
earth parents of true love who are com­
pletely united with God. Previously there 
were no such parents on earth. However, 
with the coming of True Parents and the 
Completed Testament Age, the perfected 
level of the growth stage in the fallen 
world has no relationship with the satanic 
world. Because we have reached a turn- I 
ing point in the great law of heaven, I

Offering the victory to Mother 

At such a time, I stood up and proclaimed the True Parents 
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and the Completed Testament Age. Last year was the first time 
in nearly twenty years for me to stand publicly in front of the 
American people. People were saying, "Reverend Moon is going 
to speak in public; let's go and see what he has to say!" I com­
pletely over ran the twelve largest cities in America. In San 
Francisco, for example, I spoke for one hour and forty minutes, 
longer than scheduled. When I told them that what they had 
believed so far was false and that they should check whether 
they can go to heaven by believing only in Jesus, many thought­
ful people were deeply touched and shocked. In this way I gen­
erated a supreme victory and laid it in front of Mother. 

In all fifty states of America, Mother received medals or other 
awards. In one place they had prepared thirty-seven different 
awards. As there was not enough time for her to receive them 
one by one, blessed children stood on the stage holding the 
awards, as a welcome to Mother. 

I have initiated all kinds of international meetings, such as 
the International Conference on the Unity of the Sciences and 
the Professors World Peace Academy conferences. In almost 
every country there are distinguished people who are indebted 
to me. Therefore, when they heard that Mother was coming in 
my place, they welcomed her. In this way, within one-and-a-half 
years Mother has stepped up to the highest position among the 
women of this world. 

The chance to prove ourselves 

In 1993 the Completed Testament Age began, and True Par­
ents became known throughout the world. America appears to 
be in a bad situation and Japan also has many problems, even 
Korea is not much better. Everyone must listen to my words. 

There is no one who can put the world back into shape at this 
point. Neither the established Christian churches nor the reli­
gious leaders can do it. All religions have come to the end of 
their ropes because they have been fighting among themselves. 
The only remaining religion is the Unification Church. The ex­
periments of both democracy and communism have come to an 
end. All the "isms" that have arisen from the mind of man have 
proven to be failures. However, the Unification Church has not 
yet had the chance to demonstrate its thought on the national 
level. The churches and denominations that oppose us now will 
all collapse, as will all nations that oppose us. Now the time has 
come for us to realize our ideals. 

As I was educating, the Japanese women, I discovered that 
one-third of them were university graduates. There are plenty 
of clever women everywhere. It was the first time I realized that 
we have so many intelligent women in the Unification Church! 
In America, also, most of our sisters are from the upper classes. 
Dull and uneducated people cannot stand the life in our church. 

We are now in the women's age. For the next seven years, un­
til the year 2000, women will find strong support for their work. 

The mission of the Unification Church is to attend True Par­
ents. The desire of mankind is to attend True Parents. I started 
my seven-year course in 1960, after becoming victorious over the 
point where Adam and Eve had fallen. After the first chosen peo­
ple failed, America with its Christian culture became the second 
Israel. Now the Unification Church is in the position of Abel, 
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We are now in the women's age. For the next 
seven years, until the year 2000, women will 

find strong support for their work. 

The word "messiah" in the term "trib­
al messiah" is the name of True Parents. 
The tribal messiah must look for family 
messiahs. Because people were lost in the 
family, they have to be found in the fam­
ily. People must attend God in the fami­
ly, the tribe and the nation. 

I have educated the Japanese members 
about these things, and they will work 
day and night to achieve their goals. The 
Korean members enjoy seeing me educate 
the Japanese members, but they should 
not enjoy it just for their own sake. You 
must understand that I do everything for 
God's will and for the world. I am willing 
to sacrifice the Korean members for the 
purpose of saving the world. I do not in­
tend to sacrifice the world for one nation. 
Someone who wants to save Korea by 
sacrificing many nations for it is a thief. 
God's will is to sacrifice Korea for the 
world, once it is united. Christianity was 
brought up to save the world, but when 
Christians fight and split up into different 
denominations there is no longer any rea- z 
son for them to exist. ~ 

Mother assists Father in fastening his watch which kept unfastening itself while Father 
was speaking.

If my mother had the qualification to ~ 
be a saint, she would have encouraged me to sacrifice and to -
feed those who were in prison with me. However, she brought ~ 
rice powder and side dishes for her son to eat and then would ~ 
cry in front of my eyes because I shared them with my fellow ~ 
prisoners. That kind of mother is not needed. I will never fo~et ~ 

and America is in the position of Cain. Both must become one. 
Because England, America and France could not unite with me 
after World War II, Satan invaded their foundations. Commu-

nists took up positions on Christian territory and sought to get 
rid of me. Both the communists and the Christians wanted to 
kill me. For forty years they did all kinds of misdeeds on the 
personal, family, societal, national and worldwide levels. God's 
side was continually attacked by Satan and plundered; but all 
the while, Satan's side was perishing. 

Ignorant people will not even realize it when somebody 
comes to their house and acts like the landlord; while tht:y still 
think they are doing fine, they will have already lost everything. 
The Bible says the first will be last. Do not be too proud that you 
joined the Unification Church earlier than others--those who 
come after you may get all the blessings. 

Korean unity will open the door to heaven 

When one hundred sixty family-level messiahs have been 
established centering on the tribal messiah, the age of entering 
heaven will come nationwide. I could bless all five billion peo­
ple within one week. When North and South Korea unite and 
form one nation, those who have received the blessing will ex­
perience the age of entering heaven. 

I have reached out to one hundred sixty missionary coun­
tries--an example that you should follow. Under persecution, 
I established missions in one hundred sixty nations, but you will

be welcomed when you restore one hundred sixty families. If 
you do not do that you will be in trouble, for tribal messiahship 
is not a children's game.

that. In North Korea one had to get eighteen different permits in 
order to visit a prisoner. I know that to share her gifts was not 
an act of filial piety towards a mother who, when rice was ex-
tremely scarce, collected a little bit of rice here and there in or­
der to accumulate enough to save her son from starving. How­
ever, I had to think of how my fellow prisoners looked at me. I 
gave away all the clothes she brought me, but because I acted 
like that, I could be respected by everyone in the world. 

The same thing happened with the Japanese members I 
taught recently. For seventy-seven days there was not even 
one day that I slept comfortably. In this way I educated fifty­
two thousand people. If they have warm blood in their veins, 
they will go back to Japan and never forget the blessings that I 
gave them. 

The role of the conscience 

Have you become the people who can settle safely with True 
Parents in the Completed Testament Age? Do your body and 
soul no longer fight with each other? Do you have an eternal 
foundation for peace, a perfect dwelling place in the center of 
your self, where you can receive God and True Parents? 

As long as your mind and body are fighting, you have noth­
ing to do with the Kingdom of Heaven. In order to unite mind 
and body, you have to overcome the desire to eat, the desire to 
sleep and sexual desire. Without that victory, it is impossible to 
unite mind and body. If mind and body are not one, you cannot 
enter the Kingdom of Heaven. 

Your conscience [yang-shim] is a second God. [Note: Father has 
spoken at length about yang-shim recently. Father's meaning, accord­
ing to Rev. Kwak, is close to the meaning of "original mind."] The 
first God is the Creator. Since the Creator is the subject and you 

God is the number one z 
Creator and man is the number two Creator. Who makes sons ~ 
and daughters? You do. It's all the same. God was man and ~ 
woman without external form.

Man and woman become one centered 

on love and then give birth to sons and 
daughters. (God designed the image of 
Adam and the image of Eve to become 
one.) In order to feel the same joy as when 
He created Adam and Eve, God planned 
that couples unite. Through such united 
couples, all creation can be united and 
immersed in joy. By giving birth to sons 
and daughters, we inherit the joy God felt 
when He made Adam and Eve. Therefore, 
we have to raise our sons and daughters 
like God.

Because the conscience was placed in 
the position of a second God, our con­
science and body have the positions of 
subject and object. When our conscience 
and body unite, we can take the position 
of God and stand in His place. However, 
the functions of the conscience are weaker 
than those of the body, because the power 
of the love relationship at the completion 
level of the growth stage is stronger than 
the power level of the conscience before

the fall. Therefore, the body is dragging the mind along. 
The conscience is the vertical self, inheriting love, life and 

blood lineage from the Creator, centered on vertical true love. 
The body of perfected Adam is the non-fallen, horizontal self, 
inhit"riting love, life and blood lineage centered on horizontal 
true love. You have to understand that the body is the horizontal 
self and the mind is the vertical self. 

All religions teach asceticism, fasting, sacrifice and service. 
However, the theoretical basis for these teachings was unknown. 
Since I explained these things, this question is now solved. The 
position of the absolute conscience is the position of the absolute 
God. When the conscience speaks, there's no need to ask God. 
Can anyone educate the conscience? Parents cannot order their 
children's consciences around. The conscience transcends par­
ents and teachers. God does not give you a conscience and then 
continue to educate it. You have to take the conscience as an 
absolute in order to unite your mind and body. 

Make your own safe settlement of True Parents and the Com­
pleted Testament Age in your mind and body! Serve your con­
science as you would serve the absolute God. 

In 1994, the spiritual world and the physical world will be­
come one. If you push forward with absolute faith, all things will 
work out. When you see a sick or miserable person and uncon­
sciously your heart is moved, try praying ardently for that per­
son with tears of compassion, and all kinds of things will hap­
pen. However, more than miracles, truth is needed. Jesus died 
while working miracles. Truth endures without changing, while 
miracles produce temporary results. Temporary things cannot 
control eternity. 

Your counselor of love 

Do you know where God is? He is in the place where your 
conscience is most joyful. People have not known this. The chief 
counselor is the counselor of love. The counselor of a man is at 
the core of his love and conscience. The counselor of a woman 
is at the core of her love and her conscience. That is also where 
God is. When you dig deep inside this core, you will surely feel 
this root. Therefore, cultivate the field of your heart. 

Have a dialogue-prayer with yourself: "Hey, you! You got up 
this morning and did something wrong or said something 
wrong!" When you said this your body surely did not like it. If 
you keep doing things that your body does not like, Satan will 
die little by little. If there is nothing in you for Satan to feed upon, 
no more air to breathe, he will have to feed on himself, little by 
little. If you practice good habits for three to five years, Satan 
will be completely eradicated from within you. When the stage 
of activity for your conscience expands to your whole body, you 
can establish yourself in the blood lineage of the Kingdom of 
Heaven. Then you will come to know everything. Even the rats 
know when a ship preparing to leave the harbor is going to 
sink- they climb down the ropes at night to escape certain 
death. Therefore, why shouldn't man, the lord of all creation, 
know these things? 

In 1994, we will "settle safely." This is the time for the safe 
settlement of True Parents and the Completed Testament Age. 
It is the time for safe settlement of the mind and body and our 
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safe settlement as couples and families. Without unity of mind 
and body, there is no ideal couple. When you become one in 
love, nothing is too difficult anymore. The more challenges you 
face, the deeper you can love each other. 

When poor parents cannot feed their children and have to 
watch their children go to bed hungry, their hearts almost break. 
However, the love that the children receive from such parents is 
something they will never forget. Deeper love produces a con­
nection of greater value. 

We must settle safely within our mind and body. We must 
safely settle the True Parents and the Completed Testament Age. 
Your mind and body should form a peaceful realm into which 
God and True Parents can enter and where they can be wor­
shipped. God will take such a husband and wife in His hands 
and say, "Please do not go, let's live together."

HIS is a very precious moment for you. Are all original 
German members here? [Yes.] I didn't know your coun­
try had this many members. Are you doing your mis­
sion well in restoring your tribes? 

You heard my speech this evening. How do you feel now? 
Did you understand my speech? Do you know what time peri­
od we are living in now? Are you still living in the Old Testa­
ment era or the New Testament era? [No!] Then what era? 
[Completed Testament era.] What are you supposed to do in the 
Completed Testament era? [Tribal messiah mission.] What is the 
purpose of tribal messiahship? [Ideal families.] Amazingly 
enough, the Completed Testament era means living with God. 
Because of the fall, even if people longed to get closer to God, 
they could not do it because of the indemnity condition. God 
wanted to embrace all of humanity, however, He could not do 
it because of Satan. 

Therefore, please take my speech home and read it over eve­
ry morning and every night. Don't just read it, but practice it 
every day in your daily life. The speech lasts only about one 
hour. Six thousand years of biblical history are concentrated in 
this speech. Therefore, when you study it, you can study six 
thousand years of biblical history and all of Father' s and Moth­
er 's teachings up to this point. It is that valuable.

Over the phone you heard where Father was and how many 
hours he had spoken.

RISH brothers and sisters, stand up, please. Some of you came 
from New York, others from Great Britain or other countries. 
Among the Irish brothers and srsters, are there any who 
brought VIPs and guests to my speech last night and got some 

response from them? Give your name, 
please. [Members speak, but their voices 
are not audible on tape.) Anybody else? 
Is it a common character of Irish people 
not to stand up and share your feelings 
in detail? 

[One member: In the audience last 
night we had eight heads of convents and 
religious houses. They were contacted by 1 

mail. It was a surprise to us to have such 
a response, but we feel the result was be­
cause of prayer. People called our office, 
very inspired by our literature mentioning 
the importance of the family and women's 
role in the world. Now we have to do fol­
low-up work. We also had four or five 
ambassadors, mostly from Muslim coun­
tries, in the audience.] 

Those eight people from convents were 
women? [Yes.] Please keep contacting 
them and looking after them. Sometime, 
when the time is right, you should be 
able to bring them to a Divine Principle 
workshop. Since I spoke last night and 
they were there, you can naturally con­
tact them and ask about their response. By doing so, you can 
develop a good relationship. 

Do you truly know how incredible and precious the work is 
that we are undertaking right now? It is not just an ordinary 
proclamation that I am giving. It is as revolutionary as an atom 
bomb exploding. The proclamation explains to every single 
human being the entire six thousand years of [biblical] human 
history, ever since God's creation, particularly the two thousand 
years since Jesus Christ. 

As you know, Europe developed on the foundation of estab­
lished Christianity. Have you heard established Christians 
speaking against this proclamation? I have not seen a single per­
son, up to this point, oppose my speech. Nobody could come up 
with any opposing argument. 

This proclamation not only turns human history upside 
down but also proclaims True Parents to all of mankind. There­
fore, if there are any ardent Christians who are strongly against 
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my proclamation, they would stand up and say something 
against it. However, they have the general feeling that "That is 
right, that is the way human history has to end. They are the 
ones we have been expecting for six thousand years." They may 
not have that assurance right away, but they start thinking 
that way. 

Particularly while I was giving this speaking tour in the Unit­
ed States, I felt that the time has come. People might have hesi­
tated to come to my speech. Sometimes they came because one 
of our members really pushed them. They came from different 
circumstances. Yet, once they sat in the audience and listened 
people were drawn into my heart and spiritual power and the 
precious, powerful contents of this proclamation. 

I want to give you an analogy. Most of you are blessed cou­
ples with children. Let's talk about your children. Who taught 
the infant where to find the mother's breast and how to get milk 
from her? They naturally follow their instinct. Babies are born 
with that talent and instinct, and so they grow. In a similar way, 
our heart naturally directs us to the place that is right. 

I started this speaking tour in America this past May. I spoke 
in fifty states, as well as on Capitol Hill and at the United Na­
tions. I then went to Japan and gave twenty-seven speeches. 
From there, I went to Korea, covering forty universities. Finally, 
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If there are any ardent Christians who are

for the sake of the IRA and this ridiculous 
religious warfare, and eventually many 
of them will give their lives. Who is re­
sponsible for that? If you do not fulfill 
your responsibility here well, even to 
those extremists, when you meet them in 
the spirit world they will accuse you for 
not letting them know, for not teaching 
them Divine Principle while they were in 
this physical world. They sacrifice their 
lives because they think that by doing so 
they can bring independence to their na­
tion. Our goal is a thousand times greater 
than theirs. There is no reason whatsoev­
er that you should be criticized and ac­
cused by them. You should go out and 
reach them, giving them a greater goal 
than what they are now seeking.

Is there any brother or sister here who 
receives revelations from the spirit world? 
I see only one. If you do not have those 
kinds of experiences, you do not sense 
what is coming. Do you have any idea 
what I feel as I go around the world and 
give this speech everywhere? As I told 

I am giving this speaking tour in Europe. I feel that people are 
naturally following their instincts to obtain Mother's milk. Now 
audiences are following my heart wherever I go. The people are 
ready. The time has come. In other words, people's minds and 
hearts are spiritually prepared to connect to True Parents, as well 
as to you. Therefore, your responsibility is on-going. You have 
to contact all the people who came to my speech, not just here 
but wherever I go, and lead them to the next blessing. 

Even an enemy got the message 

In Luxembourg, the head of an anti-cult movement had been 
making accusations against our national leader, who is a judge 
and very active in politics. Our national leader's wife, who is the 
chairwoman of the Women's Federation in that country, started 
defending him, saying, "You may not like my husband, but he is 
my husband. Why do you criticize him and accuse him in front 
of everybody?" She was just fighting his attack, and that conver­
sation became the opening for her to invite him to Mother's 
speech. He came to Mother's speech and afterwards told the 
national leader that he truly appreciated what he had heard and 
that he was inspired. Even an em.:my came and got the message. 

Therefore, our responsibility is to keep delivering this mes­
sage to every single person until there is no one that has not 
heard it. Particularly in Ireland, which is experiencing religious 
warfare, it is urgent that everyone should be educated with Di­
vine Principle. Divine Principle has to be taught everywhere. 
Therefore, the Irish members must work ten times harder, even 
one hundred times harder, than members in other countries. 
Never forget that even at this very moment, without knowing 
that True Parents already came and the Completed Testament 
era has been declared, people are totally devoting themselves 
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you, babies instinctively know their parents. Even in this fallen 
world, people's original minds always direct them to goodness. 
Do evil people teach their children to become bad? Even crimi­
nals do not want their children to become like them. That is the 
parental heart. 

Think about God's struggles 

When God created Adam and Eve, He had a great ideal and 
plan for the entire world. However, because of Adam and Eve's 
fall, for six thousand years God has been suffering. We call His 
suffering heart han in Korean. Even though my speech last night 
was only about one hour long, it explains the difficult path God 
has endured through these six thousand years of restoration. 
Why did it take six thousand years? There have been many hun­
dreds of saints and sages throughout human history. In Chris­
tian history, there have been many prophets. Yet none of them 
solved the problem that has existed for six thousand years in the 
eyes of God. Think about God's struggles. For four thousand 
years God labored to raise Israel and on that foundation He sent 
His only son, Jesus Christ. What suffering and difficulty God 
went through for four thousand years! How He longed to see 
Jesus Christ proclaim to all humanity, "I, Jesus Christ, am the 
True Parents of mankind, and the Completed Testament Age has 
come"! That was what God was waiting for. You know, because 
you understand Divine Principle, that God is our Parent. God's 
four-thousand year dream was totally eliminated because of 
Jesus Christ's crucifixion. What about the two thousand years 
of Christian history since then? Have you ever thought about 
how many innocent lives have been sacrificed since Jesus 
Christ's crucifixion? This foundation of sacrifice is the root of 
today's established Christianity. Millions and millions of people 
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Suppose, because of this hard life and persecution, Father had 
given up his mission. What do you think would have happened? 

have been sacrificed, but what is Christianity doing right now 
for mankind and God? In a way, today's Christians in general 
have been abandoning God, abandoning their families and even 
abandoning themselves. If this trend continues, the entire hu­
man race, including Christianity, will become extinct. 

Don't you realize the seriousness of the problems experienced 
by teenagers, and the challenges of homosexuality and AIDS? 
Just because you are blessed couples, can you be totally confi­
dent to remain intact, no matter how bad things get out there? 

On the foundation of two thousand years of suffering and 
sacrifice including the Second World War, God finally sent the 
Lord of the Second Coming to the entire world. However, the 
world again failed to recognize the Lord. As you heard yester­
day from me, when Father came as a single person, a humble 
young man giving this new truth to all mankind, Christianity in 
Korea, which at that time represented worldwide established 
Christianity, failed to receive him as the Messiah. Therefore, Fa­
ther had to walk the indemnity course. Because Christianity in 
Korea failed to receive Father as the Messiah and True Parent, 
what has been happening to Christianity and to the world? Sup­
pose, because of this hard life and persecution, Father had given 
up his mission. What do you think would have happened? To be 
frank with you, it doesn't matter if you are blessed or a single 
member, if life gets tough and you cannot handle it, there is still 
a possibility that you might run away from this movement. 
However, True Parents are carrying the entire responsibility of 
the history of restoration for the whole of mankind, so no mat­
ter what circumstances take place, we cannot even think about 
running away. 

Earlier I talked about my feelings while doing this speaking 
tour. I don't know any proper word to express my thanks and 

gratitude to God, first of all, because even though human beings 
throughout history have betrayed God millions of times over, 
God never gave up on man. He constantly took care of man and 
has been patiently waiting up to this point. Finally, Father was 
sent by God, and even though he has gone through tremendous, 
incredible suffering, difficulty and persecution, he finally won 
the victory. Because of that victory, he finally could proclaim 
True Parents and the Completed Testament Age. This is a tre­
mendous blessing for mankind. Therefore, my heart is full of 
thanks. I feel like I am living a dream. My heart is full of grati­
tude and appreciation to God and Father. No matter how tired 
I get or how tight my schedule may be, from my mouth one sen­
tence automatically comes out: "Thank you, God, thank you, 
Father. Everything is blessing." 

My desire right now is to deliver this message to every single 
person in this world, until there is no one who can say, "I did 
not hear Mother speak." Since this message I am giving is just 
incredible, I do not know how to explain what an incredible, 
unimaginable blessing is being given through this proclamation 
of True Parents. 

You should gladly deliver this message to every single, pos­
sible person. Go around and teach this message to the people. 
To witness new life being restored right before your eyes will be 
your joy and happiness. In order to experience that kind of joy 
and happiness every day, you should feel an urgency in your 
heart that twenty-four hours a day is not enough. You should 
want to work even twenty-five hours a day, every day, to do this 
mission. That kind of determination, joy and happiness should 
surge in your heart all the time and push you everywhere. 

Do you all know that our physical life is limited? Do you also 
know how old Father is physically? [Yes.] Father's life has been 

a one-way street. He never thinks about 
his age, whether it is fifty or sixty or sev­
enty. Even now, at seventy-three, Father 
does not care about his physical situation 
whatsoever. He keeps pushing himself to 
the extreme, and I start worrying about 
his health. Yet Father keeps seeking to 
give new birth to even one single life a 
day, by teaching people. That has been 
Father's life pattern, even as a } oung 
man. Father's life has been that extreme 
all these years. Of course, God gave Fa­
ther special strength and spirit, r et Father 
still wears a physical body just like we 
do, so there are limits.

MOTHER arrived in Abuja, Nige­
ria, on December 4, 1993, for the 
twenty-ninth stop on her tour. It 

was Mother's third stop in Africa (after 
Cairo and Nairobi) and the second city in 
Black Africa, which True Parents were vis­
iting for the first time. 

Because of the "first-time" nature of 
this visit we were all extremely anxious 
about how well we could receive Mother 
and what would be her first impressions. 

We had already come to experience 
some of the most unbelievable extremes 
of unpredictability during our prepara­
tions in this nation of a hundred million.

In just three months we had seen Nigeria's 
government change hands twice. In Au­
gust a military leader had decided to step 
down from power even as our delegation 
stood waiting outside to see him. In No­
vember again, the interim civilian presi­
dent was politely told to resign by anoth­
er general, fifteen minutes after meeting 
our Women's Federation delegation and 
promising to receive True Parents official­
ly in Nigeria. 

One minute we were focusing much of 
our witnessing on the six hundred mem­
bers of the National Assembly and their 
staff who lived in Abuja and were very at-

traded by the support offered by the Sen­
ate Majority Leader-a frequent partici­
pant in the Assembly of the World's Reli­
gions (AWR) meetings. The next moment, 
the National Assembly was dissolved and 
its members were disbursed back to their 
home states. 

Despite all this unbelievable chaos, we 
saw God work miracles to bring some of 
the most high level and influential people 
in society to Abuja. An Emir (a traditional 
ruler) contacted us from the far north and 
asked if he could come. A blind prophet 
who leads a million-member evangelical 
mission and is popular for his healing 
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stairs to a VIP lounge while 
their places were reserved for 
them in a front section in the 
main hall. There gathered the 
Federal Minister of Commerce 
and Tourism, the President of 
the Federal Commission for 
Women, the North Korean 
ambassador along with sever­
al other ambassadors and 
diplomats, several former na­
tional assemblymen and sen­
ators, two Emirs from the 
north and a Grand Kadif, an­
other traditional ruler from 
the south called the Akran of 
Badagry, several religious 
leaders including a represen­
tative of the Bishop of Abuja, 
and many more.

M OTHER was sitting on a sofa in 
the posh sitting room of the 
presidential suite in the Nicon

Mother then spoke for about thirty 
minutes, sharing her deep-seated determi­
nation to bring glory to Father and liberate 
his suffering heart before he becomes 
eighty years old.

At 2:00 p.m., the answers to these ques­
tions started unfolding.

ception, stood up as Mother entered to 
deliver her speech. In the audience were 
powerful traditional rulers, religious lead­
ers, top government officials, profession­
als, and members of the business, aca­
demic and international communities. 
Mother shed tears profusely as she nar­
rated Father's suffering course. Some of 
the women invitees could be seen sobbing

also. The audience gave a standing ova­
tion at the close. Father listened to the 
speech by telephone in Korea, and there 
was no technical hitch. A popular Nige­
rian prophet and healer who has up to a 
million followers around West Africa said 
he always knew the Messiah was on 
earth, and now he knew who "she" was! 

After the program, about four hundred 
members joined Mother in an adjoining 
room to celebrate the victory. Mother 
spoke to Father on the phone and had 
brothers and sisters offer songs to Father, 
who was listening together with two thou­
sand Japanese members attending a work­
shop. Father was delighted to hear a beau­
tiful rendition of "Sarang-e Miro" by the 
New Hope Singers of Nigeria. He told 
them: "Continue." 

comes the winner." 
Rev. Kwak explained the significance 

of Mother's world tour and enjoined all 
members to work harder to bring more 
substantial results upon the foundation of 
the day's victory. 

To crown it all, a phone call from Lagos 
that night informed us that Mother's lug­
gage had arrived. The day ended well. 

However, the road to victory was not 
smooth at all. One cannot describe vividly 
enough the logistical problems involved 
in successfully organizing a program of 
such magnitude and importance in a de­
veloping country such as Nigeria. 

One person was convinced we could 
make it: Mrs. Kathy Rigney, our national 
leader. Her faith was incredible, and her 
faith spurred us on to the end. By work­
ing together on this project we achieved 
a greater kind of unity among the church 
leadership in Nigeria than we ever had 
before. Through Mother's visit, our entire 
membership felt much closer to True 
Parents. 

When we learned that our Mother per­
sonally called on Mrs. Rigney to assist her 
in bringing glory to Father, we felt that 
the call was not just for Mrs. Rigney but 
for the entire membership of the Nigerian 
church. We felt that Mother was express­
ing her confidence that if we indeed in­
vest our best, we can achieve greater 
things for God and True Parents. What 
more can we ask for? Ill

Mother _Delivers Message of 
Peace in Latin America 

A S the founder and President of the 
Women's Federation for World 
Peace (WFWP), Mother success­

fully completed a visit to Latin America 
as part of her 1993 worldwide speaking 
tour. In Paraguay, Brazil, Uruguay, Argen­
tina, Peru and Colombia, Mother spoke 
passionately about the role of women 
throughout history in bringing our com­
munities back to the original societal ideal. 
She described how the fulfillment of hu­
mankind's ideal has advanced through 
key women in history. 

Mother believes women must use pow­
ers they already possess to help restruc­
ture the world and build an ideal society 
patterned after the model of the ideal fam­
ily. In a scholarly, but emotional, plea for 
active involvement on the part of con­
cerned men and women, Mother is inspir­
ing women around the world to rise up 
and help make the world a better place to 
live. She is not telling women to compete

Paraguay 
Mother and her entourage arrived in 

Asuncion on December 7. She was wel­
comed at the airport by a government del­
egation.

Miriam Munoz, Paraguay's minister of 
women.

True Parents are well respected and 
loved by the Uruguayan people because of 
their contribution to the creation of many 
jobs in Uruguay. Their involvement in 
Uruguay began in the recessionary period 

of the 1970s with numer­

The first lady 
had previously agreed to welcome Moth­
er, but due to an unexpected speech she 
was asked to deliver at the United Na­
tions, she was unable to return in time 
from New York.

At the end of the presentation, Mother 
was recognized by the National Universi­
ty of Colombia for her humanitarian work 
and presented with an honorary doctorate 
degree.

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MISSIONARY TESTIMONY 

Twelve. Thousand Receive 
Mother in Spirit 

A FTER having read many exciting 
articles concerning Mother's 
speaking tour in America, I was 

inspired to share my own experiences par­
ticipating in a rally held in Kinshasa, 
Zaire, on November 11, 1993. Although 
Mother herself was not scheduled to 
speak in Zaire, it was decided that we 
members wnuld publicly give the mes­
sage of True Parents and the Completed 
Testament Age. 

Let me begin by giving a brief descrip­
tion of our missionaries' situation, as well 
as the economic realities of our area. Zaire 
is an economic disaster, and getting worse 
every day. In Norway, where I come from, 
people are up in arms when the price of 
milk or eggs goes up even a few cents. 
Here in Zaire we commonly experience 
prices on basic items increasing even three 
hundred percent overnight! Wages remain 
the same, however, when there are wages

to be had at all. 
Obviously, survival in Zaire is difficult 

at best, and our members and church busi­
nesses have suffered along with everyone 
else. But depite the financial hardships, 
the Zaire Unification Church membership 
has grown larger than any other in Africa. 
Based on this, we looked forward with 
great anticipation to Mother's arrival in 
Zaire to give the speech herself. 

Rev. H) uk Shik Kwon, regional direc­
tor of Central Africa, was meeting with 
True Parents in Kodiak, Alaska, in the 
middle of August 1993. We fully expected 
that he would return with news as to 
when Mother would arrive here. We were 
truly amazed, and not a little disappointed 
when he said she was not scheduled to 
come to Zaire at all, due to our unstable 
financial foundation. 

But Rev. Kwon is a very prayerful per­
son and little by little, a plan began to take 

form in his heart. Why not, he thought, 
hold a rally anyway in which Mother's 
speech would be read and people from all 
over would be invited? In this way we 
could prove that we were children who 
could take responsibility on our own to 
mobilize our nation for God and True Par­
ents even when they were not able to 
come themselves. It was a wonderful idea! 

One hundred twenty days of 
witnessing 

Before Rev. Kwon went to Kodiak he 
had already initiated a one-hundred­
twenty-day witnessing campaign in which 
each member should get twelve spiritual 
children. Forty days into the condition he 
announced to all the Kinshasa members 
that a rally would indeed by held on No­
vember 11th. 

Rev. Kwon went on to explain that our 
one-hundred-twenty-day condition was 
divided into three forty-day periods: 
(1) from August 21 to October 1, we sent 
out pioneers to open new missions, bring­
ing our total to one hundred forty-eight 
nationwide; (2) from October 1 to Novem­
ber 11, we would concentrate on prepara­
tions for the speech; (3) from November 11 
to December 24, we would focus on edu-

, eating the guests we had brought. 
Our rally was to be held outdoors at a

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for twelve thousand guests! Our mem­
bers immediately began pamphleting and 
collecting names and addresses from those 
who promised to come. We have twelve 
hundred members in Kinshasa (six hun­
dred of whom are blessed), and each per­
son was responsible for one hundred 
twenty signatures. One hundred twenty 
times twelve hundred equals one hundred 
forty-four thousand, the number men­
tioned in the Bible as the first elect of the 
Lord of the Second Advent. 

Rev. Kwon explained that distributing 
one hundred forty-four thousand pam­
phlets and collecting the same number of 
signatures in Kinshasa would enable us to 
make a foundation to save the entire pop-
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ulation of Zaire, numbering forty million. 
From our one hundred twenty signatures 
we would also be able to choose the 
twelve best people to become our spiritu­
al children. 

A God-given date 
Everyone was excited, but none more 

so than I. November 11 was the day Moth­
er was scheduled to speak in Oslo, Nor­
way, my native country! Kinshasa and 

ever. 
Everyone was mobilized. The kitchen 

staff went out. Even the secretary posi­
tioned herself outside the gate nabbing 
passersby. More and more exciting and 
hopeful reports were brought to our 
weekly meetings as time went on. 

My husband and I found time to walk 
through our area for several hours each 
day, passing out business cards and invit­
ing people to come by the center before

Another roadblock was financing. The 
Zaire Women's Federation for World 
Peace did not have any money at all, so all 
sisters and most of the general member­
ship were asked to raise money for the 
event. Our church businesses would also 
contribute. Rev. Kwon explained the im-
portance for each of us to witness and 
raise money so we could claim ownership 
of the rally. The world has often had an 
image of Africans as beggars. We would 
destroy this image by aggressively offer-
ing something ourselves even under ad-
verse conditions. By breaking this spiritu-
al barrier we could regain our dignity as a 
people. We would have something to be 
proud of! 

Off to work 
Thus, we started our great campaign. 

Committees were formed to take care of 
practical aspects but mostly we just got 
down to work, collecting signatures and 
raising money. According to reports from 
America and elsewhere around the world, 
members did much of their canvassing 
over the phone. Here in Zaire, the tele­
phone is a rare commodity. Everything 
must be done on foot or by one of a hand­
ful of cars which tend to break down eve­

the rally to get more information. One 
young man who showed up on our door­
step said that the day before he had been 
desperately praying for God to show him 
the right church. The fact that we stopped 
him was his sign from God. He then came 
every day to study the Principle, and be­
fore November 11, he was already our 
spiritual son, eagerly witnessing together 
with us. He brought six of his own con­
tacts to the rally! 

As the condition went on my husband 
and I often had three or four guests com­
ing for lectures each evening. I had not had 
this type of spiritually revitalizing expe-

ry other day. This did nnt deter us, how- The crowd at Fikin Plaza for the rally. 

rience since my early days in the church! 
My husband said,"To find God's lost chil­
dren means not only saving them, but re­
vitalizing and saving ourselves as well." 

Amazing testimonies 
One blessed couple, Papa Pongi and 

his wife Mwanda, were standing on a cor­
ner distributing pamphlets one day while 
a pastor and some members of a nearby 
church looked on. Suddenly a seemingly 
crazy man came rushing up, grabbed some 
pamphlets and shoved them at the pastor. 
"Here," he shouted. "You people are just 
repeating phrases but look here," pointing 
to the picture of True Parents. "Here is the 
real Messiah!" Then he vanished as quick­
ly as he came. After that some of the pas­
tor's members began studying the Prin­
ciple. 

The greatest story of courage, however, 
belongs to a sister named Jose Muleka. 
Jose was pregnant and nearing the time of 
delivery during our campaign. One morn­
ing she began feeling birth pains, but as 
she had promised to visit some friends in 
another town, she ignored them and went 
out. She collected forty-four signatures 
that day! 

The pains got stronger so she tried to 
get home by public transportation, a mode 
not very comfortable for anyone. As she 
got off near her home, she felt the birth 
was imminent and simply squatted down 
beside a stone fence and delivered her 
daughter! Rev. Kwon was so moved by 
her courage and determination that he 
gave a gift to her and a special name to 
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spite its poverty. Its people love God so 
much that even in their misery they praise 
God for every day they are allowed to 
survive, and do it with a smile! 

The message spreads 
At the end of the program Mrs. Mbala 

Mwania had the crowd cheer for True 
Parents by pledging three things: (1) to 
construct a peaceful world for everyone;

"Getting Out of God's Way" 
Brings Hometown Victory

In this interview with Linda Perry, fames (Jim) and Marie-Francoise (Mimi) Mitchell report on the tribal messiah speech 
they gave in Salisbury, Maryla .d, on December 18, 1993. They are members of the Hempstead church on Long Island, 
New York. 

J 
AMES Oim) and Marie-Francoise (Mi­
mi) Mitchell were more determined 
than at any time before to do some­

ing providentially connected after the 
speech given by Kook Jin Nim here on 
Long Island. They returned to Wetipquin, 
Maryland, for what was called "Back 
Home Day" Sunday service at Jim's local 
hometown church on November 14. The 
Friendship Methodist Church holds an 
annual homecoming Su.nday service for 
people who were born and raised in that 
area. Jim was born Baptist, raised Metho­
dist, married Lutheran, sent his children 
to Catholic school, and ended up a Uni­
ficationist. 

"Sounds like a nice idea" 
Jim's mother, Mrs. Priscilla Mitchell, 

put breakfast on the table very early that 
Sunday morning. After they had finished 

Jim and Mimi Mitchell 
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eating, they began discussing the subject 
of women in genera]; their roles, and some 
of the things Black women in particular 
have historically had to go through. Mimi 
took out Father's speech and read a few 
paragraphs from the section on the role of 
women. Jim's mother listened very intent­
ly. Mimi closed the book and said, "You 
know, I'd like to read the whole speech to 
all of our relatives down here sometime." 
She just nodded and said, "Sounds like a 
nice idea." Jim and Mimi pretty much left 
it at that, but did mention that they would 
like to do it before the end of the year, and 
told her, NWe' ll get back to you when we 
firm things up a little bit." She seemed in 
agreement, but made no commitment at 
that point. 

Two days later, Jim got a phone call 
from his mother, in which she said, "We 
have formed a committee." She gave him

Mrs. Julie Brickhead and Mrs. Joyce Bur­
rell-with whom she had discussed how 
this event could occur, including arranging 
for possible locations and caterers. She 
said, "What is your pleasure?" Jim was 
flabbergasted and could not answer at that 
time. He said, "Mom, I'm going to have to 
get back to you." 

They had many phone conversations 
after that about this event. Mrs. Mitchell 
suggested the church or the community 
center and a number of other places as 
possible sites. She also mentioned the Hol­
iday Inn, which she and her husband had 
used for their fiftieth wedding anniver­
sary. Jim and Mimi really didn't want his 
parents to get involved with preparing 
meals and so forth Oim's mother is eighty­
one and his father is eighty-six). However, 
they seemed willing to do whatever was 
necessary. The Mitchells decided on the 
Holiday Inn in Salisbury, Maryland, just a 
few miles from Wetipquin. Two days later, 
Mrs. Mitchell called back. "We couldn't 
get the room for the eleventh (December 
11th was our target date)," she said, "but 
we made a resen-ation for a hundred fifty 
people for December 18, at the Holiday 
Inn. It's yours. But, you need a title for the 
event. Something short, like 'True Par­
ents.'" (This was totally unsolicited.) This 
was unbelievable. They finally decided to 
call it a "Celebration of the Marriage and 
Blessing of James and Mimi Mitchell." The 
speech portion would be called "True Par­
ents and the Completed Testament Age. 

Jim's mother said, "You are going to 
need about half the money down by De­
cember first." Jim took his credit cards 
and went to the bank, but could come up 
with only seven hundred sixty dollars, 
about one-third of what was necessary. I 
When Jim called his mother to tell her he 
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would send her what he had, she replied, 
"Don't worry, your father has already tak­
en care of it." 

Seventy-one people heard the 
call 

The Mitchells sent out about a hundred 
sixty invitations; seventy-one people came. 
None of these people had heard the speech 
before except the elder Mitchells. Poor 
timing, one week before Christmas, was 
the chief reason more people could not 
attend. Jim's seventy-year-old aunt could 
not come because she had exams at the 
university, where she was taking courses. 
The Mitchells think they can probably in­
vite those who had to miss the celebration 
to a future event. 

"We had very little to do with planning 
the celebration," Jim said. "When you talk 
about 'knock and the door will be opened,' 
my leap of faith was simply saying we 
were going to do this event and coming 
up with some of the money. My parents 
became true John the Baptists." The 
Mitchells experienced absolutely no neg­
ativity on any level. Even when Jim's 
mother reported that a lot of people 
couldn't come for various reasons, he 
knew that although some of these reasons 
may have stemmed from negativity, he 
and Mimi were totally shielded from it. 
When his mother told him she had the 
minister to do the invocation," he asked, 
"Does she know what church we are talk­
ing about here and what we are doing?" 
"No problem," his mother replied, "she 
knows enough." 

All doors are open 
Jim says his parents have such solid 

roots in their community that if he ' ere 
running for mayor, it wouldn't matter

what he said. "When you sell yourself, 
you sell your family and your back­
ground," he says. "When the family rela­
tionship is intact, all doors are open for 
anything. When my parents put their seal 
of approval on this event, there was noth­
ing else to do but to show up. It was in­
credible. This tells me that God is leading 
me to eventually build a church down 
there. Regardless of what else I do, I must 
minister to these people." The nearest 
church to Wetipquin is in Wilmington, 
Delaware, two and a half hours away. 

Jim's parents had come to hear Father 
speak in Washington, D.C., a few months 
after Jim and Mimi's blessing in 1992, at 

the beginning of his twelve-city tour. 
When they arrived in Washington with 
Jim and Mimi, they were sent to the VIP 
table. "I think spiritually they must have 
looked so special that something clicked," 
Jim said. "We were in the third row, in 
front of Father. For elderly people, seating 
near the front is very important if they are 
to hear well. They couldn't read the 
speech so easily, since the print was not 
big enough. They could see Father's face 
and they could literally read his lips. After 
the speech, Mrs. Mitchell told Mimi, "I 
was so happy to sit there, because I could 
understand everything he was saying." 
Mimi said, "They didn't just sit there. 
They were living with the word they were 
listening to." 

In his speech, Father explained the role 
of the mother; that the mother should 
unite the children and bring the children 
and the father to God and True Parents. 
Jim and Mimi discussed this with Jim's 
mother. Mimi said, "In my heart I really 
feel she took it literally. This woman un­
derstood the speech and acted upon it." 

Priscilla Mitchell ran the playground 
in Wetipquin for more than thirty years. 
In their county, one person is put in charge 
of equipment and told to run the play­
ground area, including the baseball, soft­
ball and track leagues. Mrs. Mitchell man­
aged with her husband's help, but she 
was officially the head. It was a good com­
bination. Mr. Mitchell started the Boy 
Scouts and the two of them headed the 
4-H program. They were always involved 
with young people in their community, so 
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the young people came to love and respect 
them. Mrs. Mitchell is a pillar of the 
church. Mr. Mitchell is not so religious, 
per se, but he always supports his wife. 
He has been president of many commu­
nity organizations. He is almost always 
thrown into the position, rather than seek­
ing it. They are also dedicated and com­
mitted to their relatives. Everyone comes 
to them for everything. "They are truly 
tribal parents," Jim said. "When I say that 
their endorsement of this event was all 
that was necessary for it to happen, I am 
not exaggerating. They have given so 
much that there are not many people who 
could say 'no' to them." 

The senior Mitchells see that the 
younger generation is at serious risk, and 
they are very concerned. They feel strong­
ly that something has to be done. When 
they listened to Father's speech, they 
knew the meaning of every word and its 
consequences for the children they love 
so much. 

Jim, who joined the church in 1988, 
says his parents' first connection with the 
church was the blessing. His mother read 
a little of The Heart of True Mother and said, 
"I want that book." It took several months 
for Jim and Mimi to get her a copy, but 
from that point she became very interest­
ed in Mother's life. Jim and Mimi dis­
cussed with the Mitchells their missions, 
Father's life and the blessing. He says his 
parents "have never been anything but 
supportive." 

"My parents seem to have been pre­
pared to meet True Parents a long time 
ago, but due to circumstances, never even 
knew that True Parents existed on earth," 
Jim says. He adds that he feels that prov­
identially, he must bring his parents to 
True Parents, so that they may obtain the 
blessing. When he announced to the au­
dience of his relatives and friends that he 
wanted to bring his parents to Korea so 
that they could renew their vows before 
Father and Mother, the audience shouted, 
"All right!" and applauded. "I looked at 
my mother when I said that," he said. 
"You know how people look when they 
are not surprised, because they had al­
ready figured things out. The only ques­
tion in the thought communication be­
tween us at that moment was how are we 
going to get my father there." He also 
mentioned several times during the course 
of his speech that they would like to have 
many of the people present go to Korea 
also. "Our aim is to gather spiritual chil­
dren and take them to the blessing" he 
said. 

Mimi says she is looking forward to go­
ing back to Wetipquin. "Now we can ini­
tiate conversation about the speech, in-
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stead of the usual casual 
talk about health or chil­
dren," she said. 

Rev. Yvonne Penn, the 
minister who gave the in­
vocation, called Jim after 
the celebration and asked 
if he had any pictures of 
his wedding, because her 
daughter was really inter­
ested. Jim shared the wed­
ding pictures and also 
showed them some recent 
pictures of True Parents in 
East Garden. When they 
saw Mother, he reports, 
they said, "Oh, she is beau­
tiful." At the end, they 
said, "We will see each 
other again. We want to 
share more." 

In Mimi's twenty years 
in the church, she says, she 
has seen many people re­
spond warmly at first and 
then cool off after they re­
alize who we are. "These 
people saw the videotape 
of Father's life and heard 
the speech. Even if some 
of them came just because 
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they knew Jim, they real- The invitation to the celebration of "True Parents and 
ized there was something the Completed Testament Age." 
more. I felt this was only 
the beginning. Later, one of Jim's nieces 
who could not come to the celebration 
brought members of her church to get to 
know us. Right away she said, 'Tell them 
about your blessing, your marriage."' 

Jim said that before the program began, 
he had said to Rev. Penn, "Whether you 
agree or disagree with our church, I want 
you to know that we all love God and J e­
sus very dearly. That is the bottom line." 
She said, "Yt:s, we are all brothers and sis­
ters under God." Jim says he has to learn 
that there is no reason to be apologetic 
about the church. 

Conditions to be an instrument 
"I tried to prepare myself to be an in­

strument, to try to remove whatever fallen 
nature I had that would get in the way of 
God working through this program. I did 
a three-day fast and read the speech fully 
every day for two months. If I came home 
without having read the speech that day, 
Mimi would get upset: "You mean you 
didn't start, you didn't do any?" Some­
times I would read it next to Mimi, and 
sometimes I would go into the other IV'Om 
and read it. We prayed at 5:00 a.m. and 
read part of the speech together every day. 
Out of those conditions grew the deter­
mination to have some event before the 

end of the year." 
Mimi and Jim had little furniture last 

year. They had decided that, once they 
moved, they would buy furniture, because 
they could not receive people into a bare 
house. "Before Kook Jin Nim's speech [on 
Long Island], we knew we wanted to go 
to Maryland and somehow read the 
speech to relatives and friends there. Once 
the idea crystallized into a plan, however, 
I realized that such a plan would require 
money. "I thought, 'There goes the furni­
ture," Mimi said. "Then, on the night of 
Kook Jin Nim' s speech, one sister came to 
us and said, 'Oh, Mimi, by the way, how 
are you doing about furniture?' I said, 
'Very thin.' She said, 'Well, my son-in-law 
works for a moving company, and we 
have things in the garage, if you need any­
thing.' Then I knew God was taking care 
of us." 

Jim agrees, adding, "It's that sort of 
thing that tells you, 'You are on the right 
track. Just do what you know you have to 
do and God will take care of the rest.' I 
had no way of knowing how I could come 
up with the two thousand dollars plus for 
the event. We had almost none of the 
money to start." 

They brought members from Long Is­
land (New York) and Washington, D.C., 
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M RS. Deise Lamberti Silva joined the Unification Church of Brazil in 1980, 
at the age of twenty-four. In 1982 she was blessed with Leomes Ferreira 
da Silva, also of Brazil, in the Blessing of 2,075 Couples. During her church 

life, Deise worked in various public missions. She was a fundraiser, and also served 
in the headquarters in Sao 1 aulo, at the International Cultural Foundation in Brazil, 
and at the World Relief Friendship Foundation in Brazil. Together with her hus­
band she worked at the Cultural Department in Sao Paulo and the World Media 
Association in Brazil, of which her husband was the president. Deise assisted Rev. 
Hyung Tae Kim's family with child care; she also published sevenl articles and 
poems in the Brazilian church's magazine, Famflia Mundial. 

In 1983, Deise pioneered the city of Piracicaba (S.P.) and won a state-wide lecture 
contest. At Father's seventieth birthday celebration in Korea, Deise choreographed 
and directed the Brazilian family's musical presentation "Brazilian Group Samba." 
Prior to joining the church, Deise had studied classical dance. 

When True Parents visited Brazil in 1991 (the first time after Father's historical 
visit in 1965), Deise was chosen, together with another blessed sister, to serve our 
True Parents in the antechamber of the Central Temple of Brazil (Sao Paulo). In 1991, 
Deise' s husband was appointed state leader of Pemambuco, and she worked with 
him there as state secretary. 

A woman of great virtue and honor, Deise gained everyone's respect for her ver­
tical attitude with regard to tradition and church hierarchy, as well as for her high

standard oforder and neatness in all of her activities. As a mother, she was solicitous Deise Lamberti Silva 
and loving; as a wife, she was dedicated and faithful. 

In 1992, after giving birth to her third child, Deise went into respiratory and car- April 18, 1956 - January 15, 1994 
diac arrest, which left her in a coma. She remained in the coma for eighteen months. 

On January 15, 1994, Deise ascended to the spirit world. Her Seung Hwa ceremony was conducted the ft ' llowing day. Deise is 
survived by her husband, Leomes, and by her three children, Jung Wan, Jong Sung and Jung Hee. Her presence is dearly missed, 
but her spirit lingers as a bright ray of sunshine. Ill 
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to help. "Everything and everybody co­
operated with the effort. We weren't sure 
what the next step was, but Somebody 
knew. As long as we stayed on the path, 
things always worked out," Jim said. 
"One lesson for me was to move myself 

j out of God's way. Once you make the 
commitment, simply make yourself avail­
able as God's instrument and the job will 
be done. He does it much better than we 
could ever do. This is a hard lesson for a 
proud person like me. We might think that 
because we've gotten a couple of degrees 
or have achieved other successes that we 
can move through this world under our 
own steam, but this is an illusion. 

"The second thing I realized was the 

I tremendous problem that our True Parents 
faced because they did not have John the 
Baptists. I felt like a tribal messiah, but 
with a John the Baptist, who had prepared 
me to go to Salisbury and do what I was 
supposed to do. I started to feel some of 

I the pain-just a small amount of the pain, 
I'm sure-that our True Parents must have 
felt when trying to be their own John the 
Baptists, because of the many foundations 
that failed to support them. I realized how 
important that position is and started to 
feel pain for both Jesus and True Parents 
when their foundations were lost. We 
have to do our very best to become a part 
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of the foundation of True Parents. The 
more that we do, the less the pain and 
agony they will have to go through. What 
we want more than anything is to comfort 
their hearts, comfort the heart of God. 

"The third point I realized is that we 
hesitate to do things, because we cannot 
see the road map that takes us to the end. 
True P:!rents don't operate that way at all. 
For Mother's speech at the United Na­
tions, even at 1:00 p.m. that day, it was not 
clear if the space at the United Nations 
would be ours. True Parents were totally 
confident that God would work out, and 
they did. What is important is not seeing 
the end, but being very clear about your 
beginnings and the direction in which you 
must go. 

"I was not confident about how this 
project was going to end, or even if it 
could possibly come off. I was sure that I 
had to do something, to offer something 
up, to make a step to show that I truly love 
God and True Parents. I wanted to take a 
stand, by representing them. After that 
was established, everything else fell into 
place. It doesn't mean there weren't times 
of doubt, because we are people with fall­
en nature, and we don't have absolute 
faith. As I look back, I realize that the only 
thing I needed was an act of faith (foun­
dation of faith and substance). From that

beginning, God could work. 

Clues to our destiny 
"Many times we find clues to our des­

tiny only after we start down the path. In 
the Salisbury, Maryland area, my 'home­
town,' the people seem hungry for new 
truth but there is no one there to feed 
them. I think God led me there and gave 
me some initial success in order to show 
me that He wants me to do something 
there in some more permanent way. 
Therefore, my plans are to do just that. I 
don't know what form my contribution 
will take, but I know in my heart that the 
commitment is there. 

"I also felt the warmth of the prayers 
and support of my brothers and sisters. 
One sister came from Washington, D.C., 
and brought me sixty copies of the speech. 
She would not take any money for them­
she just wanted to show true support for 
anybody working for True Parents. This is 
just an example of how a number of peo­
ple offered themselves up. All the brothers 
and sisters who helped us went out of 
their way to do whatever they could. In 
a way, there is a lesson here: One way to 
get unity is to do something that people 
can rally around, and they will show you 
their hearts."
