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TI
IB fact that we are entering the Completed Testa­

ment Age is a very great blessing. Even if we 
give thanks ten times, or one hundred times, it is 
not enough. How much God has been yearning 

for the Completed Testament Age to come, and how 
deeply God wishes to see the fulfillment of the provi­
dence! Also, how much True Parents have been waiting 
for the fulfillment of Heavenly Father's will! 

From God and True Parents' viewpoint, the degree of

HE topic of this morning' s sermon is: Cham Bumowa 
Changjo isang Kajong: "True Parents and the Ideal Family 
of Creation."

Are we living in a perfect society? [No.] There is no true 
peace in this world of struggling and fighting. In the face of 
struggle and fighting, God cannot be at peace, and good cannot 
be accomplished. Satan always comes out the winner in the 
world of conflict. 

Father and Mother receive the applause of the congregation on the occasion of 
their birthday.

THE ROOT OF SIN 

Satan seeks to create enmity between men and women. Fight­
ing and struggle began with the human fall. Adam and Eve 
were supposed to exist in peace, but when Satan entered and 
separated them, they began to struggle. 

The Bible says that man fell by eating the fruit of the tree of 
the knowledge of good and evil. What is the root of sin? Before 
you can be healed of a disease, you have to get down to its root 
cause. After the fallen act, Adam and Eve hid the lower parts of 
their bodies. It is human nature to hide your mouth when you 
do something wrong with it. When you steal from the cookie jar, 
you hide your hand. However, instead of hiding their mouths or 
ears or eyes or hands, Adam and Eve hid the lower parts of their 
bodies. Previously, they were naked and unashamed. All of a 
sudden, they felt shame. It is apparent that the sin committed by 
Adam and Eve had something to do with the lower part of the 
body; that it involved illicit love. 

If humankind was born out of illicit love, we could refer to 
"illicit humankind." Unfortunately, we come to the naked truth 
that we are not the fruit of good and lawful love. 

I see great ministers in front of me. Were Adam and Eve 
chased out of the Garden of Eden or did they walk out voluntar­
ily? [Chased out.] God kicked them out. After being kicked out, 
did they have children? [Yes.] There were only two people in the 
Garden of Eden. Outside the Garden of Eden, they continued 
engaging in illicit love and bore children. From them, humanity 
has flourished. 

Do you think God fol­
lowed them and said, 
"Now, Adam and Eve, 
even though you are fall­
en, I am going to officiate 
at your marriage"? If you 
were God, you would 
say, "You rascals!" Satan 
committed adultery with 
God's child. Once Adam 
and Eve became victims 
of Satan, servants of Sa­
tan, God could not invite 
them back and bless 
them. We come to the 
logical conclusion, there­
fore, that humankind, 
from the very first ances­
tors, have been married 
under the auspices of Sa­
tan. This is the root of 
the problem. 

Has God ever told any 
descendant of Adam and 
Eve, "I'll make an excep­
tion for you and give you 
the blessing"? [No.] Ab­
solutely not. God's ideal 
of creation is to create an 
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ideal family, which requires God's blessing in marriage. The 
beginning point of God's work is the installation of True R rents 
as the foundation for the ideal family. 

THE STRUGGLE BETWEEN MIND AND BODY 

For True Parents to exist, a true man and true woman must 
come together. Don Sills, I know you are a very reputable min­
ister. Can people become True Parents without being completely 
perfected as men and women? Are you ministers true men? 
[Yes.] N-N0-0-0! Your mind and body are fighting now, isn't 
that true? You cannot deny this reality. When there is fighting 
and struggle, there is no room for God to dwell in peace. If 
your mind and your body are in conflict, you are a battlefield 
for Satan. 

Is there contradiction within God? [No.] What about in each 
of you? No one has resolved this fundamental question until 
now. The struggles between mind and body started with the 
false parents, Adam and Eve, and have been passed down all 
the way to you. False parents are the cause of your internal 
struggles, and these struggles will continue until you separate 
from false parenthood and return to the True Parents. 

Do such struggles lead you closer to the Kingdom of Heav­
en? This world is full of struggle. In the United States do various 
levels of society completely help each other? There are black 
ministers and white ministers here. If you struggle over racial 
differences, are you good ministers?

day, but the first thing I got was a big thump." I am trying to be 
absolutely honest with you. This world has come to its limit. We 
have got to look for the root cause. The true root is the true man 
and true woman. A true person is completely united in mind 
and body, free from internal contradiction. God dwells within 
such a person. 

We have two eyes, but they work together as one. We have 
two nostrils, which cooperate to inhale and exhale. Our two ears 
function harmoniously. The world itself is not in trouble. Men 
and women have gone wrong. When the man-woman problem 
is resolved, the world's problems will be simple to resolve. 

Of the five billion people in the world, everyone falls into one 
of two categories: man or woman. One man represents the two 
and a half billion men in the world, and one woman represents 
the two and a half billion women of the world. Adam and Eve 
represented all the men and women of posterity. The world lacks 
true men and true women . 

Do not look for the fault in the world outside. The problem is 
within.

With two eyes, 
you can live harmo­
niously here and also 
know the truth about 
the spirit world. God's kingdom is to be established both on 
earth and in heaven. You are supposed to see both kingdoms. 
These Unificationists may not have both eyes fully developed, 
but they have at least one and a half eyes! 

I must apologize to you ministers for telling you astonishing 
and probably disturbing things. However, I hope you enjoy it, 
because you need this kind of truth. Being a minister, you like 
to be served, but you might not want to serve. However, here 
we teach sacrificial service. 

You need to teach why God created man. You could tell peo­
ple just to read the Bible and they will go to heaven. However, 
people who were focused on the Old Testament had Jesus cruci­
fied when he came.

You HAVE TO TAKE ME SERIOUSLY 

I initiated The Washington Times, and over the past twelve 
years I invested over a billion dollars in it. It is crazy, in a way. 
However, many ministers are praising me because of The Wash­
ington Times and are supporting my efforts to cut through the 
immorality of this country, especially in the government. The 
money invested was well worth it. 

Have you joined me in this crusade? You are very supportive 
with your amens, but it is time to get down to serious work. We 
must take our lives seriously.

DISCIPLINE YOUR BODY 

Our challenge is to strengthen our consciences. First of all, we 
must know that the human fall has made each of us a battle­
ground between Satan and God. From the Garden of Eden until 
now, that battle has been raging in people's bloodstreams. The 
blood of liars, murders and fornicators is runr ing through you. 
You almost want to slash your veins and try to drain out the 
satanic blood. Your body has been a disciple of Satan, running 
180 degrees opposite of what your conscience wanted. 

Our five sense organs have certain habits. There are partic­
ular foods you like to eat, music you like to listen to, scenes 
you like to look at, things you like to smell, etc. We are habitu­
ally seasoned.

win the battle. You escape by planting new traditions and enter­
ing upon a new way of life. Get busy doing new things. 

You must liberate your consciences and eliminate the agony 
of the fall's effects upon your physical bodies. When your body 
says it is hungry, go on a fast. If you are sleepy, keep your eyes 
open. Go the opposite way of your physical desires. If you want 
to listen to some special music, choose God's music. If you want 
to wear a nice suit, give it to the needy and wear rags instead. 
In other words, go against your body's urges. 

The mind and body are in a sea of deadly battle. Just to sit in 
a comfortable chair and think, I am winning the battle between 
mind and body, will not work. 

I am a living standard. I was jailed six times. The most incred­
ible torments were inflicted upon me. People virtually killed me 
so many times. The blood drained out of my body, and I was 
thrown into the snow and left to freeze to death. In spite of all 
kinds of incredible situations, I never gave up. [Applause.] 

God exists for the sake of others. This altruism is the true 
source of love and creative power. It motivated God to create 
something better than Himself. God lives for the sake of human­
ity, and He tells us to live for others. The spirit world is based on 
this principle, so without undergoing this kind of training on 
earth, you will not be able to move in the spirit world.

I came to America to give my­
self for the United States.

Like God who gives and forgets what He gave, I forget my 
adversaries and keep giving more. I forget America's iniquity, 
I forget American persecution. I forgave the American people a 
long time ago. I love them and keep giving a hundred percent 
more.

Anyone who 
takes up the responsibility for this nation and world has to be a 
man of God. I go to jail and my people go to jail because I take 
responsibility.

Knowing that God protects and guarantees the 
prosperity of those who take responsibility, I push my followers 
to follow my example.

Do you want people to live for you, or do you want to live 
for others? Satan likes individualism. This country has become 
even more individualistic since I came here. America's individ­
ualism shows in its national policy, with leaders saying they do 
not care about the world. Americans ignore their country, their 
communities, their homes, their parents, their wives and their 
children. They just focus on themselves. This country cannot 
prosper with such an attitude. 

Satan does not engage in a partnership. You are either Satan's 
master or Satan's victim.

Before there can be True Parents, a true couple is 
needed. Before there can be a true couple, true broth­
ers and sisters are needed. Before there can be true 
brothers and sisters, true children are needed. Chil­
dren want to be the offspring of good parents and be 
loved by those parents. Then they grow as brothers 
and sisters, as a couple, and ultimately as parents. 

Our hearts desire good children, good sons and 
daughters, good brothers and sisters, good sons-in­
law and daughters-in-law. God has the same desires.

Can you touch your 
mind? How do you know you have a mind? You feel it. Have 
you seen love? Have you touched love? No. You understand 
love through feeling. In a similar way, have you seen God? Can 
you touch God? When there is complete oneness, we cannot 
touch, feel or see something. It becomes part of us. Our senses 
communicate to us about an object that is apart from us. How­
ever, when the object becomes one with us, we do not see it. 

God needs entities that are separate from Him, so He can 
experience His exact reflection and receive sensation from it. 
When your substantial object appears, you can fully react to it 
in joy, happiness and love. When you count your pulse, it is like 
a drum beat: boom, boom, boom. Yet you generally do not even 
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realize your heart is beating. You blink your eyes tens of thou­
sands of times every day, but are you aware of it? Your eyes are 
active every waking moment, but you do not realize it because 
they are totally part of you. Can you draw your face accurately, 
without looking at your picture? No, because it is so completely 
one with you that you do not feel it. 

You have a conscience, but you do not feel it. Likewise, you 
have God within you, but you do not feel Him until your sub­
stantial partner shows up in front of you. The sensation of love 
does not come when you are alone. When you are with your 
wife, you have the sensation of love, because you have a sub­
stantial partner. Without stimulation, you have no power of life. 
God is power, love and wisdom. Within God is everything. 
However, until God has a substantial partner with whom He 
can have give and take, He does not have the sensation of love, 
joy and happiness. This is why God needs the creation. God 
created man because God needs a partner. 

As long as God is alone, the experiences of childhood, broth­
erhood, couplehood and parenthood cannot be activated within 
Him.

Principle

W
E should know clearly from Genesis and the 
"Principle of Creation" that the first condition 
through which you give yourself to God and this 
divine mission of restoration is the foundation of 

popular culture. Throughout human history there has been a 
separation between the religious and secular communities be­
cause the religious community has always been resigned to 
utter objectivity. They were not able to stand in the subjective 

faith. My heart has often been laden with de­
spair that Parents would have to justify their 
position as True Parents in front of you, and that 
members of my family would have to prove 
themselves in your eyes. 

How do Christians remember Jesus--as a 
miracle worker or as a son of God? You have so 
little faith that you need repeated proof through 
tangible things. Yet the course of restoration is 
not always tangible. It is rooted in the abstract. 
Has fallen man ever seen the ideal? Has fallen 
man seen or inherited the three blessings? For 
the first 6,000 years of human history, fallen 
man has seen and experienced none of this. 
Many of you joined the church because you had 
some spiritual foundation that enabled you to 
connect with the message of Divine Principle. 
Something guiding your internal aspect strives 
toward things that are more abstract, more in­
ternal in nature. 

Could you name for me all the different ex­
pressions of love? Have you seen love through 
the physical senses? People believe love to be 
sexual activity. Is that where true love is ground­
ed? Man is not only a physical being, but also a 
spiritual being with spiritual senses. Love 
should originate from the internal and be ex­
pressed through the external. That is the mean­
ing behind establishing individual perfection, 
the ideal relationship between mind and body. 

I challenge each one of you to live up to the 
ideals of the Principle that you claim to hold 
dear. I challenge you to manifest what you say 
you believe in real action. There should be n ·, 
disparity between belief and action. If there is a 
difference, the foundation within yourself is not 
correct. Any action that is rooted in the internal, 
spiritual foundation will always be for the good 
of any relationship. 

Love cannot be narrowly confined to loving 
humility or the kind of humanism reflected in

position, because of the struggles between Cain and Abel caused 
by the fall. 

Within people we find a spectrum of expressions that range 
from the very subjective and aggressive to the very objective and 
passive. The Completed Testament Age is the time of liberation 
where both realities can be restored. In the Completed Testament 
Age all failures of human history have to be re-indemnified and 
God's original ideal once again implanted into this world. It be­
gins on the individual level. 

Cain-Abel traditions in America 
Throughout history we have seen separation and struggle 

between the secular and religious communities. Even within 
American democracy there is a separation between church and 
state. In the twentieth century many court cases have tried to 
ban religion from so-called secular life. Throughout human his­
tory the secular community has been subjective and has dictated 
its mandates upon the religious community. In the Completed 
Testament Age, both worlds are restored and an ideal relation­
ship is established between them. 

America was founded upon the spirit of the Pilgrim Fathers 
who came to this new wilderness to escape religious persecution 
and to piously serve God. From their faith, devotion and convic­
tion they built this great nation. America also had to go through 
a course of indemnity and redemption. Until the Civil War, 
America was a nation living in hypocrisy. On the one hand, it 
was a nation founded upon principles establishing a certain 
quality of life. On the other hand, however, it was the last nation 
to abolish slavery. Although modem historians have skewed 
the major debates of the Civil War to those of states' rights or 
western expansion, the course of the war naturally defined its 
ultimate cause, which was the hypocrisy within a nation found­
ed upon religious principles and values that was willing to 
forego them in order to maintain a certain life and culture. It 
sacrificed half of its community for the benefit of those who 
ruled that society. There had to be restitution for the disparity 
between the founding principles and the reality. 

There were basically two cultures or ideologies that estab­
lished this nation: one founded by the Pilgrim Fathers and one 
by ship captains and people in pursuit of riches and money. 
There were two major settlements: one in the north, consisting 
of family communities from England who established them­
selves in New England, and one in Virginia, consisting of single 
males who came to gain fortunes for themselves. The New 
England community was founded upon religious ideals, and the 
one in the south upon secular goals. Out of these two colonies 
came two different ideologies and two different cultures, which 
led to a Cain-Abel struggle within America. 

America 's Christian foundation 
In the 1960s, America had to walk the course of the cross and 

was afflicted with war and devastation. However, this was a 
necessary process to purify this nation to receive the Messiah. It 
had to come to terms with its foundation. God's original intent 
was to build up a mighty Christian nation, but a mighty Chris­
tian nation cannot accommodate hypocrisy and all that goes 
against the Christian faith. 

During its short 200 years, America was prepared by God 
every step of the way to rise to its position in 1945 as the only 
superpower in the world. All the imperialistic European em­
pires had crumbled after World War II. Britain and France were 
in financial ruin. Russia was devastated, with millions of people 
dead due to the war and its economy and industry destroyed. 
Only America emerged as a strong nation. Father has told us 
that in 1945 the foundation had been laid upon which the Lord 
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of the Second Advent could be received. America was a nation 
chosen by God, prepared throughout its short history to rise to 
the ideal of a Christian nation with worldwide influence. 

America also had a unique relationship with Korea. Korea 
had closed its doors to Western influence, but Christianity came 
in through the back door from China. Korea's traditional reli­
gion was founded upon ancestor worship. Korean Christians 
were killed by the king of Korea, because the Christians told 
Koreans they should worship Jesus; instead of their ancestors; 
thus undermining the very culture of that paternalistic society. 

The first Christians to make inroads into Korea were Ameri­
can Christians. There is a distinction between American and 
European Christians. God transported Christianity from Europe 
to America because Christianity in Europe had fallen away from 
God's ideal and become institutionalized. Religion ceased to be 
the center of people's moral fiber and ethical principles. Instead, 
it became ceremonial in form and failed to make an impact on 
the lives of individuals. In contrast, when Christianity was trans­
planted to America, the church became the center of communi­
ties and established the moral fiber of the people within those 
communities. Religion became personalized; it became a way of 
life in America. 

God prepared a nation based upon communities whose cen­
ter revolved around the church. The spiritual essence became 
the root or conscience of this nation. In an ideal world, would 
we need laws? Yes, we would. In an ideal world, would we 
need a system of distribution? Yes, we would. In an ideal world, 
each individual would be responsible to fulfill the will of God. 

In an ideal world, each individual 
would be responsible to fulfill the 
will of God. Each person would 
feel an obligation to God, True 
Parents and the Ideal Family. 

Each person would feel an obligation to God, True Parents and 
the Ideal Family. They would feel both intense responsibility 
and immense accountability for their actions. Although laws 
might dictate what should and should not be done, people's in­
ternal principles, their moral and ethical fiber, would direct them 
to good action. We are in the process of building that kingdom. 

Faith is the first condition of restoration 
Korean Christians are inclined to be rather fundamental, with 

a foundation of absolute faith . Father is now proclaiming that 
this foundation was built to enable them to accept True Parents. 
However, their immense faith in Jesus keeps them from trans­
ferring that faith to Father. 

Faith is the first condition of restoration. I would like those of 
you who think that intention is everything to consider whether 
Christians oppose the restoration process because they are evil 
people or because they believe they are maintaining their re­
sponsibility as good Christians. Intention is not everything, es­
pecially from the viewpoint of Divine Principle, which considers 
the whole of human history from a providential viewpoint. That 
is why we feel a connection to the past and to the future. Many 
Americans do not understand this. Contemporary nuclear fam­
ilies have no sense of past or future. 

Through the tradition which Father has taught, we should 
understand that we are a continuation of God's progress in 
building the Kingdom of Heaven. If you do not accept the stan-
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dard set by Parents you do 
not belong here. If you put 
yourself in the position to 
question Father's tradition, 
whether or not you think of 
yourself as a member, res­
toration history will pass 
you by because it is headed 
towards the future. 

Many of you, looking 
from a very materialistic 
viewpoint, might think that 
victory is achieved only 
within physical results. You 
may think that we should 
change our organizational 
structure to make it appear 
more attractive to profession­
al people. Professional peo­
ple want to be challenged; 
the only way for them to be 
c allenged is through dia­
logue and conversation. 
What will you converse 
about? Do you believe that 
there is room for any change 
of Principle or tradition? 
What will you lose in that 
process? The initial foundation for restoration is the foundation 
of absolute faith. The internal base is the most crucial, not the 
present physical base. Do not worry that we do not have mem­
bers in great numbers worldwide or that we are few in number 
here today. What will matter most is establishing the foundation 
that can last for eternity. 

How many people in history have taken the easy way, fore­
going principles and standards, changing their traditions and 
beliefs to bring about physical gain? The victories they gained 
were hollow. In contrast, what we build here will last for all 
eternity. Although we are few now, the world will begin to see 
what it means to be an ideal son or daughter by the foundation 
you create. That is because restoration begins with you. There­
fore, the foundation that you create now is most important. 

I know how some of you think; yet those who utilize the 
Principle for their own purposes and as a means to bring about 
an org. nization that they deem more desirable do not belong 
here, because they will be the satan that disrupts the building of 
the kingdom. The enemy is not the outside world. It is within 
each of you. Heaven and hell begin within you, not out there. 
Satan tempts through using the truth. God told man and woman 
not to eat of the fruit or they would die. Yet Satan told them, 
"No, you will not die. You will be able to attain great wisdom 
and knowledge. You will become like God." He questioned the 
very foundation of their beliefs; instead of surrendering to God 
and His purpose and ideal, they surrendered to Satan. 

Restoration is not logical 
Restoration cannot be understood in a logical manner, be­

cause sacrifice is not logical. Rational persons in the process of 
being killed would feel that they should do everything to save 
themselves. However, someone dedicated to bringing about 
God's purpose would offer his life to do God's will. Restoration 
is not rational and cannot be intellectualized, because it comes 
from the spirit. Intellect can only exist within the realm of the 
tangible, where everything is based upon proof. A person who 
is dedicated to God is grounded in the eternal spirit. Understand 
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this very clearly. 
Jesus said to his disciples: "One of you will betray me." In the 

building of the heavenly kingdom, there is the possibility of be­
trayal. There is also a possibility that one of you will betray Fa­
ther, Mother and the Ideal Family, based upon the kind of stan­
dard that you build and uphold and the kind of wickedness that 
you disseminate amongst your peers. Those who feel they need 
pity will congregate amongst each other and, instead of bring­
ing dignity to one another, will multiply pity and resignation 
to failure. 

Become mature individuals in front of God. Father has in­
demnified everything for you. In spite of your failures and lack 
of faith in Parents, they have stood before you and uttered 
words of praise to uplift your sunken spirits. They have sacri­
ficed everything to bring you spiritual renewal. However, chil­
dren cannot remain babies forever. There comes a time when 
they must grow up and stand upright as sons or daughters of 
True Parents and carry their crosses. 

In the Completed Testament Age, children should rise and 
fulfill their portion of responsibility, easing their parents' bur­
den. For all those blessings that have gone awry, for all those 
blessed children who have grown up to reject Parents, God feels 
utter sorrow that the blessing that should have brought about 
hope and victory to the honor and dignity of humanity has again 
resign~d itself to despair. The!'e are not easy words to take, are 
they? The best medicine is bitter medicine. 

Comments on Father's 6:00 a.m. speech 
[Hyun Jin Nim reads notes from Father's speech (see the January 

1994 issue of Today's World) and makes comments.] "The great 
providential victory won in 1993 was the result of True Parents' hard 
work all year. All couples must resemble True Parents in caring for 
members, society and the entire world. " Last year was a monumental 
year in God's dispensation. It was the beginning of the Complet­
ed Testament Age. Father realized that he had to take action 
during 1993 and proclaim True Parents and the Completed Tes­
tament Age, regardless of whether people were able to under-
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stand. People in this lifetime will not understand or recognize 
Parents in their truest glory and victory. However, history will 
vindicate Parents based upon the investment they have made 
in each and every one of you. 

"The three years leading to April 1995 are critical. We must estab­
lish the tradition." We must establish the tradition of True Parents 
to secure the settlement of True Parents apd the Completed Tes­
tament Age. Many American members have a Japanese spouse. 
Do you consider that a good or a bad thing? (Good.) In that Ori­
ental spouse you will find more of a vertical connection to 
ancestry and, therefore, to True Parents. You Japanese have to 
maintain that absolute connection to True Parents and the Ideal 
Family and teach that to your children and to your spouse. 

"To receive the Lord of the Second Advent, Mother's role is critical. 
Adam, Eve, Abel and Cain must work together. Mother won the vic­
tory in the United States first, then in Japan, and then connected it to 
Korea." Mother symbolically restored the archangel country, 
because that is where the fall originated. By restoring this arch­
angel nation of America first, Mother was able to bring that 
victory to the Eve nation of Japan. She then connected both to 
Korea, symbolically finding the ide1l Adam nation. In reverse 
order, all the steps of the fall Were restored on the national and 
worldwide levt ls. 

"If we allow North Korea to continue the way it is going, it will go 
to hell. Mother must embrace all these groups and make a youth orga­
niz:ation for world peace in Moscow. Through this organization we will 
reach the United Nations. If the UN does not respond, I will set up a 
new UN based upon the Women's Federation for World Peace, Inter­
Religious Federation for World Peace, Summit Council for World 
Peace, and the Professors World Peace Academy.· We have to recog­
nize what Father has done. l have heard people say that Father 
is just a religious leader and that he might not trul) grasp the 
physical reality. Those who 
say that are totally missing 
the point. The time of the 
Lord of the Second Advent 
is the time to bring physi­
cal, substantial restoration 
here on this earth. It is Fa­
ther's purpose to build the 
infrastructure for the heav­
enly kingdom. Although 
you might complain about 
various things within our 
organization, none of them 
are due to the failures of 
Parents; they have all been 
your mistakes. Even these 
secular activities will be the 
foundation upon which the 
new United Nations will 
be formed, if the present 
United Nations does not 
accept Father. 

"The seven years until the 
year 2000 is the critical time 
for the women of the entire 
world to stand with Father." 
The responsibility of wom­
en within restoration is im­
mense. It is through wom­
en that we will be able to 
mobilize this world to re­
ceive True Parents. There­
fore, you have to under-
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stand the importance of your role. You must establish immense 
faith and conviction in True Parents. 

"Each blessed couple needs 160 members under them. Only then 
will I begin their registration as heavenly citizens. Blessed children 
must focus on studying subjects at college that fit them for Unification 
Church leadership in the future-theology and mission-related stud­
ies-not economics." We have to make leaders out of the second 
generation. Your children are not your own; they shall be the fu­
ture leaders of the world. Raise them correctly and allow them 
to inherit the blessing. Those who are not raised correctly and 
cannot stand in the position of sacrifice, dedication and absolute 
faith shall not inherit that leadership role. If you want your chil­
dren to inherit the blessing, be sure to raise them correctly, so 
that ultimately they will be able to receive that which should be 
rightfully theirs. 

To prepare for Unification Church work, Father mentioned 
studying theology and church-oriented missions. This means do 
not take courses that only bring about your own personal bene­
fit and cause you to focus more on the seculill" world. You have 
to become bigger, better and broader people than your parents. 

Think about the children facing the AIDS epidemic, drugs 
and teenage violence. Kids kill one another over a jacket or 
something equally insignificant. They have no sense of moral 
values or principles to guide their lives. Are they truly living up 
to the expectation that God has for man? Are they living up to 
their noble nature or are they resigning themselves to be just 
like animals? 

You have to become their saviors. You do not automatically 
inherit that position just because you are blessed children. It 
comes from having an absolute commitment to True Parents and 
the Ideal Family-a commitment stronger than your commit­
ment to your own parents. If you have that kind of commitment, 
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you will be able to inherit the blessing. God needs people of 
faith and dedication, of absolute standards. God will seek out 
those individuals, just as True Parents and True Family will seek 
them out. Those who always want to resign themselves to fail­
ure will be passed by. These are decisions that each one of you 
will have to make. 

If your parents do not go to Sunday. service, you have to say, 
"Come on Mom and Dad, let's go." (Laughter.) You have to 
become the center of that family, because your parents are not 
living up to the true expectation of what it means to be a parent 
in giving to their children that which is most precious. Who in 
that family is going to be its savior? That responsibility falls 
upon the children's shoulders. Those of you who have parents 
like that will have a difficult course. That is the sadness of it all. 
You did nothing wrong to receive that type of foundation. If you 
remain strong and keep a foundation of absolute faith in True 
Parents and True Family, then you will be able to save your fam­
ily. It is always best if parents live up to their responsibility so 
that their children do not carry that burden. 

I realize my criticism is painful for you, but if positive change 
is brought about by my criticism today, then it is good. If a new 
commitment is stirred within you, and you instill that type of 
commitment to God, True Parents and True Family into your 
children, they will inherit the blessing. Those who do not will 
ultimately perish. If you turn your back on this movement, 
which is your family, your children will likewise tum their backs 
on you. 

"Everything is focused on world peace. The Lord of the Second Ad­
vent is the king of peace." Father created the whole infrastructure 
of our movement for the purpose of world peace. Remember 
that. Father is not just a religious leader; he brought salvation 
on a substantial level by creating a worldwide foundation and 
network for building the infrastructure of the physical kingdom.

The Path for Completed 
Testament Age Followers 
responsibility is setting up the indemnity condi­
tion. Throughout the long history of restoration, 
the course of making the indemnity condition is 
the sorrowful, inevitable path of fallen mankind. 

If we look from this point of view, the indem­
nity course is finished and we are in the position 
of the indemnity condition being completed. 
What is our specific portion of responsibility in 
the Completed Testament Age? What should be 
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True Parents 
hope we have a 
higher standard 
of faith and that 

we practice 
through 

understanding, 
not merely on 

the basis of laws. 
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the focus of our lives here? It should be the fulfill­
ment of our responsibility and growth toward our 
own perfection. In going this way, there are always 
three stages in the process. We shall examine the 
position of the Completed Testament Age followers. 

The age of attendance 
First of all, what should the followers in the 

Completed Testament Age, principally, be like? Ac­
cording to the Principle, we understand that the 
Completed Testament Age is the age of attendance. 
What is the age of attendance? In the Old Testa­
ment Age, God was portrayed as a very strict God 
who punished peopl{' for their crimes-an abso­
lute, mighty God, and an angry God. There is a big 
difference between the time of the Jewish people 
following God's commandments and the way we 
attend God now. In the Old Testament Age, the 
people followed the laws and commandments God 
had given them. They led lives of faith centered on 

those commandments. However, in the life of at­
tendance, we attend God through the laws and or­
ders of life, centering on true love. Therefore, we 
must understand that our lives are very different 
from life in the Old Testament Age. 

Even in the New Testament Age, it is the same. 
Of course, in the New Testament Age, centering on 
Christ's forgiveness and his love through which he 
paid the price for mankind, through the way of 
faith, the vertical relationship with God was estab­
lished. However, there is a big gap between the be­
liefs and the practice. 

In the Completed Testament Age the fundamen­
tal principle is as follows: on the foundation that 

the simple obedience 
to laws or faithful be­
lief in certain things 
has been completely 
.fulfilled [in the Old 
and New Testament 
Ages respectively] the 
relationship between 
parents and children is 
created. That is why 
regardless of our posi­
tion we must keep in 
mind the absoluteness 
of the relationship of 
parents and children. 

From this point of 
view, when we are fol­
lowing True Parents' 
directions we are on a 
different level from 
the Old Testament 
Age people obeying 
laws and the New Tes­
tament Age people be­
lieving in the Gospel. 
Furthermore, True 
Parents hope that we 
have a higher stan­
dard of faith. True 
Parents hope that we 
practice through un­

derstanding, not merely on the basis of laws and 
commandments. Thus, through the relationship of 
parents and children, with the motivation of "Since 
this is our parents' desire ... ," with deep filial piety, 
spontaneous deeds and practice are the basic prin­
ciple of behavior in the Completed Testament Age. 

Bring mind and body into unity 
Although we came here today, everyone likely 

felt, "I must attend early morning service because 
Father said to. I have to go so early." We come to 
think like this as we ultimately lack desperation in 
our life. No matter how difficult it might be, if we 
were really desperate, wouldn't we automatically 
attend the service? 

Looking from this point of view, our religious 
life in the Completed Testament Age does not 
mean, "because Father said so ... " that you come 
here with an unwilling heart; you are not eager to 
come, but because your minister said so; or you 
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come to the service because you feel that you had 
to. The life of the Completed Testament Age fol­
lowers should be led according to the direction of 
the heart; then, the body should follow. 

If we go to the Kingdom of Heaven in the spirit 
world, and we are in an environment where our 
minds are not willing, do you think we can be hap­
py living in that kind of situation? J,1y is felt when 
things are going as the mind desires. Therefore, the 
Completed Testament Age followers should live as 
their hearts tell them. Because life on earth is prep­
aration for life in the spirit world, the Completed 
Testament Age is the training course by which, first, 
the mind is trained and then the body follows the 
mind automatically. If this is not practiced on the 
earth, there will be many problems in the spirit 
world. Because one's level in the spirit world is de­
termined by the quality of life on earth, we should 
be serious about our training on earth. 

Ultimately, our perfection means the absolute 
unification of mind and body. Throughout Father's 
many speeches the core content is the unification 
of mind and body. The beginning point of all unifi­
cation is found there; the beginning point of peace 
and happiness is found there; all the principles and 
order found in this world are contained there. As 
we listen to these words, we, the Unification 
Church members, the followers in the Completed 
Testament Age, must control ourselves and work 
toward self-perfection. We must control our mind 
then unite mind and body. 

Frankly, if we follow the lead of our original 
minds, and live in accordance with our original de­
sires, what problem could we have? Wherever we 
might go on earth, is there anything that we would 
be ashamed of? But why are things not like this? 
It is because our minds are going in one direction 
and our bodies are going in another. That is why 
we have imperfect minds and bodies. Moreover, 
even if we have pretty good minds, because our 
bodies are not absolutely under our minds' control, 
that is the problem. Can we just pass through the 
Completed Testament period and then enter the 
Kingdom of Heaven? No, it cannot be like that. We 
must become more serious. 

I have had many opportunities to meet religious 
people and leaders. Recently, when I went to India, 
I met with the people who were known there as 
holy people. They do not have wives and families. 
They lead their entire lives meditating and pray­
ing-their whole lives. Because their minds and 
bodies are subordinate to the will of their "absolute 
subject" and they live according to the absolute 
subject of their faith, whom they worship, their 
faces look peaceful and radiant. Even their smell 
is holy. 

However, because the providential timetable 
cannot be prolonged, we received the blessing even 
though we were not perfect, and we have gained 
wives and children. With a family, it is quite differ­
ent from going the course alone. When we were 
alone as general members or as church leaders, a 
religious life was simple and easy. We just needed 
to control our own minds and bodies. However, to 
the extent that we have families, and are not sim-
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ply going on by ourselves, our hearts are experi­
encing being divided, life is becoming complicated 
and problems and worries are arising. 

Trainees in heaven's way of life 
Do you think that we can enter the Kingdom of 

Heaven as we are now, imperfect and with many 
problems and excuses? In the natural order, there 
is no way to circumvent the law: if the temperature 
is lower than zero, then water freezes; in the spring, 
new leaves sprout. Thus, there is no disorder in the 
natural order. However, the mind of mankind­
especially the mind of tallen mankind-has a habit 
of wanting to go an easy way. Because of this habit 
of taking shortcuts, we try to be like ordinary peo­
ple and, at times, we compromise, but we need to 
think seriously about it: "Yes, this person is a fol­
lower of the Completed Testament Age! " This 
means he has built the Kingdom of Heaven on 
earth. He has practiced as one who has qualified 
for the Heavenly Kingdom, and now he is in the 
final stages of earning his diploma. 

Whether attending a college or a graduate 
school, attendance and completing the courses are 
important, but in the final stage, the thesis paper 
must be written. The thesis paper has to be submit­
ted. In doing so, the guiding professor will give a 
direction and the student has to follow that plan. 
In that way, there is no shortcut. There is a point at 
which a student will be graded based on his study 
and research efforts. Similarly, we cannot think that 
we become mature simply by getting old. Whether 
our age is twenty, thirty, sixty or seventy, we must 
go through all the stages. 

What is the Completed Testament Age? It is the 
age of entering the Kingdom of Heaven. After 
building the Kingdom of Heaven on earth, can 
we demand of people, "Please enter here and be­
come citizens of heaven!" From now, we ourselves 
must build the Kingdom of Heaven on earth and 
proclaim, "This is the Kingdom of Heaven!" and 
bequeath it, and witness to the people. Until now, 
since we were in the New Testament Age, we 
thought there was some distance to go. However, 
if we have the name of having entered the Com­
pleted Testament Age, as the disciples of that age, 
we cannot pass the responsibility to others and we 
cannot give excuses. We cannot depend on others. 
No matter what, we are destined, each one of us, 
one by one, to separate good and evil in our lives, 
reorganize and re-determine again; then we shall 
make the standard for attendance in our lives. This 
absolute, destined position of respensibility is ours 
in the Completed Testament Age. 

From this point of view, what is the meaning of 
attending True Parents? The meaning of attending 
the True Parents in the Completed Testament Age 
is, from the parents' position, that True Parents are 
on the earth but they are in the position to receive 
attendance. From this point of view, until now True 
Parents have been shedding sweat and tears, giv~ 
ing so much guidance to us that their throats were 
sore. They guided us in this manner. They are not 
like a father and mother who chastise us or drag us 
along if we do not listen. From now on, they are on

a different level. We are to be in the position of at­
tending the Parents and taking responsibility. 

This is the Completed Testament Age position. 
In the Completed Testament Age, our True Parents' 
level is being changed to that of being in the posi­
tion to receive attendance. We are in the position to 
take respons.ibility by attending them. That is why, 
in the Completed Testament Age, True Parents' lev­
el of lifestyle will be different. We will need to think 
in this way. 

The Completed Testament Age 
from the viewpoint of the Exodus 
In the Old Testament, Joshua led the Israelites 

across the Jordan River, into Canaan. If we look at 
the Completed Testament Age from the viewpoint 
of the Exodus, the age before the Old Testament 
Age, the Old Testament Age and the New Testa­
ment Age are the ages of preparation for the Com­
pleted Testament Age. Therefore, if crossing the 
Jordan River was the course to enter the land of 
Canaan for the pre-Old Testament Age, the Old 
Testament Age and the New Testament Age, now 
with the Jordan River as the boundary, we are en­
tering the Completed Testament Age. If this is so, 
then there is a very symbolic meaning. 

Following God's command, Joshua went to the 
Jordan River with the Ark of the Covenant carried 
by the priests. Surprisingly, as soon as they set foot 
in the Jordan River, the water stopped flowing. The 
time in which the Israelites were entering Canaan 
was the rainy season; the water rose up to the top 
of the river banks. Nowadays, if you go to the Jor­
dan River, there is not so much water; just a small 
amount of water is flowing. I think at that time 
there was a large volume of water flowing. So 
much was flowing that the level had risen up the 
side banks. Thus with the water level up to the top 
of the banks, as soon as the priests carrying the 
Ark of the Covenant stepped in, the water up­
stream stopped flowing and the water down­
stream continued flowing down. 

That is why it all dried up. That is why, with the 
priests standing in the middle of the river, the Is­
raelites crossed the river without getting wet. The 
priests stood there until all the Israelites had 
crossed. From there, the twelve priests took stones 
and they built a memorial stone tower and a stone 
tomb. After that, the Ark of the Covenant could 
cross the Jordan River. 

As they journeyed through the wilderness and 
crossed the Jordan River, the Ark of the Covenant, 
which God had given to the Israelites in order to 
guide them, was always the central point, at the 
forefront, and was guiding the Israelites. However, 
after crossing the Jordan River, at the time of the 
destruction of Jericho, it was different. The Ark of 
the Covenant was no longer in the lead. From that 
point, the Ark of the Covenant was protected. 
Marching in front of the Ark of the Covenant were 
seven trumpeters. In front of the trumpeters were 
highly trained Israelite soldiers. More soldiers fol­
lowed behind the Ark of the Covenant. After cross­
ing the Jordan River and entering Canaan, the Ark 
of the Covenant received complete protection. The 

Israelites themselves were in front, led by specially 
trained soldiers, and they circled around Jericho. I 
think these words have incredible significance. 

Similarly, before entering this Completed Testa­
ment Age, True Parents (the Ark of the Covenant 
is the substantial representation of True Parents) 
led the way to separate from evil. True Parents 
took responsibility to resolve all the sinful, unethi­
cal things and satanic accusations. However, dur­
ing the last stage, in the Completed Testament Age, 
after entering Canaan, fundamentally, the Ark of 
the Covenant has to be attended. Of course, the 
Israelites did not fulfill their responsibility. What 
God wanted from the Israelites was that, centering 
on Joshua, and led by the priests, they destroy the 
seven existing tribes of Canaan. They then were to 
quickly build the Temple and attend the Ark of 
the Covenant. 

We must stand on the front line 
If the Completed Testament Age is the time of 

completing everything, what should the followers 
in the Completed Testament Age be like? Up until 
now, we thought: "Father is leading and we are fol­
lowing; we go wherever Father goes." We have had 
this kind of habit, but this is not the way of atten­
dance. From now on, we must think differently. We 
shall lead the way. There are still the satanic multi­
tudes and seven tribes still live in Canaan. That is 
why the soldiers in front and rear have to provide 
protection. From now on, the Ark of the Covenant 
should be in the position to be attended and receive 
protection. As the Completed Testament Age fol­
lowers, we have to be the ones who lead in atten­
dance. Is serving a meal or providing hospitality 
for one night, or other such comforts, attendance? 
These are some form of attendance, but what is the 
fundamental form of attendance? We, instead of 
True Parents, accomplish the things they want. 
Taking responsibility, instead of True Parents' do­
ing so, is the meaning of attendance. Attendance 
does not mean doing something different. It means 
we do things instead of True Parents. In symbolic 
terms, those Israelites entering Canaan showed a 
very good example. 

How to make them surrender 
In Korea, a new political leader was elected and 

his government is trying to clean out corruption 
and rebuild the economy. We can see how hard 
they are trying and we can gain some hope from 
them. However, looking from God's point of 
view-from the fundamental providential point of 
view-is it an easy task, centering on a political 
leader's determination and pledge, to completely 
do away with corruption and crime? Absolutely, it 
is not an easy task. No matter what we may think, 
every corner of our society is filled to overflowing 
with crime, corruption and immorality. From many 
places the cry will come that our society cannot 
continue like this. 

If this is so, how are we going to make all those 
who spread immorality, crime and corruption sur­
render? According to the scriptures, the Israelites 
carried the Ark of the Covenant in their midst and 
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circled around Jericho once each day. On the last 
day, they circled around the city seven times, then 
sounded the trumpets and gave a shout. Jericho 
was destroyed. Similarly, whether this will happen 
or not in the present time depends upon us. How 
long was the preparation course for the Completed 
Testament Age? Could circling once a da)Z symbol­
ize once a year? 

From now on, we Completed Testament Age 
followers should work for seven years to establish 
Heavenly Father's nation. If we can fulfill our re­
sponsibility quickly it will not take seven years. If 
we think "circling" should take half a year, why 
not? We could think from many different angles, 
but the fact is that we have crOS6ed the Jordan River 
and entered the land of Canaan. Because we have 
crossed the Jordan River, we should invest all of 
our effort to be the people who circle around the 
city of Jericho. 

The Israelites, centering on Joshua, ,had to fight 
many times even after they entered the land of 
Canaan. Joshua himself killed more than thirty 
kings. After Joshua died, the judges governed one 
after another; of course, they had not fulfilled their 
responsibility-but how tiresome the fighting had 
been. At that time, the seven tribes were not weak 
people. However, how much God had encouraged 
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the Israelites and how courageously Moses and 
Joshua had led the Israelites. Due to the Israelites' 
failure, problems arose. 

Today, things are no different. The world today 
does not seem easy for us to deal with. However, 
in all of True Parents' words and teachings, is there 
even one instance of an unconfident word, attitude 
or manner? The problem is that we are not one 
with True Parents' words, and we fail to pull our 
mind and body together. 

The Completed Testament Age 
followers are the trumpeters 
From this point of view, what is the meaning of 

attending True Parents? If we look from the spiritu­
al point of view, this world may seem strong but 
it is in the final moments before its collapse. We 
should be circling Jericho shouting and sounding 
the trumpet. That is why we must fulfill the True 
Parents' will by ourselves. From this point of view, 
we should, as the followers in the Completed Tes­
tament Age, have a special attitude of mind. 

Secondly, the followers in the Completed Testa­
ment Age are not the same as the followers in the 
New Testament Age. The Completed Testament 
Age followers should be distinguishable from the 
followers in the New Testament Age. The Com­

pleted Testament Age followers 
have tremendous significance. From 
1993, we are not an extension of the 
ordinary Christian church; we are 
not a Christian denomination. We 
created a different level of the prov­
idence. As the Jewish people are 
basically different from the Chris­
tians, from now on, we must show 
the difference. Why are we Chris­
tians? We are not Christians. From 
now, the Unification Church is not 
a Christian church. It is the fulfill­
ment of Judaism and Christianity; 
it is the final church of God. It is the 
final teaching group. This is true. 

Today, the point of my message 
is that the Christians can no longer 
influence the progress of the Unifi­
cation Church. We are out of range 
of the influence of Christianity. No 
matter how loudly those Christians 
shout or how many problems they 
make, no matter if their members 
are huge and look very strong ex­
ternally, they do not have the au­
thority to influence us. As a good 
historical example of this point, 
consider the situation of Judaism 
and Christianity. 

Heavenly Father and Jesus felt 
compassion for the Jewish people. 
Through them God wanted to 
establish the teachings of Jesus; 
through them, God wanted to ful­
fill His will and save all mankind. 
Did Jesus originally give the name 
"Christianity"? 
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Did Jesus choose the name of the church? No, 
he did not. The only thing he wanted was to sin­
cerely teach the Jews; through them and their tem­
ples, he hoped to save this world. When the Jewish 
people and Judaism failed to fulfill their respon­
sibility before Jesus, Jesus did all he could to win 
them but they denied him to the last moment. He 
had no choice but to go 
the way of the cross. 
Through the crucifixion 
and the new spiritual 
teachings of Jesus, Chris­
tianity began. From this 
beginning point, Chris­
tianity began spreading 
and has now developed 
to the worldwide level. 
The Jews could not influ­
ence this. 

The religion of Juda­
ism still remains on the 
earth and the Jews look 
down on Christianity. Al­
though the Jews did not 
accept Jesus as a prophet, 
Christianity dominated 
the world's cultural his­
tory. Christianity made 
Rome surrender. Chris­
tianity established mag­
nificent cultures. God has 
been preparing for the 
second coming through 
Christianity. God did not 
prepare for the second 
coming through the Jews. 
It does not matter to God 
whether the Jewish reli­
gion still exists or not. 
Similarly, the Jewish reli­
gion could not influence 
the path of Christianity. Yet God and Jesus still 
love the Jews and the Jewish religion so deeply 
that they still hope the Jews will come to follow 
God's will. Already, the level of God's providence 
has changed. In other words, in the Old Testa­
ment Age, the central people of the Old Testa­
ment Age could only be at that level and could 
not go to a higher level. Because the New Testa­
ment Age began on a different level at the end of 
the Old Testament Age, even the central people of 
the Old Testament Age could not influence the 
New Testament Age. 

Similarly, because the Completed Testament Age 
is on a different level from the New Testament Age, 
the central people of the New Testament Age can­
not be the core people of the Completed Testament 
Age. The core people of the Completed Testament 
Age are the Completed Testament Age followers, 
the Unification Church members, and the central 
people of the New Testament Age are the New 
Testament Age followers, the Christians. That is 
why the core people of the Completed Testament 
Age, the Unification Church members, must re­
flect on this deeply and gain self-confidence. We 

should take control of ourselves and have pride 
in ourselves. 

The beginning of Father's thorny path, the im­
measurably suffering history of the Unification 
Church, and the biggest obstacle to the worldwide 
proliferation of the Unification Church, though 
painful to our hearts, was the opposition of the 
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we have naturally been reacting sharply to them. f3 
In this manner, the Christians have been opposing ~ 
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Christianity, in that nation's own way, opposed 
True Parents in every possible way. They sent the 
Lord of the Second Advent, Father, to prison, and 
took him to court to answer all kinds of accusa­
tions. The Christians were always involved in 
these things. What does that mean? If we say that 
the Christians have influenced the providence of 
God and True Parents, it would not be an exagger­
ation. However, from now on it will not be like 
that. The end has now come. The New Testament 
Age has ended. This means that the age of Chris­
tian responsibility has passed. 

What is the Completed Testament Age? We, the 
followers in the Completed Testament Age, should 
renew our attitude and straighten our shoulders. 
We should have dignity as the followers in the 
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Completed Testament Age and stand firm in front 
of the Christians. We do not need to pay attention 
to what Christians do against the Unification 
Church. We must always relate to them with com­
passion. Because they are pitiful and it is wasteful 
for their foundation of faith, we should have 
compassion for them and try to introduc~ them to 
the Unification Church and the heart of God and 
True Parents. 

From this time on, basically, the age of their in­
fluence on the progress of the Unification Church 
is over. From now on, we shall accomplish every­
thing. We shall be the central people of history. We 
must know that we are the central people, leading 
history. Principally, there cannot be any objection. 
Although the Jewish people tried with all their 
effort, after Jesus' resurrection, the Christians 
marched forward bravely in the world. It is the 
same with us. Today, the Unification Church mem­
bers should be like this. Actually, up until the pres­
ent, we were overreacting. We were inevitably in­
fluenced by the Christians. However, things are 
different now. This being so, we are going up to a 
higher level. 

Be circumcised again 
An interesting thing if one reads the Book of 

Joshua: after the Israelites crossed the Jordan River, 
what is the first thing God asked of them? Before 
attacking the seven tribes of Canaan and attacking 
the city of Jericho, God said, "Receive circumcision 
again." All the men were circumcised again and, 
while recovering, rested in their camps for three 
days. It was the tradition of the Israelites to circum­
cise a male child at the time of birth. Why did God 
command them to be circumcised again after they 
crossed the Jordan River? It signified the cleaning 
up of the relationships of the wilderness course, 
and cutting all the relationships related to the other 
side of the River Jordan. In the Bible, there is bodily 
circumcision, but there is also circumcision of the 
heart. This is true. 

Today, the members of the Unification Church, 
the followers of the Completed Testament Age, 
should think that we are re-circumcising ourselves. 
We should separate good and evil in our daily 
lives, and in our minds. From the family level we 
should re-circumcise ourselves. What is the impor­
tant thing about circumcision? We should all re­
ceive circumcision, not as secular people, but as the 
citizens of heaven and as sons and daughters at­
tending True Parents. In this sense, we should re­
ceive circumcision of the heart, the body, of our 
lifestyles-of everything. 

At the beginning of this year, Father said, "Offer 
everything you own to Heavenly Father! Give 
your bankbook to God! Offer everything!" This is 
an example of circumcision in our lifestyle. That is 
why God does not want you to live monotonous 
lives, with yesterday like today, today like yester­
day, last year like this year, this year like last year. 

Let us change our thought, 
behavior and lifestyle 
Looking at all of human history, the years of 
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1992 and 1993 are clearly distinguishable, as if on 
two sides of a wall. Because our level has changed 
and we have now been raised up, our conscious­
ness, our lifestyle and our behavior have to be 
different than before. That is why we need to re­
ceive circumcision. 

In that sense, we have graduated from the New 
Testament Age. We have entered a new age. That is 
why we need to discover, "Now we have uniforms. 
We have badges. We have caps. We have a differ­
ent code for our life." 

Frankly speaking, our thoughts are mixed up: 
secular and heavenly things, the New Testament 
Age and the Completed Testament Age, even the 
Old Testament Age, are all tangled together in our 
thoughts. Although these things are all mixed up, 
Heavenly Father and True Parents are not sharply 
judging us. That is why we think, "Maybe we can 
live like this. Maybe we can live like that. Or may­
be we can go this way," all mixed up in this way. 
However, now things are going to be different. 

The time before and after crossing the Jordan 
River are different. Whether we want it or not, 
whether we realize it or not, Unification Church 
members, as the followers of the Completed Testa­
ment Age, have crossed the Jordan River. We wel­
comed the year of 1993, and our Father brought us 
to the Completed Testament Age. Who knew that 
the Completed Testament Age was coming? No 
one knew. No one knew, but it has arrived. We 
have become the building blocks of the Completed 
Testament Age. That is why we need to quickly 
wash our stained clothes and change our thoughts. 
We need to get circumcised and change our atti­
tudes and lifestyles quickly. We must change the 
way we live. We do not need to look at other peo­
ple. The problem is me. 

While I was visiting Korean regional centers, 
emphasizing, "We will bring 150,000 couples for 
the next blessing," everyone was completely bewil­
dered. Everyone was saying, "How could we bring 
150,000 couples!" However, I do not think like that; 
150,000 couples is not something to worry about. 
All you need to worry about is twelve couples. If 
each one of us takes responsibility to bring twelve 
couples, it will be accomplished. Why do we wor­
ry about the whole task? Each one of us needs to 
worry about his own responsibility. Why do you 
wander around? Why do you look at others? Ul­
timately, we can conclude that because it depends 
on our relationship with Heavenly Father and True 
Parents, we must examine ourselves. 

Do not look with physical eyes 
It is true that the Unification Church may seem 

to be in chaos, but th!it is absolutely not the case. 
If we look with our spiritual eyes, clean water is 
clean water and muddy water is muddy water. In 
the secular world, the clean water and the muddy 
water are all mixed up so that the clean water can­
not be immediately distinguished. However, after 
awhile, the mud will sink down and the clean wa­
ter will rise up. But spiritual things are different. 
Spiritually, clean water is always clean water. Spir­
itually speaking, things that are alive are alive and 
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things that are dead are dead. Muddy water is 
muddy water. If we look with our physical eyes, it 
may seem like chaos, but looking through our spir­
itual eyes and according to heavenly law, a living 
thing is a living thing, and a dead thing is a dead 
thing. These things cannot mix. It is lamentable that 
we can neither see spiritually or centering on the 
heavenly way, nor can we see the heart and tradi­
tion of True Parents. That is such a pity for us. 

The reason we chose to be religious is not so 
that others would notice us. We did not join our 
church in order to lead a normal life in the worldly 
sense. Our ultimate purpose is to gain eternal life 
and perfect ourselves. If that is the purpose of our 
life of faith, then we need to examine ourselves 
centering on the relationship between ourselves 
and True Parents. We must each do our own cir­
cumcision. Right now is the time for a new start. 
As this is precisely the way the followers in the 
Completed Testament Age must go, this is exactly 
the attitude we must have. 

Age of the second generation 
From this principle, a life of attendance is possi­

ble in the Completed Testament Age. During my 
tours I mentioned that since the age of attendance 
is the Completed Testament Age, the Completed 
Testament Age is automatically the age of the sec­
ond generation. I am saying that now is not the age 
of True Parents, but our age. The Completed Testa­
ment Age of sincerely attending True Parents is the 
age of True Children, who are the center of the sec­
ond generation. Because the True Children are the 
center, we need to engraft into the True Children, 
and unite with them. We should surround them 
like fences to protect them, and be their support­
ing structure. 

By doing so, we can become one with the True 
Children. By making the condition of being the 
support and framework for True Children, we are 
receiving circumcision again. Therefore, we our­
selves can be renewed. We have to change our­
selves. It cannot be done with New Testament Age 
or 1992-type thinking. Just as Heavenly Father said 
to Elijah that there were 7,000 from amongst the 
people who were not in relationship with or stained 
by the god Baal, I am sure that today there are 
7,000 such people for whom God is searching. We 
are included in that number. If that is happening, 
our hope will be realized and God's will can also 
be accomplished. 

Organizing tribes and order in the 
heavenly kingdom 

Father has mentioned many times that in the 
future he will organize tribes. If the Kingdom of 
Heaven is to be established on earth, we need to 
have such a system. We need to organize twelve 
branches of disciples. Looking at the Revelation of 
John, there are twelve pearly gates, and the related 
organization of these twelve pearly gates. When 
we belong there, we become citizens who must en­
ter the Heavenly Kingdom; otherwise, how could 
we become citizens of Heaven? 

I mentioned earlier in this sermon about natural 

law being so consistent and unchanging; then 
needless to say, spiritual law is even more so. What 
is the order of nature? It is the order as God created 
it. The heavenly world also precisely reflects the 
same order as God created it. If we look from this 
view, we need to belong to a tribe, but how are we 
going to belong? There must be a specific proce­
dure to belong to such a tribal system. We need to 
prepare those procedures by ourselves. 

Although Father has not announced any orders 
or regulations yet, in order for us to belong to the 
tribal system and register as members of the heav­
enly kingdom, we must fundamentally change our 
attitudes of mind and body, and our lifestyles. We 
need to think that, "We cannot continue like this, 
we need to be born again." We should not put this 
off until later. We need to practice this before Father 
announces the instructions. 

From this point of view, it is not like one year is 
passing, a spring season is changing to summer, 
winter season is changing to spring season. It is not 
like a thousand years has passed and a new thou­
sand years is coming. These days, worldly people 
on the earth say, "2000 A.D. 2,000 years, 2,000 
years." They speak on a scale of 2,000 years. Is this 
a problem? The passing of a thousand-year marker 
point is not a problem. For thE: ending of the New 
Testament Age and the beginning of the Complet­
ed Testament Age, is the "one thousand" measur­
ing scale a problem? Since this is the turning point, 
the culmination and conclusion of God's entire 
providence of salvation, we need to adjust to the 
turn of the new age by renewing our uniforms, 
caps, badges and our attitudes. We should think 
that we must renew ourselves. 

Have the consciousness of 
responsibility 
The next point about being followers in the 

Completed Testament Age is that we need to have 
a consciousness of our responsibility, "We are the 
core people of history. We are the core of the prov­
idence," -the consciousness of responsibility. From 
now on, we need to think, "I am responsible. I am 
in charge. I am going to take responsibility for this." 

If we read the Bible, surprisingly, the Israelites 
ate manna right before they crossed the Jordan 
River. God had bu :n sending down the manna 
during the time in the wilderness. If God had not 
sent the manna, the Israelites would have died 
from hunger. God gave them quail and manna. 
After they crossed the Jordan River and were cir­
cumcised, and after celebrating the Passover, God 
said to them, "From now on, you shall eat from 
this land! From now on, there will be no more 
manna!" This means God wanted them to sweat, 
and eat what they produced from that land. 

God's unconditional manna was not going to 
come any longer. Why not? The Completed Testa­
ment Age followers are people who have responsi­
bility. Whether we are Cain-type or Abel-type 
children, we are the core children who will take re­
sponsibility to attend True Parents and be the cen­
tral people for building the Kingdom of Heaven. 
We shall be soldiers. Like the Israelites who did not

of children, everyone should be standing in the po­
sition of a leader. From now on, the restoration of 
the nation, the spreading of the word of God to 
this nation, tht- u nification of North and South 
Korea, preaching the gospel on a worldwide level, 
the establishment of the Kingdom of Heaven, 
and all things, have to be my responsibility and 
your responsibility. 

Actually, if we think about this point, we are 
truly becoming solemn and serious in our minds. 
Father came to this world alone and, internally, he 
fulfilled God's will. Now we have entered the land 
of Canaan and the seven tribes of the Canaanites 
are in our hands. God said to Joshua, "This nation 
is in your hands." Whenever they fought in battle, 
God said, "The city of Jericho is in your hands."

this work by taking responsibility as if it were your 
own. Let us pray.

India. Finds a Place in 
Mother's Heart 

M OlHER arrived at Madras airport 
in South India at midnight on 
December 20, 1993. She was 

greeted by Kenichiro Onodera from Hap­
py World-India and myself, as well as by 
a representative from the state guest 
house. Mother received her first taste of 
the uniqueness of Indian religion and cul­
ture right there. The representative from 
the state guest house was unshaven and 
barefoot. He was dressed in black T-shirt 
and orange dhoti, the cloth Indian men 
wear traditionally instead of trousers, as 
he was fulfilling a forty-day condition in 
accordance with his Hindu faith. 

Since Mother had only a few hours' 
stopover before enplaning to New Delhi, 
we went straight to the Trident Hotel near 
the airport, where Kulandai Samy and his 
family had been patiently waiting for 
hours. Kulandai Samy, an RYS alumnus 
of Christian background who had re­
ceived True Parents' blessing in 1992, his 
wife, children and brother-in law made 
full bows to Mother and presented her 
with a garland of roses. Mother graciously

lifted it up and admired the fragrance of 
the flowers. I was so grateful that even 
though Mother's stopover in Madras was 
a last minute arrangement and all other 
members of our region were awaiting her 
arrival in New Delhi, there was at least 
one family left behind who could express 
their love and appreciation to our Mother. 

Most domestic flights in India are 
crowded with passengers, so Mother and 
her party had to adjust to the cramped 
conditions during the flight from Madras 
to New Delhi. However, any tiredness 
Mother may have been experiencing van­
ished in a split second, when she unex­
pectedly spotted In Jin Nim and Jin Sung 
Nim, who had arrived from New York the 
night before, on the tarmac. I felt Mother's 
eagerness to get off the plane and embrace 
her daughter, when she S<'ftly said, "Oh, 
I miss my daughter so much." 

Our members greeted Mother at her 
suite in the Oberoi Hotel and presented 
her with flowers, gifts and a small dona­
tion from our region. She ha'd breakfast 
and immediately prepared to leave·for the 

Indian Parliament, where she was met by 
Mrs. V. Mohini Girl, the chairwoman of 
the Indian chapter of Women's Federation 
for World Peace (WFWP), and other mem­
bers of the organizing committee. It was 
due to Mrs. Giri' s influence and hard 
work that arrangements were made for 
the VIP reception for Mother at the air­
port and for use of the Main Committee 
Room at the Indian Parliament House 
Annex. She was also instrumental in pro­
viding for the telephone connection with 
Father as well as in securing the fifteen 
messages of good wishes that were re­
ceived from the Prime Minister, the Presi­
dent, Sonia Gandhi, and various cabinet 
ministers and religious leaders, including 
Mother Teresa. 

By 12:30 p.m. the hall was filled with 
200 dignitaries, among them thirty mem­
bers of parliament.

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Bringing the Valleys to the Mountain Top 

T HIS is a very special time of year. 
Jesus was born at the beginning of 
an age. It is an age that has rede­

fined and changed human history. It is an 
age that changed humankind's view of 
God from that of being a Master to that of 
being a Father. It was Jesus who taught us 
that we are to be brothers and sisters, 
and that God is our Father. Jesus was 
born in a chaotic time, a time of transition 
and change. People were looking for 
something that would bring peace into 
their lives. At his birth people heard an­
gels singing, "Peace on earth, good will 
to men." 

A time of change 
Jesus' time was similar to this time, be­

cause this is also a time of change. In just 
six years we will enter a new millennium. 
We often use time periods to define and 
give meaning to our lives. We talk about 
the sixties, seventies, eighties and nineties. 
We talk about 1992 being the year of the 
woman. That is meaningful to me. 

We also talk about the tum of the cen­
tury, and about centuries as having cer­
tain meanings. So many times when we 
enter a new time, a new decade, a new 
century, a new millennium, we stop and 
take stock of what has happened to us 
and think about what is going to happen 
in the new time period. 

When I was a little girl, I remember 
thinking about the year 2000, calculating 
how old I would be, assuming that I 
would probably be living when that year 
came. I still hope I will be. I remember 
thinking about the year 2000 as a special 
time. Now it is almost here. It creates in 
us a sense of excitement, doesn't it? A 
sense of excitement that there is some­
thing u ound the corner. There is a feeling 
that if we could not accomplish something 
in the last millennium, maybe we can do 
it in the next one. We expect something 
to happen. 

Many people predict the coming of a 
new age with a higher spiritual aware­
ness. We have the hope that we are evolv­
ing constantly to something better, even 
though things look pretty bad. Hope 
springs eternal. There is hope that some­
thing better will be around the corner. 

Let us go back and look at some of the 
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work of Jesus. When he was about to 
leave the earth, he said, "I have yet many 
things to say to you, but you cannot bear 
them now. When the Spirit of truth comes, 
he will guide you into all truth." St. Paul 
talked about seeing "through a glass dark­
ly," and then seeing "face to face." What 
does it mean? That there was more to 
con1 e; that mankind had not yet reached 
perfection. We always live in the hope 
that there is still more to come around 
the corner. 

Recently I was reading a book called. 
Ask Your Angels. It is a book about seeking 
the guidance of a heavenly world, written 
by Alma Daniel, Tim Willis and Andrew 
Raimer. I would like to share with you a 
short passage from that book, because it 
struck me: "We are living in a different 
time in history. Secret traditions are now 
being shared openly all over the planet. 
We stand on the brink of massive change. 
On one hand we face apparent global dis­
aster and, on the other, there is the poten­
tial for the most glorious spiritual trans­
formation our species has ever seen. We 
seem to be more out of balance than ever, 
yet we are also more globally entwined, 
more open, and caring and evolved. At 
this time of personal and planetary accel­
eration, previous rules and old forms are 
being discarded. It is a time to change, a 
time to grow and a time to heal our lives 
and our beloved planet." 

In the Unification Church, we have 
thought of ourselves as on the cutting 
edge of changing times and helping to 
make times change. We understand why 
people are talking about a global village 
today, because we believe that God is a 
Father of all of us and we are one family 
of man. 

Father once said, "I did not come to 
build another church." When I heard it, I 
asked, What? He didn't come to build a 
church? Father explained that the Unifica­
tion Church was an external necessity to 
give structure to the mission of sharing the 
truths of the universe that God had given 
him. He went on to say that someday this 
structure would not be necessary. I re­
member having to process that thought. 
What does that mean? 

Now within the Unification Church 
times are changing-a lot. Whereas we 

once drew inward, sharing communally 
and living together, we are nnw going out 
into the communities to take our truths 
there and live them. We have a new prov­
idence that we call "tribal messiahship." 
Tribal messiahship means that we are the 
priesthood of believers. We are going out 
to be the embodiment of the truths that 
we believe and to share them, taking 
those truths and living them out in the 
world around us. 

From the mountain top 
I think we u).ed to see the Unification 

Church as a bright light beaming from the 
top of a mountain. We felt that by going 
to the top of the mountain and standing 
there, we had great value as we beamed 
out that light of truth upon the world. We 
invited people to come and join us, to 
come up to the top of the mountain and 
smell the roses. Some people came, but 
many did not. 

With the new providence of tribal mes­
siahship we have a different perspective. 
We are no longer standing on top of the 
mountain and asking people to climb the 
mountain and join us. We have been sent 
to the valleys, to live that truth and to 
raise up the valleys until they are equal 
with the mountain top, creating a plateau 
on a higher level. For many of us it is 
frightening and challenging. There was a 
sense of specialness in standing apart from 
everything else, on the mountain top, and 
proclaiming God's truth. Sometimes that 
sense of specialness is lost when we go 
down into the valleys, becoming part of 
everyone and living that truth. 

We also see God working directly and 
indirectly in the world. Because of the his­
torical restoration that is a part of our Uni­
fication teaching, everything that has been 
done wrong, everything that has opposed 
God must be restored in some way, espe­
cially things that contradict the basic nat­
ural and spiritual laws. The internal con­
ditions of heart made by True Parents and 
their family and by those who share their 
vision have raised the spiritual bedrock of 
humankind. In other words, the valleys 
have come closer to the mountain top. 

Truly, this is a new age. This is the 
Completed Testament Age, as True Par­
ents have been announcing all over the 
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world. This is the time that St. Paul was 
talking about when he said, "Now we 
see through a glass, darkly; but then face 
to face." 

The fall of communism 
In our lifetimes, we witnessed the com- . 

ing down of the Berlin Wall and the fall of 
communism. When I joined the Unifica­
tion Church, Father talked about this day 
and promised that it would come. He said, 
"Communism will fall." I remember the 
days when we lived in constant fear of 
what was going to happen to the world. 
When the Berlin Wall fell, I cried my heart 
out as I watched TV day after day. As I 
watched the things that were happening, 
tears came to my eyes thinking about 
what an incredible time this was to be liv­
ing in. That was probably one of the most 
dramatic things that could happen in 
our lifetimes. 

The fall of communism opened large 
blocs of populations to spiritual values. It 
changed the spiritual tone of the whole 
world, and that is still changing. In the 
Commonwealth of Independent States 
(CIS) alone, more than 70,000 students and 
teachers have heard the t..achings of True 
Parents. It is an incredible thing. It opened 
up doors, incredible doors, for spiritual 
truths to be taught. 

Understanding the spirit world 
A number of years ago a book by Ray­

mond Moody came out called Life After 
Life. That was the beginning of many 
changes in people's understanding about 
a spiritual world. It is very different now 
than it was 25 years ago. People did not 
have very much of a sense that conscious­
ness continued after death. Of course, peo­
ple who were religious believed that there 
was heaven and hell. They knew that 
there was some kind of life after death, but 
there is much more of an awareness of life 
after death now. 

That fact alone changes peoples' lives 
very much. If you really believe that you 
are going to go on living after death, the 
quality of your life has to change. It makes 
a big difference. 

Not only religious people today think 
that there may be hfe after death, but some 
non-religious people do as well. There has 
been a very big change over the years in 
that concept. Movies such as Ghost, and 
Flatliners are in some way teaching us cer­
tain spiritual truths. 

Understanding sexual sin 
Whereas it once seemed to be a shock­

ing revelation that the fall of man was the 
misuse of love, and that it was sex with­
out God's blessing, it no longer comes as 
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such a big surprise to many people. Many 
people have a sense that there is some 
connection. The need for moral reform is 
recognized everywhere. 

Recently when True Parents gave their 
proclamation and talked very openly 
about the problem of free sex, people sat 
in the audience and said, "Amen." They 
sat there nodding their heads, "Yes, that is 
true." That was not the case 25 years ago. 
People thought you were really strange if 
you believed something like that. 

Concern for family values 
There is a new and greater concern for 

family values. This does not mean that 
people have not been concerned through­
out history about family values, but I 
think that the breakdown of family values 
forced people to stand up and look at 
what family values mean. What does a 
family mean to us? We realize that with­
out the family and the love that comes 
only through a family, there is an incred­
ible chasm that needs to be filled. We are 
seeing the loss of that love in the alien­
ation of people who lead solitary lives, 
without a family. 

We also see an interest in the role of 
women as healers and as mothers. It is 
part of God's plan. New age thinkers pre­
dict a time of new spiritual awareness and 
of planetary healing, in which women will 
bring a new understanding of harmony 
and cooperation. 

I would like to challenge us today to 
live by the truths that we find so precious 
and share them. Let us hasten the day 
when the valleys can be brought to the 
mountain top and be offered to God as the 
Kingdom of Heaven on earth. Let us has­
ten the day when the prophecy can be ful­
filled that God will dwell among us. That 
can only happen if we raise up the valleys 
to the mountain top and make a space for 
God to live among us. 

Let us go forth and do that. Let us live 
the great truth that we have already been 
given. As we share it with others, let us 
improve the quality of everyone's life, im­
prove the quality of life on this planet, im­
prove the environment around us, and 
improve the love that all people need to 
nurture their lives and to grow. 

Guided meditation 
Let us meditate for a moment. I will 

lead you through a guided meditation. I 
would like you all now to bow your 
heads, close your eyes, relax, let all your 
thoughts center on one thought, that of 
our God and His love. Relax your arms 
and your legs and just let peace come into 
your heart. Feel the presence of heaven, 
let it heal you, let it heal those beside you. 

Let it flow out to everyone around you. 
You are the weavers of heaven and earth. 
You can transform the world through car­
ing. Heaven comes in moments of radical 
transformation, in transitional times. Open 
yourself to the limitless love. Let yourself 
feel gratitude for God's love for you. Con­
nect with the growing spiritual task force 
around you. You are weavers working to­
gether to bring the highest visions of our 
future into joyful manifestation. Connect 
with your own inner divinity. 

Now I would like to read a few words 
written by a lady I just met recently, Ann 
Emerson. She writes, "America is moving 
into a whole system of transition, in which 
waves of patterns of possibility for our 
culture are beating on the shore of now. 
A whole new way of being is being de­
manded of us. This is the most exciting 
time in human history. Come surf with us 
on the supreme wave, out front on the cut­
ting edge of change. It is white water all 
the way, no maps, no manuals. It is wake­
up time, exciting and dangerous. The new 
story is emerging, visible, palpable. Spirit 
is rising all over the world. Come in, the 
water's fine. Let's work together every­
where and everything is breaking down 
and breaking through. Until now people

Ulf Ingwersen was diagnosed with a tumor in the right kidney in November 1993. 
He went, with his wife, to Isshin Hospital in Tokyo for surgery. In January 1994, 
Ulf and Irmi returned to Greece and went back to work. In the last week of January, 
he developed severe back pain and was admitted to a hospital in Switzerland. His 
parents came from Germany to be close to him while he was in Switzerland, where 
he was when he ascended. 1 hroughout the period of his illness he gave a wonderful 
testimony of faith to everyone. He was buried in Muntelier-Murten, Switzerland, 
on a hillside overlooking Lac de Murten. 

Think for a moment. Your life is only the spark 
of a dream. One day this dream will end. But 
this will be the moment of your victory and 
will last forever. No one speaks about monot­
onous, colorless and boring dreams. Therefore: 
Live! Live an exciting dream! (Father) 

U F Ingwersen is the personification 
f these words. He set his ideals 

high and tried to realize them even 
though he could not always live up to 
them. His life was an adventure, exciting 
like a novel. He climbed over high peaks 
and passed through deep valleys and at 
the end was able to free himself from all 
the burdens of the past; purified, he 
stepped over into the spiritual world. 

When Ulf was a baby of only six 
months, his mother fled with him and his 
sister from Poland through northern Ger­
many to Sweden, the home-country of 
Ulf' s mother. He hardly 
survived the ordeal of this 

and then took him to the Divine Princi­
ple lectures. Deeply moved, Ulf decided 
to change his life completely. Father be­
came the great inspiration behind all his 
further actions. 

Missionary life in Uganda 
Only half a year later, in the spring of 

1975, Ulf was sent out to the foreign mis­
sion field. He was thirty years old at that 
time. His country was Uganda, governed 
by the notorious Idi Amin. Foreigners had 
a hard time; they were not very wel­
come. The three original missionaries to 
Uganda, Ulf, William Connery and Hidea­
ki Kamiyoshi were imprisoned for three 
days. They sang Unification Church 
songs for many hours. Soon their captors 
were convinced that these three foreign­
ers were not spies. 

Idi Amin was overthrown and the 

winter flight and everyone 
was afraid he would not 
live through that winter, 
the last year of World War 
II. However he made it and 
grew up to be a healthy, 
active and adventurous 
boy and man. 

He climbed over high peaks and

Ulf spent his first years of life with his 
mother's well-to-do family in Stockholm. 
He often spoke about this time and the 
deep impression his grandfather made on 
him. Later on, when after the war his Ger­
man father could make a better living in 
southern Germany, he brought his family 
from Sweden and Ulf spent his school 
time in Sindelfingen near Stuttgart. When 
he was nineteen years old, Ulf felt a call­
ing to go abroad. He went to South Africa 
for three years. In Austria and Germany 
he studied to be an engineer and econo­
mist. During those student years he de­
cided to spend a long holiday in the US. 
There, in November 1974, he met his spir­
itual father, Takami Tamiya. Tamiya-san 
pulled Ulf by the sleeve to the book table 
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country faced war in 1979. The mission­
aries were caught in the middle of the 
war and experienced all the hardships 
that come with war. The Japanese and the 
American missionaries left Uganda for 
other missions and Ulf was left alone as 
the only missionary together with a few 
early local members. In 1981 the Unifica­
tion Church of Uganda registered official­
ly with eight founding members. Ulf was 
the national leader until the end of 1987. 
During this time he also established the 
Professors World Peace Academy, the In­
ternational Relief Friendship Foundation 
and the Collegiate Association for the Re­
search of Divine Principle (CARP). Divine 
Principle lectures, two- and seven-day 
workshops were held regularly and sev-
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eral 21-day workshops, in coordination 
with Kenya, were also held. 

Ulf was blessed with Irmgard Straubl 
in Korea in 1982 in the 6000 Couples' 
Blessing. In August 1983, she joined him 
in Africa. The work in Uganda was al­
ways connected with danger. There was 
civil war in the villages for many years, 
and malaria and other threats to health. 
Ulf had malaria several times and hepati­
tis, but he always recovered quickly. 

A farmer from the Bugerere District, 
Mzee Obadiya Sajjabi, donated his land 
to the Unification Church under the con­
dition that the church would build a 
school, a clinic and a farm. Ulf and Irmi 
spent all they had to build the school 
and start a pineapple and coffee farm. 
A German architect had drawn up a 
plan, free of charge, and soon the work 
began. Later on CARP members from 
Europe and donations from Japan made 
it possible to expand the school. Several 
hundred children now receive their edu­
cation each year in the "Obadiya Sajjabi 
Community School," as it was named af­
ter the farmer. 

Ulf also had an engineering consultan­
cy in Kampala, through which he worked 
with various international organizations. 
It also provided working places for sever­
al members. He initiated a local food 
shop, a shoes and clothes shop and a 
handicraft workshop. 

In 1985-1986 the government of Presi­
dent Obote was overthrown and a mili­
tary government came into place that was 
overthrown by the National Liberation 
Army of Museveni from western Uganda. 
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The country took a deep breath of libera­
tion after one year of severe fighting. Dur­
ing these months there was not much 
work for Ulf in his engineering office, so 
he started to make sausages in the kitchen 
of the center, inspired by the example of 
our church in Zambia. The sale of the sau- . 
sages brought enough money to relax a 
little, for the first time, and buy the most 
important necessities for all brothers and 
sisters. Now there is a well-to-do sausage 
factory in Kampala, completely managed 
by the local brothers and sisters. 

Missionary to Liberia 
In November 1987, Ulf passed the re­

sponsibility of the national leadership to 
Dr. Colette Takigawa, and transferred to 
Liberia. In Liberia Ulf worked for one year 
with the Universal Forestry Corporation 
and developed an import company for 
fresh vegetables from Zambia. Because of 
technical problems, this business could 
not continue. Later he became responsi­
ble for business and fundraising develop­
ment for the Unification Church of Liber­
ia. He founded a sports newspaper, which 
had the best typesetting of all newspapers 
in Liberia. He also started a computer 
school, since he was a self-taught comput­
er expert. One day during that time, when 
he was bathing at the beach, he saved the 
lives of three people who were drown­
ing in the very strong waves. He said he 
thought he would drown himself, but he 
had no choice since there was no one else 
who could help. 

Several other projects, a video and TV I 
radio repair shop were started, as well as 
a car import company and a local food 
shop. Ulf had many more plans, but war 
put a stop to everything. This was the 
fourth war Ulf had experienced in his life. 
Ulf decided to stay in Liberia, which was 
drifting more and more into war. He wit­
nessed many cruelties close to where he 
lived. As long as it was safe to go out, he 
visited sick people and reported their

Yet 
there is no sunset that will ever break our bond. 

Your dream was to work fervently for the industrial foundation of the 
Kingdom of Heaven on earth. You worked so hard in Africa and later in 
Greece. Now that you have ascended at this early stage, we have to connect 
the two divided worlds harmoniously. The sudden separation brought incred­
ible pain to the people who loved you so dearly. Yet this is the result of the fall, 
when we lost our five spiritual senses so that we now cannot get any infor­
mation about the beauty of the spirit world that lies in front of you now. 
Our love for you will be searching to restore the communication channel, 
and keep it open for eternity. 

Beloved Ulf, coming out of the bloody war in Liberia and experiencing the 
civil war in Uganda, you prayed for the protection of Greece against the spread 
of war from Yugoslavia. Your sacrifice will be a protective fortress. The day 
before leaving Greece as we observed the article in the World & I magazine, 
"'Greece, the New World Power in the Balkans," we both felt relief. The dan­
ger for Greece is not over, but the foundation has been laid. The rebirth pro­
cess for our nation has commenced. True Parents through their declaration 
in Athens on December 2, 1993, expressed their expectation for Greece to 
stand up and take responsibility for the region. We are now at the beginning, 
but we will walk the way of unity hand in hand, till we bring victory of true 
love and return filial piety to True Parents.
