T
O look at the Flying Phoenix and New Hope, the first boats 
I started with, it feels as if it was only a few years ago. 
However, twenty long years have elapsed. I think about 
twenty years hence. I will be 95 years of age, and I know 

that these twenty years will pass as if it was a few days or years. 
Now I feel ju st how short a lifetime can be. 

Gathered here are all age groups, from young to old and 
middle-aged. If we see this as a representative group, it embraces 
the whole world. It is usual for people to feel as if we are repre­
sentatives of the entire world. We also realize that, though our 
wish is to embrace the whole world, we are geographically 
limited. The question is then, how can we as individuals tran­
scend the boundary of the individual, that of the family and 
eventually be true representatives of the world. 

A child attending a grammar school wants eventually to go 
to middle school, high school, college and e\"ell higher academic 
pursuits. It is not always simple to go o\·er each boundary. It 
does not happen automatically. Each boundary is a challenge 
and we must work hard before we can advance to the next level 

THE BEGINNING OF THE OCEAN PROVIDENCE 

When we firs t began our oceanic endeavors, the first thing 
we had to be concerned about w as the boat. No ma tter how 
strongly we wished to advance in the ocean providence, we 
had to have a boat. Without a boat, we could not fish. Withnut 
money, w ithout economic power, we could not have a boat. 
Naturally, I have been thinking deeply about how to make a 
strong, versatile boat in the most economical way. I realized 
twenty years ago, when I 
came to America, that today's 
method of fishing would be­
come outdated. The future lies 
with fish farming, not with 
hunting and gathering the 
wild fish. I also realized sight­
seeing has to be combined 
with sport-fishing. Whatever 
the endeavor, be it economic, 
oceanic or whatever, the hu­
man resource is most impor­
tant. Of cou rse, there were no 
people immediately available 
then who were well trained

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in the areas needed to develop this oceanic realm, so the question 
became how to train a person to regard fishing as his vocation. 
That was really a challenging task. How to get hold of a person 
who would be so happy to go to sea when he was a youth, when 
he was middle-aged and when he was old, so that he could 
bequeath his work to his sons and coming generations. Since 
people are land based, most people regard the sea as a part of 
land-life, looking at their sea-time from the land-perspective. 
What about those who go far offshore? All they see is nothing 
but ocean, and stay there for half and year or more at a time. 
How will they regard the ocean? 

I asked young people if there was anyone who wanted to 
live on the ocean, 24 hours at a time. Many thought about it, but 
all shook their heads. Everyone feared the ocean. Almost every­
one got badly sea-sick. The theory that the bigger the boat the 
better does not work. A fishing boat is limited in size to between 
100 and 120 feet; otherwise it is too cumbersome and not useful 
for fishing. 

How to get young people to develop a different kind of love 
for the ocean so that they could adapt themselves well to new 
circumstances and to see the ocean as an extension of the land? 
The first thing that came to my mind was that I must create a 
boat that is not sinkable. The first step would be to create such a 
boat, take it in the ocean or even in a lake, somewhere close to 
the land, and capsize it so that young people would see it upside 
down in the water, but still floating, and then right it again. 

DEVELOPMENT OF BOAT DESIGN 

A small boat is not really the answer because the large fish 
are far out to sea, so a larger boat is needed for this kind of

fishing. The question remained, how to catch a big fish with a 
smaller boat. So my first undertaking was to visit boat yards 
and boat sales locations, then I investigated to find out the 
biggest fish a small boat could catch. The answer was bluefin 
and marlin. Sometimes marlins get to be about 3,000 pounds; 
about fifteen times the average man's weight. A tuna grows to be 
five, six, even seven times as heavy as a person. It would be more 
dramatic and exciting to catch tuna with a smaller boat, rather 
than a larger boat. I could go on and on about all the things con­
sidered. The point here is, however, that the start, the beginning 
is the most important thing. Fishing with rod and reel was an 
appropriate beginning point. I also thought that the future of 
catching fish with nets would not be long. 

The result of my original thoughts was the purchase of the 
New Hope, a boat that is versatile enough to use in the river and 
the ocean. In the beginning I wanted a boat that could do this, 
plus go to Alaska; not only to survive, but to be successful. I have 
taken twelve people on the One Hope successfully. While we were 
at sea with those twelve passengers, someone in a plane flying 
overhead could not see the boat; just the yellow dots that were 
the wet-weather gear of all the people on board. The plane cir­
cled and came down to warn us of the danger, that there were 
too many people on board and we should go back. They sent the 
US Coast Guard to further warn us. To their dismay, they dis­
covered this boat was unsinkable. 

If one is serious about being a seaman, he would first go to 
Kodiak and train in the Coast Guard there. Since almost all sen­
ior Coast Guard staff go through the Kodiak post before they 
are assigned throughout the United States, they get to know 
Reverend Moon's boat. Whenever they see a Good Go anywhere 
in the United States, they recognize it as one of Reverend Moon's. 

THE ONE HOPE IS THE ONLY BOAT 

You may not yet fully realize 
the uniqueness of this boat. It is 
one that you can fish in most effi­
ciently in any weather conditions. 
Has it ever occurred to you that 
this is a very special boat? In the 
beginning, many American and 
Western members were very 
doubtful that I had the expertise 
to build such a boat. They really 
wondered if we could do it with­
out all the years of experience. Mr. 
Koo Bae Park, president of Inter­
national Oceanic Enterprises, in 
Kodiak, Alaska, was doubtful, too. 
Perhaps, he was most doubtful. 
He said, "Father this is a good 
boat, but .... " It took him a long 
time before he found out that this 
boat is truly a different and good 
boat. Now he says, "Father, the 

When you talk about a boat, the only boat to talk about is the 
One Hope. It is the top boat. It also has the top purpose. The 
purpose of that boat is number one. Those who have never been 
on a One Hope boat, please raise your hand. Hm-m-m-m. Mostly 
women, but some men, too. 

I thought, I must create a beautiful boat, because boats are for 
men and all men are eager to meet a beautiful woman. There­
fore, the boat must be beautiful. This was the first prerequisite. 
Women represent an island, so a boat is feminine. You will find 
that this is the most beautiful boat you can encounter, whether 
viewed from above, from the side or from below. There is no 
unnatural protrusion. Everything is rounded, like an egg; it is 
shapely. Have you noticed this before that the egg has a beautiful 
shape and that the One Hope has a beautiful shape? Some of you 
may not have even seen a One Hope until today. You must make 
a point of going for a ride on a One Hope boat as soon as possible. 
Those who have never been on one might as well go to spirit 
world early! What is the purpose of living without such an ex­
perience? I say this in jest, but it is important for all of us to re­
member the One Hope. 

This boat handles heavy seas very well. Moreover, it is mobile, 
it can be taken by trailer to any place you wish. If you wish to 
go to sea in Florida, or even on the West Coast. If you have to 
get there by sea, it will take you a month or more; but you can 
transport the One Hope on a trailer and go by land to your desti­
nation. A good boat also has to be able to handle two oncoming 
waves without a problem. I have since designed 28-foot, 52-foot, 
85-foot and 108-foot boats. 

The 108-foot vessel is designed to handle Alaskan waters. I 
was the one to introduce a fiberglass boat to Alaska. Until then, 
all experts opposed it saying, "No, fiberglass boats in Alaskan 
waters are not practical." I knew they were not experts when it 
came to fiberglass, though they may have spent many years in

Alaskan waters themselves. Many said, "Oh, you wait and see. 
That boat looks nice, but it will not catch fish." However, we 
have proven the opposite. We have been catching the most fish 
with that boat. 

It is rare to have all three features in one boat- fast, beautiful 
and mobile. We have all these in the One Hope. The conventional 
steel boat has to be hoisted above the w ater in a dry-dock and 
the steel check d. The fiberglass boat only needs routine clean­
ing. Fishem\en are laborers, and are often thought of as some of 
the worst in the laborer class; but the fisherman does not have to 
be constantly dirty. If you keep a good clean boat, the fishermen 
can also stay clean and maintain better manners. 

FUTURE AND RELATED AREAS OF ENTERPRISE 

Most of all, the boat is the most important 
thing. How to create a classic, traditional 
boat was the key. If others wish to build 
such a boat, they must study ours. There 
are so many different items that fishermen 
need to fish successfully. 

Inevitably, we have to go into fish 
farming, developing techniques and facili­
ties needed thete. We have to be involved 
with the transportation industry, organi­
cally tying in with all other industries 
through transportation. We will not be 
alone in the shipping industry, however. 
Shipping has to connect with land trans­
portation as well. 

FOOD DISTRIBUTION 

Mr. Michael Runyon spoke earlier 
about the purpose of my concern with the 
fishing industry. Our small boat will en­
able us to go anywhere in the world, in­
cluding the deep center of Africa, through 
the channels and rivers to get to the peo­
ple who are starving and diseased. They 
are starving because they have nothing to 
eat, but, looking at the earth as one entity, 
there is sufficient food. Distribution re-

, mains the problem. There are warehouses 
in America full of agricultural products 
that could not be sold and are considered 

surplus. Years' worth of surplus products are lying in warehouses. 
You may recall that in the 1980's I bought around 200 trucks 

and motor homes to go around the country for service projects. 
There is surplus food waiting to be distributed to the needy, but 
most still sits there because people are not prepared to pay the 
cost of transportation. Now they will not let you take any unless 
you take at least eighteen tons of food. If you are willing to 
transport eighteen tons of food and distribute it to the needy, the 
government will even subsidize you. I envisioned that, at the 
right time, we must be ready to transport any amount of food 
around the world for needy people, not only here in America. 
Now people know what we are up to and they are looking at us 
intently to see what will be our next activity. 

Fishing is very important, but equally important is transporta­
tion. We must pay attention to that. After the successful develop-

think of all the other starving human beings in countries around 
us? When you think about it, I have been thinking and focusing 
so intently for twenty years. When the circumstances are right, 
we have to be ready and in the position to send and receive tons 
of food all around the world. People also must know that we are 
ready to do this. 

People usually live by the water-along rivers, the ocean and 
lakes. ot only can we navigate with our One Hopes in deeper 
water, but also in shallower water, around three feet deep. While 
water flows first into small streams, it always flows into a larger 
river, which in turn goes to the ocean. Because of such inter­
relationships of the bodies of water, both large and small, almost 
everything benefits from the flow of water. 

HOBBY INDUSTRY OF THE FUTURE 

An inescapable pattern of the future will involve fishing and 
sightseeing. Tourism is effectively a form of transportation itself. 
With the foundation of our boats, we will be involved in fishing, 
sightseeing, river transportation and international shipping. 

When each country sees this varied use of the boats, they will

adapt them to suit their own particular needs. I envision, not just 
small scale sightseeing or fishing, but large-scale, high-level 
sightseeing and fishing a t the international level. Go Tours 
should study, prepare and be ready to realize this goal. The 
fishing industry must be very much part of a larger leisure indus­
try. Inevitably, everyone will benefit from our boat. How? We 
can achieve this by having a good sightseeing plan, including 
different luxury levels. This is a "hobby industry." We will go out 
for leisure and sightseeing; while we are doing that, we can 
deliver goods. 

Inevitably, this boat has to accommodate a family. It will go to 
a certain village and we will make it available to the people of 
that village. When we visit that village, we have to know what 
is their staple food, and what we can offer them. Rice and corn 
are available almost everywhere. Fish is not always readily 
available, and not available during all seasons. As the seasons 
change, the availability of different species change. 

ESTABLISH DISTRIBUTION CENTERS 

If we develop methods of making fish available and have the 
technology and ability to transport it, then we can bring fish to 
any location worldwide. We will also create regional bases and 
distribute to even the smallest villages. We will connect these ac­
tivi · · with all the families of the recipient countries and villages. 

Why should we want to connect with the village? The destiny 
and future of the world depend upon who has the initiative of 
economic activity. There was a time when the producer was the 

. most important link in the economic chain, but this is not so now. 
Now the ones who have the raw materials have the essential role. 
The lower the level of the resources, the higher the price of the 
resources. Each country is anxious to preserve their resources. 
Without those resources, the countries cannot produce, no 
matter how sophisticated their factories are. 

Even these days will pass. The key will become the market 
and who can secure the market. The pattern of retail will greatly 
change in the future. Already the signs are here. People will not 
simply go to the retail stores to buy. They will utilize distribution 
centers providing the cheapest and most available products. 
Such places will be welcomed by most people. 

In Korea we have Il Heung, a fishing company. I assigned a 
town in Japan to be the sister city to one in Korea. It is being 
organized so that there will be a terminal every place we are 
working. We created a branch of Il Heung in each province and 
five vice-presidents-all of them women. 

One species of salmon that is abundantly available here in 
America is the pink salmon. I want to bring these fish to Korea, 
even to the remotest locations, so they can distribute the fish 
there. We developed a very good freezer storage system. By 
having this in all the bases, we can distribute to even very small 
markets. To secure the market, we have to have confidence that 
we can supply the best product for the cheapest price. We can 
then organit:e, even at the smallest village level. 

Of course, twenty years ago, many thought my ideas were 
too far-fetched, and that I was merely a man with a good 
imagination. That day is passing fast. Even now some may hear 
this and say I am imaging great things, but this is not imagina-

tion at all! By organizing worldwide, in this way, and paying 
attention to surplus food, we will find ways to distribute it to 
the needy people. 

FISH POWDER IS NUTRITIOUS 

If you have nothing else to eat but fish, you can still survive. 
Fish is very nutritious. The world is really starving for good 
protein, fish protein; not just the protein from animals. I have 
now successfully developed fish powder. Fish, with bones re­
moved, is ground and dried to a powder. Mr. Park said the purity 
was 98 percent. The existing standard is forty percent. 

How does the Department of Agriculture respond to that? 
They say this is too good. It cannot be too good, but maybe we 
can lower the protein levels a bit. This means that if you have 
a pocket full of this powder, you have enough nutrition to get 
along for one month. 

OUR FUTURE LIFESTYLE IS IN CONSTANT MOTION 

Our future lifestyle will involve constant movement-sight­
seeing, fishing, being engaged in various local activities. These 
days will come soon, and when we need easily portable food, 
this will be a most useful form. 

If you go to a place, like Korea, traveling will be no problem 
because we will have a transportation network. We will create 
a network of transportation worldwide, so every existing boat 
will connect with us in some way. 

A man must go around the world, see and experience the 
many different countries. Perhaps the Unification Church 
members are some of the most well-traveled people in the whole 
world. They may not travel lavishly, but they travel! 

Think about it. You will have in-laws in hundreds of different 
countries. In one village there may be 100 
families with international marriages. It 
means that village has in-laws in 100 dif­
ferent countries. You can take one of your 
best friends, not only to his in-laws' coun­
try, but to your in-laws' country. Fairly 
soon, you will find people asking you, 
"Wh y did you go to that house in that 
country and not to my house?" 

There were representatives of 160 na­
tions at the Youth Federation for World 
Peace inauguration in Washington, D.C. 
This time, I encouraged people not to stay 
in hotels, but to stay in families' home. 
Each member wanted these visitors from 
each country to come to their homes. It 
was a beautiful sight. 

Visiting other countries will be an 
everyday thing for us, especially because 
of our international marriages. There­
fore, going to help in Africa will not be 
such a dry task. It can be fun. We can en­
joy our life, while substantially help­
ing other countries at the same time.

Think about it. When a needy village in Africa gets donations 
from a hundred different places in many nations, the village 
people will be quick to notice that the Unification community is 
doing what the big countries have said they would do. 

People will be so grateful, and God will visit you, with 
gratitude for your efforts. Are you interested in doing this? Just 
being interested is not good enough. We have to start acting. 

FISHING IS WOMEN'S WORK 

Does all this bore you, should I stop? The inter~sting topic 
begins here. Your imagination is too small. This is a staggering 
thing. I have been emphasizing transportation of food from 
places of abundance to needy rJaces. Now we will talk about 
staying at home, and feeding ourselves in a great way. 

All humankind needs land and water. Where there is water, 
there is fish. You may say that Alaska is too cold for fish to sur­
vive, but that is not true. Fish are everywhere. They are ubiqui­
tous. Migrating birds, stopping to rest and feed, pick up fish eggs 
and carry them to their next location. Fish get around this way. 
All it takes is one male and one female for a new stock of fish at 
this new location. By regulating the temperature and nurturing 
fish fry, you can "plant" some kinds of fish in any kind of water 
in any kind of area. You can drop them from a low-flying plane 
over a lake. The new batch of fish fry will settle into their new 
home, and then we can fish and farm fish easily. 

The day will come when one small pond or lake can feed 
thousands, even tens of thousands, of families. The skill to fish is 
important. There will be so many fish to catch. Will fishing be 
men's work or women's work? Women's work. It has to be. Why? 

Because women have wider, heavier bottoms and it is more 
comfortable for them to sit for a long time, compared to men. 
Men are not built for that. If a man sits in one spot for three

hours, his buttocks ache too much. He has to stand up. 
If a woman catches three fish, it is enough to feed three 

children for one day. Five fish are enough for her husband and 
herself as well. If you go to a good fishing spot, catching ten fish 
in an hour is no problem. Not everyone in the village has to go 
to the river or the lake to fish to support themselves. With only 
a few people as representatives, they can catch enough fish to 
go around the whole village. There will be that many fish easi­
ly available. 

THE BEST WITNESSING TOOL 

Those who know nothing about fishing or fishing equipment 
can learn in one hour, and even learn enough to teach others. All 
you need is experience with a needle and thread. Now we have 
good "lylon filament lines. If you bend the needle, you can make 
a hook. Heat the needle over a candle until it is red-hot, then it 
will bend easily. You can also use a little ingenuity. With a 
hammer and a hard surface, you can flatten it in places and make 

; a perfect hook! 
I spoke of this to world leaders once and later one person 

came and reported that he had tried this and it became the best 
witnessing tool! Would you be interested in these things? 
Tonight when you go home, get one of the strongest, longest 
needles you can find, heat it with a candle and, with a gloved 
hand, bend it. Pliers are even better. Make a line. Who cannot do 
this tonight? 

Do you think this is only imaginary or is this very practical? 
Practical. I can draw a safe conclusion that all women can fish; 
their hips will cry if they cannot fish, for they will exist in vain. 
If you doubt it, pray about it. 

You WILL NEVER STARVE 

Making money from fishing will be no problem. No matter 
where you are thrown out in the wilderness, you will never 
starve to death because you have a way to sur­
vive. Tigers survive, how can you not survive? 
Animals survive, so why don't you hw1t animals 
to survive? The best, easiest hunting of all is 
fishing. When I go to any strange land or village, 
within three months, I can settle in. 

Those who are from Africa or about to go to 
Africa, you must remember this seriously. We 
have land and water; there is always fish. The 
resources on land are limited. The ocean and fish 
resources are more abundant, almost limitless. 
Managed well, they can last forever. Do you 
think this is a project worthy of my interest? 
Should we be the first ones to make this impec­
cable, strong foundation? Is that because I am 
smart or slow? Double smart! It is not for us to 
live by, it is to help others live. The more we have 
and the more activities we are engaged in, the 
more assets of value we have in the spirit world. 
Our valuable property in heaven is how much 

value we have here on earth lose their value in the spiritual world. 
It does not matter whether you are rich or poor in that country. 

Where there is land, there are animals. When a person is 
starving, he is entitled to hunt and eat any animal. If a human 
being starves in the Belvedere area where there are so many deer 
roaming around, should he be prohibited from hunting or should 
the deer be available for those who need to eat? Of course, 
people are entitled to hunt for existence. In tropical zones there 
are alligators, hippopotamus and all kinds of animals that could 
provide perfect protein for man. Why starve? We, must hunt to 
survive in those cases. Fishing and hunting are basic skills that 
we all must have without exception. Why? It is our mission to 
help starving people, and these are very basic skills needed to 
accomplish that. 

So many people say Reverend Moon is a false religious leader 
because he loves to kill, whereas all religions taught never to kill. 
He cannot be a true religious leader. I have disdain for this atti­
tude. Which kind of person is good, one who is noisy and criti­
cizes others doing something or one who actually does some­
thing to save people? 

No animal is too precious to save a starving human being, 
God's child. Religious ceremonies have traditionally involved an 
offering. Here I am making everyone a priest who makes the 
offering to save humankind. This is a holy deed. Do you under­
stand what I am trying to get at? 

Would you change your mind now and be earnest in develop­
ing your fishing and hunting skills? Hunting and fishing will be 
part of our activities worldwide. There is a way to save people 
through fishing and hunting. Is there a third way? Farming. 

TEACH OTHERS TO FARM 

We must learn to farm. In many of these Third World and 
developing countries, why were people never taught how to 
farm? They were kept hungry, so others could control them. 
This is a sin. This is a crime. 

we served Father here on earth. The goods and Children playing on father's New Hope during the anniversary celebration. 
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I am the only one remaining in my generation. Everyone else in 
my generation has dropped out, faded away.

years is your time. Are you going to tread that way or not? 

I am running a model farm, experimenting in many ways. 
When we export that to other countries, we can teach farming 
and animal farming as well. We are farming deer and pigs, 
economically. Do you know how to farm? We can all learn the 
basic skills of fishing, hunting and farming. It does not take long 
to learn. You will then go to Africa and feed them for about one 
year utilizing your skills. 

Though this is so basic, do you think it is necessary to get these 
skills? I will bring people from above average income levels, and 
take them sightseeing-including farming and fish farming 
locations. Travel agencies will bring them, providing them with 
tours that will include fish, animal and agriculture farms. 

OUR BOATS ARE BEAUTIFUL AND STURDY 

I trust that all 160 nations are represented in the gathering 
here today. You are aware that all those boats-starting from the 
108-foot to the 85-foot, 52-foot, 28-foot, 20-foot-are ready to be 
sold commercially. The smaller ones-the 16-foot, 20-foot and 
28-foot- are ready to be sold in quantity; we should sell as many 
as we can. Depending upon how cheaply we can make them, 
they will become very popular. 

There was a time when people were most proud of their 
homes. Then people competed with luxury automobiles. Now 
they are competing who has the most plush boats. This is the 
time into which we are coming. Our boat has dual characteristics, 
unlike other boats. We can navigate in both fresh and sea water. 
Most pleasure boats are only built for fresh water or calm con­
ditions. Our boat can cut beautifully through the bigger ocean 
waves. They are beautiful and they are sturdy. They are not 
sinkable and they are good in fresh or sea waters. 

The Irvington [New 'ork] Fire Department is so envious 
of our boats; they truly fell in love with them. I am donating one 
boat to them. They are so, so, so happy! If someone was going to 
give you that boat, would you be happy like the Irvington Fire 
Department? If you are so happy, you have to buy one or more 
boats! If you do not do that, you cannot say you are so happy. 

How TO SAVE THE WORLD 

Do you have a real feeling by this time that helping African 
people is really not a vague thing, but that you know how to 
very concretely? Do you have confidence now? Of course, you 
can take time and when you are ready you can do it, but which 
would you prefer, to shorten this dispensation of salvation and 
achieve it in the shortest possible time or let it linger on for an­
other hundred or thousand years? (Shorten it!) 

Do you really mean that? Well then, I am ready to learn from 
you! Would you teach me how to do that or not? How? 

Depending on where you fish, the bait is very different. The 
only waters I know are the Kodiak waters, Hudson River waters, 
the Long Island Sound and some New Jersey waters where I 
catch striped bass, bluefish, flounder and black fish. Each of 
these requires different bait and different tackle rigging. In differ­
ent waters in Texas or Florida, you have your own unique fish 
species and unique bait and rig. You have to teach me. "I had to 
teach Father how to catch these fish." How proud you would be 
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if this is what you did! You could really laugh. 
Will the Unification community eventually perish or not? 

(No!) The Unification community will perish or grow and cover 
the world? (Grow.) Do you want to see all humankind bow 
down and thank True Parents? Do you want to see this day while 
you are alive or a hundred years after you die? (In our lifetime.) 
You want to do this quickly. How should we do it? 

Christianity worked so hard for 2,000 years to finally secure 
a one billion Christian population. Now everyone sees that it is 
perhaps impossible to save the world through Christi,anity. Look 
at the five billion people, only fifteen percent or less are well-to­
do people. The rest have a meager existence. This means that 
if one billion are Christian, four billion still do not understand 
Christianity. How many more years will it take to expand to a 
population of five billion? 

Of the remaining four billion that are not so well to do, if they 
hear how Reverend Moon has been working so hard for twenty 
years to prepare to provide food for them, how would they feel? 
When they know they will no longer be hungry thanks to 
Reverend Moon and through you, do you think they will wel­
come you more or the L 1rd of the Second Coming who may be 
coming on the clouds? Who will they be more happy to see, you 
or the one on the clouds? When these four billion people are 
helped and can truly start living a secure life, will they become 
Christian or Unificationist? To whom will they belong? Is this 
clear? Unification Church forever! It is possible. In a matter of 
moments there are hundreds of millions of people who could 
join the Unification Church. 

What will happen when the election comes? That is power. 
God wants that and all people want that. Do you want that 
foundation, too? Would you like to see this happen? We had 
no idea how to do this, but I taught you. It is now time for us 
to teach other people and to do it to help them. Are you going 
to be inferior to me, or are you going to do better? Better! You 
are younger. 

Now I am angry because all you young people have tried to 
make use of an almost eighty-year-old grandfather! If you are 
still trying to make an eighty-year-old grandfather work, you 
will be punished. Until now, my work has been so focused. Now 
is the time to go around the world to see how you work, give 
you some advice, and to prepare for the spirit world. I am not 
going to do the same as the last twenty years. 

Should I declare that the next twenty years is for you or for 
me again?

transportation to market their agricultural products. 
In the future, there will be free trade among all 
countries, and all kinds of goods will be transport­
ed. Traffic in small ports will increase tremendous­
ly, and mid-size boats will be in great demand. 
South Korea will need good, small, fast fiberglass 
boats for trade with North Korea. We have great 
potential, because we build boats that are stronger 
and cheaper than the competition. We can build 
boats for North Korea and even Japan, China and 
Russia. Small boats can also travel upriver deep 
into the continent. 

You do not need a large factory to build fiber­
glass boats. You can build them in your backyard. 
No great skill is necessary; you can learn boat­
building in a few hours. All you have to do is paste 
one layer on top of another, and pretty soon you 
have a boat. If you are smart, you can learn the 
basics in ten minutes. Retired people will come and 
work on the boats because it is fun. 

Many members are joining in Zaire; if we start 
making these boats in Zaire, hundreds and thou­
sands of people will come! Since it takes no special 
skill to make fiberglass boats, opportunities are 
unlimited. The question is who takes the initiative. 
I have been thinking about this for many years. 
The time is right. 

I the developments over the past twenty years? Is it H 
OW do you feel after the events of today, reviewing 

helpful to have this kind of event occasionally? For 
the fortieth anniversary, maybe you can rent Madison 

Square Garden to exhibit all that we have done. In the future, it 
will be really something. 

The challenge now is how to sell the boats. Since they are 
cheaper and better than the competition, it should not be 
too difficult to sell them. People will find that the boats 
handle beautifully. 

Even in the poorest countries some people have automobiles, 
or at least trucks. Besides being a means of transportation, boats 
can be used for sightseeing and fishing. 

Many of you have worked just in the restaurant business or in 
the fishing business, without thinking about the big future of the 
combined fishing industry. You thought we had a shipyard in 
Alabama and that was it. Our shipyard in Motpo [Korea] has a 
larger capacity. We can make any boat, even sightseeing boats 
and oil tankers. 

PRODUCE AND SELL FIBERGLASS BOATS 

Boats made in Korea are very popular around the world, 
because the handiwork is better. Even small countries need 
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These are great pastimes. I encourage all Unification Church 
members to learn how to pilot a boat. Investigate what kind of 
boat is best suited for sightseeing, fishing and general handling 
in the various climates around the world. I am quite sure the 
ideal boats are our Good Go and One Hope boats. When the time 
comes, I have the foundation to do the advertising. 

THE TIMES HAVE CHANGED 

In the past forty years, I reached the peak and went over the 
hill. I did only very narrow activity, but now that we have 
crossed the pinnacle, we can do many things. The spirit world

has come very close to earth, and everything is becoming con­
nected and united. Differences are becoming equalized. 

Some people casually note the changes of seasons, while 
others instantly recognize the signs that spring has come. Per­
ceptive people realize that this is a transition time, the beginning 
of the Completed Testament Age, the age of settlement of True 
Parents. What was merely conceptual in the past has become a 
distinct change of season. 

High-level people have changed their perspective about the 
Unification Church over the last two years. Before that, they 
looked at us as just a small group; now they realize that we are 
ushering in a new world. . 

Those of you who have been engaged in the fishing industry 
did not know what was going on in the political and economic 
areas. As you now see, I have done plenty of things. I focused on 
vertical development, rather than horizontal expansion. Our 
resources are ready to be deployed any time. Now the times have 
changed, and people know that they have nothing to gain by 
opposing the Unification Church. They will stop opposing us 
so much. 

Do we want to be out-done by others or win the competition? 
Of course, we want to win. To do so, we have to work harder and 
with greater concentration and confidence. If outside people 
work eight hours, we have to work nine or ten hours. 

One reason our fish distribution center has been so successful 
is that it stays open until midnight to obtain what the customer 
wants. If we do not have the stock, we ask Washington to send 
a supply. The restaurants trust us now. The only way to secure 
markets is through service. 

USE OUR INTERNATIONAL CONNECTIONS 

One of our strongest points is that we transcend national 
barriers. We have the organization capable of training many 
people. Alaska is a vast land where we can train unlimited peo­
ple. Mobilization is the key word. We can offer tours to members 
of the Women's Federation for World Peace and the Professors 
World Peace Academy. We can recommend the best swimming 
places and the best mountain resorts. People can truly relax, sur­
rounded by the purity of nature. They long for such experiences, 
and they will come when we provide the opportunity. 

With improved social and political systems, people will not 
have to work so hard in the future; machines will do the job. If 
people need to work only a few hours, they will not want to be 
confined to a house and cook three meals a day. It would be 
better to develop good portable meals and spend more time 
traveling, sightseeing and doing good deeds. 

People can take courses, through the media, from top-rated 
professors in each specialty. Through the information highway, 
people will have access to specialized documents, rare books and 
vast archives. In this way education will be readily available 
anywhere they travel. 

People can obtain an education through cable television; they 
can call in their questions over the telephone. All they need to 
do is to go to school a few hours for an examination; if they pass, 
they get diplomas. We are beginning to set up a standard college 
curriculum, using the best scholars and professors. 
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People seek convenience. They want fresh, healthy foods. 
They are concerned about a healthy lifestyle. If we want to stay 
healthy throughout our life span, we need to eat vegetables 
fresh from the earth. Agricultural chemicals and radiation are 
killing people. 

Our way of life will become simpler and more unified. Maybe 
in the future, it will be possible to fit everything you need for sev­
eral weeks in one knapsack, including concentrated food and a 
fold-up tent. If you have an automobile, you can hitch a trailer 
and boat to your car and go anywhere. This will bring about a 
more unified culture, reducing the differences among countries. 

Permanent underwater facilities can be built, where people 
can live surrounded by the calmness of the ocean. Otherwise, 
where can we accommodate the exploding population? If you 
dive down ten meters it is very calm; thirty meters below the 
surface of the ocean, it is absolutely calm. People can come to 
the surface when they want fresh air. Space travel, by contrast, 
is much more cumbersome and hazardous. 

LEARN TRUE PARENTS' LANGUAGE 

National boundaries are less of a problem than language 
barriers. To translate something into a hundred different lan­
guages is cumbersome and complicated. We have to solve the 
language problem, no matter how difficult. No educational 
theory can resolve the differences among languages. Only reli­
gion can do it. The responsibility of religion is to convey the most 
comprehensive perspective of humanity. 

The concept of True Parents is an absolute perspective. People 
must use the language spoken by the Lord of the Second Com­
ing, since it secures a connection with him. Because that lan­
guage is used in the eternal, spiritual world, people have to learn 
it here. If you do not learn that language here, how do you pro­
pose to learn it in the spirit world? 
. When I speak fast in Korean, the Koreans nod with under­
standing, but some Western members just sit there like stuffed 
birds. If language is unified, I can give directions in one language 
and accomplish a hundred times more. 

You are proud of English, but it has no vertical implications. 
It is a flat language or a sung num language, as we say in Korean. 
English is like the speech of manual laborers; it is confusing and 
degrading. English is inadequate for expressing vertical relation­
ships, such as with royalty, parents, teachers, elder brothers or 
uncles, for which there are ten levels of formality in the Korean 
language. English has only one word for "you," whether the 
person is addressing his father, an eld •r brother, a younger 
brother or a teacher. It is like a flat desert. 

Japanese scholars consider Korean a superb language. NHK, 
the Nihongo Broadcasting Company, teaches five-year-olds 
Korean, because if people can master the sounds of Korean, they 
will have no problem learning to speak other foreign languages. 
Korean pronunciation embraces the sounds of all languages. 
Generally, Koreans speak better English than other immigrants. 
When Koreans go to China, after ten years they speak Chinese 
just like the Chinese. Korean children who come to America at 
age ten speak English almost as well, within five years, as 
American children. In contrast, American children spend five to 
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After three or four generations of international blessed 
marriages1 children will prefer to communicate in 

Korean1 because through Korean they can connect 
with the realm of True Parents and the royal family. 

realm of True Parents and -the royal family; there are 
so many advantages to_ learning Korean. 

Whom will your children wed? It is your ideal 
for them to wed True Parents' offspring, isn't it? The 
number one consideration will be their ability to 
speak Korean. Language forms your personality. 
Some day your sons and daughters will accuse you 
for not teaching them the language of your original 
homeland. I am not saying this to make you feel 
miserable. I cannot emphasize this too much. 

Do cows speak different languages according to 
their nationality? Do pigs speak different languages? 
Do birds speak different languages? Because of the 
fall, language differences arose. 

Do you know how hard I have tried to learn 
English at the age of seventy? I spent hours trying 
to learn English to speak with you. I put that much 
love into it. It is far better for you to learn Korean. · 
There will be a day where all official meetings will 
be conducted in Korean. Can you learn Korean? 

Knowledge of Korean will not make you a tech­
nical wizard or engineering genius, but to speak and 
understand True Parents' language will raise your 
value in the spirit world. How can you inherit 
something without speaking the language? I used 
to think that the translations of my speeches were 
nearly ~rfect; but now, as my English has improved, 
I realize that there is no way English can express the 
depth of my thought. A partial translation is not 
good enough.

The preservation of a nation or a race is a small 
matter compared to the unification of language, 
because language differences cause so many diffi­
culties and hinder the solution to many problems. 
People build great armed forces to protect their 

seven years at the Sung Hwa School in Korea and come back 
speaking only a little Korean. Un Jin Nim and In Jin Nim came 
to America as pre-schoolers. They entered elementary school 
here. Their Korean is perfect, of course, and their English is also 
perfect, isn't it? 

The Korean language encompasses a variety of sounds; it is 
very adaptable. The brain cells actually work harder and faster 
because they have to cope with such a variety of adjectives and 
adverbs. Take, for example, the color red. I can name two or 
three shades of red in English, but we have at least fifty different 
ways of describing redness in Korean. There are some 320 terms 
for cooking rice, no two of them the same. Koreans are extremely 
well trained in political affairs. Their interpretation of politics is 
quite precise. For 5,000 treacherous years of their history, Koreans 
had to survive. They maintained the purity of their race, rarely 
marrying outside it. 

It was no coincidence that I came from the Korean culture. 
God nurtured the Korean culture. You wait and see. After three 
or four generations of international blessed marriages, many 
bloods will be mixed. Children will prefer to communicate in 
Korean, because through Korean they can connect with the 
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nation, but language is much better protection 
than weapons. 

You can master the basics of the Korean alphabet in thirty 
minutes. To learn the exceptions to the rules takes a few days. I 
understand English much better than I speak it. My understand­
ing is nearly perfect. I notice inferior translations. 

Japanese is a language suited for children and ignorant 
women. When I say this to Japanese scholars, they laugh and 
agree. Therefore, this is not overstating the case. 

Korean is a worthwhile language for you to learn. You will 
never regret it. When Japanese want to speak with Chinese peo­
ple, Koreans are perfect go-betweens. Since Koreans are such 
understanding people, because of the depth of their language, 
people confide in them. God gave one of the best presents to the 
Korean race, which is the unsurpassed Korean language. 

ALASKA IS BEAUTIFUL 

Today we brought together everything we have been doing 
over the past twenty years and made it visible. Do you feel that 
you have accomplished a lot over the past twenty years? With 
good financial resources and complete planning, we can do 
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Not only can you create an independent newspaper in the fifty states, 
but you can establish a newspaper in each large city. We will 

influence things in a positive direction. Someone has to put a stop 
to the decadence of liberalism, homosexuality and drug abuse. 

many, many valuable things for humankind. 
People who have learned to know Unification Church mem­

bers feel closer to them than to their own sons and daughters. 
There are many examples of this. Sometimes people want to pass 
on their inheritance to our members rather than to their own chil­
dren, because they trust us. They know we are honest people. 
That means God wants to believe in Unification Church members. 

Those who have been to Kodiak, Alaska, do you want to go 
back? I really miss Alaska. In Alaska at this time, we wear woolen 
underwear. On the mountains there is still snow. In the sea, you 
see an endless variety of fi sh . You can drop a fish hook any­
where and a fish will strike. What excitement! Once you go there 
and experience such a life, nobody can stop you from wanting to 
return. The flat areas of Kodiak Island are fully occupied, while 
the mountains are still vacant. I want to build roads, camps and 
luxury villas. Visitors can go down to the water, fish and really 
relax. People will appreciate that opportunity and will come. 

They will never forget the excitement of fishing. The view in 
Alaska is beautiful: clouds, snow, mountains, green plants, blue 
sea, sea gulls, clear air, clear water. Alaska is a fresh, new land. 
People forget all their stress in the excitement of catching a 
halibut twice as wide as they. After several tries, you can pull the 
fish into the boat, where it thrashes around. When you pierce 
its heart with a knife, the boat is filled with its blood. You can 
catch many fish surrounded by the beautiful sights and sounds 
of nature. People remember such experiences and the friendships 
they make there for their whole lifetimes. 

Here it is hot in the summertime, but not in Alaska. You need 
a blanket. It is a wonderful place in the summertime. After such 
an experience, people will not want to go to any other resort area. 
Japanese and Europeans will come; the international business 
community will seek such an experience. You can invite your 
guests to go fishing and sightseeing there. 
We have many boats and a variety of air­
planes. 

Which lifestyle would you choose for 
your relatively brief stay on earth: the 
lifestyle of Alaska or the sweaty, bickering 
life of the city? If you want to go to Alaska, 
you hav~ to learn how to handle boats. I 
am very serious about making a resort 
area there. Once people visit Alaska, they 
will w ant to return there. There are end­
less opportunities.

WE SHOULD LOVE THE WATER 

The land, sea and sky are either green or blue, the colors of 
comfort and solace. No matter how much you look at green 
objects, your eyes never get tired. We love the ocean because 
the ocean is water and much of the human body is water. The 
clouds floating in the sky are composed of water vapor. Water 
makes everything function. 

Once water stops flowing, it becomes stagnant and plants 
decay. Water has to be always on the move. The Hudson River 
will continue flowing for hundreds of thousands of years. Every­
thing you see is moving, because its water content is always on 
the move. We are living in the midst of all moving things. 

Since you are made up of water, you must love water. Like 
water, when you stop moving, you begin to stagnate. The faster 
the water flows, the more it is purified. It is the same for human 
beings. The ocean moves constantly and never stands still, be­
cause that is how it sustains life. The movement of the waves 
oxygenates the water. 

If the water has little oxygen, how can the fish live? You may 
be frightened when you are in the middle of a typhoon, but the 
fish rejoice because they are getting lots of oxygen. We should 
rejoice on behalf of the fish. 

People, too, must be always moving. Since you drink water, 
you should be more mobile than the water itself. Water moves 
slowly down the Niagara River, but when it comes to the pre­
cipice, it drops with torrential power and creates a big spray. 
Where a stream meets a big rock the water goes around the 
rock, but the separate currents rejoin. This demonstrates the 
original pattern of flowing. 

Persecution stuns you, of course, but can you regain your 
original composure? Like water, you have to. Many people 
hnd it difficult to endure persecution, but we should under­
stand the lesson of water. In our body, the blood constantly 
circulates. Exercise helps purify the blood and sustain health. 

We must understand how precious the ocean is. If we lost 
the ocean, no one could be proud of anything on the land. The 
ancestor of life is water, and the ocean is the storehouse of 
water. Therefore, we should love water as much as God. Water 
is also the essence of beauty. Have you ever seen a beautiful 
scene without water? Water adapts to everything. It has no 
shape of its own. It never insists on its own shape. 

If you truly understand water, you do not have to read the 
Bible to perfect yourself or to understand .God. Baptism means 
to enter the water and come up reborn. When we spend a long 
time watching a river flowing, we feel our body fluids moving 
along with it. Have you watched clear, flowing water to the 
point where you feel purified, all the dirt washed out of you? 

To love water is the first step of loving all existence, because 
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all existence is made up of water. Do you love just a cupful of 
water, a lake full of water or an ocean full of water? If you love 
the ocean with such a heart, you can take to the sea every day. 
When the sea becomes a bit rough, the blood in your body flows 
back and forth and is purified. That is why fishermen are healthy. 
When I spend six months on the boat, I lose weight and my 
stomach becomes flat. In the winter it goes out again. You always 
have to try to keep your balance on board a ship, especially when 
the sea is rough. Without your being aware of it, your brain has 
to work to keep the balance. This will keep you from getting 
senile. Every day on the ocean is a cleansing process. 

LISTEN TO YOUR INNER SELF 

People do not get many opportunities to talk to themselves. 
Riding on a boat is the ideal time to talk to yourself. You get 
many hours to talk to yourself. When you get the knack of 
talking to yourself, you can hear your inner self speaking. Your 
inner self will prophesy to you, telling you what will happen that 
day. Out on the ocean, mind and body can become good friends. 
That is the beauty of riding on a boat. When it is just you and the 
boat on the ocean, your mind and body become harmonized. 
That is the perfect time for God to visit you. Such unusual ex­
periences happen on a boat. 

It is easier to pray while riding a boat than while on your 
knees. On the land there are many miscellaneous noises; people 
talk, the wind blows, rats run around. On a boat, there is just 
water. Not even an occasional fly bothers you on the ocean. This 
is the setting for swooyang, a combination of meditation and 
self-discipline in harmony with the spirit world. When things 
become chaotic, I always take to the sea. 

All alone on a Good Go boat I can talk over many things. Al­
though riding a boat is not so comfortable because the body 
always has to try to keep its balance, it is a good setting for the 
spirit to concentrate. 

I have been sharing with you my lifelong secret of how to 
keep healthy and holy through living close to the source of life, 
which is water. If you always seek to train yourself and train 
others, you will be a victor. E~erywhere you go, try to train 
somebody in the direction of righteousness. Keep trying to train 
yourself and improve yourself; then you will succeed. Such 
people command the respect of others. Each of us wants to be 
respected and successful. If you are anxious to save even one 
life, talking all night long with the intensity of a mother laboring 
to give birth to a baby, God will remember you and keep your 
name in His notebook. When you go to the spirit world, you 
will be honored and respected forever.

In the past we worked to prepare for 
the present, but from now on, we will work to prepare for the 
future. In the past, we sought to preserve ourselves, but now 
we invest for tomorrow. 

Man was born for the sake of woman, and woman was born 
for the sake of man. Both men and women were born for love, 
not for themselves. We were born for love, because that is how 
we meet God. Without loving, we cannot meet God. You should 
clearly understand that you were not born for yourself. Individ­
ualism has no intrinsic meaning. Think about what you will 
leave behind for your wife and children. I have always encour­
aged you to work for the sake of the family. Once you establish 
your family, you should live for the sake of your clan and your 
race. In the past you repeated these phrases by rote memory, 
but now you have to begin living them.

observing you, and members will form an opinion about the 
church by observing you, their leaders. 

The history of indemnity is the history of re-creation. Salvation 
history is restoration history. Restoration 
means re-creating the history of creation. 
The formula of re-creation follows the 
pattern of God's original creation. Before 
God created living things and people, 
He prepared the air, earth, water and 
sun. Witfiout tfiose four, notfiing can 
exist or develop. 

Furthermore, everything exists as 
subject and object. Things can never exist 
in chaos. We have two eyes and two 
nostrils because of subject-object relation­
ships. The important features of the face 
all have subject-object elements. The eye , __ __... 
signifies the sun, the nose signifies air, 
the mouth signifies water, and the food 
we eat is from the land. Always there is a 
subject-object relationship. Until subject 
and object unite, there is no center. The 
nose signifies Adam and Eve, and the 
eyes represent God. The mouth is hori­
zontal. The ears signify the four directions. 

The formula is always subject and 
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object. When a man's mind and body unite as subject and object, 
he needs another object, a woman, with whom to form a family. 
Together then they seek a bigger subject, the clan. This is the 
fortnula of development. When you become a great clan, you 
seek a much bigger plus, which is the nation. Devd•-·

econ y, like a nose, you have to give people air to breathe. You 
also have to feed people and give them the water of life. You 
must always think like that because you are the subject. You 
need these spiritual resources. Train yourself to become the kind 
of person people will long to see. If they do not see you for two 
days, they should miss you so much that they will come to you. 
Conduct yourself as a good subject, winning the respect of 
your object. 

The subject is the vertical being who bears the seed of life. 
Women want to receive that life seed. Historically people de­
manded that women be chaste. From this time on, men will also 
be expected to remain chaste. Always bear in mind that your 
seed of life can only exist in vertical soundness. 

Sometimes you wish somebody would make a donation to 
help you in your work. Development will never take place that 
way. Development always follows the formula way. You cannot 
ask people to respect you without developing yourself. You have 
lived with me for twenty years, but I never used you. I have 
repeatedly invested money, time, and spiritual power and then 
forgot. I do not keep calculating how much I invested in Ameri­
ca. To the degree that I forget what I invested, the object comes 
into being. When the new object springs up, it is the missing 
part of yourself. 
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Train yourself to become the kind of person people will long 
to see. If they do not see you for two days, they should miss 
you so much that they will come to you. Conduct yourself 
a:, a good subject, winning the respect of your object.

Tue object's characteristics are different from those of the sub­

ject. These different expressions of your character will not show 
up unless you forget yourself, Therefore, keep investing more 
and then forget. It is very important to forget, so your object can 
become better, broader and higher. Have you thought like that 
or are you just "work-along" people, acting without thinking? 

J Remember the law of creation, which n quires clear subject-
object relationships. If you have only one nostril, can you expect 
great development? If you have only one eye or one lip, your 
development is limited. Proper subject-object relationships are 
required for growth. The relationships among family members 
and in political and economic settings are all subject-object re­
lations. Without a relationship, subject and object cannot exist. 
Without subject and object, a relationship cannot exist. Without 
a horizontal being, the vertical cannot take hold. 

1 We use the model of Cain-Abel relationships to explain things. 
It goes against reason for the second son to take the position of 
the first son. How unnatural it is! Abel's position is God's 
original center of creation. The younger brother has to gain that 
position, and the older brother needs to assume the position of 
the younger brother. Because this change of position seems 
unnatural, there is always fighting. However, we have to sur­
mount the difficulties and elevate the right side. 

Often people remark that when I take to the sea, the fish 
prefer my bait. I look at the fishing rod as my object. Since the 
perfect subject must create the perfect object, I know that the fish 
must bite. Whatever I touch turns into the perfect object to me. 

If I go to a bar, I cannot say to the people there, "Oh, you evil 
beings." I have to, first, recognize people for what they are. They 
may be bad, but as long as they exist, I know that there must be 
a subject-object relationship. Even criminals use the subject­
object relationship. When a criminal points a gun at somebody, 
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he has no choice except to follow the criminal. Crimi­
nals can be very strongly bonded together by force. 

You should use the same subject-object formula. If 
you are speaking to a group, do not just assume that 
you are the subject and they are the objects. Look at 
the people and learn to know them; then adjust your 
relationship to them as either object or subject. Once 
you have established a subject-object relationship, you 
can speak your message. When I look around here, I 
see you as scattered grams of sand. I hav~ to bring you 
into unity. That is why I am speaking about the subject­
object relationship. Sometimes it takes a long time to 
create unity out of such a scattered group of people. 

I do so by focusing, first, on one person and then 
drawing people into unity around him. After creating 
that unity centered on three people, I can take a strong 
subject position; then I speak. You should know these 
laws, because they come in handy. Since you did not 
know how to use such laws, your development has 
been limited. 

As a subject, the mother has to give milk to the baby. 
Even grown-ups are still eager to get into the mother's 
bosom. Filial sons and daughters will never turn 

agamst their mother. Your loving mother's bosom is the subject 
of life, and you are drawn to it, despite your age. If as Unifica­
tion Church members, you open your bosom and give milk to 
new babies, people will never leave you, even after they have 
grownup. 

American women popularly preserve their breasts-for what, 
nobody knows. They give their babies cow's milk and bind up 
their bosoms. With such mothers, where is people's root of love? 
Where is their attachment? This is serious, dead serious. 

We must create the proper environment. Among human 
beings, animals and plants, there is always plus and minus. 
We find plus-minus relationships everywhere, so we have to 
adapt to them. Wherever you go, you must establish good 
subject-object relationships. 

You are hungry and you want to eat some food. Have you 
loved humankind more than that? Do you rush to give love to 
people with as much eagerness as you break a seven-day fast? 
If you rush to eat after your seven-day fast, no purpose is 
served. The purpose of fasting is to get close to God. We have 
to be as anxious to clarify the subject-object relationship as we 
are to end a fast. 

How many people did you witness to, and how much money 
did you make? How much did you invest into the work of re­
creation, and how much of it did you forget? God settled on 
earth at the time of Isaac and Jacob. Why could He not land 
earlier, perhaps millions of years before? Why did it take God 
so long to find an object? It would have been much easier to 
create something from nothing than to turn things right side up 
after they had become upside down. 

LOVE YOUR ENEMY'S CHILDREN 

Originally, the offspring of a perfect family would automat­
ically go to the Kingdom of Heaven. However, because of the

fall, you have to restore people. Restoration requires loving a 
person more than your own next of kin. Otherwise, you cannot 
go to heaven. There is no foundation for you to go to the King­
dom of Heaven without loving your enemy's son more than 
your own son. This is easy to say, but difficult to do. God re­
peatedly tried to get a response from humankind and did not 
succeed until the time of Isaac and Jacob. 

You kicked out the brothers and sisters who you thought 
were causing you trouble. You disowned them, didn't you? Have 
you ever stopped to think that you should love them because 
they are your enemy's children and you cannot enter heaven 
without loving them? Have you persevered and loved them? 
There is no way to restore fallen people unless you love your 
enemy's children more than your own life. This is the standard 
for liberation. If you do not abide by this law, you are not going 
to gain any fruit, no matter how hard you work. If you become 
one with God as a perfect plus, your minus will be drawn to 
you, like a magnet attracted to your strong mind of love. 

It is better to come to this realization late than never. We are 
in a very miserable situation today. I said often that unless you 
love your Cain-type children more than your own children (who 
are like Abel}, you cannot restore them. It sounds paradoxical, 
but it is the only way to restore people. Unless you abide by this 
law, God cannot help you. I expect you to understand this and 
put it into practice from now on. 

Raise your children up to your level and let them take over 
your position. You can then leave to do more important work. 
You need to raise people who will nurture all the young brothers 
and sisters, the new members. You have to teach them from the 
parental position. 

When I created the American Freedom Coalition, everyone 
seemed to be inspired. When I give you money, you do the work; 
but when I stop giving you money you become stagnant. Now 
look at you! You must follow the formula of subject and object. 
When subject and object become one, then the center of true love 
is established. True love begins when you give up yourself. 

I WANTED YOU TO BECOME TOP LEADERS 

How long have you been in the Unification Church? An aver­
age of twenty years? How many people have you raised around 
you? Restoration means to revive people. To become like that, 
you need true love. 

Remember how your eyes squinted when I announced that 
you were going to go to Africa? I wanted to make you the top 
leaders of this country, nothing less. I wanted to see senators ar d 
members of Congress following you. Before you go to a new 
mission, you should have two or three legislators following 
your example. 

I am working to bring unity between South Korea's president 
and North Korea's president. My power is stronger than that 
of either the South Korean government or the North Korean 
government. Neither side can bring the two together, but I can. 
If I go this formula way, the outcome will be eternal. I cannot 
attack them and occupy them. . 

It has taken me a long time to accomplish things, because you 
did not know this principle. Now you do. You cannot sleep 
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longer than your members and become the center person. You 
cannot eat better food than the average members and become 
their center. Do not make people your servants. You are in the 
parent's position. With a parental heart, you have to feed people 
and put them to sleep before you can go to sleep. Have you lived 
that way? Your conscience knows that you have not followed 
that principle. Unless you create the proper subject-object rela­
tionship, you cannot advance: 

Do you remember your pledge to become a top gun? I have 
created a large objective sphere by adhering to th~t principle. 
The spirit world helps because it conforms to the law no matter 
what you do, otherwise, it does not work. 

You need to change drastically. Throw away the old way of 
thinking. Now you have the Family Pledge. You are qualified 
to recite that pledge only after your mind and body unite and 
after you become one with your spouse and children. Because 
of the fall, each of these three relationships has been severed. 
Now we have to restore them. We have to change the fallen life, 
love and lineage into the true life, love and lineage. 

You are blessed couples. Do you ever fight with each other? 
You should never fight, causing your spouse to cry. Pledge never 
to show your children such tears. Your children will follow your 
pattern. Your family is the reflection of yourself. 

I wanted you to become the hedge against the evil invading 
the country, but you have not played that role well. I made 
many vertical connections that you can take and connect hori­
zontally. Make yourself the center of your state, for instance. 
Think of yourself as the new creator of your state, in God's place. 
Invest and forget. Follow the living formula, centering on me. 
If you stand in the center, representing all humankind, new 
creation will spring forth. Resolve never to make a mistake in 
the course of re-creation. 

We are living in the time of the second generation. You do 
not have to pay attention to people older than fifty. Those who 
were born after 1945 belong to my realm. I am extending this 
realm seven more years to include people up to the age of 55. I 
want to preserve even the narrow bridge. This age group can 
have a tremendous influence over society. Primary and sec­
ondary school students are still under their parents' wings. Even 
college students come in and out of their mother's bosom. 

Beyond that age, they are under the wings of so *ciety and 
the nation. My shortcut to influence the world is to reach out 
to college students and alumni. 

[To one leader:] Do not be too quick to speak, but rather restrain 
yourself. Do not criticize people, but have a generous attitude. 
Embrace people rather than shouting at them. Now that you 
have experience, you should use discretion. I do not want you 
to be mediocre. Instead of criticizing your Korean leader, work 
harmoniously with him; otherwise, you will just drift from one 
place to another place, never settling down.

G. Educate 3,200 women from twelve countries represent­
ing the world, and send them throughout the world to 
re-educate the diplomats of the world and create a uni­
fied world. 

H. Since women are the center of true love on the earth, they 
must educate the children by their own example, and, 
by uniting with their husbands, become the model and 
example to the children, so that the children will become 
exemplary couples and parents in the future. 

I. Women should be the central figures to attend their 
husbands, who are the kings of their families, and be­
come the teachers of true love by rearing children to be 
future kings. 

J. Women must demonstrate how to harmonize horizon­
tally while having God and True Parents in the vertical 
position. 

K. Women are the center of the children's praise of true love, 
the center of the husband's true love, and the center of 
the true love of God on earth. 

L. Peace and happiness stem from women. 
M.Heaven on earth, which is the age of peace and unifica­

tion, is the age of the praise of women. 
N. Since women represent the earth, they should be proud 

of having generous minds and above all should possess 
an accommodating attitude. 

IV. World Peace Collegiate Association for the Research 
of Principle (World CARP) 

A. CARP should receive education centering on the father's 
heart and mother's heart and build that tradition. 

B. Children, especially, should be educated centering on 
their mothers' love.

A. The members of Yf WP will inherit from True Parents 
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the tradition of vertically connecting the family, nation, 
world and heaven. By becoming the cadre of heaven 
on earth, they will become exemplary models of action 
in all circumstances and develop a progressive history. 

B. By connecting old age, middle age and youth in man's 
life, establish a vertical tradition in a straight line and 
apply it t. .... everyday living. 

C. Everyone should win the confidence of the elder gener­
ation and be an example to the younger generation. 

D. After graduation a student should not consider it sepa­
ration from school and family, but should bear fruit in 
a new family and rightly conduct education in a new 
school, teaching the family and society through exam­
ple and with a sense of responsibility. 

E. Youth should perfect the ideal of the family heaven and 
should play a central role to realize an ethical world. 

F. By becoming a central, exemplary model of life with a 
unified mind and body, youth should constantly pursue 
the well-being of the nation. 

G. Youth should accomplish mind-body unity, husband­
wife unity and parent-child unity, and create a realm of 
unification in the family, society, nation and \1orld. 

H. Youth should eliminate the fallen nature of the old age 
and bring religion, philosophy, politics, economics and 
culture, which are pursuing the new age, into the world 
of shimjung culture based upon true love. 

I. Youth should carry out the mission of the central axis 
which vertically connects the elderly, middle-aged, 
youth and children. 

J. YFWP should unite with CARP, bring the family into 
harmony with the society and, by becoming one with 
God and True Parents, connect the nation, world and 
heaven and proceed toward a unified, peaceful world. 

K. Members of YFWP should live with a purpose: to leave 
behind something significant in their lifetimes. 

L. YFWP, together with CARP, will have to unite the fed­
eration of world universities vertically and horizontally 
and effectively change the world.

The History of the 
Oceanic Providence 

I GOOD morning True Parents, distin­
guished guests, my brothers and 
sisters. On August 1, 1974, Father 

announced the official beginning of the 
oceanic providence. At that time we had 
just purchased two boa , the Flying Phoe­
nix and the New Hope. 

With the opening of the International 
Training Center here at Belvedere in 1973, 
and the Day of Hope tours throughout 
America, Father would find time from his 
whirlwind schedule to go down to t~ 
Hudson River to learn about the kinds of 
fish there, laying the groundwork for the 
oceanic providence. 

After the purchase of the New Hope in 
1974, Father began fishing out of Freeport, 
Long Island, in the Atlantic Ocean, chal­
lenging the abundant bluefish, fluke and 
small tuna thue. During this period he set 
a record of 160 bluefish caught in one day. 

Why Father went to the sea 
Father never went out merely fishing 

for himself. From the early days in Korea 
he recognized how the vast resources of

Even the media, which was usually 

cynical and derisive toward Father, later 
began to write favorably about his fishing 
exploits. The National Fisherman, America's 
most widely read and prestigious fishing 
magazine featured a front page story titled 
"A Day Trip with Rev. Sun Myung Moon's 
Tuna Fleet." The magazine dispatched a 
reporter to Gloucester to go out on a Good 
Go boat with two members in the Ocean 
Challenge program. The magazine story 
detailed Father's fishing techniques with 
many pictures, including one that showed 
a baited hook and the caption: "This is one 
of the Rev. Moon's preferred baits." Father 
had clearly set the standard for catching

In 1976, Father founded International 
Oceanic Enterprises (IOE) in Norfolk, Vir­
ginia, with Dr. Bo Hi Pak as president, 
working with several elder American 
brothers. Inspired by Father's tradition, 
IOE members would have to persevere 
through many hard

Our largest vessel is a 220-foot factory 
trawler with state-of-the-art technology 
operating in the Bering Sea. It catches, 
processes and delivers its product at sea 
with a crew of fifty people working in 
shifts around the clock processing up to 

times in order to even­
tually become the 
largest of our oceanic 
enterprises in America. 

From Norfolk, IOE

Seattle, Washington. In 1989, Mr. Johnson 
Choi, who pioneered the oceanic provi­
dence in Alaska, became president of IOE. 

Today the IOE group is one of the larger 
seafood companies in America. In 1992, 
Mr. Sang Kwon Park became its president 
and is now guiding the many oceanic 
businesses toward greater productivity. 

IOE processes lobster and tuna in 
Gloucester, shrimp in Alabama, salmon, 
pollack, cod, sole and halibut-you name 
it-in Alaska, distributes these products 
throughout America and exports them to 
Japan and other countries. 

Other ocean businesses 
At the same time that IOE began op­

erations in 1976, a group of Japanese 
members started wholesaling fish prod­
ucts in the New York area to restaurants. 
This business quickly expanded and to­
day is called New York Fish House, one 
of the best known wholesalers on the 
East Coast. 

In 1977, members, inspired by True 
Parents love for the ocean and respect 
for fishermen, founded US Marine Cor­
poration to own and build commercial 
fishing vessels. 

In Alabama, a subsidiary, Master Ma­
rine, has built over 100 world-class steel 
fishing vessels and does repair work for 
the US Navy, Coast Guard and Corps of 
Engineers, as well as for commercial fish­
ermen. They have sold boats for use in 
major seaports on all coasts of America 
as well as for Brazil, Colombia, the Congo, 
Nigeria and Guinea. 

In 1987, Master Marine built an 85-foot 
fiberglass trawler, the largest of its kind, 
called One Ocean. This unique boat, de­
signed by Father, is part of the fleet in 
Kodiak, Alaska, today. 

100 tons or over 200,000 lbs. of finished 
product per day. 

Persecution and opposition 
The US government also charters our 

Alaskan boats for ocean research. It is 
important to know that many of these 
hard working members had little experi­
ence in catching, processing, distributing 
or marketing seafood when we began. 
Often, in towns like Gloucester, Bayou 
La Batre and Kodiak we faced stiff oppo­
sition from local residents. They threw 
stones and eggs, cut brake Jines, and re­
wned rommercial properties to residential 
use, forcing us into court where we even­
tually won. 

The media would follow us every­
where. Investigative programs such as 
award-winning "60 Minutes" came to 

..... 

Gloucester, and NBC and CBS "Evening 
News" to Alabama. Local and national 
politicians tried to advance their careers 
investigating us. Most of them are now 
gone, while we remain. 

During these times of persecution and 
even though we made many mistakes, 
True Parents always encouraged us to 
keep going. True Parents had absolute 
faith and confidence in the ocean provi­
dence. They never wavered. Because of 
their sacrifice and their love of God and 
humanity, we were able to prevail. 

Furthermore, we did this as an interna­
tional community with Koreans, Japanese, 
North and South Americans, Europeans 
and Africans working together under our 
True Parents' teachings. 

Eventually, the persecution subsided, 
as towns welcomed us because we were 
good citizens and honest businessmen. 
The media began to change from attacking 
to respecting us. For example, in 1989, 
Pacific Fishing magazine ran a story which 
began: "Those in the seafood industry 
know the Reverend Sun Myung Moon 
and his followers well. For a decade, busi­
nesses run by members of the Unification 
Church have turned up in seaports from 
New England to the Gulf of Mexico to 
Kodiak, Alaska. The church is linked to 
boatyards, state of the art processo.-s, 
and even seafood restaurant(s .. .. " 

How tunas teach unity 
In 1980 and 1981 Father founded Ocean 

Church and Ocean Challenge. True Parents

had long recognized that the ocean offers 
a unique training experience not only to 
develop boating and fishing skills, but 
also to provide an opportunity to over­
come personal limitations, to persevere in 
the face of adversity and difficult condi­
tions, and to develop patience and team­
work. 

What better way is there to learn unity 
than when a 900 lb. tuna swallows your 
bait and starts pulling your boat all over 
the place. Finally, Father knew that the 
majesty of the ocean gives one an unfor­
gettable experience with the living God. 

Father himself tirelessly trained many 
young people in fishing and ocean skills 
in Gloucester and along the Hudson River 
at the Unification Theological Seminary. 
He taught students how to catch carp and 
the art of net-making. 

This tradition of ocean training contin­
ues today as Father invites many scholars, 
religious leaders and international guests 
to Alaska to experience firs thand the 
oceanic pro\ ·j dence. 

Shattering the bad image 
Ocean Challenge now trains over 100 

people each summer. In order to fulfill the 
Ocean Challenge program, Father himself 
designed the now-famous 28-foot Good 
Go boats that were built by Master Marine 
in New York. These boats were based on 
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Father's many years of fishing experience. 
Working around the clock under the 

guidance of Mr. Takeru Kamiyama 136 
boats were built in record time from 1980 
to 1981 and they are still being built now 
in New Jersey. They are unsinkable and 
are adaptable to all kinds of fisheries. 

The prestigious National Fisherman 
magazine had this to say about Ocean 
Challenge in a 1984 article: "Since 1981, 
some 300 selected members of the Unifi­
cation Church have received temporary 
assignments in Gloucester, Massachusetts, 
for up to three months of seasonal tuna 
fishing. These young men and women are 
the future leaders of the Unification 
Church of America. The testing and train­
ing program in Gloucester is the personal 
project of Rev. Sun Myung Moon." 

With this program established and 
Father's fishing tradition now inspiring 
our members all over the world, twelve 
Japanese members came to Seattle in 1983 
and founded the Shining Ocean Company 
which produces, with leading-edge tech­
nology, imitation crab meat products that 
are sold in major supermarket chains un­
der the Kanimi brand name. 

In 1985, other Japanese members came 
to America and opened Japanese restau­
rants, almost 100 in all. With their love for 
and knowledge of fish, Japanese members 
have made an invaluable contribution to 

the oceanic providence. 
One of Father's primary goals in ex­

ploring the ocean is to alleviate world j 
hunger. Now, inspired by this goal, Inter- , 
national Seafood of Alaska under the di­
rection of Mr. Koo Bae Park is pioneering 
the production of dried fish protein into 
an economical fish powder that can be 
sent to Third World countries where 
hunger is so devastating. We are conduct­
ing this program with the assistance and 
encouragement of the US government. 

There are many other ocean-related 
ventures too numerous to detail today 
such as the Elizabeth, New Jersey Seaport 
Center, the Los Angeles distribution and 
r rocessing facility, the San Francisco sea­
food companies, the Ocean Challenge pro­
gram in Los Angeles for at-risk youth-all 
of these inspired by True Parents' vision 
and example. 

In 1988, Father announced the expan­
sion of the oceanic providence to the world 
level. Already, Il Heung in Korea is build­
ing boats, Happy World in J"! an is whole­
saling and distributing seafood, and Aus­
tralia has purchased a fishing vessel, to 
name just a few of the worldwide oceanic 
activities. 

Mother's support 
As Father pioneered the vast potential 

of the ocean, Mother was always there 
beside him. Indeed, while traveling in 
Alaska with Father, Mother fished for 
salmon in the many streams and rivers 
near Kodiak, and soon she was catching 
trophy-size salmon. Mother would even 
accompany Father to remote fishing areas 
where there was no electricity and there 
were only dirty trailers to live in. 

To pioneer the oceanic providence, 
True Parents endured many harsh living 
conditions and lonely circumstances, yet 
they always practiced true love, giving 
more than anyone else. 

Finally I want to recount one more 
episode that happened back here on the 
Hudson River last year. True Parents' 
grandson, Shin Won Nim, at about five 
years of age began to accompany Father 
on his many fishing trips for striped bass, 
leaving with him early in the morning. 

One member on Father's boat told me 
that "through rough seas, rain and cold 
weather Shin Won Nim never complained 
or got upset." Truly, he has inherited Fa­
ther's spirit! 

From today onward, I hope that we can 
all inherit this spirit of True Parents and 
True Family and write many new chapters 
ourselves in the ocean providence history.

Runyon walked us through a history of 
these first twenty years [see the text of his 
speech in this issue]. Mr. Runyon, who 
was himself involved with International 
Oceanic Enterprises, Inc. from its incep­
tion, reminded us of the milestones of this 
oceanic providence, thus showing us an 
outline of the development of the oceanic 
activities through the years.

world peace. I truly hope that through our unified efforts, we 
can inspire young people worldwide to take charge of their lives 
and apply their enetgy and creativity for the purpose of creating 
a better world. 

Throughout the ages, young people have often been called by 
God to provide leadership at crucial points in history. Thomas

Jesus Christ, at the age of thirty, began 
his ministry of love and forgiveness 2,000 
years ago. Today, his teachings continue to 
inspire and give new life to people all over 
the world. I myself have been deeply moved 
by the love of Jesus Christ. It was he who 
asked me to take up the task of creating a 
unified world of true love when I was only 
sixteen years old. Since then, I have never 
wavered in my commitment to God and 
in my promise to Jesus on that Easter Sun­
day morning. 

Washington, D.C. itself reverberates with 
the remembrance of thousands of young 
people who sacrificed themselves for a 
higher purpose. At the Arlington National 
Cemetery, we find the names of young 
men and women who gave up their lives 
defending freedom and peace. On the steps 
of the Lincoln Memorial we recall Martin 
Luther King's stirring "I Have a Dream" 
speech which captivated and inspired all 
of us to put an end to racial injustice and 
bigotry. 

We have before us the responsibility of 
fulfilling that dream. Whether the future Father lights the candles on the celebration cake at the inauguration of the Youth 
will bring war or peace depends largely Federation for World Peace, as Mother observes. 
upon our efforts today. We are facing the 
greatest spiritual and ideological void our world has ever known. 
Communism's attempt to implement its idealistic vision of the 
proletariat has resulted in failure and remains as a tragic page in 
human history. America, representing the democratic countries 
of the world, is facing an internal crisis. She is plagued by a 
collapse of moral and religious values, deepening racial divisions 
and ethnic conflicts, drug abuse, violence and sexual immorality. 
With such grave problems on the home front, how can America, 
or any other nation, provide direction for our future? 

We have to realize that the crisis of our global society stems 
from our neglect of God. Communism failed because it denied 
the existence of God. America, likewise, will suffer greatly if she 
does not reclaim her spiritual heritage. Even Christianity, when 
it loses sight of God, is powerless to stop the decline of our global 
community. Diverse fields such as philosophy, economics, poli­
tics and the arts can only attain their true potential when they 
are applied in service to God. Thus, the key to solving today's 
problems is to find God. A keen awareness and a comprehensive 
understanding of God's will provide the only real solutions to 
the crisis we are facing today. 

Over the past 2,000 years, human beings have been guided by 
three predominant world views or value perspectives. The first 
was a theocratic perspective, which emphasized unquestioning 
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obedience to God. The second was the humanistic perspective, 
which viewed man as the center of the universe. The third was 
the materialistic perspective, which placed materialism as the 
ultimate value in life. None of these perspectives, however, 
satisfied humanity's desire to experience true fulfillment and 
happiness, since there was no clear understanding of the rela­
tionship that was meant to exist between God and humankind. 

My dear friends . The time is right for Godism. Since the 
ideological confrontation between the left wing and the right 
wing is now over, the future of humanity needs a new world 
view centered on God. Godism, which is also called headwing 
thought seeks to substantiate the unity of God and humanity 
through the practice of unselfish living. 

This is why my wife and I are founding a new organization 
based on a godly perspective. Throughout the years, we have 
founded numerous organizations in an effort to realize world 
peace: the Federation for World Peace, the Women's Federation

ISTINGUISHED guests; youth representatives from 164 
countries; students, ladies and gentlemen. I would 
like to express my warmest appreciation to you for 
participating in this inaugural meeting of the Youth 

Federation for World Peace. I am delighted to meet all of you 
in this beautiful capital city to discuss the important issues that 
are before us. Despite our very busy schedules, we have come 
together because we feel the urgency of the times and see the 
problems of the world as our own. I pray that this bold attitude 
on our part can lead us into the next millennium where peace, 
freedom and love await us. 

Today we are at a turning point in history. We are faced with 
an important choice. We can either be the harbingers of peace and 
love, or the victims of yet more wars and conflicts. What we do 
now will determine whether or not we can witness together the 
emergence of true world peace. 

During the Cold War, there was an ideological confrontation 
between the left wing and the right wing. But now, with the end 
of the Cold War era, we are faced with deeper problems which 
threaten to destroy the moral fiber of our society and the sanc­
tity of love in our families. The apparent breakdown of sexual 
morality and the widespread use of dangerous drugs have al­
ready taken their toll on our youth. 

TRAGIC STATISTICS 

Jn the United States, for example, recent studies indicate that 
six out of ten high school students admit to having used drugs, 
forty percent of fourteen-year-old girls will become pregnant 
before they reach their nineteenth birthday, and thirty percent of 
all children born are being born to single-parent homes. The HIV 
virus. moreover, has reached epidemic proportions infecting one 
out of every forty people in our inner cities while the suicide 
rate among our youth ha~ increa~ed 300 percent over the past 
three decades. 

The United States is not the only country plagued by the 
problems that are destroying our youth. Countries all over the 
world have their share of this global problem. How wonderful 
it would be if we could simply wish our problems away. But the 
issues before us are going to need much more than just good 
intentions. The world needs a new generation of leaders who 
understand the source of the problem and provide a compre­
hensive solution based upon a Godly perspective. 

We have to realize that the problems of our society stem from 
the neglect of the spiritual. When we neglect God in our lives, 
we lose the source of values that should govern and safeguard 
our society against selfishness and greed. Without a proper set 
of prioritie:., our world becomes an empty shell with grand 
promises and very little substance. 

Hence, disregard for God leads to disregard for the family, and 
disregard for the family leads to disregard for the nation and 
world. Thus the goal of the Youth Federation for World Peace is

to reclaim God and the Godly family as the cornerstone of our 
civilization in an effort to remedy societal ills and reach the goal 
of true world peace. 

Originally, God wanted to see the fulfillment of the ideal of 
creation in the parenthood of Adam and Eve.

Working in concert with 
the Federation for World Peace, the Women's Federation for 
World Peace has been working to educate men and women in 
the areas of politics, religion, arts and science to become role 
models as loving husbands and wives, fathers and mothers, and 
community leaders. 

My husband and I feel that now is the time to create a comple­
ment to the Federation for World Peace and the Women's Feder­
ation for World Peace. The Youth Federation for World Peace, 
by educating young men and women on the importance of a 
God-centered family, will work together with these two orga­
nizations as a global family unit. 

My dear friends! We are responsible for the future of the wor Id. 
The world is in dire need of dedicated young men and women 
who can redirect the course of history for the betterment of 
humanity. Human history has been a testament to the struggle 
between good and evil starting from he internecine conflict 
between Cain and Abel, and culminating in the ideological con­
frontation between the communist world and the free democra­
tic world.

THE HISTORY OF THE RESTORATION OF THE 
ELDEST SON'S BIRTHRIGHT I 

HAVE just arrived from Alaska. I am making a special visit 
because this time has great significance from the point of 
view of the dispensation. The first day of July this year is 
not an ordinary first day of July. From the point of view of 

the history of the dispensation, this is the central year of the 
three-year course, which itself is a transitional period in history. 
The flow of history must now change. The democratic world and 
the communist world have lost their direction

completely, and the religious world has also 
fully lost its direction. All foundations in which 
men took pride have been destroyed. This had 
to take place. 

When the autumn arrives, the true fruit and 
false fruit will reveal their true identity. False 
fruit naturally will enter the fire and bum, and 
true fruit will be reaped. From the perspective 
of the dispensation of restoration or salvation, 
we are nol inlerested in many fruits. The fruits 
of realization which religions seek are not many 
but only one. Although there are many reli­
gions, such as Buddhism and Confucianism, 
the fruit they pursue is one.

This is unacceptable, even 
by the ethical standards of that 
time. It is wicked. So the question 
is, why was this content recorded 
in the Bible as an important event? 

It is the same when you look at 
the life of Mary. A virgin gave birth 
to a child. What was the situation 
of heaven that required a virgin 
bearing a child? Why was it neces­
sary to send the Messiah in that 
manner? In order to lay that foun­
dation, the connection was made 
from Esau and Jacob to Tamar, and 
restoration was to be done center­
ing on the offspring of Hagar and 
Sarah, and then substantially his­
tory was to go forward on the na­
tional and world levels centering 
on Mary.

Centering on the period of the world level 
and the national level, the historical national standard is to be 
set by tying all these events together and proclaiming the truth 
behind them.

his beloved lover and has to love another woman and, further, 
to love her son, whom someone else fathered, as his own son. 
The problem is how God can accept that son as his own direct 
heir. Frankly, it must be miserable and tormenting. Since this 
acceptance could not be done at once, God began from the in­
dividual position and passed through a course of tribulation 
involving that degree of love on the family, tribal, societal, na­
tional and world levels, persevering and overcoming everything. 
In this way, He has been waiting until the time He can send 
the Messiah. 

How does the Messiah come? He comes after the purification 
of the blood lineage. As you know, because Cain and Abel were 
born based on the unity of Adam and Eve, to cleanse their lin­
eage, Cain and Abel must enter the womb of True Parents and 
be reborn in the reversed positions of eldest son and second son.

What happened to Jesus, who came on that foundation? What 
would have happened if, when Jesus came, Judaism and the 
nation of Israel had united as Cain and Abel? How would Jesus 
have returned? Jesus had to enter in the position of the father. 
To do that on this earth, as a resurrected, substantial being, he 
had to compensate for all the sacrifices made by the second 
sons for the sake of reclaiming heaven's birthright given the 
eldest son. 

The Abel view of history is that all must be divided into Cain 
and Abel and then into Esau and Jacob. Even after all of that, 
on the national level, Jesus must gather all the relationships of 
Abel, and as the Abel-type resurrected substantial being and as 
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Where can you find an instance in the world when, while

the representative of the nation, he must rectify the birthright of 
the eldest son on the national level again. Without rectifying it, 
the birthright on the world level cannot be reclaimed. 

What is to be done after restoring the birthright and claiming 
the birthright of eldest son on the world level? After restoring 
the birthright of eldest son on the world level, we can establish 
the right of parents on the world level. Unless the birthright of 
the eldest son is reclaimed and the course of conflict on the 
world level is resolved, parents cannot establish the original 
lineal relationship.

Giving and forgetting, investing and forgetting, and 
in this way forgetting time and forgetting one's life and environ­
ment to invest-this singlemindedness is the way that your love 
will last in the context of God's will. If you assert yourself and 
promote yourself, what you do will not remain during the rourse 
of re-creation. 

Consequently, God cannot have any consideration in His 
mind for people or nations as He deals with the national and 
world foundation. He must recreate those who become like the 
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descendants of Adam and Eve, who did not fall in the Garden of 
Eden. He has continued to create Adam and Eve, to invest and 
forget and then invest and forget again repeatedly during the 
period of individual, family and tribal restoration. You must 
understand that God has had that attitude as the foundation for 
the restoration of a conditional tribe, a conditional people, a 
conditional nation and a conditional world. 

Even in the period of such conditions, restoration cannot be 
carried out at our convenience in a humanistic way; according to 
some seemingly reasonable plan. God has not changed during 
the period of restoration on the individual level, family level, 
tribal level, society level, national level and world level. He has 
maintained the original spirit of love that always invests from 
the position of emptiness. With regard to the original nature, even 
\ ith regard to evil or the realm of the devil's powers, the form 
of the original love has remained unchanged. 

Consequently; even Satan acknowledges before Him, "You are 
the only owner of the creation." He must make that acknowl­
edgment. How much is Satan changeable? He changes every 
moment and in every place, south, north, east and west. He 
drags the central headquarters to the east, to the west, to the 
south and to the north. Dragging it everywhere in the environ­
ment according to his whims, he brought much confusion in the 
center. You must understand how miserable this was for heaven, 
which had to ignore it and persevere through the course of re­
creation centering on the standard of original nature. 

Ladies and gentlemen, where can you find an instance in the 
world when, while having one's beloved spouse stolen, one

on the family level, God has forgotten His position and prestige 
to carry on the battle. To accomplish the completion of restora­
tion, He ignores His own dignity and takes in the children of 
the enemy and tries to make them His own children. You must 
understand that the world can never pay back the debt owed to 
God, who did not hate the enemy but continued such actions 
throughout history. If your facial features are normal and if you 
love something about your neat appearance, then you especially 
must understand that you stand on the foundation of the toil 
and accomplishments of a God who tried to preserve such ap­
pearance as much as possible. 

The path that you will travel, in the eastern, western, south­
ern or northern directions, is not something that will be wel­
comed; it will not be as if you are in a free environment. Devils 
are opposing us in our path from a hundred directions, creat­
ing an opposing environment. You must recognize them and 
overcome them. 

What are you trying to bring with you? You can only go with 
the progressive original heart that God created; you cannot do 
it by a clever method or strategy. The path of the will cannot be 
traveled halfheartedly. It is a serious matter of life and death. The 
person who stands here, who founded the Unification Church, 
has lived his whole life like that.

The blessing is like dangling one rope down 
the cliff. It is you who must climb up. You must understand 
shame. There will come a time when I must cleanse those who 
received the blessing. 

You must check your transgressions of the Principle by your­
self, and repent. You cannot pass over the barrier by yourself. I 
also cannot freely cross over the barrier by myself. If I bought 
auu blesseu a piece of land, I could not sell it until now. Even 
when I needed to, I could not sell it. Everything must be offered 
to God. You have sold the properties of the church according to 
your own desires, and so forth, haven't you?

What 
I need now is the appearance of a simple traveler who can walk 
freely all over the plain of freedom. We must enter the territory 
of the Kingdom of Heaven in this manner. It is a solemn thing. 
You must understand that the breathtaking moment is coming 
when we must conclude life on earth and with a solemn heart 
seek the homeland. 

It has been seven years since I proclaimed that you become 
tribal messiahs and fulfill home church.

Today, July 1, 
on this very hour you should really repent for all the things you 
have done w rong and you should make a fresh, brand new 
beginning.

Father can make no retreat. Can parents retreat? You should 
know that parents cannot retreat. \V"tll all your sons and daugh­
ters inherit the position of parents, so that your blood lineage is 
carried on? Centering on these sons and daughters, nations and 
the world will be formed. This is a serious task. Can you trade 
your parents for money? Or for dignity? This Principle will not 
change even if the universe changes. Can you deny this Princi­
ple for money?

are just one person when you overcome division. There is no 
room for Satan to come into an opening made by a second 
person. The father's heart and mother's heart, father's body 
and mother's body: parents are one in heart and body. In one 
body, the son's and daughter's hearts and bodies must be one 
and stand on a straight line. Only when these four come to­
gether as one can they extend horizontally. Once you set up 
vertically, then you can set up horizontally. 

If you do not, you can never come here, eternally. You will 
be disqualified even if you have been blessed 1,000 years. Did 
not Adam and Eve originally receive the blessing of God? God 
willed them to be blessed, saying "be fruitful, multiply," but 
they did not realize the blessing. Whose responsibility was it? It 
was not God's responsibility; it was their own. It is the parents' 
responsibility to bless their children, but to realize the blessing 
is the children's task. 

True Parents have gone through this path. You should under­
stand this point clearly. How can you love your children if you as 
parents are not united? It will not happen; it is against heavenly 
law. Your children must be able to say, "My mother is a heavenly 
mother, and my father is a heavenly father." When they look 
at you, completely united as husband and wife, they have to 
see you as a physical substantiation of God. You must be the 
parents who can be glorified, whom your children will not 
trade for anything. 

If you do all kinds of bad things, cheating on others, it is 
absurd to think that your children and your family will prosper. 
The path we have to walk is a one-way street, but people are 
walking in four different directions. This undermines the 
heavenly standard. 

Husband and wife bow together during pledge, right? That 
is horizontal unity, but N.everend Moon is vertical. There are 
millions of branches, but there is only one vertical axis. I do not 
carry on the providence haphazardly. I do it to reveal heaven­
ly law. 

Is it acceptable as a blessed Unification Church member not 
to do pledge as a family? The time will come when God's will is 
done by a child condemning his father, saying, "Having received 
the blessing, why am I, your child, like this?" There will come a 
time when such a child would even strike his father harshly. 
Because I know these things, I lead on the front line with un­
blinking eyes. Since I know what to do, I must tell you before I go. 

We call this the era of the second generation. Therefore, you 
second generation must do better than your mothers and fathers. 
The second generation mt1 st correct the mistakes of their 
mothers and fathers, and be prepared to straighten out the 
crooked branches and fulfill their responsibility. 

To restore the nation, I have had to walk the path of indemnity 
alone, yet joyfully, to indemnify the failure to offer the nation to 
God. You must fulfill yo..u portion of responsibility. I labored and 
was a beggar for God's providence. If you think and work only 
for your own success and that of your family, you cannot stand 
before True Parents as children. 

I will make the True Family, the 36 Couples, 72 Couples, 120 
Couples, 430 Couples, extending to the nth blessing group, stand 
correctly. The blessed families who fail will become nourishment 
for worms. 
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I am a person who even disregarded his own parents. Not 
only did I leave my brothers and sisters, I even left my own tribe. 
I left everything for God. Does God have a nation? Does God 
have parents? I attended only God, on behalf of the nation, 
parents, and elder and younger brothers and si•' ters. Despite 
many complications, I did not get caught up with distractions. 
I walked my way imposingly. To straighten the way, I overcame 
the environment. Even today, no matter what others say, I pio­
neer my way and walk the path. I overcame everything, so I 
make this proclamation today. 

Is the representation of the democratic world, communist 
world, and religious world a problem? Making the democratic 
world and communist world into one is a problem. They came 
this far with their minds and bodies separated, and because of 
this separation there has been much bloodshed. Religion and 
government have stood face to face until now. The people in 
government have been beating the people of religion. The body 
always strikes the mind, right? They are each other's enemy. 

Religions have sacrificed a lot and shed much blood. No one 
knows where and when the blood you shed will bear fruit equal 
to its value. This is the meaning of being a true parent: because 
of True Parents, the religious realm and the governmental realm, 
as well as the democratic world and the communist world, can 
be united. Why? Since all conflict began with the separation of 
false parents, it must be brought into oneness by True Parents. 
This is logical. These are not just words made up for appearance's 
sake. Because this is reality, we are proceeding according to 
the truth. 

This is the basis for what we are preparing in August. We will 
found the Federation for World Peace and the Inter-Religious 
Federation for World Peace. I am trying to finish everything in 
August. That is why we are promoting this. If we promote it, 
then heaven will organize it. The foundation to resolve every­
thing over which the communist world and the democratic 
world have been fighting is mobilized in the spirit world. 

Religious leaders and politicians have been enemies until 
now. How much did political figures persecute and even kill 
religious men? They all are enemies, aren't they? When you 
look at it more deeply, they are brothers, and they want and 
need to be forgiven by love. There will be forgiveness, and in 
that realm there will unfold a movement for alliance in the open 
and free areas of the spirit world. 

Thus, we are restoring elder sonship. Territories in the spirit 
world are separated because the realms of religion and secular­
ism were fighting over elder sonship. By restoring elder sonship, 
change can take place in the spirit world and on earth. By 
restoring elder sonship, which was stolen by the archangel 
centered on Adam, we can enter the original world, in which 
the world of angels can nurture Adam to maturity. That means 
the spirit world will not be able to use the human world. Until 
now, how much did it use and take advantage? Devils have been 
using many good men. Satan is the one who played the trick 
on Adam and Eve that led to the fall. Even the Buddhists have 
played this kind of game, and other religious leaders as well.

Then, for example, if you are Kim, you cannot establish Kim's 
tribe. Whatever your position might have been, it will be mean-
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eventy years in reality, to come to this moment. Given the fact 
that we are in a time when all can go back to their families to 
build foundations to restore elder sonship, the realm of parents, 
and the realm of kingship, anyone who denies this reality and 
acts on disbelief will be punished. We have to cut him off from 
our line of people. 

I will look closely at those who try to protect their blessed 
families. Should I forgive them just because they are blessed 
families? There may come a time when I personally will cut 
away those blessed families who do not follow the will. 

In the future, a wrongdoer in the tribe is to be judged, and the 
offender will be cast out by the head of his or her tribe, and 
children will be sent to take his or her place. Such a time will 
come. No third parties will be able to meddle in the affairs of the 
tribe on behalf of the wrongdoer. After having passed through 
that gate, the devil with his false words will run away.

grandmother will bow their heads in acceptance of it being right. 
After establishing this moral foundation in a tribe, a nation 

and the world, then this family must keep the master's love of 
the family heaven in its center, and stand in the master's seat 
centering on love. That family then gains the qualification to be 
a master of life and to start putting forth buds. 

Life starts from love. The lineage begins from the place where 
life and love are united. Upon receiving God's blessing, if you 
govern a long life receiving heaven's blessing, prosperity will 
result. The descendant who can expand horizontally will be born. 

Unless you become a master of love and true life, the int·t>St­
ment cannot be made. It will gradually become reduced. You will 
see how that mother and father will move on and what will 
happen to the son and daughter.

When I said 
to myself, /1 Ah, the son or daughter this time will be born this 
way," they were born like that. Therefore, I cannot complain. 

MARCH FORWARD WITH VIGOR 

Where are the three generations going? Is the mainstream 
going zigzag or straight? This is a very serious problem. 

After having put this vast and confused world in order, I have 
made a ladder which humankind can climb. If you are to go up, 
you can climb even hundreds of stairs. No matter how seriously 
you search for one, there is no other way to go. I drastically cut 
off the ladder of temptation. You carrnol find a way up by any 

' other means. 
Since I proclaimed the Unification ceremony with that in mind, 

I wish you would go forward with that knowledge and with 
confidence. From now on, people who oppose the Unification 
Church will suffer. I do not expect to be opposed, and I shou ld 
not be opposed. I want you to be active in the name of the 
Unification Church as much as possible. 

Jesus could not have a "Messiah Proclamation Ceremony." 
Centering on Judaism and Israel, he could not do it. What does 
the "Messiah Proclamation" require? He had to do it with the 
people of the nation, after having stepped forward with one tribe 
centering on his own family. He needed the people to make the 
proclamation. He needed the tribe to make the proclamation. Did 
he even have a family? Reverend Moon has traversed this entire 
path. In a free and democratic world in which you can proclaim 
the True Parents, no matter what anyone says, Reverend Moon 
is a world figure. When I look at the letters that come from 
people of all social standings throughout the world, I come across 
many who testify to that. You should be able to glorify such a 
tradition, even to your family. When the branch and bud of the 
teacher emerge and come to look beautiful, you take that branch 
bud and plant it instead of your own vertical column bud, then 
it will become your new vertical column. You know that I have 
to bless you with the True Family and weave you together. 

'TI day is the first of July. You must understand how important

This moment is the same as the time when Adam had the 
authority to name all things.

Although the 
offspring can beg for their ancestors' redemption, the parents 
cannot beg for the offspring's redemption. That is how I under­
stand it. So, the second generation must go the righteous way. 
I desire that you do not go in a way that will make your descen­
dants ashamed of you. This problem will get increasingly serious. 

I am presently p raying for three important things, but I 
cannot reveal them yet. Once I start laying my hands on this, the 
judgment that can cause worldwide devastation will take place. 
Who will take responsibility for what results? No one can take 
the responsibility. In the fallen world, there is no one who can 
bear the responsibility. Who is going to be responsible after the 
complete destruction of the nation? I know that the True Parents 
cannot bear the responsibility. 

For that reason, as a sacrifice that can take responsibility in 
place of that someone in the end, one must bring one's own 
children and set them up. This is very serious. Until we had 
crossed over, all of this was possible. The question is whether this 
still will take place, now that we have completely crossed over. 

Knowing that the time of seriousness is coming, starting from 
tomorrow, I wish that you not turn back from the direction, 
perspective and intuition you have on the path in which you are 
going. Up to now, there has been persecution. However, now, 
there is no persecution. 

When you cross the road at the utmost top in fine array, Satan 
will be cut off, tried and finished. If you destroy Asherah com­
pletely, you have to give all your valuables away and go forward 
seeking with bare hands. Were not the people cast out with 
bare hands? 

You have to cry loudly over the wickedness of the offspring 
who committed the grave sin, shedding tears with shimjung. We 
do not know when and where that one day will come. 

Now, even if the parents die, it will not be a failure. Since we 
have finished the proclamation ceremony, I ask you to stride 
with more strength on the advancing line, with that knowledge, 
handling things upon such a standard, and having faith in 
that standard.

I or the future because Father is claiming the time for the 
econd generation both spiritually and symbolically. He 

is also now giving us substantial authority to be the leaders of 
the world. Father is now considering changing the regional lead­
ership and appointing leaders from the Collegiate Association 
for Research of the Principle (CARP). More than ever, greater 
authority is coming to the second generation. 

The position of having to nurture people is a very difficult 
one. I am sure that many of you have children and you know 
that nurturing a child is a very difficult thing. Suppose you have 
nurtured a child until a certain point of maturity and he has the 
potential to take over the care of the household, but a time comes 
when that child has to be let go. Maybe he has to go off to school 
or he may be drafted; the separation is not easy. Because of Fa­
ther's worldwide activities and his establishment of so many 
different organizations, many of the human resources that CARP 
raised up had to be re-distributed. 

Redistribution of manpower 
Within any organization the redistribution of assets for the 

betterment of the whole is very important and has to be done. 
Father requested that many good young people from CARP be 
redistributed, so we had to sacrifice in many ways. This is the 
kind of tradition that CARP has been under from its inception. 
However, that tradition is now changing because of the time. I 
feel great hope for the future because we can now focus again 
upon all the human resources that we had previously been 
distributing outward and re-direct them inward, so that we may 
focus upon the development of this particular organization and 
its functionality. This makes me feel that in many ways it is truly 
and substantially the second generation's time. It is not symbolic 
anymore and this causes me to feel very hopeful and inspired. 

My vice presidents have been sharing certain things with 
you such as the: importance of mass communication. CARP has 
that foundation. The Manhattan Center can be a resource for 

, CARP. As long as Father gives me the responsibility for this 
particular organization, I will use whatever resources are avail­
able to me for that purpose. I realize you are aware that America 
is in need of a different method of persuasion, a different method 
of communication. We really need a better way to deliver our 
message to this country. It is my belief that mass communication, 
be it through video, three-dimensional animation, music or video 
presentations in general, is the right way to go for the future. 

It is not so easy to find converts in a society where the need 
is focused upon assets. However, it is very easy to find converts 

, in a society where the need is focused upon survival or the basic 
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necessities of life. It is very important to find the need of any 
particular society. The reason that it has been so difficult to 
witness to American people since the 1960s is because this is an 
affluent society and many of the middle class reached a point at 
which a great deal of abundance and wealth was available to 
them. Therefore the basic need was no longer focused upon 
basic necessities, but rather upon assets. We are living in a physi­
cal world with a physical body and this is the one thing that 
screams out the most. When this physical body is yearning and 
seeking external stimulation, it is very difficult to convert people 
to the religious perspective and point of view. The reason we are 
experiencing such a tremendous response in Russia is because 
that country has only just opened up. Its needs are focused upon 
the basic necessities of life and reaching out toward greater 
things. That is why things are happening on such a large scale in 
Russia. We are investing the same resources but the conclusion 
is so different. The reason for this is the difference in the need of 
the people of these two societies. That is why it is so difficult for 
us to make things happen in America. 

Moving from asset needs to basic needs 
How can we break through to people whose needs are based 

on assets? That is why we have to get into the kind of things that 
can stimulate the emotions. Now in America, the cycle is turn­
ing and it is becoming again more like the 1960s again. More 
and more people are losing jobs, becoming distrustful of govern­
mental authority and thinking more and more about the basic 
things for survival. When your focus is upon survival you are 
no longer thinking about assets but rather about having food on 
thP tahlP and a good life without fear of being harmed. That level 
of desire is occurring now on a national basis. This causes me to 
feel that this is the time when we can really accomplish some­
thing nationally. 

We really need to ascertain who is capable of accomplishing 
certain things and begin creating an organization that can devel­
op products that can stimulate those who still are seeking exter­
nal stimulation. At the same time we can also work with those 
who are basically striving to live a better life. On top of the or­
ganization that exists now we can try to create a structure that 
will be able to create ways through which we can start to com­
municate with the people who are seeking satisfaction through 
all of life's trappings. 

This new beginning is a great time for our church and really 
gives a greater responsibility to all of the second generation, not 
just me in particular. I feel that now is the time for us to show 
Father what we can really do here in America. Until now Father 
has been doing everything on his own; now he is affording us 
this opportunity to be the ones to make something happen here 
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in America. This is truly our time. Father is giving us substantial 
authority. He is telling me that I have the authority to change 
leadership, to change the regional leader, if that particular per­
son is not capable and has no ability. That is substantial power. 
Therefore, we really have to do something and we really have 
to be able to show Father what we are able to accomplish in a 
substantial manner, not just in some symbolic offering or in a 
prayerful or spiritual manner. This is something for which I have 
really been waiting. 

It is kind of hot in here, isn't it? (Laughter.) I am truly happy 
to have the tremendous support of both Sung Am Moon and 
Jin Hun Moon who are really two very masculine individuals, 
whereas I am a more feminine person. (Laughter.) Not true? 
(Laughter.) I am very happy that all of you came to welcome 
Jin Hun and Sung Am Moon to this CARP organization. In the 
future we will have a great deal to exchange with the people of 
the world: all the things that you have accomplished. That is 
what I want us to be able to do. I think about how to program 
myself so that I will be able to run a 24-hour a day television 
station. That is a big chall1mgP. To rre<1te <1 program that is com­
patible with our teaching and at the same time satisfies the ex­
pectations of the audience one is trying to reach. That is very 
challenging. Many of you will have to be able to participate in it. 
I would not n1ind creating a prog1am where I am shuwcasing­
two or three hours a week or even seven hours a week-some 
person's good deeds. We see that on regular television news 
programming so why not showcase something you all have 
accomplished or are doing now? I could showcase you; intro­
duce you and what you are doing, and draw a conclusion that 
not only uplifts you, but uplifts the viewers as well. Not just the 
Principle, but your daily lives and activities, could motivate 
millions of people. Teaching through deeds is the way we can 
witness in the future. We have a great theory but we also need to 
show great deeds. Everybody in this particular church is doing 
something great and inspiring; we are not just a small band of 
people doing good things. Now if we could showcase that to the 
world it would be really something about which to boast. That 
is what I want to do. 

Please share your ideas 
The telecommunication system is equivalent to the nervous 

system of the human body; it really needs to link every different 
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organization. We really need that because 
it is the only medium that transcends time 
and space and we really need this capa­
bility. With this capability Father can do 
anything he wants. Father has a tremen­
dous amount of wealth to share with the 
rest of humanity. I know what Father has 
done and we have much to share about 
Father's deeds, but I want to show your 
deeds as well. If everyone had been doing 
what they were supposed to have been 
doing then we surely would have a tre­
mendous amount of wealth. I know that. 
Therefore, I have nothing to worry about 
because in this way we can truly reach out 
to the world and become the leaders of 
the world. There is no other religion in 
modern history that has sacrificed so 
much. Do you think that the Catholic 
church sacrifices one hundred percent of 
its resources for ecumenical work? No, 
but we do. 

I am a very boastful person, but I have 
been keeping my mouth shut because I am aware of certain 
concepts. We should be able to declare good things out loud; we 
just need the right medium. We have a tremendous amount of 
resources to boast about. The time is here. Father has done every­
thing and now he is giving us the power and the authority to 
move ahead. If you have great ideas then I am all ears, because 
I truly believe that every individual has a certain divinity. If each 
individual taps into his true self and truly wants to give unsel­
fishly; I know that individual has something to offer to God and 
the rest of humanity. If you are particularly talented in certain 
areas, particularly at this time when we are restructuring the 
world CARP organization, please offer it. I believe there is a great 
deal of possibility for betterment and tremendous promise in 
the future. With the assistance of these two individuals and with 
a greater number of old faces returning to the CARP organiza­
tion, I know we will be able to make the organization grow, 
prosper more quickly and become a tremendous organization 
so that we will be able to save America. 

This time is like the sixties 
Personally, I am a hermit who likes to be off in the woods 

somewhere alone hunting or living a quiet life. However, this 
is a tremendous time for us in America. The time is right once 
again, just as it was in the sixties.

This announcement happened suddenly, and in many ways 

I am not prepared to be before you, but I will try my best. 
The last couple of years I was working in Russia, traveling to 

many places and meeting many people. Growing up as a blessed 
child, I attended many workshops, perhaps twenty different 
workshops, of from 21 days to forty days in length. 
Through these workshops I understood conceptually the 
power of Principle to touch people and renew their lives. 
However, when I went to the former Soviet Union I actu­
ally saw its powerful impact on those desperately hungry 
young people. 

The fall of communism created a vacuum that young 
people are desperately looking to fill. After the fall of 
communism, not only have their external circumstances 
become miserable, but even their ideology was taken away 
from them. I saw how Father's teaching touched their lives. 
I saw seventy-year-old grandmothers studying Principle 
and teaching Principle. It deeply touched me to see them 
forgPt to eat and sleep in their efforts to understand Fa­
ther's heart. I was moved to see twelve-year-old sisters and 
brothers trying to understand Father's vision for this 
world. I tried to teach them and work with them. Those 
things louched me a thousand times more thun twenty 
workshops. The conceptual understanding of Principle 
and Father's life is nothing compared to experiencing it 
in the field. I am really grateful to Heavenly Father. 

I have many problems of my own. I am unworthy to 
stand before you, but I realize how True Parents are trying 
to save this country and save Russia, China, Korea, Japan 
and all the countries of the world. I experienced the value 
of True Parents. I can testify to you that this is the time for 
America to wake up and accept True Parents. 

I have given some seventeen speeches in America. As 
you know, the speech itself is confrontational. However, I 
saw the faces of young people hungry to receive something.

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but not so many remain. We must exam­
ine why people leave. Without follow-up 
education, witnessing has no value. The 
need for Principle education also applies 
to the problems the second generation of 
our movement is facing. Without proper 
education, the position of the second 
generation is threatened. 

We need various levels of education. 
What we teach new members should be 
different from the educational content 
given to members who are five, ten or 
twenty years in our church. Different 
levels of material are appropriate for high 
school and university students too. Un­
fortunately, the content of our education 
has been basically the same for everyone. 
This needs to changt!. 

In the past, we were given education 
as members by our leaders. It was a leader­
member type of education. Now we need 
leaders who can educate people to be 
leaders. It would be better to educate one 
good leader who can lead a thousand peo­
ple, than to educate a thousand members. 

For the second generation, education is 
very serious. The young people born into 
our movement wonder how to become 
leaders for this bewildered society and 
how to provide direction for this world. 
These questions should be answered 
through education. 

Education means not only understand­
ing the content of Divine Principle but 
also knowing about other religious groups. 
Through such an educational process, we 
can clearly understand the superiority of 
Father's thought. Furthermore, without 
knowing about other religious teachings, 
we cannot enter into dialogue with them. 
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We must learn the teachings of other de­
nominations so we can talk with them in 
their own terms, and not just use phrases 
specific to ourselves. If we only know our 
own faith, the Unification Church will 
become isolated. This is why Father has 
directed us to do ecumenical outreach. 

Everyone has known the importance of 
education, but we have lacked the correct 
curriculum. Father's desire is for CARP 
to research and study deeply the Divine 
Principle. As CARP members, we have 

the church a world-level organization. 
Even if Father gave CARP or the Unifica­
tion Church a worldwide name, without 
an organization to match, it would only 
remain a name. Once we establish CARP 
worldwide, we can act to influence culture, 
sports, business, everything. 

In this century worldwide information 
is essential for economic survival. Who­
ever has accurate and up-to-date global 
information will dominate this world. The 
mass media have become so important 
because they obtain and distribute all 
kinds of information. 

I think that Hyo Jin Nim prepared 
Manhattan Center as a training center for 
creating mass media. Father dispersed 
missionaries and members throughout the 
world. However, because we have not 
been communicating among the various 
countries and organizations, we did not 
become a living organism. If we commu­
nicate with each other, the church and 
CARP can soon influence the world. 

We need to center this organization on 
the Divine Principle. We have learned the 
theology of the Principle, but we have 
not applied our teaching in our church 
organizations and businesses. We have to 
use Divine Principle systematically and 
scientifically. We have to use the Principle 
in our policy-making. This is World 
CARP's mission. In a living organism, if 
the hand feels pain the brain immediately 
senses it. This is the type of organization 
we need. For example, in Russia a small 
amount of money can bring a great result,

learned many things. We have published 
various books, most recently a book on 
moral education for high school students 
in the CIS. This needs to be expanded. 

Organization 
The worldwide organization of CARP 

is like a bowl. World CARP should be a 
bowl big enough to contain people from 
all over the world. Without this type of 
organization, we cannot work on the 
worldwide level or become a world-level 
organization. 

Look at the Unification Church. If Fa­
ther had made a church like a small bowl, 
it would remain a small sect forever. How­
ever, Father did not want a small bowl; 
therefore, he invested everything to make

I N the most frigid temperatures that 
Moscow has experienced this winter 
(minus 27 degrees Celsius) 200 stu­

dents and professors gathered from Febru­
ary 12 to 16 for an important international 
conference. They represented China,

Results through True Parents'

We were constantly reminded of the 
importance that Father placed upon this 
conference as a vehicle for the re-unifica­
tion of Korea. We had invited students 
from the same countries to two previous 
Pacific Rim conferences, one in Russia 
(May 1992) and the other in America 

example, we 
were supported very much by the Diplo­
matic Academy of the Russian Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs. At one point the deputy 
foreign minister of Russia, Mr. Panov (who 
until recently was Russia's ambassador to 
South Korea), was approached by the 

South Korean ambassador to Russia, who 
tried to discourage the Foreign Ministry 
from supporting the program. The am­
bassador gave several reasons: one, that 
Reverend Moon was the inspiration and 
sponsor of the program; two, that the South 
Korean student participants were anti­
govemment; and three, that he did not like 
the idea of North Koreans mixing with 
South Korean students. Mr. Panov strongly 
defended the decision and rejected any 
attempt by the Korean ambassador to in­
terfere. 

Upon their arrival in Moscow on Feb­
ruary 11, the participants were taken to the 
Ukraina Hotel, located directly across the 
Moscow River from the Russian White 
House, the site of the October 1993 conflict. 

The next day the participants toured the 
center of Moscow, including Red Square 
and the Kremlin, and visited the famous 
Pushkin Museum of Art.

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began on Sunday, February 13, at Moscow 
State University with an address by Mr. 
Yuri Senchenko, president of the Student 
Council of Moscow State University. Mr. 
Senchenko encouraged the participants to 
increase international student exchange 
programs for the creation of better under­
standing between young people of various 
nations and cultures. He was followed to 
the podium by Mr. Takeshi Furuta, presi­
dent of Japan CARP, who encouraged the 
participants to use their energy and talents 
to break the barriers that traditionally have 
divided people. 

The following speaker, Gen. Nikita 
Chaldimov, the vice rector of the Higher 
Military Humanities College in Moscow, 
explained that the future role of the Russ­
ian Army will be purely defensive. He 
stressed the importance of young people 
having moral values as a basis upon which 
to build their future. 

Then professors from the Republic of 
Korea, Japan and the People's Republic of 
China also gave speeches. These were 
followed by presentations from student 
leaders representing each of the participat­
ing countries, including CARP member 
Sergey Komarov, a fifth-year mathematics 
major at Moscow State University. All of 
them emphasized the need to translate the 
idealism of young people into substantial 
activities. The evening finished with a 
banquet hosted by Russian students who 
are members of CARP.

One of the highlights of the program 

was the warm welcome given to the dele­
gates from Pyongyang. These were Mr. 
Jong-Chui Son, honorary professor of 
economics of Kim Il Sung University in 
Pyongyang; Mr. Dong-Kun Park, profes.sor 
of economics at Kim Il Sung University; 
Mr. Soo-lk Lee, a researcher; and Mr. 
Sung-Duk Lee, a counselor. 

Mr. Son warmly addressed the audience 
and spoke about his longing for the unifi­
cation of the Korean peninsula. He remind­
ed the audience that the conference hosts, 
True Parents, were to celebrate their birth-

day on the following day, and he invited 
everyone to join him in applause for their 
birthday and good health. He then elabo­
rated on the belief in the unification of the 
Korean peninsula based on the "Ten Points 
of Unification of the Great Leader, Kim II 
Sung." 

At the end of a very moving son ' and 
poem prepared by the South Korean dele­
gates, the North Korean professors rushed 
to the stage, offering warm handshakes 
and embraces to the young South Koreans, 
who in turn performed the traditional 
Korean sign of friendship of throwing each 
of the North Koreans three times in the air. 

It was very moving to see the barriers that I 
have divided Korea for so long seem to 
disappear in an atmosphere of True Par­
ents' love. The evening closed with all 
participants joining hands and singing 
"Tongil," the Korean song of unity. 

After an overnight train journey the 
participants enjoyed a day of sightseeing 
in St. Petersburg. A special feature of their 
trip was lunch in the newly purchased 
church headquarters on the banks of the 
River Neva near the Hermitage Museum 
of Art. Our St. Petersburg brothers and 
sisters had worked very hard to renovate 
the headquarters and to prepare beautiful 
food for everyone.

We prayed, and I had hardly be­
gun to share my experience when the 
telephone rang. It was a direction (given 
by Father the day before) to urgently re­
turn to Moscow for a meeting with the 
Korean conference participants. Amazed, 
we quickly packed up and took off to 
the station. 

I felt as if I was somebody from biblical 
history, maybe Moses, whom God had 
ordered to go to Egypt. There was a sense 
of something important taking place as if 
history-the history of God's providence-

was being made right here and right now, 
and even with me participating. At this 
moment I felt as close to True Parents as I 
never had before. In my life True Parents 
are so far away physically and so much 
higher spiritually than I. Usually I see 
them on a magazine cover, in a photo, or 
read their speeches. But now it seemed as 
though Father personally had called me 
to come to Moscow again. I strongly felt 
True Parents' concern and hope for us. 

As we know, True Parents now focus 
especially on Eastern countries, and­
because of many reasons-we, the people 
of the CIS/Baltics, appear to be most able 
to help restore these countries. I like to 
recollect the time of my first Divine Prin­
ciple workshop when we were so loved 

and taken care of. It was so nice. But sud­
denly things changed, and it is we who 
are expected to love and take care, in some 
near future, of whole nations-China, 
Mongolia or even Korea.

the room breathlessly saying, "Mr. Father 
is on the phone!" 

Father listened eagerly for about an 
hour to Dr. Seuk's report about the confer­
ence and expressed many times his satis­
faction with the outcome. The time of 
Father's call was 1 p.m. St. Petersburg 
time, which means that Father called at 
4 a.m. New York time the day after his 
birthday and before he was to begin a 
leaders' meeting.

To fulfill Father's direction, all 
the Soulh Koreans and almost ninety

Hotel. After much joyful sharing and 
singing they signed the documents. 

To compare the attitude of the South ' 
Korean students at the beginning and at 
the end of the program, I can only say that 
this was truly a miraculous transformation. 
True Parents would have been so proud to 
see the way that our native brothers and 
sisters selflessly invested themselves in 
caring for their guests. This truly touched 
the hearts of all the participants. 

All because of True Parents 
On the night before the South Koreans' 

departure some representatives from the 
South Korean Embassy in Moscow came 
to meet them. The students, totally out of 
character, welcomed the embassy staff 
with applause. This was such a shock and 
surprise for the embassy staff. Yet they 
realized that the students had changed 
only because their hearts had been moved 
by our native members. And of course, 
this was only possible because our Russ­
ian members' hearts had been moved by 
True Parents. 

This conference was truly a testimony to 
our True Parents' sense of timing, and we 
all realized that when True Parents focus 
on something, spirit world works in the 
most extraordinary ways, which are not 
possible even with our own best efforts.

been a history of tragedy. No system of 
thought or social organization, whether 
democratic, monarchistic, communist, or 
religious, has been able to bring about tme 
peace. The ending of the Cold War has not 
brought us peace as religious, racial and 
ethnic conflicts continue to flare on almost 
every continent. The cause of many of 

these conflicts can be traced to a misguided 
sense of nationalism.

The barrier to unity and peace 
Selfishness is the greatest barrier to 

achieving the dream of world peace. Sel­
fishness causes individuals, groups, and 
nations to approach situations with the 
overriding motivation to secure their own 
gain, often at the expense of others. It is 
selfishness which causes relationships 
between men and women, employers and 
workers, rulers and citizens, and among 
nations to be exploitative and often violent. 

An inner revolution 
A popular view is that if world peace 

were established first, the peace among 
societies, races, families, and individuals 
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this foundation would come peace within 
societies, nations, finally encompassing 
the entire world. This is because the indi­
vidual is the basis of the family which is 
the basis of any society or nation. 

What would be the effect of such an 
inner revolution. It would free our hearts 
to practice true love. True love is the foun­
dation of true unity, upon which lasting 
peace can be established. 

What do I mean by true love? Firstly, 
it is not the feeling of physical passion 
which demands quick gratification nor 
is it the feeling of emotional infatuation. 
True love may be defined as a spiritual 
force which creates a feeling of harmoni­
ous oneness between two or more human 
beings.

T HE largest number of North and 
South Korean students brought to­
gether in a harmonious setting since 

the Korean War was a substantial achieve­
ment of this seminar; there were 20 North 
Korean and 28 South Korean students 
present.

Change," but clearly the unique aspect of 
this five-day gathering of 155 students was 
the opportunity for d irect dialogue be­
tween North and South Koreans. 

In all, eighteen nations were represent­
ed at the Second International Student 
Seminar on Science and Peace. Other 
former enemy countries also had student 
representatives from both blocs. China 
and Taiwan had twenty and six delegates, 
respectively, (originally ten Taiwan stu­
dents planned to come to Beijing but be­
cause of final exams this number was 
reduced by half).

This building is where the highest 
level Chinese government meetings take 
place and was built in only ten months

Chinese academics from the Chinese Soci­
ety of Science and Technology for Social 
Development (CSSTSD), the seminar co­
sponsors, was that science and technology 
will be the saviors of China.

almost any cost. Only one speaker, Mr.

The paper given by North Korean Prof. 
Chol Soon Kim, from the philosophy de­
partment of Kim II Sung University, was 
read in Korean with an English translation 
provided. It opened with general greetings 
to the sponsors and to "brothers and sis­
ters from the south [who represent] one 
million fellow students." The conciliatory 
spirit toward South Korea remained 
throughout the paper, but Western imperi­
alism was castigated. 

The fall of the communist Eastern bloc, 
according to Prof. Kim, was an unhealthy 
development because it allowed the bipo­
lar world to become unipolar. The West 
now has a monopoly on nuclear power 
and is only interested in non-proliferation

From the first day, the Koreans were 
united in a heartistic oneness unprece­
dented among the other seminar dele­
gates.

One South Korean staff member said it 
was easy for the North and South Koreans 
to be united in heart but, he added, their 
minds were still far apart. The North 
Koreans are so proud and unyielding in 
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Asia. 
Following lunch, a plenary session was 

held so that reports from the sub-sessions 
could be given to all delegates. This was 
followed by a period of questions and 
answers from the floor. 

Tours-and tears 
There were only two days on which 

academic dialogue took place (out of the 

five-day conference). Sightseeing was an 
important part of this seminar, mainly 
because the conference schedule was or­
ganized primarily by the Chinese hosts. 

This was good because it allowed for 
plenty of free give-and-take between dele­
gates. The places we visited were: The 
Great Wall, Tiananmen Square, The For­
bidden City, The Palace Museum, a tomb 
from the Ming Dynasty, Beijing University 
Campus, the Summer Palace, the Temple 
of Heaven, and we even took in a magnif­
icent Chinese acrobatic show. North and 
South Koreans added two days at the end 
of the seminar to visit Mt. Changboi (Mt. 
Peak Tu) which is a beautiful mountain 
on the Chinese-North Korean border. 

Not surprisingly, the media found this 
conference very newsworthy. The Chosen 
Ilbo, the largest newspaper in South Korea, 
scooped all other electronic and print 
media, and gave this conference front­
page coverage.

Much is to be gained 
from owning this tape, but perhaps most 
important is the presence of lyrics to four­
teen songs in English subtitles. At last, 
non-Korean speakers can enter Hyo Jin 
Nim's world, his mind and the heart be­
neath the passion that drives this side of 
Father's eldest son. 

The chance to witness Hyo Jin 
Nim's passion 

Both Father and Hyo Jin Nim have ex­
plained unequivocally that in the creation 
of music, words are in the "subject" posi­
tion. Father cites the works of the great 
classical composers who created sympho­
nies to adorn extant hymns. Thus, al­
though there is much to commend about 
this video, perhaps most important is the 
chance to witness Hyo Jin Nim's passion 
in conjunction with the poetry and mean­
ing to which it is wed. 

For people who are already strong fans 
of the band, the tape is a must. It contains 
the entire concert with a generous song 
list. The list traverses the full range of Hyo 
Jin Nim's compositions, from ballads 
through tighter funk-based rock to the 
cresting, boundary-seeking guitar runs 
featured in the metal end of his work. 
Furthermore, people who know his corpus 
will recognize selections from virtually all 
albums. Although the majority comes from 
recent work, virtually every album is 
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The link between creator and 
created 

Unificationists, more than any others 
on earth, affirm an inseparable bond be­
tween creator and created. This knowledge 
stems from the earliest words of the Divine 
Principle. That bond, which at first derives 
from thoughts on the cosmic order of 
creation, translates fully into the human 
sphere as well. Consequently, we are quite 
strongly affected by performance and other 
works of art. We are naturally prone to feel 
the essence of the creator whenever we 
encounter art. Such is the case with this 
video. On the surface, it is easy to enjoy the 
music, energy and the intensity of the Hyo 
Jin Moon Band. Whatever one's musical 
taste or preference, it is dear to see that the 
band is serious and its players accom­
plished. Whether one "likes" what Hyo 
Jin Nim chooses to do with his guitar is 
one thing, that he displays an uncommon 
mastery of the instrument, however, is not 
open to debate. 

Still, on the matter of externals, the 
performing style of the band also has 
significant appeal. Because the closest 
categories one can ascribe to the majority 
of this music is hard rock or heavy metal, 
the band is contextualized, not only in its 
sound but in its stage performance, by the 
world of heavy metal. Heavy metal per­
formances are for the most part a world of 
unbridled egoism and self indulgence. The 
players (often virtuosos, both instrumen­
tally and vocally) tend to be superficial 
and self indulgent at best. More often they 

are vile and lewd, filled with rebellion and 
indecency. For this reason the style of the 
Hyo Jin Moon Band stands out all the 
more. Their stage manner is charismatic 
without the hype. The players are self­
disciplined, discreet, serious and invested. 
They exude a deep passion, rather than 
glitter and gimmickry, pyrotechnics and 
tight, striped leotards. Hyo Jin Nim him­
self communicates humility, simplicity, 
authority and an endless love for the 
music itself. Juxtaposed with this reserved 
manner, however, is incredible power and 
an intense driving force. In the realm of 
style, Hyo Jin Nim and company seem to 
have derived their expression from among 
the serious founders of their genre, such 
as Robert Fripp or Rick Wakeman. 

The most challenging dimension 
Moving one step deeper leads the 

viewer into the most challenging dimen­
sion of the experience. I have already 
pointed out the Unification insight into the 
link between the creation and the creator. 
It is exactly this that one must be willing 
to encounter when watching this tape. 
Watching and listening to the many layers 
of Hyo Jin Nim's creative force brings the 
viewer into the staggering quality of Hyo 
Jin Nim's presence. Sure we have a choice 
to watch the work from any point on the 
spectrum of experience, from the most 
external to the most internal. Some may 
take interest in what he wears, how he 
smiles or how the band members relate; 
others may focus on the music itself, its 
power, ran ' e, melodies and rhythms. 
These are all part of the enjoyment. The 
final boundary, however, is the words, the 
poetry which stretches a footbridge high 
over the abyss between Hyo Jin Nim and 
the viewer.

Imagery achieves emotional 
effect 

The visual side of the video is a rich 
blend of three elements: actual concert 
footage (through which the viewer can 
enter a relationship with the players and 
the dynamics of the band), film imagery 
from world scenes, and imagery from the 
True Family and events of the movement 
such as the Blessing of 30,000 Couples 
and the 1992 World Culture and Sports 
Festival. These achieve in the viewer a 
broad range of emotional effect. 

Certainly, far more must be said, not 
only about the video, but about the phe­
nomenon of Hyo Jin Nim's music in 
general. This first-ever video, especially 
due to introducing the hitherto unavail­
able lyrics, is an indispensable entree into 
Hyo Jin Nim's universe. Certainly no 
performance can ever be captured by a 
critical review, but when dealing with 
the heart of true love, one does not even 
come close.

Campus memories of True 
Children 

I remember once, coming out from 
Harvard's Center for the Study of World 
Religions on an otherwise ordinary day 
and crossing Francis Avenue over to the 
Harvard Divinity School, being surprised 
and delighted to see Jin Sung Nim stand­
ing outside the main building, Andover 
Hall. I had gotten to know Jin Sung Nim 
a few years earlier during the time of his 
studies at Harvard. He greeted me warm­
ly and then said, "I'm here to pick up In 
Jin Nim. Would you like to say hello?" 
Yes, of course I would! Soon, In Jin Nim 
appeared, and I was introduced. We talked 
about her courses, one for example with 
Professor Richard R. Niebuhr, the son and 
nephew of two of America's most famous 
and influential Protestant theologians in 
the last generation, who himself is acutely 
aware of the need for Christian theology 
to be nourished from the East. 

I remember wondering repentfully at 
that time whether we Unification members 
who had been studying there had been 
able at all to prepare the environment for 
her. While it was true that on the whole 
HOS had treated us more fairly than other 
schools, still the environment was uncom­
fortably relativistic to us-what must it 
look like to the eyes of a member of the 
True Family? 

Some of the professors at HOS do not 
even believe in God. Moreover, at HOS the 
idea of tolerance means an unquestioning 
acceptance of the liberal and gay and 
lesbian agendas. On top of that, I can only 
imagine how the students would treat a 
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daughter of True Parents. Jin Sung Nim 
related to me how In Jin Nim was often 
isolated by the other students, especially 
the lesbians. In Jin Nim, a happily married 
wife and mother of four children, certainly 
did not fit into their man-hating image of 
a liberated woman. Moreover, because In 
Jin Nim always spoke from the perspec­
tive that God exists, she was often defend- . 
ing this view against hostile atheists and 
secularists. And this was a divinity school!

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Special Seminar on "Subject 
Thought" by Dr. Sang Hun Lee 

--

I WAS privileged to attend a special sem­
inar taught by Dr. Sang Hun Lee, enti­
tled "Subject Thought for the Complet­

ed Testament Age." Dr. Lee, who had 
previously organized Unification Thought 
and the Victory Over Communism ideol­
ogy, now is training his systematic mind 
on the new teachings which Father has 
given over the last several years. As we 
enter the Completed Testament Age, it is 
time to study the truth that is suitable to 
this age. That is, we must understand 
clearly the way to form ideal families, to 
solve actual problems, and to realize 
world peace. 

In my view, Divine Principle was the 
expression of truth given at the consum­
mation of the New Testament Age, in or­
der to help individuals receive the Lord 
of the Second Advent. It emphasizes the 
course of restoration and does this with 
impassioned and reasoned argument from 
the Bible. But today, the Comple d Testa­
ment Age has dawned, accompanied by a 
plethora of new teachings pouring forth 
from our True Parents. Isn't it time to de­
velop new expressions of truth? 

The opening of the Completed 
Testament Age 

The Completed Testament Age opened 
with Mother's lecture tour. Tuer e pro­
claimed "True Parents and the Completed 
Testament Age" in a speech which provi­
dentially is parallel to Jesus' proclamation, 
(probably the Sermon on the Mount) 
which opened the New Testament Age. 
When we think about how to understand 
and teach the truth of the new age, we 
would do well to begin with Mother's 
speech. Furthermore, Father has founded 
a number of world peace organizations 
and given teachings to guide their work. 
What Dr. Lee has done is to systematize 
these teachings into detailed presentations 
which invite our study. These were not 
Unification Thought lectures for scholars. 
They expound the basic thought of the 
Completed Testament Age, and may well 
become the foundation for reshaping our 
everyday teachings. 
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In reflecting on the value of the seminar, 1 Parents' Proclamation," Dr. Lee gave a 
I must first express appreciation for Dr. , systematic overview of the internal provi­
Sang Hun Lee. In my life as a Unification dence which led to the installation of the 
intellectual, I spend much time rendering True Parents. He distinguished three 
apologetic thought, seeking to create a 
bridge between what I understand to be 
Divine Principle and what can be grasped 
by non-Unificationists who have a very 
different mentality. This is a necessary part 
of witnessing. But in doing so, one can 
easily go off and lose focus. The more 
intellectual members are often tempted 
to play fast and loose with the Principle, 
seeking to mold its doctrines into some­
thing easy to reconcile with American 
culture. Not Dr. Lee. He is focused only 
on understanding precisely what is true, 
based on Father's words and the Divine 
Principle, without being concerned about 
the current fashion. In our efforts to reach 
out to others, it is essential that we have 
such an absolute and vertical standard of 
truth as a starting point. To drink again 
from the deep, clear water of Dr. Lee's 
insights into Divine Principle and Father's 
thought, is precious and helpful. It brings 
me on center. 

Insights into Father's thought 
Anyone who wants to have a clear idea 

of what is going on in God's providence 
today can profit from studying this mate­
rial. In the lecture "Background for True 

parallel internal providences: to prepare 
a new Adam with the birthright and the 
sinless lineage; to prepare the bride, the 
new Eve; and to prepare the children, who 
can be blessed after having solved their 
Cain/ Abel resentments through the em­
bracing love of the mother. He gave clear 
examples of how these three providences 
were carried out in the ministry of Jesus, 
in Father's first course up to 1945, and in 
Father's victorious course through the 
forty years in the wilderness-until its 
consummation on August 24, 1992. This 
content will help many people understand 
more deeply the course through which 
our Father has gone. They explain a bit of 
the complex process through which Father 
has unraveled the tangles of history and 
set up a new foundation through which 
all humanity can receive rebirth. 

With similar clarity, Dr. Lee lectured on 
other matters of recent and present-day 
providential history. In the "Proclamation 
of God's Eternal Blessing," he discussed 
the course of transition from the end of the 
forty-year wilderness course (1985-1988) 
to the opening of the Completed Testa­
ment Age. Through this lecture, I under­
stood for the first time the distinction be-

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tween the Completed Testament Age that 
we have now entered and our previous 
course in the church. We should not think 
that Mother's recent speaking tours nor 
the activities of the various world peace 
organizations are just one more campaign, 
just one more thing that Father asks us to. 
do. Their content is quite new. In the 
"Providential Plan for a Unified North­
South Korea," Dr. Lee examined the plans 
of both the North and South Korean gov­
ernments, as well as Father's plan to re­
unify the Korean peninsula. 

In other lectures, Dr. Lee discussed 
Father's directions for establishing an 
ideal family and ideal society. In recent 
years, Father has taught us about the four 
great realms of heart and the three great 
kingships; these describe life in the ideal 
family. He has described the three great 
subjects: parent, teacher and owner; these 
pertain to life at the level of community 
and organization. Finally, Dr. Lee went on 
to describe the ideal society in its econom­
ic, political, religious and cultural aspects, 
which are becoming clearer in light of 
Father's more detailed pronouncements. 

"The Four Great Realms of Heart and 
Three Great Kingships" is an excellent 
source of practical guidance for family life. 
We learn the preciousness of our spouses; 
my wife represents all the women of the 
world, the yin qualities of the entire cos­
mos, the yin nature of God. We learn the 
preciousness of grandparents, who ought 
to be respected as kings and queens em­
bodying all our ancestors and all of past 
history. We learn that we must raise our 
children as princes and princesses, 
equipped to take on the responsibility of 
guiding the future world. These are beau­
tiful thoughts. But reflecting upon our 
own families, how much are we able to 
apply these principles to create a heavenly 
atmosphere in our homes? 

In his lecture on "The Three Great Sub­
jects Thought," Dr. Lee gives guidance on 
ethical practice at the level of society and 
organization. We have read in Unification 
Thought that the ethics for society are an 
expansion of family ethics, a notion which 
is systematically developed here. Dr. Lee 
emphasizes the responsibility of the cen­
tral figure to give pure love to his subor­
dinates. For many, this is a revolutionary 
ideal, one that is not often practiced. So 
often in our church life, the emphasis has 
been on the responsibility of the object 
to be faithful and obedient. We teach our 
followers to be faithful and obedient, be­
cause it is their position as Cain to over­
come their fallen natures. The result is a 
formalistic religion that is not very open­
hearted. Resentments against the central 
figure frequently arise. On the other hand, 
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Dr. Lee teaches that when the followers 
can feel pure love coming from the subject, 
it creates an automatic response. It induces 
obedience and loyalty from the heart. 
We should strive to become this kind of 
subject in everything we do: as parents 
and teachers and administrators, in what­
ev1.- r organization we run. 

In the context of this lecture, Dr. Lee 
made a most significant declaration about 
the position of the human conscience. In 
Divine Principle, it is taught that the con­
science diverges from the direction of the 
original mind due to different standards of 
truth. But in the Completed Testament 
Age, the standard of conscience and the 
standard of the original mind have be­
come one. Father now speaks of con­
science as our "second God." This is good 
news. It means that we can encourage 
people to follow their inner voice and be 
confident that it will guide them toward 
what is right and good. In particular, when 
individuals live a conscience-centered life, 
we can trust that they will make the 
proper judgments as parents, teachers and 
owners. Thus a longer name for Dr. Lee's 
teaching is "The Three Great Subjects' 
Thought Centered on Conscience." 

Then we came to a most stimulating 
lecture, entitled "Co-Living, Co-Prosperity 
and Co-Righteousness," concerning the 
economic, political and social vision of the 
ideal society. These terms, attempts to 
render the Chinese characters appearing 
on p. 444 of Divine Principle, are still await­
ing a good English translation. 

I will essay a better translation: com­
mon welfare, common family, and com­
munity. Common welfare (for co-living) is 
a theory of economics, common family 
(co-prosperity) refers to politics, and com­
munity (co-righteousness) to ethics. 

Common welfare refers to the econom­
ic ideal that God wishes to equalize pros­
perity among all God's children. Inna­
ture, water flows from high to low, but in 
present economies, wealth often flows 
from the poor to the rich. Furthermore, 
there are precedents in the Bible regarding 
all property as belonging to God, which 
He grants as a trust to the Israelites. The 
politics of common family refer to the idea 
that a family centers on the parents. 
Democracy, which is based on brother­
hood, is deficient becau..e it lacks parents. 
Without parents, the parties in a democ­
racy often fall to partisan bickering and 
self-seeking, which has the character of 
archangels rather than of brothers and 
sisters in one family. Finally, the ethics of 
the ideal society should be built on rela­
tionships of love, as in a family, rather than 
on impersonal law. This is the the sort of 
community which social science speaks of 

with the German word Gemeinschaft. In 
social science, Gemeinschaft refers to a so­
ciety where family love bonds the people 
together, as opposed to Gesellschaft which 
is a society where people relate according 
to impersonal, legalistic norms. American 
polity, being a "government of laws, not 
of men," is a Gesellsclzaft polity. In its de­
fense, Reinhold Niebuhr in Moral Man and 
Immoral Society proclaimed that we can 
never have family ethics in a larger world. 
But there is that longing in everybody's 
heart for Gemeinsclzaft, there is that longing 
to go back to the close-knit fabric of the 
village, back to Eden where people live 
as one family. In the ideal society, ethical 
decisions will be made as a community, 
which shares the concerns of each con­
stituent family. 

Ideas are challenging 
I found these ideas quite challenging, 

especially because in America we are in 
the providential position to support right­
wing types, like the people of the Wash­
ington Times who defend the capitalist 
system. Dr. Lee reminds us that, from the 
standpoint of God's ideal, there is some­
thing wrong with capitalism and the no­
tion of an absolute right to private proper­
ty. This does not change my opinion that 
socialism, statism and planned economies 
are far worse than capitalism. But Dr. Lee 
gives a longer view, a perspectiv.e that 
goes beyond the present-day situation. 
What is to be our central thought about 
economics? We ought to be dissatisfied 
with all existing systems and seek to real­
ize a higher ideal. 

My greatest wish coming out of this 
seminar is that I want to teach this mater­
ial to others. I am sure it will be criticized, 
but it must be done. We have to witness 
about this material, because American 
people have no solutions to today's prob­
lems. Our country has lost any sense of 
direction. The Republican party does not 
have it; the Democrats do not have it. 
Where are people going to turn? We must 
make this teaching available to people, 
because it is of such value. It contains in­
sights that can actually help solve the 
practical problems that face our country 
today. The entire workshop has been 
videotaped, and videos are available from 
the Unification Theological Seminary. Ill
