What can we w1derstand through knowing 
the meaning of the term "true parents"? We can 
lmderstand that the fall of our first ancestors 
occurred through an illicit love relationship. We 
can understand that the fall left us with a blood 
lineage unrelated to God, and with no true par­
ents trying to realize the ideal of creation. This 
means that we are of a false lineage. 

Therefore, we use the term "true parents" 
centering upon two ideas.

Who in this universe is the original "true" 
person?

! The origin of trueness cannot be grasped in relationship to 
human beings alone. Trueness must be an absolute standard. 
Questions of God or the Absolute must therefore enter the 
discussion. Why is it so? It is because there has been no "true" 

, love on this earth. Man cannot find the motive to seek for 
I	 truth solely within himself. At each turning point of human 

history, God intervened. The Absolute Being is necessary in 
such moments. 

Therefore, the origin of trueness is not in the hands of man 
but should be in the hands of the Absolute Being, God. 
Authentic religions cannot exist without God. Ethics correctly 
identifying "trueness" cannot deny God. 

Where then is the truth established? Of course, heaven, 
the origin of truth, will try to establish it on earth. This is 
God's wilL The next question, then, is, "Where among 
humankind will it be established?" It will be established with­
in our ordinary life. Jesus therefore said, "The Kingdom of 
Heaven is in the midst of you." The Kingdom of Heaven, the 
"true" country, is within our hearts. It is in a deep valley 
where there are no evil motives. 

I Brothers and sisters, if you have something you hold most 
precious, where do you want to keep it? You may want to 
keep it in a place no one knows about, where no one can 
touch it, and where you yourself can absolutely protect it. 

i Where is that place? It is somewhere deep within your heart. 
i Bury it in the deepest recesses of your h.eart. Place it where 
I you feel it is very safe, as in a drawer for valuables. Trueness 

should settle in the deepest recesses of your heart. 

I THE STANDARD OF TRUTH 

It is the "true" heart that does not change. This is why with­
out it you cannot set a true standard and you cannot render 
tnle judgment. If you do not have a true standard, everything 
valued according to whatever your standard is will float away 

A measurement, such as the meter, has a primary standard. 
We can measure any deviation from that standard. We refer to 
that original standard whenever we need to settle an argument 
about distance. 

There is neither revolution nor change in love. Changeabil­
ity means imperfection. Diamonds are treasured for their 
unchanging hardness. Gold is precious for its unchanging 
color. A pearl is precious for its unchanging, harmonious ele­
gance. Why do we base the standard for physical value upon 
the constancy of an object? It is because that is the universal 
standard for evaluation. 

I On earth. there is a standard location for measuring latitude 
and longitude. Zero longitude is located at the astronomical 

I observatory in Greenwich, England. It is unchanging. The point 
where longitude and latitude meet at 90 degrees should also be 
an absolute standard. 

We can say that love is created by God; however, He can­
, not possess love by Himself. Love can be possessed only by 

two persons. Even God cannot realize love alone. According­
ly, the fundamental standard for evaluating everything in the 
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universe and in the eternal world is indeed love. True love is 
not affected by any changes. 

Th~refore, is there or has there ever been a true man
 
among all humanity, a man whose color did not change for
 
thousands, ten of thousands and hundreds of millions of
 
years? That is the question. Has there been a true woman?
 
What do you think?
 

Religions understand that humanity fell. Religions have 
I different backgrounds, of course, but all of them are seeking a 

new person of value in order to find salvation. They have 
always pursued this, for they could not attain the image of the 
true, original person. It was the same hundreds of millions of 
years ago. It is the same now and will be in any future envi­
ronment. No matter the time, religions are to pursue this. 

Each one of you is also searching for that true person, for 
the true man and true woman. All the men and women who 
came into the world throughout the ages of history were des­
tined to strive for this ideal, even at the risk of their lives. 

THE MESSIAH AND TRUE PARENTS 

When God led the people of Israel in the wilderness, did
 
they not follow a pillar of fire and a pillar of cloud? (Ex.13:
 

I 21-22) The pillar of cloud guided them during the day and 
the pillar of fire guided them during the night. W11at do these 
represent? They symbolize the coming of parents in the Last 
Days whom the chosen people are to follow. As with Israel in 
the wilderness, those who do not follow the guidance of these 
pillars will perish. 

God called Moses to Mt. Sinai, to give him two tablets of 
stone after his forty-day fast because He worried that the peo­
ple of Israel might die if they lost their direction in the wilder­
ness. You should know that these two tablets of stone symbol­
ize Adam and Eve, the true parents. That is why the tablets 
were placed in the ark of the covenant. (Ex. 40:20) 

What do we desire? We desire to be the beloved sons and 
daughters in the place where God, the vertical (non-temporal) 
parent, and Adam and Eve, the horizontal (historical) parents, 
become one and rejoice. It is our deepest sorrow that we have 
not been able to do this. Everyone fervently desires to receive 
such love once and for all. All the religions seek this. 

Have there been any parents who could love on the hori­
zontal plane in unity with the vertical God? No, there have 
not. Because of the fall, all became false parents. Since all 
became false parents, such parents of perfect love never exist­
ed. True Parents need to appear in history. 

Who is the being denoted by the term "true parent" who is 
to carry out such a historic mission? This is the being called 
the Savior, the being called the Messiah. When we say "save," 
what is to be saved? He is not coming to save the body, but 
rather to fulfill our desire for true love. 

To do that, what has to be done? For salvation to be accom­
i plished, as what kind of being must the Messiah come? It is 

without question that the Messiah needs to come as true parents. 
Christianity believes in Jesus as the Messiah, as the Savior. 

Then what does it mean to be a Christian? Christians seek to 
become the children of God and establish a beloved family. 
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Our original ancestors! the original man and woman whom Cod 
created! should have been true parents. We should have been born 
from such parents--parents with divine nature. Then we would have 

inherited Cod!s divine nature and our parents! human nature. 

I Thus, Jesus said that he was the only begotten son of God. 
It would be a serious matter for the only begotten son to 

live alone. There must be an "only begotten daughter" of 
God. Therefore, he had to search for the only begotten daugh­
ter, and they had to marry in a place of happiness centering 
on God. They had to marry becoming the bridegroom and 
the bride who could rejoice as horizontal parents, with God 

: rejoicing as the vertical parent, and multiply children on 
earth. Then their tribe would start to expand. Is that not what 

I could have been? 
Therefore, there was something Jesus had to find above all, 

even at the risk of disobeying the nation of Israel and Juda­
ism.. What was it? And what is the subjective motivation that 
enables him to seek it again? It was certainly a woman. There 
must be a woman to relate to a man. 

Jesus referred to himself as the bridegroom, and Christians 
are the bride, but he died unable to accomplish the Marriage I
of the Lamb. (Mt 9:15; Eph 5:25-27, Rev 21:2) This is why 
Christianity has been struggling to become the bride, waiting 

I 2,000 years for Jesus the bridegroom. 
I What is Christianity's standard? It is the Messiah in the 

position of true parents. That is the meaning of the Marriage 
I of the Lamb. . 

THE LOVE OF GOD, MAN AND WOMAN 

If there had been no fall, God would have become the Parent 
in the internal position and Adam and Eve would have been the I parents in the external position. Where internal and external par­
ents become one through love, we attend the internal Parent and 

I have external parents. With the cooperative relationship of love 
between God and human beings, true parents, the perfected 
man and woman, are to be established. Without that cooperation 
of love, there can be no perfected person. 

Our original ancestors, the original man and woman whom 
God created, should have been true parents. We should have[ 
been born from such parents--parents with divine nature. 

I Then we would have inherited God's divine nature and our 
I parents' human nature. 

The perfection of Adam and Eve appears externally only 
I when they are connected to the love of God. Without that 
I connection, their love is not good. The point at which God's 

vertical love and human physical love connect was to have 
been the root of our ancestral lineage. That point was to have 

I been the beginning point of our ancestors' lineage. All of 
humanity was to have descended from there. 

The fall separated the love of man, woman and God. 
I Because of the fall, the love of man, the love of woman and 

the love of God were disconnected. 
When you review the ages in the providence, you find that 

the providence for restoration is completed through the Last 
Days. The closer to the end it comes, the nearer the time when 
the purpose of religion will be accomplished. The final moment, 

, in which the purpose of religion will be accomplished, is the 
time when true parents appear. 

I Where did the fall begin? It began with one pair, Adam 
and Eve. All the problems came about because Adam and Eve 

I fell and became false parents. Because of this, the problems of 
heart, lineage, personality, language, daily life, nations and 
the world came about. The original lineage begins centering 
on true parents; original personality begins centering on true 

I parents; language returns to its original position centering on 
true parents; life can return to its original form centering on 
true parents; the formation of a nation and world according 
to the ideal can be established only centering on true parents. 

THE REALIZATION OF MATURE INDIVIDUALITY 

Is the body or the mind more important? The mind is impor­
tant and the body is also important. However, much more signifi­
cant than either of them separately is the unity between them. 
That is important. Those who carmot accomplish this wLity will 
be in the wrong even if the world is fully unified. 

I Now, the body is different from the mind, and the mind is 
also different from the body. So when can they be united? 
Neither today nor at any time in human history could anyone 
declare that he had unified his conflicting body and mind. 

Where does the conflict between mind and body originate? 
To describe the kind of person God is, He is the vertical sub­
ject of love, which becomes the origin of this universe. If a 
heavy burden has fallen on the earth, God cannot lift it sim­
ply by thinking. Even God, to pour out His love on the hori­
zontal plane, needs a power that can lift it up. 

Where does God enter? He must enter through vertical 
!love. For vertical love to have value, a horizontal foundation 

must be established. This applies to both men and women. 
Until the appropriate age, you do not understand anything; 
however, upon growing up, women want to possess the 
world and men do as well. To have the world, what do we 
do? When should we meet? We should grow up completely 
and become mature; then we can meet. To do so, we have to 
reach the stage at which we can say that the world, through 
true love, is ours. 

What can enable God, as the internal, invisible mind, and a 
person, as the external, visible body, to live in oneness? It is 
not power, knowledge or authority. What is it? It is love. The 
individual is the model for the ulLification of internal and exter­
nal characteristics. Therefore, the origin must have the charac­
teristics of a father who is likened to the body and also of a 

, father who is likened to the mind. Then, the internal father's 
I position is the position of God, and the external father's posi­

tion is the position of the first ancestor of humankind. 
Then in what sort of place do the first ancestor and God
 

become one? Where do they unite? They should unite in the
 
core of the sphere of love. This means that man and woman
 
meet each other horizontally, centering on vertical love.
 

THROUGH TRUE PARENTS WE MEET GOD 

The concept of true parents implies the idea of salvation. 
This means the liberation of hell and the evil, satanic world. 
Think about this. You are standing in Satan's world, in the 
place of death, and true parents can become the power which 
can shield you from death. Because of this, how glorious it

will be when heaven and earth recognize true parents formal­
ly and history recognizes them officially. The true parents are 
protected by God and history!

It does not mean that the Reverend and Mrs. Moon decided 
to be true parents and then started this work. It means that 
this work cannot be done without true parents, therefore we 
are compelled by our consciences to do it. 

Even if all our ancestors were to revive and praise the 
glory of their resurrection, their praise and glory could not 
rise beyond the realm of the fall. However, we should be 
proud of the term "tme parents." We should also know that 
by meeting tme parents, the way to meet God is opened. Fur­
ther, the place where you meet the Unification Church con­
nects you to the wayan which you can find, in the near fu­
ture, the Kingdom of God, the homeland for which all 
humankind is longing. 

Who is the Messiah? The Messiah is Adam who has fully 
substantiated God's love. Therefore, he has the qualification 
to be the original father. God's original love, centering on 
father's love and mother's love, is the center of this founda­
tion. Building on this foundation, by centering on true love, 
the right of tme, loving ownership for all individuals, fami­
lies, peoples and nations is returned to God through the Mes­
siah. Then true, godly ownership will expand for nations, 
peoples, families and individuals. 

Based upon this, please realize how great, among all words 
in history, are the terms "true love" and "true parents." They 
are the only basis for breaking through the realm of the fall 
and the satanic world. Therefore, we all are grateful for the 
term "true parents." 

We lost our original hometown because of the fall. We also 
lost our original country and world. We even lost God and 
His love. The one starting point from which we can search for 
these enormous things which we lost is this amazing term 
"true parents." 

From God's viewpoint, what is the goal of the providence? 
For what has God longed throughout history? It is the stan­
dard of true parents. For what has He been enduring the his­
tory of indemnity, from the human fall to this day? It is the 
search for true parents. Many Christians are waiting for the 
coming of the Lord at the Second Advent; it is because of this 
goal. Many religions are longing for this day, because this is 
the goal of history.

Even though the spiritual world 

seems to be the same as the visible, phe­
nomenal world, the scale of the spiritual 
world cannot be compared with that of 
the physical world. For instance, in the 
phenomenal world a car is limited in 
space, but in the spiritual world a car 
can be chang d to various types. Its 
direction is also free. It can pass through 
a mountain in a moment and can move 
according to its driver's thinking. It can 
move freely, as do vehicles in mysteri­
ous fantasy movies or stories about the 
universe, which children like very 
much. [A reporter asks if there are ever 
car accidents:] "Even though they look 
disordered, because they are keeping 
the law thoroughly, there are no car 
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of Heaven respectively, but it is a very 
proper expression. There are big gaps 
between these levels of life. 

For example, hell is a world which 
we can never see in the physical world. 
In hell, one woman is standing nude, 
and beside her a man touches the lower 
part of her body; beside them another 
woman fights, arguing that the man's 
lower part is her own. However, they do 
not feel shameful. 

When a Japanese woman wearing 
wooden shoes runs and falls down, 
another woman comes and hides the 
shoes as if they were her own. The 
woman who lost her shoes tries to find 
them, but the woman who hid the shoes 
says that she does not know where they 
are. At that time, observers shout out 
that that woman is a bad person, a thief, 
and come to her, striking and kicking her. 
That kind of thing happens very often. 

When an old man cannot eat food 
because his finger is hurt, a young man 
comes and takes that food and eats it all. 
Such things are always happening in hell. 

A woman who was forced to have 
her hair cut completely off feels ashamed 
and hides her head in a towel. But every 
person passing by takes that towel and 
deans their hands and face with it. 
When the woman takes it backfrom the 
people and covers her head with it, peo­
ple take it again forcibly, cutting it in 
half with a scissors and returning the 
other half to her. Then because she can­
not hide her shameful part, she tries to 
go to a dark place.

The Blessing of 5,000 Israelites 
For years we have been dreaming of 

giving the blessing to a religious group 
I of people, called Los Israelitas, (the 

Israelites) This religious denomination, 
founded by the Peruvian F7:equiel, Atau­
cusi Gamonal some 40 years ago, has 
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attracted some three million followers all 
over Peru, and even spread to neighbor­
ing countries. They advocate a highly 
spiritual mixture of the Old and New 
Testament. From the Old Testament they 

I borrowed long hair and beards, and the 
beautiful long dresses they wear. Women 
also wear long dresses and cover their 
hair with long shawls. From the New 

I Testament they obtained their strong 
faith in Jesus, the Bible and, what is 
most important, a clear understanding of 

I a monogamous and permanent hus­
band-wife relationship. On this last 
point, our two organizations could find 
a powerful common base for cooperat­
ing and supporting each other. 

The Israelites invited us as their guests 
of honor during the last day of their East-

I er celebrations. We were led up in full 
honors, flanked by clapping and cheering 
women in long, colorful dresses: Finally 
we reached the front of the their sanctu­
ary, which consists of a huge seven-armed 
candelabra and a large incense burner, 
whjch covered the entire crowd of the 
faithful with the sweet scent of sandal­
wood. Men and women were strictly 
divided, men to the right and women to 
the left. Most of the people were fasting 
that day, as one could easily tell from 
their strained faces, especially during 
the late afternoon hours. Along with 
other dignitaries, we were invited to 
give our message in front of all the peo­
ple assembled, and we used this oppor­
h.tnity to introduce the Family Federa­
tion and the Blessing campaign. We 
invited everybody to participate in the 
"brindis", renewing their marriage vows 
and strengtherung their family ties. Then, 
when evelung came and thousands lined 
up to receive their meal for breaking the 
fast, each one also received a cup of 
juice containing the Holy Wine. In that 
way, an estimated 5,000 families of the 
Israelites attending the important final 
day of Easter received the blessing, 
including the founder and grand master 
Ezequiel himself.111

H ERE in Cameroon, Vie are doing 
our best as is everyone else to 
find ways to make our True Par­

ents proud. We face so many problems 
here and getting things done will often 
take ten times longer and require fifty 
times more explanation and effort--that 
is another story however.

Due to the social acceptancE' of 
polygamy and sex outside of marriage, 
the elite and most men did not want to 
hear our message about value of the 
family and the responsibilities of a par­
ent so we were unable to reach the pop­
ulation that really moves the nation. In 
January we decided to build up IRFF 
and work through it as a door opener 
for all our activities in Cameroon. Since 
that time we have made all our 
appointments with government and 
community leaders in the name of IRFF, 

development. The response is very 
positive and now people are inviting 
FFWPU to come and work in their 
villages, starting with its marriage 
rededication ceremonies. 

As Cameroonians are never happy 
with mere words, we wanted to show 
them something that has real substance, 
so we sat down and looked at all the 
organizations our True Parents have 
started and all the conferences as well as 
projects completed. It was a surprise 
even to us when we looked at what has 
been accomplished. We tied all these pro­
jects together under the umbrella of IRFF, 

which provided the sub­
stance we were looking for. 
Each organization by itself 
is perhaps not enough, but 
together the picture is won­
derful and powerful. IRFF 
is the best organization to 
center the other projects 
around, as its mission does 
not force anyone to look at 
themselves. We explain 
how IRFF is working with 
WFWP, IRF, YFWp, FWp, 
WIDp, SCWP and FFWPU 
in order to build a stronger 
nation. IRFF can take credit 
for bringing the goodBlessing in July for a community in Cameroon. 
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things these other organizations have to 
offer, and these organizations can also be 
introduced and to many. 

This past January elections were 
held, and we sent out letters of congrat­
ulations from IRFF to all those elected. 
After this we sent an information packet 
to each new minister explaining IRFF, 
and also a letter requesting inviting 
them to join IRFF in cooperative efforts. 
This month we were called by four min­
isters to meet with them and discuss the 
possibilities. We have met with the Min­
ister of Public Service, who afterwards 
gave IRFF a contribution of $2,000. We 
also met \vith the Minister of the Envi­
ronment who offered a donation of 
$5,000. Establishing these relationships 
constituted a major breakthrough for us, 
and these were just the first two. 

God is working here. Through our 
experiences we are learning that all 
these different organizations Father has 
started are tools for building the King­
dom of Heaven. True Parents gave us 
the tools we need, but we have been sit­
ting, waiting for them to do all the 
work. Now we will put more grease on 
our elbows and see how we can use all 
these tools. III

I T is often the case that in mission 
countries it is difficult to find out 
immediately about a new providence 

of True Parents. Especially my mission 
country of Togo, which is a French 
speaking African country, is always get­
ting new information a little late. 

However, we are now carrying out 
the practice of Hoon Dok Hae in corre­
spondence with True Parents' 17-city 
Hoon Dok Hae tour in Korea. Our con­
dition is to read "Blessing and Eternal 
Life," which is the title and content of 
Father's speech this time, and to offer 
our prayer for True Parents at the same 
time as the speech is taking place in 
each city. 

We heard that Father's speech starts 
at 2 p.m. by Korean time, so we decided 
to have prayer and Hoon Dok Hae at 
the same time, which is 5 a.m. by West 
African time. Also, we knew the name, 
location and date of all seventeen cities 
very clearly and prayed for Father's vic­
tory from the land of Africa at the very 
same moment. 

For this reason, we would like to say 
that we were spiritually connected to 
Father's new providence. Actually, as 
we carried out Hoon Dok Hae in Togo 
at the same time as True Parents, we 
could feel True Parents in substance. As 
if we could welcome True Parents in our 
prayer room and hear them read "Bless­
ing and Eternal Life" directly, we did 
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hear intensively the words of the speech 
being read. 

The preparation for the reading was 
also so meaningful for us. In a French­
speaking African country like ours, very 
few brothers and sisters can understand 
English. Therefore, absolutely we need­
ed French translation of the reading to 
make sure of the content of Father's 
speech. Fortunately we could get the 
original "Blessing and Eternal Life" 
from New York on Febnlary 7. Also we 
received the addition of Family Pledge 
No.8 at the same time, which we 
immediately translated into French for 
Sunday pledge service the next day. 
Therefore we did not miss the first Sun­
day pledge February 8 with the new 
pledge Number 8. 

At that moment however there was 
no English translation yet for Father's 
"Blessing and Eternal Life." So we 
decided to just translate it directly from 
Korean into French. That was very chal­
lenging for us, but on the last day of 
working on the translation, we Togolians 
received tremendous joy. It was the 
unexpected victory of Togo's victory in 
the African Cup '98 soccer game against 
Ghana. Ghana has alvvays been a very 
strong team, so every Togolian thought 
that we vvould loose the game. But there 
was a very dramatic goal made at the 
last moment and Togo won an unexpect­
ed victory. So through the night people 
were excited Full of joyful shouting, we 
could also finish the translation with 
deep appreciation to God. 

There is one more story. 
The day which the text of the 
speech arrived inTogo was 
Saturday. Then this writer 
attended Sunday service at 
our headquarters church 
without saying anything 
about the content of "Bless­
ing and Eternal Life." How­
ever, surprisingly enough, 
the content of the sermon 
was the same as Father's 
reading. The preacher men­
tioned that only love can 
save our eternal life. I really 
felt as if Father himself gave 
the message for saving our 
eternal life. 

Beginning February 14 we 

started the prayer and Hoon Dok Hae 
condition with the same speech and at 
the same time as Father. In that sense, we 
could join True Parents' providence spiri­
tually. We could pray for Father's last five 
cities, especially the last three cities, 
Kwangju, Cheju and Seoul OlympiC Hall. 
We prayed and shouted cheers of mansei 
for God and True Parents. 

During the time of True Mother's 
Japanese tour from February 23 to March 
6, we also had one more victoly ill our 
nation. That was our first conference of 
Hoon Dok Hae before the public.

Like our Motbel~ our Togolese sisters 
have more initiative in the practice of 
Hoon Dok Hae. As Father said to 
Nagoya members on February 27, "sis­
ters are very easy to be moved by 
Father's word and shed a lot of tears. So 
sisters can be the leaders of the Hoon 
Dok Hoi Movement." We received 
Father's message through the Internet 
from Japan. Then our Togolese sisters 
decided to have their own condition. 

In this way, even though there is a 
long distance betl·veen Korea and Togo 
and also a language barrier, Togo church 
members could receive True Parents' 
love so deeply through their own lan­
guage.

The difference between a person of 
, faith and a person of no faith is enor­

mous. This d iffl'wnce also results in a 
considerable class structure, or several 
levels. While living a life of faith, a sin­
cere person is really able to get close to 
God's favor; however, if you live accord­
ing to faith but have no conscientious­
ness, whether or not you have faith does 
not matter. People who are ignorant of 
God come to reside in a place where God 
has nothing to do with them.

Even in heaven, when a 
favor is bestowed there are apprehen­
sions. God gives His blessing to human­
kind through the Holy Spirit, and through 
loving humankind heaven also receives 
benefit. The time will come when you 

I will move to a place that you desire, and 
in whatever class position you are in 
your body will achieve freedom. (There 
is caring when people on earth pray 

I together.) At that time, based on God's 
command, there will be movement.

There are distinguish­
able revered positions. I am sorry, but it 
is for the sake of our members that 1 am 
speaking, so as to enable and help you 
to adjust your lives not only here on

world. This is because of my thinking 
about going the way of True Parents. 
The 36 Couples' position is intense.

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Regarding the class of families, theirs is 
the highest, but from this highest pOSi­
tion I truly cannot express the difficulty I and hardship connected with it, and of 
having all of our own mistakes dis­
closed. For example, the problems of 

I immorality, of misuse of public money 
and all the other problems which higher 
families get caught in while on earth do 

I not place them in hell, but they go to 
live in God's house where everything 
about them is exposed. 

I They experience the high level without 
being able to speak a word. For example, 
all the times sex is carried out with a dif­
ferent woman, or money is used for one's 

i self or someone goes to a bar and falls 
with a woman can be seen; we see every­
thing. That place is scarier than even one 
word of hell, whether one is of a low­
level family or any other type of family. 

I There are many levels according to the 
I nature of the crime or sin committed, 

however we are mostly in the realm of 
the spirit world closest to God. 

There is also a prison ,,,,here such peo­
I ple who committed grave sins are kept. 

How wonderful if you are able to go the 
way of indemnifying your sin by gather­
ing in such a place among those criminals! IThere is no place here where you can 
indemnify and solve your sin by yourself. 

I God's grace 
Through prayer, tithing, service and 

other such public efforts for the sake of 
their descendants on earth, spirit persons 
can indemnify their sins so that the door 
to the prison will be opened and they I 

, will be able to leave. When such people 
come out they will receive guidance 
according to their position. After paying 
all their indemnity, at what point willI
they be able to live peacefully? Not until 
their descendants have indemnified their 
sin. So if their descendants pray for them 
offering their whole hearts, the spirits 
who benefit from that will escape their 
misery. Hovvever, their position is toI 
escape only to come back again. If people 
on earth pray and invest their hearts for 
their ancestors, it inevitably shortens the 
ancestors' inderrmity period. However, 
they mostly do not know their ancestors' 
situations. So those spirit persons must 
undergo such a course of mental suffer­
ing for quite a long time. If their path of 
hardship in the spirit world is long, then 
whether their descendants on earth are I 
aware of it or not those descendants are 
incessantly hindered. 

Thus, if ancestors are miserable, then 
their descendants are also in an uncom­
fortable position. More simply put, when 
ancestors commit a crime, their descen-

I dants will receive the punishment.

Mrs. Kim, this is Sang Hun Lee. If

Spirit people decide their position by 

how they lived on earth. If you live to 
I take one place for yourself, then you will 

live ill. a position praying for a thousand 
years without special grace. In other 
words, people in the spirit world who 
live in peace, whose position in the spirit 
world was decided by the lives they 
lived all. earth, also enable their descen­
dants to live peacefully. But if people 
lived evil lives, then when they come to 

I	 the spirit world they will live in hell and 
their descendants will always be 
oppressed with problems. For example, 
if we lool~ at a person who tmdergoes

I life in hdl in the spirit world, that per­
son is really in pain. The environment is 
dark and without freedom, as in a 

I prison. There is nothing to eat or wear. 
The descendants of spirit persons can 

do nothing on earth to undo and disen­
tangle all their ancestors' evil deeds. 

I They do not know how to carry their 
burdens nor how to pray for them. But 
if their ancestors' wrongdoings become 
known, and they serve with utmost sin­
cerity and prayer, then the spirit persons 
can receive some grace. Such spirit peo­
ple can move to a different place where 
they are treated hospitably and undergo 
a change. Who will make that happen?

IThat is the subject of my talk today. 
Whether you spend money all. earth or 
not, there is some support for you, but it 
is not the same in the spirit world. The 
wind blows, flowers bloom, and birds 

I sing, but you cannot change just 
because someone commands you to. 

There is no one who could command 
you to change and you would change. It 
can only happen within yourself. You 

I must come to the point of recognition of 
yourself. If descendants sincerely offer 
their hearts for the sinners in the spirit 
world then such spirit people can come 
to the point of understanding them­I 
selves and how to change. Fortunately, 
there are a lot of people who share this 
kind of thinking. On earth while 
shamans dance and delve into the situa­
tion of a person's ancestors, they can 
only comfort the ancestors. They cannot 
solve their position. But if they receive 
grace by praying for the sake of the 
higher dimension of spirit world, then I 
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they may be able to search out heaven's 
messenger and God's commandment. 

Life of people on earth 
Therefore, the lives of people on
 

earth are so important. It takes too
 I
much time to change the position of 
spirit people so they can receive special 
grace. It takes a long time to get beyond 
ignorance. Because of that, adjust your 
focus to the eternal world and live that 
way. By adjusting their earthly lives in 
such a way, humankind would live 
much more wisely. We are hoping that 
people will not be foolish in their faith I
and make eternal mistakes, because the 
natural outcome is a nation full of such 
people here, who cannot solve anything. 
On the other hand, although I cannot 
explain everything about life in that 
world, to summarize it in a few words, 
your life should be fruitful--you should 
bear fruit; you should harvest the land. 
If I speak more plainly, committing sin 
leads only to hell. Live a life of good­
ness; that is the action of heaven. Please 
live well for the sake of eternity. 

The fundamental meaning of love 
Mrs. Kim! Isn't it amazing to think 

that those who are living in heaven can
Icome to those on earth? Since you have 

also had experiences communicating 
with my wife, Han Soak Kim, please do 
not worry. If I describe the scene here 
for a moment, the present time is very 
precious in that many people who have 
received orders from God are praying 
and are about to begin. Now let's begin. 

Love, as the letter itself explains, is 
the state of mind where you are doing 
things with all your heart, sincerely and 
with devotion for others. Within love, 
there is physical love, spiritual love and 
religious agape love. 

Physical love 
Physical love is the love through 

which men and women are connected 
physically. On earth, we can feel emo­
tion when our bodies meet in love. But, 
it would be hard to understand that in 
heaven a man and woman without a 
physical body can share love. The spiri­
tual love between those of higher realms 
(those who are close to God) is like a 
beautiful picture. Since the bodies of the 
two become totally one when they love, 
they can feel stronger emotion through 
body and mind than the feeling of love 
they can feel on earth. It is like creating 
existence from the state of complete 
absence of ego. It can be compared to 
the kind of feeling you can have when 

in a magic world. You can also actually 
see the scene of love-making with your 
own eyes. 

Couples on earth make love in their 
bedrooms most of the time, but here in 
heaven absolutely not. It is not a hidden 
love which you can only carry out in 
your bedroom. In heaven you can love 
among the wild flowers in a field, on 
beautiful land or on the waves. You can 
even share love on a mountain where 
birds are singing and the scene is so 
beautiful that those who see it become 
intoxicated. 

Rather than feeling shame or dis­
grace as you would on earth, you can 
behold the scene with a peaceful mind, 
feeling beautiful. However, if I describe 
a scene in hell it is just the opposite. 
They make love in hiding, and those 
who see the scene curse them. They 

I point their fingers at them saying they 
are ugly. The love scenes in hell are very 
similar to those on earth. 

Spiritual love 
Since spiritual love does not have 

body, it looks as if it is not really related 
to those alive on the earth, yet it is a 
love which is absolutely needed by 
those on earth. Whether you have a 
body or not, since everyone has his or 
her own inner self, if you do not culti­
vate your inner self well, in heaven you 

are going to run into lots of problems in 
sharing a complete love (becoming one 
between husband and wife). For exam­
ple, suppose there is one couple where 
the husband's inner self is well cultivat­
ed while the inner self of the wife is not, 
then there will not be complete love in 
that family. Then what happens? They 
cannot share an elegant and beautiful 
love, yet since they have the desire to 
love, they make love with physical man­
ifestations (they can feel in heaven.) 

Therefore they can only share limited 
love in limited places, like in the bed­
room. Then, how can these couples 
come to share a complete love? When 
the husband's heart to respect his wife 
and the wife's heart to love her husband 
become one, their love can become mat-

I	 urated to a complete love. Since this 
cannot happen in a short time in heav­
en, when you are on the earth in your 
own physical body, you have to try to 
cultivate and bear the fruit of complete 
love. In conclusion, the short life on 
earth should be blessed for the complete 
love which will be kept in eternal stor­
age.

I THE Paraguay River was the first 
place Father checked after July 8, 
1997, when he stated that all 

remaining for True Parents to do is to 
check every place in the world. We pre­
pared for two days in Casserres, and 
boarded a boat bound for Pantanao, a 
famous place. That region is swampy, 
with many small rivers, 700 km by 600 
km. It took six days to traverse by boat. 
Every 50 kms, we set a sign numbered 
on a stick. The first two, Father pound­
ed with a hammer. It is not easy to do 
that, because it is swampy ground cov­
ered with growth, and we had to clear 
the area; walking through the water and 
getting bitten by bees and ants. We set 
63 signposts along the Paraguay River 
down to Buenos Aires. There are billions 
of large ants. They climb trees and build 
condominium-like homes. When it is dry, 
they work on the ground. When it rains, 
it floods, and their homes are built right 
above the \,vater level. Father checked 
every type of life and landscape. Yet 
whenever he found time, he had us 
reading his speeches. 

After those six days, Father spent a 
few days in Uruguay, and then went to 
Jardim, and from there to Bulto Bulchi­
ni, where Father fished and researched 
the future of fi<;hing there. Our base was 
the Americana ;{otel for sf'veral days. 
Then we moved on to the !\.mazon. 
Father had instructed the Korean na­
tional messiahs in South America to each 
catch 40 of four different types of fish, 
and he did so himself at that location. 

The Paraguay River divides South 
America into east and west. The Ama­
zon divides it north and south. Brazil 
looks like a brain with a lot of rivers as 
blood vessels, the biggest of 'vvhich is the 
Amazon. It ranges from one mile to 60 

I kms wide. We stopped in six cities. Each 
day we followed this schedule: arrived 
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by plane in a city at 7:00 a.m., prepared 
one and a half hours, explored in a boat 
some 100 miles circumference, then in 
the evening read Father's speech book. 
At 7:00 a.m. he flew to the next city. 

The Amazon is vast, deep and wide. 
It is impossible to explain unless you 
see it. This untouched, fertile, unpollut­
ed land, rather wants to give humanity 
as a gift. The headwaters of the Amazon 
and Paraguay rivers are four kms apart. 
By connecting them, South America can 
be united. 

Father taught us that the Garden of 
Eden was untouched, as is tms South 
American land. It has unlimited resources. 
Father wants to protect it until later, when 
he can give it to humanity. We will create 
a new civilization in the 21st century, and 
South America will be the Garden of Eden 
for the true family-centered community to 
be built in. He will bring all of the schol­
ars, C:\l representatives, university profes­
sors, etc. there; he will do whatever is nec­
essary. By this, as a side benefit, we will 
have plC'nty of natural resources and be 
able to mobilize neighboring cOlUltries, 
and develop transportation and media, 
induding newspapers. 

W" saw many small villages contain­
ing 10 to 20 houses. True Parents would 
love to stay in such villages rather than 
go to urban areas. Father wants to bring 
them medical services, so that they can 
remain pristine Adamic families. Even­
tually \,ve can join them. They live very 
naturally and have plenty of land, so 
they don't fight over land. But there are 
seven men per three women, so they 
steal other men's wives, and daughters, 
and fight over that. We can solve this by 
bringing in brides for the matching. 

The boat captain told me that I look like 
an Indian. I heard the same in Alaska. 1am 
proud to be their cousin, and to be able to 
save them as well as the westerners. 

It was so hot and steamy. We aU got 
blisters on our mouths, but Father never 
changed the schedule. Father was exhaust­
ed and the heat was unbearable, but he 
continued to push us, saying this is where 
we can build the Garden of Eden. No mat­
ter how desolate and rugged your envi­
rorunent, if you work harder and offer 
more love than the people who live there, 
you can aJways win victory. Father had a 
purpose for this visit. God has lamented 
over the faU, as have aJl the things of cre­
ation. True Parents are to liberate God's 
heart and human beings' hearts. Father set 
such conditions this time, to liberate han. 

The following morning, Father said 

at the breakfast table that True Parents 
must offer all things, their children and 
themselves. To offer all things means 
that True Parents are loving the creation. 
That is one purpose of the work in 
South America.111

THE "Movement for True Family 
Values" is making progress under 
the direction of Rev. Oyamada. 

Recently the members started to concen­
trate on distributing the holy wine first, 
and then informing the people by giv­
ing them a leaflet introducing the Fami­
ly Association for Unification and World 
Peace (the name under which the FFWPU 
is officially registered in Brazil), as well 
as explaining the four pledges of the 
blessed couples. People also receive an 
invitation to participate in the June 13 
Blessing Ceremony at the Palmeira Hall 
in Sao Paulo, including a response coupon. 

Members work in small teams. They 
prepare large su pplies of small plastic 
cups (in Brazil we have mini plastic cups 
of 50 cc, used everywhere here to drink 
coffee), containers of holy wine or juice, 
and then they visit a soccer event. The 
members then hand out the holy wine 
at the gates where people are queuing 
before entering the stadium. In a short 
time many people receive the holy wine, 
and the members report the number of 
cups distributed. In a few hours one team 
can distribute a few thousand cups. 

The June 13 event will be broadcast 
simultaneously with 11 other events 
around the world for the World Culture 
and Sports Festival, Blessing 98. The 
Palmeira Hall in Sao Paulo has a 5000­
seat capacity. We are plalming to bring 
the people there in 50 buses. The ticket 
to the event includes lunch and a raffle. 
Beside the teams distributing holy wine 
directly, two evangelical pastors are 
working for a "National Campaign for a 
Blessed Brazil" with a network of evan­
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gelical churches. They are offering a 
more traditional ceremony for couples 
gathered among their congregations, 
where they fi]] out registration forms 
and share the holy wine cup. These pas-

I tors reported already 183,000 couples 
pre-blessed in the churches of the 
Northeast region of Brazil bringing the 
total number of couples who received 
the holy wine in Brazil since last Decem­
ber to about 350,000.111
