In Honor of True Parents
 
on Their Birthday
 

[Rev. Kwak gave this speech at True Parents' Birthday celebra­
tion in Sutaek-ri, Korea, February 21,1999. He requested that 
it be published as his message for this month. Rev. Kwak was 
himself deeply moved when he spoke these words, which at 
Inany points have the feeling of a repentant prayer.] 

B
ELOVED brothers and sisters who have gathered 
from around the world! And beloved brothers 
and sisters who are offering their congratula­
tions by attending at this location together with 

us from the spirit vmrld! Today, most blessed in all the 
world, we are gathering to celebrate the occasion of 
True Father's 79th birthday and True Mother's 56th 
birthday, directly attending the high and noble Parents 
of Heaven and Earth. 

With God sending True Father down to this earth as 
the Lord of the Second Advent, the Savior and the third 
Adam on the sixth day of January in 1920 by the lunar 
calendar, human beings finally came to discover this 
hidden legacy of hope ar1.d tum toward the completion 
of the providence of restoration. Moreover, thanks to 
His sending True Mother to the earth on January 6, 
1943, human beings received the opportunity to attend 
the precious True Parents and thus realize and inherit 
true love, true life and true blood lineage as a blessing. 

Being the most precious people Heaven has ever 
granted the world in the history of humankind, they are 
the perfect object of God's heart, unsurpassed in value. 
Accordingly, a life of glory, nobility, joy and blessing 
was foreordained for them. 

For this purpose, God had prepared Christianity 
globally as a foundation upon which True Parents 
could be attended. In particular, immediately follow­
ing the Second World War, when True Father was 
starting the providence on a full scale, God had pre­
pared for him a strong and solid Christian foundation 
worldwide, such as no religion nor any other person 
had ever had in the history of humankind. God had 
made all kinds of preparations; notably, He had estab­
lished Abel-type and internal spiritual groups and 
prophets within Christianity in Korea to enable it to 
attend the True Father closely with its passion of faith. 
They were the very foundation of Christianity, in the 
role of John the Baptist, whose responsibility was to 
bear the course of restoration through indemnity, 
make everything clear and attend Father well. 

Unfortunately, however, due to Christianity's failure 
to fulfill its responSibility, True Father had to carry the 
two-fold mission of not only realizing the ideal of cre­
ation, which was his original mission, but also of going 
the road of restoration through a course of indemnity in 
the real world of evil. Because this foundation col­
lapsed, True Father, who was then in the position of 
having been thrown out into the wilderness, had to 
confront Satan head-on while walking that difficult 
road of indemnity to restore sinful history in place of all 
of fallen humanity. 

True Parents had no other way than to always 
become the target of Satan's attack and go the road of 
suffering. They have walked a truly challenging course 
of hardship during which they had to SUl1TIount the 
eight stages of indemnity both vertically and horizontal­
ly. Externally and horizontally, they carried upon their 
shoulders the heavy burden of individual indemnity as 
if climbing to the summit of a mountain, and then going 
down and up once again, this time carrying all the bur­
dens of familial indemnity in place of humankind. Each 
of these stages was a difficult road-like conquering a 
peak by walking a road of the harsh cross of indemnity 
up to the levels of tribe, nation, world and universe. 
Internally and vertically, they have stood at the stages of 
servant of servant, servant, adopted child, illegitimate 
child, son and daughter, Eve, Adam and True Parents. 
Facing all the false charges of Satan at each and every 
stage, while at the same time continuing under hard 
conditions, they walked a course over which they had 
to win completely. Father alone has walked the course 
by which True Parents could become Parents. He has 
emerged victorious, despite a bitter and bloody battle. 
How hard it must have been for him to walk that course 
while preserving the precious internal and original posi­
tion, and the original and substantial value God had 
given him! Though he has not explained all of his life in 
detail, throughout which he strove desperately to main­
tain that original position in all circumstances, I think 
we must reflect painfully and offer our appreciation. 

However, we do recall from what Father has said 
that while he was in Hung Nam prison, in circum­
stances so desperate that he 'was not even given enough 
water to drink, he would wet a towel with more than 
half the cup of water he was allowed, get up alone quite 
early in the morning everyday while the other prisoners 
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were asleep, and clean his body. He said that, no matter how 
tired or uncomfortable he felt, he could not rest before other 
prisoners did, and always arose earlier than them. According to 
the testimony of fellow prisoners, they never saw Father sleep. 
Satan rained an all-out attack to the death. He did not just 
appear at the finite place where Father was. Since Satan has 
external sovereignty over everyone-all families, tribes and 
nations, and he has external power, True Father fought unsup­
ported against him. We can understand that he succeeded step 
by step, surviving and enduring amidst dire circumstances. 
Father said that no matter what happened, he had to walk the 
road of indemnity with true love that is sacrificial, gives until 
the end and endures until the end. He has always been beaten 
or suffered injustice first and has managed to survive through 
being spiritually compensated. 

That Father had to go this harsh course all alone is already 
deplorable enough; however, Father walked that thorny path of 
indemnity with us tied to him as if by a rope, in order to raise 
us as his disciples, and to establish us, who have become the 
children of Satan with whom he has no relationship at all, as 
Cain-type children and thus to save us-this despite our lack of 

qualification. Whenever I think of this, I feel so ashamed. I am 
also sorry that although True Father appears as an ordinary 
person in front of us, comes down to the level on which we 
stand and receives us at any time in accordance with our stan­
dard of heart, the fact is, Father is the incarnation of original 
goodness and love, and exhibits the original character of God. 
Therefore, it is not difficult to see that, while Father is in a posi­
tion of being connected with God's healt when he meets us 
everyday, we are nonetheless inadequate sinners. Even we, 
who are deficient, find it hard to deal with people who do not 
match our standards. This is my experience. If we think of this, 
when we reflect on how distasteful and painful it must be for 
Father, as the embodiment of goodness, to deal with us who 
are repeatedly sinning and unprepared, how can we fully offer 
our tharIks for the fact that he has endured us who, despite 
being educated and guided by him for decades, did not appre­
ciate this? Because of these unprepared disciples hanging onto 
him in clusters, and because of us, blessed couples, who are the 
Cain-type children, Satan directly launched an attack on True 
Parents and their family on the basis of that condition. We must

WITH jUNGSUNG AND LOVE 
REVEREND SUN MYUNG MOON

[Recognized as a landmark speech for its profound content on spiri­
tuallife, these words of Father's were selected for translation by the 
Unification Theological Seminary.] 

B
ECAUSE none of you knows the reality of the spirit 
world, all of you get tired even though you offer 
jungsung (true and sincere devotion) throughout the 
course of your life of faith. However, all of you must 

know that the center of the spirit world is God and that God 
is our Father More than anyone else, our Heavenly Father 
stands in the closest, and most unbreakable and fateful rela­
tionship with us. The desire of the Heavenly Father is the 
liberation of your family, and yet not just your family alone. 
The issue of liberating the family of the whole of human­
kind is what is clogging Heavenly Father's mind, even at 
this very moment. I can say that it is like a wall, or even like 
a wound that gives God acute pain because He is unable to 
circulate freely (like blood through the body). 

Now then, what do I mean by telling you that you must 
offer jungsung in everything you do? When you offer jung­
sung, you must not offer it merely for your own work. Do you 
realize this? If you come to offer jungsung merely for your 
own work, it turns out to be just that; then, although God 
tries to make the sunlight of the world shine over all the 
earth, you are asking Him not to shine it evenly for everyone, 
but to have it shine only on yourself. 

Hence, you must have the presence of mind that you are 
praying while representing all of humanity, even representing 
God. When you pray representing God, when you offer jUllg­
sung representing God, you must try to imagine how much 
jlll1gsung God himself, even now, has off red throughout 

I providential history. This situation is true for today and 
tomorrow. If you did not know about God, who has off red 
jung ling on earth for the sake of the world, and if you could 
not follow God's will at all, then when you go to the spirit 
world, and God, who offered jungsung, sees you, you will not 
be recognized as one who has accomplished the dutiful way 
of a child, or of a blessed family. In that case, you will contin­
ue to experience your pain in that land [spirit world]. 

Therefore, you must be God's co-worker and comforter, one 
who prays that every fundamental root that is connected with 
the fall of man is rooted out from the heart of God. When you 
stand in such a difficult position, you will come to realize how 
precious is your spouse as your partner of faith. Such pre­
ciousness will be realized because God's shimjung of love will 
be reflected. Because God's shimjung of love is reflected, you 
will long for people, you will long for villages, and you will 
long for nations, Therefore, you must always remember that 
God cannot be liberated from his worries or from his shimjung 
of pain until His hope is fulfilled; that is His ultimate purpose 
for the liberated kingdom of heaven on earth transcending the 
level of the nation. At the same time, you must think about 
what you can do as a co-worker with God. 

I am one who offers such devotion as to liberate God who

does not sleep or rest while continuing along His eternal path of 
circulation...As one man in a small country, Korea, offering 
jungsung in order to enter the heart of the Father who represents 
heaven and earth; when you feel that your offering is even only 
one millionth of the heavenly standard, although you may be 
offering endless jungsung, and when your heart wants to offer 
even more jungsung instead of retreating satisfied when more 
blessings come, that heart is what is so precious. 

What is that heart? That heart is something I have pre­
pared for the sake of the liberation of the eternal world. One 
who calmot prepare such a heart will have to remain at his 
own level. There is no way to liberate him even if someone 
should lament and go through difficulties for his ake. There 
cannot be liberation unless one pays his own indemnity in the 
spirit world. This will necessitate even more indemnity, once 
one is in the spirit world, than one would have needed to pre­
pare while on earth for that liberation. You absolutely must 
realize that preparation for the realm of liberation is thou­
sands of times faster on earth than in the spirit world. There­
fore, it is a fact of immense significance that you, as a mere 
finite human being and co-worker, can offer jungsung and 
build an inseparable relationship of love with God's highest 
standard, that is, His desire of shi/lljung, before the end of 
your life on earth. Do you understand? This is the way you 
should think. 

Therefore, your life is not just yours. Think about God's sit­
uation, and about the degree of God's jungsung which He will 
continue to give until the eternal liberation of humankind. 
When we think about this, we cannot help but be concerned 
about God, and continue to pray, and to pour out our own 

I jungsung to God. By doing so, even when we die, we are going 
I to the spirit world where, bound with God, the realm of liber- ' 

alion in the spirit world will have been broadened because we 
loved, and poured out our jll11gsung while in the physical world. 
When we think about this, we realize the fact that the path 
after knowing God's will will not be easy or comfortable. 

JUNGSUNG FOR THE SAKE OF ONE'S FAMILY 

You offer jllngsung for the sake of yourself and your fami­
ly; howevel~ your family in turn should be an offering of 
jUl1gsung as a representative of the whole world. You must 
always keep clear in your mind that being in the position of a 
living offering is the way for all blessed couples to achieve 
the realm of the liberated perfection. Therefore, this is not a 
way on which you can get tired. 

Thus, you have entered onto the restoration course which 
gradually elevates your heart and along which you then cannot 
go without shedding tears. Whatever good things you may 
have, when you eat, don't think about yourself first. It is sup­
posed to be like this along the paths of a filial child and loyal 
citizen. In this way one should think of heaven and humanity; 
so, when you eat, don't eat as if you were eating alone, but 
always eat as if you were eating through God. The realm of

liberation will be attained on the day when God's clan can 
return back to Him; just as every little drop of water-although 
one or two drops seem like nothing-flows and flows and 

I flows down from a mountain to become a stream that nms 
! down to the ocean, turns into vapor, and finally returns to the 
I mountain. How difficult could that be? 

The life course that I must go on this earth, as a descend­
ant of fallen man, is to weave the web of love centered on 
endless jungsung, endless prayer and endless jungsung. You 
must think in such a way. Those who are not prepared will 
fade away. Those who cannot prepare cannot become heirs. 
This is important. Therefore, the heart whereby you want to 
offer jungsung again and again, and want to live for the sake 
of others again and again, and want to love others again and 
again, and whereby whenever you think about the position 

I	 wherein, even for a short moment, you can share heavenly 
grief together with God and inspire His heart with whatever 
you may have, with this heart you will be standing in the 
same position as the heart of a parent. 

Unless you clearly know that this is the Father's heart of 
the Kingdom of Heaven, and establish a reciprocal standard 
in His presence, and become the reciprocal standard, "give 
and take action" will not occur. Movement will not occur. If 
movement does not occur, the course of eternal life will be cut 
off. If you realize this, think about it, and begin to like it after 
being cut off, you will become a failure with no relation with 
God for eternity. This is why you must always prepare this 
heart. Do you understand? 

All of you, and all of those people and those families that 
have been living in the dark world, must come to the bright 
world, centering on True Father. This bright side has become a 

i realm of liberation centering on True Father's order, so it turns 
I automatically. What's the problem? Do you have a financial 
, problem? How long has it been since I told you? I have been 

telling you since July 1st. You should offer jungsung, even do 
fundraising and stay up all night, to be able to come. If you 
have mobilized your whole family, your tribe, your parents 
and in-laws and all your relatives to prepare for the day of 
your coming here, then the fact that you have mobilized them 
this way, because of the fact that they helped you, seven gen­
erations will receive blessings. 

!UNGSUNG IS TO BE OFFERED WITH LOVE 

If you go back, all will become well along your providen­
tial line; you will return together with the sun even in the 
night. Therefore, if, for the sake of heaven, you develop an 
unbreakable relationship with God, and connect it with your 

, tribe, then without your realizing it, your tribe will grow 
I because they will inherit the level of destiny that was expand­
I ed and prepared by you. This is a reality, and not a mere fan­

tasy. That is why you must pray with jungsung and love.
 
Prayer, jungsung, and love! Do you understand?
I 

, What did I just say? Uungsung and love.] How much did 
God offer jungsung and love? You must follow that! All you 
women, do you not laugh and smile for your own joy when 
you put make-up on? Instead, think about how much you 
have loved God! Do not forget that it is your blessing and the 
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I foundation for the blessing of blessings, and never resent that. 
You say this is so hard. You complain that I recognize 

someone else, but not you. What will happen if I do recognize 
your jungsung? What will happen if I recognize your love? If I 
recognize it and sympathize with you, then you may be more 
captivated by me than focused on God. Then your love to 
God may become blocked. 

Through the method I have spoken of, everything flows 
into the cracks and holes in the heart of God. If there is a 
crack at all in the heart of God, how deep can that crack be? 
How big can the hole be? How about the condition of low 
atmospheric pressure? There is no path more blessed than a 
life on earth as a son or daughter who can compensate the 
world of God's heart with a heart of love that can fill the void 
in God. There is no higher happiness. That is the ultimate 
happiness. If so, then heaven will recognize its value at that 
moment, at the moment when God says "I am in happiness". 

For this reason, it is the loyal citizen, more than the filial 
child, who lives for the sake of the whole and who greatly 
loves and devotes jungsung for the nation. I am saying that he 
loves. The same holds true for the saint. It is centering, not on 
the nation, but on the world, that the saint tries to offer jung­
sung and to love the people of the world. The way of the I 
divine son is to offer jungsung centering on heaven and earth, 
and he is to love heaven and earth. It is from this that the 
stages and differences between the way of the saint and that of 
the divine son emerge. You must understand that this leads us 
to the way of jungsung and love, and if you have some pre­
cious things, if you have some property, how wonderful it 
would be if there comes God's order to offer all of them for 
the sake of the world. Have you ever thought like this? 

Then God will give you blessings. God will bless you before 
the time comes, if you desire blessings to such a degree. How­
ever, when the time comes and you receive heaven's blessing, 
if you say,"Wow! Oh my, I received the blessing, so it is mine," 
then you are a thief. Then, despite your having received the 
fortune, it becomes instead a disaster. I am saying that you will 
fall down to the dungeons of hell. Although you have waited 
for the time that was to come, even if you all waited based on 
the immediate moment for the time that was to come, that 
time, which you expected to come, in the end does not come. 
In such a situation, the one who works to pour out all his ener­
gies to build a bridge and thus open the way for the expected 
time to actually come, will follow the national fortune, and this 
becomes a foundation where all the blessings of the world can 
accumulate. You must know this. 

This is what I think: this is the path that God will follow even 
if it is a miserable and a difficult one. It is amazing that God, the 
Heavenly Father who suffers such a path of ordeals follows me 
and comforts me in everything. I move arotmd now, holding all 
the fortune of God. If I show my appreciation for this and desire 
for something much greater, that is, if I go out seeking for some­
thing greater, then I should share the heavenly fortune that I 
have with others. I am telling you to please advance on this 
foundation. That is the way to give blessings. 

Isn't it the same with the heart of the parents? If you visit 
them to labor, they will give all the money that they have in 
their wallet. However, since the parents know that it is a path 
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... it is natural that people who attend God must offer jungsung/ 

and sacrifice themselves for the sake of what they love. 

that you must go even further on, they will want to sell all 
their belongings in their house; that is the heart of parents. 

ICan you become exhausted? No, you cannot. Oh, humanity is 
in such a state; how can you be exhausted? If one comes to 
know the will of God, he will not be able to live in ease for 
the rest of his life. What is this way of thinking? This is the 
way to liberate God. 

In order to fulfill and to walk toward the eternal world, the 
realm of God's liberation for millions and billions of genera­
tions, you must throw yourself into it, invest and forget, 
invest and forget, and invest and forget. If you go forward by 
doing so, even if you retreat inside the realm of the heavenly 
royal family, the limitless liberation, God will find and posi­
tion you. What am I talking about? Jungsung and love. 

To devote jungsung, you must constantly pray. You must 
not let it flow away. Prayer is precisely a proclamation. 'I am 
doing like this and like this. This is how it is.' It is reporting 
and proclaiming. Satan cannot plunder what is reported and 
declared to God. I have been making a lot of proclamations, 
haven't I? What I have been doing is making proclamations 
after going over each ridge. 

The heart of jungsung and love... I should not come to 
South America and say, "Ah, I miss my hometown. I miss my 
parents. I want to go home." There is a heart that heaven 
desires to give to me through this place. Do not just consider 
the smaIl nation of Uruguay. God desires the realm of libera­
tion that transcends four countries, thirty three countries, all 
these and both South and North America; it is natural that 
people who attend such a God must offer jungsung, and sacri­
fice themselves for the sake of what they love. 

When there emerge many brothers in the family, parents 
I desire each child to love his brothers more than he would 

love his parents. When you go out in the streets and meet a 
miserable person, if you desire to love him more than his 
mother and father would, then God would come and sympa­
thize. Understand that it would be a position related to the 
kingdom of heaven. And what was that, jungsung and ...? 
[Love.] You must love. 

TRUE PARENTS AND /UNGSUNG 

Church leaders here, when you take care of your (mem­
bers) and see their shortcomings, do not directly criticize their 
faults simply as their own. Rather, observe how you can for­
give them. 

People who live like this will never perish. If they try to 
perish, then heaven will protect them. Heaven protects and 
saves them in potentially life and death situations. From now 
on, this year is the best year. What is the true blessing? Cos­
mic expansion, and the rooting out of Satan's lineage. Jung­
sung is necessary. Without the heart of jungsung and the heart 
of love, such rooting out is absolutely impossible. So, how can 
I completely root out all the roots-the roots deep in God's 
heart, the roots that God suffers that are related to our griev­
ous history, which became rooted at the time of the fall of 
Adam and Eve? Because you want to root them out, the more 
you want to root them out, you more you should feel the pain 
of the history of bitterness. 
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Even though God may rest, I must rise up again. You have 
to think that you cannot receive the blessing without being in 
the most difficult position, without being in a position even 
hundreds of times more difficult than God's shimjung at the 
time of the human fall. Do you understand? 

This is why I go to the Pantanal and follow all the lonely 
paths. I am walking the lonely path alone. All alone, all alone, 
the lonely Arirang. There is no one in front of me. Wherever I 
go, there is only nature. I gaze at nature and animals. God 
offered jungsung for humanity and unified everything for 
love. The emotion of the shimjung of destiny is the field; eve­
rything, from small to large, is always connected by such rela­
tionships of destiny to original love. All must be planted in 
that field. Your training is for that purpose. 

For this to succeed, you must think that you will attend the 
Father in that field of the emotion of the shimjung of 
inevitable destiny. You will become the beloved child that the 
Father can love, you will become a friend of God's heart, a 
friend to liberate His world of heart. You must think of such a 
heart. If I think in such a way, the more the days pass, the 
more I ascend. So, by the time I transcend what I have set as a 
standard, liberation is fulfilled automatically almost beyond 
my imagination. 

True Father's whole life, including his present life, has 
never been easy. For hundreds and millions of years since the 
creation up until today, how expansive has the fallen world 
become? We have to embrace all of this. With what are we 
supposed to embrace it? It cannot be done by force. It cannot 
be done by knowledge. It can only be done by a heart of love. 
In order to shed tears, what do you have to sacrifice? In order 
to devote jungsung, by what means do you do so? You abso­
lutely need these things. With such a heart, you do not need 
to worry, about whether it is possible or not. The question is 
whether you followed the direction with the heart of jungsung 
or not. One will not succeed if one makes effort without jung­
sung, but only with greed. 

The question is how much you have longed for people. 
Suppose no one wants to go to sleep when the leader is in the 
church. None of the church members want to go to sleep. 
Even at midnight they regret having to leave. They would 
think of coming back even before they reached their homes. 
This is because the heart of love continues without pause. 
This is the way it is supposed to be. 

Longing for people; isn't that what it is? When you love, 
even though the word of love is hard to listen to because of 
tears, if you say words of love through the motion of the lips' 
tears, such an expression of love is truly more precious than 
mere words. Tears do not just burst out when you are so 
happy to see someone? I tell you, you cannot go to the King­
dom of Heaven without tears. 

Therefore, the way of God's will is not a path along which 
you can eat and live well. It is a path along which you cannot 
eat and live fully, and a path along which you receive criticism 
behind your back. This is the path along which you can feel 
closest to God, and hence, when there is someone who has 
that kind of circumstance, God will try to reveal to him His 
secrets and all other things. God alone cannot liberate human

I Human beings, as sons and daughters of God, should first 
walk the path of true parents, true teacher and true owner-

I like God. These paths are to perfect the ideal of love since 
they establish the position of the partner with the help of true 
love, which is for the sake of the other. 

In this regard, the great principles of heavenly law are 
meant to enable us to find genuine self-fulfillment in selfless 
true love. An ideal family is established where the "upper 
and lower" relationship of parents and children, the "left and 
right" relationship of a husband and wife, and the "front and 

I back" relationship of brothers and sisters are in harmony cen­
tered in true love. Families expanding to realize the perfection

I Also, I believe that the socia-educational function of "liv­
ing for others"-that is, true love-will be effective only 
when it is demonstrated worldwide through media organiza­
tions. This is because the media flows like air and can stimu­
late the broadening of relationships of true love for the sake 
of others by guiding society as a whole. 

It was because of nothing less than true love for the sake of 
others that I founded The Washington Times, Atlantic Video, 
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I Nostalgia Cable Television Co., the Free Press International 
I wire service and others, all in Washington, DC, America's 

capital city, long before I founded The Segye Times in Korea. 
I The same motivation was behind the establishment of more 

than twenty media outlets, including Sekai Nippo in Japan, 
Noticias del Mundo in America, Tiempos del Mundo in several 

I countries in Central and South America, and The Middle East 
Times in the Middle East. In addition, preparations have 

I begun for the establishment of newspaper publishing compa­
nies and image media in some 120 nations. My purpose for 
all these things is the same. 

I Over the past ten years, while conferences have been regu­
larly held for distinguished media representatives from 

I around the world, r have been educating the media in its 
responsibility and have been emphasizing the media's origi­
nal mission of true love for the sake of others.

UNDERSTANDING LIFE AND DEATH

[Father gave this speech at the WCSF 1999 Special Convocation 
opening banquet on February 4, as well as at the lRFWP conference 
banquet in Washington, DC, in December last year. This is the sec­
ond half of the speech (the first part is in the January issue), and 
includes the minor changes made for the Convocation.] 

CROSSING THE FINISH LINE 

As I have already said, we cannot avoid death. We have to 
be prepared to suffer in order to establish the good that is in 
us as our second self in the eternal world. A fetus in its moth­
er's womb must receive proper prenatal care if it is to be born 
healthy and strong. In the same way, we need to prepare our­
selves properly while on earth. We need to grow by modeling 
ourselves on the image of God, the heart of God and the 
divinity of God. 

Once we are grown, we need to 
invest our lives to pass over the line of 
life and death. We must pass over even 
if we have to brave the fiercest storm. 
It is not enough if we do well most of 
the way and then fall just short of the 
finish line. What must we do when we 
find ourselves approaching life's finish 
line? Even if we run with our mind 
focused totally on the goal, we can't be 
confident we will make it all the way. 
If we wander aimlessly at the end, we 
will be ruined. We win victory only as 
we dash across the finish line. 

It is an effort worth making for eve­
ryone born as a human being. No mat­
ter how much opposition there may be 
from behind, no matter how much per­
secution comes from the side, you just 
have to push forward one step at a time. There is no time to 
get entangled 'with the opposition. You have to keep going as 
quickly as you can, even if just one step at a time, in order to 
traverse your path of destiny to its end and finally cross the 
finish line. We all must go this way. 

THE VALUE OF RIGHTEOUSNESS 

We often say that a person's heart is upright. What does 
this mean? When a heart is firmly vertical, we say it is 
upright. If a tree is lying on the ground, we do not say it is 
upright. The same is true when we refer to a heart as upright. 
The expression means that the heart is standing vertically. 

There is one thing that makes me sad: God gave me respon­
sibility to accomplish His will, so dUling my lifetime I need to 
accomplish His will to a level He finds acceptable. Until I have 
done that, I cannot die. For that reason, when I am in the val­
ley of the shadow of death, God leads me out of danger. 

Father addresses the Convocation participants 
on the first of three official occasions 

Whether I am eating or fasting, whether I am asleep or awake, 
I am always praying for the world and humankind. My suffer­
ing is not for the sake of a particular country or people. My 
objective is the salvation of the world. I have worked to this 
day and I am ready to die if necessary. I have sacrificed my life 
so that this objective might be achieved. You, also, should live 
and die for the sake of the world. If it is for the sake of world 
salvation, you even must be prepared to die with your wife, 
your family, your clan and even your entire people. 

Some day in the future, you will die. When you stand face to 
face with death, you will look back upon your life. You need to 
think what final words you will leave behind at that moment. 

In history there have been many people who upheld and 
established God's will. They did not retreat when they faced 
death. Instead, they laughed in the face of death and valiantly 

transcended death. We know well that 
these people paved our way to Heav­
en. What kind of person is it who is 
joyful even when passing over the hm 
of death, the moment that drives most 
of us into heartfelt sorrow? This is the 
kind of person who has heartfelt hope 
and aspirations for Heaven. For this 
reason, we must not reproach the 
world and lament when we face death. 
Instead, we should feel joy as we stand 
before heaven with pride in the value 
of our death. 

To what kind of death does the 
Bible refer when it says that those who 
seek to die will live and those who 
seek to live will die? (Luke 17:33, John 
12:25) This does not mean that we 
should lose the eternal life given us by 
Heaven. It means that we should lose 

the life that is connected to the satanic world, inherited 
through the fallen lineage. That is why those who seek to die 
for the sake of God wm live. This seems paradoxical. But 
from the perspective of the fall, this is the only way restora­
tion can come about. 

Success or failure in life is not determined over a period of 
decades. Rather, it is determined in an instant. If you look at 
the entire course of life, it does not take very long for a baby to 
be born. Of course, there is a period leading up to the birth, 
when the fetus is in the womb. Those ten months in the womb 
are a time of preparation. The birth takes but an instant. The 
preparation may go weLl for the entire ten months, but if 
something goes wrong at the decisive moment of birth, the 
infant will meet a tragic end. 

After living out our life on earth we come face to face with 
our moment of fate. We will see our entire Efe flash before our 
eyes. The one who can say, "There was truth in my life" and "I 
am leaving behind something more valuable than my life," is

and in partnership with the future.
 

a person who has spent his life in a worthy manner. On the 
I other hand, the person who starts to recall the past, and begins 

to shake his head over things he would rather not remember, 
is a tragic person. For some people, the more they remember, 
the greater the expression of joy on their face. If all their prob­
lems can be buried in the ideal, death will actually be a com­
fort. The moment of recalling the past will not be filled with 
fear. If they are leaving something behind, then that past 
record will not die and its reality will not die. Instead, these 
things will be made manifest. The people whose past allowsI them to do this are without a doubt people whom the nation 
can follow. They are the ones whom the people of the world 
can follow. 

We need to consider whether we can stand alone before 
God. Truth and goodness begin with a particular individual 
but they do not end with that individual. Once truth and 
goodness have begun in a particular person, they must bearI 
fruit in another person. Or, they can begin in another person 
and bear fruit in me. 

If a person spends her life giving to others, then she will 
have no fear on the path of death. She has given everything 
and sacrificed herself for others. She has led a life that is close 
to truth; she has shed tears for others and she has investedI her life for others. If a man's aspirations are for others, all the 
life force coming from his pulse is focused and invested for 
the sake of others. If this is the case, then this person's past is 
one of glory. 

The path taken by the wise is different from that taken by 
the foolish. A wise person tries to live in parh1ership with his­

I tory, in partnership with the present world and in partnership 
with the future. A foolish person lives for the self and tries to 
make the world exist for his or her own sake. There is a glob­
al environment characteristic of the spirit world, and within it 
are nations, clans, families and individuals. An individual 
cannot enter Heaven without a self-motivating character by 
which he or she is absolutely indispensable as an individual. 
The family or clan cannot enter Heaven unless they can say 
that they possess a self-motivating character that makes them 
indispensable on the family or clan level. 

Compared with spirit world, Earth is but a speck of dust. 
The spirit world is an eternal world, transcending time and 
space. If a spirit person commands, "The person who lived in 
such and such an age with such and such a heart, please 
come forward," then that person will appear in an instant. It 
is a world in which feelings and intuition turn into reality. 
There are no factories there to produce food. There are no 
automobile factories. There is nothing like that. 

To register yourself in spirit world, you need a certificate 
based upon your life on earth. How are you going to obtain 
it? I'm talking about a certificate of life that will let you say: 
"This is what I became. This is what I did." You cannot just 
make your own certificate. First, Satan has to write one for 
you. After you receive that certificate, you have to receive one 
from Jesus. Finally, you have to receive a certificate from God. 
You will need these three certificates. 

When you go to spirit world, you will find that it is made 
up of three very large realms. Those who lived for others will 
go to the highesllevel. Those who lived for themselves, how-
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ever, will find themselves on the lowest level. They will find 
that everyone is opposing them, whereas everyone will wel­
come those who lived for others. 

Once you are in spirit world, your parents and spouse can­
not help you. The people in the highest levels are those who 
lived for the sake of others. In the uppermost tiers are those 
who traveled throughout the world living for others with a 
heart that expanded their love for their mother and family. 
With a saintly heart, they always are looking for ways to save 
the people of the world from evil. 

The one who lives for himself goes to Hell, and the one 
who lives for others goes to Heaven. People separate into 
these two worlds at death. So, we must live for the sake of the 
whole, for the sake of the greater good. Live for the sake of 
the world, for the sake of God and for the sake of human lib­
eration. Someday competitions will take place to see who can 
live for the sake of others to a greater degree. In the heavenly 
world, the person who has lived for the sake of others will go 
to the higher position. So you can leap to a higher position by 
living for the person who is higher than you are. Living for 
that person is the same act as God bringing forth His own 
object through His creative act. Thus, that person comes to 
stand as your object partner of love. 

THE VALUE OF LIVING FOR OTHERS 

In the spirit world we live for others, centering on true 
Jove. If you encounter a person who has dedicated 100 per­
cent of his life for the sake of others, then you have to say, 
"Please move past me, go ahead." It doesn't matter how great 
the United States seems. A person who dedicates his life for 
the people of America to a greater extent than your President 
does can move past the President and be welcomed. 

When a person only cares about his own interests, he is 
everyone's enemy. It is the same way in spirit world. When a 
person says he will live for something greater, then he will 
naturally move past others. One who lives for the sake of the 
world does not need worry about living for America, because 
America is included in the world. All countries are included 
in the world. The conclusion can only be that true love, by 
which a person lives for the sake of others, is the only content 
and direction that everyone can welcome. 

When you die, you must take with you three accomplish­
ments. One, that you loved God. Two, that you loved yourself 
and worked hard to establish your essential self. And three, 
that you worked hard to expand the love you shared with 
your spouse and your family to the entire world. This love for 
humanity and for God will remain forever. It will define your 
right to ownership in the next world. When you enter spirit 
world, the number of people you evangelized will determine 
your right to ownership. 

In the spirit world, pride wells up over the extent to which 
you longed for people with your life. You do not need any­
thing else in the next world. The only thing you need is the 
record that you loved God more than the world, more than 
your country, more than your spouse and more than your 
children. If a wife wants her husband to love her with godly

The first plenary speaker 
was Hon. Albert Reynolds, 
former Prime Minister of 
Ireland (1992-1994) who 
spoke on the breakthroughs 
in the work for peace in his 
country. Susan Ford Bales, 
daughter of former United 
States President Gerald 
Ford, spoke on the signifi­
cance of her own family 

experience, and particularly her concern 
with breast cancer awareness. Dr. Wally 
N'Dow, Special Advisor to the United 

ations Development Program 
(UNDP), spoke based on his wide expe­
rience with international issues and par­
ticularly the work of the United 
Nations. Arnaud De Borchgrave, Presi­
dent and CEO of United Press Intema­
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tional (UPI), and Editor-at-Large with 
The Washington Times, gave a penetrat­
ing analysis of the promise and perils of 
modern technology in relation to the 
pursuit of peace. 

There were ten separate panel sessions, 
each with a roster of highly distinguished 
speakers, including Hon. Kenneth Kaun­
da, former President of Zambia, Hon. 
Rodrigo Escobar Navia, fonner Minister of .. 
Government for Colombia, Dr. Christine 
Durbak, Vice-Chairwoman of the UN's 
Department of Public Information, Mr. 
Armstrong Williams, host of the Arm­
strong Williams Show, Dr. Gwendolyn 
Mikell, Professor of Anthropology and 
Director of the African Studies Program in 
the School of Foreign Service at George­
town University, Hon. Jin Nam-Kung, 
Member of Korea's National Assembly, Dr. 
Hanifa D. Mezoui, Chief of the Non-Gov­
ernmental Organizations Section of the 
United Nations, Ven. Phramahachanya 
Khongchinda, Director of the Panyananda 
Institute in Thailand. 

Other highlights complemented the 
basic program-for example, the Martial 
Arts Federation for World Peace offered a 
demonstration of a martial arts technique 
used in the training of blind people. An 
Indonesian practitioner enthralled people 
with his ability, while fully blindfolded, 
to find hidden objects, identify people at 
a distance and break metal bars with his 
hands, head and feet. 

IIFWP Inaugural Assembly 
On February 6, the day before the 

International Blessing Ceremony, the 
Inaugural Assembly of the Interreligious 
and International Federation for World 
Peace, was convened. Neil Salonen 
opened the event, and introduced the 
convenors, Dr. Ninian Smart, R.F. 
Rowney Professor of Comparative Reli­
gion at the University of California, and 
Dr. Nicholas Kittrie, Chairman of the 
Eleanor Roosevelt Institute for Justice 
and Peace. Both Dr. Smart and Dr. Kittrie 
gave very inspired presentations, empha­
sizing the great work of True Parents for 
the cause of world peace. Dr. Smart 
reviewed the history of the interfaith pro­
jects Father has initiated, not to mention 
his love for fishing. Dr. Kittrie even put 
forward the idea that Father should be 
awarded the Nobel Prize. Rev. Chung 
Hwan Kwak then introduced Father, 
underscoring a number of the Founder's 
works and speeches over the years which 
foreshadowed the establishment of this 
new organization. 

In his inaugural address, Father said, 
"The time has come for us to seriously 
reflect even on such a matter as restruc-
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turing the United Nations. Might it not 
even be possible to imagine a UN as 
adopting a two-house structure? What if 
the existing UN, comprised of national 
representatives serving in one house 
that speaks for national interests, [were 
supplemented by] a religious councilor 
UN senate...comprised of distinguished 
religious leaders and leaders in those 
fields of society pertaining more to the 
heart, for example, culture and educa­
tion....Through mutual respect and 
cooperation, these two houses would be 
able to contribute enormously to the 
realization of world peace." 

Immediately after the inaugural 
address, a "Declaration of Support" was 
presented by Mr. Giulio Murano of the 
International Human Rights Federation, 
and at this time the participants indicated 
their support by signing the declaration. 
Father then closed the Inaugural Assem­
bly by creating and signing a large callig­
raphy that constituted a motto for the 
new organization. The motto can be loose­
ly translated as "World peace has been 
that for which humanity has longed 
throughout history." 

In all likelihood, True Parents will be 
introducing the IIFWP vision during 
their 32-nation tour this spring, and ini­
tiating the process to establish chapters 
worldwide. The involvement of the 
international movement, particularly the 
national messiahs, in recommending 
participants for the WCSF 1999 Special 
Convocation gave a major lift to its 
overall quality. Their sacrifice and labor 
is beginning to bear fruit in significant 
ways, and this will no doubt provide a 
substantial foundation for the develop­
ment of the IIFWP, along with other 
projects already underway. 

On the eve of the Blessing Ceremony, 
all the participants were presented with 
an "Introduction to the Blessing" presen­
tation by Mrs. Nora Spurgin and Dr. 
Gordon Anderson. They spoke from per­
sonal experience as well as with theoreti­
cal sophistication. At the conclusion eve­
ryone joined in a blessing toast, and of 
course everyone was warmly invited to 
attend the following day's Blessing Cere­
mony at Seoul's Olympic Main Stadium. 

Given the sub-freezing temperatures 
that had been constant throughout the 
entire week, we did not expect many 
participants to attend the blessing Cere­
mony in an outdoor stadium. We were 
most pleasantly surprised, however, to 
see not only the temperatures rise on the 
blessing day, but to see the vast majority 
of convocation participants bravely and 
excitedly boarding the buses to the stadi­
um. We were all treated to a most mov­

ing and beautiful experience. The very 
presence of a huge stadium packed with 
couples was awe-inspiring, particularly 
in light of the fairly harsh weather con­
ditions. One participant described the 
event as a "life-changing experience." 

That evening there was a concluding 
Congratulatory Banquet at the Little 
Angels Performing Arts Center. Father 
spoke to the participants one final occa­
sion, presenting a speech entitled "True 
Family and True Universe Centered on 
True Love." After the speech, several gift 
presentations were made to the Founder 
on behaU of the convocation's co-spon­
soring organizations. The evening then 
concluded with a stunning and beautiful 
performance by the Universal Ballet and 
the Kirov Ballet. As one inspired partici­
pant stated, "To build such a great foun­
dation in the arts, with the Little Angels, 
the Universal Ballet, and the Kirov 
Academy, of itself would be a huge 
accomplishment over a single lifetime, 
but Rev. Moon's great achievement in 
the arts is only one part of a global net­
work of achievements in all fields." 

At the close of the Special Convoca­
tion there was a sense that participants 
were indeed inspired to continue to 
work together for world peace. When, 
at the concluding banquet, Rev. Kwak 
asked whether the attendees could sup­
port him, as Rev. Moon's representative, 
in the work of the new Interreligious 
and International Federation for World 
Peace, there was overwhelming support 
expressed. This conference represented 
in many ways a great breakthrough, and 
bodes well for the future. 

In particular, in the late stages of True 
Parents' ministry on behalf of world 
peace, many are coming to recognize 
the scope and scale of their accomplish­
ments. Not only are the prejudice and 
resistance fading, but many of the 
world's highest leaders-both political 
and religious-are beginning to 
acknowledge this fact. Several partici­
pants were seriously discussing the 
prospects of nominating Father for the 
Nobel Peace Prize. What is most Signifi­
cant, however, is that, as the unjust dis­
crimination is overcome, the opportuni­
ty for the fair dissemination of Father's 
ideas can proceed unimpeded and be 
assessed freely and openly by people 
throughout the world. The power of 
those ideas can then be unleashed to 
help fulfill the universal human quest 
for world peace.•

He has to liberate them through human beings, and 
the representatives of humanity are the True Parents, in a 
word, the Messiah. 

I JUNGSUNG AND BEING CLOSE TO GOD 

If all of you become children of the Messiah, with the same 
heart, then, if you think about the liberation of True Parents, 
human beings will be liberated. If you come to think about the 
liberation o[ God, you will enter a higher level in God's wilt 
to that realm of love. Are you qualified for this? You cannot 
just enter the realm of love as you please, without some effort. 

I You have to jump up to God's level to make a balance hori­
zontally. Ii you do so and even just stay there, it will create a 
region of low atmospheric pressure of love in the spirit world, 
so that a return to equilibrium will occur in order to seek out 
love. When there is high atmospheric pressure, it will fill in 
the low atmospheric pressure, right? The pressure will push 
you from behind even if you say not to. It will push for you. 
This mccms you will move forward. In order to have this kind 
of motivation, what you need is, "Jungsung and love." 

There is no individual, family, tribe, race, nation, world, or 
universe which hopes for jungsung to end. Each follows the 
way whcr~in jungsung is offered. For love, everyone follows 
the way. This is the way of righteousness. 50, you have to 
report and declare what you do. When you say "lather, I will 
do such and such today," then you must report later on that 
"1 have accomplished these things today." Without reporting, 
it will not be horizontal, and the balance will be lost. Report­
ing is to establish the vertical relationship on the basis of the 
horizontal. If you do so, the result will remain. 

Therefore, if the horizontal is established through a bal­
ance, then naturally, a center will be necessary. The center will 
never change its vertical standard love because it reports to 
heaven. The person who goes such a life course can lay the 

I horizontal as much as the level of the established central stan­
dard in the eternal world. This means that the realm of pos­
session in the eternal world emerges depending on the degree 
of one's relationship with heaven. Depending on that level, 
they work freely in the eternal world. Liberation emerges. 
This is a very important point. Do you understand? 

My life has been one of jungsung. I cannot be hostile to my 
enemies. Do not hate at all. You have to know how someone 
could have become your enemy. If he came to have greed like 
that, all his greed emerges from his new desire to feed and fos­
ter all the members of his family: mother, father, sons and 
daughters. Evil men and thieves do not emerge all at once. 
They stand in an impossibly difficult situation that they can­
not get away from, and their behavior turns into a crime \vhen 
it radically transcends the environment. Their motivation is 
love, centering on the love for their own wife, children, and 
parents. Since they cannot do as they wish, they turn to crime 
while destroying their own circumstances. None of them start 
out with a bad motivation. 
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So, jungsung and what? [Love.] My entire work is 
jungsung. However, in order for that jungsung to manifest 
substantially, love is neG'ssary. The same is true for you, too. 
You might think rmight not manifest good enough somehow, 
but when I get through to the Words in this kind of place, the 
more I am connected to them, the brighter the level of jung­
sung becomes, and the heart of love dwells there. Therefore, 
all of you should carry out Hoon Oak Hae with my words 
every day. 

If you feel that the taste of Hoon Oak flae is better than 
the food you eat or the things you love, then you will experi­
ence limitless development. My words are words of declara­
tion which I have gathered in each moment of my life 
through all the serious situations. Since the declaration 
remains, if we think about our lives based on how to fill in 
the gap between that declaration and our own life standards, 

: there will be no time for rest. 
When you go to the spirit world, you want to go near where 

True Parents are, don't you? Yes or no? [Yes.] The answer is 
simple. It depends on how much you have devoted your jung­
sung. It means how much you have liberated the heart of 
Heavenly Father and how much you have pulled True Parents' 
heart and digested it. Then you have to make sure whether 
you have done all of these with love. Those who have done so 
thinking they will get promoted or receive the blessing and for­
tune [for their own sake], will go to hell, all of them. 

If you had a chance to talk to all those martyrs, they would 
say, "If I believe in Jesus like this, and die in faith like this, 1 
will go to the Kingdom of Heaven." However, such a person 
cannot go to the Kingdom of Heaven.

THE FAMILY AND SPIRIT WORLD 

I often preach about the realm of the heart, The foundation

That is the basis for the principle that we live as families in 
the spirit world, Why do we need to have children? The verti­
cal love of God and the horizontal love of parents bring 
descendants into this world, This is a vertical and horizontal 
mixing of the blood of God and the parents. Thus, people 
who were unable to have descendants on earth ,,,'ill not be 

I able to harmonize Heaven and earth in the spirit world. They 
will be unable to keep step with the rhythm of north, south, 
east and west. A person who has no descendants will have no 
place to rest or play in the next world. 

In spirit world, there is no need for religion, much less for 
denominations, There is no need for entities such as the Pres­
byterian Church or the Catholic Church. People there are in 
the realm of life together with God, In that realm are people 

I who loved the world, patriots and loyal subjects, women of 
virtue and saints.

The uniqueness of people of faith is in their living 
their entire life based upon the standard of the spirit world, 
Religion teaches us how to relate with each other centering on 

I the eternal world, the transcendent world, the dwelling place

point I committed myself to attempt­
ing our first RYS project in Birming­

ham. Anyway, not long after returning 
from Kerala, in February 1996, I was 
grappling with the problems of finding 
a suitable project, together with enough 
participants and the money necessary to 
carry it out. 

The project came in a most interest­
ing way. During the final moments of a

the hostel accommodation for our forty­
five RYS participants. It was £360, and I 
had only about £200 in the RYS bank 
account at the time. I took our personal 
check book with me, determined to use 
our own money for the downpayment, 
but as I was leaving the house I noticed 
an envelope had just come in the post, 
and inside was our first check for £500, 
from a charity. _v1y faith went up several 
notches! 

Shortly after that, CSV asked me if 
the Religious Youth Service could con­
tribute anything towards the purchase 

of tools and materi­
als needed for the 
projects we were 
going to tackle! It 
seemed crazy at the 
time, as we still had 
to raise several thou­
sand pounds our­
selves, but I decided 
to donate £200 of 
our money to their 
costs. This invest­
ment was repaid 
handsomely. Not 
only did money 
begin to come in, 
such that we had a

Six of the participants came from 
Birmingham, and the most rewarding 
thing about this was that they were all 
children of women who had become 
part of Patricia's women's interfaith 
group, which had been growing steadily 
since 1993. In particular, the monthly 
"Prayer for Peace" meeting was attract­
ing anything from twenty to fifty ladies, 
coming together to share concerns, 
make friends, and learn about one 
another's culture, religion and values. 
Many times a speaker would give their 
own first-hand experience of real-life 
drama in countries such as Sudan or 
Rwanda, which we usually only hear 
about in the media. In fact, the group 
had become so big that we had to con­
vert a double garage into a meeting 
room in order to accommodate every­
one! Often the group would consist of 
more than 20 nationalities, truly repre­
sentative of Birmingham's international 
cultural mix, with black, white, brown 
and yellow sitting side by side. 

To keep this going, and growing, for 
more than five years has required a sub­
stantial investment of time, money 
(especially 'phone calls) and heart on 
Patricia's part almost ten days of spare 
time out of every month. Also, our chil­
dren had to be pushed aside so many 
times, which is never easy as all parents 
know, and of course we have seen the 
supreme example of that in our True

The women's group provided us not 
just with moral support, but very real 
financial support for our three RYS pro­
jects to date. After the comparative success 
of RYS '96, "Building Racial Harmony," I 
was approached by CSV and Urban 
Renewal to see if we would undertake 
what came to be RYS '97, "Building the 
Community through Interracial Harmony 
and Action." After taking a deep breath or 
two, I said "Yes," and so the fundraising, 
organization and planning began again in 
earnest. This time, just over 40 participants 
from all faiths laid the foundation for a 
park for mothers and children in Small 
Heath, a predominantly Asian area of 
Birmingham. The park was designed 
by three groups of local school-children 
working with a city architect, and we 
were able to involve them in the actual 
work program, as well as in sports and 
cultural activities. At the end, one of the 
strongest images etched in my memory 
is of my eldest daughter, who was then 
just ten years old, sobbing as our RYS 
members left to go back to their respec­
tive countries-beautiful tears of sad­
ness and joy. 

Early in 1997, our interfaith activi­
ties came to the attention of Rev. Wil­
son Singham, a Christian minister 
who had come to study for one year 
in the Selly Oak Colleges in Birming­
ham. Encountering him at a meeting 
of the Birmingham Council of Faiths, 
Patricia and I shook hands with our 
first 'untouchable'. We were to meet 
many more. 

Rev. Singham, a very radical

And, having been touched by the Holy 
Spirit at an interfaith blessing in our 
home, Rev. Singham always gave a beau­
tiful explanation of its significance, ap­
propriate to the people and the situation. 

We left India exactly one year ago 
with treasured memories and the germ 
of an idea to create an interfaith chil­
dren's home for orphaned children from 
those 'tmtouchable' communities. Some 
of these children had lost their parents 
through suicide, unable to repay debts 
to money-lenders through the failure of 
cotton crops, resulting from the simple 
fact of their being unable to read fertiliz­
er and pesticide instructions. Over 100 
farmers committed suicide in less than a 
month last year in that part of India. 

I returned to Andhra Pradesh on a

and myself flying out to Hyderabad, 
Andhra Pradesh, for three of the most 
dramatic weeks of our lives to date. Not 
only did we meet mayors, police chiefs, 
political leaders, religious leaders, and go 
into schools, churches, temples and 
homes, but we could journey several 
hours by land-rover, through rivers and 
along dusty, bumpy tracks to remote viJ­
lages where we could embrace, and be 
embraced by the 'untouchables' in Rev. 
Singham's village communities. Most 
precious of alt literally everywhere we 
went, from the top to the bottom of lndi­
an society we could give the blessing! 

planning visit for three weeks in May 
and June last year, accompanied by 
Margaret Ali of the Family Federation in 
Britain. Enduring daytime temperatures 
of 45 0 _53 0 C, we succeeded in making an 
Interfaith Advisory Board and Action 
Committee to help begin the process of 
bringing this Family Federation Chil­
dren's Home into reality. This is no sim­
pIe matter in India, particularly to have 
people of different castes and religions 
cooperating together. It has been fraught 
with problems, and many times we felt 
the pioneering spirit of True Parents 
coming to our assistance in times of dif­
ficulty. However, we now have Hindu, 
Muslim and Christian people working 
side by side, and also people from 
opposite ends of the caste system help­

ing each other. While Singham is 
'untouchable' for example, his close 
friend Amba Prasad, a successful Hindu 
businessman who has donated the land 
for the Children's Home, is Brahmin. 

Six months later, after a lot of plan­
ning, soul-searching, faxes and phone 
calls, and with incredible support from 
our dear brother John Gehring of RYS in 
New York and the Women's Federation 
in Britain, 36 young people arrived in 
Hyderabad on December 9, 1998, living 
and laboring together to build the foun­
dations for the main structure of the 
children's home, laying 3,000 bricks, 
planting numerous trees, and making a 
volleyball court, all in the space of ten 
action-packed days. 

After this "Building Communal Har­
mony" RYS project, we held an mFWP 
conference in Osmania University, 
Hyderabad, to promote the same 
theme, bringing together some very 
special people, Hindu, Muslim and 
Ouistian scholars and activists, who 
are currently engaged in similar lines 
of thought and work to ourselves. 
The)~ in turn, received encouragement 
and inspiration from those of our 
young RYS participants who managed 
to stay on for the conference. 

We are currently trying hard to 
raise the money necessary, another 
£4,000 - £5,000, to complete the 
building work so that the FFWPU 
Children's Home can begin to oper­
ate sometime later this year. We hope 
to accommodate at least thirty chil­
dren, and our goal is to raise them as 
world citizens. It is truly a project to 
take us into the next millennium, on 
the front-line of True Parents' pio­
neering activities for world peace. 

Who knows where the next seven 
years may lead us? Perhaps all we 
can say for certain, from our shared 

experience, is that, in spite of our con­
siderable shortcomings, as long as we 
continue to reach out to others and 
allow the balance of life to always tilt in 
favour of public over private, as long as 
we continue to proclaim an inclusive 
rather than an exclusive Kingdom, and 
as long as we try to remain rooted in the 
Principle, and in its application into 
daily life, following behind the example 
of our True Parents, then we can have 
hope that God will honor our efforts 
and continue to lead us ever deeper into 
His, and one another's hearts.•

Such scenes left me very worried in 
view of a few American books I had 
read on raising children. One of the 
books that had impressed me most had 
recommended clearly that a parent 
should never say anything to the child 
that he is not ready to enforce physical­
ly. For example he should not tell the 
child to get off the sofa unless he is 
ready to make him do so, aftcl being 
told only once. Through such actions, 
the child is taught that the parent's 
words have meaning and will be 
enforced immediately. 

I think this ethos pretty much perme­
ates American culture. If someone tells 
or asks us to do something, we feel 
immediate pressurc from it. We feel like 
we should do it now, almost immediate­
ly. Because of that kind of innate pres­
sure of the word, I often was very frus­
trated by things my husband would tell 
me to do. For instance, let's say I was 
doing dishes and still had a lot to do. 
My husband might comment that the 
floor had a sticky spot and needed to be 
cleaned, the living room was in disor­
der, the children needed a bath and the 
letter from so and so needed to be 
answered, etc. etc. By the time he would 
get that far, I would nearly go wild, say­
ing I had only two hands and wasn't 
finished with dishes and how did he 
expect me to take care of all of those 
things at once, etc. etc. This would sur­
prise him so much. He would look at 
me with such a puzzled, innocent face 
and say that he didn't mean I had to do 
them all now. He was just making 
observations of real situations.

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A s an American, it has often 
seemed to me that Koreans tend 
to use words less seriously or at 

least in a different way than Americans. 
This has the result that people listening 
also seem to take words less seriously or 
to react differently than Americans 
would. Americans tend to be much 
more strict with small children than 
Koreans, but Koreans tend to scold 
much more. 

Perhaps some examples of different 
incidents can make this clearer. Let's 
take the example of a child standing or 
jumping on the sofa. If the child had 
been told before not to do that, Ameri­
cans would very probably go immedi­
ately to the child, whack his bottom, 
and take him off the sofa with a state­
ment something like, "I told you not to 
stand on the sofa. Don't do it!" If the 
child had not been warned before, an 
American would probably tell the child 
to get down, and when he got down he 
would be told that he shouldn't stand 
on the sofa because it was dangerous 
and it could also break or ruin the sofa. 

In view of such a background, imag­
ine my reaction to the following scene. 
My son, who had been told clearly sev­
eral times that he was not to stand on 
the sofa or jump on it, was standing on 
the sofa using it as a kind of combina­
tion trampoline and jungle gym. My 
mother-in-law was sitting on the floor 
folding laundry. She saw what he was

Idoing and said something like, "Get 
down. You know you shouldn't stand 
on the sofa." He kept playing. She went 
back to folding. It seemed almost as 
though she had done her duty by hav­

I even tells them to go outside to play 
and not to spend so much time at the 
computer or the game set. Then he goes 
into his room, and the children continue 
to play at the computer. As a child, if 
one of my friend's fathers had talked 
like that, 1 would have been out of that 
house in a minute never to come back! 
But these Korean kids are resilient, far 
more thick-skinned than 1 ever was. 

I believe that is the training that 
makes the following story possible.

The leader I 
looked at her again and said, "You can't 
leave now. You have to stay at least until I 
1:00." The lady again smiled and said, 
"Yes." A few minutes later she got up 
quietly and took a few steps towards I 
the door. The leader said, "What are you 
doing? Sit dovvn immediately. 1 told you 
everyone should stay at least until one'" 
The lady smiled again, said, "Yes," and 
backed out the door smiling, bowing, 
and saying, "Yes." And the leader went 
on with the meeting. 

Wihl.€ssing that as an American put 
me in severe culture shock. An Ameri­
can would have to say something like, 
"No, I'm sorry. I have to go. I have a 
previous appointment which 1can't 
miss, and I had made before you called 
the meeting yesterday! If you give me 
more advance notice, it'll be easier to 
attend the meetings." But in Korea the 
explanations are not required or desired, 
it seems. But that is worth a whole col­
