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With its powerful and inspiring vision, the Rally of Hope is pro-
viding much needed insight, broad perspective, and the road 
map for a path forward during a time of crisis. In the era of 
Covid 19, the entire world is confronted with challenge, disrup-

tion, and uncertainty. In its wake, the pandemic has contributed to the rise of 
numerous associated threats, including the deterioration of international rela-
tions, a recession in the global economy; and, in many of our societies, a decline 
in the levels of trust and mutual respect, leading to division and polarization.

During the first Rally of Hope, UPF’s Founder, Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon, called 
us all to abandon the one-sided pursuit of materialistic and self-serving interests. 
Instead, she called us to embrace and put into practice spiritual, moral and altru-

istic ideals. Only in this way, she proposed, can our world find its way forward through the challenges we 
face. 

She underscored the principles of interdependence, mutual prosperity and universal values, indicating 
that by applying these core principles, we will not only prevail during the current crisis, but we will learn to 
thrive together, charting a course of creative development for the whole human family. This message struck a 
chord with millions. 

Beyond its technological advancement, when we think about the Rally of Hope, we should not imagine an 
entirely new concept or idea, but rather an idea or vision that originates with God’s ideal for humanity, with 
True Parents’ vision of establishing God’s kingdom and one family under God. The ultimate goal of God’s 
providence has never changed throughout the course of history. Neither has it during the history of True 
Parents’ lives in which they demonstrated attendance to God. That ultimate goal is to restore Heavenly Par-
ent’s lost ideal. To achieve this ultimate goal, True Parents have worked on many levels simultaneously, some 
profoundly internal and others relatively external. There are aspects to God’s providence, and special condi-
tions that have been set, that are known only to God and our Parents. 

With this in mind, on the occasion of its fifteenth anniversary, and in honor of the eighth anniversary of the 
ascension of Rev. Sun Myung Moon, UPF recently convened its first virtual International Leadership Confer-
ence, ILC2020. ILC2020 featured more than thirty high-level sessions over the course of three days, running 
day and night and moving from time zone to time zone. With 250 expert speakers, ILC2020 was viewed by 
hundreds of thousands from over 170 countries.  

ILC2020 explored at a deeper level the core principles of interdependence, mutual prosperity and universal 
values, drawing out their applicability to the search for solutions to our world’s critical problems. It also high-
lighted the broad reach and outstanding capacities of UPF’s global network, showcasing its fleet of primary 
associations, each of which engages leaders in key sectors: current and former heads of state (ISCP); first ladies 
and woman leaders (IAFLP); parliamentarians (IAPP); religious leaders (IAPD); media professionals (IMAP); 
academicians (IAAP); and business leaders (IAED). 

All together this framework, rooted in core values, provides a context for meaningful dialogue, mutual 
respect and constructive collaboration. UPF’s multi-sectoral approach is bearing fruit and is catching on, just 
as former UN Secretary General Ban indicated when he spoke during the first Rally of Hope, describing UPF’s 
approach as an exemplary model of peace building and a cornerstone in the effort to create a world of lasting 
peace. UPF and the Rally of Hope are increasingly recognized worldwide as bearers of desperately needed 
inspiration, insight, analysis and innovation. 

For this historic achievement we are indebted to UPF’s Founders, True Parents. Over many decades, with-
out any reservation, they invested their blood, sweat and tears, and certainly their treasure as well, pouring 
out all their passion, creativity and spiritual energy in service to God, the Heavenly Parent, seeking to fulfill 
the hope of all ages, a unified world of peace.  In such a unified world of peace, as Dr. Moon says in the sub-
title of her memoir, Mother of Peace, “God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes.” This is our dream. This is 
our hope. May the Rally of Hope hasten that day, as I truly believe it will.

Declaring the Era 
of the Peace Kingdom

Father delivered this address on March 23, 2004 in the Dirksen Senate Office Building in Washington, DC, 
the U.S. capital, at the Coronation for the King of Peace of the Third Israel and 

Ambassador for Peace Awards Ceremony.
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Respected members of the 
United States Senate and 
House of Representatives, 
religious leaders from around 

the world, distinguished guests: 

I would like to express my sincere 
gratitude for your presence here this 
evening in such large numbers, 
despite your busy schedules. Ladies 
and gentlemen, the starting point to 
unraveling the problems humanity 
faces today is knowing God with 
certainty, as the parent of all creation 
and on that foundation building true 
families that live in attendance to 
God. This calls for us to establish and 
attend God in our families, conceptu-
ally and as the substantial parent of 
us all. To do this, we must first clarify 
the relationship between God and 
humankind. God is the original entity 
of true love, true life and true lineage, 
and God is the true parent of all 
people.

Perfected humans go to heaven
If human beings had not fallen, we 
would have reached perfection in 
God’s true love as true children and 
have lived in attendance to God as 
our Parent. God’s plan was for per-
fected human beings to bond as true 
husbands and wives, bear and raise 
true children so that they  live in the 
kingdom of heaven on earth, and 
then live together eternally in the 
heavenly world as families in the 
kingdom of heaven. Think about it for 
a moment. If your father went to hell 
and only your mother went to heaven, 
what kind of heaven would that be? If 
your parents were to go to hell and 
only you children went to heaven, 
how could that be called heaven? The 
kingdom of heaven is where the 
whole family lives together in an 
eternal peace kingdom. On earth as 
well, God will reside where a whole 
family has established a kingdom of 
heaven. In such a family, the world of 
God’s original ideal, the kingdom of 
heaven on earth, takes root.

Realizing family heaven on earth
How, then, are we to bring about this 
family heaven on earth? First, each 
member of the family must complete 
his or her individual character. Each 
person must shed the fallen nature 
that has passed from the Fall down 
through the generations and achieve 

the perfection of his or her character. 
Each person must become victorious 
in the struggle between mind and 
body. Then the world of harmony will 
bear fruit in each individual’s perfect-
ed character, a state of one heart, one 
body and one thought. Fallen nature, 
which causes jealousy, envy, greed, 
hatred and all other evils, will never 
again take root in a person who has 
achieved this state. Shedding one’s 
fallen nature is not easy. The reality of 
fallen human beings is that we vacil-
late even when trying to break habits 
like smoking or drinking alcohol, 
which are formed during the relative-
ly short span of a few years or 
decades. We cannot expect, then, that 
it will be easy to cast off fallen nature, 
which we inherit through lineage 
going back thousands, even tens of 
thousands of years. This is impossible 
by human effort alone. We need to 
stand on the foundation of absolute 
faith and strive our entire lives to 
establish God as our vertical axis. 
Even then, it is a difficult fight. 

We cannot think we will gain 
victory unless we enter a state of 
absolute love for God, loving God 
even more than we love our own 
parents and children and attending 
God as our true parent. We cannot 
hope to win this fight without a 
foundation of absolute obedience, 

following God even at the cost of 
laying down our lives. Herein lies the 
reason that religions consider practic-
ing spiritual disciplines such as 
fasting, sexual abstinence, sacrifice 
and penance to be of utmost impor-
tance. We can be born again, recast as 
new people in whom Heaven can 
reside and with whom the spirit 
world can cooperate. In such a state, 
we will not have anything of which to 
be ashamed, even if our entire life 
and being is exposed before all of 
God’s creation. We need to be people 
of upright character, having achieved 
“high noon settlement,” casting not 
even the slightest shadow. When we 
achieve this, Satan will flee from our 
presence for eternity.

Perfecting the four realms of heart 
Individuals who achieve maturity of 
character come together to form true 
families, and the members of these 
families work together to establish 
what I call the “four great realms of 
heart.” Such families resemble an 
individual who has accomplished the 
complete oneness of mind and body. 
The kingdom of heaven is a place we 
enter family by family. Not every 
family, however, is qualified to enter 
heaven automatically. You need a 
foundation to be a true family and to 
complete the four great realms of

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heart. A true family that can enter the 
kingdom of heaven comprises true 
individuals who have each engaged 
fully in the four great realms of heart 
and whose lineage centers on God. 

What do I mean by the four great 
realms of heart? I refer to the heart of 
parents, the heart between a husband 
and wife, the heart of children and 
the heart of siblings. This is found in a 
true family bound by God’s original 
true love, true life and true lineage 
through a pure three-generational 
lineage of grandparents, parents, 
children and grandchildren. Here, the 
love between parents and children 
establishes the vertical relationship 
between upper and lower; the love 
between the husband and wife estab-
lishes the horizontal relationship that 
brings left and right into definitive 
oneness and the love between siblings 
establishes the relationship between 
front and back. In this way, God’s 
ideal of creation is no longer a mere 
concept or dream. It is perfected in 
reality through the completion of the 
four great realms of heart centered on 
true lineage, family by family. The 
realm of parental heart is acquired 
naturally as parents go through the 
process of bearing children and then 
raising and educating them with true 
love. In other words, it is the heart 
that enables the parents to own true 
love in relation to their children. With 
no relationship to children, no one 
can own love as a parent. Next, the 
realm of conjugal heart is the love 
relationship that extends true lineage. 
In this, husband and wife each are 
grateful for the other having estab-
lished them as an owner of love, and 
each learns true love through interact-
ing with the other. They learn and 
experience true love when the 
husband lives for the sake of his wife, 
even if it means sacrificing his own 
life, and the wife attends her husband 
with the heart of attending God. The 
perfection of the husband-wife rela-
tionship is possible only on this basis. 
The moment a bride and groom share 
love with God’s blessing on their 
wedding night, they inherit the palace 
of true love, true life and true lineage.

The wife, through her husband, 
receives God’s ideal son, who is also 
heaven’s older brother, heaven’s 
husband and heaven’s parent. The 
husband stands in the corresponding 
position in receiving his wife as 

heaven’s older sister, heaven’s wife 
and heaven’s parent. When the realm 
of conjugal heart is perfected, the 
relationship between the husband 
and wife also becomes absolute, 
unique, unchanging and eternal, 
because God is absolute, unique, 
unchanging and eternal. The notion 
of divorce will become obsolete. 
Theirs will be a life of happiness, 
filled with only blossoming flowers of 
mutual respect and love.

Love through three generations 
Next, how can we describe the heart 
of children, and how is it obtained? 
Parents are the center, in God’s posi-
tion in the family, and it is impossible 
for a child to be born without parents. 
The relationship between parent and 
child is established not by human 
morality, it is established by a heaven-
ly morality. Thus, the parent–child 
relationship is a vertical relationship, 
not horizontal. It is not a relationship 
that exists as destiny, by which I mean 
that human effort can change it. It is a 
relationship of absolute and eternal 
fate. Children experience and learn 
the heart of true love as they attend 
their parents in daily life, placing 
their parents in a position higher than 
themselves. Through a natural 
process, they come to understand that 
the love, life and lineage that they 
inherit from their parents originate in 

God. Children who watch and learn 
from their parents in this way will 
grow up to become husbands and 
wives who have no fallen nature, and 
who ultimately obtain the position of 
true parents themselves. The cyclical 
and spherical motion of the family 
unit that continually repeats the 
three-generational pattern in this way 
is the basic model for building the 
kingdom of heaven. Lastly, the realm 
of the heart of siblings is realized 
through brothers and sisters who live 
as a family in attendance to the same 
true parents. The heart among broth-
ers and sisters establishes the relation-
ship between front and back. True 
parents are a husband and wife living 
in truth, and children who attend 
such parents will naturally learn to 
live according to heavenly morality 
and ethics among siblings. It will be a 
beautiful sight, where a younger 
brother or sister attends and reveres 
an older brother or sister and the 
older sibling looks after his younger 
sibling with a loving heart. The older 
sibling represents “front”and the 
younger sibling represents “back.” 
The older sibling represents the father, 
while the younger sibling represents 
the mother. The perfection of the 
realm of heart between siblings is the 
foundation for all people to live for 
the sake of others through love and 
service.

True Father wrote a calligraphic message that emphasized “the earth will take the lead until the day when 
it overflows with the true families united with God.”.  
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Establishing a true family is important
Respected guests, as the number of 
“true peace family kingdoms” that 
have perfected the four great realms 
of heart increases, “true peace tribe 
kingdoms,” “true peace nation 
kingdoms,” and ultimately the “true 
peace world kingdom” will appear. 
This will become the original world 
of God’s ideal, the kingdom of 
heaven on earth, the eternal 
kingdom of peace on earth. I am 
declaring this here and now. 
Humanity has lived without 
knowing that to establish true fami-
lies is the most serious and founda-
tional commandment of Heaven. A 
new era has arrived today. The 
number of people around the world 
who have accepted my teaching and 
are standing resolutely for the sake 
of building the kingdom of peace is 
growing by leaps and bounds. 
Heaven and earth are shaking with 
the cries of bright young people who 
are determined to build true fami-
lies even if they must give their lives 
in order to protect their purity. 
Already, we find hundreds of mil-
lions of Blessed families around the 
world. They are turning the tide of a 
world in which ethics and morality 
have been rapidly washing away. 
That is not all. The spirit world is one 
step ahead of us in breaking open 
the age of the peace kingdom. 
Starting with the five great saints—
Jesus, Buddha, Confucius, Socrates 
and Muhammad—more than one 
hundred twenty billion Blessed 
families are working day and night 
to cooperate with us on earth and 
prepare for the day that is to come. 
According to the Principle of 
Creation, God’s ideal world must be 
completed first on earth.

Carrying out the true love revolution 
Although people today are descen-
dants of the Fall, God’s unending 
love and the spirit world’s coopera-
tion now allow us to understand the 
nature of the heavenly kingdom. 
Please recognize that it is time to 
accomplish a true love revolution of 
overwhelming proportions, taking 
as our example the miraculous 
transformations in the spirit world. 
The time has come for you as well to 
open your hearts and receive the 
secrets that Heaven is disclosing in 
this age through me. In one sense, I 

am a human being living with a 
physical body like each of you. 
However, in the context of Heaven’s 
providence, I am God’s ambassador, 
sent to earth with full authority. I am 
sent to accomplish God’s command 
to save the world’s six billion people, 
restoring them to Heaven with the 
original goodness in which they 
were created. The five great saints 
and many other leaders in the spirit 
world, including even Communist 
leaders such as Marx, Lenin and 
Stalin, central to all manner of bar-
barism and murder on earth, and 
dictators such as Hitler, have found 
strength in my teachings, mended 
their ways and been reborn as new 
persons. Emperors, kings and presi-
dents who enjoyed opulence and 
power on earth and even journalists 
who had worldwide fame, have now 
placed themselves at the forefront of 
the true love revolution. Together 
they have sent to earth a resolution 
expressing their determination in 
the light of my teaching on the true 
family ideal. They have declared to 
all heaven and earth that Rev. Sun 
Myung Moon is none other than 
humanity’s Savior, Messiah, return-
ing Lord and True Parent. This 
resolution has been announced on 
every corner of the globe. Respected 
guests, it is now only a matter of 
time. Look at the world. Do you see 

anything that gives you genuine 
hope for the future? Sooner or later, 
we have to give what we have to our 
descendants and leave this world. 
What gift would be more precious 
than that of completing the family 
ideal in your family, so as to guaran-
tee eternal peace and happiness for 
your children? Surely no one who 
has such an opportunity hesitates to 
take up the task of building the 
peace kingdom on earth, for which 
God has waited thousands of years. 
I have reached the advanced age of 
eighty-five years, by the Korean way 
of counting. All the same, I will 
continue to work harder than 
anyone else until the day the earth 
overflows with God’s true families, 
guns in the Middle East fall silent 
and give way to fireworks of peace 
and joy and shouts of eternal victory 
celebrating the unification of my 
homeland, Korea, echo across the 
Pacific to be heard in America. I 
hope that you leaders, representing 
the world’s six billion people in this 
ceremony, will join hands with me. I 
call you to take the lead in building 
what is God’s original ideal and the 
desire of all humanity, the peace 
kingdom on the earth. Thank you.

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from not only the unpredictable 
COVID-19 pandemic, but also from 
climate change repercussions such as 
localized monsoons and flooding, 
strong typhoons, landslides and 
forest fires. We absolutely need the 
sun, water and air to maintain life. 
We may be living more comfortably 
thanks to the development of civiliza-
tion and science, but we did not 
foresee these calamities. With the 
increase in the atmosphere of carbon 
dioxide and other pollutants, I feel 
deeply concerned about whether our 
beloved children will be able to live 
healthy lives in the future. 

Heed Heaven’s call, revive the creation
People alive in the present time must 
put aside their greed, which leads to 
division and prevents all people 
from uniting. If we are to pick coun-
tries that suffered the most harm 
this year, they might be the United 
States and China. Then, what should 
be done? A leader that loves his or 
her people will have to listen to 
Heaven’s voice to prevent further 
loss of life or damage to property 
from taking place, as there is no way 
these crises can be solved by human 
power alone. 

From the perspective of the flow 
of creation, scientific development 
has become unbalanced. The 
created, natural world continues to 
live according to the circular laws of 
creation. This means it should not be 
interrupted by human beings. The 
future of humanity and that of the 
earth cannot be guaranteed if hu-
mankind remains in the situation of 
having lost its original value and 
being in a state of ignorance. I 
cannot look on as God continuously 
waits and endures to see that day. 
Leaders of the world must listen to 
Heaven’s voice. 

People, who were originally free 
from the Fall, had been created to be 
eternal. The Creator is our Parent. 
However, people have fallen to a 
position in which they can no longer 
go to Heavenly Parent. Hence, I 
sincerely hope that we can come to 
our senses even now and are able to 
find our Heavenly Parent. Only by 
meeting our Heavenly Parent can 
we have a future and the earth have 
a future. I heard that 40 percent of 
the Earth is experiencing desertifica-
tion. This is truly heart-breaking, as 

the air supply, the most essential 
element for life, is under threat. 
Hence, I would like to say the fol-
lowing to China, which is home 1.3 
billion people: China needs to 
realize how great a blessing it would 
be if that nation, with its huge popu-
lation and land, could turn the Gobi 
Desert into a forest using scientific 
techniques, investing significantly 
for the reclamation of the desert.   

The high cost of disunity 
The day when all nations become 
children of our Heavenly Parent, the 
Creator, is the day when we can truly 
become one family of humanity that 
attends Heavenly Parent. The day will 
come when all two hundred or so 
nations will live happily with one 
another as brothers and sisters under 
their Heavenly Parent. When all 
leaders and all people in the world 
begin to listen to Heaven’s voice, 
become aligned like sunflowers facing 
the sun and usher in the day when 
everyone truly becomes one family of 
peace, all problems will be solved. 

Think about it: All nations are 
investing astronomical amounts of 
money on armaments to protect their 
own countries. If one-tenth of that 
money could be used for the people, 
and nations consequently became 
prosperous, would any of these 
countries think of waging war? If 
countries can become prosperous 
even without going to war, would 
there be any need to be greedy at the 
risk of people’s lives? God has given 
us a final warning more than once. 
This cannot be delayed any further. 
People must realize this. 

God’s children’s duty is environmental 
preservation
During the Korean Chuseok holiday, 
Koreans watch the full moon togeth-
er and revere Heaven. Siblings living 
far away also come together and 
express their gratitude to Heaven 
and to their parents. The entire 
neighborhood comes together as 
well. If a world without anxiety and 
worry is not the kingdom of heaven 
on earth, what could be? I will say it 
one more time—Heaven created this 
beautiful earth for us. Until now 
people have been undutiful as a 
result of the Fall. Please remember 
that the day will come when all 
people repent from a position in 

which they attend Heaven and begin 
to make effort to regain their origi-
nal state. That will be the day of the 
realization of true peace and of the 
formation of one human family.

I ask the following of the United 
States: Undoubtedly, God has 
blessed the United States. However, 
this was not a blessing for the United 
States alone. Heaven desired to 
embrace all humanity through the 
founding of the United States. The 
United States today, which stands on 
the Christian foundation, must 
become a nation that attends 
Heavenly Parent. How can some 
people, out of human ignorance, 
think of abandoning the earth, and 
moving into space? It is our duty as 
Heavenly Parent’s children to restore 
the earth we are living in to the 
original state in which it was created 
at the beginning, by mobilizing all 
the capacities of science. 

When we think of the Creator, our 
Heavenly Parent, we must love 
nature. When I walked through the 
garden in Cheon Jeong Gung in the 
past, I rarely saw bees or butterflies. 
So I planted a garden, and grew 
flowers. After that, they began ap-
pearing, and now there are many 
kinds of bees finding nectar in the 
garden. You cannot imagine how 
much I had longed for this to 
happen! Through this work of 
nature, I saw how people’s thoughts 
could change; they could overcome 
their ignorance. Until now, we have 
not taken good care of nature. Even 
though the season has changed, and 
it is quite chilly in the mornings and 
evenings, bees continue to work 
hard. It is my sincerest hope that all 
of you, with your leaders, can work 
together to create the kingdom of 
heaven on earth, where all countries 
live in joy and harmony with nature. 

By 2050, the population of 7.7 
billion people in our world is expect-
ed to increase to 10 billion. Yet, the 
area of land suitable for people to live 
on is also gradually decreasing as a 
result of climate change. Now is the 
time to put aside all greed and restore 
this beautiful earth, as original sons 
and daughters, before it is too late. 
Hence, I sincerely ask you one more 
time to continue doing your best until 
the day Heavenly Parent can say, 
How much have I waited for this day!

That is why I have asked that owls 
be placed here looking in all direc-
tions. People all over the world love 
owls. During the Goguryeo period 
[918–1392], their symbolic bird was 
the crow, which was called sam-
jok-o [three-legged black bird, the 
intermediary between Heaven and 
people]. During the Joseon Dynasty 
[1392–1910], they used the magpie. 
We even have a children’s song 
entitled, “Magpie—Magpie’s New 
Year’s Day.” However, in the Cheon 
Il Guk era, the owl is that bird that 
will protect Heavenly Parent’s 
beloved children twenty-four hours 

a day without ceasing, block any-
thing that is impure and bring good 
fortune upon them. So, centered on 
this garden, I have called this place 
Buheung Garden. Within this Korea 
House will be a restaurant and all 
other facilities. They will form the 
HJ Buheung Waterside Café. In this 
way, the term “Buheung” will be 
included. [Translator’s note: 
“Buheung” usually means “revival” 
or “resurrection,” but on that day, 
Dr. Young-ho Yun explained that the 
bu (부) in buheung (부흥) here means 
prosperity.] The Hanwon Korean 
House is located in the nation 
where—for the only time in 
history—True Parents were born. It 
is also an eco-friendly building. I 
hope you can use it frequently and 
come to like it a lot.

This was True Mother’s Message at a Special Gathering she hosted at Cheon Jeong Gung for 

future leaders, a hundred and thirty cadets from Sunmoon Sunhak Academy and 
sixty from the Hyo Jeong Cultural Center. 
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A re you from our first, 
second or third generation? 
Regardless, when it comes 
to the completion of the 

providence in the Cheon Il Guk era, 
the only begotten daughter, True 
Mother and you are at the center. 
Shin-chul and Shin-heung are your 
team leaders? [Yes!] They are my 
grandsons, but in this Cheon Il Guk 
era, they are sons. So, you are also my 
sons and daughters.

Through hard study of God’s 
providence and many experiences, 
you have become precious stones 
among precious stones. You are pearls 
among pearls. You are not alone. As 
Shin-chul and Shin-heung go forward 
in this way, you move together with 
one heart and mind and make it a 
habit to report to Heaven before you 
begin doing anything. [Yes!] You 
should pray that your father and 
uncles in the spiritual world will be 
with you on the path you are taking 
and that they will work amazing 
miracles through you and support 
you throughout your course. You will 
be able to see the results immediately. 
Hence, I am asking you to always 
start everything with a report to 
Heaven, with that heart. [Yes!]

I heard that you are returning 
home today. So, I will give you some 
pumpkin taffy, which Father loved 
when he was here. Now, in Alaska 
during this season, in September and 

October, it even snows. It snows and 
rains. In winter it rains a lot.

Even so, we spent a lot of time 
there for the ocean providence, and it 
was autumn, but we had to put on all 
the clothes we could wear. We even 
had to wear raincoats. It is very cold 
there. One thing that helps in the cold 
is candy that can generate some 
calories; you need that. And back 
then, I do not know if there is still 
such candy like that today, but I 
remember the brand name Werther’s 
Honey. 

I bought many of those candies for 
Father and those around him, and 
they all enjoyed them a lot. When we 
came to Korea, there was pumpkin 
taffy from Ulleung Island. When I 

gave it to Father, he really liked it. He 
always had it whenever he needed 
some sugar. Even now, those taffies 
are still in our study. After I heard 
that you were leaving today, I asked 
that all the taffies be brought down 
here. 

Those in charge can come out and 
receive it. You will probably be able to 
receive three or four each. [Thank 
you!] Enjoy it, as it is sweet. As you eat 
the taffies and reflect over what has 
happened until now, I hope you can 
always think of me as being an 
awesome great-mother. [Yes!] I will 
conclude my remarks now. I have 
ordered hamburgers for you, so 
please enjoy them on your way back. 
[Warm applause]

Amen. St Paul writes, “For through the 

Spirit, by faith, we eagerly wait for the hope of righteous-
ness.” (Galatians 5:5) Dear friends all over the world, first, 
I thank the Universal Peace Federation and its chairperson 
Dr. Thomas Walsh for organizing this Rally of Hope. My 
thanks also extend to the founder of “UPF,” Dr. Hak Ja 
Han Moon, for initiating and hosting this important rally. 

The Christian hope is founded on Christ’s crucifixion 
and resurrection and opens a life in the light of God’s 
word. Christian ethics of hope anticipate the universal 
coming of God in the potentialities of history.

Today we are witnessing a culture of fear and anxiety 
that promotes hopelessness. COVID-19 has shown us the 
weakness of human beings. Although, it has painfully 
created uncertainties, suffering and death, it reminded us 
of our common humanity, which is seeking a common 
hope from God our Savior. In this neo-culture of fear and 
anxiety, Prophet Isaiah gives a word of hope to the people 
of the Exile: “Do not remember the former things or 
consider the things of old. I am about to do new things; 
now it springs forth, do you not perceive it? I will make a 
way in the wilderness and rivers in the desert.” (Isaiah 
43:18-19). 

God calls us to work together
Dear friends, God does not want us to stay idle and only 
hope for the end times and create unrealistic eschatologi-
cal scenarios. God wants us to keep our living faith in him 

in this broken world. God also asks us to heed to his 
promises, trust him wholeheartedly and to boldly work in 
the power of his hope to transform our world to become a 
safe haven of justice, dignity, equality, freedom, reconcilia-
tion, harmony and peace.  

God calls us as states, nations, religious followers and 
agnostics to be a beacon of hope and to work together to 
implement God’s agenda of justice and dignity in our 
broken world. As we celebrate the seventy-fifth anniversa-
ry of the establishment of the United Nations, we are 
called to work together that this organization will not be a 
platform for the powerful but a platform for the power of 
truth, justice and equality for all. 

God also calls all faith-based organizations and follow-
ers of different religions to more frequently work together 
for our common equal humanity and find the common 
values of love, hope dignity and sustainability.

Send us Your Holy 
Spirit to transform the darkness into light, the 
injustice into justice, oppression into freedom, 
hatred into love, the culture of fear and anxiety 
into culture of trust, hatred into love, tensions 
among religious groups to harmony, inequality 
to equality and equal opportunities, racism into 
seeing God’s image in every human being re-
gardless of their gender, color, ethnicity, politi-
cal or religious affiliation. 

Make us to be your agents of hope in a hopeless 
situation. Empower us with your Spirit so that 
with St. Paul we can pray, “May the God of Hope 
fill (us) with all joy and peace in believing, so that 
(we) may abound in hope by the power of the Holy 
Spirit.”

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was strongly against Communism. He stood strong for 
all nations to come together in peace.  Now, Mother 
Moon, who was with him every step of the way, has 
rapidly expanded the Universal Peace Federation and 
the work of the Washington Times. This has resulted in 
the greatest effort for peace and family values that I 
have ever seen.

Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon—Mother Moon as she is 
known—founded an organization called the International 
Association of Parliamentarians for Peace in 2016. (“IAPP” 
for short.) I am honored to serve along with Speaker Jose 
de Venecia from the Philippines as the international 
co-chairmen. It is rapidly becoming a very powerful 
association of parliamentarians and former members of 
parliament from around the world. I can never forget 
when we founded the IAPP International in Korea in 2016 
with members of the U.S. Congress and parliamentarians 
from over forty-two countries. At that time, we were 
hosted by a great friend and leader Senator Orrin Hatch, 
who welcomed and introduced Mother Moon at the 
Kennedy Caucus Room in the Senate Office Building in 
which three hundred members of Congress from the U.S. 
and around the world joined us to call for all parliamen-
tarians to stand for peace. 

Where we are today
This has grown today to nearly five thousand members of 
parliaments from 120 countries, who affiliate with the 
IAPP. Parliamentarians are elected by the people and they 
represent the hearts of the people of their nations. We are 
now building a rapid communication network among 
parliamentarians so we can quickly alert the other parts 
of the world to challenges to peace, security, and health. If 
we had a pandemic early warning communication system 
in place, so many lives could have been saved. Now my 
colleagues in the IAPP are bringing forth resolutions of 
support to the IAPP and an international communication 
system is developing right now. If affirmative steps had 
been taken earlier, the loss of life could have been reduced 
dramatically.

IAPP members working together from around the 
world could be in a position to see trends and situations 
more clearly and faster than other organizations. For 
example, COVID-19 was first reported to the World Health 
Organization on December 31, 2019. It took the World 
Health Organization until January 30 to declare the out-
break of a public health emergency of international 
concern. And then it took them more than a month after 
that to declare it a pandemic on March 11, 2020. Action is 
happening at the grassroots level right now. 

Mother Moon is very focused on other issues that have 
global impact, including peaceful reunification of the 
Korean Peninsula. She brings together faith leaders, 
media, business leaders and parliamentarians with the 
heads of state and first ladies of the world. She has a gift 
that makes us all feel the blessings of God are with us and 
that we are one family. There is nobody anywhere in the 
world who is doing as much as Mother Moon, to find 
solutions to some of the most difficult problems the world 
has ever faced. 

The lofty ideals of the Nobel Peace Prize Committee are 
actually embodied in Dr. Moon’s quiet, and lifelong dedi-
cation to solving human conflict. Participating in this 
Rally of Hope means that you also seek peace for this 
world. So, I want to thank you and may God bless every 
one of you.

We 
see the building blocks of a new world order in the insti-
tutions of global civil society—like UPF and the 
International Association of Parliamentarians for Peace 
(IAPP)—already at work on most international issues and 
challenges, especially in erecting an edifice of peace, in 
creating a better world for the next generation. 

Indeed, on the lingering conflict and dangerous flash 
points on the Korean Peninsula, we urge the revival of the 
long-postponed Six-Party Talks among the United States, 
Russia, China, Japan, South Korea, and North Korea with 
support from the ASEAN region, which would contribute 
to enhancing political stability and security not only on 
the Korean Peninsula but throughout the entire Asia 
Pacific Region. We also urge dear friends, dear brothers, 
fellow Asians, peoples of the world that are assembling in 
this historic conference to devote time and effort to help 
revive and start off, with God’s benediction—a new series 
of Interfaith Dialogues, which we initiated in the United 
Nations system in 2004, as a way of helping resolve geo-
political religious conflicts, strengthen religious moder-

ates, and isolate those who advocate terrorism and violent 
extremism in the name of faith and religion. 

For, the Interfaith Dialogue upholds a global culture of 
peace and mutual understanding. In these moments of 
enormous challenge and uncertainty, we seek strength, 
yes, strength in unity—on a sense of shared purpose born 
out of our common dream—peace in our countries, in our 
region, and in the world. Thank you, dear friends from all 
over Asia, all over the world.  Thank you, and good day. 
God bless you and your families and friends.

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Two years ago, in December 
2018, I became responsible for 
CARP and IAYSP in my nation, 
the Czech Republic. Before 

this, I did two years of a gap year 
program called STF Europe. In this 
program, I could realize, not only my 
value as Heavenly Parent’s daughter, 
but most important, I realized what 
my responsibilities are. Once I came 
home, I received the opportunity to 
become CARP and IAYSP leader for 
my nation. But I was feeling unconfi-
dent about taking this position. One 
day I was about to say no to the pro-
posal by our national leader. But 
Heavenly Parent had a clear plan, as 
always and was not ready to give it 
up so easily. That same night I had a 
dream that changed my perspective. I 
was dreaming, that True Mother was 
preparing a big speech to give in 
Europe. I was helping to gather 
people to attend the speech. I went in 
the streets and preached that the 
Messiah will now speak. Thanks to 
that the whole room was filled with 
people and many more were standing 
in the back. When True Mother fin-
ished her speech, she was walking 
towards a door that I was standing by. 
Yet instead of opening the door to her, 
I was foggy-minded and looked 
around wondering how many people 
I had gathered. In that very moment, 
True Mother opened the door herself, 
and then looked at me and said, “You 
just missed the opportunity to open 
the door for the Messiah.” When I 
woke up, I knew what that dream 
meant. If I receive an opportunity to 
open a way for our True Parents, I 
should not hesitate even for a 
moment.

accept being the Czech CARP-IAYSP 
leader. 

Dual obligations
Being responsible for CARP and 
IAYSP may feel like wearing two 
different hats.

CARP is an 
internal program; members study the 
core of the Divine Principle, and as 
students on campuses, we offer a life 
changing experience to other young 
people.

Saving young people, saving the 
nation
The first time my spiritual daughter 
met True Mother in Albania in 2019, 
she could not stop shedding tears of 
joy and gratitude. Every time I remem-
ber this, I feel courage rising in my 
heart and it gives me the will to 
witness to all the young people in the 
Czech Republic. Of course, this is a big 
dream and may not sound realistic but 
seeing how much young people suffer 
from following unprincipled ideals 
and values pushes me toward wanting 
to help them and guide them back 
home. Our primary goal is to bring 
God back home into Czech people’s 
heart. This goal for the Czech Republic, 
being the most atheistic country after 
North Korea, may sound quite impos-
sible. But thanks to the work of many 
Korean, Japanese, American and 
European missionaries, we could 
bring the Principle and God into many 
young people’s lives. In IAYSP, what 
warms up my heart is to see the 
impact, we, as youth, can have not 
only on our society, but on people’s 
lives and decisions! 

As I mentioned earlier, the Czech 
IAYSP reaches out to youth in or-
phanages. Before the pandemic, we 
managed to organize our first event. I 
will never forget the joy and love we 
felt from these children. Many of the 
children come from difficult house-
holds, where hate, alcohol and vio-
lence are obstacles. We wanted to 
bring them joy and love through an 
American Culture Night with games, 
sports, snacks and a guidance on how 
to grow their heart. The biggest sur-

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prise, we all felt, was that the children 
gave us much more love than we 
thought we would bring to them. We 
won their hearts and they won ours 
from first sight. In that moment I 
could see that it is not about the event, 
not about the program; it is all about 
the heart. That day I also saw how 
much power we can have if we truly 
unite as young people and decide to 
do something for the sake of others. 

Working to help the destitute 
Earlier, in 2019, we had organized two 
service projects, in which we brought 
food and clothes to homeless people. 
We first went door to door to ask 
people for donations and then distrib-
uted the food and clothing to people in 
need. The first time we did it, we only 
went for the purpose of giving out 
external help, so actually we felt quite 
empty. We had the feeling that we 

were helping them today, but tomor-
row they may be hungry again. 
However, the second time we did the 
project, we brought the material things 
as an excuse; the main purpose was to 
speak to them, listen to their stories 
and give them some light of hope. That 
day, we felt truly fulfilled and felt as if 
we had achieved the main purpose of 
the project. 

We stayed with the people living 
on the streets for the whole afternoon, 
listening to their stories and especial-
ly listening to their life guidance. 
Many of them had deep regrets, so 
they were guiding us and explaining 
to us how important it is to have big 
goals and dreams in our lives and to 
never give up, to stay away from 
addiction and to truly value the 
relationships we have in our lives. 
Receiving such guidance from people 
who had hit rock bottom in their 

lives, brought lots of tears to my heart. 
Hearing from them all such beautiful 
encouragement but knowing that 
they themselves have given up on 
their dreams, gave me a new driving 
force to truly fulfill my life goals. I 
was even happier to hear, that I was 
not the only one feeling this way, but 
the whole project team felt exactly the 
same. As young people we really 
have the power to make a change. 
Even the smallest step can create a 
victory that can change someone 
else’s live. That day, the homeless 
people did not want to let us go. Most 
of them haven’t had a conversation 
with someone in a long time and they 
told us, that they felt their heart 
warmed up. 

I am truly grateful for these 
amazing memories and experiences 
CARP and IAYSP afforded me. With 
this testimony, I want to encourage all 
our young people to seek to fulfill 
their responsibilities. Ask Heavenly 
Parent, How can I help you today? 
Seeing the impact we can have on 
other people by bringing them closer 
to Heavenly Parent and True Parents 
is the most valuable experience. 
Please everyone, let us combine our 
will and talents and dedicate our lives 
to creating the kingdom of heaven on 
earth today. Our dear True Mother, 
please do not worry. We will work 
harder and harder to make your 
dream come true. Thank you for 
always caring for and loving us.

Tribal Messiahship in Benin

The Dangbo Heavenly Tribal Messiah Center (HTM center) 
opened in April 2019 and has been effective ever since 

at managing a tribe of 430 couples. 
The first Rally of Hope marked a turning point 

in the culture of this HTM center. 
It gave us an opportunity to connect our local, 

rather rural and remote activity, to the mainstream providence.

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We should be supportive of 
True Mother’s wish to 
reach out to one-third of 
the human population 

by 2027. This aching desire occupies 
True Mother’s mind; it should stir our 
minds, too. Can the daughter of God 
focus on anything else, anything 
smaller? Her position is to embody 
the divine determination of the 
Creator, ‘‘who desires all people to be 
saved and to come to the knowledge 
of the truth.’’ (1 Timothy 2:4). 

The Creator’s heart boils with 
extreme patience, and extreme impa-
tience. In a time of a global pandemic, 
everything has slowed down. We 
may thus figure out God’s circum-
stances. ‘‘The Lord is not slow in 
keeping his promise, as some under-
stand slowness. Instead he is patient 
with you, not wanting anyone to 
perish, but everyone to come to re-
pentance.’’ (2 Peter 3:9) 

The Rally of Hope is a divine tool 
to convey God’s passion. People all 
over the world may experience God’s 
heart live, at home, through their 
devices. Yes, I may experience the 
event, the diligence of God to save 
me, through my smartphone, tablet or 
whatever. This desire to be saved and 
to save can be viral and contagious. 

For God, there is no past or future, 
but a present time of longing and 
yearning, when he thinks of only one 

thing, that is, the salvation of all 
human beings, on earth and in the 
spirit world. Tribal messiahship 
means experiencing this divine 
reality in our tribe. A heavenly tribal 
messiah represents God on the local 
scale. And the Rally of Hope com-
bines the universal, global providence 
of saving all mankind and the local 
providence of saving this man, this 
woman, right here. 

Whereas the world seems para-
lyzed by the pandemic, True Mother 
has reminded us of what humanity 
should focus upon. Our True Mother 
is still on earth, and the entire human 
population should be given a chance 
to attend her. With the Rally of Hope 
online, you do not need to gather 
people in a single venue. You can do 
something both much wider and 
more intimate. You can organize a 
program whereby all mankind, West 
and East, North and South, can attend 
the living God and his only daughter. 
New technologies offer an opportuni-
ty to create a thrilling event, where 
the living God speaks directly to all 
through the True Mother attended by 
the world’s elites. 

Gaining from our first experience
During a Zoom call, held three weeks 
before the August 9 event, Reverend 
Emmanuel Allognon, the national 
leader of FFWPU-Benin, asked the 

tribal messiahs in Benin if we were 
confident to gather people to watch 
the event either live, at 2:00 am, or 
later the same day. There were 
various opinions about that. When 
my turn came to speak, I felt that I 
had no choice but to make a total 
commitment. I said that we would 
gather at least forty-three people in 
the HTM center at 2:00 am. To consid-
er something different was not even 
an option. 

With God’s grace, the first Rally of 
Hope attracted fifty-one people to the 
Dangbo HTM Center. They could 
connect with the central providence 
and with our True Parents. It was a 
magic moment in which they spent 
the night together as one family 
under God. To simple people from a 
rural area came a possibility, once in 
their existence, to take part in a 
central event of the providence, not 
just as individuals, but as Heavenly 
Parent’s Holy Community. They were 
particularly proud to see and hear 
African leaders like President Sall 
from Senegal and Prime Minister 
Rafini from Niger (both members of 
ECOWAS, like Benin). They were 
struck most by True Mother’s divine 
mind. 

Though we did both, I shall explain 
how we did the second rally and how 
God prompted us to do it better, more 
meaningfully, the second time. Forty-

three people attended the second 
rally on September 27. Quantitatively, 
it was a bit smaller, but we upgraded 
the quality and received many inspi-
rations. The second Rally of Hope had 
a special focus on young people. 
About fifteen students of a good level 
attended the program. We also asked 
two smart CARP-Benin students to 
come to support the event. 

We called our second event “The 
Night of Success and Hope.” We 
wanted to match local success stories 
within our tribe with the topic of 
global hope for all mankind—a 
successful Dangbo for a hopeful 
humanity, if you prefer. 

Like the first time, we offered a 
whole package to the people: they 
gather on Saturday evening, we serve 
them a good dinner, have fellowship, 
and listen to reports of local success in 
the tribe. They can rest a bit in the 
center and then watch the program 
live, during the night. 

Linking success stories with rally 
viewing 
We believe that people can trust in a 
program of hope for a better world if 
they see signs of hope in their own 
local community. They want to see 
Cheon Il Guk here and now, in order 
to promote a culture of hope world-
wide for the future. 

Our first success story was given 
by Oumarou and Falilath Asso. Both 
are Fula people from the north of 
Benin and are Muslim. Fula people 
often experience discrimination in 
Benin. But Oumarou has been a 
brilliant student and is now complet-
ing a PhD in Mathematics in 
Dangbo’s prestigious Institute of 
Mathematics and Physics (IMSP). It is 
the top institution of scientific re-
search in Benin, just two miles from 
our HTM center. The very rural and 
illiterate people of our tribe seldom 
have a chance to interact with a man 
of this quality. Especially since he 
recently received the Blessing. 

I met him a year after I had com-
pleted the 430 couples in Dangbo. 
One day, at 4:00 pm, I was alone in the 
center and had a sudden craving for a 
local donut. On that day, this physical 
desire could be used for a higher 
purpose. As I bought my donut from 
a street vendor, I saw a bright young 
man, also buying a donut. ‘‘Aren’t you 
a student at IMSP?’’ I asked. He an-

swered that he was in the doctoral 
course there. The next day, he came to 
visit the center. 

‘‘Let us talk about divine mathe-
matics,” I said. “I shall tell you how 
each number, from 1 to 10, is connect-
ed to peace building.’’ Oumarou 
enjoyed the explanation and came to 
study the Principle. When I came 
back to France after two months in 
Benin, we occasionally kept in touch, 
and in February 2020, I heard that he 
and his wife Falilath had received the 
Blessing.

I came back to Benin during their 
forty-day separation. A few days later, 
they completed the three-day ceremo-
ny. They came to see me with their 
two-year-old son Al-Assid. They 
looked happy, but Falilath had two 
requests. ‘‘I love my husband, but I 
want to move from this town, 
Dangbo, and live in a better place. 
Also, I want to work, to have my own 
income and not depend only on my 
husband’s salary.’’

She was wearing a Muslim veil 
and had a very bright smile. 
Oumarou suddenly look downheart-
ed. I then sat under the table, like an 
animal. And then, I sat on the table, 
watching both of them. 

‘‘Papa, what do you mean?” asked 
Oumarou. I replied, “Do you prefer 
your wife under the table, or on the 
table?” “On the table, I guess…. Yes, 
on top of the table.” “Then, move 
from Dangbo and let your wife have a 
job. Make your wife two times 
happier.’’

That was a Saturday evening. On 
Monday, Oumarou called me over the 
phone. ‘‘Papa, we have moved 
already.” “What?” “Yes, after hearing 
your advice, we searched for a much 
better apartment. It is two times more 
expensive, but Falilath is very happy.’’

Within twenty-four hours, on a 
Sunday, they had managed to cancel 
the first rent payment, make a con-
tract with the new owner and move 
everything from one house to the 
next. At first, I felt that it was a divine 
fairy tale or soap opera. Then I 
became more serious and thought, 
‘‘My God, the three-day ceremony 
had a powerful impact on a Muslim 
Fula couple.’’ 

I immediately went to see them in 
their new house and blessed it with 
holy salt. They now live in a very nice, 
small three-room house, with all the 

conveniences. A few weeks later, 
Oumarou helped his wife open a 
shop, near their house, fulfilling her 
two dreams. Their simple love story 
moved the participants. 

Vision-driven lives
The next speakers were Victor and 
Firmine Topkanou. They were the 
very first couple to receive the 
Blessing in Dangbo, in April 2018. 
They completed the forty-day separa-
tion and three-day ceremony. Victor 
has a real gift for traditional medicine. 
After the blessing, he began his own 
practice in a nice building, eight miles 
from Dangbo. His clinic is modern 
and bright and consists of four treat-
ment rooms. But Firmine had two 
miscarriages and the young couple 
was a bit discouraged. Finally, a few 
weeks before the Rally of Hope, she 
delivered a baby boy. 

Through these two testimonies, we 
wanted to show what makes a suc-
cessful life. These two couples are 
both guided by a vision. They say that 
the Blessing has profoundly changed 
their lives and they have experienced 
a new beginning and a greater happi-
ness. After the two testimonies were 
over, the first part of the program 
ended and almost everyone found a 
place in the HTM center to lie down 
and rest. 

I myself was following the rally in 
France, from home, but was kept 
informed constantly, through 
WhatsApp. I was overjoyed when I 
received the pictures and short videos 
of the people watching the program, 
especially when they were watching 
True Mother. The preparation of each 
rally involves much stress. But when 
everything is over, we feel joy. 

Between the first and the second 
Rallies of Hope, the volunteers in my 
tribe held a blessing of eight couples 
in the HTM center. This Blessing 
Ceremony was prepared with 
unusual care and attention, and we 
followed each couple well during the 
forty-day separation. As a result, all 
the eight couples did the Three-Day 
Ceremony well. We saw it as a sign 
that the Rally of Hope marks a new 
beginning for HTM activities in 
Dangbo.

Mr. Ladouce, after working for two years at 
Peacetv, moved to Benin (West Africa) and 
lived six months with his tribe in Dangbo.
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I am sure you, dear Cheon Il Guk 
families, are spending your days 
feeling uncomfortable, unable to 
attend worship and that you 

have changed your surroundings due 
to the influence of the Novel Corona 
Pandemic. However, in the face of this 
situation, I think that our Martial Arts 
Federation for World Peace tourna-
ment has become stronger and more 
vigorous. Of course, martial arts are 
particularly at a disadvantage com-
pared to other groups given that 
face-to-face education and social 
activities that require us to be togeth-
er have been restrained or banned.

However, we have the exemplary 
Unificationist sport, Tong-il Moo-do.  
It is also a martial art among those 
using the kata method such as karate 
(a Japanese martial art), or the haze 
type to do alone, without a competi-
tor. This is possible through online 
competitions because they can take 
place alone or in a group, unlike a 
game-style tournament that requires 
an opponent.

A tournament during the pandemic 
The competition featured seventy 
athletes from fourteen countries—
Korea, Japan, the United States, the 
Philippines, Cambodia, Nepal, 
Thailand, India, Argentina, Malaysia, 

Germany, Brazil, Zambia and the 
Republic of the Congo. Since the event 
was successful, we continued to hold 
this “dance” competition from August 
2 to 10. It was similar to the “exempla-
ry sport,” but different in that it is a 
dance competition, which focuses on 
art. The competition involved nine 
organizations from eight countries—
Korea, Japan, the Philippines, 
Cambodia, Thailand, Malaysia, Brazil 
and the Republic of the Congo. 

�“I plan to bring sports and the arts 
together. I am trying to integrate 
dance and music with exercise. I 
want to create something that is 
not simply an exercise, like gym-
nastics, but dance-gymnastics 
combined with music. I am plan-
ning to transform even something 
like karate into an art. I am actually 
doing such exercises every day; 
they are exercises that integrate 
sports and art. In them God’s spirit 
is reflected.” (The Philosophy of 
Peace, Book 10)

Based on True Parents’ teachings, this 
new field, which is responsible for the 
integration of physical education and 
art, that is, the work of the culture of 
heart, was sponsored by the 
Hyojeong Cultural Center and the 

Martial Arts Federation for World 
Peace. They began pioneering with 
the World Tong-il Moo-do Federation. 
The result of the tournament was that 
Japan, Korea and Congo came in first, 
second and third place, respectively. 

In this “dance” competition, each of 
the contestants expressed Heavenly 
Parent’s wishes and Heavenly Parents’ 
hopes as well as advancement 
through the arts of martial arts and 
music. In addition, while each country 
had different cultural characteristics, 
the athletes demonstrated the integra-
tion of physical and artistic arts 
through a “uniform dance,” along 
with artistic performances. The event 
became an event in which the World 
Tong-il Moo-do Federation dancers 
demonstrated their hope for the 
realization of a peaceful world, cen-
tered on Heavenly Parent and True 
Parents, across cultures and borders.

Some pertinent background 
I have been involved in this activity for 
more than twenty years while also 
teaching dance and singing to non-Ko-
rean students who had come to Korea 
as Universal Peace Academy cadets 
and to local church members. Before I 
began teaching, I was first a student of 
many respected martial artists. I also 
studied in Sun Moon University’s

mind–Body unity
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Department of Martial Arts. I main-
tained the attitude of a performer who 
wanted to learn various martial arts. 
At the time of its establishment, the 
Department of Martial Arts had an 
educational policy of teaching not only 
Taekwondo, Judo, Kendo, and 
Hapkido but also other martial arts as 
minor courses. They had no view or 
obsession that they should only teach 
one martial art. We kept an attitude of 
pursuing the best of what martial arts 
offers.

When I first met Dr. Jun-ho Seuk, 
the founder of Tong-il Moo-do, I 
mentioned my martial arts history, 
and he said, “Since you have faith,  it 
is as if you have already learned the 
Tong-il Moo-do dance.” In addition, 
Dr. Seuk Jun-ho said, “The Tong-il 
Moo-do dance is a martial arts that 
unites all martial arts around the 
principle of harmony, and from this 
humble standpoint, we are in a posi-
tion to learn from all martial arts.”

Martial arts and faith
Until now, in the martial arts provi-
dence, the central martial art changed 
from Karate to Wonhwado and then 
to Tong-il Moo-do. In the midst of 
these historical changes, senior practi-
tioners who had been engaged in the 
martial arts were forced to abandon 

everything they had, to shake off the 
conflicts between martial art forms, 
as True Parents taught us, with sweat 
and tears. Last year, during the cele-
bration of the fortieth anniversary of 
World Tong-il Moo-do Federation, 
True Mother gave us a new message.

�As the True Parents, we have 
earnestly sought to reach out to 
fallen humanity, trying to bring 
back one more nation, one more 
life, to Heavenly Parent during our 
lifetimes on earth, as well as guide 
them to a position in which they 
can receive blessings as true 
devoted children of Heavenly 
Parent. With such ardency we 
created Tong-il Moo-do.

I think this is a guide and foundation 
to bring about the era for the heavenly 
unified world. The martial arts provi-
dence has been practicing this. On the 
day True Mother said this, she also 
presented a new philosophy for the 
martial arts. This was convincing and 
shockingly true:

�Unfortunately, the body does not 
follow what the mind desires. To 
bring unity in the family, nation 
and world when the individual still 
struggles from body–mind disuni-

ty is tremendously difficult. 
However, we know God, the 
Creator, our Heavenly Parent.  We 
also know that True Parents are 
our True Parents. I know that most 
of you who have gathered here 
today have been blessed. We have 
responsibilities as blessed families. 
The place in which you reach 
absolute unity with True Parents is 
the place in which your body and 
mind becomes one.

In other words, if you leave True 
Parents and insist on mind–body 
unity it cannot be achieved in its true 
sense. I think this should be enough to 
deflate the pride and misconceptions 
martial artists have about their excel-
lent knowledge in the area of mental–
physical unification. This new concept 
of mental–physical, mind–body unity, 
was a paradigm shift. And from this 
point of view, when we look back on 
the history of the martial arts, we 
realize that even if you're a master of 
martial arts and an amicable person, 
the next question is whether you're 
absolutely united with your True 
Parents or not.

True Father’s tacit approval
This year marks the eighth anniversa-
ry of True Father's Holy Ascension. A

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year before his Seonghwa at the Yeosu 
Training Center during the morning 
hoondokhae, I was called by True 
Father and demonstrated my skills. 
When he called me, I asked him if I 
could sing, I know it was kind of rude 
to ask, especially as we did not even 
have a sound system there. So, I asked 
Father, “Should I sing?” And when he 
said okay, I started to sing! I expressed 
my strong will. Father gladly approved 
and later asked everyone to clap and to 
sing “Arirang.” And I did a martial 
arts demonstration to that song.

I can now say that this, too, was a 
form of energetic dance. After that, 
Father spoke about martial arts while 
enthusiastically mixing martial arts 
steps and movements. Looking at 
him, in those moments, I felt the value 
and absolute necessity for martial arts 
to be recognized. The reason I felt this 
was because, Father was tapping on 
the desk and talking, with excitement 
and a happy expression on his face.

If he was pleased with the perfor-
mance of an inexperienced person 
like me, how much joy must it bring 
to Heavenly Parent and True Parents 
when younger blessed second- and 
third-generation members do these 
martial art demonstrations? This is 
why I learned all I could about 
martial arts and why I teach these 
skills to young people.

Our Martial Arts Federation for 
World Peace tournament has held a 
martial arts festival at this time every 
year since True Father's Seonghwa. 
We promoted not only Tong-il 
Moo-do but other martial arts such as 
Taekwondo and Judo. Other organi-
zations participated in the festival. 
Originally, the mission given to the 
Martial Arts Federation for World 

Peace Tournament lay in creating 
various martial arts and other activi-
ties for Cheon Il Guk.

Clearing some confusion
In my opinion, many people seem to 
confuse the Martial Arts Federation 
for World Peace and the similarly 
named, World Tong-il Moo-do 
Federation. Oftentimes, the two 
organizations are mixed up. I ask 
myself, How are they different from 
one another? I will try and explain 
both. The Martial Arts Federation for 
World Peace is a providential institu-
tion established in 1997. As mentioned 
earlier, it engages in various martial 
arts activities for the creation of 
Cheon Il Guk. In simple terms, it is 
the “UN of martial arts.” Of course, 
the founders are True Parents, who 
established Tong-il Moo-do.

On the other hand, the World 
Tong-il Moo-do Federation is not a 
providential institution but a corpo-
rate organization in the martial arts 
category of unified martial arts, like 
karate and judo. It celebrated its 
fortieth anniversary last year. The 
founder of this organization is Dr. 
Jun-ho Seuk. It is one of numerous 
martial arts groups under the Martial 
Arts Federation for World Peace.”

We have unity in True Parents
However, if you look at what True 
Mother said at the August 28, 2019 
anniversary event, “The place in 
which you reach absolute unity with 
True Parents is the place in which 
your body and mind become one,” 
which is because True Parents are the 
founders, which is why we have their 
pictures in our centers. We show 
respect to and honor our True Parents 

during training. “Train your heart 
and body for courage in difficult 
times” and “With filial piety and 
patriotism, you’ll always succeed” are 
mottoes True Parents gave us. 

We read hoondokhae and bow 
before training. As far as I know, only 
martial arts organizations around the 
world testify to True Parents in an 
honest and fair manner without 
hiding anything from society.

Until now, many martial artists and 
martial arts organizations have not 
been able to meet Heavenly Parent’s 
expectations. Even though we might 
be inexperienced or new in the field, 
the only martial art chosen by the 
heaven is Tong-il Mood-do. There is 
no room for any other theory here.

In the future, more martial arts 
organizations that try to contribute to 
world peace will be selected to be part 
of the Martial Arts Federation for 
World Peace tournament. In order to 
establish a heavenly unified world, 
we and the rest of the world are going 
to boldly march ahead. In any age 
and in any environment, martial arts 
exudes energy and can always move 
forward powerfully. So it is essential 
to combine the talents of hyo jeong 
rang [heavenly warriors] who will be 
in charge of the future era. 

I hope that martial arts education 
will spread as quickly as possible in 
each church. In addition, I sincerely 
take to heart what True Parents want 
to convey through their own martial 
arts and pray that all of us can grow 
up healthy as filial sons or daughters 
as desired by Heavenly Parent and 
True Parent.

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S ince the release of my book, 
The Grace of Holy Songs, 
published by Kogensha in 
2008, which explained the 

background of holy songs based on 
True Parents’ life courses, we have 
been receiving questions on holy 
songs that I had not been mentioned 
in the book. Therefore, we are releas-
ing an irregular series—Sequel: The 
Grace of Holy Songs, which I also 
wrote. As an introduction, we are 
exploring the roots of holy songs and 
hymns in this article. 

Holy songs are heavenly treasures
While paintings and buildings extant 
from religious history are tangible 
legacies, music is an intangible legacy, 
an invisible form of art that one may 
inherit and express when performing 
or listening. This is how music has 
enhanced peoples’ interaction with 
the invisible spiritual world and 
supported our lives of faith.

According to the Bible, when Saul 
fell into a state of confusion because 
of an evil spirit, David played the 
harp and the evil spirit departed. 
Furthermore, to Martin Luther, music 
is a gift from God which drives away 
the devil and makes people carefree, 
and it has the power to cut off the 
devil’s influence and connect us with 

the sacred spirit world. [1 Samuel 
16:23: And whenever the evil spirit 
from God came upon Saul, David 
took the lyre and played it with his 
hand, and Saul would be relieved and 
feel better, and the evil spirit would 
depart from him.]

The holy songs of the Complete 
Testament Age especially are heaven-
ly treasures imbued with True 
Parents’ courses and the history of the 
saints. Inspirations that moved 
peoples’ hearts when they made or 
sang these songs remain in the spirit 
world as unchanging energy. When 
we sing holy songs with sensation, 
the angels and good spirits in heaven 
come to earth and sing along. 

According to one early member, 
Chizuko Kasuga Runyon, when she 
sang “Blessing of Glory” in front of 
True Father to welcome him to 
Japan, she clearly witnessed a group 
of Christian spirits including saints 
and martyrs gather around her and 
singing along in tears. We are 
indeed “compassed about with so 
great a cloud of witnesses” 
(Hebrews 12:1). This being the case, 
we sing “Grace of the Holy Garden” 
in the Cheonbo chanyang session, a 
song that praises the opening of a 
victorious spirit world, so the 
rhythm of the song will open the

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door to the good spirit world. 
Music is closely connected to the 

invisible world. Brilliant individuals 
who have gone down in history as 
“master musicians” had heard and 
expressed the music of the spirit 
world. I have heard that those dwell-
ing in the spirit world are ceaselessly 
creating musical masterpieces and 
beautiful verses. I have also heard 
that an office in the spirit world is 
responsible for discovering, educating 
and training talented earthy people 
who could “catch” these masterpieces 
and express them. Maybe some of 
you reading this article today are 
receiving such training at this 
moment.

In 1978, True Father said, “When 
you receive applause for a musical 
performance, don’t become flushed 
with your own success; return all 
cheers to the experts in the spirit 
world.” This is a surprising remark 
for musicians and artists. As Luther 
said, music is indeed “a gift of God.” 

The roots of holy songs and hymns
Music has such sacred and mystical 
power. In addition to such power, 
holy songs and hymns have the 
power of words. The power of words 
in holy songs and hymns are rooted 
in the Old Testament Psalms. The 

Psalms is an anthology of 150 psalms 
about one’s laments, gratitude and 
happiness in daily life, or about a 
king’s accession or peoples’ suffering. 
They were written over a long period 
of time by many individuals and have 
been memorized and chanted, trans-
mitting essence of the souls of people 
guided by God.

On reading the Psalms, I was often 
surprised to read psalms that begin 
with human-centric views. I believe 
many of you have also been surprised 
by the very up-front words used in 
some of the psalms and gasped, 
“Were you allowed to pray like that?” 
They complained of their sorrow or 
pain without politely disguising 
feelings. They were like little children 
desperately calling on their parents 
for help.

What surprised me even more was 
that God answered their call. Those 
who heard God’s voice and saw his 
historical path were deeply moved 
and gained the power to move 
forward with him once again. This 
shows the path to spiritual victory 
that uplifts one’s soul. The roots of 
holy songs and hymns are the path 
leading to God through the fight to 
separate from Satan. As such, a 
psalm, the original form of holy 
songs, was not written primarily for 

humans, but rather as an offering to 
God. Since its value exceeds that of 
burnt offerings, it is called “the sacri-
fice of praise” [Psalm 49].

To sing the psalm is a “religious 
service” and a spiritual fight to return 
to God
David is practically synonymous with 
the Psalms. He expressed just one 
hope, “God’s presence is my life.” He 
sought to hold services in God’s 
presence, which is why he reformed 
religious service by introducing music 
into it, which was not common in 
Moses’ time. David used various 
musical instruments and formed 
superb choirs. 

Until the time of Babylonian 
Captivity, the tribe of Levi was 
mainly responsible for the choir. Their 
roots are in Moses and his older 
brother Aaron. In other words, they 
are the descendants of the people 
who survived the Exodus. When the 
Jews made the golden calf in the 
wilderness, the Levites received God’s 
love for maintaining their faith. 

The name of one of the Levites, 
Asaph, appears in the Bible as one of 
the choral directors assigned by 
David. It is said that Asaph’s descen-
dants came to lead the choir after that. 
He is the great ancestor of choir. 

The choir stalls were valued as the stalls of the angels. This is a photo of Mosque-Cathedral of Córdoba in Spain. It took twelve years for the sculptor to complete 
the choir stalls in which each stall is decorated with carvings of different biblical stories.
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When you were to listen to research-
ers of ancient Hebrew, you would be 
amazed by the devotion they put into 
training the choir. Four thousand out 
of thirty-eight thousand Levites were 
chosen for the choir, and 288 among 
them formed twenty-four groups of 
twelve singers who took turns 
pouring their hearts out to praise the 
Lord in front of the Ark of the 
Covenant in the shrine, twenty-four 
hours a day. 

They were trained so they could 
meet the requirement to unite their 
hearts (spirituality) and voices (ex-
pression). During the period of David 
and Solomon, they allowed only 
those who had gone through rigorous 
training to the age of thirty to serve as 
members of the choir. 

The Levites did not receive an 
inheritance such as land. They inher-
ited the right to serve the Lord. To 
sing a psalm was a religious service of 
superb offering and an earnest prayer. 
It was a spiritual fight to return to 
God. 

In early Christianity (Ecclesia), 
people passed down the psalms to 
the next generation by adding Jesus’ 
story within them. In times of suffer-
ing or in scenes of martyrdom, holy 
songs and hymns were with them. 
Jesus chanted a psalm before leaving 

for Gethsemane. Furthermore, he 
cried out the opening words of Psalm 
22 on the cross. 

People say that Jesus’ cry “Eri, Eri, 
lima sabachthani? (My God, my God, 
why have thou forsaken me?)” proves 
his lament for being forsaken by God, 
but this is not true. When you read 
the whole chapter, you will see God’s 
glory shine in the end. Jesus over-
came his suffering on the cross and 
entered the spirit world in order to 
prepare a foundation for the Second 
Advent. Let us understand Jesus’ 
heart who is still doing his utmost in 
the spirit world up to this day.

Music and truth that Judaism 
bequeathed
The power of music and truth implied 
within holy songs and hymns and the 
encouragement such power has given 
to people have been passed on 
through history to the central reli-
gions that have taken charge of God’s 
providence, from Judaism to 
Christianity and on to us in this new 
era of FFWPU.

The FFWPU Choir Contest has 
marked its tenth anniversary. Not 
many organizations hold choir con-
tests for the purpose of nurturing 
choirs rather than for entertainment. I 
cannot be but more grateful for those 

who have taken charge for this event. 
Endurance is indeed the power of 
prayer. 

A choir to welcome the divine 
spirit to the altar! Such choir is about 
to be realized in our church. This is 
our pride and also our hope we must 
nourish with special care because 
usually, superb church has superb 
service and superb choir.  

By the way, it is originally unlikely 
to play the piano or background 
music during representative prayers. 
This is something we must improve 
gradually. If you ask yourself, “Would 
I play the piano during True Parents’ 
prayer?” the answer is obvious.

We adopted such custom in the 
early Japanese church in order to 
cancel out noise from daily life during 
services in private homes, and also to 
create an atmosphere where newcom-
ers who pray for the first time can 
pray easily in workshops and 
services.   

However, the music which used to 
be a “servant of prayer” have now 
become too habitual and audible. This 
can make your conscience follow the 
melody and distract the formation of 
the resonance sphere of your prayer. 
Getting rid of it may make you feel 
wistful at first, but as True Father 
said, “When you pray, you must listen 
to God’s response as you listen to 
your prayer,” we should become 
accustomed to pray without back-
ground music. However, this shall not 
apply to collective prayer.

To hold a deep root of prayer and 
focus on the stories that have carried 
the hearts of those who lived with 
God is like tracing a river to its head-
stream. There is endless source at the 
headstream. How wonderful would it 
be if we could hold such source of 
faith within us?

People will continue to sing on 
holy songs and compose new songs 
praising Heavenly Parent and True 
Parents in history. The inspiration 
will become our lineage and 
empower us. It will support our 
prayers and enrich our service by 
pouring water of life to our new 
culture. We sing in order to return to 
a loving atmosphere. Let us unite 
with the great power of heaven.
