I was sitting in the wicker chair in the living room 
stu.dyini1, and I suddenly began to feel sleepy. So I re­
laxed in the ch£lir ·with the intention of sleenine for a 
few minutes. Almost immediately, it seemed, i was in the 
sp~rit wor;d. A eiant, about ten feet tall picked me up 
anu was going to throw me clown en the floor as hard as he 
could in order to kill me. As he held me above his head, 
I could look do~m and see the floor which appeared far 
away. Then, remembering an old judo trick, I reacheJ. down 
and squeezed the giant's neck on both sides. This caused 
him to faint and I left quickly before he could regain con­
sciousness. As I left I looked back and saw that he was 
just be1inning to wake up. 

After this, I found myself sitting (in spirit) back in 
the wicker chair at home (2064 Onyx). The room was fille<l 
with my ancestors or people talkinr about my ancestorso I 
listened to them for a while an<l then desired to regain 
physical consciousness. At this time, I became very clearly 
aware of my sleeping physical body at the same time that I 
was perceiving the spirits and everything in ti.1e room thr­
our;h my spiritual senses. I thought that returning to the 
physical plane would be accomplished merely by opening my 
eyes. But when I tried to open my .eyes, I found that I 
could not move the lids. About this time, or shortly before, 
I became aware of a ~-oom that was standing beside the chair 
that I was sitting in. It was very closely associated with 
one of my ancestors. I knew that one of my ancestors had 
used. it a r:reat deal, but I did not know which ancestor hacl 
usecl it, nor did I knm.r why it was so closely associated 
with that ancestor. .After noticing the broom for a few 
minutes, I continued trying to return to the physical plane. 
But I found that I had no control over my physical body at 
all. It was as if my body were paralyzed. I sat in the 
chair with my body slumped over and my eyes closed. }Jy 
physical senses were active for I could easily feel my 
hands folded on my lap and I several times heard the bed 
creaking in the other room as the occupant turned over. 
At the same time, I was viewinG the room and the spirits in 
it as if I were sitting erect with my eyes wide open. I 
continued to try to get control of my physical body and 
found that I could slightly move my left index finger. 
I could not speak or call except for some very soft groan­
ing noises that could be produced with a great deal of 
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trouble. I was wishing that Hro David Kim woulu come into 
the room and shake me to bring me out .of the trance (or 
whatever it was). Suddenly I felt his spirit standing on 
my left sideo He asked me somethine and I iiae unable to 
reply• I tried to indicate that I could neither novc ·;ny 
physical body «:Xcept for mo~ing my index fin~er nor speak 
except for making the groaninz noises. He just stO()d there 
for a cinute without doine anythirig and I wondered why he 
was not surprised that I had not answered his question. Then 
suddenly the spell b310ke and I returned to normal. 

The feelinp; that Mt:-. Kim had been beside me was so 
strong that when I came back to the physica1 plane I was 
mildly surprised to find that he was not actually there0 
The question that he had 8sked me when I first noticed his 
presence was somethin3 easualv such as "How do you feel?" 
The only part of the conversation that the spirits were 
havinr; that I can remember is the following: one spirit had 
just taken a survey of my ancestors and announced that none 
of them had come to America on the :Mayflower. This surPriced 
me since my mother told me that I do have an ancestor who 
came to America on the Mayflower.,
