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From April 25 to May 16, 2025, the "Heavenly Africa Pure Water Wave 21-Day Workshop" was 

conducted with much grace under the sponsorship of the FFWPU Africa Continental Headquarters Youth 

Department, with 92 young people from 17 African nations participating. 

 

At this significant juncture, having entered the 

Cheon Il Guk Settlement Era in earnest 

following the Entrance into Cheon Won Gung 

Cheonil Sanctum, young African members 

gathered their devotion and determination to 

offer to Heavenly Parent and True Mother, 

making a renewed commitment to fulfill their 

mission as central figures in a practical faith 

movement.
