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Although God'’s Will of the providence of restoration is
absolute and beyond human influence, its fulfiliment

necessarily requires the accomplishment of the human
portion of responsibility (p. 156).
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God predestines the process of its accomplishment
conditionally, contingent upon the five percent responsibility

of the central person, which must he completed in addition to
the ninety-five percent responsibility of God (p. 157).
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The proportion of five percent is used to indicate that
the human portion of responsibility is extremely small

when compared to God'’s portion of responsibility.
