 Preparation 1
  
  

1) Get your books!  Talk to Lorna for Spanish Books  and For English Books 
Tammy.  You may need to sign up how many books you paid for that day on a 
clipboard located near the stacks of books in the back kitchen.
2) Get labels for your books.  Tell Shahram that you need to get your labels 
printed.  The labels allow you to keep in touch with whomever you meet.  They 
have your name, your contact info (phone number and/or e-mail) and the phone 
number of the Leonard Lane center, as well as a few websites that will direct 
people to get to know more about True Parents.
3) Get a contact sign up sheet and clipboard.  Ask Shahram to print out a copy 
of the sheet, and find a clipboard.  It is good to ask many people, and especially 
interested people, to write down their name and contact information, so we can 
record them and keep in contact with them.
