UPF-Canada Holds Peace Road 2021 in Vancouver, Toronto and Montreal
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Canada -- On September 19, 2021, a pleasant Sunday morning, mostly sunny throughout the country, the
Canada "Peace Road" 2021 Annual Event sponsored by the Universal Peace Federation Canada, got
underway simultaneously in Vancouver, Toronto and Montreal.

The riders then got underway, pedaling some 15 kilometers to a park on the water's edge in north
Montreal where they enjoyed a picnic lunch under the trees.

In Toronto, 60 activists joined the program to walk 3 miles together along the city's nature trails. They
were encouraged by the Hon. Kaleed Rasheed, Member of Parliament in the Toronto area of
Mississauga East -- Cooksville. In addition, a good friend of UPF Toronto, Guinness world records holder
Surash Joachim, spoke to the peace activists.




Vancouver saw 30 activists participating in the "Peace Road" 2021 program this year, including
Professors Dr. Yuri Pancratz and Dr. Ibraham Issifu as well as local religious leader Rev. Jean
Dedieu.

Each year's program adds to the history of the celebration of the ideal of a road to peace — an ideal that all
humanity can endorse and ultimately participate in globally.
