1. Apply for a Grant (1st December 2025 - 31st January 2026) 

Applications open on 1st December and close on 31st January. If you have a project or initiative that supports FFWPU's

You can submit your application using the on line form link or the Word document that will be provided 

2. Internal Team Review (January 2026) 

Once applications are received, our budgetary team will review them carefully. They may request additional details to 

ensure your proposal is complete and meets the necessary criteria. 

3. Trustee Approval (February 2026) 

In February, the Trustee Board will review and approve the proposed budget for 2026. This is where the final decision on 

grants will be made. 

4. Grants Given (Starting 1st April 2026) 

Approved grants will begin to be distributed from 1st April onwards. Alongside this, we will share a report on the 2025 

grants and details of the newly approved 2026 grants.
