5-8-16 Sanctuary Sermon 

 

Before the sermon, Hyung Jin Nim's and Yeonah Nim's 2nd son, 

Shinman, who won an Apologetics Competition by speaking about the 

Existence of God, shared the following story, "A man asked God, what is 

a million years to you? God answered, "a second." So the man asked 

God, what is a million dollars to you? God answered, "a penny." Then the 

man asked God, "can I have a million dollars?" God answered, "sure, in a 

second!" 

 

He spoke about the Big Bang that scientists believe was the start of our 

universe. He said it is important to understand that the Big Bang was not 

an explosion in space, but OF space. It was not an explosion in certain 

period of time, but the beginning OF time, not the explosion of pre-

existing matter, but the creation of matter itself. Whatever created the 

universe has to be beyond space, beyond time, and beyond matter. 

Something spaceless, timeless and immaterial. That's exactly what God is 

omnipotent, omniscient and omnipresent. 

 

Kerry Williams, director of the Holy Spirit University classes that just 

finished last month and showed a video about HSU made by Shin Ah, the 

daughter of Kook Jin Nim and Ji-yea Nim, that included interviews with 

HSU students. 

 

Next, I'd like to share a summary/commentary about Hyung Jin Nim's 

sermon from Jon Quinn. 

 

In his sermon given on May 8, 2016 Hyung Jin Nim talked about a key, 

core value of God, Sun Myung Moon, and the Bible. It is the value of 

godly patriarchy. Hyung Jin Nim explained that he was talking to his son, 

Shin Joon, whom Father chose as the Third King: 

 

"I said to him 'Child, you have to let the King of Kings use your body. The 

kingship of God is where the king has to get rid of themselves own desires. They have to let the holy spirit 

of True Father reside in them and live through their body. You have to maintain the tradition of outdoors 

man - that wild man's spirit - that unabashed masculinity and subjectivity. You have to embrace your 

masculinity and your dominion over creation. And you have to be able to love the outdoors. That's part of 

our tradition. It's so important to pass down traditions.'" 

 

 

Hyung Jin told his son that "the kingdoms of the past tyrants" is 

over. Leaders must be servants as Jesus said in Matthew. He told 

his son that he cannot rule as a tyrant and his brothers are called to 

protect him. He told his son: "You have to lose yourself. Be like a 

slave in serving others" as Jesus taught. He told his sons to "protect 

the Cheon II Guk Constitution with your life" because it is "the 

center of the nation." 

 

These are wise words for all men. Hyung Jin Nim is a "real man." 

He walks his talk. He practices what he preaches. He is an 

outdoors-man. He loves the outdoors. He has a wild man's spirit. 

He exhibits unabashed masculinity and subjectivity. He embraces 

his masculinity. He is not ashamed to be a traditional, politically incorrect, biblical man. 

 

After a hundred years of feminism being the ruling ideology of America most men are wimps. Andrew 

Wilson is the epitome of the feminist man and I have never seen anyone from the Federation reject his 

male bashing and male shaming.
