Jorge is a full time student studying criminal justice, and working for the Mayor’s office. He was 

introduced to the Church by Shunichi Takagi, the team leader of the Lovin’ Life Witnessing team. 

 

I’ve been a member for seven months now. Before Lovin’ Life Ministries, I never had a place to dig 

deeply into God, go under the surface, and know what God wants us to know about Him.  I was not raised 

in a religious family, but I knew a little about Jesus and God. I knew only basic things, like the fact that 

Jesus died on the cross and God created the world. I wanted to learn more and I started going to a church, 

but I didn’t find the answers I was seeking. 

 

I then met Shunichi, who very quickly became like a dad to me. I remember Shunichi was so patient with 

every word every time I saw him. It seemed as if he’d been waiting for me for so long. I realized he really 

wanted to show me the Divine Principle, which is something I have come to deeply love. When I’m 

studying at the Learning Center, I often feel, “Wow, I really wanted to hear that and this is what I’ve been 

waiting for.” After each lecture I would have a whole page of questions. I remember Shunichi was so 

eager to teach me. I could truly sense from Shunichi, from the very beginning, a loving parent’s heart. 

This is someone who only knew me for a few weeks but I felt as if he were loving me like his own son. 

Little by little he made me realize that I had a big mission in my life. No one had ever told me this 

before.   

 

Shunichi introduced me to the Unification Church in the Manhattan Center, which was a really big 

church. Of course, it was good not only because it was big, but also because it was definitely a different 

experience for me. My other church from before wasn’t so big. Shunichi told me that we actually have 

True Father’s daughter given to us as our pastor. I said, “Wow, we’re that close to True Parents!” Having 

the Messiah with us has to be the most beautiful thing we can have.  

 

The more I read Father’s autobiography, the more I see how much True Father knows, how much he 



wants us to know, and how much he trains himself to learn about God.
