Workshops for High School Pupils
and Teachers - Spring 1992

shops, high school teachers who had been

invited to observe and participate in the

programs, and were deeply impressed by

their experience, approached Dr. Joon Ho
Seuk with a proposal to organize a similar pro-
gram for high school pupils and teachers. They
mentioned that the spring break for high schools
was coming up 40 days later. With a "can-do" spit-
it, missionaries and members once again dove into
the necessary preparations, renting even more
workshop sites in the Crimea and requesting for-
eign members to volunteer as lecturers and team
leaders.

Over a two-week period from the end of March
to early April, a total of 8,000 pupils and teachers
attended two shifts of 7-day workshops. Many of
the teachers were very moved by the content and
vision of Divine Principle and requested that the
ideas be systematized and made available as part
of a school curriculum. This was the foundation
for later work in the area of moral education in
schools.

n January 1993 a special Divine Principle work-
shop led by Nate Windman was arranged for
high-school pupils at the famous Young Pioneers
camp located in Artek in the Crimea. The Artek
camp, the largest Young Pioneers camp in the So-
viet Union, had its own police, transportation system,
fire department and many other facilities, and was
humorously referred to as the "16th Soviet republic.”

Two significant seminars were held back to back in
June 1993, one for university rectors and the other
for journalists, at a sanatorium near Yalta that for
many years was the exclusive preserve of senior mili-
tary officets.

The first program, from June 9 to 13, was for more
than 100 rectors of universities and institutes in west-
ern Russia, Ukraine, Moldova and Armenia. Special
lectures were presented that applied Principle-based
values to moral and ethical education.

ABVDKeHue 3a YUCToTY AlobsuU

ince 1997 a major focus of the Unification

Movement in the Northeast Continent has been

the education of tens of thousands of young

people in the importance of chastity and a

wholesome lifestyle. At the center of this cam-
paign are the Pure Love lectures that have been pre-
sented in schools and universities, youth clubs and
summer camps.

These lectures explain not only about the physical
risks of promiscuity, such as AIDS and other sexually
transmitted diseases, but also about the emotional
damage that can result from premarital sex. A new un-
derstanding of sexual love — namely, as part of a life-
long, committed, monogamous relationship of mart-
riage — is promoted. The lectures emphasize the
development of character virtues that lead to right
moral choices. Additional lectures cover the dangers
of drug abuse, as well as the health hazards of alcohol
and tobacco. The message is presented in a manner
that young people find attractive, rational and uplift-
ing. Often the lecture is part of a youth festival and is
accompanied by a4 musical concert and participatory
activities such as the Pure Love Pledge.

eginning in 1997, major pre-Blessing cam-

paigns were held throughout the region in

which tens of thousands of previously mar-

ried couples rededicated their marriages to

n 1992 True Mother made her first world
speaking tour in connection with the inaugura-
tion of Women's Federation for World Peace.
Her speech was entitled "Women's Role in
World Peace."

On Nov. 22, 1992 True Mother spoke publicly
for the first time in Moscow. In Jin Nim and her
husband, Jin Sung Nim, accompanied her.

True Mother's visit to Moscow had been an-
nounced suddenly just one week before the event.
It occurred at an extremely busy time for our
movement: Two weeks earlier a seminar for 1,600
educators had taken place in the Crimea, and just
one week earlier Moscow was the site of the Mister
and Miss University beauty pageant. Every effort
was made to secure the Palace of Congresses hall in
the Kremlin, but unfortunately it was not to be.
However, more than 3,000 greeted True Mother at
the "October" cinema, with thousands more turned
away due to lack of space.

It was only through the desperate
prayers and efforts of Dr. Joon Ho Seuk and his
staff that the Kremlin was at last secured, and on
Nov. 21, 1993, almost one year to the day since her

stantin Krylov, the chairman of the council of the Uni-
fication Church of Russia, was told by a mid-level bu-
reaucrat, "Your church will never be re-registered in
this country, no matter how many times you try." How-
ever, the PR/Legal Affairs office was undeterred, and
with the advice of attorney Krylova and the spiritual
support of Dr. Joon Ho Seuk and Rev. Hyun Shil Kang,
efforts were redoubled. It also was made clear to the
Ministry of Justice that if it were to reject the Unifica-
tion Church re-registration, no effort would be spared
to correct the injustice.

Finally, on Dec. 21, 2000, ten days before the dead-
line for re-registration, the Ministry of Justice issued
the official document confirming re-registration of
Unification Church of Russia. On Dec. 31, as his last
official act of the year 2000, and within an hour of be-
ginning his Midnight God's Day 2001 Speech, True
Father autographed the hard-won re-registration
document of the Unification Church of Russia.
