OW well do you know nIe? 1 would like to speak es-
pecially to graduates of the Unification Theological
Seminary to begin with. There are two hundred six-
ty-four sem inary grad ua tes here. Let me ask you,

do you know me? How well do you know me? You know
me according to your own observation, through your
life experiences, according to your upbringing and
education. You come with those experiences
and try to understand me in your own
way. Each True Child even has their
own perception and understanding
of True Parents. How can we ar-
rive at a common understand-
ing?

You may go out partying
with a friend, and think you
know that friend quite well, but
you do not know the depths of
that person. Watch how he over-
comes great peril and you may
find an incredible kind of courage
and strength of character in him.
The true side of that person
emerges in a crisis, when life and
death hang in the balance. Observ-
ing how that person reacts to those
situations gives the best insight into
that person's true nature. A truly no-
ble person is the one who, even in the
face of utmost danger, does not bend
his principles, but risks his life trying
to live up to his convictions. Nobility
and divinity can be seen in such a per-

son. God must be looking for such an individual, so that God
can entrust him with the responsibility of accomplishing His
program.

When you pursue the noble ideal of God, all of a sudden
you will encounter incredible danger, not only to yourself, but
also to your family and your children; you will be confronted
by many difficulties. Are you going to turn around, think twice,
and go in a different direction, or will you pursue your origin-
al commitment? What you would do under such circumstances
is the most crucial question any man or woman can face.

For God and the spirit world there is no death, so God's way
is to overcome difficulty and move forward. There is no possi-
bility that God will wiggle out of difficulty, or change His mind
and retreat. God is looking for a similar character in men and
women. Even though God never dies, He is always ready to
give every ounce of His energy to the last minute. He can en-
dure even the difficulty and suffering of death. He can over-
come and transcend all hardship. Since such commitment and
determination are always there, there is no failure on God's
part. Everything God does is always perfect. Even in the fallen
world, if there is a person living such a godly way of life, mov-
ing forward towards the goal with untiring, undaunted com-
mitment, that person will certainly not fail, but will eventually
succeed. God's way is the public way.

On the other hand, Satan is going to face the difficulty of
death centered upon himself; therefore, he always feels endan-
gered. Satan easily retreats and gives up. When faced with the
way of death, Satan will say, "No, I don't need it. I would rather
go the other way." Therefore, the satanic world has an end. Sa-
tan operates with a limit. That is the difference between the
heavenly way and the satanic way. The moment Satan sees that
his neck is going to be cut off, he says, "No more. I won't go
there." In contrast, the heavenly way surmounts all limits. The
difference between good and evil is apparent, with God's way
of life representing the good side and Satan's way of life repre-
senting the evil side.

Therefore, good and evil are clearly manifested in the reli-
gious way of life. Religious leaders throughout history have
been either very good or very evil. Good religious leaders are
always ready to go the way of principle with unbending cour-
age and determination, even unto their deaths. God wants to
teach His people the way of overcoming, of committing one's
life for the sake of principle, for the sake of goodness.

The Bible is written in a rather contradictory way. It was not
written just to make people feel good. There are serious state-
ments in it, such as: "For whoever would save his life will lose
it, and whoever loses his life for my sake will find it."

Sometimes husband and wife get together and ask each
other: "How much do you love me?" You answer, "Well, I love
you this much, or this much." Many children will say, "1 love
Daddy thiiiiiiis much." The ultimate answer is: "Even unto
my death, my love for you shall not change. Even if 1die I will
come back to love you more; death shall not stop me loving
you." If that answer comes from your husband, you should

give him a medal and say, "You are a really truthful, God-cen-
tered, wonderful husband. You are my hero. Centering upon
this love, we will always be together. In life and after death,
we will be together." Such a couple becomes a dynamo of true
love. We call that the love kingdom of heaven, where love
reigns and prevails.

Jesus told his disciples to love him more than anybody else.
This means that even if our life is sacrificed we will not sepa-
rate from the Messiah. As long as there is life, there is unity,
harmony, and oneness. Jesus also said that those who love
their wives, husbands, children, or family more than him are
not worthy of him. Jesus said that unless we bear our own cross
and follow him, we are not worthy of him. There is always a
double meaning in the teachings of Jesus: love me more than
your family; even if you sacrifice them, still you must follow
me. Furthermore, following my way is not easy: you have to
bear your cross, committing yourself without regret. The cross
means death; but even though we are bearing the cross, we
cannot stop loving Jesus, the son of God.

That simple principle of how to gain your life for eternity
prevails here on earth and in the entire spirit world. You must
follow that principle in order to win your life for eternity. It is
the most simple truth, but it is very difficult to practice.

As you know, I have been in prison on many different occa-
sions. When I looked at my handcuffed anns, I thought, "This
is linking me to death; this will pull me to death." 1always
felt, "I know what kind of person I am and where 1am going.
Now I may face death. These handcuffs are the witnesses."
The handcuffs signify my last moment of life, my last measure
of devotion. Under such circumstances, many people's minds
would be shaken, and they would try to dodge the danger and
dash to safety. The great man is the one who maintains his
original course with unbending spirit and courage.

In my entire life r have not learned how to detour. I am al-
ways going straight forward, breaking through whatever ob-
stacle 1encounter. It has not been easy. I have faced incredible
difficulties, persecution, and torture. It is not easy to remain
strong when you are all alone and everybody says: "You are
no good; you are going the wrong way." It is not easy to main-
tain your course, especially when not only outside people are
going against you, but also your own parents, wife, and chil-
dren leave, when they point their fingers at you, and cast you
out. If you were put in solitary confinement, what attitude
would you have? I never focus on getting out but on applying
myself with greater devotion to my principles. 1 know that
when I get out and continue pursuing my course, I will again
face persecution and rejection, particularly those heartbreak-
ing ones coming from close family members who abandoned
me.

When 1came to the United States, nobody knew my true
heart and desire. My secret goal was to save this country. I
knew that it would not be a happy stay: I had been in prison
in North Korea, in South Korea, and in Japan. When T came to
the United States, 1 knew, undoubtedly, that this country would

throw me in jail. In prison, your life is on the line all the time.
Within three and one half years after my arrival in the Unit-

ed States, I had turned the United States upside down. I knew
that unless I could, there would be no opportunity for me. Ini-
tially there was some welcome, but as soon as I had spoken in
several cities and people began to listen to my message, that
welcome turned into incredible persecution. Initially, newspa-
pers announced my crusade in banner headlines, but day by
day, the headlines got smaller and smaller and hidden on the
back pages.

I realized that since I would not be known in this country
as a good man-although I am truly a good man in the sight
of God-I would rather be known as the most evil man first,
and begin the road of restoration from that point. People looked
at me with tinted eyeglasses and described me as a brainwash-
er, monster, mind-controller and slave driver. I was accused of
sending out young people in a virtually starving position to
work to death, and then taking their money from them and
putting it in my own pocket. When people saw members who
didn't speak English, from Japan and other countries, going
out and working morning to night and handing over all the
money they gained, they called me a slave driver.

I went around to the fifty states of the United States like a

whirlwind. Everywhere I appeared, people flocked to hear me,
and I was called worse names than the Ayatollah or Mafia lead-
ers. They said that, with my magic power, all I had to do was
touch a person's head, and his mind would be controlled. Media
played small instances up into dramatic stories. People waited
eagerly for the next exaggerated story. When they heard] was
coming to a certain city, picket signs would spring up.

Still] made up my mind that even though I had the worst
reputation, I would turn this nation upSide down in three and
one half years. Among the two hundred forty million Ameri-
cans, there were few who did not speak something unkind or
evil about Rev. Moon. That means two hundred forty million
people know about me; at least that is sure. They pushed me
into a corner, and the ultimate corner was prison. They
thought, "Oh, we caught the monster and confined him in
Danbury prison." They were watching. The inmates were
worried, "Oh, we are living with a monster. What can we do?"
The inmates were trembling, but the very first day they found
out that I am just an ordinary, good-looking, benevolent
grandfather. They were totally surprised to discover that I am

the opposite of the way the media portrays me.
"Oh, is that the Rev. Moon?" they asked in amaze-
ment.

Now, in the end, who won, the United States or
me? Americans realized that, yes, Rev. Moon won.
Moreover, they give me credit, because they know
exactly how the government and the media and the
American public treated me. Americans really owe
me an apology. There is a certain fairness about the
American public's mind. T can see this is the strate-
gy of God. If you put yourself in a situation of the
most incredible suffering and torture, in the end
people will surrender out of sympathy. They will
repent for the evil they committed. This is the heav-
enly strategy.

The world that persecuted me is declining. They
thought they could flourish by giving me a hard
time. On the contrary, the persecutors will diminish,
and those who were persecuted will flourish.

When I set out for Danbury that fateful day,
many of you cried. However, I did not. I went to
Danbury without shedding tears, because I knew
that beyond Danbury lay something greater. Every
time I have gone to prison-whether in North Ko-
rea, South Korea or Japan-many people shed tears,
but not me. I always went expecting to come out
with a greater plan. When I came out, those who
shed the tears were gone. As I entered Danbury,
many members and leaders throughout the world
repented, with tears streaming down their cheeks,
but I was thinking: how many of you will stay faith-



ful and serve me with an even
greater determination?

The simple, central truth is that
when it comes to your eternal life,
no one else is responsible but you. •
You are the pioneer of your own
eternal life. Eternal life cannot be
defeated by the hill of death. No
matter how many hills you cross,
eternal life must survive.

THINGS CHANGED AFTER
ICOME OUT OF PRISON

Whenever I come out of prison,
the providence always leaps for-
ward. Seven years have elapsed
since my incarceration in Danbury.
In that time look how much this
nation has changed toward me.
The world has changed, and com-
munism is gone. After Danbury
great things happened. I went to
the Soviet Union, the center of the
communist empire, and was wel-
comed into the Kremlin by Gorbachev. I went to North Korea
and embraced the satanic Adam, Kim 11Sung. These incredi-
ble, providential events occurred since my incarceration at
Danbury.

When I decided to go to the Soviet Union, it was at the
height'of its power; Gorbachev was at his peak. North Korea
used the Japanese Red Arn,y to send a commando unit to the
United States to exterminate me. The FBI even warned me,
"Don't try to go to the Soviet Union. You will not return; you
will be killed." Still I went to the Soviet Union, risking my life.
Soviet officials had said, "Even if we invite Rev. Moon, he
would not dare to come." However, I showed up. They said,
"Is this the real Rev. Moon or a phantom?" This is how I bold-
ly, step by step, caused an incredible earthquake.

If such boldness is needed to create results in the visible
physical world, even more boldness is needed in the invisible
spirit worldl The control of this fallen world is divided between
good and evil. I am sorting out all these mixtures of good and
evil into the good camp and the evil camp, and trying to bring
the providential victory. That is far more difficult than the
original creation.

After Danbury great things happened. I went to the Soviet Union. the center of the communist
empire and was welcomed Into the Kremlin by Gorbachev

You see me here, such a short distance from you, in a very
intimate way. However, you have no idea what I have been
doing during this time. Many things are going on in my heart,
in my mind, and in my actions. If you don't know what I am
doing now, you are even less aware of what is happening spir-
itually. So much has been happening spiritually that you have
no way of knowing about it. I originally asked how much you
know me; it is not an exaggeration to say that you know me

very little.
As recently as last night, I gave Bo Hi Pak a hard time and

scolded him severely. His eyes popped out; he was completely
shaken. Even someone as dedicated as he is, and someone who
serves me so closely, didn't know me well. I know him com-
pletely, but he doesn't know me. Since I gave him such a hard
time last night, I was waiting at breakfast time to see whether
he would show up, and when he did show up I looked at his
face to see whether his eyes were bloodshot from lack of sleep.
They weren't.

I treat leaders like that because I am preparing them to face
greater difficulties in the future. I want the leaders alwilys to
be prepared. The best way is to scold them, and let them react.
This is one of my strategies for training leaders. If you know
my principles, you should strive to follow my example.

I am very happy to see you UTS graduates. I feel a special
affection and affiliation with you, because when the school
was built, I drove from Tarrytown to Barrytown virtually eve-
ry day for three years. I spent two and one half hours on the
road every day in order to meet with you and speak with you.
If one day passed without seeing you, I felt empty. That is what
I invested to raise you up. I trained you so much, because that
first group was the pathfinders, the compass. Unless I put
them into shape, establishing the right tradition, I would not
leave a good tradition at UTS. I tried to set the best possible
tradition at UTS by going there and teaching every day. Once
that tradition was built, I went to Barrytown less than once a
year.

Members of that first class have unforgettable memories,

because [put you through many strange experiences, such as
carp fishing on the Hudson River. 1sent shivering, frozen men
and women into the water for many hours. [ made fishing nets
that are still there. Do you think 1was just aiming for more
carp? I caught many carp, but not one ended up on my dinner
table. I often went out deep-sea fishing, but not because 1want-
ed to eat fish.

My only focus was to give you unforgettable experiences
and teach you my tradition. You went through difficult times.
You were hungry and cold, but I was there with you, touching
you, pulling you. You used the net 1made, and fished by my
side. No money can buy such memories. This is the new tradi-
tion that you should leave to posterity. How many of you alum-
ni here today still cherish the memory of those experiences?
How many of you really value those days that you spent with
me?

At that time I had a noble ambition. I knew that difficult
times would come for the United States and I would need lead-
ership prepared for that day. I knew that this great nation
would diminish and probably even go down the tubes. Deter-
mined to raise up this nation and save it, I brought the leader-
ship to UTS to prepare them for that day. Look at the miserable
situation America is in today. Look at AIDS and immorality,
which are running rampant. Young people are dying; their
spirit is dying. Drugs are everywhere. This nation must be
saved. There must be a champion to stop this nation from slip-
ping into the quicksand.

One time Jesus passed a tree along the roadside that was
not bearing fruit, and he cursed. When I am going down the
streets of the United States, and curse this nation for its lack of
leadership to cure its ills, 1always feel that I am the one, that I
have my people to do this thing. This is how 1 think about you
UTS graduates. I cannot let this great nation slip down the drain.

1 toiled in this country for twenty-one years. My labor can-
not have been in vain. If I leave America for good, how many
of you would remain to pursue my goal to the end? Right now
everyone of you thinks you would. However, to back up your
thoughts with deeds is something different. There is so much
distance between your thoughts and your reality. Everyone
knows that the United States is declining. America is decadent.
In order to save this country, there must be sacrifice. A price
must be paid to save this country.

I cannot stay here permanently. I have a job to do in Asia. I
have to bring unification to the Korean peninsula. There are
3.2 billion people there waiting for my message. I must move
on. When I move on, how many seminarians will say, "Father,
leave it to us. We shall guide this nation. We shall be Rev. Sun
Myung Moons here. Don't worry about the United States"? By
words and promises I would like to bind you together. That's
the purpose of your coming today. I would like to bind you to-
gether in a promise that UTS will initiate the "Save America"
movement and take over my mission. Say, "Yes, Father, we are
your direct heirs, your champions, your children. We have in-
herited your tradition, your methods, your truth. We will take

care of this country." The flame of UTS has been burning. ow
I want to use that flame to burn up all the iniquity and unrigh-
teousness in this country. Truly you will become the saviors of
this nation. I can say this because only you were taught by me.
There are no other people who deserve this kind of statement.

Promise that you will multiply the flame three-fold, ten-fold,
twelve-fold. Pass down the torch until the fire is burning eve-
rywhere in this country. When you stop the decline of this na-
tion, you will have truly carried out my role, which is to save
America. You will ignite the resurrection of the American peo-
ple. A firestonn of resurrection shall begin, but someone has
to ignite the people, and I am looking at you seminarians to be
the sparks.

Two years from now, in 1995, you will celebrate the twenti-
eth anniversary of UTS. A great deal of time has elapsed. You
have grown. By then there will be a thousand alumni or more.
One thousand multiplied by two is two thousand; multiplied
by three, is three thousand. These are the forces that shall ignite
the moral and spiritual revolution in this country. The flame,
the torch, shall start burning high and bright in America. Good
seeds must be taken and planted in other fields as well, all over
the United States.

Become a seed and plant yourself in this society. You are the
heirs of my teaching and tradition and spirit. Those who pledge
to begin this movement, raise your hands. God bless you. If
you keep that pledge, America shall not decline.

As much as I have trained you, led you, and guided you,
giving you the tradition, you should lead your juniors, and
guide your children. UTS is the forum of the movement. Re-
cruit people for UTS, knowing that I need future leaders as
well. Bring them in, thereby multiplying yourself.

UTS will erupt in a volcanic explosion for America. That
campus shall ignite, and foment a revolution for America.
When you look at me and the things I have done, can you feel
to the bone that you will be responsible for the United States,
that you are the saviors of this nation, that you will stop the
decline of this nation, that you will make America prosper
once again? You shall be central figures for that mission.

As much as T love UTS and love you, you should love UTS,
your juniors and your children, creating a patriotic movement
that will inspire love of your country, love of your fellow man,
and love of the world. This is how you shall expand the hori-
zons of the people, so that we can make another golden era for
the United States.

You built many things during your school days. We will
preserve your accomplishments as part of the founding spirit
of the school that started out from me. Thus the genuine love
for your school can be translated into genuine patriotism.

The New Yorker hotel is getting old. It was refurbished for
True Parents' birthday some years ago, but it is old. Awnings
have been constructed to protect pedestrians from falling ob-

jects. How many members here would resolve to be instrumen-
tal in recreating this building? one of you thinks like that. [n-
stead, everybody thinks, "Oh, this building needs repairs.
When will Father do it? When will Father give us money to do
it?" That is a very irresponsible way of thinking. This is not
my house; it is your house. Even if I have lots of money, still
you should say, "Father, you have lots of places to spend your
money. Here in America, we'll take care of things, particularly
the World Mission Center. We will clean it, and make it the
most incredible monument in New York." I have not heard
even one person, even wi th a ten dollar bill in hand, say such
a thing. Not even one person is concerned about it, as far as [
have heard.

T am not an American citizen. My job is done. My mission
is over. This World Mission Center shall be here fifty years
from now, a hundred years from now. Certainly by that time I
am not going to be here. I may not be on the earth. In the com-
ing decades the entire world has to go through the Unification
community, because there is no other hope for resurrecting
humanity. This building is the monumental holy ground, a
holy building. Somebody has to take care of it. This kind of
thinking represents the hope of America, and the future is
bright with this hope.

You have to build monuments that you will reluctantly
leave behind when you go to the spirit world, something that
will make you yearn to stay on earth a little longer in order to
complete. ow you have nothing. You think you can just pack
up any time and take off. That is a cheap life. You have to build
monuments to leave behind you on earth. I brought hundreds
of ITlillions of dollars into this country to create projects that I
will deeply miss and long to come back to see.

I have instructed the president of UTS to send out a message
on God's Day of every year to remind you of my words today,
reminding you to send new students to UTS, and to become a
sponsor of the seminary. You were given a scholarship, so you
should give scholarships of $10,000 a year. Bring both students
and money to UTS. When you meet a good prospective stu-
dent, tell him, "I would like you to graduate from UTS, because
this is the only school of its kind in the entire world which
prepares people to become patriots and great human beings. I
will earn scholarship money and give it to you." Find incredi-
ble young people and enlist them.

When Dr. [David] Sang Chul Kim sends you a letter, don't
think of it as another fundraising letter. Instead, you should
think of it as the most intimate letter you have been waiting
for. Those who do not want to receive the letter, we will re-
move your name from the list and not regard you as UTS
graduates. When you receive a scholarship from a school, you
should think of it as a loan and work to pay it back after grad-
uation. Do this for your country, for yourselves, and for your
children. I have done this for you. Now you should do it for
others.

This declaration has been made on my seventy-third birth-
day and Mother's fiftieth birthday. Start your tradition and



limitless. God wants many children to come, but
few are qualified. First, you need to qualify yourself
for heaven, and then you should bring many other
people to qualify for heaven. Such a person is high-
ly honored, and becomes the central figure of the
spirit world.

There are two distinct ways: one leads to hell
and the other to heaven. Which destination is more
crowded? Which road has the traffic jam? [The road
to hell.] God looks at the two passageways, and
knows that not many people are coming to heaven.
God's heart is always broken. If your children have
to go to the hospital instead of attending school, are
you a happy parent? Your heart must be broken. In
the same way, God's heart is broken to see His chil-
dren going the way to hell. As soon as you get to
the spirit world, everything is revealed.

I am celebrating my seventy-third birthday. Will
I live to the age of eighty? I spent twenty-one years
in the prime of my life in the United States. Twenty
years from now, how old will I be? Ninety-three. I
have no guarantee that I will live to be ninety-three.
However, I know at least one thing: I spent twenty-
one years of the prime of my life in the United
States.

Every day I'm getting closer to heaven. I need to
conclude things here, organize everything, and put

it into a system. By the year 2000, only several years from now,
I have to tell the world how people must live and prosper in
the heavenly way. I must show all of humanity a clear direc-
tion. That is my remaining job.

Those who think you will not die, raise your hands please.
Life is amazing. Age does not necessarily determine the se-
quence of people going to the spirit world. Some of you might
go ahead of me. Everyone must be ready and strive hard. Sud-
denly one day you will be lifted into heaven and you will find
out that everything [ said in this room was correct. However,
you will probably be heartbroken, because you didn't live up
to it. Will you try to excuse yourself by saying that you were
just sitting here listening to interesting words from some
Asian man? lt is not a matter of my words being interesting. It
is a matter of life 01' death.

UTS graduates receive a certificate. However, you joined
the Unification Church to receive something far more signifi-
cant: your qualification for heaven. Did you shed tears for the
sake of your country? I shed tears for this nation. As my chil-
dren, you should inherit that tradition. Tears are the best way
to show your honest feeling.

I have given you instructions many times before. I picked
this particular time because this is an emergency for America
with President Clinton in the White House. You are Ameri-
cans. You must invest your flesh and bones for the sake of the
nation. This nation is in difficulty and suffering, morally deca-
dent and degraded. I am the only source of hope for this na-
tion. The Christian cultural sphere has no direction. Only if
people look at my teaching can the Christian culture have
some hope. This nation is based on Christian culture. No one

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schedule. If you fast one meal a day, with the money you save
you can sponsor one student.

When I was going to school in Seoul, my home was outside
the city, in Huk Suk Dong. For a nickel you could ride a train
to class. The train took one hour, and walking took an hour
and a half. I always walked, in order to save that one nickel to
give to needy people. By the time I carne horne, the nickel was
gone, not to the train conductor but to the poor people.

Seoul has completely changed over the years. Recently,
when I went back there, I could find only one tree that was fa-
miliar. When I saw that one familiar tree, I embraced it, feeling
that it was almost closer than a brother. T stayed with the tree
and talked with it for a while. Several decades have passed,
but that history has not died. That one tree vividly testified to
what I did several decades ago. I was not poor at that time.
People thought I was stingy, because [ walked and sweated
when I had the money to ride the train. However, [ had a dif-
ferent thing on my mind. I am not stingy. The boy who did
that went on to found the Unification Church.

When you graduate, you have to go on and accomplish
things. Eventually we are all heading toward one common
goal. When you get to heaven, what assets will you have? Not
money, not honor, not certificates. Only how much you influ-
enced your fellow men to go to heaven. How much you prac-
ticed true love with your neighbors will be your only qualifi-
cation.

The heavenly kingdom is vast. God's mansion is big and

is taking responsibility for this country except us. You are the
chosen champions prepared for this day. Stand up and defend
this nation. This is your duty. This is the time for action.
Arouse this country with a new spirit; engender it with the
new spirit of life and resurrection.

[ am now planning for a nationwide revival and education-
al meeting. Last year United to Serve America completed over
two thousand five hundred rallies throughout the country.
This year I have a different goal. I would like to aim at Ameri-
can youth, and educate them with correct moral values. There
are fifteen thousand high schools in America. We have to go
there, and speak to the students.

Those who were born after World War II are like the second
generation that escaped the killing in Egypt and reached
Canaan. Six hundred thousand Israelites left Egypt during the
Exodus. The elder sons were generally killed, except those
who were spared death because of the lamb's blood sprinkled
on the door posts, so second sons were the primary force for
the Exodus. They could have each brought one Egyptian of
their age, doubling the numbers of the chosen people. If that
had happened, the Exodus would have had an entirely differ-
ent pattern.

We are in the time of Exodus. This time the movement is
not geographical but spiritual. We are like the chosen people,
saved by God. Your position is like that of the second son. You
can make the exodus, and take another person with you. How
many of you are forty-seven or younger? When I was forty-
seven I felt incredible power and energy. boundless youthful-
ness and hope. When I proclaimed God's Day in 1968, I was
forty-seven. From that year on, the worldwide crusade began,
and in 1971 I came to America.

Today I am launching a new worldwide crusade, centering
upon UTS. Do you feel honored? [Yes] An athlete seeking an
Olympic medal endures rigorous training and discipline. By
the same token, you should regard yourselves as Olympic
champions for heaven. I have to set up a program of rigorous
domestic training for you before sending you out to the inter-
national level. Would you like to receive the most disciplined,
meticulous training, or is mediocre training fine with you?
You know the correct answer.

I would like to mobilize the media people, politicians, pro-
fessors, that group of intellectuals, knit them into an organiza-
tion, and use it in a big way. I would like to create a flying
IOWC. The standard equipment would be a Boeing 727 jet
with one hundred eighty seats. You have to become a champi-
on in order to be on that plane. I will fly that IOWC into one
country, and have them mobilize thirty professors, thirty me-
dia people, and thirty politicians for an incredible seminar. My
teachings shall become known automatically in that country. I
am just about ready to organize such a plan. Through PWPA
many professors have been trained. I brought Korean profes-

sors to Japan and Japanese professors to Korea. Professors
from around the world have come to Korea. PWPA is a world-
wide organization and has sponsored many seminars, even
Divine Principle seminars. We have to eradicate lesbianism,
homosexuality, the drug culture, AIDS, and all immoral sexual
acts. Such crimes are the most abominable ones in the eyes of
God. God may forgive everything else except them.

I also have a network of former heads of state. Former pres-
idents have tremendous experience to pass on to others. They
admire my global strategy. They hold summit councils on
world peace and wait for my instructions. You can become a
leader of the former presidents. They will be the platoon mem-
bers, and you will be the platoon leader. They will be happy to
follow seminary graduates trained by Rev. Moon and listen to
their instructions. They can go to South America, Central
America, Asia, Africa, and Europe, and diagnose problems.
They should go to crisis areas first.

I have a special place in mind as a workshop site for such
people: Diamond Mountain in orth Korea. Situated right
above the thirty-eighth parallel, it is a piece of heaven on earth.
This is the most incredibly spiritual mountain. This is a holy
mountain of Korea, a real asset of the unified Korea. Kim II
Sung asked me to create one of the most important and ele-
gant resorts on the earth on Diamond Mountain. That might
be the very place for a workshop center for professors and for-
mer presidents. It has good air, good water, good mountain
climbing, and a good spiritual atmosphere. Maybe Kim [I
Sung will come, and deliver the opening remarks.

Kim T] Sung is an expert in training spies. He is the number
one teacher of clandestine operations. We can have him give a
special lecture. Even satanic knowledge can be converted into
use for heaven. Knowledge, like money. can be used for evil
things, but it is very important for heavenly things. Things can
be used for good or evil. We use them for good.

[After speaking for awhile to women and then reading a
list of instructions for our worldwide members, Father again
talked to the seminarians, giving a variety of guidance:

Be directly connected to a dispensational mission.
Be a state church leader.
Be a campus minister.
Do a mission assigned by Father.
Learn farming and other practical skills to teach people and

eliminate starvation.
Ideally. five UTS graduates should be working in each state,

in home town or tribal messiah ministry; they can become cam-
pus ministers, educate traditional Christians, and do interfaith
work.

Only UTS graduates are entitled to use the title of rev-
erend.]

You should not only be able to influence others, but also
learn how to establish your own foundation. Eventually, this
nation will call upon such people. People will notice your abil-
ity, your creative ideas, and your conduct. People will see lead-
ership qualities in you, and they will draft you.

If you want to stay with me, you have to prepare. It is march-
ing time. Get ready. Those who have the vision and who have
made good preparations will have the opportunity. Your peri-

od of youth comes only once in your lifetime. Map out your
own course, and strive hard toward it. Nobody will come and
cut your hair, for instance. You have to worry about yourself. I
trust the ability of the UTS graduates. You are completely
armed with my ideology, my spirit, and my truth. Many con-
gressmen and senators have no vision, no truth, no real pow-
er, no real patriotism. We do.

Have hope and conviction. Don't stand around idly. Go
around and visit every home. Create a good controversy. All

my foundation will become your foundation. Learn how to
take care of yourself. Manage your body, your energy. Of
course, Mother is much younger than me. Do you think Moth-
er is taking care of me? No, not 2t all. I will tell you the secret
since Mother is not here: I am taking care of her.

LEt us go forward with great hope and aspiration. We will
see you again soon. You are marching forward to the ultimate
victory. I am going to listen to the news of your victories
through your leaders. Until we meet again, God bless you. III

Korean airline plane was blown up in Myanmar
(Burma) shortly before the 1988 Olympics. The person
who did it was an unmarried, very beautiful young
woman. She was sentenced to death at her trial. How-

ever, the president of the Republic of Korea gave her amnesty,
so she is now alive and has written a book about her life-her
memoirs. I read the book. She had received the most incredi-
ble training as a spy.

This woman was given a cyanide capsule to swallow in case
she was captured. One of her partners died from the cyanide.
The Korean agents who captured her were fast. Even though
she had already bitten the pill, they gave her a drug to make
her throw up, so that she would remain alive. In order to pre-
vent her from taking a pill again, she was gagged.

Communists were trained to give their life, if necessary, for
the sake of their mission. We need to train women for a heav-
enly purpose, using them not against good but against Satan. I
believe that American women have a great capacity for bravery.
You women can shout, "You, Satan, you are going to be de-
stroyed by me." Women can be very skillful. This woman was
the one who set the bomb on the plane. It was a woman who
invited Satan into the house, so it must be women who cast him
out from the Garden of Eden.

In North Korea Kim II Sung is like a king. There are one hun-
dred fifty special palaces throughout the country. In each palace
there are ten or maybe a hundred beautiful palace ladies. Among
them are various Japanese, American, and European women.
They were brainwashed into becoming their agents. We have
to save them. In order to save them you have to have a training
that surpasses theirs. What do you think? Would you say, "Oh,
I am not interested in that kind of thing. Father, don't look at
me. I am not going." We have so many incredible things to give
them to bring them salvation.

There are many evil elements in society. Here in New York,
we find the Mafia, gambling casinos, triple-x-rated shows, and
all kinds of prostitution. What if I lead you into one of those
places and give you liquor, how would you feel? What if I invite

all the Hollywood sex symbols to a banquet and drink with
them. What would you think? "Oh, Father is crazy. I am going
now." Would you still follow me? [Yes] Because you trust that
I was there for the heavenly purpose of saving them. All the
doors of Hollywood, Las Vegas, and the Mafia must be opened
so that they can find salvation. That is truly the restoration
through indemnity.

I adamantly opposed communism throughout my entire life.
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Yet when the Kremlin crumbled and the Soviet empire was
dismantled, the first one to move in to try to give good news
and a message to save the country was Father.

When 1planned for Mother's crusade in 1992, nobody be-
lieved me. Some even felt I was senile. Some Korean govern-
ment officials advised me very gently, "Rev. Moon, save your-
self the embarrassment. Your plan for Mrs. Moon is outrageous.
You are trying to fill gymnasiums with thousands of people,
but it won't happen. The government tried so many times to
assemble people and they never came. Now your organization
is trying to do it, forget it." They thought they were giving me
great advice and saving me trouble. Nevertheless, I said, "Thank
you, and no thank you." What happened? A typhoon blew in.

In the United States Mother spoke in eight cities, including
New York. In all fifty states there were Women's Federation
for World Peace meetings. I asked you to do that in Mother's
place, going to every city. Have you done it? It was like a tor-
nado lifting everyone up to the sky.

In just one year, no woman in history has done so much work
and made herself that famous. In just seven months there were
one hundred thirteen rallies. It is truly a record.

Shall we make a women's movement in the United States? I
like American women. You are good fighters. I know only one
place I can find women evangelists and that is in the United
States. Only American women are entitled to it.

I invited Women's Federation for World Peace leaders from
Korea to come to a special training seminar in Texas; I brought
them here for yesterday's celebration, spoke to them last night,
and then they left for Washington. They will return to Korea
in the next couple of days. I told them, "I would like you to com-
pete with American women. First, you must learn English."
They were very inspired. For many of them this was their first
visit to America. However, when Korean women are in a com-
petitive mood and get down to work, watch out-you may be
defeated.

Do you want to be defeated or do you want to win? [Win]
You have one deficiency. In battle, if you get one unpleasant
reaction from the other side, you immediately react harshly.
You become angry too quickly; you have no patience. Korean
women in that situation feel angry inside, but they don't show
it. They won't say a word. American women overreact. How-
ever, American women are also very good at apologizing. They
immediately say, "I am sorry." However, if you do such things
three times, you will be completely subjugated by Oriental
women.

You cannot fight Chinese women. They are worst and best.
When you are mad at a Chinese woman, speaking loudly and
with incredible energy, she will watch you, enjoying your face.
They study you. It doesn't bother them at all. We call it "Chi-
nese patience." You don't know Oriental women, especially
Chinese women. Japanese women are almost a cousin to you-

a little shallow, not deep enough.
Twenty years from now all your children will get married.

Blessed children will marry each other, combining all five colors
of skins, all the races of the world. Twenty years later then you
will see all the races intermingled. In one home there will be
Japanese, German, American, black, white, South African-you
name it. All races in one family. Under such circumstances,
would you lobby for white supremacy?

When the in-laws of such an international family assemble,
the one who is most loving, most serving, and most charming
will become the leader of the family. Do you think people want
a leader who has a loose mouth and who is always criticizing
and plaguing others? The leader among them shall be some-
one more like a Buddha, who speaks little but is always doing
things to serve people. This is logical, and your children will
be living in that kind of era.

In Korea there is an old saying that goes: "When three wom-
en get together, nothing is impossible. Anything can happen,
including dishes going up and down automatically, because
they speak so wildly and loudly that even the dishes cannot
stay still." It is somewhat correct, unfortunately.

You will have the experience of working with Korean and
Chinese women. That would be a great experience for you
American women, wouldn't it? Suppose women of various
nationalities got together to do the chores, such as cooking,
cleaning and laundry. Who would laugh the most? Who would
keep going with no complaint? Western women, particularly
American women, turn around and leave when they feel like
it. Oriental women, even though they are tired and don't want
to do something, still push themselves and silently keep going.
This is why American women are at a disadvantage in long-
distance races.

The 1.2 billion Chinese are a homogeneous people, still
clinging together as one nation. Can you imagine that family
of 1.2 billion people? One family is sometimes so big that a
whole village is one family. It is the most incredible kind of sit-
uation to harmonize with everybody. They can live ten people
to a room in peace and harmony. Why? Because the Chinese
women's character exemplifies great patience, endurance, and
optimism. American women look for privacy and want their
own room, while ten Chinese can live in one room.

Who can digest China? By power can you conquer China?
If you want your sons and daughters to be great men and wom-
en, I recommend that you send them to study in China. Let
them learn some Chinese characteristics. That knowledge will
sustain them. Also Chinese friendship is extraordinary. Once

you become a friend, they remain a friend for the rest of your
life.

Today I am speaking primarily about the WFWP. This is the
movement in which True Parents were victorious in 1992, and
we are going to carryon this year. Every American home will
eventually receive the message of WFWP. We have to plant
the seed at home. A country is nothing but the assemblage of
homes. How many households are there in the United States?
About seventy million. We have to reach seventy million house-
holds and turn them around centering upon women. It's a large
number to deal with, so door to door is virtually impossible.
Therefore, I am thinking about mobilizing the media: the print-
ed message, and broadcasts. All communication methods are
very important. III

The numbering system Father used was not clearfrom the transcript, so the key
points are indicated here by boldface type, and they arefollowed by a summary
of Father's commentary.

THESE are my instructions at this international leaders'
conference of the Unification Church. This is the begin-
ning of the Completed Testament era and new family.
This year is a most significant year.

The Old Testament era is the era of aged people.
Older people, such as Noah, Abraham, and Moses, played

the central roles in the providence.

The New Testament era is the youth era.
Youth took the central role.

The Completed Testament era is the younger
generationls era.

Adolescents will play the primary role in it.
Another way of classifying the three levels is as follows: the

Old Testament era is the restoration of fallen Adam and Eve;
the ew Testament era is the restoration of Adam and Eve's
family and tribes and the Completed Testament era is the restora-
tion of the nation and the world. If you can restore those under
the age of twenty, you can readily restore other groups. Since
adolescents generally live with their parents, this is the time
for returning horne.

The road of God's providence is ultimately aimed at the
family. The mother is the center of that family. The foundation
of the Completed Testament era is the family, but in a broader
sense it is also the world. On the family level, the women's
movement creates the realm of the bride, and tribal messiah-
ship creates the realm of the bridegroom. The worldwide foun-
dation laid by True Mother is the Women's Federation for
World Peace (WFWP), creating the bride's realm, which seeks

to be united with the bridegroom. At the fall, Eve rejected God
and Adam, and united with Satan, bearing children, Cain and
Abel. In restoration, Cain and Abel unite, join with the moth-
er, rejecting Satan and the archangel, and come back into unity
with the husband and father, the true messiah.

Both tribal messiahship and WFWP are essential elements
of the Completed Testament era. The tribal messiah's job is to
approach each family, bring the elder brother and younger
brother into one in a serving relationship, and create a founda-
tion for the mother to join. This is like Jesus returning to the
earth as a tribal messiah and the Holy Spirit working to create
the environment to receive him. The husband is in the humble
position of archangel-not the fallen archangel, but the origi-
nal archangel.

1have done you a great favor: every
one of you in this room has at least avoided hell. If Satan grabb-
ed one of you, he would be in trouble because he would not
know what to do with you! You are liberated from Satan.

Your homework is always mind and body unity. Check your

progress toward the goal of becoming a re-created being by
the degree of joyful unity between your mind and body and
your awareness of your dignity as a child of God. By making
unity on ever higher levels and for ever higher purposes, you
will eventually meet God.

about love. With mind and body united, you can approach
your wife, and confidently say, "I am a worthy husband, rep-
resenting God." When you go to your wife's bedroom, will
you have an erection? Look down and ask yourself, "Self, am
I united between mind and body?" Even to that degree you've
got to take my teaching seriously. Stand in front of the mirror
naked and check the degree of your unity. Then check your
spiritual eyes, ears, nose, mouth, and sense of touch. When
mind and body are totally united, you are ready to go and unite
with your wife. You can tell yourself, "Now, you, get up."

In the normal course of life, when a young man has some
physical desire, he goes to his wife. She becomes pregnant,
and a child is born. But when you fully prepare yourself men-
tally and physically, and when your mind and body are totally
united towards a God-centered purpose, you and your wife
will conceive a child of an entirely different quality. A child
born with such a concentrated, purposeful, Abel-type mind is
intensely loved. The parents feel like the child is the extension
of their body. The child born from an unwanted pregnancy is
miserable; the child has no purpose.

True Parents were blessed in 1960. Our first child was born
the following year, and, thereafter, thirteen children were born.
The children have become progressively better, because Father
and Mother were able to concentrate more love and create a
more purposeful unity. The children can immediately sense
when there is something wrong with the parents, and they can
warn you of danger.

HE United States is committing a moral crime, in a way,
by throwing surplus wheat into the Pacific Ocean.
Twenty million people are dying every year because of
famine. We should gather surplus farm products to

heal the famine in Africa and elsewhere. Once we are success-
ful in doing this on several occasions, by gathering the entire
surplus of food and grain throughout the country, we can stop
famine in no time. You have plenty of grain, plenty of food, in
this country. We don't have to spend much money, but we can
collect the most incredible amount of food, and we can feed
the hungry people of the world. Shipping normally costs a lot
of money, but there is so much shipping going on without a
payload, because sometimes cargo is one-way and on the return
trip there is no cargo, or there is some spare space. We can use
all that space. We can designate certain big ports where ships
can stop, pick up the grain and leave quickly.

I am the True Parent of mankind. As the parent I would like
to be the first to take on the responsibility of feeding my chil-

dren. I don't want to relinquish that responsibility to the presi-
dent or the government of the United States. I want to do it
myself. I am already instituting an austerity plan at home so
that an austere way of life becomes our pattern. We can con-
serve things like water, paper, salt. If two hundred people
unite around the idea of each person saving a little bit on the
small things with the goal being to feed one person, then the
entire famine situation can be resolved.

Our farm in Texas is spearheading and mobilizing the forces
to conquer the famine of the world. We can raise crops, fish,
and game animals; all kinds of methods will be available. You
may go there as volunteers. Are you ready? You can spend an
incredible six months. At night you will have a lot of studying
to do.

Everything was arranged so we could
go through customs, and there was a
warm welcome for Mother at the airport
VIP reception room.

Mother.

On December 22 while
Mother was preparing for
the luncheon meeting be-
ing given by Mr. Pu Fang
Deng at the Daio Yu Tai .

hosted by Mr. Pu Fang Deng. Mr. Deng
himself is a disabled person. At the time
of the Great Cultural Revolution, he was
pushed out of a fourth floor window and
fell to the ground. The fall left him para-
lyzed from the waist down and in a
wheelchair ever since. He was targeted
for attack because of his father's modified
idea of the communist ideology. Despite
his hardship, Mr. Deng is well educated,
has stood up for other disabled people,
and organized this federation.

A greatness of Chinese people is that
they never forget a favor done for them.
Mr. Deng is no exception. He was deeply
grateful for our True Parents' investment
in China, and he was waiting for the
chance to express his gratitude to True
Parents. The time had come. Mother
looked very beautiful, elegant, warm, and
loving, but most importantly expressed
her clear vision as a woman leader.

I saw Mother as a great heavenly am-
bassador of peace and love who charms
men and women even in non-religious
countries. Mother had donated to this
federation, and received an award of
gratitude from it. A special addition to
the trip was Kook Jin Nim, who played a
very essential part in this mission. He
was a brilliant diplomat who supported
Mother completely with his gentle and
humble attitude, yet expressed very sharp
opinions.

After this meeting our delegation
parted from Mother and visited the Chi-
nese National Children's Center where
children come after school for a training
program of sports such as swimming and
gymnastics, as well as to study piano, vi-
olin, and singing.

Those chil-
dren chosen will be supported financially
by the government. At 6:00 p.m. Mother

and the delegation were invited for a
welcome banquet at the Great Hall of the
People, hosted by Mrs. Qizao Huang,
vice president of ACWF who is the one
who actually runs this federation.

Mrs. Huang made very lovely wel-
coming remarks to Mother and presented
an "Award of Gratitude" for Mother's
contribution to this federation. Mother
then returned very warm remarks of ap-
preciation.

When dinner was
almost finished, Mr.
Peter Kim offered a
very nice American
song. Eventually the
room became very
harmonious with an
exchange of enter-
tainment. Even Mr.
Kuboki sang and
danced!

The officials of
ACWF sang, and fi-
nally Mother sang
"Sarang-He" and
asked Mrs. Huang to
sing. She brought all
her staff and did a
chorus. It was like
one family; everyone
enjoyed it and was
very happy.

Mainly they went
sightseeing, and at the end we all met
together in the Great Hall of the People
at 6:00 p.m. for the banquet and Mother's
speech.

Amazingly, in this socialist country,
Mother was able to speak about God and
Godism. Instead of the idea of the logic of
conflict, she was able to speak about the

idea of the logic of unification, love, and
peace. Mother's English was so perfect
and impressive. She made a historical
step forward in China to open the peo-
ple's hearts towards God and His love.

Since establishing WFWP in Seoul,
Korea, on April 10, 1992, Mother went all
over the world liberating women from
the darkness of the original fallen posi-
tion to the original valued position.

RELIGIOUS YOUTH SERVICE GLOBAL FORUM

Youth Goes Marching On
The first major project from IRFWP in 1993, the first year of the Completed Testament Age, the New
Delhi, India, World Peace Interfaith Congress was made up of four parts: the IRFWP Colloquium,
the New ERA conference, the Council for the World's Religions (CWR) conference, and the Religious
Youth Service (RYS) Global Forum. Each held its program from February 2 to 5, with February 1 as
an arrival day and on February 6 the Peace March was held. RYS held its programs at the YMCA,
and joined the others at the Ashok Hotel for the opening and closing plenary sessions and the
women's plenary session on February 4.

VER two hundred fifty youth del-
egates and staff representing
twenty nations helped inaugurate

the Religious Youth Service's first Global
Forum in New Delhi, India, February 1-7,
as part of the Inter-Religious Federation
for World Peace's Interfaith Congress. At
a time when communal violence had
struck deeply in Indian soil, the RYS
Global Forum conducted work-
shops, plenary sessions, cultural
and religious programs, and con-
tributed to a historic interfaith peace
march. Enthusiasm, commitment,
and a dedication to the ideals of
selfless service and religious cooperation
exuded from each of the delegates as
they shared among themselves and with
the larger congress.

The situation in India since December
6,1992 has been marred with tension, as
religious strife has left over two thousand
dead, and thousands homeless. This mad-
ness has often been enflamed by political
interests that seek to use religious antag-
onism as a means to mobilize support for
their particular political agendas. The
youth of the RYSGlobal Forum refused to
be trapped in the narrow-minded sectar-
ianism that limits friendships and pre-
vents constructive unity. As part of a re-
newing voice in religion, these young
people were demonstrating that peace is
a religious responsibility. one based on a
commitment to principles that support
the building of a society which provides
basic necessities for all citizens, while
caring for humanity's spiritual needs.

Thirty preparation seminars
In preparation for the event in New

Delhi the IRF network organized over
thirty seminars in Thailand, Malaysia,
Nepal, Bangladesh, India, and Sri Lanka.
Many of the fourteen hundred partici-
pants involved in local seminars were
given written assignments and tests be-
fore being selected as delegates to the RYS
Global Forum. The preliminary seminars
allowed for the most qualified and enthu-
siastic participants to be selected from
various cities throughout South and
Southeast Asia. These seminars also cre-

the RYS were the workshops, which dealt I

with creating peace, values, education,
marginalized communities, the environ-
ment, women's issues in development,
and leadership education. These work-
shops tried to show how the religious
community can take the lead in giving
direction to the many pressing problems
that our societies often face. Through the
knowledge gained in covering the work-
shop themes, and in experiencing new
and creative educational approaches
(methodology), delegates were provided
a valuable base with which to go back to
their communities and better serve their
local needs.

Of the above workshops, "Women's
Issues in Development" was particularly
poignant. Situations of abuse and mis-
treatment of women in South Asia were
documented, and approaches to remedy
such situations were outlined. Partici-
pants could discuss the shocking facts
that stand in juxtaposition to the beauty
and wisdom that we discovered in India.
Among the documented facts are that
brides are often murdered in their in-
laws' homes for failure to secure full
dowry payments. For as little as a single
dollar, in Orissa and other drastically
poor states, female children are sold by
their parents to prevent their death by
starvation. The strangers who purchase
these children have, at times, used or
sold them as domestic slaves and / or
prostitutes.

In dealing with the workshop theme
of "Women's Issues in Development,"
the need for the Women's Federation for
World Peace and its unifying vision was
very clear. The everyday realities that face
so many of the women of the world can-
not be ignored, yet only a vision which
promotes the healing and empowering of
women will succeed in the long run. It is
in educating young women and men
about these issues that the RYS hopes to
prepare the future leaders for the WFWP
and other such organizations. Through
the response of those involved in the
workshop, it is clear that many of those
involved will help with the kind of action
that can make a grass roots difference in
ending the gross injustices that plague the
world today.

The RYSGlobal Forum did not involve
a service project, but more than half the
delegates were already very active in so-
cial work and outreach programs. These
people had both high ideals and practical
experience in dealing with problem solv-
ing. When they gathered as a whole in
the auditorium, each person could ~c-

ated a wave of local interest for the RYS
and its related programs. Many of these
seminars were co-sponsored by universi-
ties and, were led by education and reli-
gious leaders.

In Madras, two days prior to the
opening of the RYSGlobal Forum in New
Delhi, nearly seventy delegates gathered
from Southeast India, along with scores
of local guests, to attend an interfaith cel-
ebration. At the conclusion of the event,
the RYSGF delegates had a send-off by the
governor of Tamil Nad u, as well as by the
former governor of a nearby state. These
delegates then took the fifty-hour (I) train
ride to New Delhi to begin their participa-
tion in the RYS Global Forum. The dele-
gates could feel all the hopes that were

holistic, and foot reflexology approaches
were shared with delegates. These pre-
sentations provided a base for further
research into approaches that help lead
individuals to spiritually healthy disci-
plines. It is our hope that RYS can con-
tinue to help promote seminars on the
healing arts.

A second unique workshop theme,
"Art and Spirituality: Where Two Rivers
Meet," brought together visual artists,
musicians, dancers, poets, writers, pho-
tographers, and others, whose creativity
allowed for a dynamic mix which result-
ed in the creation of several artistic offer-
ings. The RYS realizes that it is through
the medium of the arts that creative ex-
pression can result in giving visual beauty

placed on them as religious ambassadors
in a troubled time. They were sent off
with a belief that they represented the
best hope for a peaceful future in their
homeland of India.

Healmg, art and women
Although each workshop had its own

unique flavor, some were clearly new ad-
ditions to the RYS educational approach.
One such workshop, entitled "Healers/
Healing: The Role of Spirituality in the
Healing Professions," presented partici-
pants with six unique philosophies of
healing. Through discourse and demon-
stration, the Aravadic, homeopathic, Chi-
nese Chi Gong, Japanese natural, western

a recognizable form of universal appeal.
The spiritual expression to which artists
give form can serve as a welcoming
bridge to link diverse personalities, cul-
tures, and religions together. In the artists'
workshop, the ideals of harmony, peace,
goodness, and beauty were recognized as
having a spiritual source. The diverse
body of artists' sincere attempts at unity
allowed for a creative force to emerge,
which when given public expression in
a performance to the youth congress,
brought a rich feeling of joy. It was a visi-
ble affirmation that the creative arts can
often give expression to the highest ideals
of youth in a most moving way.

More typical of the subject matter of

[A report to follow in the com-
ing issue of Today's World,] Representa-
tives of eight faiths took part in a prayer
and candlelight ceremony which helped
set the spiritual tone for remaining parts
of the program.

knowledge the strength that comes with a
unity of purpose and the spirit generated
from each person's willingness to give to
others.

RYSbelongs to all faiths
One of the beauties of witnessing the

RYSGlobal Forum was the dedication of
the interfaith RYSstaff. Khorrem Omar
(Islam); Nalin Thakur, Venu Goswami,
Ranjana Das (Hindu, India); P. and Bha-
wani Krishnaraj (Hindu couple); Pritpal
(Pips) Singh (Sikh); Mr. and Mrs. Baljit
and Armajit Singh (blessed couple from
Sikh tradition); Rev. Piyaratna (Buddhist
monk); Kali Das (blessed couple from Hin-
du tradition); Jo Jo Augustine, Zacharias
(UC India); Dave Kroon and Thillagrajan
Ratnasabapathy (UC Sri Lanka); Ram
Prasad Pokharel (UC Nepal); Sarah Ribble
(UC United States); and Michinori Hase-
gawa (UC India leader) each would
work from early morning to late at night
for the success of an event that they all
felt a part of. It was clear that each reli-
gion had sent its representatives and that
all "owned" a part of the project. Meet-
ing past midnight and joining in early
morning prayer were an important part
of the internal strength that gave success
to the RYSevent.

Saints, sites, and a peace march
One aspect of the RYSGlobal Forum

that proved invaluable was the visits to
religious sites and the personal audiences
each delegate was given with several
great (current) saints that have emerged
from various traditions. In all, these holy
men showed a respect for the faiths of

circles preparing to dance lively Israeli
folk dances under the expert guidance of
Mr. Jonathan Tsevi. The dancers quickly
caught the feeling of the dance and filled
the room with shouts of joy. For many of
the energetic participants, this atmosphere
of celebration carried on past midnight,
as dance groups continued to move about
in the spirit of youthful exuberance.

The IRFWP had invited the RYSGlobal
Forum to take part in several of their
scheduled events. These included the
opening and closing plenary sessions, a
closing banquet, and the peace march. In
each of these exchanges, some opportuni-
ty arose for the congress' delegates of all
ages to take time to get to know each oth-
er. The grandest opportunity for this ex-
change occurred at the peace march
where seventy-five RYSmembers served
as march marshals, while the rest joined
in silence to commemorate a shared de-
sire for peace and mark the internal quest
for religious harmony. New Delhi RYS
members had spent much time in design-
ing and making placards for the march
and in helping to organize the grand but
solemn event.

A few points for reflection may be
worth remembering. Rosa Rodriguez re-
minded the RYSstaff that although she
has been working with Catholic youth
groups for over five years, a very different
level of energy was created as a result of

the RYSevent. She explained
the reasons:

"RYSprovides a great op-
portunity for young people to
enjoy sharing and friendship
with very different kinds of
friends. The excitement is so

high that people literally do not want to
leave, and they linger as long as they can
to stay in that environment. People real-
ize how much there is to discover in oth-
ers when they begin to work together
for a higher purpose. It is a shared vol-
unteer spirit, based on a motivation to
serve, that gives the RYSits depth, and
stirs people to make a commitment to
become all that they are capable of be-
coming. No single group can offer this
element. It is only through a path which
creates unity among diversity that it can
be pioneered. This is the road to the fu-
ture, a future that promises new levels of
joy and commitment."

On the concluding day of the RYS
Global Forum a planning session was
held which brought participants together
in groups according to where they lived.
Each of these groups could then discuss

A Look into the Healing
Heart of Parents

This is Rev. John Gehring's vision for the future of RYS and how its concern with youl1g people
and their hopes and dreams is so timely a match with the Completed Testament Age.

HE world has been suffering from
a sickness that has brought it to a
near terminal state. That disease

has ravaged the lives of so many people,
and even the living environment from
which we draw our sustenance, is not
listed in any medical book. The source of
the disease is rooted in the false practice
of love, and it has resulted in humanity's
being stripped of the joy it was meant to
live in. Throughout human history, cer-
tain great personages have come as heal-
ing lights, providing guidance, direction,
and showing ways to ease the symptoms
of this disease. Jesus, Buddha, Moham-
med, Confucius, and Lao-Tse are among
those who have pointed to the direction
of true love. Until now no one could ef-
fectively eliminate the root cause of this
disease.

This has been the history of humanity
since its fall. In stark contrast to this past
fallen history, in 1993, a new era for hu-
manity has begun. As with the coming of
the dawn of each new day, a change from

darkness to light occurs in a step by step
process. The Completed Testament Age
(CTA) signifies a time when the disease
of false love, which substantially dam-
aged the lives of all humanity, is uproot-
ed. This occurs through the genuine prac-
tice of true love. The CTA is a time when
the whole of creation will progressively
have the opportunity to live in the direct
realm of the love of God. This has been
made possible as a result of the founda-
tion that the True Parents have manifest-
ed in their lives and within their family.

Through understanding the Principle,
we are in a position to realize that, because
of the moisture of an untold number of
tears and a total commitment to true love,
the seed of love that God originally
planted in each of His children is being
brought to fruition. We also have an ad-
ditional ability and responsibility to real-
ize that the first fruit of this love will be-
come visible through the children of this
new age.

In the last book of the Bible, the book

of Revelation, the narra-
tion by St. John delin-
eates a close to one age
(New Testament Age),
and heralds the begin-
ning of a new and very
different age. In the
Bible, the "last days" or
"end times" is described as one of great
social, political, and spiritual chaos. It is
significant that the end times are com-
pleted with the coming of Christ, who
ushers in a new era of harmony within
God's laws. It is the long awaited age of
peace and prosperity.

The Bible also clarifies the critical role
that young people have in creating a new
future. In the ew Testament it is stated
simply and clearly that in the new age
"the children will lead the way." Now
that ,he time is upon us, it is critical that
we ask ourselves how this will take place.
Having worked with the RYS over the
last seven years, I would like to illustrate
some of the ways which True Parents
have been preparing for this time through
their work with youth.

The Completed Testament Age marks

to the reality of God's love. Anything less
than this is a remnant of the past fallen
era when humanity lived under the rule
of Satan's false love, and this cannot ulti-
mately be acceptable. We are living in an
era where the realization of true love is
to be the norm.

The struggle for the "soul" of human-
ity has been one of ownership. Who owns
humanity? In the past eras, Satan always
could lay a claim to the ownership of
humanity due to the problem of the fallen
lineage. Ownership in the CTA stems
from the original ideal; it is based on love.
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Since the criterion for ownership is now
ultimately based on love, the True Parents
have clainled the youngest generation.
This is not an arbitrary fact but a mile-
stone in the history of humanity.

Young people are the most sensitive
and pure in their desire for love, and are
most susceptible to the pain of love. This
is because their original minds are not as
guarded as adults; instead, the original
mind and heart drives youth to seek the
Ultimate in life. Tna desperate search for
love, youth, in its vulnerability, often
turns toward destructive practices. Yet,
in this age, a growing number of young
people will not rest until they have found
the love for which they have thirsted. The
place in which the Ultimate source of love
resides will become the resting place for
more and more young people. This ulti-
mate standard of true love can only be
found in that which is connected to the
heart of the True Parents.

Initially, it may not be obvious to the
casual observer that young people will
make the choice for true love. Doubts
arise largely because of the deep perver-
sion of the last days which seems to point
to the impossibility of purity and good-
ness. Despite the external conditions in
today's society, a new reality has been
created which will clearly and quickly
manifest itself in the geist (spirit) of the
times. Youth will demand from their
teachers a standard of dedication, sense of
purpose, and commitment which will

drive the leadership to re-evaluate their
own values and priorities.

Young people will clarify the path that
has been laid by True Parents, and lead us
through the great shifts occurring within
humanity. It is the youth that will digest
the milk of true parental love, and be-
come practitioners of that love. No longer
will youth follow and accept the old
paradigms. They seek, search for, and
demand a response that is appropriate to
the age. The age demands a qualitative
difference in love on an individual, family,
and collective level.

How have True Parents viewed the
role of youth over the years? Often we
have heard of True Parents' pressing de-
sire to pave a path to protect the young
from the prevalent immorality that faces
our lands. As the True Parents of all reli-
gions, they have sought for ways to raise
a new generation of youth leaders that
could grasp the demands of the age and
properly respond to them. True Parents
have looked to those closest to their
heart to set the standard of love through
practice. It is often the case that it is the
most seriously searching religious per-
son that is the most concerned about
God's heart. It is in these young people
that True Parents have placed the most
hope.

It is from hope and expectation for the

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religious youth of the world that the True
Parents established the ideal of "World
Youth for God" over a decade ago. Par-
ents' vision was to rally the youth of all
faiths together to mobilize in a "Defense
of God." Young people were to be the
models of the pattern of heavenly behav-
ior for a secular world that longed for
models of love and faithful service. In a
substantial way, this desire to bond reli-
gious youth together in the quest for
world peace began with the Youth Semi-
nar for the World's Religions in 1982.

To the superficial observer, the Youth
Seminar of the World's Religions (YSWR)
might have appeared as an attempt on
the part of Rev. Moon to "buy off" youth
leaders and professors by sending them
around the world on a tour of the historic
religious sites. Literally, millions of dollars
were spent in the process of educating a
relatively small group of young people
(around five hundred) in a cross-cultural
experience of learning about the religions
of the world. Even Unification Church
members wondered why so much money
was being spent on these young people
of other faiths, when their own church
was fundraising to pay for a needed van
or a roof on a run-down church center.

A more clear understanding of the
YSWR can be understood in light of the
Principle and with the knowledge that
comes from being a parent. Every parent's
desire is to educate and train all his chil-
dren. This is a visible manifestation of his
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faiths. Parents want all chil-
dren to live under the House
of Unification. That house
has no walls, no barriers, no
limits; it is a shelter provided
by the loving embrace of
parental love.

In the fall of 1992, when
the RYSnetwork was asked
for the first time to organize
a few seminars in Asia, they
responded by organizing
thirty-one seminars. The var-
ious seminars attracted near-
ly fourteen hundred fine
young leaders of all faiths.
Drawn to the spirit of coop-
eration that the RYSoffers,
university principals, vice
chancellors, professors, and
religious and youth leaders
all helped in organizing
these events. Why this en-
thusiastic response? It is a re-
sult of something beyond
human effort. Those that
helped as organizers real-
ized deeply that the only
real chance to create peace
and harmony was the way
that the RYSwas pioneering.

The RYShas now com-
pleted over thirty work ser-
vice projects and nearly forty
seminars in five continents
since it began in 1986. This
multiplication of goodness is
largely a result of the young
RYSgraduates' commitment

to the ideals of loving fellowship that are
at the root of its activities. Each project
serves as a catalyst to change people's

"lATHAT does it mean to be healed? The
t' ~ phrase "to heal" comes from an Old En-

glish phrase that means "to be whole." There-
fore, healing is the process of becoming whole,
and becoming whole is the process of fully ac-
tualizing the three blessings in our lives.
Healing is the process of becoming united,
based on heart (God), in mind and body, with
our spouse, family, and the world, as well as
with all the creation. It is not simply a process
of getting over physical discomfort. To truly
heal oneself one must address one's whole
being, body, spirit, and mind. Healing with-
out spirituality is a contradiction in terms.
The ancient cultures knew about this.

Modern medicine has made great strides
in creating marvelous mechanical apparatus-
es, but still there is so much illness. The core
cause of our "dis-ease" and illness is the sepa-
ration we feel from God. When we do not live
within the pure energy of God's love, we suf-
fer. This suffering manifests itself in all as-
pects of our lives, be it in our physical bodies
or in the crea tion, be it in our emotional/ spir-
itual lives, or in the violence, crime and wars
that devastate our societies.

When I go about helping someone to be
healed, I always stress that it is not the physi-
cal symptoms that we are working on, but
the spiritual ones, because they count the

love. The YSWR is a symbolic but sub-
stantial gift to the youth of all the reli-
gions of the world. When Father agreed
to sponsor the YSWR, it was an offering
of love on a worldwide level. True Parents
loved other religion's youth leaders at
the price of asking "their" own youthful
disciples to sacrifice. By giving in this
way, conditions were being made as a
foundation for the love and loyalty of
the religious youth of this generation.

The Religious Youth Service added
the vital component of action to the
YSWR.True Parents were now asking
that the religious youth of the world of-
fer themselves in selfless service to oth-
ers. Based on having already served
these young people, it was principled
for the parent to ask the children to go
out and serve others. Thus, the spirit of
the RYScomes from the root of parental
heart (shimjung). The model has been cre-
ated for the youth of the eTA to follow.
It belongs to the youth of all faiths, and

most. Therefore, depending on where a per-
son is coming from, I always counsel them to
learn how to meditate and pray, and to listen
to the God within them. Then they will be
able to find the true, permanent healing they
are looking for. Otherwise, they will always
be ill at ease.

This was the major focus of the workshop
that I led on "Spirituality and Healing." What
was so encouraging was to be able to find
others who were in the healing arts who un-
derstood and emphasized this. I feel that it
moved quite a few of the participants to see
themselves and their lives in quite a different
light than they ever had before.

Since people are always interested in their
health, I believe that it is very important to
help people realize that healing and spiritual-
ity go hand in hand. If we can do this, we
will be able to interest them more and more in
seeking God first. By doing this, we will have
added one more person to the ranks of those
who are consciously building the kingdom of
heaven on earth.

This workshop was a step in helping to
raise people's consciousness about the real
purpose of life. So, too, was the conference as a
whole. In this way, it was a great success. III

lives and show the possibility of what
can happen when unity is achieved. As a
model of goodness, it finds itself being
duplicated in wide and diverse ways.

The next stage: grass roots
The RYSis in the process of setting up

local clubs and organizations in over ten

major cities. As one result of the recent
local seminars, several colleges and uni-
versities have offered to host RYSclubs.
University leaders have witnessed the
level of excitement and commitment that
the RYScreates and are eager to promote
this activity on campuses and in rural
areas.

In a very practical sense RYSclubs on
college campuses offer a chance to train
the best youth in the practice of service
to the needy. In many countries, national
service corps exist, but none focuses on
building an interfaith alliance that is
committed to basic religious principles.
If the RYScan stimulate college students
to work across religious and cultural
lines and practice their faith through
service to the needy, spiritual renewal
will take place.

When True Parents set up the YSWR,
it did not have a grassroots foundation
to work from aside from the Unification
Theological Seminary. What exists in
various areas of the world, after a decade
of projects, is the foundation for a grass-
roots activism, an activism guided by the
spirit of parental love, a spirit that seeks
to comfort all children and house and
clothe them under the broad roof of the
House of Unification. III

That
meant that we would not be mere ob-
servers, but that we were going to be
blessed. I felt we were already blessed
by receiving this invitation.

I informed Mr. Michinori Hasegawa
of this glad news. He is the church rep-
resentative here in Madras. He could not

believe it, so he came to my home to see
it. When he saw the invitation he said,
"Samy, I am really jealous of you." Then
he quoted a story from the Bible. A land-
lord went to the market place in the
morning and seeing a few men sitting
idle, he employed them in his garden.
Then at noon he went again and finding
a few more idle men, he employed them
too, and in the afternoon, he did the
same. In the eveping, he pays the same
wages to all. The persons employed in
the morning became jealous of the per-
sons employed at noon and in the after-
noon and asked the landlord: "How is it
that you pay all equally?" The landlord
replied that, "I have given you all that
has been promised." (Matthew, Chapter
20.)

At first, I could not understand how
great our Unification Church friends con-
sider this occasion. I realized this only

when we reached the Olympic Stadium,
where the wedding ceremony was to
take place. The stadium was packed with
brides and bridegrooms, estimated to be



twenty thousand couples.
The marriage ceremony took place in

three stages. On the first day, the part
called the holy wine ceremony occurred.
During this time each couple shared a cup
of wine offered by True Parents. Unifica-
tion Church members consider Reverend
and Mrs. Moon as their True Parents and
they believe in Rev. Moon as the Messiah
sent by God.

The marriage ceremony was very se-
rious, for example, in the taking of certain
vows, and simple in rituals such as the
exchange of rings between the brides and
bridegrooms, follow by a variety of en-
tertainment.

The third part of the blessing ceremo-
ny is the indemnity ceremony, [see To-
day's World October/November 19921, in
which the husband and wife assist one

centered on God. I find in all the unifica-
tion marriages, the agreement is made
between the couples and God.

I heard that in older times in Hindu
marriages the couples were allowed to
sleep in the same room after marriage,
but not allowed to enter into sex. A blade
of grass was the dividing line between
the groom and bride. This practice incul-
cated patience in them and gave them
time to listen to God's voice.

The whole marriage system seemed to
me to make the bride and bridegroom
commit themselves to God's will and re-
store men and women from their fallen
state.

This reminded me of Mahatma Gan-
dhi who committed himself to being a
Brahmachari-one following a life of
celibacy. He strongly felt that a man can
have sex only when he wished to have a
baby. It is another way of consuming all
the sexual energy in order to bring the
Kingdom of God on earth; "Then only
our love turns into pure love."

I could experience this love in that
holy wedding ceremony. After the mar-
riage, Mr. Hasegawa was speaking to me
about the separation period of fifty
days. I was thinking in my heart: "Why
only fifty days? For such a noble cause
we can keep a separation period of even
one year!" III

The second day hosted the holy wed-
ding ceremony. The stadium was bloom-
ing with men in blue suits and women in
white gowns with all the paraphernalia
necessary for a wedding. Both days Rev.
Moon was speaking to the audience for
more than two hours standing in the hot
sun. It was funny to observe him speak.
He moved all around the stage, sitting,
standing and roaming while speaking.
His speech was ferocious. His gestures
brought to mind my memories of my
grandmother ferociously driving away
dogs, protecting us when we sat down to
eat. Rev. Moon seemed to be similar to
my grandmother trying his level best to
drive away the evil, Satan, preventing
him from attacking his children and call-
ing for the help of God.

I was sitting under the burning sun.
For some time I was fanning, covering
my head with a paper. Nevertheless,
when I saw Rev. Moon standing under
the hot sun for hours, sweating, fighting
against evil for the sake of us, I just
dropped the paper and stopped fanning
and covering my head. I realized that
even the hot sun became cool under the
influence of the moon (Rev. Moon).

another to repent and offer a condition of
indemnity for the sins associated with the
sexual fall of the human ancestors. The
couple knows that from that point on
they are never to hit one another. Through
these precious ceremonies the couple
has entered on the path which leads to
complete and final liberation of original
sin and stands as pure Adam and pure
Eve.

Some of the couples, like us, from
other traditions were not ready to partici-
pate in the ceremony though it was sym-
bolic. However, for me it was not sym-
bolic, but based on faith. So I did it with
the fullness of my heart.

I was surprised to learn that the Uni-
fication members keep a period of sepa-
ration for two or three years after the
marriage. What a system! Many mar-
riages today take place either for the ex-
change of money, power, fame or sexual
pleasure. The Unification marriage sys-
tem is different, for it is breaking down
the barriers between nationalities, races,
colors, castes and religions. It puts in front
the restoration of couples by giving them
such a separation period, which enables
them to realize that the relationship is

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Why Father Says UTS Graduates
Are Like White Blood Cells

In the January 28,1993, birthday speech Father spoke at length comparing UTS graduates to white
blood cells [see March 1993 Today's World].

T your request, I did some re-
search on blood cells. Both red
and white blood cells are of great

importance for the maintenance of the
human body, but the function of white
blood cells is unique, because they are
engaged in the protection, defense, and
healing of the body when it is under in-
vasive attack. It is, therefore, understand-
able that Father said on January 28 that

blood cells-three times larger.
• There are about seven thousand white

blood cells per millimeter of blood.
• There are five different kinds of white

blood cells: neutrophil, acidophil, ba
sophil, lymphocyte, and monocyte.
The majority of white blood cells are

neutrophil and lymphocyte.

• Produced in the red bone marrow.
• Among the smallest of all human cells:

there are about five million red blood
cells per cubic millimeter of blood in
males, and about four and a half mil
lion per cubic millimeter in females.
Each red blood cell is only about seven

micrometers in diameter. Each is shaped
like a flat disk.

(l) Phagocytosis
White blood cells (especially neutro-

phils and monocytes) surround, engulf,
and digest invading foreign particles,
such as bacteria, eating and killing them.
After they kill bacteria, they die them-
selves, thus forming the yellowish fluid
called pus.

(2)Production of Antibodies
White blood cells (lymphocytes in this

case) produce antibodies, which are pro-
tein molecules of a certain kind. These
antibodies then combine with bacteria to
de-activate and destroy them. Especially

those lymphocytes which are
called "T cells" play the role of
leadership, because they not only
produce antibodies, but also have
such sophisticated capabilities as
identifying invasive attack and
mobilizing other white blood
cells. These T cells are processed
in the thymus gland to receive
such sophisticated capabilities.

(3) Counteraction
White blood cells (acidophils

and basophils in this case) coun-
teract irritating venomous sub-
stances to make them no longer
venomous. 1111

I think this means
that VTS graduates

should be sacrificial.
• The function of the red blood cells

(through the hemoglobin they contain):
(1) transportation of oxygen from the

lungs to tissues;
(2) transportation of carbon dioxide

from tissues to the lungs;
(3) buffer action: they keep the blood's

acid content near zero.

UTS graduates are like white blood cells.
White blood cells are sacrificial because
they die after they kill foreign invaders. I
think this means that UTS graduates
should be sacrificial.

Another interesting thing: the white
blood cells called T cells are the leaders
of all the other white blood cells and give
them direction. As lympho-
cytes, they are very sophis-
ticated and then they re-
ceive their other
capabilities from the thy-
mus gland. They are like
military officers, and the
thymus gland is like the
military academy which
trains them. It is generally
understood that AIDS
viruses defeat them, thus
completely destroying the
immune system of the hu-
man body.

In our case it can be said
that T cells are like UTS
students who would be
leaders, and the thymus
gland is like UTS, which
trains them.

Father Told Me,
"You Need the Training"

WHEN I joined the Canadian church
in 1975, I was a student in a junior

college. I had been planning to major in
political science and comparative religion.
However, because the Canadian church
had a very small foundation, I voluntari-
ly postponed studies in order to become
a full-time member. However, through-
out the years I maintained my desire to
finish my education.

In 1982, I became the director of the
Toronto church and assistant to the Cana-
dian national leader. In 1987 Father en-
coUl"aged everyone to finish their educa-
tion, and this inspired me to seriously
pursue acquiring a degree. I enrolled in
Thomas Edison State College the follow-
ing year and slowly finished four exams.
Last year I switched to the Regents Col-
lege.

Then in June 1991, True Parents visit-
ed Canada. Very early one morning as
we prepared to go fishing, Father asked
me if I had been to the seminary, and
when I said 1 had not, he asked me to
begin that September. I informed Father
that I did not have a bachelor's degree,
and he said, "You can finish it by Septem-
ber. You need the training." I responded
that I would do my best.

I took the social sciences and German
exams in August, the sociology exam in
September, the history exam in October,
and the natural science and biology ex-
ams in November. My heart was trem-
bling as I received the passing grades in
December. With the help of God and
through determined and intense effort, I

succeeded in doing all the course work
and exams necessary to receive a Bache-
lor of Arts in History in time to enter the
Unification Theological Seminary in Jan-
uary 1992.

Although I cannot recommend this
crash program for everyone, it is possi-
ble to do it through the Regents program.
The exams can be taken practically any-
where in the world. For less than $1,000
US one can acquire a degree from a rep-
utable institution.

My experience at UTS thus far has
been very positive. I can now understand
more clearly why Father desires us to
gain this training. This summer I found
what I learned at UTS very useful in fur-
thering relationships with ministers and
academicians.

I encourage members anywhere in
the world to finish their bachelor's de-
gree and come to UTS. The seminary ex-
perience is very positive and enriching.
You can do it.

It Took Two and a Half
Years to Get a Bachelor

of Science Degree

LIKE many of our members, I joined
the church when I was quite young

and never attended college. I was inter-
ested in the seminary, but the chance to
attend seemed remote, so I just put it ouf
of my mind.

When I started the Regents program
in 1989, I had accumulated only eight
credits in my academic career. The first
test I took was in sociology. I thought I

bombed the test and was shocked to
find out that my score was way over the
passing mark. I took the education test
five months later. While studying for
these tests, I was working full-time as a
waiter in a Japanese restaurant.

I took computer and calculus classes
at a community college, passed the test
in English composition, flunked the his-
tory test, and barely passed the political
science test. Finally, this summer I passed
tests in western history and the humani-
ties, earning a Bachelor of Science in Lib-
eral Arts just in time to apply to the sem-
inary in August. It took me about two
and a half years to finish my degree.

Father has pushed members many
times to attend the seminary. When I en-
tered the pre-seminary program in 1990,
Rev. Ken Sudo was a student. The semi-
nary experience is very valuable in its
breadth of education. It might be the only
time when our mission is to sit down and
study our own faith and the faiths of the
other world religions.

In a purely personal sense, it feels
good to have a degree. Both of my broth-

THREE years ago when my wife, then
a student at UTS, asked me if I was

Seung Hwa Ceremony Assistance

D!VINE Principle teaches us that
our physical life is preparation
for our life in the spiritual world,

yet so few of us are prepared for that life.
We try so hard to avoid taking this step
which is meant to be a wonderful, happy,
and joyous event.

In the past years while working in the
World Mission Department in New York,
I have assisted with the organization and
general planning of several Seung Hwa
ceremonies-including, Heung Jin Nim's
ceremony at Belvedere-and a funeral for
one elder member who was not blessed.
These experiences have shown me how
inadequate are our preparations, even
when it is known that the individual is
terminally ill, and how little most mem-
bers know about this important ceremo-
ny.

Internal preparation
The Seung Hwa ceremony is like a bon

voyage party for the individual who is
ascending into the spiritual world. It is a
time when individuals gather to send that
person off. Many individuals have had
visions of the person climbing a staircase,
sometimes stopping to sit on a step to
listen to a testimony being given or a
story being told, sometimes adding a
comment of their own. Sometimes there
are tears, but those tears are the same as
when bidding goodbye to someone you
know you will not see for a very long

anyone willing even to plan your Seung
Hwa or put much effort into the plan-
ning.

External preparation
Very few individuals are truly pre-

pared externally. Those members who are
terminally ill with cancer or other life-
threatening illnesses are face-to-face with
the reality of life in the spiritual world,
but the rest of us allow ourselves to be-
lieve that "it won't happen to me." There
are things that all of us should do to pre-
pare for this event in our lives.

Holy handkerchief
Each blessed member receives a holy

handkerchief at the time of their wine
ceremony. This should always be kept
safely-still being kept separate from
the other spouse's. It is very important
that this handkerchief be placed in the
coffin and buried with the individual. If
the handkerchief is lost, an indemnity
condition must be done in order to obtain
a new one.

Holy robes are used several times in
our life of faith-at the three-day cere-
mony, at the dedication of each child, at
the main pledge ceremony with Parents
on holy days. On most of these occasions,
one may wear the outer white robe with-
out the Korean garments underneath;

sometimes it is
necessary for
each blessed
member to be
dressed in the
full set of holy
robes which in-
clude the Korean
garments [han-

bokJ underneath. The body of the blessed
member who is ascending must be
dressed in the full set of holy robes.

The Bible states that the 144,000 are
dressed in white robes; these holy robes
are exactly that clothing. I have had sev-
eral spiritual experiences in which I have
seen the individual in spirit world wear-
ing the clothing in which they were
buried.

Because these robes are expensive, I
would recommend that blessed members
obtain them over time, as the robes for the

time, someone you have loved and cared
about deeply.

We have heard testimonies and Fa-
ther's guidance about our internal
preparation for this event. One ceremony
was very difficult to plan, because indi-

viduals were unwilling to help very
much, but I realized that the member had
been unwilling to help others very much.
I really had to encourage people to help.
It showed me that even in a very practical
sense, if you do not have close relation-

I ships with people, you may not have

Portrait
It is very important to have a large

portrait of the blessed member who is
ascending. Many times members do not
have any recent portraits and one must be
used that is not current. This happened at
the time of Heung Jin Nim's Seung Hwa.
All the recent pictures of Heung Jin Nim
were more casual and Father finally chose
a formal picture of Heung Jin Nim that
was a couple of years old.

Even though we may not consider
ourselves beautiful or handsome, a por-
trait is necessary and is the lasting exter-
nal remembrance of you for your family.
I have set a family tradition of having
photos taken and sent to relatives. Grand-
parents love pictures of the grandchildren
and their children. Photos make a great
present to them no matter what the oc-
casion. In that way, you have a current
set available should they be needed for
any reason.

The Tradition, Book One
There are many other details and

much information needed for planning a
Seung Hwa ceremony. I have found it dif-



ficult in the time of planning
the ceremony to put together
the story of a person's life. All
too often even a spouse does
not know much about a certain
time period or is unable to re-
member due to the great stress
at this time. One tends to for-
get what a person's favorite
holy songs are or who are his
or her friends and spiritual
family (parents and children)
or how to reach them. If there
is a will, then one can include
in it or with it a list of your fa-
vorite holy songs and other
pertinent information.

Western funeral directors
are usually not familiar with
the Korean style clothing or
our robes. Therefore, it may
be necessary for a member to
supervise or dress the body. I
have had the honor of doing
this and, actually, found it a
wonderful experience, instead
of the morbid experience I
had thought it would be.

A Seung Hwa ceremony can be a very
beautiful experience. It truly is a time for
celebration as that individual is able to
move on to a new level in his or her life
of faith and relationship with God and
True Parents, one that we may only truly
understand when our time comes. The
more preparation done both spiritually,
through our relationships with others,
and externally, through making sure we
have the proper things prepared, the

relation to the providential time.

For me personally, this time in New

York had an additional dimension of
meaning through the lecture contest held
for alumni on True Parents' birthday.
