Inauguration as International President of the Family
Federation for World Peace and Unification and
Chairman of the HSA-UWC Foundation

As International President of our global federation of fami-
lies, Rev. Sun Jo Hwang assumes the mantle of publisher
of Today’s World magazine from this issue forward. Fol-
lowing is an overview of the inaugural ceremony and of the
words he spoke to the assembled leaders and well-wishers.

N June 15, 1999, at the International Leaders
meeting held at the Central Training Center,
True Parents appointed Korean church
president Rev. Sun Jo Hwang as FFWPU
International President (which includes the position
of director of world missions) and Chairman of the
HSA-UWC Foundation. Rev. Hwang was officially
installed as Chairman of the HSA-UWC Foundation on
June 21 and as FFWPU International President on June
27. The inaugural ceremony for the twelfth chairman
of the HSA-UWC Foundation was held on June 21 in
the main auditorium in the Do Won Building, which
Father built and dedicated for the use of church-related
organizations a decade ago, in Seoul.

More than 500 guests attended, including national
messiahs, church leaders, and leaders and staff mem-
bers of organizations and corporations affiliated with
the HSA-UWC Foundation. Rev. Sun

Kwak said, “During this period in which the provi-
dence must concretely transfer from the first generation
to the second, God has installed a precious new leader,
Rev. Sun Jo Hwang, who is not only remarkable in his
strategic ability, his personal warmth, and his vital-
ity, but also has a deep heart of loyalty and filial piety
towards God and True Parents. Since the providence
demands such a new beginning, if we really unite in
one mind and body victory will ultimately be ours.”
The inaugural ceremony and farewell ceremony
for the FFWPU International President took place on
June 27 at the Headquarters Church in Chungpa-dong.
More than 600 guests, including national messiah cou-
ples, missionaries, Korean regional leaders and church
leaders, and members of staff of various organizations
and corporations participated, congratulating and
encouraging the newly appointed Rev. Sun Jo Hwang,
and Rev. Chung Hwan Kwak whom he was succeed-
ing. Rev. Kwak himself had been officially inaugurated
as chairman of the Interreligious and International
Federation for World Peace (IIFWP) at its Inaugural
Assembly on February 6 of this year.

Jo Hwang’s inaugural address was
followed by words of encouragement
from Rev. Chung Hwan Kwak and a
congratulatory address from Mt. Keum
Gang International Group president Dr.
Bo Hi Pak. Rev. Kwak offered a conclud-
ing benediction.

In his inaugural address, Rev. Hwang
said, “Since this is a providential occa-
sion. We must understand it with
faith rather than reason and from the
viewpoint of providence rather than
of economic theory.” Rev. Hwang also
expressed: “I do not know so much
about corporations, but I know people
who control corporations. God’s provi-
dential history never gained victory by
power. Yet, as we can see through the
courses of David, Jesus and True Par-
ents, God has always won. Let us show the world how
we overcome through the power of faith. Let us unite
in our efforts. Let us overcome today’s difficulties
through faith, uniting together in life-risking adven-
ture. | will serve as a servant, so let us unite and do
our best at the risk of our lives.”

Hence, Your will is that this be restored by next year, which
is the fortieth year since You installed the True Parents, and
that a new realm of Fourth Adam be established on the
foundation of the blessing of the youth.

These words were shared with a small gathering of some fifteen
leaders in Hannam-dong Official Residence following the official
declaration at the Olympic Gymnasium in Seoul earlier in the day.

HE mission of Messiah means being born for the will

and completing the will during the course of his

whole life. The realm of liberation means the libera-

tion of Kingdom of Heaven and liberation of God.
Those who are trapped in Satan’s jail through Satan’s blood
lineage must be liberated. Then we must liberate all things. |
am thus making a connection of heart with nature by fishing
and hiking in the Pantanal.

Drawing together the love of God, the love of humankind,
and the love of all things, | have led man through the history
of indemnity and proper economic restoration, all centering
on the will of God. | offered special devotions (conditions)
from May 13 to 15, 1998, in the Pantanal, in order to connect
God'’s will from the lowest pit to the highest pinnacle. Based
on that foundation, the Proclamation of the Liberation of Cos-
mos could be made on May 14 this year.

May 30 saw the Proclamation of True Parents’ East and
West (Global) Victory Celebration. Through that victory a
complete horizontal foundation was laid. Based on this verti-
cal proclamation of today (Proclamation of True Parents’ Cos-
mic Victory Celebration) God will be freed from all worries,
and He will be welcomed wherever He goes.

One problem remains. Father must introduce God to this
world again. Do you understand what that means? | must lib-
erate Him. This is His land, His country, His family, His tribe,
and His people. Therefore, we must accomplish the blessing of
400 million couples. Then what are the biggest problems fac-
ing the world today? The problems of youth. The problems of
family breakdown. Then there is AIDS. Time is running out.

Then the question is, what family will be introduced.
Father’s family must be introduced first, and that was a con-
cern. But immediately before Father came back to Korea this
time, Ye Jin and Hyo Jin gathered in one room and pledged
they would completely support True Parents’ endeavors.

THE RESPONSIBILITY OF ADAM

Based on the fact that True Parents have fulfilled their
responsibility the first son and first daughter can take their
positions, and the way of the second generation of the Uni-
fication family will be an easy one. People will thus come to
realize that the Satanic world and our families are different.

Then what is the final conclusion? The final conclusion is
the perfection of Adam. Adam failed to fulfill his responsibility.
What is responsibility? The cornerstone of the blessed families,
the world, the cornerstone of the family, tribe, people, nation,

Kingdom of Heaven on Earth, Kingdom of Heaven in Heaven,
had become tainted. We must cleanse that dirt. Thus, we must
clean up the spirit world as well as the physical world.

What is another of Adam’s failed responsibilities? It is the
reversal of dominion. Satan reversed dominion and domi-
nated Eve. Eve then dominated Adam. Because Adam and
Eve reversed dominion, God Himself lost ground. Thus when
the time to liberate God comes, perfection of Adam must be
fulfilled. In order for Adam to perfect himself, all the reversed
dominions must be reverted back to their original positions.

We must restore the fallen world, fallen lineage, and false
lineage into true lineage. Until now there were so many com-
plications resulting from relationships. When they went to
the spirit world all the lovers were entangled in a confused
web. Sang Hun Lee has reported to us about the phenomena
in hell, including the content about Lucifer. The reason that
man and woman took the wrong path was that Adam did not
fulfill his responsibility. Because the dominion was reversed,
we cannot correct the problem without restoring the origi-
nal position. Through the reversal of dominion, Satan held
dominion over the lineage.

The cause of the reversal of dominion between the arch-
angel and Eve was false love. The cause of the reversal of
dominion between Adam and Eve was also the corruption of
the lineage [false love]. Human beings with the tainted lin-
eage, however, are God’s children. God is in the position of a
parent. But it is as if He were standing upside down. He has
nowhere to go. God cannot enter the world of humankind.
Who has known this truth?

From the day that Father knew this fact, his tears never
stopped. How can God be in such a position? | could not
see the sun because my eyes were always full of tears. God
should have become the father of humankind. Whose father
should God have become? He had to become the father of
Adam and Eve. Even if ten thousand years of history came
against them, they should not have parted. But all those diffi-
culties separated something that could not be separated. Thus
how painful it must have been for God to reunite them, these
who have been separated.

Adam and Eve were the only begotten son and daughter
of God who were to become parents of millions of genera-
tions of humankind. How sorrowful God must have been
when they were lost. Moreover, God lost the intended way of
love between Adam and Eve that He could have established
as the tradition of love. God could not love them. They were
His children, but He could not love them. God stood on that
cross of pain. Who will liberate this sorrow from within Him?
Adam. Adam must liberate that sorrow.

The history of religion progressed through the shedding of
blood. In the Old Testament Age, people shed blood through
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You must, in turn, receive that inheritance from the Parents. You
must understand what kind of path that involves. You must dedicate
yourselves to liberating God, True Parents, and all things.

offerings. God was supposed to be the sole owner, but all was
lost. Thus, through the condition known as tithing, God tried
to establish absolute faith, absolute love, and absolute obedi-
ence. The families of Israel were all supposed to be God’s
families. That one family of absolute faith, absolute love, and
absolute obedience was to be more valuable than all the fami-
lies of the world.

Centering on Jacob and his victory, his 12 sons had met the
day when they could establish the realm of Israel. God recog-
nized the 12 sons of Jacob, representing the 12 tribes of Israel,
as more valuable than anything in the Satanic world.

When the actual time to do battle came, we could not pray.
When a person actually knows what he has to do, he cannot
really pray. Who would he pray to? He must dedicate his
life. He must go over the hill of devotion (jungsung) without
prayer. Going over the hill of jungsung, as a restored Adam
he had to clear a path of indemnity for the satanic world. As
restored Adam, he had to tread the path of the perfection of
Adam, desiring to tear down the wall surrounding God’s
heart. Because his path was that which he had to go as the
Second Advent, he did not pray, “Please help me” when dif-
ficulty came. People of the world, on the other hand, pray to
God at the slightest sign of hardship.

Thus for 20 years while doing battle on the worldwide
level, | did not pray. | did not pray the way others pray, sit-
ting down. Even without prayer, | knew certain facts spiri-
tually. Mind and body had to become one, and | knew that
I had to make indemnity conditions for victory in order to
return to God. | did not pray at times of difficulty, and 20
years passed. | started praying again last year, on August 1. |
knew the time would come for me to guide Heavenly Father.

Keeping my purity, and with a certain spiritual knowledge,
I had to discipline my body and align it with the world of
mind. Because of Adam’s failure, this had to be done. Then all
kinds of temptations came. Temptations from money, honor,

ability, and women, all flooded the gates. Heaven itself sent
all kinds of temptations, and Satan tried to hook me with so
many different baits. Even though there were so many temp-
tations, I knew the standard of spirit, conscience, and God’s
heart. Thus centering on the standard of shimjung, my body
had to control Satan as he clung to my body. That is why |
did not pray in America.

When there were economic problems and other difficul-
ties, | never prayed for money. | took responsibility. The way
had to be prepared for even the body to be able to subjugate
Satan. The world of the mind does not belong to the world of
Satan. The mind had to overcome all kinds of obstacles. Then
Father had to make a victorious foundation in the physical
world by fighting Satan and bringing God to earth. This has
been the goal of Father’s life. Do you understand? [Yes.]

The duties of filial piety and of loyalty were fulfilled. There
was worldwide victory. Then, in uniting duty and mind of
the Holy Son, | had to attend the eternal God. Thus, | have
fulfilled the responsibility of the chosen people, which had
to make a foundation of victory that was not tainted by the
failure of the body. Only God knows the story of agony that
accompanied the process towards that victory.

If someone prays and asks who Reverend Moon is, God
will make him weep bitterly. When | enter the spirit world
and tell Him, “I am back,” God, who is sitting at the top of
heaven on a throne, with thousands of steps between Himself
and me, might instantly descend those steps and greet me.
When | think of how He will greet me, | have no regrets.

God Himself is full of tears. | have the responsibility of a
filial son, loyal subject, saint, and Holy Son to comfort Him.
You should understand True Father who has walked that
path. You should go the way of a filial son to one family, loyal
subject to one nation, and saint to the world. You should
realize that True Parents are the ones who must receive the
inheritance from God, standing on one unified Kingdom of
Heaven on earth and in heaven. You must, in turn, receive
that inheritance from the Parents. You must understand what
kind of path that involves. You must dedicate yourselves to
liberating God, True Parents, and all things.

There are no more hardships and indemnity. Only one
thing remains. Absolute faith, absolute faith! When God cre-
ated the cosmos, the beginning point was absolute faith.
Based on the foundation of absolute faith one can create the
body of absolute love and achieve the perfect form of love.
Thus, only with absolute faith can we invest absolute love.
This love means standing in a position of desiring that every-
one become better than oneself. The history of restoration
through indemnity progressed through the repeated process
of investing and then forgetting. History has witnessed this
over thousands of years. We must know the toil and pain that
God went through in order to find the family of Adam’s per-
fection. This family also is the family that must liberate God.

This family must be a proud representative of the tribe,

the people, the world and cosmos. It must go over God’s pain
and sorrow over losing all the ideals of creation and the hope
of creation. We must realize that, without having a shimjung
of liberation where one almost feels as though it were fortu-
nate for Adam to have fallen, we cannot reach safe settlement.

Night or day | am single-minded according to this stan-
dard. When | die, when | face God, how will He greet me? |
have lived 80 years of my life wanting to attend to a liberated
God and to establish Father and Son relationship on earth.
Realizing the fact that we have proclaimed True Parents’ Cos-
mic Victory Celebration, we should thank God, thank True
Parents, and thank heaven and earth. We have established a
foundation internally and externally, going beyond all God’s
hopes and expectations and exceeding the role of perfected
Adam. We are entering the realm of the fourth Adam where
we have received the Kingdom of Heaven in heaven and on
earth wholly as our inheritance. From that place of inheri-
tance a new family will depart, and this is the hope of our
victorious God and True Parents. Do you understand?

It is Adam’s responsibility to liberate God. We must go
over the hill of perfection hundred times more than Adam
has with body of shimjung and jungsung (devotion). We must
become a filial son in the family, a loyal subject in the nation,
a saint in the world, and a Holy Son in the cosmos, and we
must receive all of God’s inheritance. This has been the life of
our Parents.

We must devote everything for that cause. We must stand
in the position where we are victorious beyond what the
eternal God expects. When God can thus transmit His inheri-
tance, we can conceive the victorious God’s authority in a
new world that transcends the han of the fall. Moreover, all
remnants of Satan’s blood lineage must be wiped away.

THE FATHER'S COURSE TO GIVE THE BLESSING

How do we keep the lineage pure for thousands of years?
Along with the liberation of God the liberation of purity must
be achieved on earth. When God thus is able to find us, when
He is able to find the family, tribe, and people whom He can
seek with joy, the sorrowful history of the fall will never again
befall our family.

Until now, the blessing has been the church-level blessing.
Because there is no nation, the national-level blessing has not
been achieved. When we find a nation, we will pass into the
age of the world-level blessing, and transcend the three stages
of the blessing. Until now we have eaten Satan’s food, lived
with Satan’s things and lived in Satan’s realm. We live in an
environment where a person can fall, just as Adam and Eve fell
at about the age of 16. The possibility of the fall is about 70 per-
cent. There is a standard where, with the authority of a nation,
such as with laws, we can do anything [such as protecting the
purity of love]. When the church-level blessing turns into the
national-level blessing, this can happen. Laws and a constitu-
tion with which to govern can be established. The time will
come when the contradictions of life that conflict with original
shimjung will be eradicated. From now on, any person in a
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public position in a nation will need to have a family.

I have already made progress towards that goal in America.
The reason I established the Unification Theological Seminary
in the United States is that | wanted America to take on the
responsibility of the realm of first son. But America did not
fulfill its responsibility. Thus, | have renewed the UTS gradu-
ates’ resolution. It was the responsibility of Christianity to
bless unmarried men and women. Instead, | am the one who
has blessed the Adams and Eves of America. | blessed those
who were worse than Adam and Eve’s family. That was my
responsibility. I had to do it. The entire foundation Christian-
ity built to save those men and women was lost. The blessed
families must realize that | had to find and bless those people
who were worse than fallen Adam. Do you understand?

If God could, He would have blessed Adam and Eve in the
Garden of Eden. God could not do that. How terrible God must
have felt. | came as a prodigal son, took the position of first son,
and in God'’s place, blessed the men and women of America.
Then | even had to bless those people who married merely by
contract [cases where a couple married each other only for the
purpose of receiving certain benefits of marriage]. One cannot
even track them in the spirit world. Finding them is the respon-
sibility of their children who have received the blessing.

Because blessed families did not fulfill their responsibility,
the Parents had to shoulder the burden. One family’s fall in
the Garden of Eden brought about chaos and hell. I carried
the cross of that burden, and | sought out fallen families in
order to save them. | was ashamed in front of God, but I still
raised my hand and blessed them. You must realize that | was
ashamed and embarrassed. You do not know that God had
to shed tears in order to pave the way for Adam. You must
understand this.

God had to abandon the one family. When Adam did not
fulfill his responsibility, humankind was bound to go into
hell. To reverse this | had to stand in the position of the body
of God, upside down. | held onto them with the shimjung of
disgrace, betrayal and han. Then | had to pioneer the way to
life. No one knows the pain that | went through to build that
road. Only God knows. If a spiritually open person asks who
Reverend Moon is, he can only weep with bitter tears.

The world does not know that we are entering the realm
of law. Everyone is enjoying free sex. | held onto those homo-
sexuals and lesbians. You don’t know how difficult | felt hav-
ing to hold onto them so as to save them. | could not pray. |
had to be hit again and again. Kicked and kicked. You do not
know that feeling. | have declared this proclamation of libera-
tion with this heart. God is liberated. It is God’s heart to greet
me with the greatest joy. | lived my whole life to guide God’s
heart this way.

OFFERING ON THE ALTAR OF THE PROVIDENCE

True Mother also has experienced so many hardships. In 40
years of marriage | ordered her to go through so many mis-
erable situations. Because Father knew the heart of woman,
Father forgave, comforted and pulled her hundreds of times.




The people must sacrifice for the nation. The nation must sacrifice for the
world. And the world must sacrifice for heaven and earth. Heaven and earth
must then sacrifice for God. This is the way of restoration through indemnity.

Even Mother does not know what went on.

Father wanted to walk the path of life where even God
had to feel indebted to Father. You must realize that you are
standing as the starting point and a foundation of history
for the thousands of generations ahead. We are standing on
the firm ground of restoration of the spirit world through
the physical world. Thus you should realize that in the age
of the fourth Adam your descendants could become the heir
who can possess a new kingdom of heaven and earth of the
cosmos. You should become the ancestors, teachers, and own-
ers of that path, and should educate and guide the heirs who
could walk that path.

The time has come for me to be able to avert shame. If not,
all things will lament. I always let go of the first fish | caught,
offering it to God. Even now 15 to 20 million people die each
year in the world. Who is going to take responsibility for
them? Because of Adam’s fall, a history of sorrow started,
and the descendants had to pay indemnity. In order to take
responsibility for those dying children, I led the providence
of the ocean for decades, making ships and preparing to feed
those people.

When a holy ground such as the Pantanal appears, Unifi-
cationists should visit it. They must lead their families there.
It has become the starting point for a tribe to head towards
the Kingdom of Heaven. Whole tribes should establish a
nation, and they will say that their ancestors are blessed
families of the Unification Church. They will all come to the
Pantanal. All the ancestors in the spirit world and their future
descendants—the citizens of the nations—will all come there.
Because the Pantanal is God’s blessing, they will continue to
offer devotions there. This is the condition that blessed fami-
lies must set in order to complete the Kingdom of Heaven.

After the liberation of God, which families will God truly
love, among all blessed families? Father has made an education-
al facility in order to clarify whom God will love. Those people
will be taught the ways of loyalty and will be set up as leaders.

Thus | told everyone to send their children to UTS. Some
families do not even consider sending their children to UTS. |
told them to send their children to Sun Moon University, and
they don’t even dream of it. We cannot employ those people
who went to other schools. That is the mistake of the parents,
and those parents also cannot be placed in important positions.

Do you understand, Rev. Kwak? [Yes.] You must employ
those who graduated Father’s school, those who followed
Father’s direction. [Yes.] Reverend Kwak, you also did not
graduate from UTS, right? [Yes.] Thus one issue is who will
be leaders in a new church system.

About a thousand UTS graduates must be installed.
Recently | gave training to the UTS graduates for three days,
from June 4 to 6 in America, which is the first son nation. In
that three days they made a new determination. They know
that Father went to UTS every day for three years from 1975.
They had to repent based on the content that | gave them
during that time. America destroyed the second generation
Christian culture. (UTS graduates should restore that failure.)

Because way for the blessing did not open, so many fami-

lies broke down. The Keum Ran Church is the Church of
Hwal Lan Kim. The Keum Ran Church called Unification
Church a church of adultery. Now look what happened. That
Keum Ran Church actually became the church of adultery
itself. There were demonstrations against the ministers.

To bypass this kind of sin, centering on Christian civili-
zation, Japan, Germany, ltaly, Britain, America, and France
were set up in providential positions. Britain begot America.
France is the archangelic nation. So all the spiritual standards
were manifested in nations. The people of those nations were
to welcome the Second Advent and receive the blessing.
They had to remarry. That potential to receive the blessing
was destroyed when Christianity—Protestant and Catho-
lic—opposed me. They had to receive retribution for their
failure. I had to take that responsibility, and therefore took the
burden of so many sins upon my shoulder. From that lowest
pit | salvaged the situation, made bridges and climbed up to
the original position.

The women of the Unification Church were supposed to
help Father when he was suffering to make that bridge and
climb it. Instead when | had to climb, they tried to block my
way. Do you understand? Even if they had to sacrifice them-
selves, they should have made those bridges. Instead they
thought in the opposite way, saying, “God has blessed me,
and my place is here.”

The blessing of the family is for the sake of the blessing of
the tribe. The family should sacrifice for the tribe. The tribe
must sacrifice for the people. The people must sacrifice for
the nation. The nation must sacrifice for the world. And the
world must sacrifice for heaven and earth. Heaven and earth
must then sacrifice for God. This is the way of restoration
through indemnity.

THE MESSIAH SUFFERS TO SAVE HUMANKIND

Those who have used the will for their own sake should
have been taken away without the chance of being forgiven.
But people did things without knowing, and therefore | must
take responsibility. Do you understand? The 360 million cou-
ples blessing should have been held in Japan. But they (the
people/government of Japan) did not know, so | am taking
responsibility. I had to salvage the whole situation and take
responsibility. February 7 is a day in the coldest period of the
year. We could not help but imagine that everyone was going
to freeze to death. We must salvage and resurrect the offer-
ings that God can receive.

The world does not have a real nation right now. America,
England, France, and Russia are not real nations. They all
think of themselves as “liberal”. What is liberal? Liberty
means freedom. How can a person have freedom? Can he
have freedom when he has lost heaven and earth? America
does not exist. There is no nation for the youths of this world.
There is no society. “Individualism” and “privacy” are words
that have caused the loss of heaven and earth.

The world of mind has infinite desire. But our environ-
ment exists only for the individual (which is contrary to the
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| had to take responsibility for the things and people that were on Satan’s
side, without shame.

bigger desire of the mind). Therefore, the hippie movement
came about. They ran away from home. There was no one at
home who welcomed them. Those living at home all rejected
them. History of betrayal will end in betrayal. Nobody wel-
comes them. Nobody welcomes selfish people. Thus every-
body gets separated, and each becomes individual palace of
the devil. When individualism becomes supreme value and
privacy is respected beyond all other values, there is no rela-
tionship with God.

But as True Parent, I still

wait till the national boundary is crossed. Reverend Moon
blessed Jesus on January 3, 1973, but he could not live with
his spouse because he had not crossed the national boundary.
He had not found a nation. But the time had come to be able
to go over that boundary, on the world-wide level. | therefore
reestablished Jesus and blessed the saints. Why? They could
descend to earth and establish a standard for a form of fam-
ily that could attend True Parents. Then they could return

to spirit world and, centering on the liberation of their fam-
ily, live in the Kingdom of

had to hold on to those people
and save them. | had to sustain
the miserable toil of restoring
the one family of Adam and
Eve (Saving those people is
related to the restoration of
Adam and Eve.)

In order to turn the nation
around (save the nation), |
did not sleep day or night, all
alone. Nobody knows this fact,
even my children, even Moth-
er. It was a serious matter. |
could not even tell anything to
Mother. Mother had to walk
her own course of indemnity.
| can now talk about it. | can
now discuss it. Yet there is
nothing to discuss because all
is done. Based on what | have
done, our family must estab-
lish the foundation where God

Heaven.

Who knows this complicat-
ed content? | lead the provi-
dence by sorting out all those
complications and reorganiz-
ing them. Moreover there is
no tradition of Adam’s family
in the history of providence
until now. | had to reestablish
all the traditions and create
a bridge. | built the bridge of
victory where God could go
up and down freely.

Father’s responsibility is
to restore the position of king
and prince of liberated, cos-
mic love. | had to take respon-
sibility for the things and
people that were on Satan’s
side, without shame. Dignity
and honor were not an issue.
Do you understand? | had to

can dwell and hang up the
signpost of the first family of attendance to God.

Let’s look at my family. The second sons all died on the
road. In the Unification Church as well, the second person
had to die away from home. The late president Eu is the
second couple, right? Hee Jin is also my second son, right?
Heung Jin is also second son. They all died away from home.
The law of indemnity does not change. The law of Heaven
is unchanging. However, they could not digest everything.
Moreover, | could not shed tears for them, even if those tears
were coming from the original mind (true heart). Because
I still had not greeted the day when | could comfort them
in God’s place, the day when | could return glory to God, |
could not even shed tears for my own children.

Therefore, | established the Day of Victory of Love within
three days of Heung Jin’s passing away. After that day, a per-
son could win over death. | do not know how many times |
battled, carrying the flag of parent of love, on the crossroads
of life and death. Thus Heung Jin was able to pass into spirit
world as the elder brother of Jesus. Then just as Jesus resur-
rected and just as the Holy Spirit descended on earth on the
day of Pentecost, all the good spirits in the spirit world could
come down to earth.

But Jesus could not go beyond the national level. He must
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do unimaginable things to
save humanity.

All has passed. | have even blessed my parents. In one
generation | blessed my parents and my grandparents. |
blessed those who suffered as Unification Church members,
those who were chased out without their spouses, and those
who got divorced and were expelled from their homes.

THE WAY FATHER DEALT WITH TEMPTATION

There is no responsibility towards Church members that
I did not fulfill. I did not do things out of any desire of my
own. | did them because of God’s command. Do you under-
stand? (Yes.) | am giving you all this as a lesson today. Now,
even if | tell God, “Heavenly Father, | don’t like this fallen
world and spirit world. | would like to make a new and bet-
ter Kingdom of Heaven,” what | say can be achieved. Even
now Satan has not been liberated completely, and that is a
problem. We must eradicate Satan completely, into oblivion.
I don’t even want to hear the lamentations of Satan. There is
still work to be done to achieve this.

We could, however, make a new Heaven and earth. We
can attend God and create a new cosmos. God, who can do
this, could not stop the archangel when he destroyed the

proper order of love. How miserable He must have been.
When Adam thought about the woman’s sexual organ, could
he have imagined the serpent that swept thousands years of
history into hell? Man’s sexual organ is the same. You must
be able to imagine and be stunned by the grotesque image of
how two people toppled the Kingdom of Heaven.

Father disciplined himself. No matter who it was or how
beautiful she was, | overcame desire. When | was a student,
all kinds of things happened. Once, a beautiful woman came
naked into my bed. What was | to do? | had to win over this
situation with my life. | had to be completely alert and deal
with it. I had to subjugate her naturally and at that place
cry bitter tears with her. Because | had to be able to forgive
people who were in love, | had to go over these kinds of situ-
ations. Do you understand?

There were so many situations even in the jail in Pyung
Yang [August 11 to November 21, 1946, prior to being moved to
Hung Nam Prison]. It was rumored that Reverend Moon was a
sorcerer. The prison guards watched me and would not allow
me to sleep. They thought that | would do something in my
sleep. Then | had to sleep with my eyes open. | knew how
much toil God had gone through in history. There were so
many spiritual temptations.

Nobody knew this fact. Women, from teenage to 70 or
80 year old grandmothers, grabbed Father’s feet and head,
pulling me. They abandoned their sons, their husbands, and
parents to approach me. They naturally denied the secular
world. I was in my twenties, and an 80 year old grandmother
came to me, called me, “Honey,” and told me that she would
have 12 sons with me. She said that she had even had surgery
to repair her womb. She said that she had prepared every-
thing to meet the bridegroom. She bought a clock, clothing,
and other things in order to prepare for the him. When |
heard such an old woman considering me as her husband, do
you think I was grateful or flabbergasted? What do you think
the deceased husband of that grandmother thought about his
wife? She had to surrender naturally. | would say, “Yes, yes,
of course.” All these old women would think of me as their
husband. After going through such an ordeal they would
think of me as their older brother, from previously thinking of
me as their younger brother.

One woman would come into Mother’s room and demand
that Mother give her the room. It would have been a prob-
lem if I had previously given any notion of intimacy to this
woman, such as touching her hand. She would have spread
the rumor that she was my wife and that everyone should
attend her. This is a spiritual phenomenon. She just did not
know how to distinguish between the spirit world and the
physical world. Because of the restoration process, such phe-
nomena would occur.

Under wide persecution | established the foundation.

I have liberated God, Heaven and earth. | placed them all

in a horizontal plane and paved the highway towards the
Kingdom of Heaven. Your body is like an automobile. You
must provide the gasoline, and the engine will turn automati-
cally. So study this overview and reexamine your lifestyle. |
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implore you to become persons who will not be ashamed in
front of Father and the world. Do you understand?

WE MUST WILLINGLY GO THE WAY OF INDEMNITY

So, from today the UTS graduates must take up positions
as leaders. Also if there are any college graduates who have
not gone to UTS, they must definitely go. UTS graduates
should not get ordinary jobs. A fearful time is coming. The
content of Father’s teaching is fiercely alive. The road of hard
work and suffering for the salvation of America lays ahead.
Who would dare look away?

Actually I told them all to come here. | knew that some of
them would not come, so | gave a three-day workshop in East
Garden (June 4 - 6), starting from a Friday. Friday starts the
weekend off, so everybody could come. Friday, Saturday, and
Sunday. They all made a new determination.

Thus even in Korea, Reverend Hwang, who has gradu-
ated UTS, became president. Many people thought it was
not going to work out. Because of Reverend Hwang, the task
could be accomplished. He knows the activities of the Com-
munist organizations too. | researched that. How are we going
to build an educational system to educate the Communists
in this situation of conflict between North and South Korea?
You have worked hard until now (To Reverend Hwang:) How
many years have passed since | made you church president in
Korea? [Three years.] What was my first advice to you when
you returned to Korea? What did | tell you not to forget?
[Father, you said that if | am willing to die, | will be able to
save the country.] The way of indemnity. If a person tries to
avoid the way of indemnity, he will perish. You must willingly
go. That is a blessing. Work even harder than Father. If you
work harder than Father, God will bless you.

I have abandoned Korea. Because my mind has left the
nation, you must break all records in your activities. The good
spirits in the spiritual world knew that fact (that Father had
abandoned the country), so they completely mobilized them-
selves and helped Korea. The spirit world knows. Korea was
in the last place, but it became the first place in giving the
blessing.

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TRUE PARENTS’ WORDS

Although undoubtedly one of Father’s
shorter speeches (just a few minutes long),
it was a joyful yet serious call to action.

HE fall occurred in Adam’s fam-
ily, but God could not interfere
in their becoming husband and
wife and forming a love rela-
tionship, and expelled them. Then, in
these Last Days how can these families
be blessed again? That is the issue. At
that time, since the false parents initi-
ated the problem the blood lineage
was different. Now, by the coming of
True Parents, and through the blessing
they bestow, the blood lineage is being
changed, and you must know that
through this God can intervene. For
thousands of years there was great toil
to establish the Messiah and one true
family. Since the True Parents came
and gained victory so that the Satanic blood lineage could
be overcome, and since Satan could be expelled, you must
understand that now is the amazing age in which these fami-
lies can be blessed freely.

By restoring through indemnity and putting in order that
which has been connected to Satan, and due to the blood
lineage centered on True Parents being connected to the free
realm of blood lineage, there are no obstacles. Therefore the
age has come in which the blessing can be given freely. Do
you understand?

Originally, it was the unmarried men and women who were
meant to be blessed by True Father. |
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unmarried women, everything will be concluded.

That is why | am telling you to conduct demonstrations. If
in the spirit world they hold demonstrations on “True Family,
True Parents, True blood lineage” and if we make a big noise
here on earth, everyone will receive the blessing. The world
will then turn around in an instant. This can be done within
seven months but it depends on how hard you work.

Even if you are alone, pin these words on your clothes
and make trouble. You should hang up sign boards that read
“Let’s Become True Parents,” “Let’s Establish True Fami-
lies,” and “Let’s Inherit the True Blood Lineage,” and hold
demonstrations. It is okay even if you paint it on your face
and walk around. If an important broadcasting channel in
America broadcasts “The blessing is a good thing” even once,
the world goes round! If this is done by a major network in
America, it will be picked up and relayed by other stations
around the world. If the people of the world oppose, we will
respond to them through The Washington Times and cable
channel. Everything is ready. So are you going to hold dem-
onstrations or not? [We are!]

If a Washington Times reporter writes an article, Christian
families will read it without fail. Are you going to do it or
not? Are you going to fulfill 400 million couples or can’t you?
If you hold demonstrations in each town then everything will
be concluded.

The earth is this big, and the spirit world is so vast. The
spirit world is the archangel type: is Adam’s family of the
physical world going to lose to the archangel? Please answer.
The spirit world is descending 24 hours a day. What are you
going to do? Do you eat and sleep and play, is that it? Are
you going to do demonstrations for one week without sleep-
ing? Are you going to do 40-day fasting? Are you going to
demonstrate for 40 days, walking
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should have matched priests, nuns,
buddhist priests and nuns who had
religious faith, but since Christian-
ity opposed us we were placed in
the position of being expelled from
the Garden of Eden again. You must
therefore know that the fact that
other people ultimately had to be
blessed is a disgrace before True Par-
ents.

all leaders and core members should
gather to receive Father’s special
proclamation.

Without the
condition of the Declaration Day of
God’s Eternal Blessing, such progress
in the dispensation could not have
occurred.

3, 1988]. Just prior to the Olympics,
Father directed me to request mis-
sionaries from 120 nations to gather
in Seoul. Father laid more foundation
and prayer condition for those Olympic Games than
any leader in the world, including the Korean politi-
cal leaders.

The 1988 Olympics were very important for estab-
lishing a unified world. Two previous Olympics, one

1999 is seven years. At the end of
this seven years we will enter a
completely new era, the new mil-
lennium. In view of this, there is a
very significant meaning to each
celebration and proclamation Father
has initiated or made. We have to
learn about and fully understand the

in Los Angeles and the other in Moscow, were actual-
ly only half-Olympics, with Communist nations boy-
cotting the Los Angeles Olympics and free world countries not
participating in the Moscow Games. But centering on the Seoul
Olympics a unified world appeared centering on the second
generation represented by the youthful Olympic competitors.
Prior to the Korean War the term “Cold War” did not exist.
Based on that war the world was divided into two camps.
There was so much conflict up until 1988. So Father laid condi-
tions to unify both camps centering on the second generation .

That was the foundation for a unified world. Father then
visited Russia in 1990. On July 1, 1991, he gave the founding
speech and proclamation. Based on this foundation, Father
and Mother set out for North Korea.

In 1992, Father proclaimed the era of women, and called
Mother to the front line for a worldwide speaking tour. Many
other celebrations centering on women also took place. In the
following year, 1993, the Completed Testament Era began.
True Mother was liberated and appeared not behind True
Father but at his side. Because of True Father’s victorious
foundation, each of the Parents—Father and Mother—fully
represents True Parents. Mother’s world tours then continued
in 1993 and 1994. Father initiated these very important world
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background to this foundation.
Furthermore, continuing upon this victorious foundation,
in 1996 and 1997 Father made special proclamations centering
on True Parents, and also about cutting off the satanic lineage,
and about the globalization of the blessing. Father first pro-
claimed the era of globalization of the blessing in 1992. The
30,000 couples blessing was the formation stage of this global-
ization. The origin goes back to 1988 when Father proclaimed
during the Olympic Games that we would have world culture
and sports festivals. Father’s main thought and vision were
proclaimed officially through advertisements and the media.
The First World Culture and Sports Festival was held in 1992
and included the 30,000 couples blessing.
The reason Father proclaimed the 30,000 couples bless-
ing to be the first stage of the globalization of the blessing
is this: Since Father began to give us the historical blessing,
beginning with 3 couples, there have been ten main blessing
events. The second or growth stage of the globalization of
the blessing was in 1995 with the second World Culture and
Sports Festival. Originally Father’s plan was that there be a
WCSF every three years, but Father’s heart, his vision and
his desire, is always to shorten the course of restoration. So
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True Parents” heart and Heavenly Father’s heart is to reach to all human beings,
especially the younger generation, even those in their mother’s womb before birth.

after the 360,000 couples blessing in 1995, Father announced it
would not take three years and decided the next blessing cer-
emony would be held in 1997 in Washington, DC.

Thus, the formation stage globalization of the blessing was
in 1992, the second stage in 1995 and then, like the top of the
mountain, was the blessing in 1997 in Washington, DC, with
the time period shortened almost one year. Originally this
was to be the 3.6 million couples blessing, but after Father’s
direction, also on the basis of his prayer and his victorious
foundation, he surmounted that hill and then did not rest at
the top but went on to bless 36 million couples. Together this
was the blessing of almost 40 million couples. Centering on
this Washington, DC, blessing Father succeeded in setting a
victorious, historical condition.

Then the final achievement, on this foundation, was the
360,000 million couples blessing. This was the New York bless-
ing ceremony together with this year’s blessing ceremony in
February in Korea. Centering on all existing married couples,
all blessing is now finished. Connected with this effort, Father
considered how to liberate the spiritual world, not only the
physical world. Because altogether some 400 million couples
have been blessed, this means 800

hell. Such tremendous grace!

Father continued by directing, together with Heung Jin
Nim and Dae Mo Nim’s efforts, the blessing together of
people in the spiritual world and physical world. By the time
of the blessing ceremony last February, Father had opened
all of the gates. Father commented that it is like having built
a highway between those on the earth and in the spiritual
world so as to reach the goal of salvation.

Then one year later, on the May 14 anniversary, Father
invited representatives of the national messiahs and once
again laid a special condition and celebration linking the
physical world to the spiritual world.

Meanwhile, Mother, representing True Parents was car-
rying out another worldwide tour. Mother, in the physical
world, was extending the boundary of liberation and salva-
tion wider and wider. Father, through making the vertical link
between the spirit world and the physical world, was extend-
ing liberation and the grace of the blessing to reach all corners
of the spirit world.

Upon the foundation of Mother’s victorious accomplish-
ment in the world tour, Father and Mother arrived in Korea.
Based on that one year memorial

million people are involved in
Father’s efforts in relation to the
fallen world. This is sufficient condi-
tion for the restoration of the entire
existing world. On such a foundation
of effort on earth, Father is aiming to
liberate the spiritual world.

Father has been concerned about
the spiritual world. This is another of
True Parents’ missions, because True
Parents have to liberate God’s heart,
True Parents themselves, and also all
humankind. But not only those peo-
ple on earth. So without announcing
it to anyone, Father alone laid condi-

then the memorial day celebration
and liberation here at Belvedere on
May 30, True Parents carried out the
declaration and celebration of cos-
mic victory [June 14]. In this sense,
Father and Mother’s truly cosmic
and historic foundation of victory
has already been accomplished.
How, then, does the dispensa-
tional timetable and Father’s pro-
gram link with the responsibility
we all have? What is this year’s
motto? “The cosmic expansion of

tions while we focused on prepara-
tion for the New York blessing. Even though Father may have
mentioned this to us, we never grasped his concern or vision.

Of course, Father had preciously prayed or made other
conditions, but mainly focusing on three days in the Pantanal
in 1998, May 13, 14 and 15, Father laid special conditions for
the liberation of the spirit world. Not only for those in para-
dise, or good spirits, but also for evil spirits in hell.

For the liberation of evil spirits in hell from Satan a more
complicated condition is necessary. But because of Father’s
unlimited grace and his effort to lay conditions, Father him-
self accomplished all the internal and external conditions
and then last of all gave us direction regarding the New York
Madison Square Garden Blessing Ceremony.

Maybe you did not understand clearly that day, but in
front of top religious leaders of the world and many, many
Christian leaders and believers, Father proclaimed that his-
torical blessing event spiritually in front of God and also in
front of Satan. So Father opened the gates to liberate even
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out of Satan’s blood lineage.” For
this year’s goal and motto, Father’s mind is that reaching out
to already married couples as we have done until now is not
enough. True Parents’ heart and Heavenly Father’s heart is to
reach to all human beings, especially the younger generation,
even those in their mother’s womb before birth.

So Father
created holy candy representing holy wine for the new life still
in the womb, and also for children and the younger genera-
tion—mainly those who are not yet married.

Father has already directed
the worldwide leaders to not only try to find young blessing
candidates, but also for those young people aged 11 to 19 to
make the pure love pledge. This is even through holy candy.
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Because Heavenly Father and True Parents have bequeathed every-
thing to us, it depends only on the fulfillment of our portion of
responsibility whether or not we can inherit it.

Father’s desire is to liberate and cut the relationship of all
humankind, especially the younger generation, with Satan’s
evil blood lineage, under any circumstances.

This is our task and the goal of all of our plans and activi-
ties this year up until the next blessing ceremony, in February.
Without announcing it Father already had this vision and
plan and had decided this year’s motto. Then at New Year,
on God’s Day 1999, we listened to Father’s motto and speech,
but we had no idea what it truly meant to completely cut the
relationship with Satan’s blood lineage. But afterward we
came to understand it based on Father’s victory ceremonies
and the amazing victory foundation of June 14 [June issue].

So please understand what our position is, and the stage
we are presently at. Father has mentioned a couple of times
that as True Parents, as the Messiah, Father and Mother have
done everything, and that there is no further need for them
to further serve us or the world. This is because they have
already given the blessing, and we received it.

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TRUE PARENTS’ WORDS

Father spoke for more than three hours. He gave poignant insight
into the role the Messiah must play in defeating Satan, and on a
special new holy ground he had earlier consecrated in the Pantanal.

s a result of the fall, everything disappeared from

the realm of God. Elder son-ship, parent-ship, king-

ship, ideal family, everything whatsoever just left

God’s bosom. But now the time has come in which
we reach the completion of God’s will and regain through
indemnity the right of elder son-ship, right of parent-ship and
right of kingship.

Where did they go? Completion through indemnity is of
course restoration through indemnity. From this viewpoint,
when we look at the secular world, is God’s will now accom-
plished? What is the meaning of blessed couple, blessed
family? The standard we must connect to is the restoration of
elder son-ship, parent-ship and kingship. Even though there
are many blessed couples, there is no foundation yet to claim
kingship, because we do not have sovereignty. In order for
God to come down to our level and work with us, we have
to establish the realm of elder son-ship, parent-ship and king-
ship from the individual to the family and national levels.
That is the only way.

Until the completion of God’s will, no one can claim his
or her own property. Everything should be an offering. Only
when we offer everything, from our personal assets to our
family, our nation and the world, then through the comple-
tion of indemnity we can claim kingship.

What is the motto or founding spirit of America? It is “One
nation under God.” When we say one nation, does that nation
belong to you? We have to transcend the level of one nation
under God, one world under God and reach the level of one
cosmos under God. Do we still need to seek one nation under
God then, or just go for one cosmos under God? [One cosmos.]

Because of the fall of man, everything that was meant to
belong to humankind, to Adam and Eve, was turned upside
down or lost—from all things to children, family, nation and
world. Restoring them means we have to regain them for
humanity. Through this we can fulfill God’s will and the res-
toration of the right of elder son-ship.

THE_MESSIANIC MISSION

At the time of Jesus, who came as the Messiah, the nation
and people of Israel in the position of second son were sup-
posed to give absolute obedience to him. This is because as
the Messiah he came to begin with as elder son, in order to
achieve the realm of elder son-ship. At the time, the Israelites
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were not in the position to have families. Based on the pre-
requisite of absolute unity with the Messiah, they had to offer
their absolute obedience to him. Only then, centering on the
Messiah, could they have restored their families. Of course,
as the Messiah, Jesus would should have participated in his
own holy matrimony. By doing so, the Messiah would have
become the Parent of humanity. The Messiah’s family would
have become the elder-son family, and all humanity would
have taken the position of younger-children families.

If Jesus had accomplished his goal of holy matrimony dur-
ing his time on earth, then Jesus’ family would have been in
the position representing the elder son of all humanity. By
receiving the blessing from Jesus and by uniting with Jesus’
family absolutely and offering absolute obedience, the rest
of the people of the world would have been in the posi-
tion of younger-children families. Eventually, by the end of
World War 11, Christianity would have reached the level of
one nation under God. But because Jesus’ mission could not
be completed, and because of the disbelief of the Israelites,
this foundation did not exist at the end of the Second World
War. In order to restore everything that was lost at the time of
Jesus, the Lord of the Second Advent came at that time.]

The entire world should have served Jesus as the King
of Kings, but that failed to happen. That is why the Lord of
the Second Advent came at the end of World War II. Then
through the Lord of the Second Advent, all Christianity was
to unite and restore what had been lost at the time of Jesus on
the individual, family and national levels. If the Israelites had
reached a national level sovereignty centering on Jesus, they
could have expanded this to the Roman Empire and eventu-
ally the world. Likewise, centering on the Lord of the Second
Advent after World War 11, the entire world from the indi-
vidual to the worldwide level was to be unified.

So again, centering on the Lord of the Second Advent,
everything—humankind and all things—must be restored
because everything was lost through the fall at the time of
Adam and Eve. By having absolute unity with the Messiah
and by obeying him absolutely we can restore elder son-ship,
parent-ship and kingship and offer everything, including all
things, to God as restored original beings. When God receives
these, He in turn bequeaths them back to humankind through
the Messiah. Only when we achieve this goal can we say this
world is a heavenly sovereignty, the Kingdom of God on
earth and in heaven. Without going through this, even God
cannot go beyond the realm of the fall.

The phenomena we are witnessing in the secular world
are the phenomena of hell. Everything is separated and
divided, from the individual and family levels to the level of
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God and Satan are fighting. Who can put an end to this fighting?
God cannot stop it, nor can Satan. Why not? Because this result
was brought about by the first parents through their fall.

the world. Everything was lost and divided. All creatures, all
property lost their connection to the original one world under
God, the Creator centering on true love. We lost our grand-
parents and our parents, man lost woman and woman lost
man, parents lost children, we lost our brothers and sisters.
Human beings are living on a foundation of extreme self-cen-
tered individualism, and so have become the people of hell.

In God’s eyes there is no individualism. Every being should
be unified as one body centered on one true center and lord,
the Messiah. Messiah means elder-son king, elder-family king,
and king of kings of all nations. This became necessary only as
a result of the separation brought about by the fall.

For Father to become the Messiah, he had to face and win
over the nationwide opposition of the fatherland of Korea.

In doing so, he was able to hold the holy matrimony in 1960.
From that point on, the work of giving the blessing has been
expanded to the world. God’s family began centering on the
Messiah, the Lord of the Second Advent, by true love. Until
now in history such a concept of true love was unknown. The
Messiah is the first to come to earth and teach clearly what
true love is from the viewpoint of the individual, the family,
the nation, the world and cosmos, and about God’s original
heart-oriented world of true love.

There is only one way to connect to God’s original true
love way, not two. Do you have true love in your mind and
body? No. Your mind and body are now separate, fight-
ing against each other. No one has understood how to solve
this problem and liberate the individual, family, world and
cosmos, and then liberate God. The only one who has under-
stood this is the Second Advent.

DEFEATING THE DEVIL

The Lord of the Second Advent is a person with no prop-
erty. America and Korea are not the property of Reverend
Moon—or of their peoples. We have to restore them back to
their original place in God’s bosom. Unless you clearly under-
stand this point and achieve this goal, even after you enter
the spirit world, even if you are a blessed couple, you will
still have your work to accomplish for thousands or millions
of years. You have to solve this. The foundation for establish-
ing your place of settlement cannot be made in the spiritual
world. This is the most urgent task facing you in this world.

You American women, to whom does all this belong? You
all say “It is mine, my relatives’, my nation’s.” How can you
straighten yourselves out and tear down all those barriers?
The one who can do this is the Second Advent Messiah. Why?
Because he clearly understands how to tear down, go the
opposite way and rebuild. Whenever you claim anything as
your own possession it means you are still far from climbing
over Satan’s barriers. We have to offer everything to God first.

From Satan’s viewpoint many things belong to Satan.
Many people, many families belong to Satan. Why? Because
the family fell. In the Old Testament Age, things were cut into
two as an offering. One part was offered to God and the other
to Satan. After the sacrifice of those creatures, how miserable

God was. Originally all things were not to be divided in this
way. They belonged to God, but they were lost through the
fall, becoming Satan’s property and descending to the bottom
of hell. Human beings likewise became the children of Satan.
This is the fearful reality of human history. How can they be
liberated? Only by the Messiah. God cannot do it. God and
Satan are fighting. Who can put an end to this fighting? God
cannot stop it, nor can Satan. Why not? Because this result
was brought about by the first parents through their fall.

When real, perfected parents appear, Satan will recognize
and acknowledge them as the correct parents. God will ask
Satan, “Do you understand that he is the Second Advent who
is the perfection of Adam?” [Yes.] “As he has established that
kind of foundation, will you obey him absolutely?” [Yes.] “The
Messiah is my absolute, eternal, unique, unchanging son.”

[Father speaks in English about the historical expansion
of the religious foundation through indemnity; all people are
one, not four separate blocks of east, west, north and south.
He speaks about making oneness through Abel sacrificing
for Cain, shedding blood to save his elder brother. “I want to
wear beggar’s clothes. Satan cannot touch that.” He speaks
about the value of being hit by Satan who then has to pay
back with interest.]

A CONFERENCE THAT SUSTAINED THE PROVIDENCE.

Do you have any possessions? Do you have children? No
matter how much wealth a person possesses, how many chil-
dren he has or how great he thinks his parents are, there is no
difference between the poor and the wealthy. Some may think
they are much better off, but we are all in the same boat. For
that matter, poor people are better off, because they still have
hope to climb up, but those who are wealthy and well estab-
lished have no way to go but down.

When I first gave direction to the American church lead-
ers to invite world dignitaries, particularly from the religious,
academic and political worlds, to have hoon dok hae together
centering on the Inter-religious and International Federation
for World Peace, the leaders responded saying, “Father, it’s
not going to work. You are going to get us chased out...” No
American leader wanted to carry out hoon dok hae with lead-
ers of the world in the way that we have been doing it within
the church. According to Mr. Joo’s report, however, the result
was that the 214 world-renowned dignitaries from around
the world who accepted my invitation to participate in hoon
dok hae together—and who at first may have been reluctant
because they did not know what they were getting into—had
smiles stretching from ear to ear.

From the beginning I had absolute faith in this confer-
ence. | may be the most stubborn and resistant person when
it comes to accepting anything new, yet | have completely
surrendered to this truth throughout my entire life and still
believe in and live for it. Therefore, when | gave this order
to the American leaders | had no doubt that there would be
absolute victory. Had this seminar failed, God’s providence
through Reverend Moon leading up to this moment—all past

blessings and other events as well as the upcoming 400 mil-
lion couples blessing—would have been totally lost. Do you
think God would have let that happen? God would have
thought, “No matter what difficulty there may be, I will come
down with absolute authority and power and take care of it.”

Do you understand how God can be liberated by Reverend
Moon? By completely occupying Satan, no enemy or oppos-
ing power can exist.

DESIRING TO RECEIVE BLESSING FROM FATHER

Do you understand my broken English? (Laughter) You
are absorbing these words like a sponge absorbing water,
aren’t you? [Yes!] We are exchanging the language of true
love. The more | understand English, the more urgently | feel
I do not need an interpreter and that people have to listen to
my speeches in Korean. When | hear the interpretation it is
as if fake goods are being sold as the real brand. | do not feel
good about this. When, as the owner who knows, | see you,
as the purchaser, being deceived by the salesman and taking
the fake brand as the true one, should I feel good or bad?

Even Adam and Eve need this, the completion of God’s will,
of elder son-ship, parent-ship and kingship through indemnity.
Once you complete the right of elder son-ship do you think
there will be any place in the world where you will not be wel-
come? People in the secular world do not have elder son-ship.
They are adopted sons. Therefore, wherever you go with elder
son-ship, those in the position of adopted son will always wel-
come you. If there is nowhere for you to sleep, they will give
their own bed to you and sleep on the floor.

Do you understand clearly? Do you want to complete and
possess elder son-ship? Are we talking about elder son-ship
that represents all humanity on earth and in the spirit world,
or just one fraction of it? [All the cosmos.] It is easy to say all
the cosmos, but fulfilling the contents is difficult. How much
sweat and tears preceded Father’s achieving the victory of
possessing elder son-ship? All the billions of people who
could not marry, or who were separated or who lost their par-
ents and children and entered the spirit world are waiting for
True Parents. When | go there, don’t you think they will run
forward saying, “Father, we have been waiting for you. Don’t
you feel like giving us the blessing?” ... When | hear that, what
do you think I will feel? | absolutely need Mother and Mother
absolutely needs me. Only by True Parents’ standing together
can all those people who are crying out for the blessing and
for settlement even in the spirit world be comforted by my
saying, “Children, wait for a while. When the time comes you
will receive all this blessing and settlement will be given to
you.” Once we fulfill the blessing of 400 million in this physi-
cal world it means we will have reached half of humanity.

Don’t you think that if people know that, even though the
entire world has been lost, if they receive this blessing now
from Reverend Moon they can go straight to the Kingdom of
God, they will want to receive the blessing from Father?

When True Mother hears
this, do you think she should be happy or cry? | know it
will make Mother smile, that’s why | say this. If you were in
Mother’s position you would be sad or angry, but look at True
Mother, how beautifully she is smiling. Therefore she must be
the True Mother, and you have to follow behind her. If you do
so, you will the same kind of blessing True Mother receives.

When | went from cold weather to the hot South American
climate | was sweating terribly. [Father humorously describes
how he studies the various routes the sweat takes when running
down his face, and how through that he appreciates the hot weather.]
Over the past twenty-five years | have spent much time on
boats, staying out all day, not even leaving to use the bath-
room, taking one can along for everything. When people go
out to the ocean they tend to take off their clothes and jump
in the water. So no one would blame me for using this small
can, not even the fish or birds. Everyone is doing the same.
There is nothing to be ashamed of. Even for a woman, if you
are in that kind of situation you don’t need to sit down to go
to the bathroom. You can stand and do it holding onto your
husband’s arm, then pour a bucket of water to clean yourself.
Suppose you had to go to the bathroom on the boat as part of
your training. Don’t you think God would like that kind of
training? The women of the Unification Church should be dif-
ferent from those in the secular world. God would think that
way. Aaamen... When | say a long “amen” like that, it repre-
sents formation, growth and perfection stages. If you have
truly that kind of spirit and heart when you say amen, if you
do it three times then you don’t need to pray.

HOON DOK HAE AND PRAYER

Father’s position now is at the threshold of the completion
of God’s will and of obtaining elder son-ship, parent-ship and
kingship. Isn’t there conflict between South and North Korea?
Who do you think can bring reconciliation between these two
powers? [Father.] Why Father? Because they are brothers, and
I am in the position of parent. Once they start doing hoon
dok hae, after three years the unification of South and North
Korea will probably come about naturally. We have had the
first round of hoon dok hae with world-renowned dignitaries.
If we do this three times, and perhaps ten of the most famous
leaders from each nation come to truly feel the need of hoon
dok hae for their people and go back to their nations and
continue to educate their people through hoon dok hae, don’t
you think world unity can be achieved? [Yes.] What about
broadcasting hoon dok hae on radio and TV? Don’t you think
those in the spirit world are doing hoon dok hae every day?
[Yes.] Where in the spirit world do you think people have to
hold hoon dok hae, in hell, the middle level or in paradise,
or are there no barriers like that? You are right: there should
be no barriers whatever, just a clean, open field where we
can have hoon dok hae. Everything should be new. Once all
humanity has received the blessing, then through hoon dok
hae we can claim the Kingdom of God. The reason is that the

truth God gave from the beginning of human history, through
which God has wanted to educate humanity, is the words

of the True Parents. That is why, centering on True Parents’
teachings, we can claim the Kingdom of God.

Who should like hoon dok hae the most, God or True Par-
ents? [God.] Think about God’s position. Since the time of
creation He has been patiently waiting in tears for His words
to be received by His children, humankind, many times in a
great deal of difficulty, suffering and agony. He has endured
pain and suffering because throughout all these years His
words have been rejected. When for the first time in history
His words are being accepted and studied by people, don’t
you think God will be the happiest being? By the same token,
for more than forty years Father has been patiently waiting
for the day when his words would be studied and received
by humankind. God is therefore the king in terms of enjoy-
ing and appreciating hoon dok hae from the individual to the
cosmic level, and True Parents are in the position of the king
and queen as individuals, and of the family, tribe, nation and
world in terms of liking hoon dok hae in this physical world.

Hoon dok hae can be interpreted as the sword that can
divide the heavenly world from the satanic world. If this
section represents plus, the other represents minus: God’s
side and the satanic side. Even among the members of your
family, when hoon dok hae time comes around there could
be some who like it and some who dislike it. If some of your
family do not like hoon dok hae, no matter what it takes
you have to bring them to like it. A hoon dok hae champion
is beyond even an Olympic champion. That person is like
a universal level champion, from the level of family, city or
town all the way up. If by constantly having hoon dok hae
and becoming a champion you are guaranteed to inherit
everything from God, don’t you think you will do it crazily
and enthusiastically every day? When there are many billions
of hoon dok hae going on simultaneously, which hoon dok
hae do you think God will want to go and see Himself? God
would like to visit the place where True Parents are hold-
ing hoon dok hae. Is that true? Of course God truly wants to
participate where hoon dok hae is going on centering on True
Parents. What about humanity? Do you think the people of
the world want to have an opportunity to participate in hoon
dok hae where the vertical center and horizontal center are
established centering on True Parents? Once a year or every
day? Every day! It may be necessary to marry a Korean in
order to learn Korean and be closer to True Parents. By hav-
ing the right and opportunity during your earthly life to par-
ticipate in hoon dok hae in Korean, when you enter the spirit
world you will have the same right for your eternal life. Do
you want that?

If you who have blond or brown hair and green eyes want
to have black hair and eyes, you cannot dye your hair or
change your eye color in eternity, but by marrying a Korean
or other Asian person eventually your children will have
these. If Reverend Moon says to the world that the Western-
ers, both black and white, should have interracial marriage
with Asians, people may ask if there are enough Asians. But
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there are over 3 billion people in Asia, which is about half the
world’s population. So it looks as if God has been arranging
this from the outset.

Do you like to pray while standing or sitting? Americans
like to pray standing up, while Oriental people usually like to
pray sitting down. How are you going to sit? The best posi-
tion to pray in is like this: seated with your hands on your
knees. When you pray standing up, you don’t know what
to do with your hands. Your hands feel so heavy. This is the
most comfortable, versatile position when you pray. [Peter
Kim: As you saw, Father can even still touch the ground with his
forehead from a sitting position.] While you are holding your
legs with your hands you are holding the entire world. Your
forehead is heading toward God and you form a 90-degree
angle, representing the horizontal and vertical worlds. If
when you visit an Asian country you stick your legs out like
that in front of you, they may think you are crazy. If you have
made a mistake, you have to kneel down and pray, begging
for forgiveness. In the history of Oriental people, their way of
life has been based on farming and sitting down and praying,
so praying in a sitting position is something they are familiar
with, whereas Westerners have always had a lifestyle of chas-
ing after animals with their shoes on in the woods. That’s
why you like to pray standing up! Animals always wear their
shoes wherever they go. The same is true for Westerners. You
should try to learn how to sit like Father.

When you enter the spirit world, no matter how much you
may dislike it you have to learn True Parents’ way of doing
things and their way of life. We have to follow the tradition
of true love which is eternal, unchanging, unique and abso-
lute. Do you like absoluteness? It is a great thing, but it is not
achieved so easily.

From now on you have to start a small revolution in your
family so that no one dislikes hoon dok hae. You may set
your own family tradition that after hoon dok hae you have
only ten to fifteen minutes to finish breakfast. Then after fif-
teen minutes, whoever you may be, you cannot have break-
fast. Twelve o’clock lunch; seven o’clock dinner: same thing.
You should have that kind of family norm and regulation.
Then which level hoon dok hae would you like to participate
in, your family level or your village level? [Village level.] Vil-
lage level hoon dok hae or state level? [State level.] National
level hoon dok hae or state level? [National level.] Universal
base hoon dok hae or national base hoon dok hae [Universal.]
Kingdom base hoon dok hae or world base hoon dok hae?
[Kingdom.] The “Father of all true creatures” hoon dok hae or
“On this earth horizontal True Parents” hoon dok hae? What
kind of True Parents, horizontal True Parents or vertical True
Parents? Once you participate in hoon dok hae centering on
God you have no problem to continue that activity forever.
Do you understand? We are talking about hoon dok hae
championship, about being number one in the family, village,
county, state, nation, world and universe and in God’s abso-
lute hoon dok hae.

A new
era is beginning centering on the true authority of the king of
love, God, with everyone in the Kingdom of Heaven on earth
and in the spirit world.

How to fight and go over the realm that Satan controls is
the “home mission” of fallen humankind—this is humanity’s
homework. Humankind has not yet completed this work. The
one who achieves this victory is the Messiah.

In the horizontal physical world centering on True Parents
we build the Kingdom of Heaven on earth, and in the spirit
world, centering on God, the vertical True Parent we will
build the Kingdom of God in heaven. Whoever opposes this
will be in a serious situation when he enters the spirit world.
You have to clean up everything while on earth. We have to
think: “All things belong to God, not myself. Everything is
originally God’s property. My children are originally God’s
children. My couple is originally God’s couple, not my own
fallen couple.” Do you understand? This has been humanity’s
mistaken concept. Who created this wrong concept? Satan.

Forget every concept and habit of this fallen world. Where
are you starting from? From Satan’s territory. All creation and
all humanity want to return to the bosom of their original
parent, God, and to the bosom of their original hometown.
We lost our home, our parents, our hometown, our husband,
our children, everything, as a result of the fall. You belonged
to God originally. But now all beings, all things are under
the realm of Satan. Knowledge, power and money belong to
Satan, not God. Sometimes God visited America to cultivate
a highway for the future world. But no matter how proud
America is, you have to know this nation is not yet liberated
from Satan’s realm. It must be resurrected. Who are you?
[True Parents’ family.] No, no. Satan’s race. (Laughter) Who
are you?! A race of thieves, the kings of satanic countries

seeking to grasp power, wealth and knowledge!

According to the tradition of the blessing, it usually takes
three years of waiting and setting all the conditions, but recent-
ly I have been giving the blessing to those who have not even
been members for ten hours. The saints and even all those evil
spirits have received the blessing. People are wondering how
this can be. I am “swallowing” everyone. | recently visited a
new piece of land we purchased in South America. We were
told there is a snake there that grows to about 25 yards long
that can swallow anything, even alligators. When these snakes
eat alligators they squeeze them to death and then just swal-
low them-without washing them first. For the snake, eating
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all the parts of the alligator is like taking medicine. When the
snake is really hungry, whatever goes into its stomach can be
digested. What about you? Can you swallow anything?

A MODEL OF UNIFIED LIFE

You women in particular are always concerned about
cleaning your teeth, and you ask your husbands to brush
their teeth. Suppose your husband lived in the woods for ten
years, you hadn’t seen him once and he hadn’t brushed his
teeth once. When finally he comes to visit you and is standing
at the door, would you ask him, “Honey go and brush your
teeth first?”” Or would you just want to run to him and hug
and Kkiss him? Through true love nothing is dirty. Suppose
you are a beautiful and calm woman and your husband is a
most rugged and wild looking man with a beard and mus-
tache. When you kiss wouldn’t you enjoy touching his rough-
ness? The power of love embraces everything, goes over
everything and digests everything. All creatures absolutely
like this true love power. Isn’t it true?

I have already given the blessing to the entire spirit world
and the physical world. What position am | standing in then,
in terms of the completion of God’s will and achieving elder
son-ship, parent-ship and kingship? Where is the starting
point of settlement? Is it Korea? If we measure something we
have to measure from the bottom to the top. If God wants
to build a palace in this universe, He would probably want
to build a pillar reaching from the South Pole to the North
Pole so that the palace would be big enough to welcome and
accommodate everyone and everything in the entire universe.
God needs four pillars, North Pole and South Pole and East
and West. The pillars positioned in east and west would have
to circle every day at least once like this, so think about the
wind and resistance they would have to face. Wouldn’t the
North and South Poles have to move too? Because God does
not have heavenly sovereignty here, this vertical axis would
be activated first. The North and South Pole pillars should
move up and down first, then the horizontal pillars meeting
the vertical pillars at a perpendicular angle will start making
a circular movement, creating 360 degrees. This is the globe.
If this globe is folded vertically and horizontally at perpen-
dicular angles, no matter what size it is it will eventually join
the main vertical and horizontal pillars. The size may be dif-
ferent, and there will be thousands of different levels, but the
biggest, greatest and longest is the God-centered pillar. Based
on this principle we say the family is the original founda-
tion of the cosmos, because in the individual family we see
these vertical and horizontal relationships. The parent-child
relationship is vertical, the brother-sister and conjugal rela-
tionships are horizontal. The central point where all these dif-
ferent relationships meet is the point where God dwells and
where true love is found. Upon that foundation, every angle
is equal. The speed, area, space and length are all equal. That
is where God comes.

So from now on we have to absolutely make sure that our
mind and body are one. The body represents the horizontal

and the mind the vertical. Are your mind and body one?
Make sure your mind and body become one. A man and
woman who have achieved this goal should then become
one. Therein is the tradition of the eternal, the absolute, the
unchanging and the unique. Their children will then eventu-
ally inherit that tradition. What about in your family? Are
you united in mind and body as individuals and as a family?
What about with your husband or wife? What about between
parents and children? The family is the model of all these
different types of unity. The family that achieves this goal is
eligible to enter the Kingdom of God. That kind of family is
the base or foundation to maintain and sustain elder son-ship,
parent-ship and kingship for eternity. The oneness of your
mind and body is the key. Can you claim that your mind and
body are one? What about your conjugal relationship? Your
conjugal relationship should be an extension or reflection of
the oneness of your mind and body. Is there oneness in your
family between parent and child? Without achieving this, no
matter what kind of ambition, goal or dream you have in the
secular world, nothing works. If you achieve these goals of
oneness, it means you are strictly following God’s principle,
and God will naturally be invited into your family. Do you
understand?

The formation stage is mind and body unity, the growth
stage husband-wife unity, the perfection stage unity between
parents and child. Without achieving this we cannot belong
to God. Even as a blessed couple, if you cannot achieve these
three stages of oneness in your family, when you enter the
spirit world, although you are supposed to belong to the
Kingdom of God you will remain in Paradise for perhaps
thousands of thousands of years in order to indemnify this.
Therefore, no matter what it may take during our physical
lives we have to achieve the goal of oneness in our family.

We must secure the completion of elder son-ship, parent-
ship and kingship, which is the completion of God’s will for
humankind. Otherwise we will be criticized and accused for
thousands and thousands of years by our descendants and
have to pass through indemnity. There will be the family level
paradise and the family level hell. If you end up in the family
level hell, your descendants will come there asking, “Father
and Mother, what happened to you?” In this physical world
now we are all separated. We live in different areas and dif-
ferent time zones, but when we enter the spirit world every-
one will be together and everyone will be able to see what we
have been doing. Do you understand?

I have cleared the path vertically and horizontally, spiritual-
ly and physically, all the way to the cosmic level. You just have
to follow that path. To do this, centering on True Parents in a
spirit of absolute faith, love and obedience, you have to be like
True Parents’ garment that cannot be removed. Just like a fly
sitting on my shoulder, if I go all the way to South America,
as long as this fly sits on my shoulder it will end up in South
America also. By the same token, you have to stick with True
Parents. We need absolute faith, absolute love and absolute
obedience. Satan never reached the level of absolute faith, love
and obedience, so if we reach that level we have nothing to do
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with Satan and we belong to the eternal Kingdom.

Westerners and Easterners should all go there as indi-
viduals, families, tribes and nations, and pass through these
steps. Without going through that original point which is the
victory of God and True Parents, you cannot follow this verti-
cal line. South and North have been divided, but this is the
culminating, meeting point. West and East centering on the
family level have to focus their lives here as a united family.
No matter how great the geographical distance, the starting
point has to be the same. We all have to start from that point
to climb up this vertical plane. Once we reach that level we
can all come to the center point.

In accordance with God’s direction, | made this special
decree at 4 o’clock in the morning of July 27. The number
27 represents 3 times 9. Upon this foundation, the number
28, which is 4 times 7, represents a new beginning. The first
Sunday of this month was August 1, and today, the second
Sunday, is August 8. | have therefore given this particular
message today about the completion of God’s will and the
completion of elder son-ship, parent-ship and kingship
through indemnity. The transfer of ownership should take
place in your nation and should eventually reach the level
of the United Nations, covering the entire world.

In the
time of Jesus, Holy Mother Mary was told to go to register.

After going through this 40
days you register yourself as a heavenly citizen. Some people
may say, “Well, | don’t have to go to Jardim.”

This is the
complete original holy ground. Amen! Amen! Amen!

To do this, we have to prepare ourselves from the indi-
vidual to the cosmic level so that we can inherit and receive
the tradition and everything else from True Parents while
they are in this physical world. Then we will be able to have
eternal life in heaven with God and True Parents.

The word pal sounds like the word for “fly”” [pal means 8,
referring to the month of August]. | don’t know where my
next destination is. | am free and liberated. | have bequeathed
everything to you. You have to cherish this inheritance and
play your role in my place. More than longing for True Par-
ents, you have to work to fulfill your responsibility and carry
out God'’s providence in True Parents’ place.

If the 400 million couples decided to get together and buy
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the Korean peninsula, could they do it? No problem. What

if we were to secure a million hectares of arable land, an

help all nations follow the same established traditions with regard
to, for example, making offering tables and holding Seung Hwa
ceremonies]. True Parents have instructed us to concentrate on
bringing the world into oneness with Korea as a model, and |
will therefore implement such a policy, centering on our realm
of heart.

Our fourth task is clearly the accomplishment of the bless-
ing of 400 million couples of unmarried men and women and
to break through with a grass roots level movement [tong and
ban—the smallest administrative units in Korean society].

I will implement a policy to push forward in these provi-
dential tasks. | believe all these things are possible when our
will is bound together as one.

Rev. Sun Jo Hwang: A Biographical Note

Rev. Sun Jo Hwang was born in South Cholla Province
on October 1, 1955. His education includes masters degrees
from the Korea Theological Seminary and UTS. He joined
the Unification Church in 1976 at the age of twenty. Despite
his relatively young age, his leadership experience covers a
diversity of fields, including regional CARP director, educa-
tion director for the Citizen’s Federation for North-South
Unification and lecturer in theology at Sun Moon Univer-
sity. In the first half of this decade he received several post-
ings throughout Korea as regional church director.

In July 1994, Rev. Hwang was assigned as regional leader
in New Jersey in the Eastern United States. From there he
moved to Washington, DC, also in the capacity of regional
church leader. It was during this time that Rev. Hwang com-
pleted his graduate course at the Unification Theological
Seminary.

In July 1996, True Parents recalled him to Seoul and
assigned him as president of the church in Korea.

n the last weekend of July, in
OWashington, DC, a historic event

took place: the first International
Seminar on “True Families as the Foun-
dation for World Peace in the New Mil-
lennium,” or, as it came to be called, the
“Hoon Dok Hae” conference. Around
the first week of July, Rev. Chung Hwan
Kwak, Chairman of the recently estab-
lished Interreligious and International
Federation for World Peace (IIFWP),
received direction from Father to con-
vene this conference before the end of
the month and to bring together 200
distinguished participants representing
more than forty nations. Father gave
specific direction that the content of
the conference program—-unlike any
previous international conference for
VIP contacts—-should be dedicated to
a series of hoon dok hae readings. The

In response to Father’s direction,
Rev. Kwak quickly set up a Seminar
Secretariat under the leadership of Mr.
Neil Salonen, who then appointed Dr.
Thomas Walsh as the Seminar Coordina-
tor and Dr. Frank Kaufmann as the Pro-
gram Director. Rev. Kwak informed the
Continental Directors of Father’s direc-
tion, and assigned quotas for each con-

The seminar program included a
series of seven ninety-minute hoon dok
hae sessions.

The readings focused on the follow-
ing themes: Life on Earth and in the
Spirit World; The Ideal of True Parents;
The Ideal of True Family; The Prayers
of Sun Myung Moon; The Kingdom of
God; and, Passages from Dr. Lee. The
hoon dok hae readers were Dr. Tyler
Hendricks, Vice-President of FFWPU-
USA, and Mrs. Myra Stanecki, President
of the Martin Luther King Jr. Family Life
Institute, both of whom read with great
dignity, vitality, heart, and, on occasion,
tears. As one participant from France,
Claude Durand-Berger, put it, “It was
a very opportune, useful and inspired
idea to gather all these people, coming
from all parts of the world, around hoon
dok hae. It helped us to know better,
and more completely, the message of
Reverend Moon and it helped Reverend
Moon’s message to be more strongly
asserted and still more widespread, at a
particularly opportune moment in the
evolution of the world and in the devel-
opment of Unification Thought.”

Mr. William Reed, a journalist in the
USA, said, “As

ous programs of
the Unification
Church, | was
very pleased
to have such
a program
on Reverend
Moon’s speeches
and teachings.

Each hoon dok hae session was fol-
lowed by responses from two assigned
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discussants, one an FFWPU church
member and the other a distinguished
contact familiar with the work of our
movement.

one, on “Life on Earth and in the Spirit
World,” were, Rev. T. L. Barrett of the
Life Center Church in Chicago and Dr.
Andrew Wilson of Unification Theologi-
cal Seminary. Session two discussants,
on the same theme, were Rev. Michael
Jenkins a Vice-President of FFWPU and
Dr. Cromwell Crawford of the Universi-
ty of Hawaii. Session Three discussants,
on the topic of “True Parents,” were Dr.
Marcelo Alonso, a physicist formerly
with the Florida Institute of Technology
and currently Chair of the Academic
Advisory Board for the World Universi-
ty Federation, and Dr. Anthony Guerra
who is Dean of Graduate and Under-
graduate Studies at the University of
Bridgeport. The discussants for the ses-
sion on “The Ideal of True Family” were
Dr. Mouazzam Gill a journalist with
The National Educator and Dr. Gordon
Anderson of Professors World Peace
Academy. The session on “The Prayers
of Sun Myung Moon” was discussed

in Detroit, and Dr. Thomas Ward a
Visiting Professor at the University of
Bridgeport. “The Kingdom of God”
was discussed by Mr. Gerald Coleman
of FFWPU in Liberia and Chevalier
Pier Giorgio Buttigieg of

both deeply insightful, informative and
moving. The subject matter of True
Parents words was taken with utmost
respect and seriousness. The non-Uni-
ficationist commentators were espe-
cially interesting due to the fresh and
creative way in which they related to
Father’s words from their own areas of
expertise—-spirituality, physics, moral
education, politics, journalism, etc. Their
comments also underscored the univer-
salism inherent in Father’s words. The
Unificationist respondents, on the other
hand, brought a different kind of depth
to the discussion, rooted in their many

to the participants at a banquet on
Saturday evening. He emphasized
the importance of his parents’
work, and praised the participants
for their awareness of a need for

a global consciousness, moving
beyond provincial thinking in rela-
tion to religion, nationality, race or
culture. Participants were inspired
and moved by his remarks. As
stated by one participant, “The
presence of Reverend Moon’s son
was a gift from God.” And another
said, “I can see a clear future for
the movement of Reverend Moon
through his son.”

In the evenings, during the
seminar, there were special pre-
sentations on activities inspired by
the words of True Parents. The first
evening, two representatives of

the Bahai Community of
Malta. The final session
was entitled, “Passages
from Dr. Lee,” and the dis-
cussants were Dr. Thomas
Selover of the University
of Saskatchewan and Mr.

Pure Love Alliance—Mrs. Michelle
Myers, Director of Public Rela-
tions for PLA, and Mr. Steve Schneider,
Educational Director of PLA’s Chicago
Chapter—gave a very informative and
uplifting report on the work of PLA in
the USA and worldwide.

Rahat Achylova, a member of Parlia-
ment in Kyrgyzstan, announced that she
was “determined to organize ‘Parents
Day’ in Kyrgyzstan.”

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and importance of the family as a basic
unit....All your thinking is years ahead
of its time. The people in your church
are wonderful.”

Bishop Abraham Olaleye of Nigeria
commented that, “I am grateful for the
spirit of respect for all religions and
particular for the love expressed for
Jesus Christ. | was very moved by the
teaching of Reverend Moon concern-
ing grandparents, parents and children
and that a True Family will always take
care of the grandparents....Also | am
deeply moved by the respect Reverend
Moon teaches for the ancestors. | am
so inspired | believe we must call upon
the United Nations to create a “Fam-
ily Campaign.” Let us call upon all the
Ambassadors of the United Nations and
ask them to initiate this.”

Dr. Mohamad Jodeh, Chairman of the
Colorado Muslim Society, stated that,
“My favorite reading was Reverend
Moon’s teaching on the True Family. |
felt that if you were to change the titles
that you could not distinguish it from the
Holy Koran. It is the same word of God.”

Fr. Gleb Yakunin, a Russian Ortho-
dox priest, and former dissident who
spent eight years in prison for his faith,
was deeply moved by the program, and
repeatedly asked that Father’s prayers
be translated into Russian. In addition he
testified again and again that Father is
the only hope for stopping the rising tide
of immorality and family breakdown.”

However, not only the participants
unfamiliar with hoon dok hae were
moved by their experience, but many
veterans of hoon dok hae as well. Dr.
Anthony Guerra made the following
reflections, *“I have been comparing in
my heart and mind over the past few
days this first hoon dok hae confer-
ence with the many other Unification-
centered seminars for VIP guests. The
strongest metaphor | am left with is that
of the difference between the atomic
bomb and conventional weapons. In this
hoon dok hae conference, our guests
and also we members, are challenged by
the direct words of True Parents. In the
atmosphere created by Father’s words,
we all seem to be delivered from our
old selves and recreated in his image.....
Father has given us the formula for Pen-
tecost.”

And, as Myra Stanecki put it, “At
time | found myself trembling with
excitement, knowing that these are the
kind of DP workshops that our move-
ment should have been having forty
years ago, focused on the world’s leader-

Some of us on the
staff, wondering how this innovative—
shall we say risky—program would be
received, were once again struck by the
wisdom of True Parents and the power
of God’s truth.

Rev. John Gehring and Rev. Carol Pobanz
returned from the latest Religious Youth
Service project, in Honduras, Central
America, this summer, and were inter-
viewed by Today’s World magazine editor
Julian Gray. A number of second generation
members (children of blessed members) par-
ticipated in the project. The vision that was
shared will no doubt contribute greatly to
shaping the future of the movement.

John Gehring: This morning | was
reflecting and remembering how during
the Yankee Stadium campaign, when we
had over a thousand members gathered
in New York City, Father didn’t give
that many directions to us on how to
proceed in the campaign, but one thing
he did ask of us was to go out and clean
up the streets of New York. That helped
in a lot of ways because people saw us
serving in their communities. Even if
they didn’t talk with us at first, we were
the people who were cleaning up the
streets. At least we were contributing

to the city in ways that other people
were not. We were doing something
that was needed. At the time New York
was also going broke, so people really
appreciated what we were doing. In the
same way, RYS is really the public face
of what religion can do and what our
movement is capable of doing—going
out and really making a difference in

a community, taking on undesirable
tasks and bringing young people with
life, love and enthusiasm, getting them
out into the community and showing a
model of what true love and true service
are.

The deepest level of education is
gained through experience. When you
bring someone to hear a lecture, they
are only going to retain maybe 10 per-
cent of what they heard. But if people
experience practicing their values they
will keep that for the rest of their lives
because its theirs. RYS helps people
to practice their values so that they
become their own. They can feel, “It’s
not something someone taught me from
the Principle book. Its something | sort
of believed when | came, then practiced,
and found out it was great.” Then they
become a visible example to a commu-
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nity because
they get to
experience
receiving a
kind of love
and heart
they never
experienced
before.
Many
communi-
ties are not
treated fairly,
let alone well,
especially in
poorer areas.

Actionizing a Vision for the Future in Honduras
An Interview with John Gehring and Carol Pobanz

People go in
and usually
take some-
thing away
from them.
Then here is this group not only treat-
ing them fairly but giving the best they
have to offer. It becomes a totally dif-
ferent model. This speaks more than a
thousand lectures and moves people to
want to contribute back. It creates the
kind of give and take that is so essential
between the community and the people
participating in the project. They do not
just want to receive but want to know
what they can do in turn.

For the first few days people in a com-
munity may not know how to respond,
but after the team has been there for a
week they feel they have to do some-
thing and ask what they can do. That is
what is so powerful. It sets up a process
beyond the event in which people come
to feel concerned about offering some-
thing back to their own community.

Even though the RYS is not spe-
cifically a Unification Church project,
people understand that it is connected
to Reverend Moon. It is of a kind no
one else could have done and no one
is doing. But it is being done, so there
must be something special behind it.
People are curious to know what that is
and what motivates these people. What
makes them go out and clean up a poor
neighborhood in Honduras instead of
spending their summer partying?

Carol: For the blessed children, this a

way to experience the Principle beyond
what is possible by sitting in lectures.
We joined and then lived in centers from
where we worked together, applying
the Principle in so many practical proj-
ects. RYS is like a center life experience
for the second generation. They can get
involved with the world in a principled
dynamic.It is even possible for them to
include their friends in such an enlarg-
ing experience. Two of the blessed chil-
dren brought a family friend with them,
a young boy, and he really got involved.
This is a very exciting time. People do
not have to let go of their spiritual path
or give up their religion. They have an
opportunity to broaden themselves by
learning about other religions and test-
ing out their own.

Even if a group of blessed children
had a project and a location that they
would like to do, it would be very
dynamic if they could invite their
friends to be a part of it. If this kind
of missionary work is something they
want to invest in, they have the oppor-
tunity to even come as staff.

Julian Gray: How do you raise the
funds for these projects?

John: RYS has about 5 percent of the
funding it had in earlier years, and yet
it is doing many more projects. That
is partly because of the teamwork and
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network of RYS alumni [i.e. previous
participants and supporters], many of
them our church members, but many
not, who have taken responsibility
with a willingness to work with other
organizations—so that we don’t have
to do everything. It is a big step when
you decide to work with other people.
You make partnerships and no longer
have the same level of control. But you
find out your need to create—through
give and take—a bigger vision than the
one you came in with. It’s good for our
members, because often we are pretty
insular in our attitudes: our friends and
contacts tend to be Unification Church
members; we lose the habit of reaching
out to our community and world that
we should have, as Father has encour-
aged. When we need something we

call our church friends. Our movement
has to go beyond this way of working,
otherwise we will remain a small move-
ment and will never have the impact
we could. Having give and take with
the best that the religious world has to
offer, the top young people from all dif-
ferent faiths and nations, bringing them
together with the best that we have to
offer, our second generation, should
initiate a new dialectic. Unlike Marx-
ism, however, it should be that one that
tears down barriers. What you will get
through such give and take is a new
product that is better. If we are going to
move forward we need to have this give
and take with the best that God and
humanity have to offer, and that is the
religious youth of this world.

Julian: How much is RYS able to benefit
from Father’s efforts in interfaith work
over the years?

John: Very much, because RYS didn’t
come out of itself, it was a project of

the IRF. Initially we found participants
through our interfaith conferences,
when Father announced he wanted to
create the RYS. We asked those religious
leaders if they could sponsor or at least
recommend young people to partici-
pate. For instance, many of the disciples
of the Grand Mufti of Syria were part
of the project. So there are these great
people who will be influencing Islamic
Syria years from now.

Carol: In trying to establish the IRF here
in New Jersey, one of the people | stum-
bled upon was an early RYS participant,
a now very senior Buddhist monk who
went on one early world tour.
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John: That was the Youth Seminar for
World Religions, the precursor to the
Religious Youth Service. Participants vis-
ited the religious centers of the world.

Julian: | understand there is a definite
educational dimension to the RYS.

John: We would have our IRF advisors
give lectures and talks on, for example,
Catholicism and Judaism. So these advi-
sors were the core. They helped shape
the educational part of the program.
Then later the interfaith education was
shaped a lot by IRF. Some of our con-
tacts were professional leadership train-
ers, so they started incorporating leader-
ship training as part of the RYS. So these
people who work in business to train
organizations to be efficient and to cre-
ate and accomplish visions also helped
shape part of the RYS curriculum. So we
have a strong leadership training aspect
of the program.

We do not use a traditional lecture
format where someone gets up and
speaks for 45 minutes and the listener
just takes notes. We do have some talks,
but I think part of the reason RYS has
grown is that we allow the teams to dis-
cuss and come up with their own con-
clusions. Then again they can feel they
own the results and this is their project.

Carol: One of the things done at the
very beginning of the RYS program is

a kind of visioning out. The first thing
participants do is vision out what they
want to do. Then it really does become
their project. It is never the same project
twice because you will always have a
different group of young people.

John: It’s almost a cliché, but unity in
diversity is illustrated through the unity
of one big vision but the diversity of
visions of the way to get there. Dur-
ing the three-day orientation we have
the groups create vision posters which
express what their vision is. Basically it’s
the same vision with hundreds of differ-
ent expressions of how to get to an ideal
world. What they are saying is basically
from the Principle of Creation—they
want to see the three blessings fulfilled.
They want to see people in their commu-
nities living in harmony, people who can
control themselves. That is their vision
when they go into the project, they are
trying to practice and live the values of
the principle of creation.

Many of the problems preventing

us from reaching our vision narrow
down to man-woman problems and

the misuse of love. We are teaching, in

a very generic sense, what the ideal is
and what some of the blocks are, and
then we show the project as a restora-
tion. “This is what your vision is, these
are the things that block it. How do we
bring those things that are wrong into
correct order so we can accomplish the
ideal?” We are teaching an understand-
ing of the deal of creation through expe-
rience, that there was a fall—that we are
not where we should be—but also that
there is a restoration process and that
each person has a part in creating some-
thing that can restore what was lost.

By finishing the project they see in
part their vision fulfilled, in that they
have built a community. They get that
sense of confidence. In a sense, they
fulfill their foundation of faith and foun-
dation of substance so they can receive
God. Another really absolute miracle
that happens is, since for thousands
of years God has been longing to have
people of all faiths, cultures and races
work together, when they fulfill this
condition God comes down and they
become so happy. They are so full of joy
and experience that they never felt God
in this way. God has been anxious to
pour Himself out but needed a condi-
tion. Now they have set the condition
so then God can fill them up. That is the
way | see the Principle at work in the
project, and how by happenstance we
have followed in Father’s pattern for
God to work.

People may look at our work exter-
nally as just a work or service project,
but over the last 14 years | could see it is
a real restoration. We talk about restora-
tion, but we do it so often in symbolic
terms. God needs a practical, physical
example on this earth—a model. People
don’t understand that the spirit world
cannot come down unless there is a
physical model, an example. They are
looking for something to have give and
take with, a common base. What we
have to create is a substantial model for
the spirit world to come to. Now it’s
there, almost like a lightning rod. From
there then God can build

We have been in countries where
they were warring and when we came
they stopped but then the warring
resumed after we left. In so many situ-
ations we have had an impact, where
communities have been moved to a
point they have never been before.

When Jesus explained the miraculous
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relationship of Father and son between
God and humanity, it created a new
level which for the last two thousand
years we have been trying to align with.
Similarly, RYS creates an experience

of heart that may take time to really
understand—that we are really brothers
and sisters because we really have one
Father. The participants have lived that
experience. We’'ve had tens of thousands
of people, from a hundred countries
who have had this experience. So some-
thing is going on.

That is why, even with almost no
central funding, we will have maybe
eight projects this year. Because it’s their
vision now, and they’ve experienced
it firsthand and want to recreate that
experiment in their own communities.

but rather contribute from their stand-
point. Our contacts can get involved on
a different level through RYS, contribute
what they have and still gain the greater
aspects of Unificationism. Unificationism
is not another religion. We are a facilitat-
ing movement. People come to under-
stand and become a part of it simply
through the experience.

Julian: How do you communicate a
Principle vision to the larger world
without vast resources?

John: Mark Anderson came to the Hon-
duras project. He is a long time member
who has been serving as state represen-
tative in Arizona for the last eight years.
So he has been elected to a prominent
public office in

the state. Mark
participated
with his daugh-
ter. The Hondu-
ras press were
delighted to

see this Ameri-
can public
official, whom
they kept call-
ing “Senator,”
coming in and
cleaning up
garbage togeth-
er with his
daughter. What
kind of heart

Looking at America, we are hoping
that somewhere we can do a project for
Native Americans, because that history
has to be healed. Black-white relation-
ships also have to be healed. So many of
our blessed children are mixed racially,
so they can contribute in a way that a
purely white-raced person wouldn’t be
able to. We want to deal with these res-
toration issues. We’re going to Northern
Ireland next month. It’s almost as if you
need neutral parties that aren’t Catholic
or Protestant there who don’t have that
historical baggage and can go in as free
agents to just really love.

Carol: RYS gives the opportunity for
other people to get involved. One Chris-
tian minister | know is hoping to join this
project in Northern Ireland. RYS is a place
where people can be part of our move-
ment yet not lose their religious identity,
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is this, to take
your daughter
into the poorest
kind of area and
to do this kind of humble work yourself
when you are a big shot politician? It
shows a different motivation for doing
politics, i.e that being in politics is not
to enrich yourself and spoil your chil-
dren, but to serve others and teach your
children how to serve others. This was
a wonderful model of what true ser-
vice is, influencing the political realm.
Newspapers and television constantly
interviewed Mark. His being there made
a national impact. We visited a former
top political figure who had been vice
president of Honduras twenty years
ago. | noticed that Mark was the VIP

at this meeting. When we visited this
man at his hacienda, Mark was treated
as an honored political guest. It was
nice to see. If we can keep on bringing
good people who represent many other
people it adds so much weight to the
project. Honduras was also hit recently

by a hurricane, and twenty thousand
lost their lives. There was terrible dam-
age. America showing this face is really
important.

If we want Father to be welcome in
America we have to create things that
are needed in America. Racial conflict
is a major problem in America. We
need to heal this. Family breakdown is
also a major problem. Who can present
models? When people see the model of
Carol with her son and Mark with his
daughter—I brought my two daugh-
ters—when they see families working
together in this way, doing family ser-
vice in different countries, when they
see black, brown, white and oriental
families all doing this for other people it
truly motivates people’s original mind
to want to do something.

If the original mind were not there,
then there is no hope for restoration. But
everyone has an original mind. Every-
body can be stimulated to do goodness.
But if they don’t see it, that’s our fault.

Another thing that was good for
Central Americans was that we brought
Central Americans together. Altogether
we had people from 14 countries: Nica-
raguans, a large group from Guatemala,
and Panamanians. That is good for
them to see. Nicaragua is poor, almost
as poor as Honduras. The Hondurans
were really moved by the Nicaraguans
coming. We are hoping we can do a
friendship project in Nicaragua through
which we can link it with Honduras,
and others. This would be a Friendship
America project—through which we are
trying to support unity in the Americas
according to Father’s desire. This should
be centered on Christian unity. But it
is not going to happen just because
Father says it. Father did not specifically
instruct us to do this project. We are
trying to respond to Father’s direction
in this way because this is what God
wants.

You start with religious people. The
foundation is then spiritual. Everything
should come out of the spiritual. So if
we have religious people working all
together, the political, economic, social
and cultural leaders should then follow.

Julian: Can you say a little more in
detail about the Honduras project?
John: We had 43 participants and staff
from 14 nations. We were welcomed ini-
tially a month before the project by the
president of the Congress, who invited
me to come and speak for their national
youth week. That really helped, because

I mentioned there that we were bring-
ing this group of young people from 14
countries, including Arizona state repre-
sentative Mark Anderson. So the press
knew we were coming. Literally six out
of seven days that we were in Teguci-
galpa we received great coverage by
newspapers, radio and television. The
armed forces are big in these countries
and the armed forces radio also covered
us. Their reporter who covered the RYS
story happened to be a bright young
woman who became a member about a
year ago. We received such good cover-
age.

We worked with the Ministry of
Social Projects this time because of the
minister’s support when

Julian: Is there hope that the project will
have had a permanent effect on that
local community?

John: We are concerned that the garbage
might come back, but we’re hopeful that
the Sisters of Charity can come in and
work there offering consistent follow-up
and education.

John: | think the deepest moment for
me at this RYS project was when we
handed out certificates of graduation.

our guidance? We have to create things
for the second generation to jump into. It
doesn’t have to be the same battles. We
can’t say, well now you go and live in a
center. Their destiny is not to be church
members but to be their brothers and sis-
ters’ keepers. We have to create ways that
they can enter into life and contribute in
that way. As first generation members,
the biggest challenge is whether we can
create a path for the second generation
to walk on through which they can con-
tribute. RYS is helping to do this, as are
other projects. We have to really invest
much, much more in the next decade to
help create the second and third genera-
tions’ path for them.

we first went to Honduras
in 1996. On that occasion
our initial project was
cancelled. But the minis-
ter understood what we
wanted to do and showed
us several projects, among
which we found a great
project repairing a school.
They already had all the
materials prepared. They
didn’t expect that much

to get done, but we did

an incredible amount in

a short time and they
were really pleased. So
when we came back again
they were delighted to

be able to work with us.
We had some coverage

on TV last time and in

the press, but this time it
was much more extensive.
This brings benefit even to
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Carol: This is one of the
things that has been cre-
ated for them as their
opportunity to serve on
the next level. | feel this is
one of the strong points of
this whole project—how
the second generation
really benefits from it.

It is interesting that we
began with the idea of the
second generation and are
also concluding with it. If
something is close to our
hearts, it is the ideal that
Father has given us, that
what we do here is passed
on to the second genera-
tion.

Julian: Can you describe the actual
work you did?

John: One of the projects we worked

on was cleaning up garbage. We col-
lected close to a thousand bags—four
tons of garbage. We also were building a
retaining wall to prevent flooding. Then
because we realized the garbage would
come back if there was no place for it to
go, we built garbage bins. At the end of
the project when the mayor came she
promised to build another two bins and
to make sure that the trash collectors
would come to that community. This
woman mayor was really happy to have
us come and asked us to do projects
directly with her next time. So we’ve
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I was given a certificate at the end that
was presented to me by my two daugh-
ters. | have been doing this work for 14
years, but when | left for the first project
in the Philippines my daughter was two
years old and crying, “Daddy, Daddy,
don’t go. Tigers will eat you.” Now here
she is, fourteen years later, giving me a
graduation certificate and having gradu-
ated the program herself.

We work so hard and we long so
desperately to turn something over to
our children. Through working on this
I could see that we are turning this over
to them. It’s a wonderful feeling.

We in the first generation had to
battle it out, but as | look at it now, if we
haven’t created something for the second
generation to do, what is the point of all

Inaugural Speech of a New Continental Director
“SACRED BOND FOR THE SALVATION OF AMERICA”

DR. CHANG SHIK YANG

Rev. Chang Shik Yang was the first of
four new continental directors to receive
their assignment from True Parents

in 1999. At his official inaugural ban-
quet, so many were the expressions of
encouragement and congratulations for
him and for his predecessor (Rev. Joong
Hyun Park) that he elected to sing a
song with his family (see photo overleaf)
rather than extend the occasion into the
early hours! Even so, his prepared speech
of introduction is included here as a
beautiful expression of humble yet exem-
plary dedication to the will of God.
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midst of a dark and cruel world he
searched the hearts of his children
to find even one who could rise
up and offer himself for the salva-
tion of humanity. Noah, Abraham,
Moses, the prophets, and all those
whom God called followed a path
of sacrifice. Their tears, their offer-
ings, and sometimes their blood
became the foundation upon which
God built His providence, gave us
His word, and raised a people of
faith who were longing to receive
His son. Upon this foundation,

ev. and Mrs. Joong Hyun Pak;
distinguished pastors, leaders
and guests; brothers and sisters.

I am humbled to stand before you
tonight, with the awesome responsibil-
ity that God has given me, to move the
nation of America, which He loves so
deeply, toward his will. It is even more
overwhelming to inherit this responsi-
bility from Rev. Joong Hyun Pak who
has given his heart and soul for the
salvation of this nation for more than
25 years. Rev. Pak’s vision, passion,
and creativity have helped to shape the
Unification Movement in America, and
have left an indelible mark on the his-
tory of this nation. Rev. Pak, you have
been a strong leader, a wise teacher,

a loving elder brother, and a power-

ful example of total commitment to all
of us, and we will never forget your
wholehearted investment for the sake of
God, our movement, and America.

Brothers and sisters, let us think
about the task before us. What is the
mission of the Church? Had there been
no fall, our first ancestors would have
walked and talked with God through-
out their lifetime. The world, and even
the entire cosmos would have been the
Garden of Eden. Through them, our
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Heavenly Father would have realized
His ideal of love and centering on them,
the entire creation would have fulfilled
the way of harmony and life for the
sake of others.

The nature of the human fall was
selfishness. When Adam and Eve dis-
obeyed God’s commandment for the
sake of their own self-centered desire,
a huge gap developed between the
God who lives and loves for the sake
of others and the children who sought
to live for themselves alone. This verti-
cal alienation from God was expressed
horizontally as the man and woman
grew distant from each other. Mistrust,

blame and resentment filled their hearts.

Husband was alienated from wife, par-
ents from children, and brother from
brother. Cain’s murder of Abel began a
history of violence, betrayal, racism and
suffering rooted in the fallen nature of
humanity: the desire to use others for
the sake of myself.

We call this gap between God and
humankind sin. Genesis teaches us that
“God saw that the wickedness of man
was great in the earth, and that every
intent of the thought of his heart was
only evil, continually.” (Genesis 6:5) But
God, who cannot help loving His chil-
dren and living for them, immediately
determined to save His children. In the

God sent Jesus, who offered the
ultimate sacrifice. Jesus was cruci-
fied in ignorance by a people who had
been prepared for him for two thousand
years, but never knew that he was the
anointed one until it was too late. But
by obedience, Christ was made perfect,
and with his death and resurrection, the
veil of the temple was torn in two. Jesus
became the bridge, and humanity could
be reconciled unto God through him.
Thus, the path of history has been
one of restoration, and the purpose of
religion is reconciliation. Although it is
we who turned from Him, it is God who
took responsibility to initiate this recon-
ciliation. Jesus, His son, inherited this
responsibility and gave his very life for
its fulfillment. And if we are the heirs
of Christ, if we are the ones summoned
by Heaven to follow this path, then the
mission of the church is the same: rec-
onciliation. Reconciliation of God and
man, reconciliation of our selfish bodies
with our Godly minds, and reconcilia-
tion between husband and wife, parents
and children, brother and brother. Thus
every division of class, race, religion or
nationality is the place of our ministry.
Every broken marriage, loveless child,
divided community and confused soci-
ety cries out for our commitment, our
compassion, and our embrace. When
these divisions are healed, when every
dot, every iota, is restored according to
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God’s law as Jesus promised, this will
be the Kingdom of God on Earth. “And
there will be neither mourning, nor
crying nor suffering any more, for the
former things will have passed away.”
(Revelation 21:4).

Jesus left the keys to this Kingdom
on earth, and what we bind or loose
on earth, shall be bound or loosed in
Heaven. Ours is not to merely wait for
the jeweled city to descend. Ours is to
work for the fulfillment of the Lord’s
prayer: “Thy Kingdom come, Thy will
be done, on Earth as it is in Heaven”.
For this purpose, in the providence of
God, America was founded. Despite the
many who came to this land for their
own devices, and despite the wounds
and injustices of its history, America was
founded upon a vision. And God plant-
ed this vision in the minds of a faithful
few, and carved upon their hearts the
ideals manifest in the constitution, laws,
and the tradition of freedom and justice
in this country. America was established
as one nation under God, with a mis-
sion not for America alone, but for the
sake of all humanity. Who is the true
founder of this nation? God. Who is the
true ancestor of America’s spiritual tra-
dition? Jesus. America was meant to be
a model of the Kingdom of God: a melt-
ing pot of races, faiths and cultures, and
the foundation of not just one nation
under God, but one world under God.

But as the prophets forewarned,
when the fields are plentiful and the
people are satisfied, they forget God. In
the nineteenth century, the French histo-
rian Alexis de Tocqueville found Ameri-
ca’s strength when he found her pulpits
burning with righteousness. “America is
great because America is good,” he said.
“And if America ever ceases to be good,
she will cease to be great.” Without
question, the heart of America and her
people is still good. Americans are gen-
erous, big minded, enthusiastic, and cre-
ative. But America is becoming a nation
without God, adrift in a sea of moral
confusion. In the last 30 years, the num-
ber of married couples with children has
declined by more than one third, while
single parent homes and non-traditional
families have doubled. Two out of every
three children born in America’s cities
will never know the love and presence
of a father in their homes. Every year
15.3 million Americans are infected with
a sexually transmitted disease, including
3 million teenagers. The Centers for Dis-
ease Control in Atlanta estimates that
one out of three sexually active Ameri-
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can teenagers has some form of STD.
There are nearly a million teen pregnan-
cies each year in this country. And just
weeks ago, the American Psychological
Association published a report claiming
that sexual abuse of children by adults
might be a positive experience for some
children! This ridiculous report, and
tragedies like the Columbine school
massacre in Colorado demonstrate the
confusion in America. And where is the
church? Where are the pulpits burn-
ing with righteousness? The very same
moral confusion infects our congrega-
tions, while many religious leaders are
afraid to speak out for fear of alienating
their membership.

Tragically, America is leading the cul-
tures of the world not towards heaven,
but to the depths of the pit we call hell.
Through television, movies, music, and
commercialism, America’s false culture
of free sex and selfishness is corrupt-
ing the youth of the world. Traditional
values of family, respect for elders, and
service to society, are breaking down
throughout the world. The scourge of
HIV and AIDS has become the most
devastating plague in history, and
threatens the very future of mankind.
The most recent report from UNAIDS
estimates that 16,000 people contract
the HIV virus every day. That equals 1
infection every 5 seconds! Undeniably,
the world is following the moral decline
of America. If there is to be new hope
for humanity, America must wake up,
to fulfill the purpose for which it was
founded by God.

In history, God has raised righteous
prophets from humble origins to lead

His providence and to reconcile a stiff-
necked people, uncircumcised in heart
and ears to His purpose. In the same
manner God called Rev. Sun Myung
Moon, a farmer’s son from the un-
known land of Korea, and sent him

to awaken America to its providential
destiny. Arriving in 1972, he traveled
across America sharing God’s message
in city after city, speaking on topics such
as “God’s Hope for Man”, “God’s Hope
for America” and “The New Future of
Christianity.” He clearly proclaimed
America’s mission to become “one
nation under God” to lead the world to
establish “one world under God” and to
pave the way for the Kingdom of God
on the earth “one cosmos under God”.
He warned of America’s moral decline,
the breakdown of its families and the
threat to its young people. He made a
sacred pledge to work with America’s
young people for the renewal of this
country. The fruits of that pledge are the
leaders of the movement who fill this
room, and the members across America
who have given their heart and soul for
this nation.

In accordance with the call of Christ,
Reverend Moon has led a true minis-
try of reconciliation in America and
around the world. He has founded
numerous federations and associations
to foster inter-religious and inter-cul-
tural harmony. Ninety Percent of the
movement’s budget has been spent not
on building churches or strengthening
its own denominational identity, but on
promoting dialogue and understand-
ing between diverse faiths, races and
nationalities. Matching hundreds of
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thousands of international and inter-
racial couples, Reverend Moon has
worked to heal the deep divisions
between the cultures of mankind. Lift-
ing his wife, Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon, as
a true partner in leadership, they have
together established the role of True
Parents as leaders of the movement and
as a model for humanity. They teach the
many couples they have blessed to live
for the sake of each other, inherit the
standard of True Parents and establish
God centered families. And by training
young people to live a life of discipline,
service and sacrifice, they have taught
their followers to reconcile their selfish
bodies with their Godly minds.

Just last year, Rev. and Mrs. Moon
set an important example for all reli-
gious leaders. They dissolved their own
denomination, the Unification Church,
and committed its membership and
resources to become the Family Federa-
tion for World Peace and Unification, an
international and inter-religious associa-
tion to promote the harmony of man-
kind through a true family culture.

Reverend Moon called me to America
in 1993. And like Rev. Pak and many
others before me, | left my family
behind and came to serve God in this
great country. | have studied, prayed,
and worked together with American
brothers and sisters. | have come to
know and love them, and the many oth-
ers who have come from Japan, Europe,

Africa and around the world to fulfill
God’s hope for America. | have seen
and felt for myself that this nation has
a noble heritage and a great mission

for God which has yet to be fulfilled.
Over the past year, | have spent many
nights in prayer with hundreds of our
members at the Ellipse behind the
White House in Washington, DC. It was
there in 1965, during his first visit to
this country, that Reverend Moon con-
secrated a Holy Ground to pray for the
salvation of America. And it is there, in
the shadow of the Washington Monu-
ment, in view of the memorials to Jeffer-
son and Lincoln, that | have heard their
voices calling to me. | have sensed the
longing of the pilgrims and founding
fathers. | have felt the pain of the slaves
and martyrs whose innocent blood was
shed unrighteously. And | have under-
stood the sacrifice of the patriots who
died for freedom or to purge this nation
of the sin of slavery. | have heard them
calling to me, and to the Americans

of today: “Do not let our lives or our
deaths be in vain.” In the marrow of my
bones, | know that they are watching us,
praying and urging you and | to fulfill
the mission of America for which they
gave their very lives.

I, too, stand before you today to
make a solemn pledge to the people of
America. To the members of the Unifica-
tion Movement, | come as your brother.
| promise to love America as my own

country and to raise and support Ameri-
cans for the leadership of this nation.
Let us rededicate ourselves to the new
pilgrim movement which our True Par-
ents initiated in this land more than 25
years ago. To the respected religious
leaders and friends who are gathered
here, let us work together beyond race,
religion and nationality for the salvation
of America and the establishment of
God’s Kingdom of righteousness, love
and peace on the Earth. Today, the torch
has been passed to a new generation of
leaders, a revitalized membership, and
a united religious community. We must
accept this responsibility with solemn
hearts and deep determination.

I ask you to join me in pledging our
lives in front of God, in front of Jesus
and the Holy Spirit, in front of the True
Parents, our ancestors, and all humanity
for the fulfillment of this sacred mission:
Rebuilding the Family, Restoring the
Community, Renewing America!

May God be with you and your fami-
lies and may God bless America.

This is not a typical fundraising story, and
yet, perhaps it should be. It begins the eve-
ning before Mother’s Day in America...

e wrapped the flowers from 11
Wo’clock until 6 in the morning,
in preparation for the day’s

fundraising. We finished everything. We
stocked the van and slept for a couple
of hours.

When | arrived at the place, even
before | could get out of the van, people
were pulling up and buying flowers.
| had got set up by 10:30. And it was
constant. Sometimes | had 10 or 15
people waiting in line for flowers. And
they were waiting patiently, and hap-
pily. They said things like, “No one
has ever given me such good service
before.” Almost everyone gave a tip.

No one asked for discounts. It seemed
as if the usual barriers were simply not
there. | didn’t sell any singles either. It
was mostly dozens and half dozens.

It was $20 a dozen. One man came up
and said, “Give me 50 flowers.” He just
threw the money on the table and drove
off. And it was like that all morning.

I didn’t have time to go to the rest-
room. My mother had made some tea
and a sandwich. | took one bite of the
sandwich and a sip of the tea, and that
was it for the day. | couldn’t move. |
couldn’t count the money. | didn’t count
the money from the day before. | had
no idea how much money | had in my
pocket. | had tons of money in all my
pockets.

Then around noon, | suddenly had
this warm feeling all over my body. It
started from the top of my head. It was
just like I was on fire. | get hay fever so
I don’t like working with flowers. But
during this time | didn’t sneeze, not
even once. Suddenly my whole body
felt warm. | felt like suddenly my whole
body was shaking. My stomach was
really on fire. My knees were shaking.
Suddenly | felt | was speaking—but it
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wasn’t my voice.

A voice was speaking to me, yet
through me. The first question the per-
son asked was, “How long have you
been in this church? What have you
done to restore your family? And how
come you haven’t blessed them?” And
he started lecturing me about my fam-
ily, how | needed to take care of them.
It was really interesting. This dialogue
continued for about an hour or so. | was
told I have to bless them all and take
them to Brazil, to Jardim, to the family
education workshop. It was so strong
and the voice kept saying, “I’m serious
about this. I’'m serious about this.” It
was using the same intonation and the
same manner in which Father speaks.
Just like that. It was very strong. This
continued for about an hour or so. In
the meantime, the people kept coming.

I had to take care of them. | couldn’t
do anything else. As the people drove
away, the voice would speak out loud.
It was lecturing me. It was giving me
detailed advice about how | need to take
care of each person in the family, and
what they needed. The voice told me |
should have a meeting at five o’clock
with everyone in the family, and to tell
them the message that I'd received. |
was totally astonished.

Towards the end, | had three buckets
of flowers left. This was at about three
o’clock in the afternoon. But | had no
idea how much money | had. At one
point | tried to count the money. | went
to the van. | took the money out of my
pockets and | started counting. Sud-
denly five cars pulled up. So | just threw
the money on the floor of the van and
went out to take care of the people. All
the while | was looking to make sure no
one would go near the van. The voice
said, “Don’t worry about it. Don’t worry
about it.”

As soon as things calmed down, |
went back and | took the money, but the
voice kept saying, “Don’t count it. Don’t
count it.” So | stuffed it back in my
pocket, walked back to the stand and
continued selling. Then things calmed
down a whole lot.

Towards the end one man came up

So | wrapped them up
for him and as he was leaving I just said
to him, “By the way, you have to do one
thing for me. You didn’t give me any
money, but please make a donation to a
church or your favorite charity.”

Someone told me to come to this
location; someone would be waiting for
me here.” | said, “God told you to come
here, didn’t He?” And he said, “Yes.”
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“Because He knew that | had something
for you.” And then | started screaming
at him, “I've been working all day here
for you. Everything | made yesterday
and today is yours.” Then | took every-
thing | had in my pocket and | gave it to
him. The man was flabbergasted. There
was a lady, a nicely dressed lady stand-
ing next to him. She was screaming,
“This is a trick. Don’t take that money.
It’s not yours. Don’t touch it. He’s going
to call the police.” And the man was
saying, “No, no. | saw him in a dream. |
know it’s him.” And a crowd had gath-
ered. People were just so shocked.

| turned around and | said to them,
“I’ve never seen this man before in
my life but God told me to come here
and to work for him and to give him
this money.” | must have had close to
$6000 in my pocket. And | gave the
man everything. And the man was just
crying. People were trying to pick the
money up and | said, “Don’t touch it.
It’s not yours. It’s not mine. It belongs
to him. Don’t you touch it.” So the man
just pulled up his T-shirt and wrapped
all the money up.

There was one man standing off to
the side and he said, “Wow, I’'ve never
seen anything like this before.” Another
man, a black man, walked up to me and
he said, “You know, I’ve been a youth
Christian minister for many years and
we always teach the children about
Jesus, and how generous Jesus was.

But this is the greatest testimony I've
ever seen.” He asked, “How did you do
that?” | said, “I didn’t do anything.”

And then the voice was speaking
through me and it said to him, “You
witnessed this. You witnessed this,
didn’t you? | didn’t know this man. I've
never seen him before. But he received
everything | had. This is the spirit of
God. This is God’s love.” And then |
just hit the man who had received the
money on his chest once more and |
said, “You are my brother and | embrace
you.” | gave him a big bear hug. | said,
“God loves you, brother. Go take care of
your mother.” And then | turned back to
that man who had said he was a minis-
ter and he said, “How did you do this?”
And | told him, “God’s representative
is on earth. Reverend Moon is here.

The living God is walking on this earth.
You should go and find out what he is
doing.” And he said, “Reverend who?”
| said, “Reverend Moon.” He said,
“Where does he live? Where is he?” |
said, “You go and find out and find out
what he’s doing.”
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And then | turned and | screamed to
the people, “You have no idea what God
has in mind for you. This city is gar-
bage. You have no idea how painful it is
to God to look at this mess.” And then
I said, “I’m going. | have to go get my
wife. Then | have to go see my family at
5 o’clock. I'm leaving. I'm going.” And
then the man came over and said to me,
“Now | believe.” The Christian minister,
he said, “I have to find out what Rever-
end Moon is doing.” And then he said,
“Don’t worry about your table. I’ll clean
it up for you. You just go and do what
you have to do.”

The next morning when | woke
up | looked in the mirror. | said, “My
goodness, am | crazy? What happened
yesterday? What happened?” And |
was trying to find some link between
what happened and reality. And then
I remembered that a couple had come
up to me. They had bought some flow-
ers and as they were driving away the
wife had called me over and said, “This
is for you. Thanks for the excellent ser-
vice.” She gave me $4 and | said to her,
“I don’t need your money.” She said,
“Take it.” | said, “OK, I'll take it and I’ll
give it to my church. | didn’t put it with
the rest of the money. | put it in my back
pocket. | remembered that $4 while |
was in the shower. | jumped out of the
shower and | pulled out the $4 and |
looked at it. And | thought, “Yes, God
is alive. I'm not crazy. This really hap-
pened. | threw the money on the floor
and | kissed the bathroom mirror and
I said, “God is great. True Parents are
great.” You couldn’t believe how happy
| felt. It was amazing.

My parents said, “We should go out
and check this out and make sure that
those guys didn’t really rob you, and
also to pick the stuff up from the flower
stand. So that morning we got in the van.
We all went down there. And the first
words that the station owner said when
we walked in were, “In all my years of
working at this gas station | have never
seen anything like it. Yesterday, you told
a man that God sent you there to work
for him all day and then you gave him
every penny you had made over the last
two days. That'’s the craziest thing I've
ever seen or heard. You guys are nuts.”
He couldn’t believe it.

Lenga was saying later, “Well that
happened, but how are we going to pay
for the flowers and how are we going
to pay our bills?” | said to her, “When
God’s spirit came to me, the spirit said,

“For many years you have been not
serious enough about doing God’s will.
The same God that helps True Parents
will help you. You are worried about
money. You are worried about clothes.
You are worried about education. You
are worried about houses. If you are
doing God’s will, God will give you the
money if you need it. If you are doing
God’s will, God will give you a house
if you need it. You don’t have to worry
about those things. It’s because you
haven’t been doing God’s will that you
will continue to struggle, and continue
to have problems. But if you do God’s
will, if you do the hoon dok hae, if you
do your witnessing, if you take care of
your family, if you do the service life,
the worship life, God will help you. You
don’t have to worry about those things.”
But still it was hard for me to reach out
to her and to console her because her
thinking was that | had worked hard for
nothing. | said to her, “This is Father’s
life. He gives everything and forgets. He
gives everything without any condition.
And he’s still doing it. And if God gave
us that experience to be able to help
someone out in that way, we should be
grateful that we were such an instru-
ment that God could use. God gave us
this experience to teach us something.”
The spirit kept saying to me, “This
experience is not for you. Write it down
and share it with your family. Share it
with everyone. This experience is not
for you.” During Dae Mo Nim’s lib-
eration ceremony, my grandmother in
spirit world had come to my wife and
said, “Pray for me, please.” | feel the
spirit world is so close, and they know
what’s happening. The day afterwards, |
felt so at peace—so peaceful for the first
time in all my years. | felt completely at
peace. So the stress and the worry about
money and all those things just seemed
to dissipate. | said to my wife, “God will
give us all those material things that we
need, just like he does for True Parents.
If we just focus on doing His will, I'm
sure those things will come. We don’t
have to worry about them. We’re run-
ning after them and they’ve been elud-
ing us and we’re getting more and more
into debt, without realizing that we
haven’t been doing God’s will, which
we haven’t. Because we have nothing
to do with God, He can’t help us.” So |
hope that we can learn something from
it.

My wife could not easily understand

four days of inter-religious dialogue
under the auspices of the of the Inter-
Religious Federation for World Peace
(IRFWP), from August 19 - 22, 1999.

Approximately 10 leaders and scholars
from each tradition sought greater under-
standing by engaging in dialogue defined
by the conference concept “Jewish-Mus-
lim Encounters: History, Philosophy, Reli-
gion, Society, and the Arts.”

All participants wrote scholarly
papers. Conference conveners Dr.
Charles Selengut (Drew University,
USA), and Dr. Mumtaz Ahmad (Hamp-
ton University, USA) recommended
prospective themes for contributors
such as, “Religious Authority in the
Two Religious Civilizations,” “Law and
Custom...,” “A specific event and its

Lasting peace is only possible
grounded in hard won mutual under-
standing. This Cordoba dialogue was
undertaken so as to contribute from the
religious side elements necessary for
the construction of a far reaching and
enduring political, social, and cultural
accord among Muslims and Jews.

The IRFWP selected Cordoba for this
conference due to its historical signifi-
cance for both Muslims and Jews, as
well as for the fact that the city was a
site in which these communities lived in
relative harmony.

Not many know that in the 11th
century Cordoba was one of the most

His testimony caused controversy among
members. Some thought that if Tony’s expe-
rience was really from God, he would have
been directed to donate his earnings to the
church or toward other more obvious priori-
ties.

important capitals in Europe. Jews,
Muslims and Christians lived peacefully
together, and important philosophers,
scientists and artists emerged from there.

For Muslims, Cordoba has historical
interest since it was the capital of the
Spanish Muslim dynasty of the Ummay-
ads (756-1031). The Great Mosque of
Cordoba (La Mezquita) was founded
785 CE. It was added to and expanded
over the next two hundred years to
make it the third largest structure in the
Islamic world.

For Jews, one historical attraction in
Cordoba is that it is the birthplace of the
Rabbi Moses ben Maimon (aka Rambam
or Maimonedes) (Around 1148 C.E) who
wrote a renowned commentary on the
Mishnah.

Indeed the very last remark in the
conference deliberations, from Rabbi

God’s grace to His fallen children whom He
loves. And sometimes, it seems, that grace is
dramatically expressed.

As we move further into the realm of
restoring ancestral problems, and liberating
those whose lineages we share, we should
imagine that the interface between heaven
and earth will be more electric. Ancestral,
rather than earthly, merit or debt may be the
prime mover. Perhaps it was so in this case.

I believe such experiences should lead us
only to pray that someone is helped to the
realization of deeper wisdom and love.]

Elkan Levy (President Emeritus, United
Synagogues of London) was to ask,
“What was it about this time and this
place which enabled Jews and Muslims
to flourish and support one another?

It would seem that we should seek to
grasp and re-construct such conditions
in our own time?”

The conference had six sessions dur-
ing which all 20 papers were debated
and discussed. The papers naturally
fell into broad themes, namely: Mysti-
cal, Theological, Political, Social and
Cultural, and Historical. Participants
came from the United States, Europe,
the Middle East, and South Asia. The
engagement was respectful but straight-
forward. Issues were hotly and honestly
debated. There was no haste for artificial
concord. Rather these partners sought
understanding, friendship, respect, and
the founding of relationships which can
contribute by example and by substan-
tial output to future peace initiatives
among the two communities.

The conference opened on the eve-
ning of arrivals with papers from Sulay-
man Nyang, and that of Gil Kahn who
examined the issue of Democracy as
it pertains to the two traditions. The
morning session of the first full day of
the conference included a fascinating
study of Moroccan Saint Veneration
among Muslims and Jews, by Janice
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Rosen (Archives Director, National
Canadian Jewish Archives). Mustansa
Mir (Youngstown University, USA)
presented in the same session on the
topic Kabalah and Sufism: Jewish and
Islamic Mysticism. Every session proved
as riveting and absorbing. No area of
discussion was taboo or off bounds.
Interestingly, the politics of the Middle
East proved far less explosive than the
discussion on gender in the two tradi-
tions.

The conversation dynamic was
greatly enhanced by the presence and
contributions of IRFWP veterans such
as Sulayman Nyang (Howard Univer-
sity, USA) who wrote on Muslim-Jew-
ish Relations in the United States of
America: Convergence and Divergence,
and Richard Rubenstein (President,
Bridgeport University, USA) who wrote
a rivetting piece of contemporary histor-
ical analysis entitled The Temple Mount
and My Grandmother’s Paper Bag (the
bag contained dirt from Eretz Yisrael
eventually used to allow her to “sym-
bolically return home” at the time of her
burial). Their familiarity with IRFWP
standards and rigorous patterns of dia-
logue was a great support to the conve-
ners who sought to create an ambiance
conducive to frank and open discussion
void of acrimony.

Some stars from the recent IRFWP,
“Jewish Identity” conference (for exam-
ple Gilbert Kahn, Kean University, USA,
Yudit Greenberg, Rollins College, USA,
Lawrence Kaplan, McGil University,

to IRFWP’s trade-
mark atmosphere of serious, purposeful,
and deeply respectful dialogue. Shaykh
Abdur Rashid brought a history of
commitment and dialogue experience,
Shaykh Nooraddeen Durkee, a lifetime
of textual passion and proficiency, and
Rowena Muzquiz a superb knowledge
of the region and its religious and politi-
cal history.

IRFWP president Rev. Chung Hwan
Kwak sent a written message to be read
in his absence, in which he recounted
Reverend Moon’s (IRFWP Founder) sac-
rificial history as a champion of world
peace, and the latter’s current initiatives
for harmonizing political, scholarly, and
religious leadership, most particularly
through the recently founded Interreli-
gious and International Federation for
World Peace (IIFWP).

The participants did reach consensus
on issuing the Cordoba Declaration, but
this was not the sole objective of the
encounter. More importantly the partici-
pants invested seriously in forging rela-
tionships which we pray will flourish
and become the cornerstones of peace
and bridge-building between these
deeply related communities of believers
and religious civilization and cultures.

From East Asia to East Europe: A Korean Missionary’s Story

yung Chul, how would you
B like to take responsibility for

the church in Albania? It was in
December 1993, while | was fundraising
in Germany, that Rev. Kwang Kee Sa,
president of the church in Europe sud-
denly asked me this. | was too shocked
to say a word in response. Up to that
point, | knew only that Albania was
the most extreme Communist nation
in Europe. A few days previously |
had read about Albanian refugees who
had been refused entry into Italy. They
threw themselves into the sea rather
than return to Albania. | reflected on
what sort of situation might exist there
such that its citizens would choose to
die rather than go back there. Could |
really do on a mission in such a place?

On Jan 28, 1994, | came to Tirana, in
a small plane with fewer than 10 pas-
sengers via Slovenia airport. It was the
smallest plane | had even flown in. It
was already dark when we arrived. My
first impression was that the airport was
small, like a countryside train station.
My luggage was carried from the plane
on a cart pulled by a tractor.

Two missionaries, Andre Wyser
and Jose Suarez from Switzerland, had
already been in Albania for some time.
On the way to the church center, a small
rented house, only the stars in the sky
accompanied me. A few houses dotted
the way, but no light came from them.
Later | realized this was because the
electricity was off more than on. The
car shook dramatically as we made
our way along the unpaved road full
of pot-holes. As we arrived in down-
town, | could see more lights. The one
building that caught my eye was the
mosque in the center of town. Then |
remembered that Albania was over 70
percent Muslim.

The house had been empty for two
weeks as the missionaries had been
away fundraising. As soon as we
entered the house the smell of moss
assailed my nostrils. We lit a candle as
there was no electricity. The house had
a living room, where we could give
lectures and hold services, and a bed-
room with one bed. There was a toilet.
However, there was no kitchen. When
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| sat on the bed there were no springs,
only blankets. Everything was so damp
as there was little light and no heat. | felt
that if | were to sleep there | would get
sick. I could not complain however, as |
knew the missionaries had been living
there.

In my prayer | determined that no
matter what difficulty came | would
overcome. there were no shower facili-
ties in the house, so to fulfill the con-
dition, | had to wear a swim suit and
shower outside.

The next day, | went out to look
around. The air was fresh, and | felt
good. The first thing | saw on the street
were horses with carts. | remembered
my childhood belief in Korea that to
unknowingly stand on horse manure
would bring good luck.

The former national leader, Andre,
stayed with me for one week, and took
me to the homes of many guests. Many
of them were teachers and art profes-
sors. | was quite surprised as the living
standards were very poor, the house
furnishings crude and antiquated.

Nevertheless, | was welcomed warm-
ly and given very generous hospitality.
The hosts would say, “A guest is consid-
ered a treasure in Albania” and “Bread,
salt and heart.” (If there is love, then sim-
ple food is enough.) When | heard this
| felt that these people were very warm
hearted, and | felt | wanted to return to
them the love, words and blessing of
True Parents. My desire was to restore

the first, second and third blessing of
God in this country. | wanted to make
Albania into an exemplary nation.

Looking back, that first year, 1994,
was the most important of my life. With
Jose, | gave Principle lectures every eve-
ning, even if only one guest came—and
following Rev. Sa’s strong enjoinder,
even if no guest was present. At the
time, | felt lonely and as two people liv-
ing and working together, we struggled.
But the warm Mediterranean weather
was embracing.

When it was announced that ten
Japanese sisters were to come to each
nation, my heart was so uplifted, and
full of hope, as if | were a public offi-
cial receiving the support of millions
of people. When the Japanese sisters
arrived, we moved to a new apartment.
This new apartment had a telephone
and was so much better that it was like
moving to paradise from hell.

Meanwhile, the mission was accel-
erating. We gave lectures every morn-
ing, afternoon and evening to the many
guests brought by the Japanese sisters
who were devoting their hearts to
the nation. The number of guests was
increasing every day, to the point that
our center was not big enough. Even so,
I did my best to project my voice so that
all could hear. Sometimes | felt the pres-
ence of God overwhelmingly. On one
occasion | could not begin my sermon as
the tears were coming without ceasing.

The first summer in Albania, the

Rev. Kim (second from right) with

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temperature reached into the 40s, the
hottest weather | had ever encountered.
Moreover, there was not enough water.
Whenever we finished morning prayer,
we had to bring water up the stairs from
the first floor neighbors. There were
many unimaginable difficulties due to
corruption and crime, but our center
was filled with love and we welcomed
our guests with all our heart.

Working together in the mission mem-
bers inevitably had conflicts from time
to time due to lack of understanding,
and at times | also had such struggles.
Realizing, however, that they were pre-
cious sons and daughters of God, | felt so
grateful to them for the invest-

plaque of appreciation from True Parents
as one of the nations whose mission had
developed the most. This is kept at the
headquarters as a treasure of our nation.
The year 1997 is remembered as
the year of blessing fever. That year
on January 12, we held a pre-blessing
ceremony in Vienna, Austria. It was the
first pre-blessing ceremony in Europe,
and Rev. and Mrs. Chung Hwan Kwak
officiated. Rev. Sa’s determination—and
that of all brothers and sisters—was
very strong. Even so, | felt it would be
impossible to bring Albanian members
to Austria due to visa restrictions and
the financial challenge of funding the air

made financial guarantees for all the
Albanian participants, even though they
did not know them. Finally, in that early
morning, | could give the couples, who
had all but given up hope, the amazing
news that the visas had been granted.
We all felt that this was Heavenly
Father’s victory.

Most of these people were experienc-
ing air travel for the first time. This was
the biggest group of Albanians ever
to travel out of Albania at one time.
Including staff, our group was also the
largest national group to come to the
blessing from Europe.

The blessing ceremony in Vienna

was very beautiful, and the

ment they were making.
There are distinct differ-
ences between the oriental
and western ways of thinking.
| felt that | came to a foreign
country from Korea not just to
bring the Principle but to act as
a bridge between the cultures.
We had a witnessing goal
every year, and the goal for
1994 was fifty new family

participants from Albania
were particularly inspired
by Rev. Kwak’s beautiful
blessing address. They had
made great efforts in the
preparation of their blessing
suits and gowns. Long after
the event they cherished the
memories of the blessing in
their hearts, and promised
to send their children to our

members. Today, there are
more than one thousand
members and many are
blessed. In that early time just to find
one member was so precious. In order
to become a member, a guest had to
attend a five day course of Principle
lectures. We had to enable them experi-
ence the warm atmosphere of our center
and that meant not only teaching them
the Principle, but also relaxing with
them with family evenings and games.
The fact that | had learned to play the
guitar as a youth was to my advantage.
In fact, some guests came more for the
music we shared than for the lectures at
first, or to study and practice English.
Whenever | saw this, | felt sorry—but |
realized True Parents must view us with
the same feelings at times.

In December 1994, when we finally
fulfilled our goal to find 50 family
members, we were so happy, and Rev.
Sa visited Albania for the first time. We
welcomed him as if it were True Parents
who were visiting. He gave us very
inspiring words, full of grace. Through
him we all felt the love of True Parents.

Ten single members and twenty-four
married couples from Albania attended
the 360,000 couples blessing in 1995,
mostly by video—and we could accom-
plish our national goal of 150 new mem-
bers for that year.

On God’s Day 1996 Albania received a

travel. Nevertheless, two weeks prior
to the event | could see by the daily
reports that only ten percent of the pro-
jected participants were actually ready
to attend. Rev. Yong Tae Choi, Balkans
regional leader, urged me that if we
could not bring couples from Albania
and the Balkan region, the event would
be a failure. He said he would advance
us some money and that we should
gather as many pre-blessed couples as
possible to come. We managed to find
42 couples who could attend, including
professors, businessmen and profession-
als—most of whom were distinguished
members in Albanian society. However,
as we feared, all their visa applications
were rejected.

Yet we had to charter an airplane,
even though there was the risk that we
might have to cancel and pay a penalty.
I gave a lecture to these couples on the
significance and value of the blessing.
Going to Austria was not for tourism,
but a patriotic undertaking. They recog-
nized this and responded very well.

Up until the day of the departure,
still the visas had not been granted. the
president of the Women’s Federation in
Austria met with the Austrian interior
minister and pleaded with him in tears.
Moreover, our members in Austria

center to support us in the
future.

I want to say how grate-
ful I am to our members who, when the
electricity failed in the midst of the cold
winter, often late at night, had worked
so hard, travelling back and forth to the
public telegraph offices to send com-
munications. Even though it was hard,
seeing the faces of these members, and
their attitude of sacrifice, we felt true
love. We truly felt the value of what we
were doing.

Often, we had a family evening after
dinner, singing songs together. One
Japanese sister would sing song in tears,
longing for True Parents. Even though
we had come from different cultures,
and spoke different languages, all of us
had the same love and longing for True
Parents, and these qualities within our
hearts sustained and supported us.

After returning from Vienna, the
national messiahs to Albania planned
a big blessing festival to be held at the
national palace in Tirana. We invited
Rev. and Mrs. Sa to officiate at the bless-
ing ceremony. It was one of the biggest
and most beautiful blessing ceremonies
to have been held in Europe. Thereafter,
we continued to hold blessing ceremo-
nies, not only in Tirana, but also in other
cities.

In April 1997, the collapse of a pyra-
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mid scheme into which many Albanian
citizens had invested money led to civil
war and all foreigners were supposed to
evacuate the country.

All public security facilities normally
controlled by the army and police were
taken over by angry civilians. They
demanded the president’s resignation.
More and more people flooded into the
capital city as the rebellion grew. We
heard through foreign news sources that
rioters were approaching the capital
city, and we planned for all the Japanese
missionaries and national messiahs
to leave the country, and that I, as the
national leader, would stay. Then we
heard that one Italian blessed

to support the mission in Albania and
kept in touch with the members in Tira-
na. Although | had determined to follow
the will of God, | hesitated to return to
Albania during such conflict. But Rev.
Sa urged me, that as soon as the airport
was open, | should return. | felt that he
was pushing me into a very difficult sit-
uation. Later | came to understand that
this was to prevent my determination
for the mission deteriorating, motivated
by love.

It was exactly 40 days later that |
returned to Albania, just as it had been
when returning after my initial visa
problems. It was clear that God was

of God. One of our sisters, named Juli,
was walking on the local street doing
preblessing activities, when she felt that
an insect was biting her right foot. She
bent over quickly to inspect, and at that
very moment a shot rang out. The bul-
let passed right over her body as she
stooped. Had she not done so, it would
certainly have hit her.

With some members, | was doing
preblessing activity in a small village.
There was a terrible noise of a shootout
for about half an hour. Had | not been
in someone’s house at the time, | would
very likely have been caught in the
crossfire.

The year of 1997 was a bad

sister, who was pregnant, had
been on the last airplane out
of Albania. When we heard
this, we thought we would all
have to stay in Albania. That
night, the sound of gunfire
was becoming much closer,
and red glow covered the sky.
My wife was six months preg-
nant with our second child.
She wanted to hide her fear
but I could see that night that
she was trembling with fright.
We could not sleep that night.
At two o’clock in the morn-
ing an unexpected telephone
call came from the Japanese

one for Albania, but so much
blessing came from God in
the providence. The newly-
elected president and his wife
welcomed us at his presi-
dential office, where they
received the pre-blessing.
The first lady, presidential
aides, and the lady founder
of an Islamic spiritual group
with a membership of more
than one million participated
in the blessing ceremony in
Washington DC. The first
private TV station in Albania
received the satellite broad-
cast of the 40 million couples

embassy in Austria, saying
that all the Japanese and for-
eigners must gather at the
British embassy at 6 o’clock in
the morning. So we went.

It was very painful to have to leave
behind the young Albanian brothers
and sisters. But | felt responsible for
the safety of the other missionaries and
the children who were present, and |
accepted to drive the van. Early in the
afternoon we joined a convoy of about
twenty cars and drove to a former mili-
tary base. We were airlifted by German
helicopters to Montenegro, from where
we were taken to Cologne airforce base.
Upon arriving we were surprised that
our news became international news.
TV reporters from Korean news agen-
cies were awaiting us at the airport.

Rev. Yeung Sik Cho, national messiah to
Albania, sent word to Korea that we had
managed to leave Albania and it became
a top news story in The Segye Times. My
wife and | gave a twenty minute report
for the Seoul TV network. My parents
were relieved to see from the television
that our family was safe.

While | was in Germany | fundraised
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Rev. Kim, his wife and children with blessing participants, 1998

guiding us, step by step.

When the president resigned, the
crisis in the country diminished. Still,
crime was rampant in the society. | was
grateful to the Albanian members who
had been keeping our church center,
and grateful to God that no members
were injured. During the crisis, many
ordinary people had lost their lives
through shooting accidents. Some had
been shot without knowing where the
bullets came from. Many tragedies of
this kind occurred.

After returning to Albania, we con-
tinued preblessing activities, despite the
danger. We visited almost every house
in Tirana and other cities, with the help
of students, second generation mem-
bers, and members from other Euro-
pean countries. There was still so much
violence going on, and many innocent
people continued to die.

Almost every family, it seemed, had
a gun in their home. Under such cir-
cumstances, we could feel the protection

blessing ceremony, and
broadcast it throughout Alba-
nia, so many of the couples in
the major cities could watch
and participate.

Rev. Yeung Sik Cho and myself
were able to meet the country’s new
president. Rev. Cho explained to the
president and first lady in detail about
the meaning of the blessing, and they
listened very attentively. The ceremony
included the holy water, holy wine and
benediction. Before drinking the holy
wine, the president shouted his declara-
tion that he would love only his wife,
which made the first lady smile from
ear to ear. The president wanted to
attend the blessing ceremony person-
ally, but the weight of his public duties
being too heavy, his wife and close aides
attended in his place.

Even though Albania is the poorest
nation in Europe, we sent many pre-
blessed couples to the United States to
participate directly in the blessing cer-
emonies in 1997 and 1998. The partici-
pants willingly paid all their expenses
and blessing fees: and we even had a lit-

An Emerging Mission
Sao Tomé and Principe

Alfonso Nelson Taty Ntoko
Sio Tomé

There well over two hundred independent
sovereign states in the world today. Unifi-
cationists have been active in almost all of
them and mission centers have been estab-
lished in every possible nation.

Some of the smaller nations are more remote
from the main thoroughfares of trade and
communication, we do not hear of them
often in the news media. One such tiny
country is Sdo Tomé and Principe. The testi-
mony is of an emerging mission, and of how
help sent by True Parents was the answer to
the prayers of the lonely but faithful pioneer
who first went there.

hen in 1989 the Central Africa
regional leader, Jacques Mari-
on, called me to come quickly

from my mission in the provinces, | felt
so many things in my heart because he
had not told me why | should come to
the national headquarters in Kinshasa,
capital of (then) Zaire. Once | arrived,
he explained the importance of building
missions in Angola and Sdo Tomé, and
that some had already felt unable to take
on that responsibility. He asked me to
choose to go to one of these countries.
The desire burning in his mind was for
me to go to Angola because of my long
experience in the church. My choice,
however, was S&o Tomé. In my heart, |
felt that because Sdo Tomé was so poor
and the people so isolated that they
needed someone to lend a hand.

So | was assigned the mission to open
our church in the two-island nation of
the Democratic Republic of S&o Tomé
and Principe. The islands, which have
a total population of 130,000 and a total
area of 1200 square kilometers, are locat-
ed about 250 miles west of Gabon in the
Atlantic Ocean. The islands are 100 miles
apart. The capital city, also called Sao
Tomé, where most of the country’s pop-
ulation dwells, is almost on the equator.
The country is mountainous and has a
wet, tropical climate.

I immediately started to prepare for
my mission by fundraising for my air
ticket. The best way to reach the coun-
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try was through
Gabon, the nearest
mainland country.
There | some help
from Mr. Hiro
Tosaka, the Gabon
national leader at
that time.
Everyone

knew that Gabon
was not an easy
country to get
into. | could not
travel there by
air because visas were difficult to get
from the Gabon Embassy in Congo.
I had to take the risky way, going by
road through Congo (Brazza-ville). | left
in December 1989. There were many
controls and challenges on the way, but
Heavenly Father helped me a lot. | fast-
ed partially everyday of my journey for
many days. | reached Gabon on January
6. There, | spent six more months pre-
paring for my mission with prayers and
fundraising.

On the afternoon of June 13, 1990.
I arrived in S&o Tomé. | could not
bring in any literature or the Divine
Principle because the country was in a
transition period to democracy from a

socialist system established 1975. | told
people that | was coming to whatever
kind of business I could. | was identi-
fied as businessman. | started selling
in the market where | got a chance to
learn about the people, costumes and
traditions. | lived by myself not know-
ing anyone. | made friends with some
people but I was not feeling so good
because people were not living in a
principled way. | was able to teach the
Principle to three people among whom
one continued his life of faith.

In November 1990, when True Father
recommended all American members
to visit Africa and feel its suffering, I
received two missionaries, Richard Perea
and Jae Suk Cohen. For me, it was a
big consolation. Because my house did
not have enough room, we all rented
one house together. Spiritually my life
entered a different atmosphere. | could
feel that Heavenly Father had not aban-
doned me. Upon their arrival | received
them with a limousine because they
were so precious for me. | cried a lot. It
was Heavenly Father who came to visit
me. We spent some days together and
had so many experiences. We witnessed
to people together and individually.
However after these two missionaries
left, some of the people we witnessed to
traveled to other countries and others
did not follow the Principle way.

I continued selling in the market by
myself. Witnessing, teaching cooking. It
was not easy but | learned many things

tle money left over to use for the center.

Thereafter, we resumed our blessing
activities. But | was feeling the need,
also, to expand the focus of the activi-
ties, partly for my own sake.

In October 1998, another national
crisis occurred, so the Japanese sisters,
including my wife, had to leave the
country at the instruction of the Japa-
nese foreign ministry. It was difficult
to accept this situation with its accom-
panying loneliness. Yet | did not want
to show my weakness to the Albanian
members. Rather, | wanted to give them
hope, as my motto for my life of faith is,
“Always be Grateful.”

To find matching candidates for
Blessing ‘99 we gave TV and newspaper
interviews, paid for advertising, put up
posters, and invested out utmost in all
the activities. To lay a spiritual founda-
tion, we sang Grace of the Holy Garden
with clapping, every night, according to
the tradition in Chungpyung, with the
desire to remove the influence of evil
spirits. We completed fasting and kyung-
bae conditions. At that time, members
had had many spiritual experiences.
Some could see spirits in the center.
One sister who translated my lectures
could hear the words | was going to
speak immediately before | spoke them.
From such investment we found many
candidates, whom True Parents matched

that I could not experience before.
Saotomeans are very kind people. But
because of the struggle they had every-
day to live they often would become
distracted when they tried to follow
the Principle way of life. Everyone
wanted to have a good future for his or
her physical life. Being such a difficult
country to live in, to sacrifice for God’s
providence was a lot for them. More-
over, some members left the country to
seek a better life.

In 1994, a group of Japanese sisters
came to establish the Women'’s Federa-
tion for World Peace. It was a new prov-
idence with another spirit. Heavenly

so wonderfully. Jesus said, “Blessed are
the poor in spirit.”” Albania had indeed
received the blessing of heaven.

I want to make 1999 the most
important year on my life—this is my
determination and prayer for the year. |
therefore offered a seven-day fast out of
the desire to get rid of my fallen nature
and resolve previous mistakes. In June,
Mother was to visit Albania as one of
the nations on her international tour.
The crisis in Kosovo had begun, how-
ever, and with it the threat of terrorism.
For this reason, Mother was advised by
the US State Department not to travel
to Albania. Mother gave a 100,000 dol-
lars for the development of the church
in Albania after asking Rev. Sa which

On leaving Albania after ten years in
Europe and five and a half in Albania,
and on reflecting back over the experi-
ences of that time, | realized that what
