The Principle of Give and Take

L et us discuss the subject - and the problems - of give and take Life relationships would be
simple and pleasant indeed if all those with whom one has personal contact responded in equal
measure to the love of our Heavenly Father. Ideally, as you know, a horizontal subject-
object relationship is level, thusly: e

These are the relalionships of depth, filled with love and understanding, providing joy to all
participants. ~

What is the key to love and unaerstanding here? Itis, of course? the desire of the Father,
and therefore o the one closest to the Father, to lift the other into perfection, To this end,
great energy is directed. But what if this goal fails, if the object does not respond? What
then should be your attitude? Can give and take be maintained on this lopsided basis? If so,
how ?

First of all, it should be kept firmly in mind and heart that one's first responsibility is to
God. As His children and heirs, your responsibility increases with primity to Him.

In its operation, the Divine Principle of Give and Take requires arecipracal base of action.
A subject and object must then be operating on a par, alevel foundation. You have seen this
occur in casual relationships where two people begin their conversation on superficial levels
and eventually proceed to matters of deep significance and consequence to them both.

Oneness of love and purpose
Deep friendship

Superficial friendship
Casual acquaintance

This being the operation of the Law, there seems to be only two possibilities in an unequal
relationship:



Either the one must go down or the other must go up, Since it is generally impossible for
one to ascend faster or higher than his own spiritual development permits, the only solu-
tion isthe former. The distance, then between the subject and object is greater, but para-
doxically, the distance between the subject and God is not greater, The simple season for
this isthat, in His great love and mercy, GOD MAKES THE ADJUSTMENT, Thus:

In the Kingdom of Heaven, what has been gained cannot be lost, except by deliberate disobedi-
ence, What God has promised will come to pass, This, too, isLaw. Therefore, God does
not forsake those who love Him and do Hiswill. Being ever-faithful and steadfast, God re-
mains always in the relationship which man himself chooses.

In a horizontal relationship of give and take, then, it iSnot necessary for man to forsake his
position in order S establish a reciprocal base, It isnot a question of relinquishing the one
in order to maintain the other. God Himself equalizes the imbalance of give and take.

Why then can we not be comfortable in such situations? Why is there sometimes afeeling of
being pulled, of divided loyalty perhaps, particularly inthe event this situation exists with
someone who has been close? Again, these may be several possibilities:

1, The relationship itself is not God's Will;

2. We are expending too much energy in the attempt to raise the other:

3, We are reckoning without the action of God; that is, we are seeking to
establish alevel without considering His pulling powes,

Since it is God's will that all His childrenlive inlove, the first possibility is highly unlikely.
It may be that you are not the one best qualified to lead the object into a closer relationship
with God, and for this reason you wiil lack the power you need to cope with his personality,
This does not mean, however, that no relationship exists between you, This would be im-
possible, Same relationship exists, even if it isnot ideal, Perhaps you seek acloser rela-
tionship than is possible or advisable at this time,

The second possibility is all too frequent, You may be attempting that which God Himself
refusesto do -- use force, Do you remember the old folk tale about the battle between the
sun and the wind? Each claimed to have greater power than the other, and to prove it they

set themselves a test: the first one who could make a man remove his coat would be declared
the stronger, The wind blew cold and howled and pushed and pulled and stormed, but the man
only drew his coat more firmly about him, Then the sun came out and shone warm and bright
-- and the man removed his coat. The cold wind of indifference or anger is not likely to make
one remove his coat of prejudice and ignorance. But the warm sun of love and wisdom shin-
ing steadfastly will seldom fail to attract him andwill more likely inspire him to action-

Now, what of those who attempt to interfere with your mission, whose very presence seems
to hinder your action and cause you to stumble? Should they be avoided? Denied? Rejected?
The problem, as I'm sure you know, comes not so much from those who actively oppose, but
from those who will not follow but who expect your attention nonetheless. This is misguided
love, reflecting selfishness, and exists primarily within close earthly associations. In essence,
they are demanding a relationship solely on their terms. You, however, must seek to estab-
lish it on God's terms. And what are these? Devotion to Him and His work enly! Putting
anythingelse first, beit familiar the Path of least resistance', the demands of

a self-interested relationship, or simply requests on your time, talent, and energy which de-
stroys your effectiveness in Kingdom work -- all constitute rejection of Him. Not only will
you be adding to your own suffering by yielding to such demands, but you will add to His grief
and to the welfare of those around you, including the very one who demands such action of you.
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The key lies in the word 'earthly'. You, as citizens and representatives of the Kingdom of
Heaven are responsible solely to God and to the establishment of His Kingdom on earth, Hav-
ing once attained the Kingdom, you will be grossly uncomfortable if you attempt to

between heaven and earth, Earth's insistence upon relating to heaven become again the
battle of the sun and the wind, The greater strength of the sun does not prevent the wind
from blowing. But, and mark this well, the prevent the sun from shining!
Why? Because they are on different levels! The wind may succeed in placing clouds before
the sun, but in this case, who suffers? Who is responsible for the darkness? And does the
darkness mean the sun stops shining?

No, the sun shines on all equally, just as the love of the Father is impartially available to
all, of every degree of understanding. One can assume whatever position one chooses --
from fullest, brightest sunlight, to coldest, dankest cellar, In order to partake of the light,
however, it is necessary to be where the light is,

You carry the Light of Heaven. Hold it high that all may see and be attracted, as moths to
a flame., This is your mission, your responsibility, your goal, But as the flame is undis-
turbed by its failure to attract all moths, so must you be untroubled by the lack of response
of certain individuals,

The greatest mission of light is to give light, This is impossible if there is no connection with
the Source. If you are burning brightly and steadily, if your will is to do the will of Him who
is the Source of all, you are fulfilling your mission. YOU HAVE NO OTHER RESPONSIBILITY!

Love and Obligation

Does the very existence of love create a debt? If you love someone, does that someone owe
you something? If someone loves you, are you responsible to him because of that love ?
Look carefully at these questions, for they are the cause of much misunderstanding and
heartache.

In the face of seeming injustice, how often have you heard it said or implied in tones of
anguish, "But | you!" Itis as if that very love were reason enough to demand any sac-
rifice. Parents say it to children, wives to husbands, teachers to pupils, ministers to con-
gregations, leaders to subjects, majorities to minorities.

In the beginning, God loved the world He had created and everything in it. Particularly did
He love Adam and Eve. Were they in His debt because of this love? There are those who
would say they did not ask for His love, did not ask to be created, and therefore owed nothing-
Is that right? There are many others who would say they owed Him everything, since it was
He who loved enough to create them and to create everything for their pleasure. Which is
Truth?

Look further, Lucifer loved Eve and she, in innocence, returned that love, Who owed who
what? Jesus loved mankind with all of his great and noble nature. Does mankind owe him

in return and, if so, what ?

On all sides one can see love being proferred, often if not always in hope of gain. It is as if
all mankind says, "I love you; therefore you must love me and do my bidding "™ Is it any won-
der man does not know his neighbor? Something is terribly wrong - but what? It seems as

if a line must be drawn = but where?

If God is Love as we have been told, then how can any love be wsong? If God Himself created
us to love in expectation of our love and obedience in return, why should we not love ethers

in the same expectation? Are we not made in His image? Doesn't a parent, by virtue of the

love and sacrifice lavished on-his child, have a right to expect that child's respect and obedi-
ence forever? When love is shown on any level, are we not expected to respond? Isn't that

what Jesus said?

But there are puzzlements, are there not? This same Jesus who preached of love admonished
the woman taken in adultery to "sin no more. " Her love for her husband could not have been
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strong, or she could not have given herself to another, Which love, then, was the sin - the
one to her husband or the one to whom she gave herself? Or was it the love which was the
sin? If it was the act which was the sir, and not the love that prompted it, then why did Jesus
say that to lust after someone in one's heart is the same as committing the act of adultery?
To think iS not to act, isit?

Do we have any rights when we love? If so, what are they? If not, why not? As the object
of love, what is expected of us?

I will now make a statement which many will instantly repudiate: No love is entirely unselfish,
Any love, of whatever caliber, contains within it and as its motivation some hope of personal

return. Itisa portion of the Law of Love that this be so,

If you dare not look at your own lives to substantiate this, lock then to our Heavenly Father,
who is the pattern for our highest selves. Is it possible that He could love us without con-
sidering the possibility of love returned? No. Since we were created not only for Him to

love, but to respond to that love with love freely given, He does expect a return on His love.

If He did not, why would He grieve? Who weeps for what cannot be improved? The Law of
Give and Take forbids unrequited love, and God is Law aswell as Love, He will not operate
without -- that is, outside -- the very laws He established to govern His children. It is against
the Law for love to be forever given with no hope or expectation of receivingin return. Love
cannot exist under such circumstances, for the Law o Love is reciprocity,

One who loves, then, has aright to expect a return on his investment of himself? and if this
expectation does not exist, love does not exist.

But note carefully those words 'hope' and 'expectation’, Love does not exist without hope;
therefore, hope isaright o love. But hope is a nan-transferrable part of love. It remains
with the one who loves, while the love is bestowed upon the object of it. Love hopes for return,
there its rights end.

Love not freely given is obligation and not love. Love given with the expectation o creating
a debt is not love but greed, Love given only in return for love shown is not love but fear.

Love contains within itself both hope and faith. But love which demands is not love. Love
exists as a thing - free and unfettered. When such love is joined by another's love - also
freeand - it creates a new thing, strong and unbreakable, containing within itself .
infinite energy and power. It isentirely reciprocal, and incapable of destruction,

If, however, any of the elements o this united love are distorted, if any one of them is condi-
tional or given out of duty, fear, or greed, the resultis not pure love but a corruption of
love and therefore fal se.

Love, then, always hopes but never demands. Love spurns false love as unworthy, and looks
always to its highest and purest creation, It regardslove not free as its enemy, and destroys
it by neglect. But love lives ever in hope that it will call forth its mate -- and that, purely
and freely, in perfect harmony, they will unite as one new creation.

Tape from Korea

The following are excerpts from a tape by Ernest Stewart.
He begins with many apologies for not having communicated with us more often, then goes on:

of all, let me cover what I think of the meaning of the Principles at the present
time. Am I convinced? (He had to laugh), If I think that I was convinced before I left; |
must be five times as convinced since my arrival, There is no doubt in my mind as to the
Principles being 'IT'. The enthusiasm; the multitudes of groups working in the Principles;
thier devotion, The contrast between them and other people here in Korea could not help
but convince. "

He tells of the standing-room-only in the hall where the Leader spoke during the ten-
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day celebration of the Wedding Anniversary a? Taigu. Just before the trip, about a week
before, I finished up a seven-day fast. which I think has made quite a change in me spiritual-
ly. | know that I have achieved, perhaps, more spiritual power; and a little bit more con-
trol over particular areas since that time, To say that | have been able to overcome all of
my problems is far from being true. " Later on the tape, he suggests that we all would find
great spiritual benefit from such a fast; but warns of the necessity of picking the proper time
for it.

He goes on to say that; conditions of living in an army barracks are hardly conducive
to religious meditation and prayer. "To get some of these (other soldiers) to be concerned
about God when they are fat, dumb, and happy,. ,.is not easy. "

Ernie says of his teaching the Principles at a Presbyterian Korean Bible Class, "I
may get thrown out; but at least here are people who are seeking. "

"The thing that impresses me most is the Master speaking. ...and when he leads
music and other things, ©Oh, he's a marvelous Leader! To hear him preach -- that's really
something! You look at him and you realize that he is so intune with God. Even if you
couldn't understand a word or no one translated a thing: it would still have tremendous mean-
ing. And when he leads the singing, they really poiur forth their hearts and its really some--
thing to listen to.

The people themselves are tremendous; they are so friendly and they have done so
much for me, The people in the Principles here in Korea are really outstanding: many doc-

""'A second thought is a way of restoration, God is going with man on the earth. God
goes on the spiritual way as well as the way of the earth. The suffering of God at the cruci-
fixion, who wishes to bear it for Him? Since no one appears to volunteer to bear this indemnity;
God takes this burden on Himself, 1In the suffering of the cross, there is a cross of the in-
dividual, of the family, of the race, of the country and of the whele world. Man must win,
and has: one by one.

""'God bears a cross of each step advanced* Before you utter that it is hard to be a
member of the Unification Church, imagine how the Father would feel looking at such a
church which he has provided men with. Jacob, after the victory over his own cross, came
to bear the cross of the family; Moses that of the country and Jesus that of the world. One
is called upon from the top sf the hill of the crucifixion. Even at this moment we are sit-
ting; the Father is busy, Jesus conquered the cross and won the blessing of revival; so must
we do the same,

"'What is our job? The Father wishes to make us a master of the creation,

""'The individual cross. The individual cross, that of the family, that of the race, and
so on are ever going on before, Last yeas we hore the cross sitting, But starting this year,
we should bear it, walking; since there is no outer persecution, Even when one rests, the
Father deesn’t. We must assist the Master to fulfill God's work. In other words, the Master
does God's work and we do the Master's work,

"'Where are we? We must find and place ourselves. Whowill do the work? If God
is the one to do it, He wouldn't have waited six thousand years.. We must profoundly

A Testimony from Los Angeles
April 29, 1964 Zed Robinson
Dear Brothers & Sisters,

My name is Zed Robinson, and I was born in Tipton Ville, Tennessee, thelast child
of afamily of seven. I cameto Los Angelesin April of 1946, from Chicago, | had
presided from 1933 to 1946.

My religious training consisted of various denominations such as Baptist, Methodist,
Congregationalist, Jehovah Witnessers, and Catholicism, Through all of my experiences, |
refused to accept the religious dogma I had been brainwashed with through the years; because
it was Truth I was seeking, and not alimited belief or concept,

Three months ago, I was introduced to the Divine Principles in the same manner as
the woman at the well received the living water from Jesus Christ. | was just helping myself



to a glass of water in a cafeteria, when I was approached by Doris Walder, and from that
moment | began to receive the life-giving water from our Beloved Master,

Prior to my coming into the Principles, I had experienced several unusual spiritual
experiences, which I could not interpret until after my acceptance of the Divine Principles.

I would like to share some of them with you. The first encounter was with Lucifer himself, in
the role of the executioner or death itself. Afigure of a very handsome man, dressed com-
pletely in black, and wearing a formal cape appeared to me, and it seemed that | was ex-
petting this figure and knew its identity, As he entered the room | asked him, "Have you
finished your job?'"

cided to retire, this power was still prevalent As I prayed just before getting into bed,
about half way through my prayer; the power was so great that it seemed as though my breath
would be cut off completely, The severe power lasted for about. four seconds, but the ori-
ginal power still remained

I had two dreams that night.. One clarified the original sin and the other declared
Satan off-limits, where | was concerned,

Three days later a still voice spoke to me, and said, ""You asked in your prayer if
the book the Divine Principles was the truth you had been seeking and if the interpretations
of the book and of the Bible that you were receiving from your instructor were @ rrect, and
to manifest it to you in some way, Just how much more manifestation do you need than you
had Monday night?

While | was in Taigu, | spoke to two groups o college students to introduce the Divine
Principles. | also visited several individuals of leading class in the city and spoke to them.
Every night 7 to 800 new people come to the hall to listen to our lectures. The ministers
of other churches (mainly Presbyterian and Methodist) who have been speaking against us from
the pulpit are taking an entirely different atfitude toward us, By taking afriendly attitude, they
want not to irritate us and are even beggingtnot todisturb their members.
