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A strong feeling of unity is arising in the United States, and thisisas it should be, There must
be no divisions within the Family of God, for all have their place, their work, and their mis-
sion, each individual and personal, yet all combining to make the whole, As afinger is not
possible without a hand, so both rely upon the heart and nervous system, They are all irrevo-
cably united and work together as a team, while each performsits separate function, Soitis
with you, You gain strength in your unity while fulfilling your missions in your own way.

It i s by such an example that the U.S. and indeed the entire world wili be joined, While forces
of every type -- political, social, economic -- seek to divide the people, you, the children of
God, stand out like beacons in your oneness of love. You are pulling the shores o your land
together so that even distances have no power to separate you,

Areyou not only joined in your own country, but also to England, Germany, Japan, and your
Motherland of Korea? Have you thought how recently these countries were bitter enemies?
And feeling as you do now, can you even imagine a war taking place? You see with what
gentleness and wisdom our Father rules,

As the Light burns ever brighter within you as individuals, the place where you are glows
brighter with holy fire One candle is sufficient to dispel darkness, but many candles remove
all shadows, Nothing is so catching aslight, It isthe onethingin all the universe that isim-
possible to hide; and where it dwells can be no darkness So will the world be lighted with
our Father's love and wisdom,

But here is a most important point: Nothing you belongs to you. Not your material
possessions, your time, your energy, your talents, your abilities, your very selves. All,
ALL belongs to our Heavenly Father, Ask yourself the following question very seriously:
Have you really turned over everything to your Father? Take His time to answer, for the
answer may well be the most important decision of your life. Have you withheld anything?
Any affection, possession, desire, action, thought? You cannot afford to answer quickly.
This question deserves your most serious attention and consideration. If there is anything
inyour life which you feel is and not available freely either to God ox to your broth-
ers and sisters, you are still a child and should ook to your growing.

As the Kingdom is a Kingdom of Use, so it is a Kingdom of Sharing. You have nothing which
has not been shared with you by our Father, and you may not block the channel by refusing to
pass on your bounty, The wholeworld isyours if you but knew it. Why do you cling to such
paltry portions of it?

You do not create an idea; you are given an idea, You do not make your cwn living: you are
given the abilities necessary to share with others and then are given the money needed to con-

tinue the sharing,

Understand well: Inthe eyes of our Father, it isthe sharing that has importance, nct the
money. Theless money you have, the freer you will be, economy has collapsed, you
see, With the members of the Family, thisisnot anissue. It must cease to be a matter of
any concern whatever, Divest yourself of all you have, and receive the whole world as a gift!
He who travels the Path with nothing heavier than a song, will sooner reach his destination.
We belong to God and to each other, Share your selves and be truly free and united!

(Therewere some impressions received along with the above message which might be noted:
The economic collapse predicted in this country in December, did, in effect, take place with
our own members. Within a matter of days, we had converted our available money into food,
shelter, and clothing. Emphasis was placed upon things we could share with othersin the
event of their need, Alongwith this material change, we underwent a spiritual alteration in
values We began to think interms of use instead of possessions, economy instead of plenty.



In a country where anything is available for a price, we began Is think poor, Mcney no long-

er had value because God said it didn't have value; what the rest of the wasn't
important, So the economic began with us, suddenly, without warning, just as pre-
dicted, Where else would God begin a work except with His own Those who join the
Family will also have their changed, and thus the will spread -
first in this country where it is most needed since ours mission - then in

the entire world - as predicted. Money is worthless intie eyes of God, and now in our own
eyes, Its value to uslies chiefly in how much we can give io whe need it more.

There was also a further implication in the part about EL is not just our money, cars,
rice, beans, and tape recorders we are to share, but our very lives, Our thoughts,
hopes, high and low periods, problems, abkilities, messages, likes and dislikes, struggles -
everything belongs to the whele. One who is having a high balance with one
who is low; one who has a problem should share so the may be more solved;

those who have received spiritual gifts must never consider them personal property, All

that we are belongs generally to the whole, with your strength compensaiing for my weakness-
es. While our individual objective is Perfection, we will achieve it by from each oth-
er, not by struggling alone, 1t's like the jigsaw puzzle again: No two pieces are alike, but
without, each individual piece, you don't have a complete picture.

One last impression, and I don't know whether this is me or spirit talking: From a strictly
material standpoint, the economies of the countries menticned in the message are fairly
solid - except the "Motherland’. We are receiving enormous spiritual wealth from Korea,

but what are we returning? Obviously we are in the Cain position, Perhaps Esau would be
more accurate, We keep accepting gifts from Jacob, but what are we giving in return? Esau
made three offers to Jacob {(Gen. 33): First, he told Jacob to keep his gifts, that he, Esau,
had enough, Jacob refused and pressed his gifts on Esau who icok them. Then Esau offered
to lead Jacob into Canaan, Jacob refused on the ground that his and cattle were too
young to be rushed (!). Esau finally offered to leave soeme of his men with Jacob to help him.
Jacob's reply was "What need is there?'" So Esau returned to Seir. (QOur Metaphysical Bible
Dictionary lists Seir, Esau, and Edom as 'The cuter man, the body, the material'. Inter-
esting?)

Going back to the messages reported in the last newsletter on 'Give and Take and

it seems as if there isaninequality here. The Law of Love is reciprocity, it says. We
can't yet hope to return the quantity or quality of love we have taken. What then can we re-
turn to balance our relationship? I have no answer, but I'd eertainiy like to hear from those
