There are three possible reasons for the ili health so many of you appear to be suffering.
You will have to determine into which category you fall.

The first type, and the most prevalent, is occasioned by your spiritual growth. In the past,
your spiritual growth has been slow and gradual, allowing ample opportunity for your physi-
cal body to adjust to the change. Surely it is no secret to you that your physical body alters
along with your spirit. Your body is constantly in the midst of an electrical field (your spirit)
while you are awake. As that electrical field changes vibrational activity, as the charge gets
higher and higher, your body must adjust to it. Now, however, you are growing much more
rapidly. Like a child learning to walk a fence, you swing wildly from one extreme to another
while trying to maintain your balance. One day your charge is very high; the next it is low.
Occasionally you fall.

Your body faithfully registers all of these activities, and struggles manfully to keep up the
pace. But, as you are drawing so heavily on the element of vitality with which it provides you,
you are necessarily experiencing occasional periods of extreme fatigue while your body catches

_up.

We have suggested one or two changes in your habits to help you deal with this. ©One is to
watch your eating more carefully, to keep it simple and natural, rather than merely con-
venient. Another is to weigh carefully on what you will expend your energy. Do not waste

it on doing things of little or no value to the Kingdom, And be wise in your activities for the
Kingdom as well. Although nothing is ever wasted, it is foolish to spend too much of your a-
vailable time and energy in something that will not reap a harvest -- or that would reap a
harvest without quite so much energy being expended.

Do not be ruled by your body, but listen to it, If you feel drained of energy, it may be time
for a sabbath. Pause and consider how wisely you are spending yourself, and make such
adjustments as seem necessary. Stop to receive the Divine Love and Wisdom of our Father
regarding your own activities. Rest and let your spirit renew itself and your body catch up.
Soon you will be able to walk the fence without swaying.



This does not cover all the physical problems, however, because some are experiencing pain
and disability as well. This is restitution, and it is being demanded by God or by
Satan, your action isthe same. If you will chserve, the ailment will frequently strike in a
location which makes it difficult or impossible for you to proceed with your work. If requir-
ed to think or read, you will have headaches: to talk, your voice will be affected: to write, your
shoulders, arms, hands, neck, or back wiil be struck; to travel, your legs will present prob-
lems; to be cheerful and outgoing, your attention will be directed inward.

In any case, it is aspiritual test and your direction should be more than ever toward your
Heavenly Father.

Whatever can be done to allow you to continue with God's work, should be
done. But don't overlook the spiritual aspects, and be sure you take the proper steps to se-
new your pledge to God and your accusation of Satan, Your sufferingwill not be lost, nor
does your courage go unnoticed, The hosts of heaven weep with you, and God's heart is
gladdened by your fortitude, A little lenger only, and all will rejoice!

Doctors, for instance, while admitting that healing occurs by action of God, still
spend the bulk of their time and energies on the mechanics of their profession, Many prayers
have gone up on both sides of a battlefield asking for the assistance of God before men went
out to slay their brothers.

People get caught up in their own activities, convinced they are doing the Will of God in
fighting injustice. In a sense they are right. Injustice is against the Will of God. But they
do not have the whole picture, They see only one room of the mansion.

The objective is to redirect their energies, tc teil them Truth so they, too, may see from the
top of the mountain, Is this best done by joining with their efforts? In arestricted sense,
yes. Inorder to contact those who are prepared, you must go where they are, But do you
become embroiled with their way o thinking ?

You have some o the Truth, but not ail of it, You know the basics, but do you know the de-
tails? It isyour jobto convert those who are worshipping false idols, but can you always
distinguish the false from the true?

You are close to God, which means you will be attacked from all sides by the forces of evil.

It is up to you to forsee the dangers and avoid giving Satan an opportunity to distract you- Are
you wise enough for this? What better way te diminish your efforts than by diverting your ta-
lents to worldly problems. You are not yet out of Satan's camp, and he will use all hiswiles
to see that you stay in it. Be cautious that you do not play into his hands.

strained; as, familiar conversation,

The third definition marked as Archaic, seemed to possibly fit the reference and intent sf
the words in Samuel. I thought I could be on the right track. And then, as though someone
were questioning me, came the thought "and what isthe spirit o Of course: The
answer was clear. I hardly needed to look up Paul's well-known and oft-quoted statement
in | Corinthians 13: Love is patient, kind, not jealous or boastful, not arrogant or rude.
The Spirit of Love does not insist on its own way. It isnot irritable or resentful. It does
not rejoice at wrong but rejoices in the right, The Spirit of Love bears, believes, hopes,
and endures all things.

According to Leviticus, God chose the Israelites as His own people, severed from all
other people, A man or woman who had afamiliar spirit should be put to death, completely
cut off from God's chosen people. Saul followed this admonition but then, since he had found
disfavor with God by disobedience, he compounded God's disfavor by turning te consult a
woman who had a familiar spirit, First Chronicles states that Saul died for his transgres-
sion against the Lord, even against the word of the Lord, which he did not keep and al so for
asking counsel of one who had a familiar spirit rather than the Lord. There are other re-
ferences which you may look up for yourself, but | think the point is clear. At least itisto
me.

As mankind approaches the stage of perfection and as the spirit of the Paradise and
lo er regionsispoured forth, we will no doubt encounter many who have 'familiar splrlts
Many of us already have encountesed those who seem to be very open and receptive to the
spirit world. It seems to me that we must be prepared to recognize those who are under the
guidance of 'familiar spirits' and those who are under the guidance of the 'spirit of love’.
There is an immense difference.

Should we take guidance from the spirit realm ? speaking for myself only, I
intend to do so whenever it is available.

A Report from San Francisco

Dear Family,
On July 25th, we commenced erecting the antenna system for our ham-radio station.
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Little did we understand the difficulties we would.encounter. The roof on which we had to
put it, is 58feet high and very steep. The mastsf the antenna is now 9 1/2feet above the
roof, giving us a total of 67 1/2 feet above ground level. Heighth is very important on radio-
transmission. Our antenna is of average heighth for such an operation,

Our first contact was a 22 year old boy by the name of Chuck who works at the Ameri-
can Express office here in S.F. Our next contact was a Navy boy stationed on Treasure Is-
land. We had several contacts in the Bay Area, %o the point that we were wondering whether
we would ever get away from here! At last, W7BHP in Great Falls, Montana recognized and
answered our call. Since then, we have contacted Alabama, Sante Fe Springs (near LA), and
next was another person in LA, whom we aitempted to make a 'phone patch' through, but were
unable to do so. (A phone patch is when you contact someone in a city where you have a par-
ticular person you want to talk to. The *ham® will phone this person and you can talk as long
as you want at their local rate. ) Se, in the future, we may contact some of you in this way.

Our primary purpese in the use of the ham-band is for communication, The law
states that the ham-band is not to be used in any commercial way. However, since churches
are not commercial, many church organizations use the ham-band for communications. Our
most distant contacts have been Japan - cne person 30 miles north of Hiroshima and ancther
in Tokyo, Going the other way, our most distant centact has been Rochester, New York.

As familiarity and personal acquaintances grow through this media, it is our intention
to send amateur radio operators as we contact them, to our various centers in the U. 8. to
hear the entire message. Therefore, it iS unnecessary for anyone to consider purchasing
equipment for their center. It is our purpose to provide each center with a person already
equipped! However, if you should meet a ham, I am quite sure that he would be very happy
to attempt to contact any place in the U.S. for you with his station.

We are still in the process of developing an appropriate witnessing technique for this
media. We will report the technical aspect of this operaticon in a future TTT.

When not busy with this new and promising endeavor, we are busy witnessing in this
city of San Francisco - hoping to find more children for our Father.
