Attendance: Approximately 700 youth attended in person, while hundreds more joined via a
nationwide livestream.

The Program: The atmosphere was electric, featuring artistic performances by the New Hope
Garden Band, a disciplined Tong Il Moo Do demonstration by Sunday School children, and
graceful dance presentations by Sung Hwa groups and the Hyo Jeong Team.
