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On January 23rd, 45 people gathered in our home to consider the power of forgiveness, through historical 

examples, and also its relevance to our personal lives. We looked at the biblical model of the two 

brothers, Jacob and Esau, and then the life of Jesus. We quoted the example of Prophet Mohammed, 

forgiving the lady who gave abuse every day when he passed by her house, going to visit her when she 

became ill. Then on to contemporary examples - Mahatma Gandhi, Nelson Mandela, and the stories of 

Rev. and Mrs. Moon travelling to Russia and North Korea at the risk of their lives, to forgive those who 

had sought to destroy them.
