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When I got the invitation for the HARP-Leaders Meeting I was getting a little bit excited, since I had 

heard, that there you can gain a lot of inspiration for your HARP work and also I realized that one whole 

year had almost past. So when I came to the Meeting I was very curious. 

 

So the first day, was just about arrival and we had a general orientation of our schedule by Emanuel and 

just started off by getting to know each other a little bit more. The first full day we had to report about our 

nation's current situation, our past work and plans for the next year. It was really inspiring to hear how 

European HARP is really developing and how everyone invests their hearts in their nations to give the 

2nd Generation the best of all! 

 

Then we had open discussions about different topics like 1st and 2nd Generation relationships, which 

were really nice and we could see that all over Europe, the unity between these two is growing and almost 

everywhere there are parents helping and supporting us. 

 

We also had presentations on SFP and STF which were very moving, because we could see how great the 

BCs who participated in these projects had developed. One thing, which was for me so moving was a 

video shown about STF and their visit in Korea.

The whole trip was really 

nice and we could get to know the ESGD and their work a lot better and could see how everything that we 

do is directly reported to True Parents or Hyun Jin Nim!
