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The event of Rev. Yong Chung-sik's inauguration was ceremoniously held at the Namyangju Church on 

June 4. The occasion drew significant figures within the Family Federation, including Jeong Won-ju, the 

Chief of Staff; Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon from the 2nd Secretariat; Song Yong-Cheon, the International 

President of FFWPU; Yang Chang-shik, Chairman of the Universal Peace Federation (UPF) International 

and UPF Korea; and Song Gwang-seok, President of FFWPU-Korea. They joined the throng of faithful 

members from the Namyangju Church. 

 

During his inaugural address, Rev. Yong Chung-sik offered a heartfelt tribute to the True Parents. He 

communicated a deep sense of gratitude for being entrusted with the opportunity to contribute to the 

national liberation and restoration alongside the True Parents during his advanced years.
