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Proclamation of Central Administrative Body of Cheon Il Guk by the True Parents of Heaven, 
Earth, and Humankind: Cheon Mu Won - The Dawn of a New Beginning and New Hope. 
 
During the 70th anniversary celebration of the founding of the Family Federation for World Peace and 
Unification, True Mother announced the establishment of six new offices under a new, central governing 
body, which Mother has named 'Cheon Mu Won.' In preparation for the upcoming Cheon Won Gung 
Entrance Ceremony, scheduled for 10 months from now, she has encouraged everyone to accelerate their 
efforts toward the victorious settlement of Cheon Won Gung, a place from which Heavenly Parent can 
truly govern. 
 

 
 
True Mother 
 

To prepare for the Heavenly Parent's Entrance Ceremony next year, therefore, I am going to 
establish a new organizational system centering on Cheon Jeong Gung. So, I have established the 
"Cheon Mu Won" and its various offices. As I said a long time ago, the Family Federation will go 
forward in the Spirit and the Truth. It will advance through Cheon Shim Won and through the 
global mission. That is why all our organizations are centered on these two axes. In this way, we 



 

 

can quickly share the providence of True Parents with all humankind in this time when we can 
make connections within one second. We can therefore give all 8 billion people of the world the 
opportunity to participate in the Cheon Il Guk era when Heavenly Parent's dream and True 
Parents' hopes can be fulfilled on earth. 

 

 
 
Heavenly Parent desires that Cheon Il Guk, the nation attending Heavenly Parent, now take on a tangible 
form and develop. Wishing for the Cheonwon Complex to embody the form and essence of a nation, True 
Mother named the central governing body of Cheon Il Guk as 'Cheon Mu Won.' "Cheon" (天) meaning 

Heaven, "Mu" (務) meaning to work, and "Won" (院) meaning House. Cheon Mu Won is the central 
office of Cheon Il Guk where Cheon Il Guk public officials will work diligently and earnestly, in unity 
with True Parents, for the Heavenly Providence. 
 
With the inauguration of Cheon Mu Won, the previously existing 1st and 2nd Secretariats have been 
dissolved. 
 

 
 
As the two pillars of the Family Federation responsible for working in the Spirit and Truth, Cheon Shim 
Won and the former International Headquarters, now reorganized as the World Mission Headquarters, 
will operate under Cheon Mu Won. 
 
True Mother, as the owner of Cheon Mu Won, stands at the center and oversees the operations of the 
entire Cheon Mu Won. She has appointed a Cheon Mu Won vice chair and chief secretary. There is one 
specialized office responsible for True Mother's protocol, security, and personal assistance. 
 



 

 

Cheon Mu Won is divided into six offices according to their respective fields: six offices - Mission Policy 
Office, Leader Development Office, Planning and Coordination Office, Finance and Planning Office, 
Special Affairs Office, and the Legal and Audit Office. 
 
The "Cheon Mu Won Mission Policy Office," which, in attendance of our Heavenly Parent, places the 
cultivation of Cheon Il Guk citizens as the center of the mission, will manage the monitoring and analysis 
of domestic and international missions, as well as the overall long-term and short-term missionary 
policies. It will act as the eyes, ears, hands, and feet of True Mother. Additionally, as the central office of 
Cheon Il Guk, it will manage public personnel, facilitate cooperation with international organizations, and 
coordinate internal communication and activities among the organizations. 
 
The organizations managed by the Mission Policy Office include the FFWPU World Mission 
Headquarters, FFWPU Korea, the Universal Peace Federation, the Citizens' Federation for the Unification 
of North and South Korea, and other providential organizations. It also oversees organizations with the 
responsibility for historical and ongoing records of Cheon Il Guk, such as Peace TV, the Sunhak Institute 
of History, and the Cheon Won Sa Publishing House. 
 
The "Cheon Mu Won Leader Development Office," is dedicated to cultivating capable people for the 
future of the Heavenly Providence in Cheon Il Guk. It will identify, educate, and nurture individuals 
across a variety of fields to lead the future of our Unification Movement in its churches, providential 
organizations, and businesses. It also manages the Sunhak Educational Foundation, Cheongshim 
Foundation, and the Hyojeong International Cultural Foundation. 
 
The "Cheon Mu Won Planning and Coordination Office" delivers True Mother's directives to the 
organizations and corporations within the Cheonwon Complex and coordinates their operations. It 
oversees the Cheonwon Gung Management Headquarters, the Cheonwon Gung Construction Task Force, 
Cheongshim IT, HJ Global Arts Center, Cheonwon Art Museum, and Hanju Entertainment, which is 
responsible for performances and events within the Cheonwon Complex. 
 
The "Cheon Mu Won Finance and Planning Office" will handle strategies for securing resources and 
managing major public assets. It will oversee the HJ Global Unification Foundation, the HJ Magnolia 
Korea Foundation, and the Hanju Group. 
 
The "Cheon Mu Won Special Affairs Office" is responsible for executing special directives. 
 
The "Cheon Mu Won Legal and Audit Office" is responsible for legal and financial audits, internal 
inspections, and establishing internal discipline in public offices. Its goal is to create a transparent and 
ethical public service culture that is impeccable in the eyes of Heaven. 
 
Following True Mother's guidance, Senior Director Lee Chung-woo announced the organizational 
restructuring.

Order of Events: 70th Anniversary Celebration of the Family Federation 
 

 At the event, former Prime Minister Lee Soo-sung delivered a congratulatory 
message, stating, "Rev. Dr. Moon Sun-myung and Dr. Hak-ja Han Moon, founders 
of the Family Federation, have taught peace and love throughout their lives. Their 
teachings comfort wounded souls and bring hope and courage to life." He further 
expressed his hope that "the Family Federation will blossom into an even more 
beautiful and dignified flower by its 100th anniversary." 
 
 
Cho Myung-chul, the Governor of South Pyongan Province, revealed his initial 
shock when he heard that Rev. Dr. Moon Sun-myung and Dr. Hak-ja Han Moon 
criticized Juche ideology at the Mansudae Assembly Hall in Pyongyang while he 
was a professor at Kim Il-sung University in North Korea. However, he later 
realized that they truly loved the people of North Korea and aimed to guide them in 
the right direction as true parents. 
 
 
In his commemorative speech, Rev. Song Yong-cheon, Director General of the 
World Mission Headquarters, expressed deep gratitude to the Heavenly Parent and 
the True Parents of Heaven, Earth, and Humanity, who have led the providence for 
the past 70 years.
