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There is currently a housing crisis in America, along with a homeless population that is growing.

In the Cheon Shim Won, we can encounter the garden, the original place where we can be with Heavenly 

Parents. This is not just spiritual poetry. If you want to be embraced, go there and pray. Or just go there 

and be. They want to be with you, just as you want to be with them. Of course there's stuff in the way, 

you can work it out. They're not going anywhere and they want to talk to you. Finally, the time has come 

when we can do this, sit and be with someone who absolutely loves you.
