Divine Principle could be described as the story of God's "Backup Plans." What we as 

Unificationists never considered was the possibility that a "Backup Plan" would need to be implemented 

after True Father passed to the spirit world. Following are some thoughts about "God's Back-up Plan" 

from Jim Stephens. 

 

Jim Stephens: When Hak Ja Han failed in her final responsibility, that 

brought up all of the implications from the failure of John the Baptist 

explained in the Principle. Hyung Jin Nim, being True Father's chosen heir, 

was kicked out into the wilderness which required a new providence for 

God.

6. Similarly, the failure of key followers of True Father has led to a change in God’s Providence. 
 
7. True Father’s foundation for the Kingdom has suffered tremendously. Rev. Kwak/Preston 
Moon took away $1 billion, many members, many businesses, and large amounts of property. 
Hyo Nam Kim (aka Dae Mo Nim) misused $100’s of millions, many members, and much 
property. Finally, Hak Ja Han kicked out True Father’s chosen inheritor and took control of all 
that was left. Worst of all, she is obliterating Father’s words and deeds and proclaiming herself 
the Chosen One.
