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On the 9th of May, 2017, the Graduation Ceremony of the 4th ASIAN TOP GUN 21-day Workshop was 

held at the Cheon Jeong Gung Museum with True Parents, and 117 trainees who completed all sessions of 

the 21-day Workshop.
