Three cheers of Eog Mansei led by Jeon Dong-jun, Pastor of Dongdaemun Church In his 
impassioned speech, President Hwang Bo-guk outlined his vision for FFWPU-Heavenly Korea. 
He emphasized a return to the spirit of the early church, focusing on several key areas: 
 
Church innovation centered on spirit and truth 
 
Strengthening education on True Parents' teachings 
 
Establishing an inspirational worship culture 
 
Moving towards a blessing-centered church model 

 
Hwang highlighted specific strategies for the upcoming entry into the Cheon Il Sanctum in Cheon Won 
Gung, calling for victory in night vigil devotions at CheonShim Won, blessing ceremonies, and total 
membership mobilization.
