Religious activities were made 
possible as a legitimate 
organization by registering as 
Social Organization Item 261. 
 
About four months later, we 
received judicial foundation 
approval and were able to run the 
association effectively. 
 
True Father said, “We struggled to 
finally gain permission from the 
Ministry of Education, who had 
refused to register us; the 
foundation has been established 
and is able to carry out legitimate 
religious activities.”

In it, he emphasized, “God has sent me to 
America in the role of a doctor, in the role of a firefighter” and “I know God’s will is to save the world, 
and to do that, America must lead the way.”
