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Being in Atlanta, Georgia, we had to find an opportunity to hike up Stone Mountain, the site where once 

was held secret rituals and meetings of the Ku Klux Klan. Once at the top, our intentions were to pray for 

forgiveness and repentance for so much suffering endured in this state. 

 

The mountain itself is beautiful, regardless of its sad history. We came across many carvings in the stone 

of names, words and images. One participant ran all the way up to the top while some walked up half way 

and rested. Those of us who did make it to the top were granted the chance to watch the sun rise over the 

land. We prayed in earnest for the liberation of suffering among those spirits who perished in this long-

suffering part of America, for opportunities for America to do what needs to be done to receive 

forgiveness, and for a foundation that allows America to move forward back on the course God wants Her 

on.
