Dear Family, 
 
This Friday, August 14, we will be observing two important Holy Days: the 25th Declaration Day of 
God’s Eternal Blessing, (Chil Il Jeol) and the 19th Declaration of the Realm of the Cosmic Sabbath for 
the Parents of Heaven and Earth (Chil Pal Jeol.) As you can see from the attached international memo, 
each church and community is encouraged to hold a prayer and pledge service, with an offering table, at 7 
a.m. or at another time decided locally. 
 
On the Founding of the Declaration Day of God’s Eternal Blessing on July 1, 1992, Father emphasized 
the importance role of True Mother in creating the conditions to establish this day: 
 

For the first time since the beginning of history, I recovered God’s blessings. Then, standing on 
top of the world, I victoriously proclaimed his eternal blessings for humankind. On the 
foundation of this proclamation, Mother could finally appear in public on the world stage. While 
it took forty to fifty years for me to reach this position, Mother reached it in only nine months. 
Based on the standard that Mother attained by uniting with me in absolute obedience, I could 
then present Mother and proclaim women’s liberation. Now, in front of Mother’s perfected 
historical standard, we men and women on earth can be in complete oneness with True Parents 
based on God’s true love.

The Chil Pal Jeol celebration commemorates the victory of blessing 3.6 million couples slightly ahead of 
schedule in 1997, on which occasion True Parents declared that God could finally take his “Cosmic 
Sabbath” rest, and that God’s eternal resting place should and can be in the hearts and homes of every 
blessed family.
