What is an insurance fee? 
Every international student at Sun Moon University joins the insurance service provided by Sun Moon 
University, unless a student has already joined another international insurance service. 
 
If I go eat outside of school, will I be reimbursed? 
No, if you eat anywhere other than the school cafeteria, you will not be reimbursed. You will be responsible for 
your personal expenses.
