Ten years ago, June 13, 2006, was a memorable and special day in the providence of God. On that day, 
thousands of representatives of every nation in the world assembled to support True Parents as they 
officially opened the Cheon Jeong Gung, the Peace Museum, and to offer the building and all it represents 
to God, the King of Peace. In a moving ceremonial spectacle, crowns representing God’s authority over 
the nations of the world and the clans of Korea were presented in front of True Parents. 
 
“It was my privilege to be in the audience that day, and as True Parents offered the dedication prayer 
together, I had a vision of King Solomon dedicating the temple of Jerusalem, beseeching Almighty God 
to come and be present with his people (1 Kings 8),” recounted Dr. Michael Balcomb, FFWPU USA 
President. “Like Solomon, Father and Mother tearfully acknowledging that the Infinite doesn’t need finite 
structures but rather wants to live in the hearts and minds of his children.”
