The Vision

1900 years ago, in 122 AD the Roman Emperor Hadrian built the wall to defend the Roman territory from the
fierce inhabitants of the North. It functioned well for almost three centuries before falling into disuse and
over the centuries many of the stones were taken away and used for other buildings.

In 2021 there are renewed tensions in Britain with calls for independence and separation. The Peace Road
UK walk along this ancient barrier is a statement in support of unity and cohesion, whilst recognizing that
there is always room for change. A second purpose is to draw attention to a national campaign to persuade
the UK Government to reinstate the committed 0.7% of GDP — which people throughout the UK support —
and to raise funds to assist those most affected by the cuts.

Peace Road UK is part of the Peace Road International in 154 nations to promote the peace and unity of the
entire human family by breaking down barriers and encouraging communication across the borders of
nations, religions, and cultures. The Peace Road was founded in 2015 in Korea and Japan by Dr. Hak Ja Han
Moon. This year the Peace Road will mostly be held nation by nation because of Covid Restrictions on travel.

Some FAQs

1. Why are we doing it?
To support the Peace Road project leading towards the goal of an International Peace Highway; and to make
a statement for the continued unity of the United Kingdom as a nation that lives for others.

2. Are there other Peace Road programs planned this year?
Yes, over 100 all around the world. Right now Peace Road Russia is on a 600 mile super-marathon around
Moscow! Peace Road Ireland will be in Derry on September 26

3. I would like to come but | am not sure how much | can actually walk

Certainly, you should be fit and healthy and used to reqular walking and exercise. That said, you can walk as
much as you can manage each day, and then use our free shuttle service to the evening’s accommodation.
Peace Road Newcastle and Carlisle will also offer cycling options, subject to availability.

4. Is it suitable for children or families?
The Peace Road programs in Carlisle and Newcastle are suitable for families. Teenagers 13-17 are welcome
for all three stages, but must be accompanied by a parent or guardian

5. Will it be COVID Secure?

Yes, we will observe all possible precautions. Participants should show proof of vaccination, or bring recent
negative test. If government regulations change (again!) and the Peace Road has to be cancelled or
postponed, you will get your money back.

6. How much does it cost?

We are asking a donation of £10 a day. For those joining for several days, the estimated cost including
accommodation and meals is estimated to be about £70 a day, per person, based on twin occupancy. (Of
this accommodation will be £30-£40; food £20; daily luggage transportation £5 and other sundries £5.)

7. It seems expensive! Are there other, cheaper options?

Maybe. Some nights there may savings by sleeping 4 to a room (for a group that is a family or a bubble) and
during Stage 2, camping is possible. But cheaper dormitory style and bunkhouse accommodations are
generally not available this year because of Covid Regulations.

8. What’s the weather expected to be like?
It’s a little known fact, but the name “Hadrian” is actually a typo — originally it was “HadRain!”
A joke, but not really. Better come prepared for wet weather.

Peace Road Newcastle will cross the Tyne several times before heading to Wallsend
