If for any of the above reasons we do need to postpone, we're ready to go with a 'just in case' date of
Saturday 11th September 2021. Please make sure you save the date - see our flexible ticket cancellation
and refund policy below.
What do we need from you?
You must pre-book your tickets here to attend (no door tickets available).
Please make your own travel and accommodation arrangements (no coach service or overnight
stays/camping, unless you have pre-booked a Cleeve House room with the Cleeve House
managers).

Please bring a picnic lunch, drinks and snacks for you and the family.

We urgently need volunteers. Join our team or give just a few hours on the day in exchange for
your ticket (see more below).

Adhere to all COVID-19 festival safety measures; these will be adapted to the changing guidance.
