Apartment bombing in Kyiv, 
14 March 2022

On 10 March, after several failed attempts, two Ukrainian blessed families were 
successfully evacuated from the township of Bucha, near Kyiv. They had spent much of 
the time living in the basement with their young children, including a two-month-old baby 
girl. Miraculously, after boarding the first of several buses, the blessed families discovered 
that theirs was the only bus allowed to leave for Kyiv train station. Kyiv News highlighted 
the plight of the 2-month-old baby.

On 14 March an apartment block (right) in Kyiv was destroyed by Russian missiles. This is 
where the current national leader and her family had lived with two other families from 
2012 to 2016. – Anna Kalmatskaya

children have left the danger zones and moved to western Ukraine and/or to other 
countries.

IRFF-Italy Donations Distributed at Moldova Peace Embassy

On 8 March IRFF-Italy sent 
several vehicles with five tonnes 
of supplies to the Moldova 
Peace Embassy in Chisinau. 
Members there organised a  
distribution to Ukrainian 
refugees who came to pick up 
the supplies.

Moldova FFWPU received 3 tonnes of humanitarian aid from Happy Links, a Swiss NGO. Dozens of 
refugee families have come each day to collect needed supplies. Every day around ten volunteers 
from FFWPU and YSP come to help distribute the products. National leader Sabina Nadejdin and 
her family are also hosting a Ukrainian family with three young children in their home.



Moldova Activities

Members distributed food, clothes and hygiene products to about 300 Ukrainian refugees, also giving cards with True Parents’ words. … Several refugees 
are now living with Moldovan blessed families. … EUME Vice President Rev. In-Soung Kwun, visiting from Korea, provided lunch for a group of refugees 
staying in Anenii Noi town. … Using funds offered by the Japanese National Messiah’s daughter, members bought medicines for the first-aid kit in the 
Anenii Noi refugee centre. … IRFF Moldova provided 6,000 meals for refugee centres in the cities of Bălți and Chisinau. … FF and YSP will hold a class for 
refugee children to teach them to make candles. … YSP held a programme that included Youth Peace Talks with Rev. In-Soung Kwun and Andre Eșanu. … 
Rev. Kwun gave the Sunday sermon about recent events in Korea and the world and offered gifts from True Mother to families. … A new heating system is 
being installed in the Peace Embassy in Chisinau.

Russian HPHC Leaders Meet in Moscow – 19-20 March

Fifty HPHC leaders from Russia gathered in the Moscow Peace 
Embassy on 19 and 20 March for the first time since the outbreak 
of the pandemic. The meeting opened with an introduction by 
Eastern Europe President Jack Corley and was followed by three 
presentations by Jacques Marion, the UPF co-chair for EUME,  
about True Parents’ headwing philosophy. Participants then met in 
groups to discuss the following goals:

1) Uniting with True Mother at the beginning of the first 20-month 
period until November 2023.

2) Gaining a God-centered understanding of recent events in order 
to maintain the correct attitude and to help others do the same.

3) Our goals and mission during 2022 and until 2027.

Nineteen Second-Generation teens and their parents came from five Russian cities to attend a “Pure Heart” Ceremony in the Moscow
Peace Embassy on 26 March. Families had prepared for a month by reading and discussing together the book Purity Is a Gift. 
Eastern Europe President Jack Corley greeted the participants by Zoom, giving deep guidance, and then Olga Galiullina and Evgeny Edakin
each gave a lecture about developing a life of faith. Then two discussion groups were formed: The children’s group talked about purity, 
and the parents’ group discussed raising Second Generation in faith.
