The March First Independence demonstrations took place not only in Anju; they occurred
simultaneously in Seoul and across the nation.

The foundation for our breakthroughs in the Kremlin and North Korea also includes the selfless work
of European members. One day in the early 1980s, we received a one-page letter from one of them.
It concluded with heartrending words: “My last moment on earth is approaching.

This is the last greeting | give you here on earth. | will meet you in the spirit world. Please live

a long and healthy life.”

This young man was in a communist prison, and this turned out to be his final letter, written just
before his death. The instant | read it, my body stiffened, as if my blood had turned cold and blue. My
tears froze. | couldn’t say anything. | felt like the fabled woman Mang Bu-seok, who died and turned
to stone. | just stood there. My husband and | had to quietly, secretly, hold such beloved people in
our hearts. As the True Parents of all people, our path, with theirs, was perilous and desperate.
Unable to talk with anyone about such things, we could only weep inside and proceed with broken
hearts.

On September 3, 2012, my husband, Rev. Dr. Sun Myung Moon, ascended into God’s embrace.
