Second, we must understand the essence of Christianity's 2,000
years history in search of the heavenly lineage. What is the
essence of Christianity's 2,000-year history?

They
rejected Catholic institutions and rituals, and escaping religious
oppression in Europe, they migrated to the New World in search
of religious freedom.

These were the Pilgrim Fathers who built the foundation for the
United States as it is today. The first thing the Pilgrim Fathers
did when they arrived in America in 1620, was to build a chapel



where they could worship our Heavenly Parent.

The Pilgrim Fathers determined to make the New World a true land where our Heavenly Parent could be

fully attended.

William James Hall (1860-
1894)

In the late 19th and early 20th century, many North American pastors
and missionaries from the USA and Canada went out in the world.
Around this time, missionaries such as William James Hall (1860-
1894, worked in Pyongyang), Mattie Wilcox Noble (1872-1948,
worked in Seoul and Pyongyang) and William M. Baird (1862-1931,
worked in Pyongyang) also came to Korea.

As a result of the work of these missionaries, Pyongyang became a
city filled with the Holy Spirit. It was then the term "Jerusalem of the
East" emerged. Have you ever heard that term? Jerusalem is
Jerusalem, but where is the "Jerusalem of the East"? Pyongyang was
called "Jerusalem of the East".

Pyongyang experienced a great revival at the time. There was an
overflowing of the Holy Spirit throughout the entire city, so much so
that it was referred to as a Korean Pentecost. Every day, tens of

thousands of people sang and prayed. It was a very tense atmosphere throughout the city. Songs of praise
