Read a statement on the announcement of Martial Law in South Korea, which has since been rescinded… 
 
In the last 24 hours, the world media has been riveted by the fast-moving developments in South Korea, 
homeland of the FFWPU and its founders. First of all President Yoon Suk Yeol declared emergency 
martial law; then a few hours later, members of parliament successfully voted against the move, and now 
the President faces possible impeachment for his actions. Calling for calm and reflection, FFWPU Korea 
President Hwang Bo Guk issued this statement: 
 

 
 
Why should this matter to us here in the UK, thousands of miles away? In fact the divided nation of 
Korea casts a long shadow over international relations in Asia and beyond. We are all aware of the 
continuous nuclear sabre-rattling by North Korea, and we also see reports that North Korean soldiers may 
now be fighting on the Russia / Ukraine border. South Korea is an important strategic ally of the West, 
and yet its relations with its allies and particular its neighbour Japan are stretched to breaking. 
 
For years, FFWPU members around the world have been praying for a permanent peace in Korea, leading 
to reunification of the Korean peninsula. True Mother Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon, the Mother of Peace, has 
said that 2025 (the 80th anniversary of Korea's division following WWII) presents a heavenly opportunity 
for this to take place.
