I am deeply thankful for the opportunity to reflect on the meaningful journey, remarkable achievements 

and future vision of the Sunhak Peace Prize over the past decade. 

 



 

 

In 2014, together with my late husband, Reverend Dr. Sun Myung Moon, I founded the Sunhak Peace 

Prize to solidify our lifelong vision and mission - the realization of a peaceful world as one family under 

God. 

 

This vision is not a mere concept. It 

encompasses concrete virtues and a philosophy 

of peace that all global citizens ought to share 

and practice, transcending race, nationality, 

religion, culture and time. 

 

Historically, human civilization has been 

unable to break free from cycles of exclusion, 

conflict, confrontation and division. 

 

Despite lofty rhetoric about peace, human-

centered ideology and philosophies have only 

reinforced self-centeredness. Even today, at the 

midpoint of the 21st century, humanity faces 

countless urgent crises and challenges. 

 

The wars and conflicts that continue to arise 

across the globe and disaster caused by 

environmental abuse, poverty and inequality, 

exacerbated by response to pandemics compel 

us to confront the fundamental questions about 

humanity's intrinsic values and purpose and 

how they can be rediscovered. 

 

The vision and mission of the Sunhak Peace 

Prize are firmly centered on our Creator, God. 

The God I have come to know is our Heavenly 

Parent of harmony, unity and true love. 

 

God created the universe and all life in pairs - 

male and female - according to God's divine 

principles. From minerals to higher beings, 

there is no creation on earth that exists outside 

the principles of God's creation. 

 

Human beings created as male and female in God's image were designed as God's children and given a 

period of growth to reach maturity and fulfillment. 

 

This means that humanity bears a responsibility and has been bestowed the extraordinary gift of 

ascending to the rim of the Creator's value. 

 

Tragically, humanity failed to fulfill this responsibility. In Christian theology, this is described as the Fall. 

As a result, humanity lost sight of God's essence and values, leading to the severance of their relationship 

with God. 

 

This has caused human history to be dominated by male-centered, winner-centered and ruler-centered 

narratives. 

 

For true peace to be established, we must recognize that God exists as both Heavenly Father and 

Heavenly Mother - our Heavenly Parent - who created all life in duality. All creations are not independent 

entitiess achieving their purpose through conflict or opposition, but rather harmonious unions fulfilling 

each other in true love according to the principles of creation. 

 

This is why Sunhak Peace Prize advocates transcending human-centered ideologies and upholding ideals 

of one family under God, centered on our Heavenly Parent. 

 

Sunhak Peace Prize has steadfastly pursued the three pillars of respect for human rights, promoting 

reconciliation and preserving the environment. 

 

Over the past decade, it has tirelessly sought out and honored individuals who have dedicated their lives 

to solving the world's most pressing challenges. Sharing and amplifying their extraordinary achievements 

and forward-looking visions globally, have been the great joy and pride of the Sunhak Peace Prize. To 

date, we have honored a total of 12 remarkable individuals as a symbol of world peace.

"As a result [of al l these fa ilu res - see part 2], the Jewish 

leaders d id not bel ieve in Jesus. They slandered and crit ic ized 

h im , accusing him of being a law b reake r, a blasphemer, a 

sed it ious ag itator, and so on." 
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In history, of course, there have been very unpleasant reactions or 

attitudes toward the Jewish people about crucifying Jesus. But when we 

understand, through the Unification Principles, that they weren't even 

g iven a chance to understand who Jesus was, because the main people 
did not fulfill their providential duty, we rea lize that the Jewish people 

became victims of those failures. 

It's important that we understand that the 

True Parents and Jesus were doing so 

many things to reach out. But important 

people like John the Baptist did not 
recognize their responsibility, and 

therefore Jesus was rejected. 

I' ll continue: 

"If Mary, Joseph, and Zechariah's 

fami ly, whom Heaven had prepared, 

had understood God 's Will and united 

to fu lfill their responsibility to protect 

Jesus, the Only Begotten Daughter 

would have appeared [ ... ] at a time 

Heavenly Parent had prepared." 

If they had united, then Mary would have 

been able to introduce Jesus to his bride.

Cropped 

resurrection and pioneered the way to atone for the sins of 
all humankind. 

The d isciples who met the resurrected Jesus gathered aga in 

to fu lfill the number of twelve disciples, believing in Jesus and 

fo llowing him. Thus they laid the foundation for Jesus, 
together with the Holy Spirit, to become the spiritual True 

Parents and to carry out the work of rebirth. 

Despite the fa ilure of the central figures and the people, the 

way of the cross that Jesus walked was a holy and noble 
course to give spiritual rebirth to all humankind." 

Of course, we talk about this as the secondary course. It was not meant 

to be the orig inal course. But what is rea lly important to also understand 

is that the real beginning of Christianity was not the death of Jesus 
or even his resurrection.

Christianity really began when the disciples were in the upper room, 
fearfu l for their lives. Having betrayed or denied Jesus, they were afraid . 

But when the Holy Spirit manifested in the form of a dove, they were 
transformed. They went out, and al l except one gave thei r life t o 

promote t he message of Jesus. So they real ly had the spir it and the 

truth. 

I'll continue: 

"However, Jesus, who was born as the Only Begotten Son, 

could not meet the Only Begotten Daughter and d id not 

become the True Parent. He went the way of the c ross and 

said he would come again and hold the Marriage Supper of 
the Lamb. 

The 2,000 years of Christian h istory began with the apostles 

who accepted and believed h is words. 

The Holy Spirit descended on the apostles and other believers 

who had gathered on the 50th day following Jesus' 

resurrection. Filled with the Holy Spirit, they set out into the 
world to preach the gospel of Jesus in place of the Jewish 

people who were unable to attend the Only Begotten Son. 
Christianity was chosen and took the central role in 

Heavenly Parent's providence." 

In t he same way, after Father Moon ascended, Mother Moon 

continued the mission of the True Pa rents here on the earth in the 

position of the living Holy Spirit. 

As you know, one of the prophecies about the future was about the 

moon turning to b lood. According to the explanation of the Unification 

Principles, t he moon symbol izes t he Holy Spirit. Turning to b lood means 

becoming a liv ing being. We are at a time when Mother Moon is now 

such a being. We are so priv i leged t hat we can welcome her here to 

Europe in a very short time.
