Dear pastors and community leaders,

Thank you for consistently investing in your congregations and communities. One of our sincere hopes
is that HSA’s Ministry Group at National headquarters can become a resource and support tool for you
to use in your local ministries. As a result, we’ve created the Lead With Impact website
(leadwithimpact.org) as a one-stop shop for all of your ministry needs.

In addition, we began Lead With Impact (LWI) conferences for pastors and ministry leaders in April
2013. We’ve already conducted two LWI conferences this year, one on each coast, and now we are
proud to announce the next installment, ENERGIZE, a retreat and conference for youth and young adult
ministry leaders.
