Publication of First Headquarters’ Magazine, Seonghwa 
March 27, 1955, Seoul, Korea 
 
    On March 27, 1955, the Korean headquarters’ monthly magazine, Seonghwa, was published. Following 
the founding of the Seonghwa Christian Students Association and 
the Seonghwa Youth Association, it was the first-ever Family Federation publication. Seonghwa was 



 

 

published until June 30, 1970. Before the Explanation of the Divine Principle was published (1957), it 
was used as the main source of introducing the Principle. It also contained True Parents’ news and news 
from the Korean headquarters during the first 15 years of the Unification movement.
